Vestments Ini Linens St. Catherine Of Siena.
At Holy Mass the Church 

adorns the priest, the chalice and 

the altar with vestments and 
linens replete with spiritual sig­
nificance.

Having first washed his hands, 
the priest kisses the amice (a 
rectangular piece of linen with 

two stripes attached), rests it a 

moment on hie head, then places 
it on hie shoulders and ties the 

strings around his body. It re­
presents the ” helmet of salva­
tion ” spoken of by Isaiae (59:17) 
and St. Paul, Eph. 6:17). It also 
recalls the cloth with which the 

Jews shamefully blindfolded 

Christ in His Passion. The priest 
next puts on the alb, a white robe 

reaching to the ground. It sig­
nifies parity of life and also re­
calls the white garment in which 

Christ was robed by the mocking 

Herod. It is bound about the 

waist by the cincture, or girdle, 

signifying ehaatity, and also re­
calling the cords binding Our 
Saviour in the Garden of Olives 

and later to the Pillar of Scourg­
ing. The priest next places on 
his left arm the maniple, origin­
ally a handkerchief, but now a 

narrow band of silken cloth, sig­
nifying the fruits of our toil and 

sweat in Christ’s vineyard. He 
then places around hie neck and 

across hie breast the stole (Greek, 
a garment) a long silken strip or 
band which originally was a robe 
and still signifies the robe of

Catherine Benineses (St. Ca­
therine of Siena), was born in 
Siena March 25th, 1347, the 
youngest one of a very large 
family. Her father, Giacomo di 
Benincasa, was a dyer, and her 
mother the daughter of a 'local 
poet. The family belonged to 
the lower middle class.

Early iu life Catherine made 
a vow of chastity. She began to 
see visions and to practice ex­
treme austerities. When she was 
sixteen years old she took the 
habit of the Dominican Tertiaviea 
and renewed the life of the an­
chorites of the desert in a little 
room in her father's house.

During the summer of 1370 
she received a series of special 
manifestations of Divine myster­
ies which culminated in a pro­
longed trance, a kind of mystical 
death, in which she had a virion 
of Hell, Purgatory and Heaven, 
and heard a Divine command to 
leave her eell and enter the public 
life of the world. From this time 
forward she became an important 
factor in the political as well as 
the religious life of Italy, and, 
indeed, of all Western Christen­
dom. She was in correspondence 
with the rnlere of the various 
states of Italy, was consulted by 
the papal legatee about the affaire 
of the Church, and devoted her 
energies to healing the wounds of 
civil war.

The controversy between rail­

way employes and the railway 
executives, before the National 
Eiil way Labor Board at Chicago, 
lasted for over three months. It 
was a strenuous contest. Bitter 
things were said on both .sides. 
The issue was momentous. Yet, 
when it was all over, the contes­
tante shook hands and pledged 
co-operation to each other. A 
fine spirit of conciliation was 
ehown. The employes had in a 
measure lost the battle , but 
they were ready to acknowledge 
fair treatment and to reeogniza 
the rights and interests of their 
employers. i ,

There are always two sides to 
every dispute. In coming to­
gether and frankly discussing the 
matters in controversy the point 
of view with which each side 
starts out is oitcn changed. 
Misunderstanding is the cause of 
nine strikes out of ten. Failure 
to see the case from the view­
point of the other fellow has led 
to probably ninety per cent, of 
all the trouble which has ever 
happened in the world. And 
right there comes in F factor 
which cannot be ignored. There' 
are thousands of men who live 
on other people’s troubles. If 
there were no disputes, no strug-

iiome to every young man—that 
the time is here when we must 
remember what pur forefathers 
did m our country. Do you think 
these great rsttroads would" have 
beÿn built on *b eight-hour day ? 
Do you think the pioneers of this 
country could have developed this 
country on an eight-hour day ? 
Let us not forget these funda­
mental principles. Let us work 
to the end of the eight-hour day, 
but in doing it let us undertake 
to inspire the thought and belief 
in every man that he owes a duty 
to himself, to his country and to 
his fellow-man to make use of 
the otheraight hours.

want to say that in my judgment 
the time is here when the em­
ployes must get into the harness 
with us, and we with them, if we 
are to pull this country out of the 
horrid depression that it is in to­
day.

