Mr. Editor,—My »m Fred sent me 

your issue of November 23, 1883, in 
which is a communication with the abov» 
heading, which he thought would in­
terest me. Well, I know nothing of the 
hardships of the brave militia of Huron 
of that period, nor of the promises made 
to the militia generally ; but I do know 
what some of the regular troops endured, 
and where they feughk I fought at St 
Charles’ for four hours, and the rebels 
killed and wounded thirty-four of the 
1st Royals sud 32d, commanded by Lt.- 
Col. Weatherall, of the Royal». I then 
belonged to the Royal Attillery. The 
rebels had three or four guns in position 
behind hreaetworks. We were on the 
road with two nine-poundera. My ob­
ject in sending thia is to correct your cor- 
reapondent’s mistakes. We, of cour.e 
took the town, and next day marched to 
Euatache, when Sjr John Colborne 
(afterwards Lord Seaton), joined us 
and commanded. Capt. Msrkham was 
not there, but was ordered with his 
company of 32d Regt. to St. Dennis, 
where he was wounded in the track. 
Leut. Weir was not “chopped in pieces 
by the French Canadians, and his limbs 
thrown into the Chsmbly river," but 
was killed at the Wind-Mill, and hia 
body brought to Kingston. It is a grest 
pity that Mr. Kydd was not bettor in­
formed on the matter before he went 
into print. There are other incorrect 
stamements, which will not be noticed 
now. * I was, Mr. Editor, at St. Chariot, 
Eustaehe, Grande Burle, Navy Island, 
Fighting Island and Point Pelee, from 
24th December, 1837, until 24th Match, 
1838. Six fights, or operations in three 
months, got wounded and half starved 
lying on bare ground in barns, stables 
and out houses most of the time. But 
then I was a regular, and thought noth­
ing of it, and did not get a potatoe patch, 
or a quarter dollar for it, and not indeed 
look for it, as I only did my duty. But 
if the country would feel grateful enough 
to give me an acre ef ground to raise 
potatoes for some half dozen big boys 
like him who has been visiting your 
town, I would be ever »o much obliged 
to it, and recommend my boy» to de 
their duty a» I did, if their services were 
ever required. With thanks for space.

From our own Correspondent.

From Honolulu to the Samoan or 
Navigator's Islands, a distance of nearly 
twenty five hundred miles, nothing of 
importance occurred to relieve the 
lengthy mpnotony. When a fresh 
breeze sprang up, with hsroic fortitude 
we would find ourselves still pacing the 
deck ‘with lesser weight but not with 
lesser woe.’ On the third night after 
leaving the harbor,

we CROSSED THE EQUATOR.

No particular shock was felt ; our vessel 
didn’t tremble from bew to stern like an 
aspen leaf ; nor were we favored with an 
interview with that ancient celebrity, 
Neptune, with hie trident and briny 
suite of sea-nymphs,—the cousins and 
the uncles and the aunts of Oceanus—all 
of whom we read so much of in our 
youthful literary researches (in Captain 
Maryatt’s novels). No ; we with most 
of our fellow passengers were ‘calmy, 
sweetly slumbering on’ regardless of 
Neptune and Jupiter, and the whole 
fraternity of gods and goddesses. About 
eight hundred miles south of the equat­
or we sighted

THE SAMOAN ISLANDS, ________
and having a Carman Consul to land, we 
drew along side one of these. They are 
of apparent volcanic origin, and near the 
coast are densely wooded. They num­
ber in all some eight or nine, two of 
which are forty miles in length. The 
population numbers about thirty five 
thousand, three thousand of these being 
Kanakas and Germans, the remainder 
natives. On nearing what appeared to 
be a native village—a collection of grass 
houses—a score of canoes pulled cut to 
board our vessel, each containing from 
one to thirty of the islanders, nearly 
nude, and all keeping up an incessant 
chattering. Each had some articles for 
sale, shells, grass fans, war clubs (after 
the fashion of the one Jack the Giant- 
killer handled) models of their boats, and 
various tropical fruits, the manuiactured 
articles showing an artistic skill almost 
incredible to so rude a people. They are 
stout well built, muscular fellows, 

