Why did Parkhurst, Haies, Carlile
Peckham and Hakluyt so strongly re-
commend the colonization of New-
foundland when it was already colo-
nized?

How was it possible to keep the
matter secret from generation to gen-
eration if thousands of fishermen
knew of it?

Until these questions are satisfac:
torily answered I think I will retire
from the controversy.

In conclusion, I wish to relate how
the controversy arose. The Histori-
cal Society decided to try to celebrate
the tercentenary of the founding of
Guy’s Colony. Some thought that
Harbor Grace or Mosquito was the
original site and not Cupids. When
that error was settled, others declar-
ed that it was not the first settle-
ment in Newfoundland and should not
be celebrated. I conténded that it
was and undertook to prove it. I
leave it to the public to decide wheth-
er it has been done or not.

Both these men had intend-
ed going to the sealfishery, but could
not do so owing to the outbreak of
the disease.

Their
nouses are quarantined and efforts
ire being made to stamp out the
malady.

in this country admitted duty free.

Education.

The Diamond Jubilee Scholarship is
raised from $600 to $1200. The Ju-
bilee Scholarship from $200 <o $400,
and $25,000 additional voted for vari-
ous educational purposes.

Board.

Appoints a Board for the protection
of seal, coast and inland fisheries, the
protection of birds, deer, moose, game
or fur bearing animals; the issue of

Jas. Taylor, of Duggan Street, re-
ceived serious injuries while at work

yesterday. ' Taylor with two young

.men named Martin had a contract to

do the work for Mr. George Hall, who
has a new house over the place where
the men worked. The shelter of the
structure, of course, kept the sun
from playing on the ground, which
was very-hard and held the frost.
The three men adopted the foolhardy
proceeding of digging in for about 10
feet through the earth, leaving a roof
of frozen clay above. This they did
not even attempt to prop up, and they
toiled in imminent danger of their
lives at every stroke of their picks.
How the earth held so long without
caving in under these conditions is
a mystery. The Martins. had just
walked out from under the earthen
roof, and Taylor was in the act of
doing so and had his head and shoul-
ders through the aperture, when the
whole thing gave way and fully sev-
en tons of frozen clay fell about him.
He was caught in a stooping posture
and was buried to the shoulders. The
man’s cries of pain were heartrend-
ing and he called loudly for help. it
was fortunate that Inspector Bam-
brick and his men were at work near,
and these set quickly to the task of
axtricating the poor fellow. With the
carpenters who were at work there
ind neighbors, and also with the aid
5f Inspector Bambrick and Mr. Jesse
Whiteway, the unfortunate man was
released, but only after an hour’s
nard work., Mr. Whiteway brought
stimulants from his house and these
kept the suffering man’s spirits up
while the heavy weight of clay wos
heing taken off his body. Frozen
pieces of earth weighing as high as
three and four cwt. were lifted off
him. When taken out he was borne
into the residence of Mrs. Irving
near and carefully looked after. Go-
ing to Mr. Butler’s school nearby Mr.
Bambrick summoned Dr. Tait by
'phone, and he arrived quickly. Hc
found that Taylor's right leg was
broken in two places above the knee,
that his other leg was in a bad state,
and that his body was badly cut and
yruised. The ambulance was quickly
alled and the sufferer was removed
to the Hospital. Taylor must have
been a strong man to bear up
over an hour while suffering terrible
pain as the men shovelled the clay
off him. Had the three men
mained where they were they

have been completely buried and
gilled when the ground fell in so
suddenly.

Lecture Last Night.

Dunne had a letter
dated March 10th from his brother,
James, who resides in Burke, Idaho,
U.S.A., by the Bruce mail, in which
he relates a story of losses and dan-
ger from avalanches which have oc-
curred to himself and another New-
foundlander named John Finlay. Five
persons were killed and their houses
demolished at Burke by the snow
slides. One heavy avalanche fell
only a hundred feet distant from Mr.
Dunne’s home, but he expected some
such accident and had his family and
furniture removed to a secure posi-
tion. Sixteen persons were killed at
Moet, a _town a short distance away,
and both Messrs. Dunne and Finlay
assisted in getting the bodies from
the ruins. Finlay’s family had a very
narrow escape. He had only remov-
e¢d them a short while before the ac-
cident occurred when a heavy snow
slide came and made matchwood of
his residence, while another house
which he owned, adjoining his resi-
dence, was also wrecked. The loss
to him is a great one. Tw#lve houses
altogether were destroyed, and the
people fled in terror from the neigh-
borhood of the mountains.
