War in the Balkans is now only a 
matter of a few hours. The replies of 
Balkan States to Powers’ note virtu­
ally rejecting intervention, will be 
delivered at the various capitals to­
day, and at the same time a note prac­
tically in the shape of an ultimatum 
will be sent to Turkey, demanding 
autonomy for the Macedonian provin­
ces. According to a reliable dispatch 
from Rome, the Balkan coalition will 
make a demand which It will be im­
possible for the Portante accept, name­
ly that reforms be executed under the 
control of European Powers and the 
Balkan Slates and a pledge that the 
Porte assent to an immediate demob­
ilization of Turkish forces. It is un­
derstood that the Porte will be given 
until Tuesday to reply. Therefore 
there is every probability of -general 
hostilities before the weekend. Sofia 
dispatch reports that the movement of 
the Bulgarian army has already be­
gun. Montenegrin forces continuing 
their advance, have captured Bylo- 
polye, an important strategic point to 
northwest of" Bereana after desperate 
fighting. They are now on their way 
to Sienitza, thirty miles northeast of 
Bylopolye and close to .the Servian 
frentier against which they direct at­
tack. It is in this direction that the 
Montenegrins expect to join hands 
with the Servian army while it ad­
vances from the north. According to 
a Constantinople dispatch. Essay 
Pasha has arrived at Scutari with re­
inforcements, raising the garrison 
from 12,000 to 20,000 men. If this 
news is true, the Montenegrins will 
have a difficult task o feapturing 
Scutari.

Senator La Follette comes honestly 
by his nickname.
