“It is a lot of rubbish,” said 
Redmond, "there is not one word of 
truth in it from beginning to end.’’

NEW P.M.G.
LONDON, Jan. 18. 

The Premier announced in the 
Commons the,appointment of Joseph 
A. Pease, former President of the 
Board of Education, and one time' 
Chief Liberal Whip in the House, es 
Postmaster General.

NOTHING OE IMPORTANCE.
PARIS, Jan. 18.

The following statement was given 
out this afternoon: There was in 
termlttent cannonading last night at 
various points on the 'front. No 
events of importance occurred.

CAPITULATION OF MONTENEGRO.
BERLIN, Jan. IS.

Details of how negotiations for the 
capitulation of tile Montenegrin army 
were conducted, were given out to­
day by the Overseas News Agency, as 
follows: On Jan. 13th two Montene­
grin Ministers, and one Major of artil­
lery appeared before the Austro- 
Hungarian vanguard and expressed 
a desire to enter into negotiations 
for the capitulation of the army. This 
desire was passed on to competent 
Austrian authorities, who answered 
that the first condition was uncondi 
tional surrender of arms. Both Mon­
tenegrin Ministers remained at Cet- 
tip.je and negotiations were carried 
on by intermediaries. The arms to be 
surrendered are all modern fire arms 
and will include those carried by 
Montenegrin men. Montenegrins able 
to carry arms will form into groups 
and literally lay down their rifles. 
Control of the country will be as­
sumed by the Austro-Hungarians, so 
that the whole territory will be 
searched in order to impede the for­
mation of bands. The entire male 
population will be concentrated in 
certain districts, and all cities and 
other localities, as well as the means 
of transportation, especially rail­
roads, will be handed over to the 
Austro-Hungarians.

STEAMER RYNDIIAM DISABLED.
LONDON, Jan. 18.- 

The trans-Atlantic liner Ryndham 
passed Southend to-day, down by the 
bows, with a list to starboard. All 
the passengers are safe. Three stok­
ers were killed and four injured. The 
Ryndham sailed from New York On 
Jan. 15th for Falmouth, and passed 
the Lizard on Jan. 14th. The acci­
dent evideiitly occurred at some 
point in the English Channel. The 
Ryndham belongs to the Holland- 
American line and has been in the 
service à number of years between 
New York and Rotterdam. She has 
accommodations for 2,936 passengers. 
The Ryndham is proceeding to Lon­
don under her own steam. The na­
ture of the accident is not yet ascer­
tained.

ENEMY’S PARAPETS DESTROYED.
LONDON, Jan. 18 (Official.)

Yesterday afternoon near Fricourt 
we destroyed a large portion of the 
enemy's parapets by exploding a mine. 
The enemy suffered considerably both 
from the mine explosion and our ar­
tillery fire, which followed it. Ex­
cept for intermittent artillery activ­
ity, to-day has been quiet.

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL.
PETROGRAD, Jan. 18.

On the western front the situation 
is unchanged. On the Caucasus front 
in the course of the fighting on the 
sixteenth we took as prisoners, 24 
Turkish officers, over 360 men, and 
captured one gun, quantities of 
rifles, materials, tents and provis­
ions.

MRS. PANKHÜRST.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 18.

Mrs. Emmeline Pankhurst, ‘B.Uiah 
suffragist leader, delayed by tbe New 
York immigration authorities, to-day 
was ordered to be admitted to the 
States unconditionally, ____  *

BULGARIA. v
LONDON, Jan. IS.

Hundreds of Bulgarian soldiers 
have been killed and a very large 
number wounded by the bombardment 
of Petrilzi by a squadron of twenty- 
five French aeroplanes, according to 
despatches from Athens forwarded by 
a-correspondent there of the Stan­
dard. Great damage was caused by 
the bombardment. The advicé states 
that provisioning of the Bulgarian 
forces on the Graceo-Serbian frontier 
is being conducted with the greatest 
difficulty owing to the condition of the 
roads due Mo the bad weather. The 
correspondent adds that the aviators 
report that the Bulgarian army at 
Qievgeli is being provisioned from 
Vetessa district, the supplies being 
carried ,on the shoulders of peasants, 
whose service was commandeered for 
the purpose. Petritizi mentioned by 
the correspondent, is probably Pet- 
rich, 53 miles northeast of Salonika.

finding a large number of members of 
the Association and their friends, and 
other people whose names were sug­
gested from Newfoundland, able and 
willing to form a Visiting Comittee.

