Most people, if they were t7 bé ask-
ed the question: “What colour is
ligthning?”’ would answer, without
hesitation, “White.” Yet they would
be wrong on the whole, although'!

But in a long Reties '
of expert observations of the tolour |
of flashes it was t\und unm’stakably
that in fork lightning red is ‘e hue.
which occurs most frequently, and
very closely upon the heels of red
comes blue. 'THuS the slang = expres- l
sion ' about “blue’ lightning” hag<its
origin- in fact and not in fancy. '

It may be said with some cermnty'
that fork lightning is never white, |
but it 18 occasionally orange and
green.

Dominion Coal Co. prices: $4.65
per ton run of mine of 2,000 1bs.; 25c.
extra for screened; 30c. broker’s com-
mission, arranged by Fuel Control.
Net cost $5.20 per 2,000 1bs. The above
fignres 'based at 2,240 lbs. work out
$5.8215.

Now you have Canadian prices for
