Without a word the 
Empress grabbed up photographs ot 
bar children, and hatlese and cloak- 
lees proceeded to Potsdam.

NOT TO GIVE UP ONE INCH.
VIENNA, Nov. 28.

Speaking before the Christian Soc­
ial Club ot Budapest, former Prem­
ier Friedrich, declared that the recent 
changes in the Hungarian Cabinet 
had been brought about by the pres­
sure ot the Entente. He eaid that it 
would be the last change in the Govt., 
because the authorities had no more 
confidence in the Allies. M. Fried­
rich announced that the Hungarian 
delegates to the Peace Conference 
would not be called to Paris before 
February, and urged thni not to give 
op one inch of Hungarian territory. 
He added that the Roumanians had 
evacuated Budapest because they 
knew the Hungarians were able to 
cause their withdrawal by force. M. 
Friedrich asserted that he had con­
fidence In the future of Hungary.

North Sydney, Nov. 25.—Sinking for 
the third time after he bad been 
ewept from his vessel by a great 
wave off Port aux Basques, one day 
last week, CapL Noel, of the Domin­
ion Government steamei; Restless, 
was rescued from the sea by mem­
bers of the crew of another vessel 
near at hand but .in such. condition, 
as a result of shock and exposure, 
that he was brought to his home here 
to-day In a condition more or lesa 
serious. CapL Noel reached North 
Sydney on the steamer Kyle and It Is 
reported that It will be some little 
time before he Is fit to take over his 
command again. Reports of the mis­
hap which he met say that It was 
little short of a miracle that he was 
saved since the sea was running high 
and stormy at the time.

2. —That this right, however, ie not 
to be considered ne a right to the 
closed shop, the present labor con­
ditions in Newfoundland bring what j 
they are.

3. —That the Reitb-NewfonwUand
Company shall not be required to 
negotiate except directly with their
own employees or representatives of 
their own employees.

Classification of La her.
This arbitration board orders a 

three-fold classification of labor.
Such classification of labor, how­

ever, in order to prevent unjust dis­
crimination shall he made by duly 
appointed responsible representatives 
selected by the employees on the one 
hand and by the company on the 
other. Should such joint commit­
tees fail to arrive at a decision, the 
matter in dispute should he referred 
to an arbitration board. If, how­
ever. a permanent arbitration board 
be not already established such a 
board shall be composed as follows: 
One representative to he appointed 
by the employees of the particular 
department concerned, one by the 
company and the third to be selected 
by these two.

Rate of Wages.
The arbitration board has not 

deemed It wise, to make any general 
change In the schedule of wages 
since it finds that the larger number 
of the Reid-Newfonndland Company 
employees are apparently contented 
with the present scale of payment, 
and further that said scale has only 
a abort time to run.

But now the Great Seal consists of 
two deep and heavy plates of silver.

The 
obverse shows the Sovereign en­
throned and surrounded by figures1

NOVEMBER SO.
St Andrew, Apostle and Martyr, 

Patron Stint of Scotland, was born 
at Bethstida In Galilee, and was 
brother to Sitnon Peter. He had been 
a disciple of John the Baptist and 
followed the Master upon the testi­
mony given of him by John. 
“One of the two that heard John 
speak and followed him was Andrew, 
Simon Peter’s brother." (John 1:40.) 
Subsequently Andrew and Peter ac­
companied Jesus to the marriage 
feast at Cana of Galilee, afterwards 
returning to their every day occupa­
tion of fishermen. Some months 
afterwards Jesus meeting them to­
gether at their fishing, called them 
unto Him and promised te make 
them "fishers of men." Immediately 
they left their neta and followed Him. 
(Matt IV: 19). Tradition assigns 
Scythia, Greece and Thrace as the 
scenes of the ministry of St An­
drew.

He is said to have suffered cruci­
fixion at Patrae ip Achala, on a cress 
of the form called crux decussate 
(X), now commonly known as “St.

To-morrow, Advent Sunday, Is the 
beginning of the ecclesiastical year 
in all Christian cherche» hut the 
Greek. Advent 1» the season daring 
which preparation 1» made for the 
festival-of the Nativity (Christmas). 
Early writers were wont to exhort 
the due keeping of the birth of 
Christ by some previous days er 
weeks of fasting, almsgiving and 
continence.

