Fatal Gas Main Explosion

On Monday'evening, July Bth, 1880,
a singular acoldent; attended with
some loss of life, occurred in Totten-
bam Cburt road, Londpn, and the
peighbouring streets west of that
thoroughfare, towards Fitsroy-square.
The gas company was engaged in lay-
{ng service pipes from the corngr of
Porcy Street, opposite the Bedferd
Hotel, along to Charlotte Streef, and
the pipes had been laid and covered
with earth, The air was about to be
drawn out of them, preparatory to
charging them with gas, when by
some mistake, it is supposed they be-
came filled with a mixture of air and
gas, which is highly explosive. Tife
gas at the end in Tottenham Court
Road became ignited, and the pipes
blew up along the whole line, tear-
ing open the ground in several large
chasms, and hurling the stones of the
pavement and masses of earth into
the air. Two of the gas contracior's
workmen waere killed as they were
closing the pipe, and another was in-
jured, They were all meverly burnt,
and had limbs fragtured, or their heads
crushed by the stones and pleces of
iron. Passengers going alopg the
street were hurt, and inmates of the
neighbouring houses, which had their
ground flogy rooms or shops wrecked,
stones cast in ypon them. weres among
the sufferers, At the corner of Char-
lotte Street and Peroy Street, a gen-
tleman, and his maid-servant, who was
serving his tea, were blown out of
the house into the road and badly in-
jured. Five houses in Percy Street
had their basements and lower floors
entirely wrecked, and most of the
windows shattered, The pipes along
Charlotte Street, as far north as How-
land Street, likewise blew up, and six
houses had their cellars blown open.
