attention. It is entitled, “ The Magda­
lena of New York City : Shall they have 
a chance for Salvation ?’'—and, though it 
deals with horrible facts, it contains no 
line, no sentence, that the purest may not 
read without a blush. In the course of 
his trenchant and harrowing expose, Mr. 
Dyer says

* * “ One-fifth of the girls who walk 
our streets at night are under sixteen 
years Of age, and many of them are mere 
children, not yet fourteen, and some of 
them not yet thirteen years old.

“ And matters are growing worse all 
the time. The tendency in every depax li­
ment of vice and crime is y oath wards 
Thieves, burglars, pickpockets, as well as 
daughters of shame, average many years 
younger now than they did a quarter of 
a century ago—and so do drunkards. We 
have repeatedly seen children under four 
years of age drunk in the streets of the 
Fourth Ward, and have also seen them 
come drunk to the Howard Mission day- 
school, and sleep off their debauch on the 
floor or the benches of that institution.

Our horrified country friends are 
doubtless ready to cry, ‘ But why is not a 
stop put to this? Why are not these

ATTEMPT TO ASSASSINATE THE 
QUEEN FRUSTRATED.

TERRIBLE RAILWAY ACCIDENT 
IN WALES.

Base Ball.—The match for the champ­
ionship was not played by the « Young 
Canadians," of Woodstock, and the “Vic­
torias," of Ingersoll on the day announc­
ed, that is, on Tuesday last. The rain 
causedthe posfcpnement of the match until 
the next day, but a game of six innings 
was played in which tbe “ Victorias ” 
scored 49, and their opponents only 23. 
On the succeeding day the match for the 
championship came off with the result 
we have already stated, namely, “Young 
Canadians, ” 42, “ Victorias ”34.

Whelan’s Trial.—Mr. John O’Far­
rell, barrister, of Quebec, has arrived in 
Ottawa. He has been entrusted by Mrs. 
Whelan, it is said, with the duty of secur­
ing counsel for her husband at the ap­
proaching trial. It has not transpired 
here yet who is to conduct the Crown 
business. It is said that Sir John A. 
Macdonald wants Mr. Sandfield McDon­
ald to name Mr. James O’Reilly, of King­
ston, who has had the case in hand thus 
far, but that Mr. Sandfield McDonald re­
fuses to do so. In that event it is stated 
Sir John A. Macdonald will authorize Mr 
O’Reilly to appear on Dominion account.

A Malicious D£ED.-The Milton Cham­
pion bee the following : A few nights 
ago, probably on Friday night last, some 
fiend in human form stole Into the farm 
of John White, Esq., M. P., near Auburn, 
Trafalgar, and with a sharp instrument, 
probably an axe or hatchet, hacked six 
valuable imported thorough-bred cattle 
on the thigh of the hind leg, on the nigh 
side in every case but one. It wai done 
by a swift right handed blow as they 
were lying asleep. The poor dumb brutes 
suffered until Sunday, before they were 
seen by Mr. Kirby, and one nonle ox (of 
which the yoke cost $120) was so far gone 
that he had to be knocked on the head to 
put him out of misery ; and another steer 
will likely have to be served in the same 
manner. Every effort ie being made to 
save the rest, among whom are a very 
valuable Duchess heifer valued at $200, 
and three steers valued at $100 each. A 
reward of $400 is offered by Mr. White, 
and it is to be hoped that the scoundrel

children rescued from their unnatural 
parents ?’ It is not done, simply because 
it can’t be done. Except for some overt 
act of misdemeanor, felony, or crime, 
there is no power that can take a child 
from its parents against its parent’s will.

“ Furthermore, New York city is large­
ly ruled by the nefarious classes, and 
those who are in direct or indirect alliance 
with them. The influence of the munici 
pal government is wholly on their side ; 
and, were it not for the Board of Health, 
the Excise Commission, and the Metro­
politan Police, the city would in time 
become absolutely uninhabitable for de­
cent people.

