DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
Ottawa, April 27.

Alter routine business,
Dr. Schultz brought forward his 

motion for a Commision to enquire into 
all matters connected with the North­
west troubles. He objected to the mode 
adopted for enquiring into this matter 
by a Committee of the House, and urged 
that a Commission investigating the 
matters referred to on the spot, and 
•with the aid of sworn testimony, would 
at once accomplish the result desired 
fully and effectually'.

Mr. Mackenzie, by reference to' the 
motion appointing the Committee now 
sitting, snowed the proposal to be un 
necessary, and argued that nd informa­
tion was before the House to justify 
further action.

Mr. Hillyard Cameron thought the 
mover of the resolution had acted with­
out - due consideration. The enquiry 
would cover a vast extent of ground,and 
the Committee already appointed had 
taken most voluminous testimony. It 
would be better, at presclit at all events, 
to leave the matter in their hands.

Mr. Blake called attention to : the 
fact that the motion now made differed 
from the original notice. He could see 
no bertfciicial results likely to follow the 

‘adoption of such a resolution.
After a few words from Sir. John A. 

Macdonald and Dr. Schultz, and a brief 
reply from Mr. Mackenzie,

Mr. Cauchon said if the motion was 
in order lie should move to enlarge the 
scope of the enquiry.

Dr. Schultz then withdrew the 
motion.

Mr. Robitaille moved for a Select 
Committee upon the shortest and 
cheapest mail route to Europe. Carried.

Mr. Farrow moved for correspon­
dence between the Government and the 
Returning officer of the North Riding of 
Huron; The motion arose out of an 
alleged grievance of the mover, with re­
spect to certain votes cast in the late 
election.

After a few words from Messrs. M. 
C. Cameron (Huron), Dorion, Blake, 
and White (Hastings), the motion was 
dropped.

Mr, Cameron (Huron) then moved for 
correspondence respecting the appoint­
ment of an Inspector of Insurance Com­
panies. He urged the great impor­
tance, in the interest of the public, of a 
closer supervision of these corporations. 
He stated that in 1872 there were four 
Canadian life offices, which issued be­
tween them 3,738 policies in the year ; 
fourteen English companies that issued 
1,381 in the year ; and eleven American 
companies that issued 6,873 policies in 
the year. The premiums received in 
1872 by these companies was §2,208,28 9; 
the policies represented §21,372,382 ; 
and the aggregate policies held by these 
offices amounted to §66,822,751. He 
referred to some recent disastrous 
fil^uTcs of American and English com­
panies, and the immense interests in­
volved in their sound management. He 
believed a thorough system of inspec­
tion could alone give confidence and 
secure safety.

Mr. Mackenzie said the question of. 
legislation with regard to these com­
panies was in contemplation, hut he 
could not say whether it could trike 
place during the present session. He 
agreed fully Avith the mover as to the 
great need for all possible guarantees of 
the safety of these institutions. An in­
spection, however, must, if it existed at 
all, be under the control of an accom­
plished actuary, and it was a serious 
matter for the Government virtually to 

‘ take the responsibility of such a system 
of oversight.

After some other discussion, the motion 
was adopted.

Mr. Wilkes moved for a return of 
fortifications and material of war trans­
ferred by the Imperial to the Canadian 
Government. He urged the importance 
of keeping these works in repair, and 
that there should be a proper supervision 
and application of ordnance lands. He 
proceeded to point out the dilapidated 
and disgraceful condition of some of these 
Crown properties.

Mr. Mackenzie referred to the vote in 
the estimates for keeping the fortifies* 
tions in repair ; although it was not very 
clear, in the altered state of military 
operations, how far the existing fortifica­
tions would or would not be of service. 
He explained the means taken for the 
preservation of the ordnance lands.

Mr. Cameron (South Ontario) ridiculed 
supporting a mediæval system of de­
fence. The fortifications of Canada 
were of as much use as the old castles of 
the Rhine. His expression of a desire 
for a time of universal peace was heartily 
cheered by the House.

Mr. Young then moved for a Commit­
tee of nine members t# consider the best 
means of providing authorized reports 
of Parliamentary debates, lie alluded 
to the unavoidable inaccuracies of de­
bates reported under extraordinary pres­
sura and transmitted by telegraph, and 
the importance of a correct record of 
speeches that formed part of the history 
of the country. He believed the ex­
panse to bo comparatively trifling.

Dr. Tapper warmly seconded the mo­
tion, which was carried.

Mr. Chisholm carried a motion for cor­
respondence relating to Oakville harbor.

Mr. Palmer moved hie Bill to amend 
the Usury Laws. The measure repeals 
the restrictions upon rates of interest.

