of Canadian vessels by the Canadian Goverg.
ment, and to define the Dominion of Canadg
as one Biitish possession.

On these two points we had interviews with
Earl Granville, and through him with the
Right Honorable Mzr Bright, President of
the Board of Trade, and were assured that the
principle involved therein and contended for
in the Order of Council referred to, and in
our verbal representations met with the cor-
dial cencurrence of Her Majesty’s Govern=
ment, and were informed that a measare
would be submitted to Parliament to meet
our views respecting them.

Since our return to Canada we find that a
Bill has been introduced into the Imperial
Parliament, the object of which is to remedy
the evils of which we complained.

This measure provides that in the construe-
tion of the Merchant Shipping Act, 1854,
and of the Acts amending the same, Canada
shall be deemed to be one British possession
and that a British possession is thereic des
fined may by any Act or ordinance frim time
to time regulate the Coasting Trade of that
possession under certain conditiors therein
specified,

With respect to the recognition in the
United Kingdom of certifizates of compe-
tency granted to masters and mates of Cana-
dian vessels by the Canadian Government,
the same measure provides that where any
British Posssssion provides for the granting
of certificates of competency to masters,
mates or engineers on board British ships,
and that 3Board of Trade reports that the

Up
to last year we were blessed with a
plentifal supply of the precious element,
and in the present case the miners,who
are the most improvident fellows in the
world, always happy, pever thinking
for the morrow, seemed to believe that
the water supply in Cariboo was uns
worthy -of any profound attention. The
pard pressure of necessity will bring
about. that which it might bave been
supposed the examples furnished by
California mining enterprise would have
baought forcibly to their minds. It.is
now undoubtedly proved that notwith~
standing annual talls of snow and sub«

- gequent rains, the water supply in many

parts of the district is net to be de«
pended on, snd an extensive system of
ditches is absolutely necessary to se-
cure the power to work the gold de~

. posits during the short season in which

they can be profitably acd centiou~
ously worked. It is quite trae that
the formation of these ditches involves
a very heavy outlay of money, while
the character of the work hitherto cars
ried on bas been for the most part con~
fined to tunnels and shafts, which
might at any time be so far reduced in
yield as to render a ditch, apparently
profitableat its foutset, almost worth-

lss after ashort period of operation— |,

but the gradual and increasing adopticn
of the bydranlic is adducing the most
convincing proof that in all %hose
places where tunnels or shafts bave
ever paid, and where a sufficiency of
fall can be obtained, hydraulicing must
ultimately be profitable; and there

. are many miles where ditehes can be

constructed that w 1l produce for their
owners splendid incomes in fature
years, that to this moment are sapx
posed impracticable. The ditches, so
far as made, bave in most cases been
private undertakings, in some instances
supplying one claim only. Hence,
anything like ditches avowedly for the
sale of water only, are still to be com-
menced in Cariboo; and when the idea
shall have taken a firm hold of the
moneyed men of that district, & new
era of prosperity will -have been en=-
tered upon. The misfortune of these
droughts is, that they seriously affeot
every undertaking; thus, - there is
a great deal of labor that can best be
prosecuted during the dry weather, when
wet ground is more easily drained, and
deep shafts require less pumping ; but
in consequence of the scarcity of gold
caused by the scarcity of water the ne~
cessary fands to pay for labor and other
incidental expenses, cannot be collected,
as many of the assessment payers are in+
terested in claims on which they des
pendy to meet the regularly recarring
calls upon them, and consequently the
work throughout the entire District is
paralysed for the time. Our readers can
readily understand from this how very
gerious are the effects resulting from a
dry season in Cariboo, and how essential
the formation of ditches is to its pros~
perity. The late advices from Kootenay
are very cheering ; they clearly indicate
the beginning of extensive discoveries
all through the Selkirk Range. The farth-
er in the creeks and water courses are
traced, the more convincing become the
proofs that that range of mountains is
the source whence the great bulk of the

At Bow-street-Dr. Skelton, M. D,,
M, R.C. 8., of 105, Great Russell-street
Bloomsbary, was summofied for unlaws
fully neglecting to.*take or cause” his
ohild to. be vaccinated withont reasona«
ble excuse. The proceedings were issa:
ed at the instance of the Board of
Guardians of the parish of St. George,
Bloomsbury, under the Act 30 and 31

