THE IRISH LAND BILL,

Its Progress in the House of Commons—Im
portant Statement From Forster.

LoxpoN, July 6.—The house of commons
has passed the land bill to clause 13.
Forster stated that the promised pro-
vision regarding arrears of rent will be
made by a new clause,  which,
with.  clauses 45 and 47, will
enable tenants whose rent does not exceed
£30, under notice of ejectment, to apply
to the land court for the judicial rent, and
if the court finds that the tenant is over-
rented, the latter will have the privilege of
selling his interest in the -holding. Under
clause 1 the government proposed to
advance to landlords 50 per cent. of the
arrears due fram tenants for the years 1378
and 1879, the landlords giving a receipt in
full for the two years’ rent; the advance is to
be repayable in fifteen years by semi-annual
instalments, the maximum interest to be 3}
per cent., the tenant agreeing to have the
judicial rent inereased gradually over fifteen
years for the extinction of the loan, the
landlord giving time for the tenant to settle
the arrears of 1880. Advances are to 'be
taken from the Irish ehurch fund. Thear-
rangement is to be |voluntary, mot com-
pulsory.

THELORDS AND THE LAND BILL.

What the house ot lords will do with the
land bill is a question which is just now
exciting a good deal of attention., - Nobody
seems to have any notion asto what their
course of action will be, and very few, in-
deed, of themselves will be likely to have
any definite - course of action mapped out.
That they are almost to 8 man opposed to
the general principles of the bill few can
doubt, . but ' that'they will reject it is less
certain, There were during the last ses-
sion several premonitory  signs thaticon-
tinued - opposition on their part to import-
ant measures would rot be received with
the best possible humor by the people.;
and although many of them affect to des-
pise the popular voice, still they mve pru-
dent. On . the other hand, they  fear that
if they allow the bill to passit will be but
the first ofia series of agrarian movements
ultimately destined to oust them from their.
property and positions, In ‘the coming
tug of war they have to fear either that
pulling tooistrongly their footliold may give
way, or that if they yield an inch they
will be dragged clean over the line, and
probably in either ' case be severely
pummelled.

The City of London Proper.

How much the resident population of the
city of London proper has declined during
the present ceniury may be seen from the
following figures: In 1801 the numbers
were 156,859 ; in 1811 they fell to 120,909 ;
by the year. 1821 they had risen again to
12{3,434; and, within a few hundreds, the
resident piSSltion of the city remained at
this figurg Wwenty or thirty years. But
the census’ 851 recorded a fall to 122
440 ; that of I&61 showed a decline to 112,-
063 ; a still more rapid decrease was marked
in 1871, when the numbers were 74,897 ;
and this year they are no more than 52,881.
Thus the resident population of the city is
little more than one-third of what it was at
the beginning of the century, and not half
what it was twenty years ago.
