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HUSBAND'S LIABILITY FOR WIFE'S D EBTS,

One of the most important decisions in
Canadian courts for many a day is that
given by Judge Galt at Ottawa last week.

Some decisions are of importance to farmers

chiefly, others tq, merchants and manufac-
turers, others again, to railway men or ves-
sel owners ; while of some it may be said
that, leaving out the pariies directly con-
cerned, they are not of much interest to
anybody else except the lawyers, But this
of Judge Galt’s is something that is of
strong general interest to every family in
the community, and of very particular in-
terest to every married man and every mar-
ried woman. To use a stereotyped phrase,
it is something that comes home to men’s
business and bosoms, and that in a very
practical way. Its subject matter is the
non-liability of a husband for debts con-
tracted by his wife, and the following brief
report of the case is taken from the Globe’s
oormpond.moo s

A case was tried at the assize cours,
Ottawa, ou Tuesday last, in which the
extent of a husband’s lisbility for his wife’s
debts was clearly defined hy the presiding
judge, The wife of a well known Otta-
waite had for a number of years prior to
May last been in the habit of purchasiug
articles from a local dry goods firm
both for her own personal use and
for use in her husband’s business.
Till within about a year from last May
the busband paid the accounts, but at that
time he told his wife, in tho presence of
his clerk, that he didu’t want her to run
aoy ferther accounts, that everything she
bought was to be sent to the place of busi-
mess and paid for on delivery, An account
amounting to over was subsequently
run, which the husband refused to pay,and
for which plaintiffs sued. Judge Galt
oharged the jury that the law gave a
woman no authority to pledge her husband’s

Intoo many cases every debt con-
tracted is 30 much more material for strife
and bitterness and unhappiness in families,
Few families ever have eccasion to regret
baving been too ecomomical ; but very
many families have brought sorrow and
suffering upon themselves through being
too extravagant. We say therefore that s
legal decision which goes to check extrava-
gence and enforce economy is & public ben-
ofit. It is no-o&hg which should ' be
welcomed by [the public ' generally,
but most of all 4nd in particular by the
very persons whose extravagance it is fitted
to check, . There are, unfortunately, those
amongst us of whom it may be said that it is
necessary to save them from themselves, It
is necessary also to save others from the
consequences of recklessness on the part ol
the extravagant ones, ‘Nor is the evil re.
ferred to o] rare thing amongst us, by any
means., There are reasons rather for be-
lieving that among what may be called the
respectable but still not wealthy classes it
prevails to & very large extent, and is the
cause of untold sorrows in many families.
Such sorrows are frequently untold in more
than one semse : the sufferers do not care to
tell even their most intimate friends. Al
ready, since this decision of Judge Galt’s
was published, one gentleman of
prominent position in Canads, himself a
heavy sufferer in the way indicated, has
said that the decision ought te be written ip
letters of gold, and published everywhere
throughont the land,  He spoke feelingly,
po doubt, but the number is not small of
those who can speak with equal feeling on
this matter. While the decision should be
welcomed on private and particular grounds
in many families, it must also be' welcomed
by the community generally, on the broad
ground that it is for the public good to eon-
tract rather than to extend legal facilities
for families ruoning in debt, and so to pre-
vent much sorrow and mﬂ'ering that debt
brings in its train,

It may be taken for granted, we fancy,
that the law has been rightly laid down by
the learned judge, and that the decision is
one of those that will stand, And yet,
however strong it may be in law, it will be
a great surprise to the public generally. It
is probably quite within the mark to say
that it will strike nine persons out of every
ten as something entirely new and unex-
pected—as something that they did not
know of and never even tlought of before,
All the more reason, therefore, why it
should be widely published by the press,
and made known in every household in the
land,

A remarkable point in the decision is the
learned judge’s dictum that a husband is
not liable for debts contracted by his wife,
oven shou!d he have given no notice to the
parties concerned of his having forbidden
her to take goods on credit. I$ is not at
all necessary for him to give any such
notice ; the law assumes beforehand that
the husband’s express order or permission
is reauired to make him liable, The prac-
tical question then for shopkeepers is not—
has the busband forbidden the giving of
goods to the wife en his credit, but—has he
actually given orders to furnish the guods ?
The husband has not to prove that he for-
bade the transaction, but the merchant
must prove that he had the husband’s ex-
press order for it, otherwixe the latter is
not liable, It is not the husband who has
to make out a case in eourt, but the creditor,
And, failing proof of the husband’s express
o ‘der or permission, the creditor’s case falls
to the ground, The law must be very
clear on this point ; for we see that in the
casé referred to the jury acted directly
under the judge's instructions to give a
verdict for the defendant.

But is the law, as interpreted by Judge
Galt, really a good and just law ? Is it for
the general good that this should be the
Jaw, and that it rhould be enforced as such?

land of the living, and she should not ride
her high horse quite so often,” etc., ad
nauseam, until life has become simply a
hell upon earth.

Mr. Buchanan’s strong protest against
jonrnalism of this species, has not come a
moment $oo soon, and will doubtless do
much goed.  The protest is specially direct.
ed against Mr. Edmund Yates of ‘‘ The
World” and Mr., Labouchere, M.P., of
