London, July 31.—Cardinal Lavigerie of 
Rome has arrived here on a peculiar mis­
sion. He has come to express the desire of 
tho Pope to arouse English public opinion 
concerning the slave trade in Africa. 13»® 
necessity for such an aronsal ia not alto­
gether apparent, as more is heard on that 
subject in Parliame nt, in public documents 
and in the press of London than In any other 
laige city of Europe. The eu pprëssion of 

the African slave trade was Gordon’s hobby 
as R is Stanley’s chief ambition. It was 
also one of the chief influences which cansétl 
the recent concessions to the British East 
African Company. Nevertheless, from 
what the Cardinal says there appears to be 
a great need of concerted En repenti action 
in the matter. He says the trade is sot 
narrowing, but rapidly extending. It is 
entirely in the hands of the Arabe, and 
under their' brutal rule hundreds of ithont- 
ends of native blacks from the interior 
tribes are annually sold into slavery.

The treatment of them en route fbom the 
place of their capture to market is horrible. 
Weak captives, unable to keep up. are ruth­
lessly cut down, and the route of a slave 
caravan can always be trace8<by human 
skeletons. The Pope, whose information 
comes from missionaries on tbe ground, 
is thoroughly in earnest over the matter, 
and will exert all the pressure in his power 
to check the evil. His hope is that a con­
cert of public opinion in Europe will be able 
to arouse the authorities in Europe and 
Zanzibar to set themselves against the busi­
ness. If the Snltan of Zanzibar, for instance, 
were held responsible for all slave denting 
that is permitted to go on in his domains, 
a different state of things wou(d quickly ap­
pear. The movement is not confined to tjie 
Catholic Church, but is desired to include 
all Christian people.

1%e French are gratified that there are at 
present 165 toioes in the British Parliament 
that favor this scheme, but they are obliged 
to wait in patience until their neighbors shall 
have regained their senses Or perhaps it 
would be well to follow the advice at M. de 
Xeesepe: “I received no authorisation to 
work on the Suez Canal, but the day it was 
finished the concession was granted. Make 
vour tunnel, and when it shall be finished the 
British Parliament will authorise you to begin 
the work.” While waiting foe the completion 

1 -the tunnel, there is another project for 
emeaing tlie Channel—by means of a bridge 
from Amble tense, on the French eoast, to 
Folkestone. Admiral Clone, the great French 
naval commander, who lends bin name to the 
scheme, said to me: “Tlie bridge will be 
twenty-two miles in length, with bends at 
two points in mid-channel, near the rooks 
Colbert and Varne. On the French side of 
Ike channel the depth of water is about one 
hundred and fifty ieet, but between the 
French and English coasts the depth varies 
from sixty to one hundred and fifty feet. The 
structure is not to be a suspension bridge but 
a viaduct, built of stone and iron. The piers 
wfll be 90 by 150 feet, and will rise 80 feet 
above the eea-leveL From pier to pier will 
be a distance of five hundred to six hundred 
yards, and the weight of the iron works will 
be;gbont twenty-five thousand tons. I am 
responsible for a new feature in bridge 
ttmotion: We do not build half the span 
from one pier until it meets the other half, 
but we have a whole span made oi iron on 
«bpre. Then on a pleasant day this entire 
loan wifi be carried on air-tight pontoon cases, 
placed on a parallel line with the piers, and as 
thé water enters the pontoon oases, they 
sinking, bring the span to its proper level. 
Of course the bridge Will be high enough for 
the greatest ships to pass undesdeatb, and the 
same precautions will be token as at the Suez 
Canal, so that their may be no collision with 
tile piers. The bridge will be 90 feet wide, 
have a road for foot passengers and carriages 
four railway lines, gUard-hooses, electric 
lights, alarm bells, etc.

•The only great difficulty will be placing 
the piers in deep water, but in Australia piers 
hale been sunk at 150 feet, wby not between 
England and Fronoe? The Channel Bridge 
Upd Railway Company it already formed, and 
•Me engineers and contractors engaged for 
the construction of this link between England 
and France." The Admiral seems very hope­
ful but he may rest assured that the English 
wfll fight against a bridge at long as against a 
tunnel. To calm their fears because a bridge 
would tab* away a great defence, the Admiral 
says: "At each end we shall place a swivel 
Midge, and at tbe firatsignal the eadvel bridge 
can be strung open and all communication 
between the.two countries will cease."

Chicago, July 31.—The Poles of this and all 
toe large cities of the United States have 
Joined in a petition to the Pope, asking him to 
order the Polish clergy in this country to re­
move the religious ban from tbe Polish Na- 
tomal Alliance. The Polish National Alli- 
anoeia a benevolent aa well as political organ­
ization. While taking core of its sick aud 
dead members, it also labors for the 
ultimate freedom and independence of 
Poland. The organization baa 
special emergency fund, which cannot 
be touched unless there is a movement 
lending to liberate Poland which needs pecu­
niary support. The constitution says all 
Pole», regardless of their religious beliefs, can 
become members. It i« this principal of re­
ligious toleration that chiefly meets with the 
antagonism of tlie American clergy.

Last February the Polish priests held a re­
union in this city, and agreed upon an ener­
getic campaign against the National Alliance. 
They called upon their parishioners to with­
draw from the organization, proclaiming it 
as anti-religious and dangerous. They threat­
ened men with excommunication for belonging 
to it, and did not admit to communion those 
Who disobeyed tltfir command. Tlie struggle 
between the Alliance and tlie priests went on 
for some time. Finally it was decided to ap­
peal to Rome. The Appeal says :

“We have begun to realize that by keeping 
their parishes in absolute bondage, bv trying 
to administer not only tlie religious but also 
the private affaira of their parishiouers, our 
clergy are lowering the entire Polish national­
ity in the estimation of the public, destroying 
our reverence for religion, weakening our 
brotherly feelings end inciting strife among 
ns. For this reason we protest against their 
Bungling in our private affairs, and complain 
that they have been doing us great public in- 
jjirj." The iwtitiou lias been sent to Rome.
