OtrAwA, May 10.—After the usual ques-
tions were disposed of in the House this

afternoon the bill to provide for the ex-

The State and. Rehgion. -

The denominations in Canada are many.
Each has its -own different shade of re-
ligious opinion. A belief which' one, de-
nomination discards another holds to be
essential in the life of the perfect man. The
church to-day is like a jury that has just
tried a case in which the fagts sre dispat-
ed. The denominations are the jurors.
They have heard the evidence. They have
resorted to every expedient to arrive at a
unanimous decision, but unanimity ‘is im-
possible. While in the sweat box the
jurors raised a scene that rivalled pan-
‘demonium, but the more they argued and
pounded the benches | the further became
their chances of agreement. Finally a ray
of common sense, hike a beam of sunlight,
struck them. They agreed to disagree.
The denominations occupy a similar posi-
tion to-day. They have tried to argue one
another into unanimity, and some of their
arguments have been as powerful as sword
and fire could make them, but unanimity
they « have ound to be impos-
sible. They have agreed to disagree.
Catholic and Protestand, Baptist and
Presbyterian have agreed to accept the in-
evitable, and if it were not for politiés
there would be harmony in the land.

The church itself having failed to estab-
lish unanimity among its constituents, it
surely is a toolish thing for the Catholic
archbishops and bishops to ask the State to
go into the religion businessand stiil main-
tain its equanimity. Can the Church itself
doit? No. Neither can the State. The
archbishops would send us back into the
jury room again, where we would fight and
argue and break each other’s heads., There
is but one verdict in regard to religion
wherever we find it. We must agree to
differ. The State is many-sided. It has
conflicting interests of all kinds ‘to look
after. It is no easy matter to keep the ship
of State in safe water. The State is judi-
cial. It must be calm and keep its head
level. It must not be putin a jury room
and subjected to the same turmoil that has
characterized church history for centuries.

‘Trade and lmm?grnllun Statistics,
While the immigration' returns are not
very promising this season it is satisfactory
to know that Canada is suffering no worse
in this respect than other countries. Dur-
ing the past four months we received 3524
immigrants, sgainst 8557 for the samg
month last year. During the month of
March 19,468 immigrants arriyed in ‘the
United States, while the number for the
corresponding period last year was 42,639.
The general depression is affecting all coun-
tries the same as far as. immigration is con-
cerned. The Canadian Gazette publishes
other figures that are more satisfactory
and pleasing to Canada. These figures
show a continued and enormous expansion
of trade between Creat Britain and Canada.
The imports for the month of April in-
creased 32 per cent., and. the increase for
the four months of 1894 is 96 per cent.
Fish increased 1n the four months £170,000,
wood  £16,000, cheese £26,000, hams and
bacon £10,000 and wheat £22,000. The ex-
ports to Canada have declined, however.
For April the figures show a decrease of 19
per cent., and for the four months 21 per
cent. The chief decline is in railroad iron,
steel, cotton and woolen goods.

Leave It to the Courts,

If the city has a legal claim for a reduc-
tion in the price of gas the corporation
counsel should enforce it in court. ~ While
we believe the yearly receipts of. the com-
pany have been such as to legally entitle
consumers to the reduction referred to in
the Legislative Act, yet it is possible an ex-
pensive fight may be necessary to establish
this position. But the fight must be made.
This, however, is not our only resource.

The Assistant Engineer has just returned
with encouraging reports on municipal
electric plants. By taking the electric
business into our own hands we can practi-
cally regain our freedom from the gas mono-
poly.

Our deal with the Street Railway Com-
pany is a lesson we should never fox;éet.
By disposing of our mounopoly of the street
car traffic in a sensible, business-like
way we get cheap tickets, trans-
fer privileges ' and 2 percentage
of the receipts. In thegamgway we should
get cheap light and power We ought to
dispose of the electric business in a way
that will produce similar benefits to those
obtained under the street. car deal. The
court may or may not giveusrelief. There
js.more or less uncertainty here, But in-
dependent of the court we have a means of
redress in our own hands.

l)emornllzihg an Excellent Systemx;

Some few yedrs ago the Island- ferry
traffic was catered to by a flotilla of small
boats. - The service rendered by them 'was
unsatisfactory in the extreme. They were
quite unable to care for the crowds that
had to be taken across the Bay. The
visitors ab Hanlan’s - Point were g0
great on certain occasions that it
was impossible to do the business decently
with small boats. Serious cothplaints of
overcrowding were of daily occurrence, and
many a scare arose over the mad rush of
five hundred people trying to get into a
boat with capacity for one hundred.  The
system was thoroughly denounced as incon-
venient and full of danger. Yesterday
the Property Committee decided to go back
to the old small boat system with
all its attendant dangers. Any one who
has a boat capable of carrying one hundred
people can now go into the ferry business.
The Toronto Ferry Company no doubt
built their large boats on the understand-
ing that the bylaw prohibiting further
gmall boats would be kept in force, Their
large double-enders have afforded the public
a measure of convenience that they never
before experienced. The licensing of small
boats is the beginning or a -demoralization
of the whole service. There is only one
solution to the ferry business. The fran-

chise must be sold to the highest Bidder,

nd the traffic must be re.gulnt.cd according
to the.most approved principles of safety,
economy ang conventence.

