A Few He!pful Hints for Youthful
Exhibitors.

Bear the sAncestors In Mind—Pick
Typy Animals—How to Feed and
Handle Colts, Calves and Lambs
—Boys Are Making Good as
Exhibitors.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

Calves that have been fed liberally
and judiciously will develop as the

factors which we call heredity de-’

termine. It will be all calf, but its
perfection of form is determined by
its parentage. I'eed cannot make a
square beef calf out of a three-
cornered dairy calf. So to begin with
the feeder should select the young
calf largely on the individuality of
the parents. Get a calf that will feed
out to be as good or better than Its
ancestors—something that is worth
while spending time and money on—
and then take care of it. The breed
score cards give clearly what is de-
sired in breed type. These should be
studied along with the animal that
is being selected for  exhibition.
Calves should be haltar broken when
young, and handled gently that they
may be quiet and docile at exhibition
time. If in proper flesh to luok well,
ribs and back well covered, it is com-
paratively easy to complete the work
of préparation. Prospective exhibits
should be kept in the stable for sev-
eral weeks previous to the fair,
where they can be washed, groomed
and blanketed in order that thelr
handling qualities may reach a de-
gree of mellowness that is very de-
sirable in exhibition calves. When
exhibiting before the judge see that
your calf is standing on level ground,
quietly, and with feet well placed so
as to present a good appearance.
Don’t let the other exhibitors crowd
too closely and hide your exhibit
from view.

Handling the Colt.

The colt selected for competition at
the fair should meet the requirements
of the class in which it is planped
to exhibit. It should also be typical
of the breed that it represents. As
with the calf, the colt can only be
what its ancestors make it. Colts
may look very much alike when only
a day old, but they certainly do not
develop alike, even if the care and
feed are the same. So get your start
by selecting your exhibition prospect
from good type parentage—exhibition
stock if you can. Liberal feeding
from the beginning on a compara-
tively narrow ration to develop all
the bone and muscle possible should
be the aim. Halter breaking and
careful schooling to develop courage
and tractability should be practiced
from the beginning. The colt’s feet
should be trimmed frequently enough
to keep them in prouper shape. Teach-
ing the colt to move attractively at the
walk and trot, to stand well and to
permit handling of its feet is very
essential in the general training of
the animal. Such training is also a
great aid on exhibition day. The colt
that has had liberal treatment from
birth and developed well, needs but
little exhibition fitting. Good feed-
ing will put a bloom on the colt that
cannot be attained in any other way.
Protection from the hot sun and flies,
blanketing and grooming are mater-
ial aids in developing a desirable
coat condition, and should be prac-
ticed during the month previous to
the exhibition. Ribbon and strgw
decorations while very attractive” to
the average good horseman do not
carry very much weight with the
high class judge, and are not likely
to be of influence except in very
close competition.

Shaping the Lamb for the Fair.
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Lambs presented for exhibition at

. school or other fairs should, first of
all have been born early enough in

hibition time. The lamb’s fleece
should be kept free of ticks and lice,
burrs and dirt. During the season, a
washing can be given, if necessary,
at -least two weeks pervious to the
show. - Lambs that are kept up and
fed in covered pens will show a bet«
ter fleece than if they had been run-
ning out on nasture up to the last
minute, The fleece should be neatly
trimmed one week or more after
washing, if washing is practiced, and
care taken to keep the fleece free of
¢haff and dust until the exhibition
is over. In feeding- for exhibition,
variety in feeding.-stuffs should bhe
gought in order to keep up the lamb’s
appetite, using oats, corn wheat,
bran,’ cracked peas, barley meal and

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PLUMBING ON THE FARK:

| Running Water Not a Luxury,

But a Necessity.

Practical Hints on Home Installation
—The Water Service Pipes—LEhe
Fixtures—Have a Good System of
Drainage for Waste Water,

(Contributed by Ontario Lepartment of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

A plumbing system consists of

three main parts: Water service, fix-
tures, and waste pipes.
The Water Service Pipes.

