‘The indis-
crimipate slaughter that has so long
been conducted against them, simply
for their hides, bas contributed chiefly
to this result. Itis said that mot 1388
than 20,000 of these noble animsls are
killed every winter in Minnesots, Mon-
tana and Wyoming alone, by ruthless
speculators. The range of the elk was
once from the Atlantic to the Paocitic
coast, but it is now never found east of
the Missouri river. The wholesale
slaughter, of course, every year drives
them farther and farther away into
the most dense and uninhabited vee
gions, and it is therefore only & matter
of a few years, unless stringent game
protection laws are made and enforced,
when these animals will become num-
bered with the mastodon, glyptodon,
the ichthyosaurus, and the other ani-
mals that at one time existed upon the
earth, and the only record of which we
bave now is a few legends, & few bones,
and some very hard names. With the
departure of the olk and buffalo, go !.he
remnants of the now fast disappearing
Indian races of this continent.

—Regarding the new spple tree pest
noticed ip our last issue, as discovered
ny Mr. Norman Loungley, of Paradise,
we had a conversation with Mr. Henni:
gar Tupper, of Round Hill, who says
that he is convinoed that several trees|
in his orchard have suffered from the
depredations of the bug under disous-
gion. - He states that abouta year ago
he noticed a number of perforations in
the trunk and limbs of some of hus
trees,and upon investigating found the
holes to be inbabited by buge similar
to ‘the ones we described. He pursued
the following treatment, which he says
proves effectual if adopted -at the
right time: Take a sms!l sized bit and
bore & hole in the trunk or limb of the
tree affected, mearly through to the
bark on the opposite side, above anyjof
the perforations, fill the hole with ordi-
pary dry sulpbur and then stop the hole
up tight with a plug of soft wood, The
best time to put in the sulpbur is in
June, still it would be advissble to try
this remedy now. Mr. T. says that the
treesare in no way injured by this
trestment.

The Canadian Court is still atiracting a
large sbare of pablic attention and this
will soon be redoubled, for the English
holidays are about to begin and our Official
Catalogue in English is ready to be put into
the hands of the public.
This catalogue was puplished under the
personal supervision of Sir Charles Tupper,
the Executive Commissioner,and for com~
pleteness of information leaves nothing to
be desired. - As a frontispiece there is
very accurate idea of the general appear-
ance of our section. A reduced copy of
the map, prepared and issued under the
direction of the Minister of Railways and
Canals (1882), is placed at the begivning
of the little book , and this map will readily
enable the inquirer to trace the geograph-~
jcal position of the various places men-
tioned in the body of the work. After an
alphabetical list of the exhibitors there is
a list of the exhibits arranged in eight
groups. These are

The chief value of the work will, how-
ever, centre in the appendices, which con-
tain & large amount of useful information
interesting alike to the general reader and
to all whoare turning their attention to-
wards the Canadian Dominion, either as a
field of commercial enterprise, or as the
country which shal! afford them a future
resting place. The Catalogue having been
0 carefully edited, I am confident that the
demand for copies at home will be as great
as it will be among the English speakiog
visitors ot the Court. I must not omit to
mention that there is & capital ground plan
on the back cover of the work., This is
printed in colours and shows at & glance
the position of our SBection in the World’s
Show.

Among the recent additions to the Court
are some very fine cases of birds. It is
interesting to watch the look of wonder-
ment on the faces of the foreign visitors,
as they stand and admire the plumage of
our Canadian feathered tribe. I fancy
that the Belgian hitherto bad an idea that
gulls, guillemots, and puffios were the
only birds found in the Dominion terri-
tories. They look at the cases shown by
our Commissioners as though they were
being imposed upon in being asked to be-
lieve that our dominion could sustain such
bright gay feathered songsters, as these
here shown. But when one of particular-
ly bright plumage is pointed out as being
as common as the house -sparrow, there
wonderment knows no end. Atany rate no
intelligent Belgian will henceforth regard
ourcountry otherwise than as a land of pro-
mise to which all may go and reap their
reward, for Nature’s gifts, they will give
that labour which Nature demands. Ano-
ther recent addition’to the Court, and 'a
very telling one, is the obelisk represent-
ing the gold obtained from auriferous
deposits in British Columbia during the
past twenty.five years, the value of which
is estimated in the official returns at up-
wards of $50,000,000. Thisand the obe-
lisk repreeenting the gold obtained from
Nova Scotis from 1862 to 1883 - ($6.215,-
000) are the most prominent as they are
the most interesting oljects in the whole
Section. = They uppeal most directly to
the imaxination of the toiler in the Old
World as tbhey scemn to offer him sowe-
thing tangible, an earnest as it were of

The State of Trade.

Although the volume of trade is increas-
ing steadily as the midsummer season of
quietude passes away, yet it is far from
satisfactory at present in its proportions,
being very far indeed behind that of the
same period of last yesr in many departs
ments. Thisis disappointing imasmuch
as the outlook some months ago seemed
brighter, and yet there has been no special
cause for the failure, The crops which
looked well at that time promise well still
with the additional improvement which
less risk of damage at the late season im.

The target was a coffer dam
made of & mixture of 14 parts of pulverized
cellulose and 1 part of cellulose in fibre,
This composition was compressed to a
felt~like mass, of which 1 cubic foot
weighed about eight pounds, A layer of
beams 4§ inches thick repr ted the side
of the ship, behind which there was a layer
of coffer dam 2 feet thick. Against this
targes a 73 inch solid shot was fired, which
penetrated it, taking with it pot quite
one-fifth cubic feet of composition, a very
small quantity considering the size of the
shot.

If the trees are
eut in August when in full leaf, and are
not trimmed, the leaves take up and
evaporate the sap from the timber, and
leave 1t very dry. This ourrent of sap
through the leaves, is made available
to cause the timber to abscrb various
chemical liquids, which may be suppli.
ed.to the trunk, and there rajneral so-
lutions go far to preventdecay. A few
auger holes bored in the tree almost
through it, and kept filled with the
solution, is a good way to apply it.—
