Visitors arc 
welcome to stay over night and find 111 their 
rooms an iron cot with bedding for their com­
fort. I was taken to one of the ladv helpers, 
who showed me a room and sent me some
cocoa and bread and butter.

Then we went over to the large new church, 
where the girls had assembled at 5.30 ; but tin 
door was shut, and we had to wait till the 
service closed. However, I got in while the 
girls were still seated on the floor I was told 
that there were 1,200 there. It was quite a
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long and somewhat narrow room there 
near the walls
