He Telis of the Two Conventions
and the Great Fair ot
Torouto, Ont.

The Issue of 1851

To the Editor of the Ontario Phil
alelist.

Well, the great fair is over, and
the conventions are things of the
past. Our president, Uncle John,
has just returned from St. Paul,
Minn. I've found out where he
goes every summer now ; it's to the
stamp conventions, and he has
promised that I may go with him
next season.

There was a stamp convention
in this city the last week of the
fair, but I did not get to it. I
didn’t know anything about it until
it was all over.

Last Wednesday night was our
regular meeting night, and there
was a full attendance at the club
parlors at Uncle John’s house.
The secretary (which is I) read the
minutes of the last regular meeting
(wecie running the Duett Stamp
Club on strictly business prin-
ciples), which were adopted, and
the club proceeded with the order
of business, which was in part the

discussion of the reason of the 1851
issue of the U. S. stamps. Our
president gave us the following :
“The one-cent was required for
newspapers and other printed mat-
ter; the three-cent paid the usual
letter rate, and two or more were
required for double, triple, etc.,
letters.  The single postage to
California was 6 cents, and it seems
singular that a stamp of this value
was not issued, asit was also the
double letter rate. In its place
were used two three-cent stamps,
or a twelve-cent was cut diagonally
from corner to corner (our presi-
dent showed me one so used). The
twelve-cent, therefore, must have
been the double California rate.
TFor foreign letters the rate was,
unless provided for by treaty, 10 to
20 cents.  Soon followed an act of
Congress in March, 18553, to reduce
the postage ; and then followed the
fifteen-cent stamp, issued in that
year. It consisted of a portrait of
Washington, after Stewart, on an
oval disc with lathed ground, bor-
dered with a colorless line between
two fine colored lines, on a lathed
background, bordered by outline
foliatins which formed small ovals.
In cach of the upper corners was a
colorless “X,” with “ U.S. postage ”
in like capitals between them.
There are thirteen colorless stars
on the ground above the oval, and
“Ten cents” in colorless capitals
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in a waved line below. The color

was green on white paper, and was .

18 x 24 m m plate impiession. The
five-cent, issued in 1856, was a por-
trait of Jefferson facing three-
quarters to the right on an oval
disc with lathed ground, and was
bordered just like the ten-cent, in
a broad frame with solid ground,
ornamented with colorless lines
forming a lathe work. This frame
was rounded at the corners, with
projective sides, and is surrounded
at a little distance with a fine
colored line forming the same out-
line. On the background without
labels, above “U. S. postage,” be-
low is “five cents.” The plate
impression is 19 X 25 m m, printed
in shades of yellow-brown, red-
brown and dark brown, on white
paper. This stamp was issued to
prepay the registration fee, but was
also often used to prepay postage
to California, which had been re-
duced to ten cents. In the same
year a twenty-four-cent value was
also issued. It has the portrait of
Washington, after the same artist
as in the ten-cent value, and facing
three-quarters to the right, on an
oval disc with lathed ground, bor-
dered by a colorless line surronded
by a solia band of color, inscribed
in white Roman capitals above
“U. 8. postage,” and below
“ Twenty-focur cents,” and was
separated by a sort of buckle at the
sides. A broad, solid, colored
frame surrouiue ' ot a little dis-
tance by a fine, colored line. The
frame was ornamented by a color-
less lathe work, and the corners are
rounded, with a single swell be-
tween them above and below and
three between them at the sides.
The color was lilac on white paper,
and the plute impression was 1814
by 24% wm m. Although this
stamp was issued and approved of,
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it was held in imperfect condition.
But I have seen one or two speci-
mens ;Jone whole sheet is known to
have existed.”

“There,” said Uncle John, *“this
socicty stands adjourned until next
month, when we take up something
clse.” Ep. Ber.

CHARGES WITHOUT
PROOF

They Caused a Great
Sensation * Among
Local Stamp
Collectors

Georges Carion has Received a
Letter of Exouneration
from New York

From the San IFrancsco Call of
August 20

About two weeks ago one of the
greatest sensations in the history of
the local philatelic or stamp-
collecting fraternity was produced
by the publication of certain
charges made against Gceorges
Carion by his ex-clerk, George M.
Schiller.

The latter claimed that he had
entrusted to his former employer a
consignment of French colonial
stamps valued at $q00, and that
Carion had taken certain valuable
stamps from the books in which
they were fastened, and had substi-
tuted counterfeits and inferior
specimens.

Schiller followed up this remark-
able accusation by securing a
search warrant for Carion’s prem-
ises, with the object of recovering
the alleged missing stamps, but the
search was without result.

Meanwhile, Carion, in the pres-
ence of reliable witnesses, scaled
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the stamps, among which were
alleged to be the counterfeits, in an
envelope, and forwarded them by
registered mail to the consignors,
the Scott Stamp and Coin Com-
pany (limited) of New York city,
with the following letter :

Sa~ Fraxcisco, Aug. 5, 1896.

Dear Sir: I have sent by registered
mail the four books of French colonies,
which you had sent on approval to
Geoge M. Schiller, and from which I
have retained stamps to the amount of
$14.91, which amount I will remit by
next mail.

Please examine the stamps very care-
fully, as Mr., Schiller has insinuvated that
some of them have been substituted or
replaced by poor or less valuable speci-
mens. Please acknowledge receipt of
stamps to Mr. Schiller, and let me know
at once about the matter,

This brought forth™ a prompt re-
ply from the New York firm, and
one which Mr. Carion and his
friends consider a complete refuta-
tion of the charges made by Mr.
Schiller. This  communication
follows :

SaN Francisco, AuG. 11, 1896
Georges Carion, San Francisco, Cal.

DEear Sik: We have received your
letter of the sth, and alto the tour
approval books of Freanch colonies
stamps by registered mail. We find
your statement of account is corrcct, the
net amount of $14.90 having been
removed.

We have looked through the books,
and so far as we can remember, and to
the best of our belief, the stamps re-
maining in the books are those which
were priginally there,  As requested, we
shall write Mr. Schiller to that effect.

In view of this exoneration of
Mr. Carion, mystery shrouds the
motive which prompted the charges
made by Schiller and leaves, the
latter in a rather peculiar position.
Mr. Carion is inclined to look upon
his ex-employe’s action in a charit-
able manner, and attributes it to a
hallucination.
