discredit upon that sublime and simple thing,
the worship of God in spirit and in truth.
North of the T'weed, all know, and painfully
know, that in 1343 some excellent and godly
men felt it their duty, as T believe their
mistaken duty, to secede from the National
Charch in quest of a better and a purer.

loverwhelming mass of testimony of various
kinds, that it seems difficult to refuse our
assent to the aceuracy of his conclusions.
The fiest branch of proof is foundéd on
the tradition of the Nestorian Christians,
that they are the descendants of the Isracl-
wes and that they came from Palestine.
This tradition is, by the Nestorians through-
out Assyria and Media, received asa well
known truth, and i3 supported by the test-
imony of Jewsand Mahommedans. Again,
the places ‘o which the Ten Tribes were de-
ported,—Assyria, Halah, Iabor, Gozan,
Ilarah, Dledia, are mow occupied by the
Nestorian Christians. He next adduces
historical evidence proving that they never
were removed from Assyria, which ie con-
firmed by various circumstances, as well as
inferences from the prophetical writings.
Their language is further proof, being the
same as that spoken by the Jews in their
region. The names applied to them— Beni
Isracl—Nazareans—Syrians—Chaldeéai
also indicate their Hebrew origin. The
|author observes that the name of Nestorians
is one disliked by the peoplo thus designated.
They rarely apply it to themselves, and
they are averse to its application by others,
lest, as it secms, they should be thought to
participate in tho reputed heresy of Nestor-
ius, a Bishop of Constantinople, who was
cxcommunicated from the general church,
A. D. 431, But this is a name justly
honoured, and established by long conveni-
ional usage, and theré scems no good redson
|for now discarding it. Farther, the obsér-

THE CHURCH AT HOME.

Scutari Mission.

MR Macvaik's JutrNat.

Scptember 16 —- Sunday.—-Preached this
morming 1n barracks to the men on duty.
Audience smaller than last day,—betwneen
twenty and thirty, and one woman. Seversl
of the men employed in bringing up invalids
just arnved from the Crimea. At half-past
ten mhe Palace Hospital,—uau "ience ten or
twelve, with as many more 1n bed At two in
Barrack Hospiial,— -audience seventeen of
whom twelve were invahds. The smaliness
of the attendance 1s often discouraging, though,
considering the limited number of Presbyterians
1 an horpital, and the fact thut some are con-
fined 1o bed, or otherwise disutled from autend-
ing, there 1s reason for thankiuvliness that even
0 many are found present.  Perhapsin the
Barrack Hospital the audience 1s most dispro-
poruonate to the numver of invalds. This
13 partly to be accounted for by the immense
space which 1s covered by this hospital, render~
ing the distances which many have to come tco
great for them in their weak state of health.
But o dnubt 2 more thorougi visiting during
the week, 1f 1t were possible to give 1t, would
bring out a larger number; and this must be
aimed at.

1 was surprised ta-day to see C. J.n the
Barrack Hospital He was discharged some
ume since from the General Hospual, has been
on duty hete since, and expected to be sent
back to the Cnimea.  But human prospects are
often thus bhighted.

Scptember 17th.—A wet day. Visited n
Barrack Hospital, saw several men in J. corri-
dor; visited one half of A ,and all B. and C.
Am gencrally well received, and attentively
hstened to, though sometimes difficulted to
know, whether this 1s the result of that milnary
trammug which teaches deference to 2 superior
officer, or springs from a real 1nteres. 1n what
18 spoken. Saw one fine young lad, who had
been at the assault on the 6th and 7th, and
though obliged t0 go to hospital before
the taking of the Malakoff and Redan,
and subsequent possession of Sebasiopul by
the allies, had seen the Kussian Ships on fire
befure leaving the Crnimea. Was inore sur-
rised in the evemng to read, in the district

September 1815 —Called this morning at the
Harem (hospital a httle way from tho Palace),
having heard that a number of tresh patienia
have been recently adnutted.  Have not visited
this hospital much of late, oving to the very
small number of Presbytoniaus h_re. On my
last visit there were only two 1n hospual.  To-!
day I fouud that ono of these had gone to

England, bat thnt seven others had heen ad-[liveued ahd my heart enlarzed by such views{of his father's, he ran away, aud en'ye

mitted.  Theso men beirs a'l cenvalescent,
protnised to attend scivies at the Palace on
Saboaih.  On my way home called at the
General Hosputal, and csited one-half of the
upper division.  Met one or two Interesting
cases. Distributed sume books here, as I had
done 1n the flarem, Visited corridor I, of the
Barrack Hospital 1n the afternoon, and found
several new cases to .Jd to my list.  Am sur-
prised to find 50 inany men without copies of
the Scriptures. Thousands must have beern
distributed here and in the Cnmea Some
mstances, howevey do occur i which wmen
evince a real desire for the Word of lIife, and
these I am always glad that fuends at hbome
have put it 1 10y power to supply,

September 22nd.~-Visuted, as usual, tlis
week 1 ali the hospitals.  With one or two
exceptions, none of the men are seriouslyll.
Large drafis are bewyr sent home.

