CAPE BRETON.

It is said that itis sumetimcs good to ** make haste slowly,” and this seems
to be the only cunsulation that can no v be offered to Cape Bretonmans for the
scant governmental assistance they have received 1n the past  Aithough its
insular position, s numerous harburs and great inland lakes, make Cape Bre:
ton onc of the most casily accessible places n the world during the summer
months, when winter grasps it in its icy hand 2nd scals its harbors (with
perhaps the exception of Louisbuig.) and interior water-ways, closing
navigation, the absence of railway facilitics virtually debars i, for some
months of the year, from free ntercourse with the outside world. As a
result, one of the richest portions of the Dominion has made very slow
progress. Westward, the ““star of empire has taken 1ts way,” and while
the tesources of the Dominion were being strained to their utmost to build
the Canada Pacific, other seclions had to wait  That great lughway having
been completed to the Pacific, the country was in a position to turn its
attention castward, and patient Cape Breton will soon be crossed by a rail-

road, that will greatly aid in devcloping its vast natural resources,  All
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sections could not be pleased, and the route selected ma, not be the best,
but one successful road will lead 10 the Luilding of oihers, and when
capitalists once discorer the hidden minctal wealth of the [eland, the
muney for devcdopment will soon flow 1n. A tunne! under the Gut of Canso
will bave to be constructed to gain the full benelit of the railway policy,
md then the tide of travel 10 Lurope may Le dicected thivugh Cape Breton,
by swift steamers to Newfoundland, by rail across that wland, and then by
'\pu-;.ln) Lualt passenger steangrs to liciand. Tlis has bean the decam of
many who may yet live to see it accomplished.  With its valuable tisheries,
which in season draw thousands of sail 1o its shores: with its fields of coal,
now quite extensively wotked in a few places, but sull capable of giving
cmployment to thousands ot additional mimers ; with its beds of 1ron, cop-
et and lead in close proaimity to .ts coal, but nuv  nut developed , with
1ts meuntains of limestone, beds of manganese, and other minerals . its in
parts fertile soil, and its healthy, invigorating climate, Cape Breton is des
tined at no distant day to become a favorite region for the investment of
capital, and to support in comfort a very large population.  As a summer
tesort it offers to tounsts attractions that are 1wy appreciated, and every
year the number of delighted visitors who seck health, recreation, and
Leautiful scenery in the now famous island, are un the increase.  Correspon-
dents to the leading dailies in the States and Canada, eahaust their stock of
adjectives in_a vain attempt to picture the loveliness of the country, to
describe the facilities for yachting, boating, and canoeing, the keen sport at
the anglers command, the kindly hospitality of the people, the pure air and
comfortable temperature of the climate duung the summer months.  The
sportsman will find in the island plenty of materiai to test his skill, the
quarry varying from such small game as snipe and pastridge up to wild
gouse and duck, while carnibuo and muuse are nut Leyond the teach of the
practised stalket.

