TIE DOMINION GOLD RESERVE.
A i3RISK controversy has been going on

in the papers within a few days respecting
the gold. reserve for Dominion notes. As
Io its origin it would seem that as the rate
of exchange on Newv York is j per cent.
and the cost of transporting gold there is
less than - per cent., some of our Canadian
banks have been trying to get together al]
the gold they could for shipment. It is
to be added, that some of the leading banks
hold a larger amount of legal tenders than
the law requires, and that Government has
checked their attempts to draw out as much
gold as they wanted to employ in New
York, by. drawing bàck on them against
the Government deposits. Hlinc il/e lach-
rymo ! It has also to be mention.ed that
the legal-tender issue is based on a reserve
of specie-held at Montreal, Toronto, Hali-
fax, and St. John-where these notes are
chiefly issued, which, it is contended by
bankers and other financial authorities, is
not sufliciently large to meet such a demand
as haslatelybeen made for gold. Amongst
those holding this latter view are a well-
known ex-Minister of Finance and a num-
ber of journals inclusive of one seldom
differing from the Government conclusions
on any point. These are all unanimous in
arguing that Government has nlot treated
the banks fairly ini not supplying all the
gold they n.eeded in the shape of an equiv-.
alent for the legal tenders which they hold,
it is said, in excess of the amount they are
obliged to hold under the present banking
Iaws. In defence of the action of the Gov-
ernnent, however, it is maintained that the
banks presented the legal-tender notes iii
their possession to the Govenmenit ancd
wanted gold for them, not to meet any in.
ternal crisis, but simply in order that with
the gold they might advance their interests
in the New Yorik money market. This,
it appears, the Government did not sec in
the sane light, and it even went so far as
to regard the whole position as " one-sided."

As the champions of the Ottawa parly con-
teud, it is nio part of the busineýss of ihe
Dominion Government to facilitate outside
speculative operations by the banks, especi-
ally if the transference of so much money
to New York would have a tendency to
diminiish the accommodation afforded our
own people. They sum.up by the argu-
ment that the practical test of the last forty
lays lias shown that the reserve of gold
held by the Government, taking- into ac-
count the rapidity with which the reserve
can be strengthiened nowadays, is ample
for even an abnormal state of affairs. But,
to prevent the possibility of any monetary
disturbance, and to avoid giving any oppor-
tunity for a panic, the Government has this
week imported from England $1,000,000 in
gold. Thus matters will be kept straight
for the present, and time allowed. for all
parties to discuss this subtle problem thor-
oughly and dispassionately. Just at present
the temptations of large profits have a good
deal hindered a calm consideration of the
question on its mare merits, by one side of
the controversialists at least.

[Since the above was written, and as we
go to press, there is an untraceable rumor
in financial circles that the presence of Mr.
COTJRTNEY, Deputy-Minister of Finance, in
this city, is in connection with a contem-
plated withdrawal of the Government de-
posits in the various banks, the intention of
the Department being to convert them into
bullion, and use them in keeping the Gov-
ernment reserve up to the required strength
of 40 per cent. of the circulation, of legal
tenders ! It is further reported, on no
better authorty, that the Bank of British
North America has contracted with the
Government to supply a second inistalment
of bullion equal, in round figures, to i,-
000,000.]

THE ONTARIO BANK.
TrE Ontario Bank has just issued iii ad-

vance the statement to be laid before the
shareholders on the 17th inst. - Mr. HoL-
LAND is doing all that we claimed for him
in bringing up the Ontario to a foremost
place among the banking institutions. At
the time lie took the helm matters wore a
serions aspect, and he was said to be a bold
manî who would undertake to save such a
wreck. Yet-to-day the Ontario has a Rest
of $425,000 on a capital of $1,500,000.
There is no fiction about the Rest. Every
penny of it is there. In some cases in his-
tory it has taken* a long and fruitless huiit
to find either capital or rest. It must be
gratifying to thec shareholders to sec confi-
dence restored, and that deposiLors show
their faithî by dlepositing, without iiterest,
$1,976,61146; and at interest, $2,64,777.68
Aniother item we aie glad to noice-the
debts not specially secuired amount only to
$8,590 ; assets immediately available, $1,-
426,266.24. · Altogether fia Ontario shows
a inost healthy stateient, and with one or
two changes in its outside offices the share-
holdeis have nothing fuilher to wisli.

