product of woolleu gouods in 1884wias,however
some £3,000,000 more than that of 1883.

Tu (-jDà2eNs Insurance Go. have declired a
divideid of six per cent on the paid-up capital,
the resilt of the operations of the past year. T:e
last dividend was paid in 18.7, prior to which
date the company laid been acenstomed to pay
shareholders lividends at the rate of seveu per
ceni. in the yeur mentioned began the series
of disasters which culminîated the folliowing
year in the conflagrations of St. John, St.

As this was explained
at some length in a con nnication in our
issue of 23rd uit. We shall not ilter into any
explanation here, but it is not improbable that
the subject mnay receive some attention ore long
in the proper quarter.

1MPERIAL FEDERATION.

Judging froin. the apathy man.ifested
in Canada on the vitally iinîlortant
subject whicl is oceupying a large share
of attention in England, :we should-be
inclinedi to (loubt whether it is generally
understood to what extent the leading
colonies are already to sonie extent con-
mitted*to most imi'otant chiges in thé
relations at :present. stibsisting between
theni and the parent state. We cannot
entertain aiy doubt thiat it is'highly
desirable tit the views of.Hie leading
advocates of federation should be
tho.oughly considered by the people of
Canada, who have so mnucl at stake. The
London, Canadian Gazette lias recently
announced that there is no - falling off in
thie interest aronsed in the discussion of
the question, and that the sup or'tê-s of
the movenent are vorking .enei'getically
in the hope of discôvering before long
soine practical solution o f the problem
which they have set themselveà o con-
sider. Earl Grey and Ldrd Lorie cñeicur in
opinion tînt a council 'af&eÛt onsist
of the Canadian H1igh Commrnisioner and
of he Agents enrljihou be
tuted to advise lhe niperial Government
on Colonial qdstiohs.lord Lorné thinks
that it is necessary to enable the great
colonies to male searate bargais" with
foreign powers.

No reference vas mide by Lord Lorne to
the proposition tlat thie colonies should
be required to take part in the defence of
the .Emplie. This is really the vitally.
important question and lias béen treated

tion '«as' necessary to prevent disintegra-
tior . It is of course out of our power ta
do mire than indicate the views of Mr.
Forster. That gentleman declares the
ohjéet ta be "an organization for com-
icmon defenceand ajoiit foreign policy."
lie thinks that the colonies> should be
reminded that 4 it is not just that w'e at
homi sould bear more tlian our fair
share o' the cost of protecting them fron
invasion." Again, '' Let us only leep in

mind what we want, viz., an organiza-
" tiol for comnion defence and an official

acknowledgment of the right of the
colonies ta have a voice in the deter-
mination of foreign policy." Referring

ta Sir John Macdonald'e speech at the
last Federation ConferenceI Mr. Forster
renarks: "IThe veteran Canadian States-

mai hints courteously, but clearly, that
"our greatest colony would be opposed
"ta a w'ar of offence, but may be relied
4 upon in a war of defence." lie cites
Sir John's own words: "l He believed
" that the whole policy of Great Britain
''%was opposed ta aggressive war, and in
4 any other war the people of Canada
4 would be ready ta take their share of
" the responsibility and the cost." The
iTremier of the Colony o Victoria has also
given instructions to the Agent-General
for that colony ta support federation in
a despatch vhich Mr. Forster has ap-
pended ta his article. The Premier, MIr.
Service, expresses his conviction that Mr.
Goldwin Smith's notion of disintegrating
the Empire by autting off the colonies hias
lile sympathy froni Australasians, but lie
argues that colonial interests are sufli-
ciently important to entitle the colonies
" ta soie deflned position in the Imperial
economy." Mr. Service makes no refer-
ence ta the question of sharing in the
cost of defence, but admits that tse
colonies enjoy " the fullest neasure of
constitutional freedom." It is but a
short time since the Premier of Great
Britain, Milr. Gladstone, wien defending
himself froni a charge of neglecting the
colonies, stated, that wihen during the
civil wn in the United States the Cana-
dians had made enîquiries as ta the pros-
pect of' thoir boing defended he lad
hiimself, ivith two' of his colleagues, ta
whoin .te matter hald been referred, and
with the concurrence of the late Lord
Palmerston, reported that " it vould be

the duty of Great Britain ta defend
"Canada against external aggressiai with

the. whole strength i the Empire."

