- The report of the Superintendent of Insurance upor the pro-
gress of life insurance during the year just past, emphasizes the
fact that although the total income (both from premiums and
from interest) of the various cempanies shows o steady increase,
the profits accrded, as evidenced in the amount of dividends
paid to shareholders in insurance companies, have declined in
an equally rapid ratio. Wegive n few of the principal figures to
point out the grounds upon which we base this atatement. '.I.‘hey

companies showed a gain of $4,215,555, while each of the foreign

- classes had deficits of $987,239 and $391,654 respectively, we can
see pretty distinctly that the foréign companies are certainly
. absorbing some of the business which in former* years went to
our own concerns. ~ As yet, however, the home companies still
gocure the lion's share of public patronage. Of the total written
during the year $24,876,259 fell to Canadian companies, $3,985,
787 to Brilish companies and $12,364,453 to American com.
panies, These figures show that the Canadian companies took
a8 much as all their rivals put tégether, and had still over eight

and a half millions to spare.

We next have to consider the amount of insurance termi-
nated during the year; and, takmg that which terminated in
natural course by death, maturity, or expiry, we find that it
amounts to $2,867,633; or $422,012 more than the previous year's
figures. This is, of course, s purely normal change. Bat when
we come to those policies which terminated by surrender and
lapse we find no less than $18,375 555-—2 jump of over four and

* a-quarter millions over the total of 1887. This shows a per-
centage of $13.51 for natural course, and $86.55 for surrender and
- lapse per $1,000 of current risk, as against $12.85 and $73.80
respectively, IZividently the tightness of money during the year
‘under review had a. material effect upon insurance; for this

#éems to show that the public genorally were compelled to cur-.

tail the amount they carried, even if in some cases they had not
to drop it entirely.

We next come to the death rate for the ‘year, and here again
we find an increase in the ratio of deaths per 1,000 of insured
persons over that of 1887 and 1886. - The fizures are :—

‘Chis i8 due not to any increase in the actual death rate; but to
the fact that the percentage of deaths per 1,000 hag naturally in-
creased year by year in the figures furnished by retired ‘com-
panies. Thus, out of 5,875 lives entered as exposed to risk in
these eompanies, no less than 188, or 28.48 per 1,000, bave died
during the year. This has, of.course, had the effect of matermlly
increasing the apparent death ratio of the whole.

Taken all round, the report ie a fuirly satisfactory one, and
considering the stringency of money during the period under re-

view, itshows how thorouuhly the benefits of life insurance are-

appreclated “The increase in the number of lapsed policies was
_only topbe expected under the circumstances, Merchanis and
farmers weré compellad {o-retrench in every direction, and
therefore naturally cut down their lmes of insurance as low as
possible. Now that there is every prospect of better .times
" supervening, we shall expect to see them take up fresh lines to
replace those dropped under pressure of circumstances, and
therefore can predict that.the amount of business done in 1889
will show a'very marked advance over the figures of last year.

RAILWAY CONSTRUCTION.

The record of railway construction on this continent durmg’

the past quarter of a centuryf has been an interesting - chapter

in jndustrial and engineering life, and has attracted attention:

all over the world. The statistics for the past half year are now
before us, and from several causes it is seen that the amount of
railroad building has been'less than-half as great as-during the
first balf of: last year.

Consequeptly the money -
whick is being spent on railway ventures across the lines ap-
pears to be expanded judiciously, the result being a decided im- -
provement in the great Republic's transport system. The statis- =
tics referred to show that the construction of railways in the -
United States during the first half of 1889 has been divided be-
tween 123 linés and 31 of the States and Territories. The new .
lines aggregated 1,522 miles or an avorage of 12.3 miles psr.rail-
way. Itigstated, as a matter of fact, that only two railways -
have built as much as forty miles of track so that it will be seen -
that the mileage added to the railway system wag pretty - - »
widely distributed.

Montrenl has acquired, and probably not - w1thout aomo '
grouuds, the reputation of being a slow and conservative chy,_'
reluctant to_adopt new ideas and unwilling to abandon customs
and -methods -of doing business with which long usago has
rendered her citizens familiar. Tt .is ovwing to this ‘innate.
conservatism, that any radical change in the present relatxon

to the winds, and prove thomselves fully as npprecmtwa of he
improvement -as any . of the most go-nhead citxeu'on ﬂmf
continent.