So far os we are con­
cerned, we want to co-operate 
with our employes in every way 
we can. I personally want to 
see them have all the wages that 
we can possibly pay them that ara 
fair and reasonable. I believe—
and you will pardon me for being 
personal—there is no man in this 
room that has fafced poverty any 
harder than I have, and I know 
what it means. I have chopped 
wood- in my lifetime from day­
light to dark in order to live, and 
I have had the gaunt figure of 
poverty staring me in the face 
at dfferent times. I have ridden 
the middle plains of the West 
from daylight to away into the 
night, and while I have plowed 
corn as hard as any living man, 
I never limited myself to eight 
hours, and what I did has never 
injured me in the least

“ I Am riot making any argu­
ment against the eight-hour prin­
ciple. I am merely saying to 
these men I can sympathise with 
them. I want to state to these 
men who have such great influen­
ces with the great masses of 
railroad labor in thè country, 
that no living man can make a 
success of his life based on the 
eight-hour day. If he dries not 
engage himself in some useful 
occupation and study' after hit 
ordinary vocational hours have 
closed—if*he puts in his time in 
the poolrooms and moving picture 
theatres—he never can and nevèr 
wilt, be able to make a success 
out of his own life. -I want to

Increased demand for oil will 
hasten the solution of such prob­
lems as that of hew to transport 
economically, oil from the Mac 
kenzie Biver field.

Big industries which were the 
subject» eoupte of years ago of
inquiries on the allegation" or 
suspicion that they were making 
enormous and unjust profits are 
now in severe financial difficul­
ties. For" example, the meat 
packing industry of, the United 
States was charged with taking 
many millions of improper profit 
from the public and , in eonse 
quence of investigation legisla 
tion was enacted bringing 
under certain meaaur^.of federal 
control and restricting .its opera 
tions. Now the meat industry 
is facing disaster. ..The Federa 
Reserve.

For five hours Belfast was 
the capital of the British Em­
pire arid it roee fully to the 
occasion. King George,’ with 
Queen Mary, visited the capi­
tal to open the Ulster Parlia 
ment in state. Belfast has reason 
to be proud of herself. She can 
teach Chicago, London and New 
York lessons in handling crowds, 
lessons in publie deedration, les­
sons in doing honor to - a die 
tinguished visitor.

During the whole five hours 
that the King and Queen were 
jn tile city""there wasn’t an 
unpleasant incident. Loyalists 
crowded the streets to cheer the 
King and' Queen and disloyalists, 
if any, kept away. Every Catho­
lic priest personally warned the 
members of his flock if they could 
not restrain themselves to stay 
in doors and the order loyally 
wae obeyed.

Belfast wae awakened at 7 a. 
m. by the booming of guns as the 
royal yacht Victoria and Albert 
slid to anchorage in the lough, 
escorted by a great fleet of cruis­
ers and destroyers. The yacht 
lay there until 10, when it weigh­
ed anchor and slowly steamed up 
to Donegal. Quay where the 
royal visitors disembarked. Be 
fore leaving the ship they re­
ceived the members of the harbor 
board on the yacht, thanking 
them for the efficient arrange­
ments for landing. Then began 
the picturesque progress through 
streets lined with people a thick 

serious ^ w&8 t0 allow them
to etand. , One centinuous roll of 
cheers accompanied the drive of 
a mile from the dock to the city 
hall, swelling to enormous volume 
when the immense crowd massed 
outside ,the hall saw the sovereign 
and his consort approach.

At the stepa of the hall there 
was a short halt while the King 
and Queen received ab address of 
welcome from the corporation, 
headed by Lord Mayor Stuart 
Coates whqjater in the day was 
made a baronet. Inside the hail 
the scene was the most brilliant 
possible.

Just betoiiIjhe^Kings arrival 
two trumpeters in gorgeous gold 
lace tunics took their posi­
tion on each side of the throne. 
Then Sir Bam«, .Greenwood,1 
Chief Secretary for Ireland, 
magnificent figure, in a Privy 
Councillor’s court drees, covered 
with gold lade, took à look around 
to see that all was ready.

Then with a fanfare of trump­
ets the doors were thrown open 
and the Ulster King-at-Arms, 
Chief Heraldic Officer of Ireland 
entered at the head of a proces­
sion. Dressed as he was in a 
tabbard, he looked like an ani­
mated court card. More brilliant 
officials in scarlet^and gold fol­
lowed, then the King himaelf, 
wearing the uniform of an Ad­
miral of the British fleet, With 
the Queen simply dressed in 
White silk carrying a big bopquet 
of white and pink flowers.

The Thrones had been con­
structed as replicas of those at 
Westminster, and on these the 
Sovereign oqd his escort took 
their seat*. Then the officials 
and their families filed past bow­
ing or ourtesying, according to 
sex.

A tall, handsome, elderly man 
in court dress advanced from 
the'opposite end of the hall, bow­
ing three times as he advanced. 
This was Sir Frederick Money- 
penny,. the Belfast City Cham­
berlain, who-wee acting HiisTime 
as the Black Rod Westminster