or AN EXACT COPPER COLOR.
Their hair is thickly matted and of a 
reddish yellowish brownish black (for 
want of a more expressive term.) These 
mats are so thick that they make an ex­
cellent repository for the natives tooth 
brush, lead pencil, pipe, small spears, 
walking stick or any other extras he 
wishes to carry about with him. The 
etiange color and the thick matting is 
caused by a toilette peculiar to the 
natives of many of the South Sea islands 
A thick paste is made from powdered 
shells, the hair is done up in this paste, 
and after a number of days it is

CLEANED AND FRiZZEB 
not quite the same as our Canadian friz— 
and the toilet is complete. They are 
very fond of anything showy, and wore 
particularly desirous of possessing them­
selves of any old cast oft' clothing offered 
for barter by the sailors or passengers. 
One became the happy possessor of a 
couple c.f colored handkerchiefs which so 
greatly delighted him that he showed his 
ability to shake the ‘light fantastic’ to 
our amusement. Another got a large 
blue necktie, and was shown how to 
wear it by a sailor, who put it on wrong 
aide out. He cast many

jetties, affords excellent facilities for the 
loading and discharging of vessels. The 
dress, manners, and general appearance 
of the people it widely different from 
that of the American towns, and con­
trasting the lively go-a-head American 
towns of forty thousand population, with 
Auckland, the thought of Rip-Ven-Win- 
kle suggests itself, for in many things, 
we noticed, in our short visit, the 
colonial appear to be a half century be­
hind the times. They lack the business 
push ao characteristic in the American. 
We were not even accosted by the busi­
ness email boy' with “Shine, air 1” 
“Morning Herald, air?” or any of the 
familiar solicitations so peculiar to Young 
America. The vehicles seen were of 

AN ANTIQUATED TYPE.
The two wheeled carta here answer the 
purpose of our American wagon ; there 
are generally four or five horses hitched 
one in front of another, and in no case 
under a penalty of ten shillings ia the 
daiver justified ia riding in his cart 
The agricultural resources of the country 
are good; both the climate ami soil be­
ing admirably adapted for raising every 
fruit, flower and edible grown in Great 
Britain. The islands are aa rich in 
minerals as any of the Australian colo­
nies. Last year nearly 300,000 ounces 
of gold were turned out, valued at five 
one-half millions of dollars. Its climate 
is superior to Great Britian, and there 
is nothing but its isolated position to 
hinder it from becoming equal to the 
Mother country aa the historian has 
prophesied. The Maoris (Moweriea) or 
natives are

A FINE RACE OF PEOPLE.
Captain Cook in 1777 spent some months 
trying to improve the condition of these 
people, and describee them aa savagea in 
the (fullest sense of the word. They 
were almoat totally unacquainted with 
mechanical arts, their skill being limit­
ed to the making of spears and other 
rude instruments of war, fabricating 
fishing nets, wearing coarse clothing 
from fibres of native flax, and making 
rude ornaments for the adornment of 
their persons and hot». The one ab- 
aubing idea of the race was war. While 
to crown all, cannibalism was the uni­
versal practice of the race. To-day they 
hold an entirely different position. As 
regards intelligence and appearance they 
are in many instances nut far be average 
European. They are nowon good terms 
with the colonists, but like our Ameri­
can Indians, often break eut and cruelly 
murder, and destroy everything before 
them. At one time they numbered 
nearly 130,000, but to-day they conaist 
of sixteen tribes numbering about 35,- 
q00, Six of the members of the legisla­
tive assembly are natives. Two consti­
tuencies have the sole privilege of aend- 
ing lymxj -.JMl