As regards amusement for men who 
are able to take it outside the hospi­
tal, there have not ben wanting 
friends to provide it. Mr. Beeton, for 
example, has made an arrangement 
whereby a motor char-a-banc calls 
on two afternoons a week to take out 
a party of the men. (They are not 
allowed out individually, but only in 
parties with a N. C. O.) Mr. Morris 
has taken a party to the theatre, and 
other friends have made offers of 
outings. In addition, the men natur­
ally share in any entertaining ipside 
the hospital.

2. Convalescente.
The general arrangement is that 

men who are convalescent unless 
they are well enough to go straight on 
leave, are sent either to a convales­
cent camp or a convalescent home 
attached to the Hospital. (There are 
at present—December 18th—twelve 
men in these conditions.) It was 
thought that it would be nice in many 
ways it the Newfoundlanders were 
sent to the same home, although some 
may like equally well to mix with 
soldiers from other parts of the Em­
pire. The hospital authorities have 
accordingly marked one of their Con­
valescent Homes in particular as that 
to which Newfoundlanders should in 
general be sent. In addition, however, 
the ‘Association have had a provision­
al offer made to them of a home in 
Gloucestershire provided by the Duch­
ess of Beaufort, accommodating some 
810 men at a time, and if this ar­
rangement can be carried through, the 
men will be sure of a special home 
with every comfort and amusement.

3. Furlough.
After leaving the Hospital or -Con­

valescent Home the men have ten 
days leave, which they are free to 
spend anywhere they please. Some 
have friends with whom they can 
stay, but, naturally, in any case most 
of them prefer a town holiday after 
a period of enforced quiet more or 
less. Those who have, not friends who 
can put them up, in general préfer 
to do one of two things, viz.: Either 
they elect to stay in London; in that 
case Peel House, the new Oversea 
Dominions Club gives at once the best 
and most reasonable accommodation. 
Or they may have made acquaintance 
es during "they stay here—more par­
ticularly at .Edinburgh, where they 
were quartered at the Castle.

IN" THE MEDITERRANEAN.
Immediately it was known that the 

Regiment had' gone to the Dardan­
elles, steps were taken to secure that 
information should be received and 
attention given to any man who 
should be sent to a hospital out there, 
and not to the United Kingdom. 
These arrangements have proved to 
be of the more importance, since the 
proportion of casualties in the Medi­
terranean is greater than was antici­
pated. The numbers reported in the 
different hospitals as on December 
18th, are as follows:—

At No. 19 General Hospital.
We saw Lieut. Carter. His leg has 

been very bad and had just been 
dressed, consequently he was rather 
weak and distressed. The doctor, 
however, had yesterday expressed his 
opinion that it was now taking a turn 
for the batter and going to get well.

While we were there the wife of the 
present O.C. of the Newfoundland 
Contingent called, so he is not neg­
lected .

The only thing he expressed a wish 
for waa magazines, of which 1 shall 
send up a supply to-morrow.

Pte. Dawe left for England on 16th 
November,1

These were the only two names I 
had for the 19th General Hospital.

No. 16 General Hospital.
Of the men whose names I had giv­

en me as being in this hospital, I 
found Pte. C. W. Brown left (or Eng­
land 17|11|15, Pte. R. Maddigan left 
for England 23|11|16.

Pte. McNivon has gone to Montazah 
Convalescent Home, which is on the 
Aboukir line, and is half a day’s jour­
ney backwards and forwards from 
Alexandria,^o I have not been there

I found the following Newfound­
landers at this hospital : Pte. T. 
Snell, Pte. H. Bowden, Pte. F. Bulpitt, 
Pte. W. Keane.