As a church season ef definite 
length, however, with Its proper 
lessons, gospels and other appropri­
ate observances, It cannot certainly 
he traced back to an earlier time 
than the latter part of the sixth cen­
tury. About the eighth century the 
length of Advent became restricted 
throughout Western Christendom to 
the four Sundays preceding Christ­
mas Day, while the fifth preeedlng 
Sunday sounded a warning of Ad­
vent’s approach. This continues to 
he the present ruler The derivation 
of the word Is from the Latin 
Adventos—coming or arrival, and de­
notes the coming of Christ, known as 
the first Advent.

THE ANCIENT CBAFT OF THE 

CUTLERS* LIVELPrecious Stones That Bring Good and Bad Luck KodakWhen, recently, the Premier went 
to Sheffield as guest of the Cutlers’ 
Company of that city, he was merely 
conforming to an old custom which 
decrees that a member of the Govern­
ment in power shall attend the cut­
lers’ annual feast

Incidentally, it is an unwritten 
law of the Company that the visiting 
Minister’s speech should deal with 
trade matters, and not with politics; 
hence Mr. Lloyd George’s pronounce­
ment regarding the brighter indus­
trial outlook.

Precisely how long Sheffield has 
been identified with the cutlery trade 
is not easy to say. Historians affirm 
that products of the Sheffield cutlers’ 
art were forthcoming as long ago as 
the time of Chaucer—the fourteenth 
century.

At any rate, there is no doubt that 
the trade is one' of considerable an­
tiquity, and by It Sheffield has" grown 
from a straggling village to be one of 
the greatest steel and cutlery-produc­
ing centres of the world.

The history of the Company of Cut­
lers in Hailamshlre—as that part of 
Yorkshire was at one time known—is 
rooted almost as deeply in the past, 
although It would seem that the Com­
pany was not placed on a firm foot­
ing until 1624, whence It has steadily 
risen to its existing place of import­
ance among the guilds of this coun-

HOW THEY ORIGINATED.
The expression "Running the gaunt­

let," Is really a corruption of the 
phrase "Running the Ghent-race.” 
Ghent, Of course, Is the famous Flan­
ders town; and here, In days gone by, 
a military punishment was devised 
which gave rise to this term.

The defaulter's regiment was drawn 
up In two ranks, facing each other, 
each soldier present being provided 
with a cane. Down thfc human lane 
the delinquent, stripped to the waist, 
was compelled to run, receiving his 
progress a smart cut from each of his 
comrades.

In the case of the Navy, In which 
at one time a similar punishment ob­
tained, short lengths of rope took the 
place of canes.

Paying en the Natt.
"Paying on the nail" Is a term often 

used In these profiteering days, al­
though few of those who use It could 
say whence It came. The explanation, 
however. Is fairly simple. The coun­
ters of old-time shops were frequent­
ly studded with brass nails ; hence the 
phrase In question, denoting of course, 
a cash transaction.

The quaint and oft-used “tlt-for- 
tat” Is merely a corruption of "thls- 
for-that," while to “sleep like a top" 
Is believed to have been derived from 
the Italian word topo, meaning a 
mouse. As the word embraced all the 
mouse species, Including the dor­
mouse—which sleeps through the win­
ter—It Is generally accepted that the 
phrase owes Its origin to this source.

Crocodile's Tears.
The expression "run amok” le In al­

most dally use, and yet probably not 
one person In a thousand knows Its 
rather obscure origin.

It appears that once upon a time 
certain South Sea Islanders were 
wont, after gambling away their pos­
sessions, to drown their troubles In 
drink and opium. In this condition 
they ran wild, and, at the same time, 
not Infrequently resorted to the use 
of the lance or muck. Hence the term 
“to run amok," which we use to-day.