“ But sadder than any of these last 
mentioned facts is the fact th**t a good 
deal of the property occupied by the min­
ions of vice in this city is owned by per. 
eons of respectability, and some of it by 
those who are regarded as pillars of the 
church ! A man whose wife and daugh­
ters carry Bibles and prayer-books purr 
chased with that ‘hire’ whic'i is an 
‘ abomination unto the Lord thy God,’ 
[see Deuteronomy xxiit, 18] and who 
pays his pew-rents with the same abomi­
nation, is a greater obstacle to the regen 
eration of that unfortunate class from 
whom he thus derives his support than 
the Wickedest Man in New York. It 
has been suggested to us that the publi­
cation of this fact should be omitted lest 
the Church should suffer ; but we do not 
so read the Scriptures. Those who make 
such suggestions would doubtless have 
advised the omission from the Gospels of 
the account of Peter’s three lies, lest that 
sad story should injure the cause of 
Peter’s Master. But truth asks no such 
disreputable favors, nor could the cause 
of Christ be served by any suppression of 
the truth. So far from omitting the state­
ment, we have been strongly tempted to 
go further, and publish the names of the 
hypocritical miscreants referred to, that 
the finger of scorn might be pointed at 
them as they traverse the aie’ « of the 
churches which they infest. Such righ­
teous retribution may yet overtake them, 
dealt byea less merciful band than ours.

“ The‘influx of decent people into the 
Water-st. dens has given the girls cou­
rage to assert their liberty, and they are 
becoming less manageable than hereto­
fore by their keepers. Many of the up­
town wanderers are also looking for re­
lease from their thraldom to sin as they 
have never looked for it be foi». Early 
memories, long dead, are recalled to life

of Christian parents. Numbers of them 
were formerly Sabbath-school teachers 
and members of Christian churches. The 
same painful facts have been revealed by 
the labors of the Midnight Mission in 
London. Of four hundred girls rescued 
from the streets and dens of vice in Lon­
don by that Mission, nearly every one 
had been a Sabbath-school scholar or 
teacher, and their aggregate attendance 
at Sabbath-school amounted to one thou­
sand two hundred and sixty-three years 

average of over three years to each
girl.”

Luce rue, August 21.-It has recently be­

come known to the Swiss authorities that 
anattempt was intended to Have been mad# 
upon the life of the Queen of England, 
during her recent sojourn in this place, 
A strict search was made by the police for 
the parties concerned in the diabolical 
plot. To-day a man, whose name is not 
yet giver, but who, it is ascertained is a 
Fenian, was arrested, and, upon exam­
ination, made such statements as leave 
no doubt that it was his deliberate design 
to assassinate Queen Victoria. He has 
been committed to prison, to await a re­
quisition from the British authorities.

London, August, 21.—Despatches were 
received in this city to-day, giving the 
particulars of a heart rending calamity 
which occurred in North Wales yester­
day afternoon whereby 25 persons lost 
their lives. A train of cars from Holy- 
head, containing the passengers and 
mails from Ireland, which was proceed­
ing towards Liverpool at the usual rate 
of speed, met with a sad accident to-day 
at the little town of Abergile, in the 
county Denbigh. A long train of petro­
leum trucks had just been switched off 
on the siding to make way for tbe Irish 
mails, but the switch-man had neglected 
to replace the switch and a dreadful col- 
lison was the consequence Seven per­
sons all paseengers on the Irish mail 
train, and many others badly injured. 
The cars in both trains were reduced to 
a shapeless mass. The concussion pro­
duced an explosion of the petroleum, 
which instantly enveloped the train in 
flames, and before the flames could be 
subdued eighteen persons had been lit­
erally burnt to ashes.

He is un­
derstood to favor peace with Paraguay, 
and a policy to that effect will probably 
provoke a war with Brazil. Congress 
was still in session and a bill to abolish 
all Argentine Legations abroad had been 
introduced and was likely to become a 
law. The financial troubles in Monte­
video still prevailed. The women in 
Paraguay, it is reported, in addition to 
becoming soldiers are also performing 
civil functions such as justices, recruiting 
officers, &c. The Tribune's special says,
It is asserted that Gen. Rozecrans is em­
powered by the executive to tender all 
the naval aid possible to the Juarez gov­
ernment, and that material aid will not 
be withheld if it should be found neces­
sary to enable the Mexican authorities to 
crush the various factions there and es­
tablish a stable government. Tbe Mexi­
can authorities are, it appears, willing to 
surrender a portion of their northern ter­
ritory in return for this support, and the 
whole project commands, it is said, the 
approval of some of the leading military 
men.

Alleged Murder In Caledon.

A MAN NAMED JOHN LEMON COMMITTED 
FOR MURDERING HIS OWN SON !