Mr. Dorion pointed out that the Bill 
interfered with special legislation relat­
ing to incorporated societies. _ -

Mr. Mackenzie sympathized with the 
general principle of the Bill, and sug­
gested a modification of it to meet the 
difficulty pointed out by the previous 
speaker. After a brief discussion, in 
which Messrs. Holton, Wilkes, Goudge, 
Forbes, and Ross joined, the Bill was 
withdrawn._______

§ir. Garnet Wolseley.—It does 
not appear to be generally known that 
Sir. Garnet Wolseley hap but one eye, 
liaving lost the other when a lieutenant 
in the Crimea, while ledding a forlorn 
hope against Sebastopol. Both he and( 
Sir. Archibald Alison, the chief of his1 

•.staff, were not only in the very hardest 
of the work in the Russian campaign, 
hut both were severely wounded, Sir., 
Archibald losing his arm in one of the 
rays.

As the increase is almost entirely due to 
the carrying out of the policy of their 
predecessors, these charges are extremely 
absurd and illogical. To Sir John's 
Ministry belongs whatever credit or dis­
credit may attach* to the large in ore as a in 
official salaries which took place last 
ye. r, the expenditure neccsssary in con­
nection with Zvlanitoba andthe Northwest 
and other large items. We do not pro­
pose to argue that the late Government 
was to blame in the matter; in fact we 
do not see how any Government could 
well have acted otherwise as regards the 
majority of the items—but the factious 
nature of an Opposition which attacks 
Mr. Mackenzie for following out that 
policy which they upheld when inaugur­
ated by Sir John A. Macdonald, is very 
apparent.—Toronto National.

Tur, Welsh Fusiliers and tbkir new 
Cashmere Goat.— Describing the re­
view at Windsor, on Monday, the cor­
respondent of the daily News remarked 
that the Fusiliers seemed to have con­
siderable trouble until the goat lately 
presented to the regiment by the Queen. 
Three privates were laboring hard to in­
duce him to walk respectably from the, 
fr.jut of the regiment to the bauds, but 
he hung back and persevered in his per- 

-veraity. in spite of blows and coaxings, 
while one man Hauled at~Mm from the 
front, another stroked his long white 
hair, and a third tickled his cars. The 
goat was, however, as impervious to 
coaxing as lie had been to thwacking, 
and, gaining boldness, butted vigorously 
at the shins of the patient Welshmen. 
As it would never do that a royal re­
view should be delayed by a goat—Cash- 
mere though his pedigree might be—the 
pien without further ado, seized him 
firmly by the horns, and dragged him 
iguomiaiously over the grass into the 
centre of the block of musicians.

The working men who voted for the 
Tories t-t the gene a elec- 
tion in Britain aro already begin­
ning to repent that step. The 
late Government was prepared to 
deal with the Master and Servant 
Conspiracy and Criminal Law 
Amendment Act, both Sir Henry Jamas 
and Sir William Harcohrt having 
specially undertaken at least two of 
these questions. But now, it is stated, a 
Royal Commission will be appointed to 
considsi the first matter just as though 
no commission had ever inquired into it 
before, and obtained cloven volumes of 
evidence. If a Government with a ma­
jority of fifty does not think itsclfstiong 
enough to deal with n question like this 
in tho full flush of youthful vigor, what 
is it fit for?

The United Status Commission **o 
make an exploratory survey with a view 
to locate a line for a canal across the 
isthmus of Panama, has been pushing 
the work vigorously. It would appear 
from the determined manner in which 
the American Government have set to 
work to find a practicable route for a 
ship canal between the Carribean Sea 
and the Pacific Ocean that they are bent 
upon accomplishing the undertaking, if 
it is at all practicable.

In the island of Goa, near Bombay, 
there is a tree galled “ sorrow tree,” be­
cause it only flourishes in the night. At 
sunset no flowers arc to bo seen;>nd yet, 
half an hour later, it is quite fujll of 
them. They yield a sweet smell,! but 
the sun no sooner begins to shine on 
them than some fall off and others close 
up, and thus it continues flowering inthe 
night during the whole year.

Reciprocity.—We have the best 
authority for saying that the delegates 
who recently went to Washington have 
succeeded in accomplishing the main 
objects of their mission. Negotiations 
are still going »n, and a report of the 
result will soon be laid before the House. 
It is understood that manufactured 
articles of a certain class arc to be ^ put 
on the Free List of both countries. This 
does"not look like Free Trade, it is true, 
but then om manufacturers in Hamp­
ton, Ushawa, and otherl inanufactur" ig 
places, will have an opportunity of un­
der-selling <>ur United States friends, 
even in their own country. We hâve 
heard of several inanufacturifig firms in 
Ontario, who, in vieAV of Reciprocal 
Trade relations, intend to ship a large, 
number of Canadian Sewing Machines 
.to the*United States. We hope their 
venture will prove successful.-*-Walker- 
ton Telescope.