“Guilty’’ and stated that his objections
to comply with the Act were founded on
conscientious belief that vaceination is
injurious; During a practice of 14 years

| he had seen terrible results follow from

the adoption of this system, and  the
worst eages were those in which the patis
ent had been vaccinated twice and even
three times, So far from being propby~

gation of disease. He therefore refuced
to vaccinate his own, or any other child.
With regard to bis own child, a perfect~
ly healthy boy, he. preferred to accept
apy  ills with which Providence may
visit him rather than by his own act
incar others, of the extent of which
neither he nor others could have any
knowledge. Mr. Fiowers said he was
reluctant to impose a penalty upon any
one whose refusal to comply with the
Act was baged upon scientific objection,
but he was afraid he bad no power to
give force to such an objection. He had
only to administer the law, and he must
impose the pénalty, Dr. Skelton was
quite aware of that. He came te the
court under the impression that the
magistrate coald deal with the law as it
stood, and until it was altered by legisa
lative ehactment he was willing to abide
by it’" He said the law. prohibited
inoculation, also under penalties and yet
the present system of vaccibation was
really a form of inoculation. As a rule
the ma'ter was conveyed from child to
child, and-he counld not see how it was
iaproved by being passed through the
cow .again. There was not a medical
man in London who eould conscientiouss
ly say that he had seen any original
matter, even as much as one pustale, for
‘the last forty years. Mr Flowers said
he bhad seen in the Lancet an advertise~
ment that matter was to be obtained
direct from the beifer, and be had natu-
rally inferred that it was original mutter.
Dr Skelton said that was not so, It was
produced by vaccinating the heifer from
a child, and probably had been . passed
from child to-chjld tor years, There was
no original matter to :be fouund ‘except,
‘perbaps, in some very remote places.

% * X * The bark, it appears, got
ashore on a recf of rocks near the Hesh~
niet village fust south of Nootka.
fbere were some eighteen persons, alt
told— including the Captain’s wife,
child, and nurse. Only four of the
number were drowned, the rest were
killed by the 'natives.

Mr. J. G. Swan, who has recently re-
tarped from & visit to Neah Bay, in-
forms us that be sawa Clyoquet I%dian
at Neah named Frank—the eon of
Cedakanim, chief of the Clyoquets.
Frank is well known in Victoria, and
was the Iundian who was pilot on the
Devastation frigate which some four or
five yearssince punished the Arhosett
Indians'at Barclay Sound for the mur-
der of somg white men. Frank weot
to Neah-Bay for fear he might be called:
upon to aot as pilot to the man-of-war senl to’
arrest the murderers, He stated to Mr,Swan
that the morning the vessel siruck,a young
Indian, who was Frank's:ioformant, went 10
the beach to look out, -and discovered the
wreck, He saw Captain’ Vaughn and his
'wile gtanding oo the beach, but.saw no
‘others, ‘Mrs. Vaughn had been scratehed or
cut on the forehead while getting ashore, and
the blobd was running down her face. . The
Indian ran back to the village and gave the
alarm, when'a Council was held, and it was
proposed to0 kill the two and secure the pro-
perty from' the wreck,  Somé were for sav-
ing tbeir lives, but they were overraled.

One Indian who bad quite' a beard was the
most active. He ssid: “Weé have .saved
lives and propeity on the promise of being
paid in Victoris, but we have been deceiv-
‘ed. Now here are but two persons, the rest
are . .all. drowned. . If we kill these two,
we can say all were drowned, and then we
cen divide the property.’’ This bearded In-
dian and another ran to the beach, shot Capt.
Vaughn wita a pistol, and stabbed his wife,
and cut off both of their beads. Then it
was fouud that the rest of the ciew had been
concealed in the forest and it was concluded
best to kill the whole, which was according-
1y done.
| The Indians had supposed the veessl
bouad in . with a cargo ot foreign guods, but
ben they found she was ioaded with lumber
they’were-disgusted. :‘I'be two principal Io~
dians have been tried and coavicted, and wili
be exccated.

. The Hesbguiet Indians live noith of the
Clyoquot, A feast had been given by some
Clyoquot Chiefs, and some of the Hesbquiet

Consequetices good and evil, bléssed and

Horrible Delusions--Extraordinary Re:
: ligions Sects in Russia,

[From the Pall Mall Gazette.]

Some years agoe, it is said, one of our con-
Buls favored the Foraign Office with a report
on some wonderfol sects which, according to
him, had lately sprung into existence within
the pale of the Russian Church. ‘Iv's evi-
dent be has never seen Haxthausen’s book;
send him a copy,” was the only remark his
report elicited from his chief on bis arrival,
The book was sent, and the consul doubtless
gained a good ‘deal of information from its
pages. All that we intend to do at present
is to take a hasty glance at the most striking

THE “IMMOLATORS.”