Shriokage of Iron Prices,

The decline in iron and steel prices which
has occurred during the past 15 months, says
The Engineering News, is so enormous and
go unprecedented . it seems worth while to
call especial attention to it. At the opening
of 1893 it was generally felt that iron and
steel prices had reached bottom, and that
there was much more feason to aaticipate a
rise in prices than a decline. Yet the period
which bhas elapsed since that date has sgen
the then prevailing prices for finished iron
and steel reduced 32 to 38 per cent. Tbese
revolutionary changes of prices make neces-
sary the most sweeping changes in
the proper manner of executing work.
For example, the change from 3 cents per
pound for steel beams, which was the ruling
price only yestorday, as it seerns, to about
1-2¢c. per pound upsets all the settled ideas of
architects and engineers as to where fireproof
construction is economical and where it is
not.

MODIFIED THE RESGBLUTION.

The Synod Discusses Prohibition, But Will
Not Ask Presbyterians to Disregard
Party and Vote straight.

Yesterday morning’s sederunt of the
Synod of Toronto and Kingston began with
the consideration of the report on temper-
ance. The clause which called upon Presby-
terians to disregard party and vote straight
Prohibition was modified by an amendment
asking Presbyterians. ‘to use all legiti-
mate means to secure the triumph of
prohibition.” Rev. D, J. Macdonnell dissented
from the resolution as be .did not believe in
prohibition. A law containing the essen-
tial features of the 'Gothenoburg system
would be more effectual. But Mr. Macdon-
nell stood alone, the vote standing 80 to 1.

Committees were struck on State of Re-
ligion, Sabbath Schools, Temperance, Sab-
bath Observance, Systematic Beneficencs,
aged and iotirm M inisters Endow-
ment Fund, and Synodical Conference,

When the Synod convened for the after-
noon the Sabbath school report was discussed
and adopted. The tabulated statistics ac-
companying the report gave evidence of
bealthy increase in number of schools,
scholars and teachers, average attendance,
new communicants, recitation oi Scripture
verses and contributions. Number of scholars
reported on the roll 44,104, with an average
attendance of 27,708.

The committee appointed to devise the
best scheme of dealing with the pefition of
John Douglas, re the session and board of
Managers of Parkdale church, reported that
as Mr. Douglas had laid no specific charge,
they would unanimously recommmend that
the Synod give no deliverance whatever on
the points of law upon which the petitioner
desired interpretation. -

TEN THOUSAND PEOPLE PERISH

By the Destructive Earthguake in Veane-
zueéla—Many Towas Wrecked.

“New York, May 10.—A cable from
Caraccas says; A terrible earthquake took
place in Venezuela on April 28. Reports
from the districts affected tell of terrible
loss of life and destruction of villages anth
towns. The cities of Merida, Lagunillas,
Chiguara and San Juan, in the region of the
Andes, are reported as having been totally
destroyed by a fierce shock at 11 o’clock on
the night of the 28th.

.Many villages are said to be wrecked,but
details are not yet.to be had. The convul-
sion extended to parts of the adjacent Re-
public of Colombia.

The fuil details of the catastrophe will be
learned slowly, but it is probable that 10,000
people have perished, and 1t is certain the
greatest suffering prevails in places visited
by the earthquake.

MunicH, May 10.—A panic occurred in
the Cathedral at Augsburg, Bavaria, last
night, in which several persons were
severely injured. A large congregation
had assembled to take part in the May ser-
vice, when a woman in the middle of the
church fainted. This caused a commotion,
which was misunderstood by persons in
other parts of the edifice and a rush was
made for the doors. A number of the
worshippers, mostly women and children,
were thrown down and trampled upon.

SECURITY IN SUPERIOR FORCE.
Capt. Mahan’of the Oruiser Cblcago on
- Britain’s Naval supremaocy,

Loxpox, May 10.—The Pall Mall Gazette

Mahan, commander of the United States
cruider Chicago, now lying at’ Gravesend.

Whenever naval powers
threaten her she must increase her navy,
for as a military question security cau only
be had by force of superior numbers.