The duty oi these pipes 18 to con-
vey the water from the supply to
the fixtures. They should be galva-
nized iron of first-class quality, and
the size for the house is ¥-inch,
except the one thak connects the hot
water boiler to the kitchen range or
furnace, which is 34-inch in size.
Pipe ig bought by the foot in small
quantities and by the 100 feet in
large quantities, and the price for
galvanized iron pipe at‘the present
time is 10 cents per foot for the
%-inch, and 12 cents for the 3 -inch.
The amount required for a house is
about 120 feet, but it varies with
the size of the house and the layout,
particularly the location of the bath-
room in relation to the kitchen, also
whether soft water is on tap as well
as hard water. Sections of pipe are
joined together by threade'd coup-
lings, and red lead or a special paste
is used on the threaded parts to
make the joints tight and preserve
the threads from rusting and becor:!:n—
ing permanently set. The water in
these pipes is usually under 30 to 50
pounds pressure, and all joinu_; must
be positively water-tight, particular-
ly so if the pipes.are laid under
floors.

Test the Pipes for Leaks.

After they are installed and before
they are covered up either under
floors or in partitions, and before
they are covered up for good, the
water should be turned on under
good pressure and a thorough test
made for leaks, not only at the joints
but all along the pipe line, as a
small hole or split would cause a ser-
ious leak.

Be sure the man operating the
threading tool knows his job and
does it properly. It is very essential
that the water pipes be located safe
from frost, and therefore it is highly
advisable to keep them away from
the outside wall of the house or
stable, if possible.

It is particularly imperative to
keep the pipes connecting the hot
water boiler to the kitchen range or
furnace fire box from freezing, as a
stoppage in this line would cause a
blow-out upon the fire being started
in the morning, and serious loss of
life or property would likely ocecur,
and lastly it is very poor economy
to install anything less than the
highest quality of galvanized Dbpipe,
never use wrought iron pipe for
water, galvanized always,

Plumbing Fixtures.

These comprise the kitchen sink,
laundry tubs, bathtub, lavatory sink,
and closet. There is a considerable
variety in the style anda qualily of
these articles, and naturally a large
range in prices. You should insist on
a good quality of enamel coating on
the fixtures, this is very important.
The standard dimension of some of
these fixtures are as follows:
Kitchen sink, 20 x 30 inches. This
sink should have a back, and one
drain board, at least, of wood or
enamelled iron should be provided
for, two are better, The sink should
be located at the most convenient
height above the floor for the women
using it; nottoo low, ‘else undue stocp-
ing has to be endured. A 5-foot b
tub is the stundard size. It sh

1ld
be placed far enough from the wall

to make easy cleaning around i{ pos
sible. The lavatory : be
cured in a shape either tor side w
or corner installation. In the inst
lation of a closet insist on a stop-
cock on the feed pipe to the tank,
80 that if the tank needs repairing
the water can be turned off just be-
low the tank. Any standard type is
gatisfactory. :

The cost of a standard ‘outfit is
about as follows: Lavatory sink,
complete +with trimmings, $24.50.
Closet complete, $35.00. Xitchen
sink, 20 x 30 inches, with bibbs and
trap, $238.35. Laundry tu §55,00.
Bathtub, 43 or 5 feet, $ 6.50, or
total of $204.35. The cost of the
soil pipe, water pipe and connections
including labor for instaling them
and the fixtures is about $195, mak-
ing a total of about $400.00.

A Drainage System. :

This part of the plumbing system
consists of the soil pipe or stack that
extends from the sewer up through
the house and out beyond the roof.
All the wastes drain into thig vipe
and by it are earried to the sev:'a.ge
diqusa! syste! Each fixture is con-
neeted te this main drain by a smaller
pipe having a trap to keep bad odors
from coming back from the sewer.
The stack is 4-inch’ cast-iton pipe
made in b-foof sections, ‘and the
joints are cailked with oaknm gzhd
lead. The gther pipes are 2. inch

and ‘134 inch, either, iron er lead.’