September 23rd.—Preached to-day, as for-
merly, 1 the morning to the men on duty,—
about thirty in autendance, in the Palace to
about a dozen, besides thuse in bed (some of
my audience had walked over from the Harem);
in the Barrack Huspital to upwards of twenty
wvalid , and about half-a-dozen others , and n
the General Hosptal to cleven.

September 24th.—Had a long day of visiting
i the Barrack and General Hospuals, endin
with calling on a sick officer at the Kiosk, as%
contemplate being absent to-morrow.

September 25th.—Had set apart thuis day, 1n
accordance with a pracuce ] have fullowed for
some wecks past, of 1aking one day :n the week
of entire relaxauon from all hospital work.
In this I believe 1 shall have the sympathy, as
well as the approval. of cvery member o the
Committes. ‘There are few who can engage,
day after day, in the same round of duues,
without the intervenuon of, at least, the weah-
ly rest.  And the work of chaplain 1o an
hospital has too hutle vanety to form an excep-
ton to the rule. Asthe Sabbath 1s 1o me as
much a work-day as any of the seven, J feel
wyself justified 1n employing another asa rest-
day. And, though the scarcity of chaplains
might seem to some a sufficient reason for in-
termitting this practice, 1 feel that, on the other
hand, this makes 1t all the more mcuambent to
take everv precauuaen fur the preservation of
health. And if, by such practices as I refer
to, I have been enabled to visit Broussa, (as
noticed on a former page,) o hald intercourse
with friends ata Jdistance . 1o thread the tortu-
ous windings of the Bosphorus; to dip 1o
the valleys in the intertor, and behold the
bounties of Providence in the abundant pro-
duce of vinoyards, and oliveyards, and figtrees ;
to chmb the steep banks of neighbouring
heights, and wade through the tall heather
which clothes them ; to take my stand on some
commanding emnence, and from one and the
same spot feast the eye with piclures of the
Black Sea dotted with’sails—the Bosphorus,

its sides capped with stately palaces, itself

Itis with deep regret that we bave to an-
nounce the death of the Rev. Dr. Robertson of
Eddlestone, which took place at the manse,
there, on Monday night last, at eleven o’clock.

DBut that hond of union 1
now sadly braken, and the last of that long lice
1s pathered to his fathers. ** The Robertsons
uf T'ddlestonse™ has been a household phrase
shiaughout the eoantry for many generations.
The fanily, previcus to any of thein becoming
ministers of ths parish, were long proprieturs
in that neighbourhood; and the consequence
was that, even hefore becoming its pastoral
superintendents, their interests we identified!
with those of Eddlestone. The name of the
late incumbent will Jong be cherished as smong
the precious memories of every individual w
his parish, for he nas indeed a father to them
all.  Asa parochiz! wminister he was devoted
in his superimtendance over all under his churge, !
and Jaboured earpesily to promote their tem-
poral and eternal welfare,  As a3 misisier of)
the Church of Seotland he was ever consistent
in his sttschment. and so theroughly was he
apprecinted that, at the time of the Disruption,
there waro very few who separated from his
ministry ; and even those wha feltit to be
their duty to Jeave the communion of the
Church still maintained 2 high respect and at-
tachment tb the reverend gentleman, whose
ioas they now, in common with others, deeply
deplore.

The Bishop of Exeter
said that the followers of John \{‘76339)’ were
guilty of the sin of schism, and that Convoca-
tion should be extremely cautious how thay
invited such persons to join them without due
mquiry.  Several of the hishops expressed
similar opinions, and it was at last agreed that
the petition should lis on the table. Their
Lordships then adjourned until next day. The

L2 erected, a school should be erected in con-
nection with it.  The petition to Parliament
stated, while same of the provisions of the
Lord Advocate’s Wl refating 1o parochial
schools might be of advantage, there were
others which they viewed with regret and
alarm.  * Your petitioners (it was added)
regarded the union of the parochial schools
with the Church of Scotland, not coly as
sanctioned by statute, and solemn treaty, and
ancient usage, but as the great means by
which, under the bleassiug of God, the connec-
tion of education in these schonlz with religion
has been so happily secured, Your petitioners,
sccordingly, not “only apprehend ihat the
abolitiop of that union, as proposed in the
seventh, ninth, and eleventh clauses of the said
bitt, would occasion contentions and divivions

BRITISH NORTH AMERICA.