There are nwinctous ways of reaching Cape Breton from Halifax, and
a favorite one for thosc who like a sea voyage is direct to Sydney by the
St P . It f05 unl) holds off, the sail .ﬂung the coast s L]l.llul;né,
but if the reverse proves the case, none but an “old sea dog" could find
any plewure until Sydney was reached. At Sydney the coal mines should
be visited, and a trip made to Lomsburg, historically one of the most interest-
ing spots in America, but now with very few remaining traces of its former
greatness.  Embarking at Sydney on the steamer Maroon, the return tnp
Is commenced, and, after passing through the Big Dras d'Or channel, the
Leautiful scenery of which must be scen to be appreciated, the celebrated
Bras d'0r lakes, .45 miles long and 15 miles at tho widest, are reached.
There is not a more picturesque sheet of water in the world.” TBounded by
sloping wooded hill: or large tracts of cultivated land, with neat farm
houseﬁ and cnug villages scattered here and there, its waters broken by
innumerable isles and one large 1sland (the Boularderie, 21 nules long),
its boundaries indented by numbeiless cuves, inlets, and Streaws,” it scems
an enchanted locality, and one never tires of drmkingin the beautiful scene.
Unless a very strong wind is blowing the waters of the lake are perfectly
calm, and even the greatest hater of “a life on the ocean wave” would
thoroughly enjoy a sail on its unrufled surface. Baddeck is soon reached,
and here the tourist should remain as long as possible, as it is acontre from
which some of the most beautiful spots in the istand are casily accessible.
. Charles Dudley Warner in his ** Baddech and that Sort of Thing,* has
immortalized the town, and in his dry humorous way made the world
familiar with some peculiarities of i’s inhabutants.  Deiightful drnives can be
taken from Baddeck. Four miles out is the Big Baddeck river, & fair trout
stream duning June and July. A further dnve of six miles leads to the
fertile valley of the Middl: Liver, which abuunds i good-sized trout i
June, Tuly and August.  Passing on stili turther inland through a dehghtful
country for 25 miles, the picturesque Lake U'Lok 1s reached, and a dnive of
two miles further brings in view the valley of the North Margaree, so cele-
brated fur its salmun fishenies.  Lake Amsley should also be visited, and
the beautiful falls near Baddeck, which are now accessible by a new road.

Again boarding the M the Bras d'Ur s traversed and regretfully
bade adicu at St. Peter’s Canal, stcamed past Isle Madame and Anchat,
entered the Strat of Canso, and reached Port Mulgrave 1n ume to catch the
train for Halifax.  No more dehightful tnp 1s possible, although the voyage
by sca may be avuided if denired, or may Le shortened by taking vne of
the Boston boats to Hawkesbury.  Space forbids us to do more than sketch
cut one favorite route fullowed by traveliers, and from it only a faint idea
may be formed of a few of the charming places that are to be visited in this
tourists’ paradise. The present scason the island 1s seen at 1its worst, as
the unusual drought kas barned up vegetation, but the water-ways aic stil}
as attracuve as cver, and the stream of travel Las not dimmished, Large
hotels are absewut, but there is the best of accommudation in mudest
hosteiries where the comfort of guests 1s we!l looked after, and where fresh
cggs, butter and milk, with fish and game, provide a bill of fare that would
tempt the appeute of an cpicure, and at prices that are very luw. Those
wlio have once wisited the 1sland are always anxious to teturn, and those
who have not should make no delay in duing so. They have a nich treat
in store for themselves, and we feel almost envioss of their prospective
pleasures.  Cape Dreton has made haste siowly, but uts progress has been
sure, and now that the tide has turned, ns future course 1s upward and
onward to wealth and prosperity.

MODERN SUZERAINTIES.

Very trite, but, cven yet, very true, is the very  commenplace
old proverb- * One half of the world dues nut know how the other half
lives.” The universal reach of the press in these days somewhat inclines
us to believe that we know pretty well what is going on in almost all the

remote corners of the carth, or, at all events, all that is worth knowmg.
but, every now and again, we are startled by some sudden revelation Qf
mattets of no small import, in blissful ignorance of which we have goue op
quietly slumbening  Who, for instance, would have dreamed a year or «,
ago that, while we were asserting our right to our modest three-mile limi,
out unscrupulous cousins, with the impudence (there is no other wurd fo
it), which i the one charactenstic of theit diplomacy, were preparing tv iam
suvercignty uver the whoie of Beliaugs Sea, one coast of which dues o
belong to them at all.

1f the Heathen Chinee is yet pre-cminent in “ ways that are dark, ing
tricks that are vamn,” lus supremacy in dubious courses is cevtamly ny
unchallenged by the Yankee.  Sull, his ** cluld-hke and bland,” and withy
somewhat stolid, sclfassertion keeps hirn well to fore, where anything i