THE ]3UNTIN CASE.
Tilis nUatter h as been mder investigation

at the Police Court on several days siice
our last, and its further consideration is
postponed till next week. Such being its
position it would be obviouisly ont of place
for the press to comment upon it or iii any
way anticipate what the probable result
will finally be. It is not improper to men-
tion, however, that the private prosecutor
declares under oath that his obýject in taking
thèse proceediigs was, in his own words,
"not to endeavor to force the defendant to
buy up my claim against the bank, but
rather to make him, along with others who
have mismanaged and grossly allowed my
money to be lost, to be made by law to're-

uil my loss as well as others, as well as to
secure the general punishment they should
receive from justice when their gross acts
of iismaiagement are exposed." The sane
witness further declares, " I did not
authorize níy lawyer to approach the de-
fendant with a view to a settlement after I
had made my deposition." . On the other
side some reliance for a dismissal of the
charge seis to )e placed on the -fact that
the defendant, before these criminal pro-
cediugs were takeni, had tendered back to
the Bank the full amount in question and
that the liquidators had received it. To
what extent, if any, this tardy surrender
will be accepted as a full condonîation is
just the point which, the law has nov to
decide. It appears certain that Mr. Bux-
TIN, in presenting those two fatal cheques,
did. not know they were loaded to the
muzzle witi possible criminal penalties
that it would be very unpleasant to have to
be called upon to meet. He must quite
realise by this tinie, however, that his posi-
tion is at the besf a most humiliating if,not
also a very precarious one. But be the
issue what it may the whole incident will
be productive of much future good if
burdened with not a little present ignominy
to the defendant. It will at all events convey
alesson which succeeding directors are not
likely to forget, and will teach them that
they niay not recklessly tamper with other
people's property and' then hope to escape
scatheless from the resuilts of a ruinî to
thousands which their own infidelity to
the trusts they have assumed has mainly
brought about.

GooD CRoPs AHEAD.-Let us all be
thanîkful for the uibroken reports, from
every point of the compass, of the promise
of excellent crops this year. The
verification of these cheerful prognos-
tics is calculated to bring joy to every
household in the land, from ic wealthy to
thei most humble. It is calculated to start
all tle factories again on a profitable career,
giving cniployinen t to thousan dis who have
passed a dreary winter on very short com-
mons indeed. It slhould impel the gruat
railways, too, into all their old-timen activity,
and thus, il is to be hoped, restore once
more a satisfactory balance-sheet.

The most gratifying feature of this im-
provemient is that it is not spasmodio, as
oftei in former times when a reaction has
set in, but healthily slow and likely so to
continue. A satisfactory item, too, is the
increase of the receipts.of the Post-Office,
which were $53,000 in excess of the corre-
sponding period of 1882 and greater, too,
than those of May last year. The business
of tlus Department is«usually accepted as a
neliable indication of that of the country
generally. Some of the other items of aug-
mentations are no doubt due to the increase
of population througi immigration, a factor
which is un questionably already -making
itself appreciably felt. The turn for the
btter now apparently being taken will go
on most advantageously by being allowed
to do so quietly and naturally. It would
be a mistake to attempt to get up any kind
of, "boom" on the strength of it, that pro-
cess of forced activity having at varions
times already cost the country most -injunri-
ously. A renewed development at this
time of unnecessary importation of goods
froi abroad is also to be carefully shunied.
The total outlook at present is that the
modest estimate of surplus arrived at last
session by the Minister of Finance will bë
a good deal exceeded before the close of
the fiscal year. It is not at all likely to
reach the eiormous surplus of 1882, but it
looks as if Sir LEONARD TILLEY may have
at least a couple of millions of dollars more
than he ventured to assure Parliament that
hel dared to hope for.