'We may refer very briefly ta the views
of Lord Dunîraven, and of Mr. Stephen
Boui'ne ;who, it will bë r'ecollected, de-
livered a lecture in Montreal during tie
meeting of the Britisi -Association an the
subject of federation. Loid Dumaven
advocates a discriminating duty cf 10 per
cent on ail foi'eign products and manu-
factuires, in the faith that " the colonie s

" ould give us recipro.cal favor in
" retu'n." We feel perfectly assured
that no British Parliament ivill evetr
again tax the food of tlie people,'and ive
are equally certain that Candda w'ouid

ot venture ta discriminate in fâvor of
Great Britain and against the United
States. There is far more appreliension
of comîpetition f'ron the former tisi the
latt.er. Mr..Bourne's views were cleairly
expressed in his lecture, and imîay be.
briefly stated. le was foi' free trade
between Great Britain and lier colonies,
and non-intercourse, with aIl foreigners
who should refuse. ta adopt that policy.
lie 'was also for requiring the colonies ta
share the national expenditure for de-
fence.

The Fall Mall Gazette contains a most
interesting ontribution from a nobleman
wvho is eminently qualified ta form a
sound opinion on the new scheme. We
refer to Lord Blacliford who, as Sir
Frederic Rogers, filled during many years,
and du'ing a most interesting period of'
colonial history, the office of permanent
Under Secretary of State for thé Colonies,
on his retirement fron whichi, on super.
animation, lie ivas raised ta the peerage.
-R is the opinion of Lord Blaclford that
fcderation is " an unattainable phantoi,'
and lie lias given his reasons for this
opinion at considerable lengti. -le can-
not conceive the possibility of conduct-
ing a foreigin policy with one foot in one
place, and one in another. It was for-
ierly found that the connection was
endangered by the Mother Country claim-
ing ta interfere vith the lécal affairs of
the colonists. Could it not be endan-
gered by allon'ing the colonists ta inter-
fere with imperial policy ? In support of
this .view let us for a moment consider
the efflet of the colonies claiming the
riglt ·ta decide whether they ought ta
lend tîheir aid in support of the Empire
in a foreigii w'ar, and being guided in theii.
action by their opinion as to whether it
was an aggressive or a defensive war.
The.moral effect of a single' refusal ta
aid *the Mothier Country on the ground
that the wrai' was aggressive, would more
than counterbalance all the benefit that
the Empire w'ould gain by colonial aid.

Lord Blachford points out that the pro-
posed council of assistance is ta consist

of the ligh Commissioner for Canada
and the Agents General of the other
colonies, all these oflicers being servants
not of the Queen of England, but of the
Queen of Canada, Victoria, New South
Wales, and the rest. As Queen of Eng-
land she conducts its Governmenttthrough
ministers designated by the people of
the United Kingdom, but shle is also
Queen of Canada, and a Governor ap-
poinited by lier conducts the Governmeit
of tie Doiniiion tlirough the Ministers
designated by the Canadians. By n'ay
of illustration. Lord Blaclhford points.out
that the Colonial Commissioners miglit
be instructed ta ally themselves with the
IrisI national party, with the abject of
embarrassing the Imperial Government.
It is urged that in iine cases out of ten,
the association vould not be of the
slightest use, while the que.stions ivitih
vhlich the colonial office is concerned
vould only be confused by extraneous
meddling. Then tliere would ýbe the
danger of log rolling, in illustration of
ivhici Lord Blaclhford suggests a case:
" If you (Queensland) will help me
"(N'ewfoundland) ta induce John Bull
" ta risk a quarrel with France for the
"sake of my fishseries I will help you ta
" induce hin ta risk a quarrel vith Ger-
" nany about the occupation of New
" Guiiea."