This has been Just the expenonce of tho company whxchhas
been organized in this city for the purpose of supplymg butchera,
"mest dealors, and. other large consumers; . with “meat kllled i
under’ government_inspection, stripped of all offal and use]es
portlons, refrlgerated for four days without contact wnh ico, ang:
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public consumplion. The advantages to the consumer are many
and obvious, In the first place he gets a fur hetter class of
meat than any butcher can afford to buy on the hoof. Under
ordinary circumstances the drover who brings down a car
load of eattle disposes of them to a mwiddleman who in his turn
peddles them out to the hulchers. The animal comes to market
hot and tired on the Monduy morning; it is purchased and
killed without delay, and probably will be exposed for sale on
the Tuesday following, when it is really unfit to eat. Note the
difference with the company! Handling, as they do,” 1,000
carcasses per week, they cau purchase direct, allow the cattle
plenty of time to recover from tbe effects of the journey, have
them properly killed under the eye of the government inspector‘
and then keop the butchered carcass for four days at a tempera-
ture of 80 degrees Fahrenheit, until it is in the primest condition
for the market.

Nor this alone, We hear many complaints of the ice
chambers and of the qualily of ice used in these chambers by
the average butcher: we hear of meat sodden by contact with
sewngo ice, and tainted by the unwholesome air of the refriger:
ator: such meat caunot be considered wholesome. The meat
furnished by the company is hung in large, cool, airy rooms,
freer from any tzint or smell than mauy of our parlors, and kept
ab an average temperature of 36 degrees by coils of pipe carry-
ing n solution of chilled brine, frozen by ammonia gas in an ice
machine entirely disconnecied with the main buailding, Such
meat i8 lmmmlly in the very primest condition when offered to
the bulcher. 1t has never baen frozen (as is the case in some
refrigorators); it huns never even boen i in contact with any cold
gubstance except atmospheric airy it has been carefully
hutcehered, skinned and all the offal removed under an inspect-
or's eye; it had been brought from the abaltoir in a refrigerator
car, and; lagtly, it has hung for four days in a cold, dry, room
where the temperature has been just sufliciently low to prevent
decomposition and to mellow and soften the fibrin of the meat,
while at llio sume time not low-enough to allow it to freeze and
thng lose any of its juices or delicate flavor.

So much for the advantages to the consumer. Let us now
take the case of the butther. In this instance, too, we can see
distinel advantages to bo gained. The company are willing to
gupply him with properly killed and hung meatat u cost of fully
o5 per cont. less than it costs” him at present to purchase an
animal and kill it himselll They will gell him hind quarters of
beof (if necessary, free from shank and flauk) at a price that
amount below what he is at present paying for similar meat.
Heo makos-no loss by offul or by unsaleable parts, Ile receives
his moat in the primest condition. He is saved cartage, killiqu
oxponses, the worry and trouble of purchasing and driving catile,
and the loss by imperfect refrigeration, and lastly he can give
avery customer the primesl cats at the minimum of cost and
with the quality of thoe meat and its entire freedom from discnsp,
gunrantesd.

Is not this suflicient advantage? Of course. wo. are aware
that so radical & change in existing methods is certain to arouse
opposition from interested parties. The middlemen will be
against it Lo a man, The slaugbtermen and drivers and ll
thoso employves whose pluces are dependent upon the reteution
of oxisting methods, will steadfastly oppose such a change; no
matter how beneficial it may prove to the consuming publie,
And lastly wo have to contend against the obstinate conserva-
tisw of & corbain clags of buichers who argne that whatever was
good enough for their fathers is good enough for them; and who
seem to look upou any improvement, or innovation'in the trade,
a8 a slur upon their own ceapacity. “We have always done so,
thorefore we always must.” That seems {o be theirmotio; and,
thereforo, srgument, outside of an appeal to their pockets; is out
of the question. DBut let their customers once. find out the ad-
vaniages to be gained under the new gystem and we shull s00n
find that this class of butchers will have to choose between
Joaving their old dirty ways or losing their trade.

The projectors of the enlerprise, who have inaugurated
this now doparture, have spared neither money nor paing to
make their ontm‘priso & guccoss.

by the ripened oxperience of other and larger concerns, and theu’_
plant and appliances aro of theé most improved character. "The-

central tank. The machine, or -rather engine, by which ‘it is
chilled is most ingenious. Highly compressed  ammonis - gas is
forced by a piston into a separator, in which the oil is remoyed,
and next into a condensing tank filled with coils surrounded by
a constant flow of cold water, The highly compressed and con-
sequently heated gas, -bacomes cooled and liguefied into an-
hydrous liquid ammonia. This is carried info a tank containing a
solution of brine (which is used because plain water would:
freeze) and allowed to expand. In doing so it absorbs a large
amount of heat from whatever substance it comes in contact
with, and thus lowers the toemperature of the brine below the
freezing point of the water. I'he ammonia (once more become
a gas) returns to the compressor to be again used, The chilled
brine c¢irculates through the cooling rooms keeping the tempera-
ture always fixed and steady, and finally returns to the tank to
be re-chilled and used once more.