NATIVES AS MEMBERS. "gSwoT*1
The race ia doing away with the barbar­
ous custom of tatooing their persona, 
and it is only the old men and women 
that can now boast of having their face 
carved, punctured and frizzled with 
every conceivable design. There are 
now some sixty native schools in exist­
ence, ander government auspices, with 
an attendance of nearly thousand chil­
dren. We were greatly amused by the 
people trying to induce us to stay in 
their colony instead of going to Austra­
lia. There seemed to be quite an im­
migration rivalry between the colonies, 
but we tore ourselves away, and as the 
shades of evening stole over us we steam­
ed out of the harbor and shaped our 
course once more for “Sidney Cove."

Because you cannot get 
the advance in pay in yonr special work, 
there is no reason why you should not 
do other work and earn money to sup­
port your familee in the meantime, in­
stead of eating up your little savings, if 
you have any, and getting poorer all the 
time. The bosses want to see you idle. 
They want to see you poor. They count 
on the time when you will be so poor 
that you will have to take the old wages 
or lets, or starve. Take a leaf out of 
thejr book if you want to win. Do they 
hang about the streets and talk 1 No. 
They try to get other men to do their 

rk. Very well If you try to get 
other work, no one can oppose you. You 
can keep up your union and carry on 
the strike through that You have gone

to them so far. Nujs let them comv to 
you. I am out of iny situation. Well, 
what do you suppose I’m going to do I 
Why, look for another place of course. 
Do that, all of you. Never mind if it be 
a poorer place. It’s better then starving. 
I don’t expect to get as good a placeas I 
had this morning, but I expect to make 
S living j and when a man ean do that, 
he ean Wait. Gan you ford to wait 
long! Not while you’rv idle. But if 
you are able to live in the meantime you 
can carry out this strike. The woik ean 
only be performed by skilled labour, and 
green hands will spoil it. The price will 
go down, and the owners be ruined. Do 
you suppose the bosses ean stand that, 
any better than you can stand starvation! 
Not a bit of it. My advice to yon all is 
this : Disperse over the city to-morrow, 
and let every aisn look for work in some­
thing. Take anything honest that will 
keep the wolf from the door. But keep 
up your union. Take my word for it 
Every one will help you, if they see you 
ate helping yourselves, and before next 
week the bosses will be coming to you 
for a compromise. That is sll I have to 
say to you to-night, except to thenk you 
for your eilent attention. My " ords 
may not be welcome to some ; but I am 
telling you the truth. In a fight it will 
never do to undervalue your enemy, nor 
to act as he wishes you. The bosses 
went to see you hang around the gates 
like paupers. Don’t please them by doing 
it. They want you to fight, so that you 
may he clubbed by the police. Keep 
away from them, and they will have to 
send the police home. But above all, 
look for other work, so thet you may be 
independent, and able to wait. Keep 
oool, and you’ll win.’

And John bowed and sat down, his 
calmness once more deserting him, for 
he felt himself trembling all over.

But he had made hie first speech, and 
it had been listened to in dead silence, 
only interrupted by applause, when he 
told them that they would win In the 
end.

He hss taked an active part in nine par­
liamentary elections, and not the first 
word of any corrupt or unlawful act has 
been breathed against him.

By mistake he entered the “Liberal" 
rooms, and upon being asked if he had 
received any money, he pulled out the en­
velope containing the $100, and showed 
the bank- notes.

The political fight in West Middlesex 
is at its height. All over the riding the 
most determined efforts are being made 
by the Liberale to repel the bribery 
brigade, i*ich has come down upon the 
constituency like a plsgue of locuste. I 
have been ih many political contests, 
but, I never yet saw one in which so 
deliberate an attempt was made- by the 
Tory party to warp public opinion by 
corrupt means ee in the present instance.

Household Hints.
A little breakfast bacon fried to a 

crisp and served with beefsteak is very 
palatable.