The two former have enteric, and 
it was not therefore possible to see 
them.

I saw the two latter and both are 
doing well. Keane recovering from 
dysentery and Bulpitt from ulcerated 
mouth. They neither of them wanted 
anything and are living in tents, but 
very comfortable. Pte. Keane comes 
from Paddington Green and exprëss- 
ed a wish to know when the New 
foundland Transport Column is sta­
tioned at Alexandria and I promised 
to let him know.

Yesterday was the first Saturday 
afternoon I had had for more than 
two months and I should not have 
been away then if it had not been for 
this work.
-A frteedfof mtne*-a schoolmaster at 
the late Abassieh School (now No. 15 
Hospital) and an old officer of a 
Highland Regiment, and used to deal­
ing with men—makes a special point 
of visiting men at this hospital, anil 
I propose asking him to look after the 
Newfoundlanders there. He is regis­
tered as a Red Cross worker (I am 
not) and would I feel sure be only too 
glad to help.

Mr. Leach gave me your message 
asking me to let you know, if the boys 
wanted anything. I would suggest you 
place a small sum at my disposal 
—say £5 or £10 to meet any petty 
expenditure. (To be expended on the 
men, 1 am not refering to personal 
exs.)

£10 sent me for the sick or wounded 
Newfoundlanders and I pointed out 
our position. All gifts and money are 
pooled; a system which has worked 
without a hitch. The N. Zealand- 
authorities and, I think, the Austra­
lian wanted to have separate funds 
of their own but they at once saw the 
impossibility of such a system. We 
have English, Colonials, all mixed up 
in our hospitals; the surgical cases in 
some hospitals, and the enteric and 
dysentery cases in others—all share 
and share alike, Our hospitals are 
scattered and unless you could1 see 
the mass of things sent daily from 
the Red Cross Stores to the different 
hospitals, you could not realise the 
great work it is. I, therefore, did not 
cash the £10 but wrote as I am 
writing to you now, and a cable came 
to ask me to act as I propose, i.e., pool 
the £ 10. The simplest plan is for 
anyone to send to Mrs. Greenwood 
any small gifts they like, that of 
course I need know nothing about, 
but they really get all they require. I 
should soon receive anonymous let­
ters or see letters in the papers if the 
men were not happy. I got one let­
ter from the W. O. enclosing a letter 
from an indignant father. The son, a 
patient, reduced his father to pulp, he 
having deserted his mother!

Tommy Atkins is 
Greater Than Ever.

London, Dec. 20.—The Rev. R. J. 
Campbell has just returned from 
France, after a seven weeks’ stay, 
during which he held many services, 
visited scores of hospitals, and was 
in great demand for the informal 
meetings, and social gatherings which 
are constantly taking place at “the 

«back of the front."
At the conclusion of the presenta­

tion made to him by the congregation 
of the City Temple he gave some ac 
count of his experiences. Military 
regulations had been tightened a good 
deal, he said, since his previous visit 
to the camps, and he was quite con­
vinced of the necessity of a* strong 
censorship.

With regard to the religious ser­
vices pure and simple at the front, ho 
had seen suggestions that there was 
a good deal of religious bigotry and 
sectarian spirit out there. Well, he 
did not know where it was. He had 
never come across it. The reunion of 
the churches of which they had been 
dreaming In England was in practical 
effect at the front.

At the last open meeting he held, at­
tended by several hundreds of sol­
diers, he was told that Ahe men w'feue 
going into the trenches the following 
morning, and one of the chaplains 
asked him to commend* them to God. 
When he did so, in a few words, the 
whole company, of all denominations, 
rose and listened reverently, although 
this was not a definite religious 
meeting at all.

“Tommy," said Mr. Campbell, “is 
greeter than ever. Honestly I would 
not mind having to spend the rest of 
my life in hie company. He is so 
brave, so patient, so invincibly 
cheerful and so confident that he is 
going to win, and—from an experience 
at a certain port which must be name­
less—I have discovered that the spir­
it of eur seamen Is Just the same."