Another common phrase, "croco­
dile's tears,” Is derived from a purely 
legendary source. A seventeenth-cen­
tury dictionary has It that “the croco­
dile Is an harmeful beaste . t . 
hatched of an egg and groweth unto 
a vmderful greatness. He will weep 
over a man's head after he hath dev­
oured the body, and then will eat up 
the head also.*'

Therefore the term “crocodile’s 
tears" is applied to sorrow that is 
feigned, or, as the same quaint dic­
tionary has it, 'to tears that are spent 
with the Intent to deceive."

And when we declare our. Intention 
of doing or getting a thing done “by 
hook or by crook" we are—in most 
cased unwittingly — recalling the 
names of two eminent lawyers of the 
time of Charles I., Messrs. Hooke and 
Crooke, who. It seems, were so cele­
brated in their day that it was fre­
quently said that the only way to win 
a difficult case was “by Hooke or by 
Crooke."

The 
dealer bowed respectfully and eaid:

Since he ascended the throne the 
King has visited several parts of the 
East-end in disguise, and was once 
among the audience In the pit of a 
music-hall in one of the poorest parts 
of London.

On one occasion during the war the 
King visited, Incognito, a big munition 
factory some distance from London. 
He was accompanied by an equerry, 
and both wore ordinary tweed suits.

His Majesty returned to London by 
an express train, and occupied a first- 
class “smoker." A man who got into 
conversation with him during the 
journey said to him at the end of It, 
"You know, you are uncommonly like 
the king."

His Majesty laughed and said, “Well, 
I have never been told that before, but 
perhaps I am."

OFFERING HIS MAJESTY A JOB.
From time to time all Royalties like 

to shake oft the trammels of the rigid 
ceremonial and etiquette that contin­
ually surround them and see and en­
joy life as ordinary mortals.

One of King George’s first exper­
iences in disguise was when as Prince 
of Wales he went at night to visit a 
goods yard at one of the big London 
railway termini. His Majesty was ac­
companied by the late Sir Arthur 
Ellis; both were roughly clad, .and 
presented the appearance of a couple 
of good-class working men.

This incident happened at the end 
of November, and it so chanced that 
on this particular night the railway 
company was engaging some tempor­
ary hands to deal with the Christmas 
goods traffic. There was a group of 
about thirty men assembled near 
where the Prince of Wales stood as a 
railway official took their names and 
addresses; the official, when he hal 
passed the Prince and his companion, 
looked sharply at them and said: 
"Yon look a likely couple for this 
job. Where were you last employed?” 
“Oh! answered the Prince, laughingly, 
"both of ns are In jobs. We came 
here only because we -expected to see 
a friend.”

In die Pit ef a London Theatre.
The official looked susplcionsly at 

them for a few moments, but said 
nothing, and passed on. He had no 
Idea, of course, of the identity of the 
two men he had spoken to. He learnt 
it later from a railway inspector who 
knew of the Prince’s visit to the yard 
that night “Well," said the official, 
"I was on the paint of turning them 
out of the yard. I’m glad I didn't 
now.’

As Prince of Wales the King,visited 
Paris Incognito on several occasions 
In company with Queen Mary. During 
one of their visits their Majesties pur­
chased some old coloured prints at 
the shop 'of a famous dealer, but 
when It came to paying for them the 
King made the discovery that he had 
only half a sovereign with him. and 
the Queen had no money.

SECRETS OF A BANK'S STRONG­
ROOM.
Lying 6n a strongroom of a London 

bank or safe-deposit, are seven large 
steel-bound boxes, which the ex-Kai­
ser would gfy« R big sum of money
to possess.

As it well known, the great banking 
houses of London have in their posses­
sion numerous deefMwxea containing 
securities that have laid unclaimed 
for years, j

In a; great number of cases the de­
positor has died, leaving no trace be­
hind of" the deed-boxes that he had 
carefully stowed away in his bank­
er’s strong-room ; and without the au­
thority of the safe custody receipt 
voucher, nobody Is allowed to inter­
fere with the deposits that lay in the 
bank’s vaults.

These seven deed-boxes are said to 
contain the manuscripts of the third 
and most important volume of the 
autobiographical memoirs of Prince 
Bismarck, together with a valuable 
collection ' of confidential papers an-I 
correspondence. They also contain 
several hundred letters written by 
the ex-Kaiser to the-Iron Chancellor, 
and reports of various plots and in­
trigues at Vienna in which the Kaiser 
was mixed up.