The Brampton limes says that John 
Lemon, a farmer, of 5th Line, Caledon, 
was brought to Brampton gaol on Thurs­
day night on a coroner’s warrant, charg­
ed with murdering his son, Jos. Lemon, 
who was announced a few days ago as 
meeting hie death from falling of a load 
of peas. The trouble appears to have 
arisen from the father wanting to get 
back the deed of 50 acres of land which 
he had made over to his son, when 
threatened by a lawsuit at the instance 
of his son-in-law, who had married his 
daughter, and who after getting a large 
portion of his money left him. This mat­
ter with nhe son-in-law was, however,set­
tled but the eon refused to give up the 
land. For not doing so the old man 
threatened to kill nim, and, if reports are 
true, did so on the 24th instant. It is sta­
ted that on that morning a load of peas 
was in the barn and it was arranged that 
the old man, his son Joseph, and a girl 
was to assist to unload it. The girl on 
her way to the barn was met by old Mr. 
Lemon, who told her that she need not 
go yet that he .was not ready for her.— 
About an hour after that he went into 
the house and asked the girl if she had 
seen Joseph, and on replying that she 
had not, he told her to go to the bam 
and see if he was there. The girl went 
and on entering tlie barn found Joseph 
lying dead near the fore wheels of the 
waggon with his head badly cut. The 
supposition then was that he had fell off 
the load and the head was cut by the 
wheel. Shortly after he was buried.

On account of the former threat of the 
father, suspicions shortly alter began to 
rise among the family that H had met 
with foul play and they had the body ex­
humed and a Cornor’s inquest held,which 
after hearing the evidence resulted in » 
verdict of Wilful Murder against the fa­
ther. In the barni shortlj after the 
young man’s death, was found an axe 
and a hoe, with Mood on them, and op a 
post that supported the mow was the 
marks of blood of three fingers, as if pri­
soner's hands had been rested against it. 
The hoe and the part of the post with the 
blood on, were brought with the prisoner. 
The axe was also put in the buggy, but 
lost along the road.

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Preparing for the Struggle.
In Britain the notes of preparation 

ïor the coming general election are al­
ready beginning to be heard. The 
Tories, luowing foil well that this will 
be the last and greatest struggle to 
keep the Church of Eu gland in con­
nection with, and under -the favour vi, 
the State, arc rcscriing to the most 
desperate shifts to inflame the bigotry 
and intolerance of the people. An as­
sociation has been formed in London, 
called the “Finsbury Union,” with a 
view of scouring the return of two 
Conservative members to Parliament 
for that district, and pledged to sus­
tain the Irish branch of the Episcopal 
Church, has issued a circular to the 
clergy of Finsbury, marked “private 
And confidential,” in which all the 
“faithful” are earnestly enjoined to 
“unite for the promotion of our civil 
and religious liberties, the stability of 
the throne, and the greatness and pros­
perity of the nation.” To show how 
unscrupulous the members of this As­
sociation are, and to what lengths 
they and sticklers for Church and 
State connection generally will go, we 
quote the following sentence from the 
circular issued. An “ unnatural and 
unholy alliance,” they say, “has been 
formed between “ High Church Ritu­
alists and Broad Churchmen, Ultra­
montane Papists and Protestant Dis­
senters, avowed infidels and Republi­
can Radicals, with no common pur­
pose but the reckless design of destroy­
ing our National Protestant Church, 
the country’s only safeguard against 
the encroachments of the Apostate 
Church of Rome, the great enemy of 
God’s truth, and the unrelenting per­
secutor of His saints in every part of 
the world.” It can hardly fail to 
strike even the most careless reader, 
what an utter want of faith these Uni­
onists of Finsbury show in the creed 
they profess to hold so tenaciously and 
to prbe so dearly, when they avow, in 
effect that their ônlv hope for t’he sa­
fety of the Protestant Church of Eng­
land lies in the favor and protection of 
the State.

A Church Defence Association has 
also been formed in Manchester,which 
makes an urgent appeal for “ help and 
assistance towards defraying the ex­
pense of 10,000 copies of Foxe’s Book 
of Martyrs,” published by the Book 
Society in London, at two pence each, 
and intended to be “distributed free 
in all the Church ot England Sunday 
Schools to scholars from nine years ot 
age and upward, to counteract the 
circulation of Wm. Cobbett’s History 
of the Reformation, which is being 
sown broadcast in our city, and is cal­
culated to inflict a deep wound on our 
cause at the general election.” It 
puzzles one to understand how the dis­
tribution among the juveniles of old 
Foxe’s Martyrology can influence the 
result of the election in Manchester— 
unless on the supposition that it is 
hoped to reach the parents thro’ their 
children.