The wildest among the Russian fana'ics
are the Moreiscbebiki, or Immolators.
Their leading idea is mortify the flesh for the
sake of-saving the soul; and in order to do
this efficiently they have recourse to various
means of mutilation aud death, Sects in-
culcating the virtues of suicide and mucder
naturally do all they can to keep their exist=
ance a secret, but every now and then a hor~
rible story comes fiom the interior of some
gloomy forest or dreary waste, which tellg
how some of these wretched people have
died. Sometimes a deep pib is dug io the
earth, and half filied with wood and straw.
This is eet alight, and whep the whole mass
isin a blaze, the miserable creatures leap into
the pit and are consumed in the fire, wildly
singing bymns as they burn. At other times
they meet in. a wooden house, round which
they have piled heaps of straw; and in it
they de'iberately burn themselves to death,
their seighbors looking on quietly the while,
for the actis a sacred one; the victims are
undergoing ““baptism by fire,” Some years
ago, says Haxthau:en, a cengregation of Im-
molators assembled at a spot oo the left bank
of the Voiga, and agreed to put each other
to death, But after six and thirty of them
had fallen ‘the desite of life awoke in a
young woman, and she fled to a neighboring
village, The peorle repaired to the scene
of action, and found two of the murderers
still alive, and fortyj-seven pessops dead.
The two: werg knouted—exulting at every
gtroke of the martyrdom they were under-
going.”

5 THE ‘6COURGERS,’

Next in singularity to these people come
the Khlisti, or Scourgers—the Flagellants
of the Middle Ages—whbose notion of a reli-
gious service is a wild dance accompanied
by severe castigation. In the middle of the
room in which they meet stands a vessel
containing water, and to this they go from
time to time, in order to wet their heads
They then
resume their floggiog until they fall down
uiterly exhausted, or convulsions seize them,
during which they utter ravings which they
call prophecies. Every Easter pight one of
bis secretaries told Haxthausen, the fanatics
‘all agsemble for a great solempity, the wor-
ship of the mother of God. A virgin 15
years of age, whom they bave induced to
act the part by tempting promises, is bound
and pl-ced in a tub of warm water ; scme old
women come and first make a large incision
in the left' breast, them cut it off, and stauneh
the blood in- a wonderfully short time,
Other barbarities follow, too shocking to be
told, During these operations a mystical
picture ‘of the Holy Spirit is put ivto tae
victim’s hand, in order that she may be ab-
sorbed in regardiug it,”” Afterwards a wild
dance takes place aroand the tub, kept up by
tbe whole congregation until their strength
is exhauged. The girls who have been thus
mautilated are ever afterwards considered ss
sacred. At the age of nineteen or twenty
they are said to look like women ot fifty or
sixty, and they generally die before reaching
their thirtieth year,

THE ‘DUMB.’

Aaother very siogular sect, which ex-~
isted io former days, was that of the Be:lo-
vesoiki, or the Dumb; but they seem ta
bave died out. Secarcely anything is known
about them, for as soon as any one'joined the
community he became mute, and from that
time forward no articalate sound ever escaped
his:lips. Various attempts have been made
68 to tohure them into speaking:
in; vain, . ‘A governor-general of
nemed Pestal, .in. the fime of
Qatherine I1,, ordered them to be tortared in
the most horrible manner. The soles of
their feet were tickled, and melted sealing«
wax was dropped upon their bodies ; but
they did not utter a sonod.’

THE ‘TRUE CHRISTIANS.

Not quite so wild as these sects, but still
sufficiently erratic, are those of the Molokani
and Dakhoborist. The Molokani are so
styled by the people on account of the
quantity of milk (moloko) they consume, but
they osll themselves ‘true Christians,” The
sect has existed about a century, during which
time its members have generally led peace-
ful and steady.lives, in many respects resem-~
bling those of the Moravians. New and
then, however, they are carried away by ont-
bursts of fanaticism, as on one occasion
when a Molokan rushed into the midst of a
charch procession, seized a picture of a saint,
threw it upon the ground, and then tramped
upon it. At first the bystanders stood silent-
ly aghbast ; but they soon recovered from the
shook and piously put the offender to death.
In the year 1854, a certain fanatic named
Terenty began to preach repentence to the
Molokani. He gave himself out as the pro-
phet Elias, ordered them to desist all work

forms assumed by Russian dissent, relying

ing and singing hymns, announced the Mil-
lennium close at hand, and ultimately fixed
the day oo which he promised to reaseénd to
 heaven before their eyes.