To the north of Canada hes the immense
district of country known as the ludson's
Bay 'Territory. By far the greater number of
Europeans who are 10 be found at the vosTs n
that wilderness — officials, clerks, traders and
trappers — are Scotchmen from the {lighlands
and Orkneys, thence selected because of thetr
birth in = northern climate, And what has the
Church done to follow these sons of hers whom
she baptized, with these spiritual and hallow-
ing influences that surrounded them o their
early homes ? — Nothing. 'T'he Roman Cath-
olic priest finds his way through the dense
forests to their trading posts, and, 1a the long
winter evenings, talks with thewn beside their
rozring log fires; but there they hve and die
without ever seeing the face of one of thewr
own spiritual teachers. They have many
things to remind them of Scotland, butthe
Church is wanting. Ah, it is a sad subject
this of the Scotch Church not following Scotch-
men to the ends of the earth.

Comiag south to Canada and the lower
provinces, we find three provincial synods of
our Church, and about a hundred clergymen
scattered over an immense territory, from Lake
Superior to Newfoundland. Of these a small
nomber were sent out by the Church ; many
went on their own responsibility, some were
educated in the country, and gome originally
belonged to other denominations.

wmouth, one 1a Lilnenburg, one in Bermuda,
ane i Newfoundland, 1s now reduced to
three.”’  And we are told that several of these
congregatons have been alicnated from the
Chureh solely from want of slergymen. If

Tuis is a question which, in these days
of spleulid churches, improved tustes, and
palpit elogquence, demands wu answer.  If
we are wivancing, let our progress be not
partial, but let it extend to every part of our
worship. If we listen to remarks, however,
made by persons with reference to the masic
in Church, we shall ind thas most of thew
have formed an opinion, or crected a stand-
ard, according to which they give deliver-
ance—in other words, have virtually answer-
ed the question.
is meutioned some think instinctively of an
organ. In Episcopal Churches especially,
when it can be afforded, the Organ 13 used ;
and we do not wonder that au episcopalian
should laud organ music, and do his endeav-
our to set up this instrument, for, in remote
country places, we have often observed that
without its deep and soul stirring tones, his
much admired service is bare and uobestir-

Thus, when Church music|4
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proof to us of the stern truth and reality,
the unartificial basis and genuine durability
of tho Scotch service, that notwithstunding
it is oflen accompanied with the worst mu-
sic that in other circumstances we remember
to have cver heard, it still preeerves a cer-
tain amount of interest, and is sufficient to
carry along with it eur emotious in a great-
er or Jess depree.

A nuinber of United Presbyterians, who are
bmldine a2 Church in Claremont Street, Glas-
gow, begin to hold sumiliar views of Church
Music with our Episcopahan brethren, for
they Lave quite lately memoriahised the U, P.
Svhod respeeting  the ntroduction’ of an
Organ to this piace of worship.  As their
Memorinl embodies the views of those who
advocate organ music i the House of God,
we, for the benefit of our readers, take the
hiberty of quouing 1t.  * The Memorialists are
of opinion that their eflorts to improve them-
sclves in the nnportant and delightful exercise
of praise, 80 as to attamn to a well—conducted
service of singing n the pubhic sanctuary
will, in addition *to regular congregational
practice, be greatly aided by the use of an
instrument, as a leader and supporter of their
Psalmody ; and with this end in view they
desire to obtmin the usc of an Organ in the
place of worship now i course of completion,
to be uscd onlv with the sanction and under
the superintendance of the Session of the
congregation. The Memorlists state, furth
er, that they have not taken action in this
matter without serious and prayerful delibera-
tion, and they have come to the conclusion
that the use of an organ for the purpose of
simply leading and supportmg the voice in the
praise of Gad, either at the family altar, or at
the pubhic sanctuary 18 not opposed to, but 18
countenanced by the loly Secriptures, which
they believe to ve the only rule of faith and
practise. ‘F'hey submit also, for the consider-
ation of the Synod, that the Jawfulness of such
mstrumental aid n the worshp of God is
acknowledged by, and has long been in use,
among almost all the Evangelical Churches 1n
Europe and America, including the Orthodox
Presbyterians of the latter country ; and that
the principle is so far admitted awnong our-
selves as that at least one U. P. cungreaauon
n Jamaica, supported. to some extent, by the
Mission funds of the synod has, for a nuinber
of yecars, cmployed an organ mn the pubhc
worship of God, without chellenge and to the
edification of its members.”