ossibly to be gained by obstinate, if quict, persistency. There are many
indications that, if China do but wake up a little more, she may, at no very
distant date, have to be reckoned with as one of the great powers of th,
world, and one of the factors of her probably consequence may well be tke
tenacity with which she clings to her traditional suzerainties, the possibte
importance of which may he but little damaged by taeir, in some case,
vague and shadowy nature, or by the internutient vactilation she someurne,
exhibits in enforcing them. This indefinite character appears, indeed, o be
sedulously cultivated as a policy of expediency At one time they recope
themselves into mere politeness, at another they are defended even at it
cost of war. In Corea, China began by telling forcign powers to make
their own treaties. A year or so later, however, a Chinese army was sen;
to quell a disturbance in the capital, and the practical raler of the counury
carried captive into China. Dospite disclaimers there is no doubt thy
Thibet is actually governed by China, and we become aware that he. Giau,
of suzerainty arc exercised in respect ¢f almost every independent o1 sem
independent state on the northern frontiers of Hindoostan.

It has been our policy for some years past not to interfers with tne
watlike state of Nepaul, but we were so completely under he impressiva
that no other power influenced the Maharajah’s government, that the
intelligence of the despatch, a few months ago, of a Nepaulese nussion
bearing tribute to China w s received with incredulous wonder. it was,
nevertheless, pecfectly true, and the Napaulese letter (or the China trangls.
tion of it, which may be a different thing,) is couched in terms which can
only be called abject, while the Imperial minute on it is simply— ** We hkae
perused the letter ! At the beginning of this century there was a v
between Nepaul and the Empire, in which the celestial troops achiescd
complete success, and the terms of peace were dictated by China unde
the walls of Khatmander, the capital, and the acknowledgment of vassalage
was probably then enforced. But the subject of Chinese suzerainues, he.
extent, and the astute policy which regulates them, is now begioning to b
pretty well understood, and will, doubtless, as regards the northern {runue
statea of India, soon attract the serious attention of the Indian Gavernmen:

If we were wide
awake Yankees can any one senpose that we would stow away our surplus
capital in the Savings' Bank, or become shareholders in upper Canadiau
banks, when we might have “uvested our money much more profitably
within the confines of the Province. Not many years ago Halifax had s
horse railway, the lines were abominably laid, and the cars and general fi
out were about as poor as they well could be. No encouragement was given
to passenger traffic, and hence the company soon Lecame bankrupt and the
tracks removed. From the day the cars ccased to run, Halifax capitalists,
while acknowleding the necessity of a street ralway, shook their heads an
aftirmed that it would not pay, but some live Amencans having taken in the
situation, obtained a charter to build o first-class railway and provide
excellent car service at cheap rates.  The public, always rcady 10 patronie
a good thing, take advantage of the travelling facilities thus afforded, and
the American company realize a handsome profit upon their investment.

The foregoing is but one instance out of many in which outsiders hase
come 1t and cut the ground from under our fect. If our faith in ourselves
and in our ability to successfully carry through an cnterprise were only as
great as our fatth 1n the future of the country, Nova Scotia would now be
beoming, and millions of our people’s capital, instead of being loc! ‘d upin
four por cent government stock would be invested in home enterprises
and be yielding a much better return to the investors, to say nothing of the
direct and indirect advantages to the country.

Tet the monied men think this matter over, and we believe that they
will come to the conclusior. that there are a hundred and one ways o
investing money in Nova Scotia which would pay beiter than Canadian bask
stocks, and which might, at thc same time, hasten the dawn of the day of
that prosperity which French and English writers have predicted.

The anniversary of the settlement of Pictou is always a gala day in our
chiel seaport on the Gulf.

The horse cars, or trams, as they are now spoken of by the elite, carry
on an average four thousand passengers a day. This, at five cents per
passenger, is equivalent to Srgoo per weok. What a pity that Halifax
capital is not reaping this harvest.

The outlook in Newfoundland is anytlung but encouraging. The strait
fisheries have been below the average, while those of Labrador have almost
proved o total failure. Fortunately, the reot crop of the Island is good,
and the inhabitants will have, at least, potatoes to eat.

Principal Grant, speaking in Ottawa of tho Jubilee fund for Queen’s
University, smd that he calculated that $r40.000 bad already been sub-
scribed.