THE returns issued by the Board of Trade
show that during the month of May British
imports decreased, as compared with that
month in 1883, £3,100,000, and that the
exports increased during the same period

DYNAMITE INSURANOE.
THE increasing activity of -the dynamite

fiend, both in Europe and America, has sug-
gested some sort of set-off to the possible
results of the operation of this most cowardly
class of all miscreants. The Pall Mall
Gazelle, of'London, advocates the formation
o.f a Dynamite Assurance Company to insure
people'against the steadily growing class of
casualties introduced by Irish malcontents,
at a premium of say Sd. per £100. The
Gazette says that Accident Assurance Coin-
panies now insure against injuries by
vitriol-throwing, and constructively against
injuries by garroting, and thinks that dynî-
amiting, though less dangerous, should also
suggest a new and profitable class of risks.
The Chicago .nvestigator declares that a
new hazard for insurance has lately cone
into existence which -offers a large and
growing business to the company. which
may be organized to assume the risk. The
losses from dynamite, both of life and pro-
perty,.it says, are of frequent occurrence,
and as the general populace becomes better
acquainted with its destructive and
fatal power, .may be more frequently re-
sorted to by criminals of all classes, but
especially murderers and thieves. Whether
it would be profitable or not the Inves-
ligalor is not prepared to say, but thinks
it probably could, be made to pay if
the rates charged are sufficiently higlh. This
conclusion appears sound enough so .far as
the United States are concerned. It has
now become diflicult to take up an Ameri-
can paper without finding ii it oie or more
reports of the use of dynamite for some
purpose of outrage, either to person or
property, or both, and generally in furthe-r-
ance of some private revenge. In Canada
we have happily so far escaped this, having
hitherto had to suffer more from the threats
than the deeds of the dynamite cut. On
the Continent of Europe, however, especi-
ally in Germany and Austria, this modern
class of crime has been developed to an
alarming extent, and how England and
Scotland have fared the whole world knows
but too well. There, however, the ominous
word " reprisals " is being muttered, the
terrible meaning of which bloodlessýretalia-
tion seeis hardly yet to be thoroughly
understood by those who alone would be
its certain and immediate victims. But
whether iu any of the counntries the sug-
gestion of the Pa/l Mall Gazelle as to dyna-
mite insurance would be profitable is a
question for the companies themselves to
sol ve.

BANKERS AS JURORs.-The New York
State Legislature has lately declined to ex-
empt from jury-duty the presidents, cash-
iers, first tellers of banks, and the presidents
vice-presidents and actuaries of insurance
companies. A great deal of pressure was
brouglht in favor of the bill, but as the ig-
norant and corruptible element has a good.

BYSTANDER AND THE PRIVY
COUNCIL.

THE often erratic and always pugnacions
" BYSTANDER," finding either annexation or
independence slow of coming, now turns
his attention to the demolition of the Judi-
cial Committec of the Privy Counoil. For
the very first time, so far as our observation
lias gone, the impartiality of that oreat tri-
bunal is assailed and its identification with
political parties asserted. The accusation
is direct and impossible of inisconstruction.
Says Professor GoLDWIN SMITH in Tie
Week-" It is suspectedfthat policy as wýell

as law is taken into consideration by the
Privy Council." The writer of 'that sen-

tence has been for som-e time lifting up
his voice against the extent to which party
feeling has reached throughout the Do-
muinion. Jeremiad has followed jereiniad
iii which thé terrible evils about to fall upon
us in consequence of that still growing
perversity were pointed ont with all the best
force of an eloquent and fertile pen. It is
possible that many were thus caused to con-
template the matter, to question how far the
rebuke miglht deservedly apply to them-
selves,and to resolve on mending their ways
if found needed. But in tic midst of such
good resolves comes this extraordinary
accusation against a body which the entire
commuity lias, with the sole exception of
the Professor himself, lookod up to with
veneration and confidence. That such con-
didence lias been justified is established by
the varions decisions that the Judicial Coin.
mitt.ee has given in the several cases in
which questions on which Canadian politi-
cal feeling has been developed to an exces-
sive point have been disposed of. Taking
them as a whole neither the Dominion
Governinent nor its. Provincial opponents
cau claim special victory. The defeats and
the successes have been very fairly divided,
leaving behind tlie inestimable result that
the opponents felt that in all cases exact
justice had been donc and the true inter-
pretation of the law rendered. Such. a
result could be th outcome of the decision
of no other tribunal-certainly of noue in
Canada. The very knowledge alone that
this Court was about to pronounce on the
Boundary dispute instantly allayed a.public
irritation which had already developed into
talk of civil war, and every one is prepared
to yield with cheerful submission to the
decision be it what it may. Ufortunately no
sucli sentiment exists in connection with
our own Supreme Court, the néxt below
if in authority, which ias on no a few
occasions been -piublicy declared to have
been biassed by its political prejudices,
and it is unquestionable that the decisions
of that body fail'to command that respect,
where political questions are in any way
involved, which attaches to the renderings
of the imperial tribunal. Whether that
dissatisfaction with -the judgments of the
great Court sifting at Otlawa is well or ill
founded we do not here discuss.