We have, we trust, placed fairly before
our reacLers the views of those in England
ivho are engaged in the construction io a
new forim of political existence for the
colonies of the Empire, and which certain-
ly demands more attention from the
Canadiain public tlhan has yet been given
to it. As a.practical. illustratio what is
the character of the present war in
Egypt ? Is it aggressive ar the reverse ?
If not, then the proposed regiments
shonld be sent at the cost of Canada, an
idea wvhich daes not' seem ta have been
entertained by any one,althougi, if n'e eau
believe reports, New South Wal'es is ta
bear the cost of the military aid.

BILLS OF EXCHANGE,

Mr. Henry Siytli; of Chatham, Ont.,
lias introduced a Bil ta ameid the lawý
respecting Bils'oi Exchange and Promis-
sory Notes, but"i is hardly likelytO col-
med itself'to tliejudgment of tie House.
le seéks ta make it unnecessary ta give
notice -of protest (to hu endorsers we
presume, although the Bill does not say
so), and in lieu provides that the holder
of a bill or iote ssmîl give notice, which
is ta suffice for something, we presumo' to
charge the endorsera, il any.
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Mr. Smith's remed y, we fear would be
worse than the disease. A crop of dis-
putes as to the giving of notice would be
its first result, and in view of this we pre-
fer theold-fashionedethodofemploying
a respoisible officer, whose ' Act" is in
itself a proof that the formalities of the
law have been conplied with. But the
proposed reform affects asafeguard which
is eminently just and equitable, as are
miost of the customs which have grown up
with the business of the community.

The drawer of a bill of exchange, or
the endorser of a promissory note, is a
surety, and that there should be precise
conditions ta govern his discharge from
that responsibility is almast an ab-
solute necessity in modern commerce. À
surety is only responsible if his principal
make default. If endorsers can be held
responsible in this capacity without
notice of the default it puts upon business
men a very serious burden indeed, and
one which will hamper the free use of
instruments of credit, by means of which
modern commerce is carried on. It may
be said that they take this on themrselves
voluntarily, but the favor with which the
law regards surmties commends itself to
tiejudgment of every man of experience,
and it should least of all be curtailed
with regard ta bills and notes, which are
the wheels of commerce.

We think it unlikely that Parliament
will tamper with this section of the Law-
Merchant, merely to save a few careless
or impecunious debtors the costs.of a pro-
test. Apart from its general effect, the
influence oE such a Bill upon the business
of Notaries in this Province would be
rather serious, and we should not be sur-
prised ta find them up in arms against it,
unless indeed Mr. Smyth's Bill, like some
other mischievous enactments, should be
passed through, because it has escaped
the attention of practical members as well
as of the public.

llAR~BOR COMMISS]OIGRS' REPORT.
The president's report ta the annual

meeting of the H1arbor Commissioners on
the 1211h inst. is on the whole satisfactory.

BANM INSPECTIONi.

The propriety of giving the Finance
Minister " the immediate and direct
supervision of banks " was urged on the
House of Commons by Mr. Casgrain, on
the ground that losses liad been sustain-
ed, in tnany instances, by shareholders,
who thought proper to embark in a busi-
ness which cannot be conducted without

loss, and especially in periods of severe
depression, such as that, which prevailei
during the- period froa 1874 ta 1878.
There was nothing in Mr. Casgrains re-
marks ta lead to the supposition, that he
was at all acquainted with the subject
which he brought before the House. le
suggested a limitation ta the borrowing
powers of directors. His restriction
would siniply have the effect that bank
directors engaged in business wouald be
compelled ta keep their accounts with
other boaks than their own, which would

change Bank, the collapse of which has
caused a greater proportionate amount Of
loss than any other that has taken place
since confederation, the lasses were
caused, it may be safely affirmed, solely
owing ta concealament from the directors.

PREVENTION OF PIRES.