These are the main features of the systemof meatsupply which
is now in vogue in every large city on this continent and hasnow .
been introduced into our own. Its points are increased cleanli-
ness in dregsing and slaughtering, guarantee of quality and
entire freedom from disease, absolute abolition of decomposition:
and its by-produets, the certainty of acquiring the maximum of
flavor and nutrition, and lagtly & minimum of cost. These are
advantages that cannot be too highly estimated The old*dirty
method -of buying meatslaughtered in yards and barns, and hung
in shops tainted with foul odors and swarming with {flies, will be
done away with., The purchaser of the future will purchase his
meat bright, fresh, and untaintel from the cooling rooms, and
will actually save money while . getiing a befter and far more
healthy article. Such a change will do more for the health of
the city than a dozen sanitury boards. Itis an application of
the principles of common senss to an everyday transaction; and
when once its advantages shall have rendered it popular, con-
sumers will wonder how thay ever put‘. up 8o long w1bh the- old
order of things.

SUGAR PRODUCTION AND DUTIES.

It has heen eatlmut.ed by the Liverpool Journul of Co7nme1cc
that the -annual consumption of sugar -in the Unitad States is
over a milion and three quarter tons and our contemporary re-
marks thereon as follows :—* 1t is important £o produce beet
sugar in the United States, as the supply of cane sugar does not
suflice o meet Je consumptive demand. I'rance ig in thé same
plight. The politicians of the French Republic encourage the
cultivationofbeet, root,bscause it enriches the agricultural classes
and tends lo cheapen the price of angar, while affording em.
ployment to a considerable number of persons in the cleaning,
conveying, and manufacturing of beets ihto sugar. Had it not
been for tho production of sugar from beets there would have
been such a dearth as to have raised the price to such an extent
that the purchase of sugar would have been beyond the means
of the ill-paid atnong thé working clagses everywhere.”

Not only is this true, but it is also a fact, that England, in
loding lier position as a sugar refining country, has also lost the
manufacture and sale of sugar manufacturing machinery, that
trade having gone to France and Germany. The iron and metal .
trade is one of the most important in Great Britain, but she i is,
especially, in the advanced branches of nachinery and hardware,
finding a formidable compohtlon in the.United Statgs. If the
politicians of the. American Republic, says a well known metal
journal, would take 08 enlightened a view of the -situation ag

those of France and Germany, the price of sugir to consumers
would be cheapened, our agricultural classes would he enriched
by their share of nearly one hundred million dollars sent out of
the country aunually for foreign grown sugars and our manu-
facturers of machinery would be full of orders for appliances used
in the cultivation, prepumtlon and trengportation of sugar ;
besides which, we would be in a fair way to furnish machinery
to other sugar growing countries. ' They, however, seem inclined
to listen to the voice of sugar 1mportera and a8 far as poasible
reduce the amount of sugar gréwn in the country, by reducing
the encouragement to grow it. This is unfortunate, as thg;e are
few countries in the world so well adapted'to sugar growing as
the United States. The belt in which cane sugar can be grown

.is covered by that in which sorghum is most productive, nud

that again is lupped by the\zone in which beets should produce
as mtich sugar ag in either ‘France or Germany. A. very little
encouragement would énable us to not only produce all the sugar
neeeded for consumpuon here, but - to produco an excess for ex-
port.atlon.

Sk Caneda, we' mlght n.dd in connect.ron with ouf contemporary 8
remarks, has’ tned eugu.r growrng on a -small scale but did nof
find it proﬁtable. It seems mora than ‘likely, however, that the
future wxll goe the United States a great sugar producing country
Just now, the huge SugarTrust is supreme.and has become darmg
enough to practxcally defy the government in its efforts to secure
the reinstatement in the service of:the United State of men who
were ‘discharged for a reputdtion of undue intimacy with the
Trust’s officers, It is also endeavormg to secare & reduction of
the duties on sugars. “In the. mterest of the pubhc a uniform
rate of duty, as suggested gome’ yeara ago, is again proposed.
Some writers and anthorities advoca.l.o raigsing the duty to 2ca
poind, This fromi ‘one free trade point of view would so swell
the revenue from eugar that forced reductions would necessarily
be made in duties’ that are more purely protective. The duty on
suger is one of the’ highest on the list and the United States pro-
duces 8o lxttle Bugar thatits price i§ practically the foreign value,
plus the duty. “Therefore this tariff is a tax on every consumer.
It is doubtful if any increase in duty will be tolerated until, at
least, the sugar growing interest bacomes powerful. The evils
of under valuation are also prominent enough at the present rate
of dut;y A uniform duty of one cent & pound would be more in
accordance with progressive ideas and the expectations of the
great mass of consumers. This question of duties is one of con-
siderable importance to Canada as a radical change mlght make
changes in our own tariff necessary.