Potato ribbon is a new and dainty 
dish. Choose good, large, sound pota­
toes, pare and lay in cold water for an 
hour. Then take a sharp knife and pare 
round and round in one continuous strip. 
Fry carefully in hot lard and serve on a 
flat dish.

A nice way to cook chicken is to 
‘smother’ it, as the Marylanders say 
Get » plump chicken, in the first place, 

* and cut it up. Put in a baking pan with 
a little flour and water. When almost 
done cover with drawn butter and leave 
in the sun for ten minutes. Serve hot.

The following is a good rveeipe for 
macaroons : — Pound and blanch six 
ounches of sweet almonds, adds a pound 
of powdered sugar, the beaten whites of 
two eggs, one tablespoorful of brandy, 
two ounces of rice flour. Mix well to­
gether and drop in small quantities on a 
aheet of thick paper, making li t le round 
bakes. Bake in a moderate ov in until a 
leght fawn color. These ingredients 
will make a large quantity, and they are 
a delicious dish for Sunday evening tea.

Turkey stuffed with oysters in a very 
rich and palatable dish. For a large 
turkey two dozen oysters. After remov­
ing the heart chop finely and pound to a 
pasta Mix with five ounces of fine 

-o. bread crumbs, an ounce of butter, a lit 
tie pepper, salt chopped parsley and the 
g rested rind of half a lemon. Mix well 
together, and then mix in one egg, and 
a little oyster liquid if desirable. Fill 
the turkey and sew up tightly.

A very cheap and nice jelly can be 
made as follows Take two teaspoon- 
falls of gelatine and put in a pint of 
water ; squeeze in the juice of two le­
mons ; when it comes to a boil try if 
teaspoonful will harden ; then pour into 
a glass mould. The mould should bo 
rubbed with a little white of an egg to 
keep the jelly from sticking. To take 
of the moo 1 Wring a cloth out of hot 
water, wra 1i .out the mould and turn it 
upside due 11 .11 a dish ; hold it so for
two or thn 1- uimonts, thon raise the 
mould and the jelly will remain firm on 
the dish. I -vs

Stewed apples may bo made into a 
very pretty dish. Cut the apples in 
halves and carefully peel them, leaving a 
thin bar of the peel across the centre. 
Place core downward in a shallow pan of 
boiling water. When they are tender, 
carefully remove to a glass dish,without 
breaking. Let the syrup come to a boil, 
sweeten, and thicken with a little gela 
tine ; flavor with lemon or vanilla, and 
when about to jell, pour over the apples 
set away to cool. Before putting it on 
the table, heat up the whites of two eggs 
and two tcaspoonfuls of powdered sugar, 
and spread on the top. The little trouble 
required to make this dish will be amply 
repaid.

THB FALSE PROPHET.
Bl Nshdl She New Hehauseed-A Sketch ef 

■Is MIC ssS Career.

El Mahdi, the “False Prophet of the 
Soudan," who is creating such a distur­
bance in Southern Egypt, is a former 
Arab chief, now 41 years old. He was 
bom at Dongola,' made memorable as 
the place where Ismail Pasha Saddyk, 
late finance minister of the ex-khedive, 
was put into a sack of stones and aunk 
in the river Nile. Hie father was Mo- 
hammed, a carpenter by trade. The 
young man followed his father’s business 
for some yesrs, but finally had the mis­
fortune to cut off the ends of the fingers 
on his left hand. At this lie gave up 
working with tools, and took to reading 
the koran in public placet and harangu­
ing the crowd. So great was' his elo­
quence that it is said p op!e came on foot 
hundreds of miles to see and hear him. 
He travelled from place to place through 
tile country to the south-east of Khar­
toum, and finally gave out that he was a 
prophet. He called special attention to 
an ancient prophecy which declared that 
on a certain date El Mahdi or the 
Messiah should appear. He waa to be 
exactly 40 years old, ono arm would be 
longer than the other, his father’s name 
would be Mohammed, and he himself 
would be hidden for a time. This pro- 

hecy he claimed aa referring to himself, 
e stationed himself on the Island of 

Abba, in the White Nile, whether the 
superstitious people flocked to welcome 
him as the successor of Mohammed.