Shirts and Socks
tor the Troops
The correspondence be­
tween Mr. M. A. Steele- 
Maitland and His Excel­
lency the Governor, which 
was placed in our hands 

by the Prime Minister, Sir Edward 
Morris, this morning, much too late 
for publication in full, shows that the 
Newfoundland W'ar Contingent As­
sociation have gone to considerable 
trouble in making arrangements for 
the care of the wounded in differ­
ent hospitals at home and in the Medi­
terranean, and for distributing com­
forts among them, arranging for 
visitors to see them and for the send­
ing of information about them. The 
thanks of Newfoundland is due to this 
Association and to the ladies and gen­
tlemen they have associated with 
them in carrying out this work of 
mercy. Incidently it will be observed 
that it was Lord Methuen, the Mili­
tary Governor of Malta, and a General 
who won fame in South Africa who 
expressed the opinion, published a 
few days, ago that

“The Newfoundlanders are a 
class to themselves ; as an Ameri­
can said to me—‘They .fight like 
hell and have an air of refinement 
and gentleness.’ ”
In reference to the official supply of 

warm clothing to the Newfoundland 
troops the information given from 
General Headquarters at Mudros by 
no means clears up the situation. The 
information given is that “The New­
foundland troops have received the 
same warm clothing at the same time 
as the other troops in the Corps.” 
This message is dated December 17th. 
But no information is given as to the 
time they were supplied with warm 
clothing. It is not stated that ''they 
were supplied with warm clothing as 
soon as they needed such clothing. As 
to the statement that they received the 
clothing at the same time as other 
troops in the Corps, no suggestion 
was ever made so far as we remember 
that there was any official discrim­
ination. . The question raised was 
whether they received an official sup­
ply at the time they were in need of 
it. Light, however, is thrown on the 
ipatter in the letter of Major Drew, 
the officer commanding the New­
foundland Regiment. In thanking the 
Newfoundland War Contingent Asso­
ciation in his letter of November 24th 
he writes:—“Nearly every man Was in 
immediate need of a shirt and socks.” 
This suggests that the offeiial supplies 
were short immediately before that 
date, a late date for men to be in im­
mediate need of shirts and socks, con­
sidering that they were living in the 
open.

TWO SHOPS DESTROYED AND TWflf 
DWELLINGS DAMAGED.

At an early hour this morning a 
destructive fire occurred on Duel* 
worth 'Street doing damage to the ex­
tent of at least $5,000. The fire start­
ed in the grocery store of Mr. A. 
Thompson, and was discovered by 
Mrs. T. M. Martin, whose family oc­
cupy the dwelling house over the 
store. About 2.30 a.m. while sleeping, 
Mrs. Martin was awakened by the 
strong smell of smoke which was 
coming up through the ceiling into 
her bedroom. She immediately 
alarmed Mr. Jessop and family by 
wrapping to the partition dividing 
her room from his. Mr. Jessop hur­
riedly sent in an alarm from box 22 
at the foot of Prescott Street, about 
50 yards from the scene of the fire. 
Meanwhile the Martin and Jessop 
families were forced to flee from their 
residences so dense did the smoke 
become, and the effects of it was felt 
very much by a few of the inmates. 
The Central and Eastern Fire Com­
panies responded promptly and on 
arrival found the Thompson store and 
the adjoining bakery and confection­
ery store of Mr. Jessop in flames. By 
the application of two streams of wa­
ter the blaze was controlled, though 
not before both stores were badly 
gutted. Fortunately at the time of"! 
the outbreak it was calm, the wind 
being at a premium, so that the fire­
men were not hampered in their work. 
It was equally fortunate that Mrs. 
Martin discovered the fire so quickly 
or the results must have been most 
disastrous. The origin of the fire re­
mains a mystery, as. when Mrs. 
Thompson, who was left in charge by 
her husband who went to Torbay 
yesterday, closed the store last even­
ing, everything appeared to be alright. 
The entire stock in Thompson's: store 
was completely destroyed, .while the 
Jessop store was also badly gutted. A 
considerable portion of Mrs. Martin’s, 
and Mrs. Jessop’s furniture was dam­
aged by smoke and water. Messrs. J. 
Hellier and C. P. Eagan are the own­
ers of the buildings. We understand 
that insurance was carried on all the 
property affected by the outbreak.