Bismarck intended to publish the 
third volume of bis memoirs during 
his lifetime, but tee Kaiser, greatly 
alarmed by the tone of his first two 
volumes, threatened him with dire 
penalties. Bismarck managed, there­
fore, to smuggle the manuscripts of 
the third volume, and his moat pre­
cious papers, out of the country over 
to England in order to save himself 
from the Kaiser’s wrath.

But it is very evident that the Kai­
ser knew of what had happened to 
tee documenta, for frequently during 
his reign be made efforts to recover 
them.

It is known that during the war he 
offered a btjf reward vo the airman 
who succeeded In dropping a bomb on 
the bank where they were deposited.

How to Test Eggs.
A USEFUL HOME HINT.

The International committee of ex­
perts which has recently been sitting 
in London to decide what a “new-laid” 
egg is have not been able to give a de­
finition. The object of the committee 
was to standardise eggs all over the 
world, but they have tailed because 
die idea of what a fresh egg is varies 
lo much in different countriee.

There is no need, however, why the 
ordinary British housewife Should not 
be able to tell the age of an egg with­
out actually cracking it All that is 
required is a glass of water.

If the egg is perfectly fresh it will 
remain resting in a horizontal posi­
tion on the bottom of the glass. It not

quite fresh it will remain with the 
larger end raised higher than the 
small. The higher the larger end the 
older the egg. A three-months’-old 
egg, for example, rests vertical, while 
if It is one of those unfortunate eggs

•ich have been too long in the world 
it just floats.

The reason for this is that the older 
an egg is the more the inside dries up 
and creats a big space in the large 
end of the egg, thus making it more 
and more capable of floating.

There is more 
in the life story 
man who made his 
motor cars.

Few men have had the luck or the 
good fortune to become millionaires 
in sixteen years, yet this Is what 
Henry Ford succeeded in doing.

Sixteen years ago he was just an 
ordinary mechanic, working for a few 
dollars a week like thousands of , oth­
ers. To-day he employs many thous­
ands of other mechanics.

Like all big men, Ford had a knack 
of taking pains wjth any work that 
he had in hand; he worked hard 
developed his ideas.

As a lad he worked on a farm dur­
ing the summer and in factories dur­
ing the winter, earning a small wage. 
Even then it was evident that he had 
a natural inborn genius for mechani­
cal work.

He tried many jobs without finding 
an outlet for his mechanical genius, 
for he did not believe in sticking to 
a job when he could see no prospects 
ahead. Then, when still a very young 
man working in an engineering shop, 
he heard that a foreman’s job was va­
cant. He immediately applied for the 
job. The manager thought him too 
young, and said so. But Ford had 
ideas of labor-saving, and told the 
manager about them. The result was 
that he eventually got thé job, and 
within three months his salary was 
doubled.

Working Fourteen Hours a Day.
Always thinking, always planning, 

he spent his spare time In experiment­
ing. The motor car was then in its 
infancy. Ford knew that the world 
at large would soon want cheap cars, 
so he began to plan and experiment.

At last, after years of hard thinking 
and working, he succeeded in building 
a model car. This, however, used up 

' practically all the money he had sav- j 
ed, and he consequently found him- j 
self without the capital to put his car 
on the market. His struggle now was 
to find somebody who would be will­
ing to finance him. For years he 
searched, but.the big capitalists would 
not look at Ford or his car. How­
ever, when he was almost despairing 
he came across a not very wealthy 
man who furnished him with some 
capital.

With this Ford opened’ a small 
workshop and started making cars. 
As fast as he could make them, he 
sold them. In those days he worked 
fourteen hours a day and more. Then 
that small workshop began to grow 
until, at the present time, the Ford 
factories are thé largest of their kind 
in the world.

To-day, Henry Ford, it Is said, en­
joys the respect of all his workmen. 
He will, even now, find time to -wofk 
with his men in his factories, and chat 
with them. There is no "side” about 
him. He still works hard, and may 
be found experimenting in his own 
private shop almost any morning be-