In Ireland also the battle of creeds 
has commenced. Furious appeals are 
made to the old spirit of Orangeism, 
and Protestant Associations are every­
where marshaling their forces for the 
fight, upon the issue of which the peo 
plo are in effect assured will depend 
whether the massacres of 1U41 shall 
not be avenged upon the Protestant 
descendants of the men of that bloody 
period. But while these strait laced 
sectaries arc thus fanning the flames 
of religious hate and bigotry, the Lib 
erals are not idle. Mr. Gladstone’s 
great speech to his constituents in 
South Lancashire, lately delivered, 
shows how the Liberals will meet the 
No Popery cry of the Tories. The 
duplicity of Disraeli has furnished 
them with powerful weapons. Mr. 
Gladstone proved, with a convincing 
force which no unbiased mind will be 
able to resist, that the original plan of 
the Tories with regard to Church Re­
form in Ireland went so far as to include 
the endowment of the Roman Catho­
lic Church. If the masses of the Eng­
lish people can be made to understand 
the undoubted correctness of Mr. 
Gladstone’s assertion, it is the leaders 
ot the Tories, not the Liberals, against 
whom the No Popery cry should di­
rect itself. There are thousands and 
thousands ot voters who regard the 
Established Church in Ireland as a 
strong bulwark against the Roman 
Catholic Church, but who will not 
hesitate a moment to consent rather to 
the disestablishment of that church 
than to the establishment of the church 
of Rome. Already the vast majority 
of the Dissenters are very decided sup­
porters of Sr. Gladstone’s plan, a fact 
that must in advance disarm all can­
did minds as to the alleged alliance 
between the Liberals and the Roman 
Catholics.

Precedence—Who Goes First 1
The Milton Champion thus discoureeth 

on the absurd “ precedence programme" 
sent out from England to tell green colo­
nials how to walk in processions, enter 
ball rooms, sit at public dinners, etc : “ Itf 
is doubtless a matter of supreme indiffér­
ence to the vast majority of Canadians, 
(who haven't “ blue blood" coursing thro' 
their unaristocratlc veins, and who may 
be ranked with that class of humanity 
yclept “ pussons,") whether or not this 
table of precedence had ever been laid 
down or approved by Her Majesty . While 
we have all the advantages arising from 
a monarchical form of Government, our 
constitution is essentially democratic, and 
the will of the people, from whom all

Siwer ultimately springs, is powerful in 
reeling our public men in the discharge 

of their duties. The repeated and ardu­
ous labors of Reformers nave severed the 
unholy alliance between the Church and 
State ; our Universities and public Insti­
tutions are no longer closed to all but a 
favored class, and belief in a particular 
creed is not essential to advancement in 
public life. Is there then any reason why 
the hierarchy of one church should take 
precedence of another, in the D miinion of 
Canadai

If not, why should the Archbishops 
and Bishops be numbered seventh in or­
der, before those who are engaged in 
making and administering the laws or 
defending the State from our enemies.— 
Have the Presbyterian bodies no Modera­
tors of the Synods, or the Methodists no 
President of the Conference, or other de- 
nominalions no chief officers entitled by 
their learning, social rank and purity of 
life to associate with their Lordships, the 
Archbishops and Bishops? Does the fact 
of their not belonging to the Church pre­
clude them from occupying as high a 
place in the Synagogue as tbeir more fa­
vored brethren ? Although the giving of 
precedence to one class of ecclesiastics,and 
ignoring all others, may, perse, be a 
small thing, the principal is one against 
which we must protest, as an unjustifi­
able preference and an insult to a large 
class of her Majesty’s loyal subjects. The 
Archbishops and Bishops have no legal 
standing in the State,and the fact of their 
being ranked in a class higher than oth­
ers. while they have no official connec­
tion with the Government, shows that 
those who advised the Queen in making 
such a table, either disregarded the teach­
ings of the past, or were pandering to the 
Roman Catholic and English Churches 
while ignoring the rights and feelings of 
other denominations equally entitled to 
consideration and respect.

Tomptino his Fatb.—Lately a seaman 
named John Brown, belonging to Her 
Majesy’s ship Duke of Wellington, met 
with a frightful accident at Wombwell’s 
menagerie, which is at present exhibiting 
at Portsmouth, through an act of fool­
hardiness. He was in company 
with several of his shipmates, and 
by way of bravado said he would show 
them that he was not afraid of lions. Ho 
accordingly thurst his right hand through 
the bars of the lions' cage, when one of 
the animals sprang forward and seized it 
in its mouth. The agonized cries of the 
unfortunate man created a most painful 
excitement in the menagerie, and it was 
not until the keepers had beaten the brute 
off with an iron bar that the hand was re­
leased. The back of the hand and the 
« rist were most horribly lacerated, the 
flesh having literally been torn off. As 
soon as he was extricated from the pain­
ful ^position, Brown fainted away.