A correspendent of the Stas suggests that the fishery dispute be settled
by Canada granting the United States the privilege of free fishing izt iewm
for the cession to Canada by the latter «f that part of Maine thiough
which the shor line will run, and also a free entty for Canadian caught nsh
into the American market. The suggs stion possesses at least the merit of
originality.

The Canada Yacific Railway Company are said to have outwitted the
company building the Red River Valley Railway. In order to prevent the
latter company from building its line to the boundary the C. I'. R. have
constructed a loop line, which the R. I, V. railway will have to obtain leave
to rross  This bars the road, and indcfinitely posipones construction of the
propused railway.

Colchester correspondent writcs :—* Hay is light on account of frost
and drought, oats do nol meet the expectatons of the farmer ; the potato
bug is makiag havoc n the fields, as the leafless statks abundantly show,
and fruit is a total failure.” The subscriber wnting of Kings and Annapolis
says that the hay crop 1s vver an average, and that roots look well: the
apple yield will be exceedingly small and the fruit undergrown : owing to
the drought the pasturage and after-feed have been poor, and this will have
tho effect of rawsiug the price of butter.

‘The Chignecto Post says that Mr. H. G. Wall, whose mill at Dayfield
was destroyed by fire last fall, purchased early in the summer from Messrs.
A. Robb & Sons, of Amherst, a Monarch inclined tubular boiler of 35 1L.P.,
a Hercules engine of 30 H. P., which he has had engaged cutting several
yards of logs, and at present is cutting a yard for Mr. Chisholn, Emigrant
Road. This boiler and engine is the first of its kind in use (i.r., both
engine and boiler on wheels,) and, Mr. Wallinforms us, gives entire satisac-
tion in cvery respect, cutting on an average about 320 logs per day. Mr.

Scarcely a day passes by without the public being made aware of some
terrible disaster from fire, flood, or accident by railway. The latest and
worst accident occurred just after we wens ta press last week. A excur
sion train with one thousand passengers bound for Niagara Fatls, went
through adry bridge at Chatsworth, ill,, killing one hundred and thity
people, and seriously injuring from three to four times as many more. Al
night the surviving passengers battled with the flames to provent their
relatives and friends being charred beyond recognition. The immediate
cause of the accident was the firing of the bridge over which the train had
to pass, but whether the fire was the work of an incendiary is yet a mooted
question. The following are among the principal ratlway accidents which
have occurred. That which took place in 1876, caused by the fail of the
bridge over a creek near Ashtabula, when the Pacific express went down 2
ravine and nearly 100 lives were lost by crushing, drowning and burning.
A very great disaster was that at the Desjardins Canal bridge, near Hamil-
ton, Ontario, in 1837, when a train went through aad sixty hives were Jost.
The collapse of the Tay Bridge on December 28, 1878, was a remarkable
disaster for overy one on hoard a train of ninety passengers were lost, but
decath probably came without much suffening, as 1t was by drowning. At
the Bussey bridge accident near Boston last winter on the Providence 1oad,
abuut 30 lives were lost.  In the White River bndge disaster last February
37 persons perished.

Many people can no wore whistlo a tupe than thoy can sing a song v
play o piano, but they scom dotermined to got evon with Naturo for this
apparont discropancy, by continually making the attempt. They msp awmy
on throe or four notes of tho ecale until thero is dangor of weanng then
all out before iho rest of tho gamut is oven throadbare. Aro they playizg
whist? Their wits must be sharpened by this moaningloss waste of am,
which thoy falsely call whistling. Aro they working or studywng! Ibe
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porpotusl moliou is brought into roquisition, and tho ompty apology for
musio begins, nor coanes until hungor or bedtime corks it up.

Tho small boy at tho hall ahow, who lots off his shrill, piping blast,
whioh 1aises your scalp lock and sols your teoth on edgo, finds no less
satisfaction in tho sight of vour terrified countonance aud evident desira to
Iay violont hands on him, than in tho fact that ho possvsses a mothod of
expressing his approval of the porformanco which totally eclipses your own.
On tho aticol, ono blast of his natural callivpo will start the boya for blocks
around.