UNDERGROUND ELECTRICAL CON-
DUCTORS.

Ix our issue of last week was an interest-
ing article upon the above subject by ai
eminent American electrician w'hich ap-
peared in the E/ectrical Review of London,
andi in which he states " that when two
insulated wircs are laid parallel for a dis-
tance of only a few handred feet tlie in-
duction between them is so great that it is
difficult to tell whether the wires are actu-
ally crossed (or in contact) or not." Il the
Electrical Review of 31st May last the editor
remarks that so far as underground tele-
phone vires are concerned "it vould be
useless to repeat the scientific objections
to their adoption." 'We have, however,
lately visited our own Capital of Ottawa,
where the Departnental Buildings are con.
nîected by several underground cables
of over 3,000 feet in length each, con-
tainîing twenty insulaied wires, and wC
ascertained that when twelve. miles of such
wires are connected up in series nîot only
was speech transmitted as readily and as
clearlv as if' through half a mile of 'overhead
or trerial wires, but that whîen two sets of
telephones wéie worked in parallel circuits
within the same cable, or a Morse telegraph
or magneto-bell was at the same time
worked through a parallel circuit, not the
least sound from, induction was apparent
im aiy of the telephonîe instiumens. This
remarkable and highly saiisfLactory result is
due to the invention of Mr. GISORNE,
Superinfendent of the Governîment Tele-
graph Service, and was fully and clearly
explained by him at the meeting of tlhe
Royal 'Society of Canada last month. Wc
,give a summary of Mr. GISBORNE'S infer-
esting and important paper in our readinîg
columns.

any pecuniary obligation, claim, or credit
is or purports to be created, increased, dim-
inished, discharged, or in any way affected.
Forgery in the third degree is substantially
the same. The penalty, upon conviction of
forgery in the second degree, is imprison-
ment for ten years. It is argued iii the
pending ENO case that neither of these
comes within the meaning of the existinc
Extradition Treaty.
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ELECTRICAL INDUCTION IN UNDERGROUND
CONDUCTORS.

At the meeting of the Royal Society at Ottawa on
Wednesday, Mr. F. N. Gisborne, Supt. of the Government
Telegraph Service, .read a paper on Electrical Induction
in Underground and Aerial Conductors, a subject which is
invested with considerable interest at the present timie.
A committee of the legislature of New York ta investigate
and report upon the practicability of placing all elect.ric
wires underground in now in session at Albany, N. Y.,
and declarations have been made befora this committee to
the effect that all of the uany and varions imeians so far
introduced with a view to eliminating the evil effects of
induction experienced in paraliol circuits have proved
ineflicien and unsatisfactory. Mr. Gisborne's paper des
cribed a new systen devised by himself ta obviate the
trouble referred to. A nuîmber of.diagrams were presented
illustrating the conditions obtaining in neighboring
circuits, and two or more circuits arranged as ordinarily,.
and arranged according to his method werc compared.
The advantages of the latter arrangement were clearly set
forth, and proofs of its etliciency were presented in a
tabulated statement of uxperiments made witlh a section
of cable constructed undier his direction and laid under-
ground, between two of the 1 Departmental Buildings here.
The cables are over 3,000 flet in length and containh
twenty insulated conductors or wires, in all over 27 niles
of iuisulated wire which are divided ioto pairs, tio
conductors being twistcd together in each case ; eaci pair
constitutes a inctallic circuit, that is one conductor is used
as a l, retirn," instead ot earthplates belig utilized for
this purpopse as is usually dona. Th'be pcculiarity of Mr
Gisborne's invention consists in the twisting of these
nuetallic circuit conductors, as both wires are thus male
to oct vpy an equi-distant relationship witl respect to any
other conductor or pair of conduictors l thcir vicinity.
Strictly speaking, Mr. ,Gisborne's system is oel in which
induced currents are lot created, rather than one hy
wihich the cvil effects of induced currents are neitrlized.
In the discussion which followed the reading of the paper
it transpired that if a conductor were inclosed und
insulated within another conductor (snch, for instance, ils
a gutta percha covered wire drawn tlrough a metal tube ,
and both coiductors were connected with earthplates, Or
other conductors, at either end, so as to form two in-
dependent closed circuits, the enclosed conductor Imiglit
ba employed to convey electrical curreonts without any
inductive effect being perceived in a circuit extending
pairallcl ivith, or in the neighborhood of ; the outside
conductor (whicih in this case cannot be Isedas a Medium
for communication) intercepts the induced currents on ail
of the inducing circuit, and in its closed circuit absorbs
them. As in a system of this kind the outside conductors
could not b uitilized in the formation of circuits for
purposes of communtilc tion, it is admitted that, apart froin
the bulkness nccessarily attending it, the first cost of a
series of electrical circuits constructed upon that plan
renders the system comparatively impractical ; whereas,
in the systeiii advianced by Mr. Gisborne the construction
is much cheaper and all of the conductors formn an integral
part of the communicating circuits so that space is econo-
mised to the fillest extent.