Mr. Wallace F. Peck writes ta the New
York Monitor shggesting a scheme for the
prevention of fires which ls substantially
the same as has been so oftén recom-
mended in the columus of this journal.
Ie first draws attention to the immense
number of buildings in constant danger
of destruction by reason of defects which
the owners or occupants would correct .if
proper pressure were brouglt ta bear
upon them, and then to the fact that in-
spection by individual companies ls of no
value, because, if the risk is declined by
the company inspecting, it la accepted by
another, the reason being that most of
such inspections are superficial and:by
incompetentor. inexperienced men, andi-
that the system being.for.individual com-
panies, instead of for the entire business,
it neither instructs ignorant men nor:
compels.careless and dishonestones. But,:
he observes, many risks are accepted
without any survey whatever, .vhereas, if
the facts .were known, they wotuld be re-
fused by every office, andîthe ;brokers:.
present such risks to offices where in-

speetion is .,not practised or, if soi is not
properly performed.

,Insuggesting a remedy, lie rèfers to

We think that, ta be successful, such a
Buieau requires the endorsement of the.
companies, because, unless .the principal,
can state positively and wit.h authority
that undesit'able riaks will not be carried
by the insurance companies, he would be
powerless ta effect- reforma,- however
necessary. they might be to the safety of
the property.

There
is a letter in the Toronto lVeek froi the
sanie gentlemaii on the relations between
the Provinces of the Dominion, the abject
being to refute an assertion made by
another contributor ta the leek that the
Provinces know and care little about one
another. As to mere local politics the
States of the Anerican Union take no
interest in them, out of their own State,
but it is true that in Canada, as in the
States, all questions relating to commerce
and ta Dominion politics are felt to be of

gener ai in terest, and are so treated.
Mr. lHague lias not failed to notice one

point on which very erroneous opinions
are fron time to time expressed. le ob-
serves that ''a full reciprocity with the
i United States is advocated as a remedy
i for certain evils," and adds: Il But it

ci must be borne in mind tiat full recipro-
" city with the United States wouild not
c be possible without full reciprocity with
ce Great Britain iaso. This would of course
" involve an entire abolition of our eus.

TUE EGG TRADE.

The depressing effects of over-produce-
tion are perihaps nowhere felt et the

moent witi greater enpiasis than in
the egg trade. Of late years the expor-
tation of Canadian eggs ta the United

States bas assumed large proportions dur-

ing the fall and winter months, and bas
frequently resulted in big piofits ta ship-
purs. This sem.on, however, ias been an
exception ta the rule, and those who get
back first cost of their piclded stock may
bu considered fortunate. The demorali-
zation of the egg market hure and in the
United States is'due in p art ta the large
importation of German and Danish eggs
te Atlantic ports, which bave corne into
competition with the product of this
continent, and kept prices at an abnor-
nally low ebb, at tirough the season.
European eggs are now' regularly called
for in New York, where they sell for 2
cents per dozen 'below Canadian, bath
fresh and limaed. The contrast between
the market now and a year ago is very
remarkable, as " fresh held " stock then
sold in Montreai at 40 cen ts per dozen, and
iimed at 35 cents wiolesale, hviiist to-day
" fresh held " are oifered at 18 ta 19 cents,
and lined at 17 cents pur dozen. The
highest price realized lest winter in a
wholesale way was 45 cents. The "fresh
laid " eggs supplied ta family grocers by
the wholesale dealers in this city have
been selling at 28 te 30 cents, as against
45c. ta 55 a year ago. Within the past
.two weeks eggs have been consigned
te this market by. parties in Ontario who
never shipped hure before, owing te the
glutted state of the American markets,
and, ta add te the perplexity of the situa.
tion, shipments of Germsan limed eggs
have already been made te this market
from the States, which la reversing the
order of things altogether. The first mild
spell will probably have the effect of
bringing in quite a nuinber of new-laid
eggs, which will not heip the sale of hield
stock, whichb is large, bath bure and in
the West. It is stated that an extensive
packing establishment west of. Toronto
intends te take the risk of holding over a
considerable portion of its eggs until an-
other season, rather than accept present
low prices. It is cliied that by a cer-
tain process eggs can bu kept from one
season into anothser witlout deterioration.
We are not in a position ta say that this
is impossible, but we are prepared te
give an opinion that 2-year old eggs would
scarcely be palatable adjuncts ta a rasher
of bacon. Of late years the exportation
of eggas from Canada te the United Status
lias been an important item, amounting
te between 13,000,000 and 14,000,000
dozen annually, and valued at about ?2,-
250,000. It is unfortunate that Canadian
as well as American shippers, who have
hitherto depended upon the cities of the
Atlantic seaboard for a market for a large
portion of their limed stock, should meet
with such keen coipetition from Euro-

pean sources. It appears that whilst-
American and Canadian eggs bave been
held in New York for butter prices, they
were being undersold by the receivers of
the German produet by several cents pur
dozen. The result is tiat large quantities
are now in the hands of New York and
Boston commission men, which are ditli-
cult ta realize upon.