CANADA - AND NEWFOUNDLAND.

A contention in ‘a former issue, in an article on Canadian ex-
ports, that the necessary expansion of our trade and commerce
called for the cultivation of better relations, not solely, or chiefly,
with foreign countries, such as China, Japan, Australia and New
Zealand, but with much nearer neighbors, has called forth con-
siderable approval in this city. In the case of Newfoundland,
evidence has accumulated of late that the island is gradually
nearing a period of transition, and once more the question of
admitting the foggy dependency into Confederation becomes
prominent.

- From conversations with busifess men, recently returned
from-the island, there can be no doubt that the immediate
future of the country is becoming a burning topie, not only with
the prol‘eseronal politicians but with all clagges in the com-
munity.  In making this statement, or rather in recording the
opinione of those who shoild be qualified to speak, we do not
lose sight of the fact that political questions are frequently dis-
cudtiad on the island with unnsual bitterness, exemplifying the
old saying, “ The smaller the pit the fiercer the rats will fight.”
'hree courses seem to be open and are fully discussed : union
with Canada, a closer ‘and more satisfactory connechon w1th
Great Britain, or annexation with the Uniled States.

The importance to Canada of the absorption of Newfoundland,
has been recoguized since Confederntlon but since the sesslon
of 1888, when overtures were made for o conference, the subject
does not appear to have’ received_the attention it deserves.
Unfortunately the poor harvests of the past two years have
greatly lessened trade in Canadian products owing to the lower
prices ruling in the United States; and although much of the
American produce sent forward hne passed ‘through.the hands

of Montreal ﬁrms, the superiority of the larger American

market has . asserted, 1tself .and draws attention to the advant-
ages which .would, result from annexation to the Amierican
Republic.- So far as the maintenance .of the present colonial
relation .with Great Britain is concerned, the apathy of the
British Govemment thh regard to French aggreasrons, even to
the extent . of countenancmg and mdmg I‘rench fishermen, has
caused :deep dissatisfaction. and- even alarm, ‘and the recent
attempt to atouse public seutlment in England on this question

The time is probably
not far’distant when this question will press for immediate and
final solution, and we trust it will result in the union of Canada
and Newfoundland,

GREAT BRITAIN'S COTTON MILLS.

The nclivity and préﬁtublu vesults that marked the year of 1888
appenr to have been continued during the six months ended with
June 30.  According to tho London Jonomist the margin shown
botween ynrn and American cotton for the past six months' has been
decidedly encournging, The snme authority cites forty-two of the
lnrédst mills with o totul ghave erpital of £1,782,669, bosides a bor-
rowed capital of £1,446,885 and morigage lonns by sixteen of the mills
nmonnting to £300,000 as affording proof of its statement. Besides
paying the intersst on tho lonn and wmortgagoe capital tho net profits
amount to £85,751 or s little over the rate of ten per cent. per annum,
In the face of tho recont claims of the Ootton Spinners Association,
that tho price of colton at Liverpool was being maintained against the
mills by the lolders of that staple, the above resulis are surprising
but they must be decidedly gratifying to the sharcholders. .

This continued prosperity in tho cotton goods trade has oxcited
capitalists 1o a groator degreo than bas beon shown since 1879, and
alrendy soven now mills, to contain 650,000 spindles, ate being built,
in addition to sevoral old ones started up, There are also some now
onos that have boon completed and put in operation within tho period
named.. .

In this conncetion it-is importaut to know that the above results
wero ob.ained Ly spinners of American cotton, from which it is natursl
to infer that that staple promises to bo in Inrger demand than ever,

Our cousing across the water huvo made many refurences to the large -

dividends enrued and pnid Inst year by some of our cotton mills; but
the fact remuing that the mills on this side have been doing but little
if any bettor than thoso reforred to across the water, when allowance

AMERICAN RELATIONS.
The more the petty diplomacy of the United States, with regard

to Canadian questions, is examined and discussed, the more unsatis- -

factory and absurd it appears, and the executive officials are beginning
to seo that the attompts to ifjure and isolate the Dominion are calcu-