The matter became so serious that aa 
early aa August 1881, a rebellion against 
the constituted authorities broke out in 
the Island of Abba, and efforts were 
made to arrest the rebellious leader. But 
they all ended iu failure so complete that 
the Egyptians lost 1,200 men and rifles 
within a few months, while the followers 
of the False Prophet were on the constant 
increase.

In June, 1882, Yousef Pasha was sent 
against him at Ghvbel Gadia with 4,400 
men and 4 guns. Yousef was complete­
ly routed with a loss of 8,600 men and 
all hia guns Of the 800 who escaped 
the greater part were subsequently cap­
tured by the rebels and sold Into slavery. 
Such success only confirmed the people, 
and possibly, El Mahdi himself, in the 
divinity of his claims. His followers 
increased by the thousand,and it became 
more apparent that he aimed not only 
at the possession of the Soundan, but 
also to supplant the khedive himself. 
During the recent Anglo-Eyptian war 
neither the khedive nor the Porto were 
in a condition to oppose hia plaas. The 
result was Rigt while the khedive was 
growing weaker and being reduced to 
the merest vassalage, El Mhadi waa 
gathering strength with the rapidity of a 
whirlwind.

The recent signal victory of the Pro­
phet over Hicks Pasha gives him com­
plete command of the whole upper Nile 
country, with the exception of Khar­
toum, which is strongly garrisoned, and 
which may hold out until succour reaches 
it from Suaklm, on the Red Sea, which 
England, it is expected, will make the 
base of operations for an expedition from 
India. If the khedive were alone, noth­
ing could prevent this new wave of 
Moslem fanaticism from sweeping down 
the Nile valley, eveminningHhe whole 
Delta, and establishing itself in power at 
Cairo and Alexandria. Aa it is, England 
will have no holiday parade on her 
handa like Wvlsehy’e campaign of last 
year. The journey from Suakim on the 
Red Sea to the Nile ia a long one, and 
the country to be traversed is a sandy 
desert without shade of water. Entirely 
/unopposed it would be a sore task to car­
ry ai. »nny across it ; but with hordes of 
of the prophet's fanatical cavalry hang­
ing on ite skirts, it becomes a desperate 
undertaking.

RETORT OP Mil. lilftSUN, ROAD COM.
On the 26th of June I let a contract to 

have the approaches tv .Morris bank 
bridee repaired and fenced, w hich was 
satisfactorily executed at a curt of $45, 
and as instructed by the council had a 
strong bent put under the bridge, " which 
cost $45 also. Early in November my 
attention was called to the fact that the 
heavy floods in August had washed an 
opening through the approach between 
the abutment and the approach at the 
north en/cl of the bridge. I at once let a 
contract to have it filled, as well as could 
be done, with stone, which cost $16.40.
I have to say also that on the occasion of 
the heavy floed on Aug. 20th last, dur­
ing the night a farmer living close to the 
bridge discovered that the water was 
rising and beginning to overflow the 
roadway at the end of the north ap- 
vroach. He at once began to put earth 
on the place, believing that if the water 
should bo allowed to go on over the road 
it would likely soon cut a serious gap in 
the road, as it was only soil, and thus 
cause serious damage. He found that 
the water was rising too rapidly for him 
to cope with it alone, and called several 
young men, his neighbors, who at once 
brought their teams and shovels and 
teamed on enough material and saved 
the road. He presented me with a bill 
for the work, but as the work was not all 
upon that part of the approach under my 
care I did not give him an order, but 
at the same time it is my opinion that 
their action saved the county what might 
have been as serious a disaster as oc­
curred at Bluevale, 24 miles further 
down the same stream, and that this 
council, byjrecognizing such timely efforts 
to protect their property by voluntary 
work, may save themselves much-loss 
and the general public from serious in­
convenience, more especially as all such 
matters must come through your com­
missioners. His bill for himself and as­
sistance was $5. The Wingham prairie 
bridge was completed as per contract, 
but as it was only finished a short time 
before the August floods, and the ap­
proaches not having yet got solidified, it 
suffered considerably ; it was even re­
ported to me by telegraph that it was 
washed away, but it was afterwards 
found that only the approach had bqen 
damaged, and the reeve of Wingham at 
my request had it repaired at a cost of 
$67.60. I had considerable negotiation