FLATS.
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.” ,
Flats are an invention whereby peo­

ple who live in crowded cities can be 
piled up in layers like pancakes.

A flat consists of a collection of 
living rooms all on one floor. A flat 
building consists of from six to sixty 
sets of rooms all under one roof and 
under the overlordship of a janitor 
who lives in the basement and doses 
the furnace with coal on the homeo­
pathic plan. A really expert janitor 
can run a twelve-flat furnace all win­
ter on a wagon load of coa> and can 
so chill the tenants when t)iey come 
down to complain that their rooms 
will seem tropical when they return 
to them.

Flats are built of brick, woof^. 
stone, strawboard, felt and tissue pa­
per, the latter being used principally 
for partitions. An economically built 
flat building .is usually provided with 
a light well which is entirely filled 
with conversation. By means of this 
well the occupant of the top flat can 
hear what the husband of the first 
floor says when the coffee doesn’t suit 
him and when the woman in Number.
2 tells her late returning spouse that 
he is a brute the women in Numbers 
1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 quiver with simul­
taneous indignation.

Flats have handsome hallways fit­
ted with New Jersey Turkish rugs 
and back porches where one may have 
a gahden consisting of a geranium. 
They are also provided with bathtubs 
and two kinds of water, cold and nof 
so cold.1 In the cities, owing to the 
high price of ground, aldermen and 
building material, the rooms in a flat 
are sometimes -very small—so small 
that when the daughter is playing the 
piano, the mother has to wash the 
dishes gently for fear of splashing on 
the music—so small that the members 
of the family have £o be measured for 
the bedrooms as they would for vests, 
ar.d anyone weighing over 180 pounds 
has to work himself into the bathroom 
by means of glove powder and a shoe 
horn.

Some flats are very magnificent, 
however, and contain splendid mar­
ble lobbies, sun parlors, air filters, 
vacuum cleaners, automobile eleva­
tors, refrigerated bedrooms and even 
places where the children and dogs 
can be stored if they are kept perfect­
ly quiet. Such flats rent for from 
$5,000 to $50,000 a year, which, how­
ever does not include the privilege of 
gossiping with the family next door.

By means of flats people can live 
with little exertion and great com­
fort, to say nothing of perfect seclu­
sion. No one will bother them, an’d 
when they are at last lowered from 
the fourth floor to the hearse after a 
long and peaceful life, the neighbors 
of twenty years’ standing will tieave 
a sigh and say: “Hello, I wonder what 
poor devil is being planted to-day ?”

MILITARY SERVICE BILL STILL 

IN COMMITTEE.
LONDON, To-day.

The second day of the Committee 
stage of the Military Service Bill in 
the Commons was chiefly interesting 
from the fact that it elicited the 
opinion of Earl Kitchener, Secretary 
of War, that the bill would provide 
all the men he required to enable him 
to do all that was necessary to be 
done in order to secure victory. This 
was announced by Walter .Hume 
Long, President of the Local Govern­
ment Board, who, on behalf of the 
Government, in resisting an amend­
ment which was lost. The greatest 
discussion centered around Sir John 
Simon’s amendment, which if adopt­
ed, would virtually have prevented 
any enlistment until investigation by 
a military tribunal proved the exist­
ence of a substantial number of single 
men, not already attested or actually 
engaged in war services. The Pre­
mier opposed this on the ground that 
it struck at the basic principle of the 
Bill. The amendment was rejected 
by an overwhelming majority. It was 
announced that supplementary esti­
mates would be presented for another 
fifty thousand men for the navy by 
next March. Another proposed amend­
ment that not a single soldier of the 
3,000,000 enlisted should suffer capital 
punishment was advanced. On behalf 
of the Government assurances was 
given that no man would be senten­
ced to death for any offence for 
which conscience objection could be 
pleaded in defence. The first clause 
of the Bill was adopted without any 
radical modification.