Theso aro some of tho objectionable uses to which the whistle may Lo
put. ‘Thore are eomo whistles that arc refined, to which it is a roal pleasuro
1o liston.  Whistles which tako upa tuno and follow it through with all the
precision of a pinvo skillfully playod. Which fill in tho vacancies with all

@ all at it und always at it.” His whistlo is good, he has no end of tunes,
and ho works it for all theroe i3 in it. Sucl an one not only koops himsolf

l-patured, but iufuses a jovial apirit whorever he goes.

It is & man's duty to appear to bo happy whothor ho is or not, and the
community could well afford to pay these perpetual aud skillful whistlers tu
go about and keop other poople in good humor.

No man can bo wholly given over to the bluos, afler listoning to a good
livoly rendering of the * Irish Washerwomnan,”" or ¢ Fisher's Hornpipe,”
by an oxport whistlor., A doss of this sort would frequontly dv wmoro to
curo biliousness and hypochondrin than colomel vr patent bitters

When this fuct becomes thotoughly understuod, there will by suhuuls of
whistling ns thore now are of medicine. No doetor will bo considored justly
entitled to a diploma who cannot supplement his quinine and mandrake with
4 well-trained and offectivo whistle,

This is advanced doctrine, and wo dv not oxpect people to take much
stock in it at prosont, but wo can aflord to wait as other great men have
done, for the world to catch up with us.

Some people consider it the height of improprioty for a lady to whistlo,
That is a grave mistako. It is good for them in a dosen ways, [t hightens
their daily toil and holps to keop the babies quiet. .\ woman can do twice
the amount of work, with one-half the wear and tear on het cunsiitutivy,
who has a good whistle, and who has tho gumption to uso it.

That old saw about whistling girls and crowing hens was penned by
sowe sordid old wretch who had never vbserved the fair sex in all hot muuds
and tenses.

Whistling expands tho lungs; strengthens the muscles of tha faco;
develops u taste and an ear for music, and erables ono to catch up tunes
which without the whistlo would never boe included ju their reportoire.

THE LONGEST TUNNEL IN THE WORLD,

The journal of the Austrian Suciely of ngincers and Archatects says
the longest tunnel in thoe world is at Schemnitz in Hungary. This is »
drainage tunnel, 10.27 miles lung and 9 feet 10 inches high, by 5 feet 3
inches wido. Its construcuun was agreed upon 1 1752, 1o bo finighed in
30 yoais, but owing to the U'ronch Revolution and other hampuring incidents,
it lay 1dle for thirty years, It was finally completed in 1875 at a cost of
about 35,000,000,

Tho original cstimate was about $35 por lineal yard, this rose to $70,
and the final work cost 3110 per iineal yard.

While this is undoubtedly a lengthy tununel, one mile longer than the
St Gotthard, and 2% milos longer than the tunnel at Mt. Conis, it sinks
into iusignificance beside the 3U mules of the Now Croton Asgueduct tunnol
now being driven in this vicinity.

‘Tho Croton tunnel will be very nearly 30 miles lung, and 22 miles aro
already driven, though work was ouly commenced 10 Jaouary 1525, the
contracls being awarded on Decotbor 13, 1884, )

The goneral section is also much greater than the Shemnitz tunnel, being
about 16 feet in diameter.

Wlils the Croton 1s nut a railway tunnel through a vast mountsin ravgo,
and is of local value rather than goneral commercial importauco, yet it can
foirly claim the ccedit of hoing the  longest tunnol in the world”, avd this
is especially true when 1t has to combat the claim of a 1ather small dramnage
tunnel liko the one reforred to.—FEnyincering News.