A great deal of interest ias just now beau manifested
in this latter invention, although it has been a subject of
investigation by Mr. Gisborne for soue years past, the cable
referred to in the paper having bea ordered by the
Dominion Government during the sumhmer of 1882.

Two banks distribute 25
per cent. ta their shareholders, the Lancaster Banking
Company, the oldest joint stock bank in Eugland, founded
tu 1820, and the Commercial Banking Company, of
Sydney, the raserves of each of these institutions equal-
ling their paid-up capital. The London and County
Bank, having a capital of .£2,000,000 and a reserve of
£1,000,000, pays its sharelolders 22 per cent., while
several other English banks pay fron 15 to 20 per
cent.

Ti,- dlbts livld in Great Britain against its nuierous

coloaiies aud dependencies, and the direct British invest-
mifts in property existing in those colonies and de-
pei!ndeolies, are careliully testiiiated in the Aconoïnist at
$3,100,000,000 rekoiing the pound sterling aIt $à), and,î
hie annual incoma received fromt them et ls5,00,000.

Of these dlebts and investminutis in property, tnere ire
$1,275,000 in ludiai aid Ceylon, $1,000,0W),000 lin Austialia,$560,000.000 in the Dominion of Cinîîada, Und $2465,ooo,.
000 in the smaller colonies and dependencies.

The aggregate of S3,100,000,000 consists of loans
aint inting to $,2,500,000,000, yielding an anntal intcrest
of $124,300,000, and of investients in prop rîy amtouniting
ta $600,000,000, and yielding an ainîial incomie of
$28,700,000 such as land comâpanies as distiiguislied froi
imortgage companies), mines, tea, c,,ff e, sigar, aind other
plantations, mercantile business, &c.

Of the loins, ail are paya'ule-prmîîcipal and interest-
in gold, or, what is hie samue thin, in sierunîg inîîey,
except $150,000,000 payable in lindian rupees, whicl
reduîces the aninual gold interest to S11'6,800,000.

The Econoiest divides the loans i0o three classes:-
Si,310,000,000 of toans ta the Goverunents of the

colonies and dependenies.
$815,000,000 of loans to the different provinces of tie

colonies (such as the provinces comeprising the Canîadiani
Dominion), to railways (of which $500,000,000 ire to
railways in India, guaranteed by the Indian Govern-
nient), to cities, and ta gas and harbor improvement
compaeics.

$375,000,000 of loins made through land mîîortgmge
companies and banlks, two-thirds of this item being set
dowi to the account of Australia. l verificntion of this,
the Economist cites a detailed list of loans amouiting ta
$225,000,000 made in Australia by Scottish . inortgage
companies alone, ntd ii ao the fiat that of the lliosits in
Australiiin banks bearing interest ig ierally it five per
cuit.) $60,000.000 are maide by persons resident in Great
Britain, biesides a large British ownership in Aistralian
baink shires, which represent loans made iu Australiii.

The l.Ecoioiist believes that ils estimate of the British
holding of.colonlial debts is undtr, rather than over, the
mark. It is suiscelitible of pretty accurate ascer.a nment,
iniasmutich as the governmenît borrowingti of the colonies
are very few of thcmii ncgotiated in their own homte
markots, and nearly aiH .of thein in the British niarket.
But it is more diflicult ta fix the amrount of the Britisl
holding of foreign debts, outside of the BiItish colonies.