CANADIAN INDUSTRIES.

The report of Mr. A. Il. Blackeby,
commissioner for Ontario and Quebec ta
enquire and report on the development
of manufacturing industries, bas been
presented ta Parliament, and, as might
have been expected, shows an enormous
increase in the capital invested, in the
bands employed, and in the wages éarned
in the years selected for comparison, 1878
and 1884. A similar report was made by
Mr. E. Willis, commissioner for the Mar.
time Provinces. From the detailed
statement of the factories in Ontario and
Quebec, we learn that in 1878 there
were 467 factories employiig 27,869 hands,
while in 1884 there were 725 employing
55,533 hands. It is not in our power ta
notice the report in detail, but we may
glance at one or two of the special indus-
tries, and especially at cotton. It appears
tbat in 1878 there were only 4 cotton
factoties and in 1884, 17. The increase of
capital invested in cotton factories be-
tween the two periods was $4,998,000. It
would add much ta the value of the report
if there was a reliable statement of the
value of the investments at the two
periods covered by the report. We shall
on the subject of this industry give the
substance of the commissioners' report:

Ailthoigh for tie pastyear oreigiteen umonths
cotton sanufacturing bas been in a depressed
condi tion, and milIs have, in few cases, worked
the whole of their machinery or employed a
full staff of operatives, there is still no com-
parison possible between tie years 1878 and
1884. It is not considered by the writer to be
any part of his duty te discuss in this report
the profits or lasses made by proprietors, or
holders of stock, in these mils, nor, indeed,
bas be the information which w'ould enable bia
ta do se intelligentily, but only te treat of the
matter from an industrial standpoint. Has the
abject which the Government Lad in view in
inposing additional duties upon cotton goods
becn achieveid ? Has the .changed fiscal policy
been the means o providing employment for
Canadian citizens in this branci of industry ?
Looking at the mattei in this liglht, there can
be but one answer. The tariif bas bad its full
elflect in tis direction. In spi teof the-faet that
some mills were closed down for a portion of
the year 1884; in spite of the fact that somae Of
their machinery is standing idle; despite all
the drawbacks whici the trade bas bad ta con-
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tend against, there were employed: in that year
in this iu<lîstry.in the factories of Ontario and
Quebec, leaivinxg out of sight the large mills in
the Maritime Provinces, 3,140 mare operativrs
tiiin found work in- 1878. And, aoreover, ai-
though the hands einployed have beeu working
i, bxt woo many cases ons short tinse, and al-
thougli by reason of the improved machinery
now in use a sumaller and òheiaper case of labor
Cin bc employed, the figures show thxat thei
averago wages paid vas higher by $7.50 in
1884 thsan it was fin 1878. Ilay it not therefore
withx confidence b asserted thlat tie abject of
the Government has been tixlly aclieved; that
vork has beesn more plentifil and wages highxer
Even in this much talked of industry than was
tie case previous to the change of tariff? Many
linxes of cotton goods are nvow being produxced
i, Caxnada which were not made prior ta 1870,
ald a xmongst the monst important of these is

printed goods. The year 1881 witnxessed tise
production of the first piece of printed cotton
ever made in Canada and, very appropriately,
thxe presses were first made ta revolve on the
natal dey of the Dominion.