REPORT OR CHAS. GIRVIN, ROAD COM.
In the mouth of July, according to in­

structions from the council, I had the 
improvements that had been ordered 

: painted, tile rollers examined and dirt 
cleaned out, and oiled and covers fitted 
to prevent tile accumulation of dirt, which 
prevents their proper working ; also the 
dirt that had gathered on the floor re­
moved, at a rate of $28.37. I have had 
a good deal of labor in keeping up the 
Manchester bridge on five or six occa­
sions, at a cost ,qf $70.14, exclusive of 
the accounts for material, which is laid 
before you. I have now to say that this 
bridge in my opinion is no longer safe, 
and will require to be replaced as early 
as can be next season with a new super­
structure, as it has required more atten- 
tian than all the other bridges in my 
division for the last six months Gra­
ham’s bridge required repairs to the ap­
proaches, and as instructed by you in 
June the approaches were fenced, all of 
which cost $*4.45. As instructed, I had 
a new floor put on Benmiller’e bridge, 
which required 16,000 ft. and coat $240. 
Driftwood had to be cleaned away two 
different times, at a cost of $12, and it

Should they appear to give way, they 
could be cheaply supported by placing 
bents against those abutments.

We at last settled it amicably at 
cost of $473, without the approaches I 
requested the reeve of Howick to 
range with the reeve of Minto to let con 
tracts for these approaches, which he 
kindly consented to do, and he informs 
me that the approach to the n< rth end 
is finished at a cost of $325, and the 
south one is likely to be finished shortly 
at a cost of $172. As nodoubt the mem­
bers of the council are aware, a very seri­
ous freehet occurred in the northern part 
of the county on August 20th last, by 
which the Brussels bridge was very much 
injured, and the work of the Bluevale 
bridge, which was in progress, was swept 
away, scattered here and there, some of 
which was never recovered, as well as 
cutting an immense chasm in the south 
approach. The Brussels bridge was re­
paired according to instructions by your 
warden’s committee, which I request the 
clerk to call together that I might have 
their advice and authority for the work 
/which had been suddenly thrown upon 
| us. The repairs to the Brussels bridge 
cost $260, which, to one who witnessed 
it in its wrecked and twisted condition, 
seems a very reasonable figure. I had, 
previous te th i disaster, let a contract 
for $50 to have a bent put under it, 
which I witho iw as it was part ol the 
contract in >■ -pairing. The bridge is 
now apparent’y good and will atand some 
years, if ne such freshet again occurs. 
The contract for filling the approach to 
the Bluevale bridge, which requirred 
2200 yds. to fill, as nearly as 1 could es­
timate, cost a little over $700. Since 
this approach was finished according to 
original contract, there has been very- 
heavy water in the river and has attack ■ 
ed the embarkuient, though well pro­
tected with atone. I was called to ex­
amine it and found it necessary to let a 
small contract to put more stone at the 
place, which is now being done for$2.15 
per cord, and I found that a part of the 
embankment is settling so that the fence 
has swung out a good deal, and will no 
doubt be attended to next summer,