GERMAN'S EVACUATE FORTRESS.
KIEV, Russia, To-day.

(Via Petrograd and London.)— 
Lutrik, an important fortress in Vol- 
hynia, one of the triangle fortifica­
tions there has been evacuated by 
Germans, according to information 
obtained from prisoners arriving 
here. Four thousand prisoners re­
cently arrived here from the south­
western front.

LONDON, To-day.
A Copenhagen despatch to Reuter’s 

says a German patrol ship which re­
cently stranded off Kongshol, Island 
of Aerme, in the Baltic, belonged to 
the torpedo division, stationed south 
of Longland. The vessel is now a 
complete, wreck. No bodies have 
been washed ashore. It is surmised 
the patrol boat way being towed by 
another warship after some accident, 
and broke loose in the storm.

largely due to dynastic rather than 
national aims.

Constantinople says that there is 
movement, originating among mem­
bers of the Venlzelos party in Greece, 
and backed by unlimited means, di­
rected against the King and Queen of 
Greece. It is gaining strength and 
the Greek Government does not seem 
able to intervene effectively. It is 
also alleged that the Entente Powers 
only allow enough . provisions for 
three days at a time to arrive in 
Greece. Martial Law is to be pro­
claimed in Greece to cope with insur­
rectionary spirit. The German press 
hint at a revolution in Greece, backed 
by the Entente.

A Parliamentary writer in the 
Daily News suggests that more strin­
gent measures curtailing the trade of 
the United States might have stopped 
the Entente from obtaining vast sup­
plies of munitions and might have led 
to war. The writer also points out 
that a blockade against Italy would 
have prevented Italy from joining the 
Entente.

In an interview with the Associated 
Press. Lord Derby said that the ob­
ject of the recent recruiting and the 
present Military Service Bill was 
to obtain a sufficient number of men 
to bring the war Jo a successful con­
clusion and by the lattter he meant to 
give Germany such a licking that 
there will be no further trouble in our 
time or our. children’s time. He de­
clared that the military measures tak­
en by England had been a complete 
surprise to Germany. The country 
has acquiesced in the measures sp 
thoroughly that even those who op­
posed the measures most bitterly were 
careful to say that they would obey 
the law when enacted.

An amendment to the Military Ser­
vice Bill seeking to bring under the 
scope of the bill all youths attaining 
the age of 18 years, was resisted by 
the Government ahd voted down.

ATTACK ON LORD KITCHENER.

LONDON, To-day.
In the course of yesterday’s debate 

in the House of Commons, General Sir 
Iver Herbert delivered a strong at­
tack upon Lord Kitchener. He de­
clared that he must confess that one 
of the most remarkable things in the 
whole war was the total eclipsë of the 
Office of Secretary for War. General 
Herbert said Kitchener had never 
been right once during this war. In 
the matter of recruiting the Secretary 
of War had been wrong from the first 
to last, and had left the country at 
this moment in precisely the same 
condition as it was in the beginning 
of the conflict. With regard to muni­
tions, he asserted that at a time of a 
crisis in this war, Britain had been 
left without necessary drafts to make 
up the armies in the field.

NEW PROCLAMATION ON JOINT 
BLOCKADE EXPECTED IN A FEW 
DAYS.

LONDON, To-day.
A Washington despatch to the 

World says reports to President Wil­
son from Colonel House, the Presi­
dent’s personal representative now in 
London, have satisfied the Administra­
tion that within a few days a pro­
clamation will be issued announcing 
that British Orders in Council have 
been vacated and that an allied fleet 
will blockade Germany, and that 
means will be found to cut off sup­
plies which neutral countries have 
clandestinely allowed to be shipped 
to the Central Governments. Great 
Britain is determined to shift the re­
sponsibility in part to her Allies, if 
opinion held in official circles may be 
accepted, so that France, Italy, Rus­
sia and Belgium shall bear a portion 
of censure that is expected to be rais­
ed in Congress if new blockade does 
not satisfy this Government and seri­
ously interferes with American ship­
pers. *

The reports prematurely circulated 
from British sources that France, 

i Russia, Italy and Belgium are jointly 
' responsible for interference with Am­
erican trade, are supposed to have 
been put forward as a political move 
to pave the way for a friendly recep­
tion to the new proclamation. Great 
Britain is supposed to have to come 
to a realization that the principal 
sympathy in this country is for Franco 
and Belgium.