‘T'ho *“dry seasun” continues to prevail over Iargo portiods of thoe con-
tinent, aud vary considerable sections ato languishing for want of rain.  Still
tho aggregate crops will probably result in a large average. In this provinco
sufficiont moisturo has fallen nearly overywiero to redeom the threatened
harvests, and as agricultural returus in Europe and Britain are sure to bo
small, our furmers have reason to uxpect to realiso handsoine prices for all
that thoy produce and market. The potato crop in Westorn (ntariv, and
the North-Weatorn States, is roported to bo a practical failure, so that thore
wust be a large demand on the Muritime Proviuce: for theso esculont tubors,
and big ligures are likely to prevail for them this full,

The
trado views this advanco with anything but satisfaction. They point to the
heavy incresso in tho imports as well as in the home pro:luction, as indicat-
iog that, although trade has decidedly improved, and the country 18 in good
shape, the tendency to overtrading is plainly visible, tho effects of which, if
aol immedistely visibly, will not the less bo sure to fellow. Meanwhilo
drummors' reporls of progress are satisfuctory for the scason, and a fair
amount of vrders aro boing recoived from them.

Inox, HArDWARE AND METALS, —A fair amount of anpimation has beou
exhibited, with a steady spirit as to values, which prevails throughout the
list. Tho volume of business in this linu has been satisfactory, and the
trade i3 gonerally in a healthy state, many merchauts being busy in filling
orders.

Gd. : best scleeted
coppor, £45. In Pittsburg, Pa., crude iron is reported fairly activo ; muck
bars at 332 ; morchant bars at 2 cents, nails at 82; wrought iron pipo dull ;
merchant steel of all kinds active, aud prospects good ; several enquiries for
winter delivery, Steel mils at $39 to 840. All kinds of swall railway
material active.

ber 50 cents lower, st $12.50 ; and January 5 cents highor, at 813.10, Laid
unchauged at $6.573 for Soptombor; $6.673 for Octobor and Nevouwbe:,
Meats were 5 cents bottor.

Burrer.—~The dry weather in Eugland has materially affectod the howme
market, so much so that English buyers havo had to order much carlier thau
usual. Orders by cable aro daily coming to Upper Province shipping peints
at good limits, but it is feared that prices will be put up boyond an expont
basis, in which event the demand would ceaso at once.  All stock has a firw
tone, and is well held upon a full basis of valuation. Considorable creamory
is in storo in Montreal, but sollors thore have refused %o accept less than 24
conts, which figure being cabled, failed to encit any response. Dairy butter
is firm, and. in fact, tho whole matket has a strong undortono, and is well
supported. Jobbiug trade continues fair, The Whaterloo, P Q., Adrertrcr
says :—* Tho warket for butter continucs strong snd aclive. Since the
advauce makers have been solling freoly, and o largo lot of stufi has passed
out of firsl hauds at prices raging from 18 to 20 conts, tho outside figure
boing paid for all choico dairies. For gilt-adgo parcels of frosh-made as high
as 21 conts has boen paid, but this is tho exception. The make is swall.”

Cuerse.—Tho choese markot has soldom or never before prosonted xuch
ap active, strong and eXcited lompor as ab tho presont time. 1t has become
a wad scuille betweon buyers in all parts of the country for possession of the
much zoveted curd, and ~xtravagantly high pricos have boon and are beicg
psid. The Liverpool market also is wuch excitod ; cable quotations reaching
60s., and promising to go highor yot. Tho latest news from Belleville, Unt,,
is that 12¥ and 14 conis has been paid for the balanco of the season’s make.
At such high prices, factorymeon will make full deliveries on their contracts
at tho ond of the season. The only sequel to this oxtraordinary advanco s
the sharp demand from England, whors a famine must be app-ohcnded.
Wo have seldom scon such o remarkable movemont as the presont, hut what
tho final wind-up will be i3 difficult to say. If tho shortago on the othe
sido i3 as serious as reported, it is possiblo that a high busis of cost may be
maintained right into another season. It is a question, however, if the
consutnptive demand will keep up at tho dear cost. Timo will tell.  While
the market is in such a atato as is shown by ouradvices, it is not pussible t
offer uny intclligont commont, especiclly in view of the fact that the trade
is at present on the top of a wave of oxcilemoent and feverishnoss, which has
soldom, if ovor, beon cqualled—not to say surpassed. Tho locel market
hero has been quiot bnt strong.