He flt, however, that
the position of the bank was (as he believed the share-
holders regarded it) a very satisfactory one At the
sixty-sixth annual meeting of the Bank of Montreal, held
on Monday last, it was a matter of congratulation that
they had been able at that meeting to report a snUicient
addition to bring their reserve fund up to 50 per cent. of
their capital. This vas the tventy.fifth annual meeting
of the E. T. Bank, and they were able te show a reserve
fund of '25 per cent., besides having paid regular
seini-annual dividends exceeding an average of over 7 par
cent.

The capital and reserve fund now exceeded $1,800,000,
ivhich was an abundant guarantee to depositors of tho
safety of their money, as depositors conlit not loosa a
farthing until the whole of this amount was swept away.
He heartly concurred so far as it related te the Managers
aid Officers under him, in what had been said by the
President respecting the stafi. No bank had officers of
greatur integrity or that showed more zeal and industry
in prornoting the prosperity of the Bank.

The usual vote of- thanks to the President and
Directors, also te the General Manager, Managers, and
other oflicers of the Bank, was unanimiously passed, after
which the election of Directors was proceeded with. AIL
the votes having been cast, the Scrutineers reported the
following Shareholders te have received the majority of
votes, and to bu duly elected for- the ensuing year, viz.:

THE MARITIME- BANK.

The Directors bog to ubmit for the consideration or
the Stockholders their twelfth annual report. The books
wvore closed for the year on 30th April last, and tho follow-
ing statement shows the position of the bank as at that
date:

Thesu figures contrast favorably with those in the
staLtemunt presented a year ago. The circulation is lower,
but *the deposits' bave increased and - some valuable
accouats have. have been opened. While business
generally is depressed and net very profitable, especially
in lumber, the Directors are pleased to bu able to report
that the business of the Bank bas been well maintained and
continues active and good. Many of the loans have, inde..d,
been found less convertible than the Directors could have
wished, but they have been careful in renewing loans te
increase their strength and are satislied as te their safety.
The assets in suspense a year ago, not since realized, have
been carefully re-valued and liberal appropriations made.
The losses of the year, which wore net large, have been
written off, and some provision made for possible losses;
and the Directors believe that the value of the assets as
these. now appear in the balance sheet is net over-
estiinated.

The agencies at.Fredericton and Woodstock continue
to do a satisfactory business. These agencies and heal
office received a thorough inspection lately.

Application was made te Parliament at the last session
to have the capital stock of the Bank reduced and al act
wvas passed ordering flie rcduction of the 6860 shares to
2470, equivalent to giving new stock at the rate of 36 nOw
shares for 100 old.

On Monday, 2nd June instant, your directbrs accord-
ingly cancellud the 6860 shares then existing, and dis-
tributed 2470 new shares jmra rata amongst the share-
holders, less 62, the fractional share aggregating that
number of full shares. The result is that the old Profit
and Loss account or impaired capital of $399,000 dis-
appears from the books and a surplus of $40,000 remains
te form a rest or reserve fond.

The Act above mentioned reduces the capital of the
Bank te 3,600 shares of $100 each. The 2,408 distributed
leaves 1,192 of these 3,600 te bu taken up and a special
meeting of the sharcholders is called for Monday 9tl
instant to consider the conditions on which these will ba
offered for subscription. 'TVhe Directors ptopose to ofier
one share at 100 to each sharoliolder, the reduction of
whose stock crcated a fraction, if it is applied for net later
than 9th instant, and to offer 770 shares at the sane
figure to those Who in January last deposited the price on
titis understanding. The entry appearing in the balance
sheet "Deposits towards purchase of Stock $77,000 " will
thus mergu into capital account. This will leave some
300 ot the 3,600 shares and thesc the Directors propose to
dispose of at premiun.

The Capital being. now unimpaired the paymont of a
divideond is permiissible, and while the profits on hand
would yield a threu per cent. dividend, the directors feel
confident that the sharebolders will approve of a dividenl
being withhold until six months profits from the capital,
as now reduced, have bea earnedr, and prefer to have the
present profits added te the rest, which would then
amiount te twenty pur cent. of the capital, as it stands
to-day, or fifteen pur cent. if increased to $360,000.

The directprs are much gratified in presenting a report
which shows the stock to be no longer at a discount, but
worth fron 15 to 20 pur cent. premium-a valuation which
not only the balance sheet, but the assets, in their
jutigment, justify.

cheques and gives the following as the reason for its
desire :