'the agricultural imsplement industry is
specially interesting, owing te the discon-
tent which has been manifested in the
Province of ianitoba at the protective
duty exacted on foreign imports. The
new nanuifactures are 18 in number, and
there ias been an increase in the capital
invested of $2,068,500. We shall give
that portion af the report which specially
bears ons the North Western trade, and
which ie as follows :

lin the eider Provinces the market for these
impîlemxents is monopolized by the home manu-
facturer, but in the iorthwest, in spsite of thei
recenst inlcreese of duxty, thsere is stUl same
Uxited States competitio. This competition
is accounted for in several ways. There is,
first, the prejuxdice in favor of the superiority
tif United States made implements as adapted
to prairie farming, which still lingers in same
minds, but is being gradually rooted out by
reason of the excecdingly fine machxines now
being produced by Canadian 'makers, which
maîssy safely .o compared, for excellence of de-
signi, good workmiansbip and facilities for doing
tise nork for whiclh they are intended, with le
produsction of ainy nation in the world. Thon
tihere is the question of freight rates, which in
the past has militated against the -Canadians
and in avor of the Western States manufiac-
turer. This caeuse, however, does not exist nsow,
as during the past season freight rates ta the
Nortlwest have beens reduced very largely.
One manufacturer, wlho in 1883 piaidl $300 ier
car to Manitoba, waiss ible ta obtain cars during
the season of 188 1 for $150. li consequence of
this reduction ie .was enabled to sell his im-
plemsents in tise Northwest 15 pcr cent cheaeper
that in the preceding yeair, as it is the custon
ta selI goods in that country at the samse price
as in Ontario, with freiglst added. But there is
still anotiher reason why the United States
manufacturer is able ta sell some implements
in the Canadian Northwest, and it is a very
unfair advantage which this reason gives him
Cver his Canadian competitor. As le well
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known, the.harvest seaserfin theSoutlswestern
States commences at a mnch ecarlier date thin
in the more northerns territory, and at tie o en-
ing of tei season in the Soutis the United States
implement maker bas a stock of his goodi on
the groaud fer sale, and disposes of as man'y of

Having derived a
g¯od profit from his earlier sales lie is prepared
ta dispose of wiat remain even at sacrifice
prices rathexr tlan Cake them back ta his factory.
Eaci year adds snany improvem sents ta these
imilements, and ce a consequence machines
made one yecr do not bring nearly as goed xa
price the following season. In view of this
fact,aand also that the freight rate back to thse
works would b a considerable item the market
is flooded et this timae of the year with machines
for whichs almost any price efforce would ob
taken. Wsen it is considerd thxat this is the
main market of the Canadian maker, ont of
whicls if ie does not make a profit ie cannot
expect ta make aprolit at all; mixwes it is further
considered thait the Canadian-made implement
casnot renh the earlier and more profitable
imaiket in the south by reason of the prohibitive
dusties of the United States, it will be conceded
that the competition is c decidedly unfair one,
one from which hlie Canadian manufacturer may
with propriety ask the Govornmenit of the couin-
try in which ie does business to relieve him.
The lst change in the duties on these imple-
smensts ias hade its effect on this class of com-
potition, and if the duxties are retained in their
present position will eventually kill it off.
With rferexnce ta the prices at' which these im-
plements have been sold, mauifacturers gener-
ally concir in saying that during the past six
years prices have been reduced from 15 tn 25
per cent. Specific figures were given in some
cases, a few' of wrhich may be noted. One
manufacturer wha formery sold bis mialke of
reapers at S110 now sells at$80, ansother ihose
reaper in 1878 sold at $98 now selle et $80. 1-is
mowers formerly $633 are now $50; drills, $70
ta $72, are now sold at $60 ; another wiho sold
his reaters in 1878 at $105 now gets but $90 ;
another now sells mowers at $60 for which in
1878 ie got $75; asnother sells his reapers at
$80 who six years aga sol] the same descrip..
tion at $120 ; another who used te obtain $525
for a threshing machine and borse poeer now
selle et a 475; another snys ie redssced the
price of his binders 25 per cent this yenr; an-
other who fat year sold binders ait from $S300
tn .3410 thsis year sells. at from $275 ta $300.
Morc answers of a like kindmiglst be given, but
enougli has been advanced ta show the percen-
tage of decrease ivhich hias taken place during
the pasit six years. In conclusion, it may be
sale] thlat this class of manufacturers are in a
fairly prosperoiIs condition, and, taken as a
w hlse, look for vard hopefully tan remunerative
season's business in 1885.