, when it may be hoped the settling will 
be over ; but as the embarkment was 17 
ft high, and all the bottom covered with 
water some places 3 ft. deep, it is not a 
matter of surprise if it settles. The ap­
proaches to the Wroxeter bridge I had 
repaired at a cost of $25.75, which in: 
eludes some repairs to structure. I had

coat of $30. My attention was called to 
the condition of the approaches on the 
boundary between Grey and Howick, 
which I examined and let a contract to 
repair, which has been dene at a cost of 
$19.70. The reeve of Grey informed me 
that there was a large quantity of flood 
wood lodged against the bridge between 
Grey and Elma. I at Knco wrote to one 
of the council of Elma, but after waiting 
nearly a month I asked the reeve of 
Grey what he thought was best to do, as 
I had not received any reply ; he thought 
it was best to write the deputy-roeve, 
which I did, but ns yet have not received 
a reply. I do not wish to be understood 
t j be charging those parties with remiss­
ness, as it may be possible that I have 
not received the proper address. Mr 
Weir, deputy reeve of Howick, pointed 
out to me that the approaches to the 
bridge on the gravel road north of ^Vrox- 
eter needed repairs. I authorized him 
to have the work done, which he did at 
a cost of $4.7v'l. I was called to examine 
Jamestown bridge, as the floor was fre­
quently breaking in small holes. I 
found the floor to be no longer safe, and 
it will require to be repaired at once if 
the weather --ontinues open Rome of

con., between Ashfield and Wawanosh, 
ar" which may break down any day. Some 

alight repairs on Young’s bridge, between 
Wawsnosh and Colborne,has been order­
ed, but is not yet executed, at a cost of 
about $10, which will make it in good 
order.

RYPORT or L. HARDY, ROAD COM.

I beg to eubmit a statement of work 
done under my supervision since last 
June. The Crediton bridge has been 
completed, the cost of the superstructure 
and abutments has amounted to $820. 
Owing to the amount of floods in the 
spring the contractor for the approaches 
was unable to proceed with the work as 
fast as desired. It took about 1,450 
yards of earth, which cost includingfenc- 
ing $235. The cost of a temporary bridge 
for the accommodation of the public whue 
the new one was under construction, 
amounted to $52, making a total of 
$1,107. The iron bridge spanning the 
stream at Fish creek, at Woodham, has 
been completed. The old abutments 
built of atone some 12 years ago placed 
on a span of 17J ft. to a 14 ft. roadway, 
and the new bridge being some wider, 
it was unable to get it parralell with the 
road. The superstructure including the 
plank for covering the roadway, amount­
ed to $700. The removing of the old 
superstructure, masonwork, making de­
viation road, building a temporary bridge 
and making approaches to new bridge, 
$140 making a total of $840, the county 
of Perth paying one half. According to 
instructions received I have had two 
cedar culverts built on the boundary be­
tween Logan and McKillop, at a cost of 
$112, the county of Huron’s share being 
$69, I have had a new floor laid on 
the bridge between Hay and Stanley, 
near Kippen, at a cost of $40. The tim­
ber in this bridge is becoming very much 
decayed, and I am of the opinion that a 
new structure will have to be built next 
year. Last June I received instructions 
to have a fence built alorig the approach 
es ot tho Black Greek bridge, on the 
town line between Hay and Stephen,and 
had it built at a cost of $18, and repair­
ing floor of bridge $3. I have also had 
the Exeter bridge tightened and the 
fences of the approaches repaired, which 
cost $20. The Cullingwood bridge be­
tween Hay and Stephen has also requir- 
seme repairs, which cost about $5. This 
bridge was built 12 years ago, and will 
have to be replaced next year. The 
bridge at Grand Bend,between the coun­
ties of Huron and Lambton, which was 
damaged by tire fast spring, had the 
timber replaced, and the bridge being a 
Howe truss bridge, I found the boita be­
ing quite loose. I have had them tight­
ened at a cost of $70, including new tim­
bers. The Bannockburn bridge is the 
most unsatisfactory of any under my 
care, and I think that it should be re­
built next summer, it being very much 
settled down in the centre, and think it 
might be repaired but do not consider it 
ad visable.