Gen. Sir William Robertson
Is Known as “Hurry-Up Bill.”

Imagine yourself at the British 
headquarters in France.

You are gazing fascinated at the 
scene of feverish but organized ac 
tivity going on around you, when sud­
denly through the doorway office 
bursts a tall, massive, dark-mous­
tached man.

Radiating energy from every pore, 
he bounds rather than walks to a 
waiting motor car, leaps ih, flings a 
word to the driver, and is gone in a 
swirl of mud and petrol fumes! 

"Who’s that?” you gasp.
And the answer comes—
“You don’t mean to say you don’t 

know him? Why, that ‘Hurry-up-Bill,’ 
Chief of the General Staff—the big­
gest hustler in the British army, bar 
none!”

‘Hurry-up-Bill” is Tommy’s nick­
name for Sir William Robertson, K.C. 
V.O., K.C.B., D.S.O. He is a man al- 
rnots unknown to the outside public, 
yet, after General Smith-Dorrien, suc­
cessor to General French, probably the 
most important British officer in 
France.

From the beginning of the war until 
four or five months ago, when he was 
appointed to his present all-important 
position. Sir William was Quartermas 
ter General, and it is due to his mag 
nificent work regarding transport and 
supplies that Tommy Atkins stands 
to-day as the best fed best clothed 
and best equipped fighter in the world.

Romantic in the extreme has been 
the career of ttis stalwart officer of 
fifty-five, whe has learnt the secret 
of outstripping him.

Once he was merely a ranker—a 
trooper in a regiment of Dragoons. 
Entirely without influence, he has, by 
sheer energy, courage and brain pow­
er, raised himself to a position from 
which he is helping to mould the des-, 
tiny of nations.

“Hurry-up-Bill” hails from the vil­
lage of Wellbourne, in Lincolnshire, 
where his father was a tradesman in

small way of business.
"There’s nothing a man can’t do if 

he’s got the education and never 
knows when he’s tired!” Tom Robert­
son used to say. And, although money 
was none too plentiful in the little 
household, he and his wife contrived 

give William and his brothers a 
very sound schooling.

There 
he found his opportunity.’

To the average officer there is noth­
ing attyactiwe in spending hours with 
a native iminshi or teacher in acquir­
ing a tongue which can be of use with 
only some frontier tribe. Robertson 
offered a munshi a quarter of the 
reward when he was proficient enough 
to earn it by passing an examination.

Sir William, when he is reminiscent, 
will recall what an excellent bargain 
this proved to be. The munshi saw 
to it that his pupil did not fail to im­
prove any spare moments. He would 
be waiting -at his door at daybreak, 
and put him through an hour’s lesson 
before breakfast. Whenever he paus­
ed to rest for a moment during the 
day he would find the munshi squat­
ting at hand, waiting to recommence 
teaching; in fact, the man haunted 
him like his own shadow. The result 
was that our hero picked up the dia­
lect in record time.

A Traitor’s Bullet.
It was during the Chitral campaign 

that William hd ahis narrowest escape 
from death. His zeal led him to ride 
forward without his Gurkha guard and 
somewhat ahead of his native guide. 
The next thing he knew was that two 
shots were fired at him, one of them 
passing under his arm and neatly 
clipping off his horse’s ear. Turning 
round, he saw that the Pathan who 
was guiding him had fired the shots, 
and the next moment the traitor 
charged him and hit him over the 
head with a sword.