Avrres.—Irom our European advices just st hand wo gathor that the
crop of apples in Great Britian, slthough falling short of the carly prospects
of a heavy yield, will, novortheless, be ahead of last year. The early apples
will Lo plentiful—more so than the winter and keeping variotios. Loporls
of the Fronch applo crop stato that a splondid yiold is promised, both as
regards quantity and quality. In Gormany s poor yiold is looked for, and
in Holland tho crop will not bo more than a medium one. Bulgium
promises a fair yiold. On this continent it is vory certain that we shall
havo heavy supplies of carly fruit, but it is uot yol certain about tho winter
varioties.

Frurr.—Orders for new crops of raisins aro roported to have beon sent,
but it cannot be determined what prices will rule till the markets are opened.
London cables regarding currants, that min has fallen in Filiatra, and though
tho extont of the damago to tho crops is as yot unknown, it cannot bo less
than 4,500 tons. Tho first steamor with new Porsian dates will sail from
tho Porsian Gulf for New York aboyt Septemboer 16th, and first class brands
are quoted at 13s. to 17s., cost and freight, with tho crop reported to be

larger than last year, and of vory fino quality. In this markol dried fruil

Lord Wolseloy, s keon observer, abd a man by no means destitute of
sciontific knowledge, belioves, of did boliove when ho wrote his * Soldier's
Pocket Book,” in tho effect of the so-called changes of the moon on the

weather.  But the following from tho Popular Stirnce News seoms to s to
be the reasonable viow :—

“ During a long storm, persons who are well versed in weather-lore mo
often heard ¢o console thomsolvis with the prediction that thoro will be a
chango of weathor when tho moon changes. Nasmyth and Carpenter
characterizo e a populsr error, in its most absurd form, this belief that the
gradual turning of the moon's face towards and away from the sun, conld,
at certain points, upsot the oxisting condition of our atmosphore, gonerate
clouds, and ponr down rains. In England (and tho same may be said of
much of America) the weather changes about overy three days, and there is
a change of the moon evory seven days, so that many coincidences must
occur. Those who believe that **tho moon rulee the weather,” always
credit such coincidences to lunar influence. But tho theory is untenable
unless it applies to every case, and unless the same effect is always produced
by the same cause. To suppose thot a change of the moon will turn dry
weather to wet, or wot to drv, indiscriminately, is the merest childishness,
and contrary to all metdorological records.”

1t certainly seems to stand to reason that the periods of the moon, as
recorded in the almanac, being only the notation of & precise amount of
obscurstion, or freedom from obscuration, can scaroly, at an arbitrary
moivent, exercise influence on the weather.

We have 1eceived the ** (ienoral Regulations and Prize List of tho Agri-
cultural Exhibition for Halifax County,” to be held at Dartmouth, on the
4th, Gth and 7th October.

The Prize List is of a very considerablo mmouut ; we cunuot sparo time
to add it up, but we would suggest that, in future programmes, it would not
be amiss to specify prominently the total sum 1o be distributed.

The Regulations appear to be well drawn up, and are porhaps not too
precise as to the conduct of exhibitors, under awards which may passibly
not be to their ontire satisfaction.

evening one ounce of hyposulphite of seda, continue for 2 mouth. Wasa
tho legs with warm water aud then apply a solution of one drschm of sul-
phate of zinc in half a pint of waler, with halfl a pint of glycorine added.

Avoid mud and wet wanure on the legs, and feed no corn during the treat-
went.

Wo have probably exporienced tho greatest hoat we shall feol this year
during July ; nevertheless, the following observations fiom the Awrerieay
Ayriculturist are worth porusal :~~