CAUSES 0F ÓLdÉSE "

Under this heading, the anual rort
of the Guara tee Company ar North
America contains so much souncl sense
in so little compass, that iL will vell repay
every business man ta turn again t ur
issue of tih inst. and study the question,
in the light of Mr. Rawlings' excellent re-
marks.

We. shall, however, apply the report
to other branches of business: " Many of .
the losses' in mercantile business . are.
owing ta looseness ot management ani
defective supervision of salesmen, wlere-
by irresponsible. and unreliable persons
are trusted with goods on crodit, andi are
accommoclated with renewvals of notes
which should be promptlysent for collec,
tion, whereby undue opportunities te de.
fault have been afforded.

l Many of the losses " l fire insurance
are oving to looseness a management
and defective systems of supervision over
agents and inspection of risks, wlereby',
the dangerous element of implicit con-
fidence in agents encourages.them te send
in applications whiclh they know te be
undesirable, and upon risks , which, if
thoroughly inspected by competent mien,
would be reconstructed se as not to burn,
or the policies would be cancelled.

.Many of tie losses " in Life Insurance
which come se quickly aifter the issuing
of the policies are owing te looseness of
management and defective system of
supervision of agents and nedical.exami-
ners whereby the diseased lives of per-
sons in whom they are personally inter-
ested are passed off on the companies as
sound.

c Another, and very prevalent one," is
puting inexperienced persans into posi-
tions of trust as merchants, salesmen,
bookkeepers, or agents of.companies.

When manulacturers, wholesale dealers
and merchants do not "hesitate te de-
cline further transactions " with ir'espon-
sible, inexperienced, extravagant and dis-
honest purchasers of 'goods their 'ratio
oa lasses" will be considerably reducecl,
as will those of the fire and life insurance
companies when .they. decline .further
transactions withl agents whose sole re-
commendation is volume of business.

" One of thesmost prevalent sources o
lasses " in all businesses is "speculation :'
the man who sells and the man who buys
extraordinary quantities of goods on the
chances of changes in the markret only,
or who deals in margins instead of mind-
ing bis own legitimate business is in a
fair way ta, make insolvencies and fire
losses.
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"AÄnotherelement is the 'to frequent
occuñreícè1 of collusion with dishonest
debtors for the purpose of obtaining too
favorable ettlenents with the other

creditors,whilst holding special guarantees

for the payment of their own claims, and
wih incendiaries arid scotindrels for the

purpose of extorting from insurance com-

panies payment of exorbitant claims.

" Local justices " will certify almost any
claim for loss, and most juries look with

leniency upon any attetnipt to defraud

either wholesale merchants. or corpora-
tioüs.

.!Again, in some cases," se long as the

work to be done by the wholesale mer-

chant is not absolutely such as to render
him liable to ériminal prosecution, some
of them will syinpathize witli a known
scoundrel until lie succeeds in his frauds,
and'then, when lie uses the knowledge
and experience .he bas gained, under
their tuition, for, the purpose of defraud-
ing.then, they will cry out against the
depravity of human nature, but until

they'are financially hurt [bey ivill do no-
thiig to assist in the punishnent of the
scolinîdrels.

As a whble, the report of the Guarantee
Company.is the most outspoken denun-
ciation of frauds, by the collusion and
procuration of respectable persons, which
we have seen for a long time.

THE LATE MR. CRAMP.

The unexpected announcement on
Wednesday morning of the death of Mr.
Thomas Cramp tlhrew universal gloom on
the city , Mr. Cranp liad been following
his usual avocations on Monday, appar-
ently in good health, although it lias
since become knownî that ho was coin-
plaining. On the evening of that day,
notWithstanding the storm which had
commenced, he could not bc persuaded
to abandon his intention of attending a
meeting at the Boys' Home, in which, as
in allour public institutions, he took a
deep interest. 'T'lie consequence of bis
exposure to the severe weather was a
core liroat of an aggravated character,
whichrendered an operation necessary,
but, medical aidwas vain, and lie"expired
early'on Wediiesday moring.