Robertson, though badly hurt, grap­
pled with his opponent and flupg him 
stunned from the saddle. Then draw­
ing his sword and revolver, he boldly 
attacked a. gang of other tribesmen 
who had come hurrying up with the 
intention of completing the deed of 
their fellow, and succeeded in holding 
them at bay until the arrival of his 
Giy-khasi

In the South African War -Sir Wil­
liam had control of the Intelligence 
Department, and his work brought him 
the highest praise from both "Bobs” 
and Kitchener.

As a director of military training at 
the War Office, Sir William, later had 
much to do with the preparation of the 
British Expeditionary Force. He went 
to France with'it as Quartermaster- 
General, and was responsible for keep­
ing that army overseas supplied with 
food and equipment. His success in 
this capacity led to his appointment as 
Chief of Staff.

At the present time all the branches 
of the army’s activities are under his 
direction.

British Fleet Has Woo.
Nations like men achieve the ends

The German Army is the most effect­
ive embattled host the world has seen. 
Armed and disciplined as her soldiers 
are, it is doubtful if all the armies, 
hosts and hordes of historic times 
from Xerxes to Napoleon could make 
head against them. In like manner 
the combined war fleets of antiquity 
and all the battle craft that have 
sailed the sea from Salamis to Tra­
falgar or to Manila would be impo­
tent against the British navy. The 
German armies have won and still 
hold Serbia, Russian Poland, Bel­

gium and something like a twenty- 
fifth of the soil of France.

Prospero Back.
REPORTS MILD WINTER NORTH— 

HERRING FISHERY AN UNPRE­
CEDENTED SUCCESS IN GREEN 
BAY-PARTICULARS OK FIRE AT 
TRINITY.
The S. S. Prospero, Capt. A. Kean, 

returned from Griquet and interven­
ing northern ports yesterday after­
noon. Going north a severe snow 
storm was encountered a week ago 
and the ship was forced to shelter at 
Baie Verte for a day and night. That 
was the only rough weather experi­
enced on the trip. On thé whole tne 
winter north is mild, along the French 
Shore there being little slob ice met 
but nothing to impede the headway of 
the ship. She brought a full freight 
and a number of passengers.

During the last few days when the 
ship was coming south the weather 
was intensely cold, the thermometer 
being down below zero on Sunday 
last.

"The herring fishery in Green Bay 
tor last fall and this winter is the 
best in the history of the country," 
said our informant. Since the be­
ginning of the year the fishes 
nave been in abundance all over 
tne Bay and of an unusually large 
size and daily the fishermen'" have 
beir “hands full” attending to their 

nets. Most ot the herring caught are

put up under the old system. The 
Prospero brought along 2,500 barrels 
of Scotch cured herrings which are 
now being landed at the Red Cross 
pier to be transhipped to outside 
markets by the S. S- Stephano.

When the Prospero reached Trin­
ity late Monday night, on her way 
south, particulars of a destructive fire, 
alluded to in yesterday’s Telegram 
and which had occurred a few hours 
previously, were learned. About 9 
o’clock the fire broke out in the Meth­
odist Parsonage, occupied by the Rev. 
J. French and wife, who were in the 
dining room when they discovered 
through the crackling of wood and 
smelling of smoke that another room 
in the house was ablaze. The fire 
was caused by a defective stove pipe. 
Immediately an alarm was given by 
the occupants to neighbours who were 
on the scene and the fire was fought 
by a bucket brigade, but the efforts 
of the volunteer fire fighters were 
useless, owing to the fire being well 
under way. The flames were fanned 
by a strong wind that prevailed so 
that within a short time the Parson­
age and its contents were a heap of 
ruins. The loss is great to the Past­
or, as we understand, there was very 
little,.if any insurance carried on the 
building, and, general- sympathy will 
be felt for him. Only a few articles of 
furniture were saved; besides $200 in 
cash, which was in the house and 
which belonged to the Church, went 
up Tn smoke. A fortunate circum­
stance is that the fire was prevented 
from spreading, through the splen­
did exertions of the people, as several 
dwellings and the Presbytery of Rev. 
Fr. Tarahan was close by.