We have knowy farmers in a woodon country, who appearod to look
upon trees only as things to bo cut down, aud in clearing their land, wouli
not leavo even a small grove in a pasture.  Wo once romuonstratod with such
a farmor, whose answer was: “ When [ want any trees I can plant ‘om
“ Did he ever plant trees in his pasture 7’ Not while we lived near him;
but his animals, as do those of too many others, swoltered August after
August in pastures, in which a small grove of trees would have been s
groat comfor,  Tf tho pasture is uttorly shadolese, it will pay to mako a
sholter. Set up forked stakes, lay poles across them, and lay on a brush
roof as a sholter. 1f tho dead leaves look rude, thoy will make a mont
comforling shade for animals of all kinds. Cows in full flow, if they gat
overheated—in fact, sunstruck—will fall off, and often be nearly usoless for
tho rest of the season. 1Tt is very difficult to restore such cows, but carefnl
nursing will help, Provention hero is batter than any amount of cure,
Build a shude. Not only should animals at pasture have shade, but water,
A wall ig better than nothing, but if a stream, however small, can be made
to afford a constant supply, by all means utilize it. Often a spriug, s no
great distance, mway thus be utilize:l at a cost of little labor, and less money.
...... Animals at work during the day, should have a run at pasture at night,
If thero is a strenm at not too great a distance, give thom, as wel as the boys,
a bath after work is over......The pastures will not fall short, and those whe
have followed our advice to provide a supply of fodder corn, will rejoice that
they havo this succulent foud to heep up the flow of milk. Shade,abundant
puro water, a full supply of fodder coru, with gmin (corn and oats ground
together, two quarts at a feed), will carry tho cows through thus trying month.

OUR COSY CORNER.

For cottons and other printed fabries that are likely to fade by washing,
a half pint of salt dissolved in boiling water is an excellont color setting,
Drop the fabrics into this liquid while at its hotteat, and let thom remain
until it is cold, when they may be rinsed in clean wator, driod and ironed
upon their wrong sides. It is surprising how much dye from certain colon
will romain in the salt water, without depriving the material of hut little, it
any, of its brightness. It is said that an intermixture of ordinary vinegr,
in the proportion of a tea-cupful to a gullon of cold rinsing water, is excel
lent for fixing or brightning the tints of pink and green cottons. A table
spoonful of sal-soda dissolved in a gallon of cold rinsing water 1s also sad
to traprove blue and purple cottons or linens.

To prevent all colors printed upon cottons and linens from what is knowo
as “ runping,” it is safest to wash taem in culd, salted wator; butif the
fabrics aro more than dust-soiled this water will not cleanse them.

Before ironing faces or embroideries pull thom into shape with tt
fingers whilo they are damp, and carefully pick out their edges; then by
them, wrong side up, upon a picco of flanne! that is very thick or dounblel
sovoral times. After smoothing the damp article as much as possible wmth
the hands, lay upon’it a pieco of fine cotton its owa color, and press with s
iron that is moderately heated. If the articlo has become dry or nearly s,
while drawing it into shape upon the flanni, dampen ovenly tho colle
cloth that is laid over it and press until dry. Fine lace edgings, such x
Chantilly and Valenciennes, should bo wound about a bottle and sowed &
placo before dipping into the mixture of borax, smmonia and water. Thy
may bo squeezed with the hand while still rolled, and after the soil dusi;-
poxrs most of the dampness may be removed by haud pressure : the bt
shonld then bo filled with hot water, and sot whero tho inner heat and eate
air will dry the lace quickly. Iemove the laco, lay it upon flannel, pick o2

its purled odges, lsy a damp cloth upon it aud iron quickly, using conside:
able pressuro.

In the first washing of fancy silk stockings boiling waier should te
poured upon them and left until cold, then rub the stockings with th
hands and rinse them thoroughly. Much dye may leave them, but wta
thoy are dry, it is not likely to bo missed. Hanging delicate stockiogsint
dark placo to dry ia said to bo beneficial to them, bocause a bright light fsls
all silks moro or less, and when wot all dyes aro sensitive to its influeas
Black atockings should bo rubbed through water containing a little ammezy,
then rinsed in clean water.  All stockings should bo washed on their ri2
sides, then upon their wrong sides, and pulled into shape with a littledaz)
but thoy should remain unturned until dry. They aro nover ironed. Fa
tidious persons draw the stockings whilo wot ovor forms of wood, T

which they aro allowed to dry; and it is a good plan, especially for coty
hosiery. .
