The Christian Register, U. S (Unitarian)
says: “ We believe that no Church is address-
ing itself 8o earnestly to the work of carryiog
Christianity to the common people as is the
Episcopal Chureh.”

There are mearly ninety pariches in the
Diocese of Albany, sustained in part by the
Board of Missions, withont any assistance from
the Gereral Board. Less than half the parishes
of this dincese are self sustaining.

The Church Echo is the title of a new Church
paper published in Liondon. Its objeot is *to
raige up & Church party in the House of Com-
mons,” and “ to increase the political power
and ivfluence of the Cburch of ﬁngland.

Tae consecration of [the Rev. Cyrus F.
Knight as Bishop of Milwankee took place at
All Saint’s Cuthedral on March 26. Bishop
McLaren was Consecrator, and was assisted by
Bishops Gilbert, Burgess, Seymour, &nd
Tattle.

Tgx St. Andrew's Brotherhood is making
strides in Connecticut. We hear rumors of &
vow chapter in Hartford and another in New
Haven. A conference of chapters within the
diocese will be held, probably in New Haven,
on the third Satarday and Sunday in May, and
a diocesan union formed.

TaE Cathedral, Albany, N.Y., has received
from England a pair of brass oandlestioks, made
after the pattern of those in St. Paul’s, London,
which are in silver, Thoy are massive, and
elegant and hold one large candle each, ,which
are lighted at all early celebrations, and latter-
ly at the late celebration also.

IT appears from ihe Year Book of the Charch
of England, that in 1875 the number of persons
confirmed in England was under 138,000, whils
for 1888 the corresponding total was over 217,
000 ; an increase in thirteen years of nearly 58
per cent, which is almost four times as great ay
the growth of the popalation.

At arecent Sunday school meeting, & speaker
gaid: “In my own home, in Chicago, there
were four anarchists Sanday schools with 2,000
scholars, One of these was polish, and & friend
of his who understood thatlanguage went there
to learn what they taught. I found they taught
three things—that there was no God, that the
Bible was a lie, and that all property shculd be
in common.

That we take our Bibles when travelling, and
read them morning and evening.

That we wear our badges always, and in a
prominent po&ition.

Tbat we attempt to do sorce kind of Brother-
hood work in every place we satop.

That these resolutions bo printed in the
Cross that they mzy bo generally known by
Brotherhood men,

To remove one or two false notions which
exists in the minds of rome critics of the
Brotherhood, we append a country chapter's
invitation : *‘ We should like to have a few
more of our young moen who bave grit snd
mean business, join the chapter. There is no
secret work ; the initiation is merely a simple
religions service with an obligation to keep the
rules of prayer and service so long as you
remain in the Brotherhood. Members are not
expected 1o invite others to come and be like them—-
Heaven forbid | bui to come with them to that
Saviour whom sinners and saints alike need.
We do not want men who are eatisfied with
themselves, but men who believa they have
found & good thing and want to share it."”

A manuscript copy of the Gospels, for which
the price of £5,000 has been refused, is about to
come under the hammer in London. It is the
eplendid * Evangeliarum,” written in letters
ot gold on purple vellum, which was produced
by an Avglo-8axon scribe for Archbishop Wil-
frid of York about the year 670. According to
one account, this most interesting volume was
presented to King Henry VIII. by Fope Leo
X. on the occasion of conferring the title of
¢ Defender of the Faith;” and even the
German Professor Wattenbach, while dispnting
the accuracy of this story, agrees that the gift
was made to the See of York by Cardinal Wol-
sey, King Henry’s trusted Chancellor, and
Archbishop of York for the time being. Six
years ago 1t formed part ef the famous collec-
tion of manuscripts at Hamilton Pulace, and
when the present Duke disposed of these
treasures, it was purchased along with many
other valuable papers, for the Prassisu Govern.
ment, 8nd deposited in the Berlin Muoseum, It
wasg the Prussian Government which refused to
part with the York Gospels even for £5000 to
an HEpglish book-seller who was anxious to
possess himself of the prize. The value of the
book i of course greaily enhanoed by the
circumstance that there are only three or four
manueoripts of the eame kind now in existence.

OUR OLERGY: THEIR HELPS AND
‘ THEIR HINDRANCES.

There are many ways in which this subject
may be regarded. There is the clerical paper

view ; there is the secular paper view; the
High Churoh, the Low Church, the no Church

view ; there is the suspicious view and the
utilitarian view; the view combative and the
view sentimental, The olerical view or the
lay view of our work, may at all events be con-
sidered as the two broad divisions, and we may
well combine both views, For there is of
course the higher aspects of the office, and there
is of course the lower and practical aspect.
There is the ministry for Christ and the min-
istry to men, There is also the ideal and there
is the real in the life of the Cler gyman what he
ought to be, and what he mostly is, or may be-

come. Wo must eadly confess that there are
imperfections, but there are also many over-
looked benefits which may and do accrue to a
community from there being parsons smong
us. Being a Clergyman myself it might be ob-
jeoted that there is partiality in what is here
said; but I cannot bt believe that the pre-
senco and influence of an earnest and devoted
pastor, with his advantages of education and
refinement everywhere throughout the land
have a value very little realizcd and apprecia-
ted by men gonerally. They would not ulways
snub us and sneer us down ; or depreciate and
ridicule our work; or pooh pooh and system-
atically deny all oursimplest, most reasonable,
and natural requests and requirements; or re-
gard us with jealousy and dislike; if they
thought what an invalusble engine of govern
mont—to take even this low view of it—they
possess in the staff of educated gentlemen, who
enter &s volunteers upon surely no light and
merely pleasurable, no very remunerative em-
ployment,

To live among the people, in town or in
country ; to pass from homse to house, from
Great honse to Lisbourer’s cottage, & medium of
communication, a vehicle of information, be-
tween the rich and middle classes and poor ; to
make themselves sharers in the cares and trou-
bles, in the interests and joys of their flock; to
explain away little misundersiandings, to heal
litile sorenesses; to soothe little irritations; to
atone little feuds; to be a safety valae for little
dizscontents (all these being lurking and unde-
veloped dangers); to relieve want that would
never have been known, or have been known
by some outbreak of crime, but for their
gearching out; to go about preaching peace and
obedience, temperanoe, virtne, and godliness ;
instilling principles of order; refining and
raising the thoughts of the people by their con-
versation and influence, and even by their
visils; aiding in the improvement of their
hoeses by more pictures given them, in the
promotion of health and cleanlines-; to super-
intend and share in the edacation of the next
generation in intelligence, in moral, yet in re-
ligious principles—this is their work. And
now seppose such a moral-police system as this
were devised by some great statesman, and not
already though quietly at work, what country
would not hail such a plan as good, almost be-
youd even any reasonable hope?

Of course, many will say, all are not of this
etamp. But surely in any country, most of
the Clergy are thus engaged ; some no doubt,
more than others, some less, bat still most are
doing this work, Earnest men, good men, yes
holy men, working on unwearied, or not giv-
ing in to weariness, unromunerated, unthanked,
yea often thwarted and opposed —not, in many
oases, even expeoting promotion, certainly not
labouring for it, but really having at heart
their Great Master’s business. And further,
men of property there are among them (cer-
tainly in England) who devote their means—
not to making & show

in the world, not to’

luzury, nor pomp, nor pleasure—but to healing
the broken spirit, caring for the orphan, the -
fatherless and stranger, and making the widow’s
heart sing for joy; to the promotion of schools;
to the innocent amusement and advance of the:
people; to the extending and adorning of the
House of God, that none may be turned from
its doors, and nore pushed oust of sight or hear-
ing.

1s this 80, or is it not? Remember all this ;
ye readers of the Church gaper, next time you
hear a cry against us, and you are inclined to
join in the yell that is raised, because after all,
we are but hunian and fellow sinners—and mno
body of men can all he sinners—aud one
amongst us fails in judgment, in copsistency,
in love; or even one amongst us falls and soils
his Master’s garb. Think of this next time
you are tempted to join in & newspaper cry
against our power, our assumption, our pre-
tentions ; and perhaps, to lend & hand to those
who would fain see our Churches erumble, and
all the parsons in the Red Sea. If this were
ever 50, then would many a one lose their best
friend, and the whole country be ready to give
much for the recovery of that quiet ministry
again—that mighty engine for good, whose re-
sults are enjoyed by all, but by few traced back
to their source. We do not complain that
Clergymen should be more severely judged
than others ; it is natural, it is right, that this
should be so. But we do not think that the
public who have neither ‘ part nor lot in this
matter,’ are justified in meoting faithfuluness
with sneers and ourshortcomings with triumph
—and even oar foes wounld, we believe, forbear
to press 8o hardily on us, if they realised our’
earnest yearning for them. They would forbear
to cheer so loudly at the fall of one, if they re-
alised more the patient endurance and earnest
strife of the many agaiost sin and sin’s result,
sorrow, and death,

I do not like to deal in landation of the class
te whioh I have the privilege to belong ; but
while I am compelled to speak in self-commen-
dation, let me just ask—Has not the Parson
been the pioneer, and at one time, the sole stay
of the ednoation of the working man, of even
olaiming for him equal rights and privileges
with bis richer brethren in the House of God ?
And yet, we have men talking and writing
against the Clergy, as though for our own
private purposes and interosts we had secured
a most pleasurable and profitable employment.
There is nndoubtedly both pleasure and profit
in the work, but not of the kind which our gain-
sayers would most readily envy us. There is
hand and heart-aching work—work in weari-
ness and painfulness often—work which noth-
ing but earnest love to Christ and our peoble’s
souls could possibly sweeten, or render other-
wise than laborious and distasteful. From what
we hear or read sometimes of the Clergy, we
might imagine that for selfish ends, our individ-
ual pleasure or profit, we play the part of
schoolmasters of relieving offlcers, of a sort of
moral police, yes, of beggars, and are often
snnbbed and considered ‘ Troublers of Israel;’ I
do not exalt the work or do I complain of it;
I onlyjurge the unfairness of kicking away with
sbuse the plank that was once and at first, the
sole bridge—indeed we would gather that the
sine qua non of any efficient and adeguate edu-
cation for the masses is to shut out the Clergy
from taking any distinotive part in it. And
not a few would go turther and would pitch the
Bible out, atter the Catochism and the Prayer
Book.

I do not write all this in any unkind or con-
troversial spirit. I am only dealing with the
matter of fact. I do think we Clergy deserve
a less bitter and contemptuous tone than that
often used now-a-days in speaking or writing
of uc and of our work, I don’t think we get fair
play. I hope wo don’t work for praise of men.
We do o1r duty—or rather try to, for most of
us would own with & sorrowinl heart we come
infinitely short of it. Bat yet I must contend
that (even thus eonsidered) our servicesareo 1
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sowe valoe to the community; and that blame,
and hard words, and unkind feeliugs oftun fall
to our lot more than is quite deserved, at
the bands of our lay bre hren, however we
must be conscions of our many short-comings
in the sight of God.— Adapted from the People's
Magazine.

AMxERIOAN CATHEDRAL,—Bishop Coxe's idea
of a Cathedral.

“For the parade and titelar dignities of a
Cathedral I care very little. I think the
American Cathedral must, be a growth, and
must embody practical idess, suited to our age
and oircumstances. If I conld make a begin-
ning, I would secure a place, bowever humble,
for the daily service, and for a weekly Euchar-
ist. It should always be kept open as a retreat
for private devotions; and, on Sundays, it
should provide & succession of servicea from
six o'cloek in the morning till nine at night. It
should be the seat of city missions and a spirit-
ual home for the poor. In Advent and Lent,
the best preachers of the diocese should be call-
ed, in turn, to maintain courses of sermons, and
to aid the Bishop in popular instruction, which
should be kept up almost every evening.”

cess wrought out in the soul alone, and on the
other gide wonld make it wholly objective, a
mere mechanicsl transfer of Lenefits through a
formal and external acceptance of rites and ordi-
nances.

Bat the Lord's High Priesthood was a fed.
eral act. It did for man what man oould not
do for himself. It required of man that he
shonld accopt this act and make it his own by
deepest sympathy snd obedience of faith, And
thig wat typified moat perfostly in the service
of the groat day of atonement when the high
priest entered within the vail, bearing the
blood of the sacrifice. He alone might enter.
In that he stood apart from the people, He
was beheld of all, for he bore for all the offer-
ing of penitence, the sign of propitiation.

The great offering on Calvary was made for
men. The passing behind the vail of the
sopulchreo, the mysterious curtain of death, was
made for mon, bat by the priesthood of the
Lord it was also made by man; firat, bacanse
of the necessity of atonemeat, by resson of
man's Sinfulness; next beocause of the approach
of penitence which thus was effootuated throngh
the Lord.

The Priesthood, the High Priesthood of
Chrirt, is that tho representative act of man-
kind desiring restoration and reconeiliation,
Th.s which men caunot 50 much a3 even ask
rightly for themselves, Christ askas for them,
It is this aspect of the priesthood in its repre-
sentative office, acting in bohalf of the people,
which has beon saffered Lo becomo obscured by
that other idoa of the priesthood partioipating
in the work of the Lord in Hisoffering of Him-
self on high, and a8 it were protra~ting the sac-
rifice and distributing its bonofits,

1t may seem unimportant, bat thero is really
s vast differenco whether the High Priest be
looked upon a8 entering within the vail and
bearing for the people the blood of atonement,
or only as coming forth from it with the pro-
mise of an accomplished pardon.

Wx cannot tao plainly or too frequently em-
phasize the fact that it should be one mark of &
consistent Churchman or Churchwoman never
to give, and slways to decline, an invitation to
any entertainment, public or private, on any
fast day of the Church. All Fridays are fasts,
and 8o are the Ember and Rogation days, and
the days in Lent. There is need of & social re-
form in this matter throughout tho West, and
especially in the Dioceso of [owa.—Jfowa Ohurch-
man, :

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

Or2awa.—The quarterly meeting of the
Board of the Women's Auxiliary Diocese of On-
tario, was held in theschoolroom of St. George's
Church, Ottawa, March 18th, 1889.

The attendance was good The Ven. Arch-
deacon of Ottawa in thé chair. After singing
the Hymn * From Greenland’s icy Mountains,”
The Rector of St, George’s Church, Rev, P.
Owen Jones, read the Prayers. The Archdea-
con then spoke at some length upon the Mis-
sions in the Diocese ; he awarded great praise
to the ladies of the Church, and considered the
Auxiliary was doing a great work. He thought
the clergy who sacrificed comfort and ease to
teach and enlighten the poor Indians in their
far away homes shonld have every encourage-
ment and assistance.

After singing another hymn the President,
Mra, Tilton, read for Miss Feilding, the Secre-
tary, reports sent into her from the different
branches; they were from Ottaws, Kingston,
Rochesterville, Morrisburg, Broockville, Pres-
cott, Cataraqui, Picton, and Church Missionary
Gaild, Ottawa. Before addressing the meeting
concerning the work, she called attention to
the two mape drawn by a young man of St.
John's Church, Ottawa. She spoke of the ob-
jeots of the work, viz, : The Indians of the
Northwest, the Heathen of India and foreign
parts; hospital work in India had received
much interest and attention. The President
said she was most anxious to have assisiance
from the young women of the Diocese.

A Chippewa Indian named David Osaghee,
now holding & position in the Indian Depart-
ment, next spoke, giving the audience an idea
of the customs and habits of the Indians in
Walpole Island ; he said there were three tribes
on the island ; the Chippewas, the Ottawas and
Poteswataies ; the two last number 700; he
described them as being exceedingly neat and
clean, both aboat their persons and hounses. It
ig during the last 14 years that Missionaries
have been labouring there, and they have done
much good.

He was nine years old when he first went to
Mr. Wilson's school at Sault Ste. Marie; he
weont from there to & school at Muncey, where
the boys are taught farming as well as trades;
he after this attended an institution at Port
Hope, from there to the Civil service where he
is now in the lndian Department.

The Rev. John V. Towine’s speech was rather
short, as it was getting late in the evening ; he
said with regard to the work done by the W.A.
he could speak feelingly npon the subject, hav-
ing benefitted by their labors.

St. James' Church, Kingston, has sent them
at very short notice a valuable donation, about
$64 worth of clothing and Christmas presents
for Sunday school children, which numbered
ninety. These children were almost in & state
of nudity, and could not attend school; he
brought a message from the hoad Chief thank-
ing the ladies for their great kindaess and lib-
erality. After giving an account of the fearful
journeys he and his wife had taken at different
times ; he closed with thanking all who had
contributed to the Indian Building Mission
Fnnd, and the many acts of kindness shown to
himself. A collection was then taken wup of
$11.40. ’

A-hymn was sung, the Benmediotion pro-
rounced by the Ven. Archdeacon and the plea-
sant entertaining evening was brought to a
close,

Ix Mewmorrax.—Mrs. Smythe, the beloved
wife of the Rev. W. H. Smythe, incumbent of
St. Andrew’s Church, Wellington, Ontarie, de-
parted this life on the 9th ult,, much lamented,
in her 70th year. Mrs. Smythe was born in
Maningtre, Essex, Eng., of a highly respectable
parentage; her father being manager of a
branch bank of & London house in that place,
His early death left a widow aud six children,
with a sufficient means to ednoate them, of
wbich Mrs. Smythe received a liberal share,
and quite early in life became an accomplished
musician and parish organist,

In her fifteenth year she removed to Iondon,
where her habits of early piety and z2:al!» the

good of others, enlisted her in the work of the
teaching in the Ragged Schools on the Sandsy,
in which duty she cortinued for five yesars,
when she became the wife of t.e¢ Rev. W. H.
Smythe, being married in St. Matthew’s parish,
Bethnal Green. Turning from the work of
teaching “ gutter snipes” in London, she at
once entered int. every available plan of paro-
chial work of her husband with zeai and laud-
able ambition, in which she was avery efficient
Bible class teacher, nor did she ceass from hey
much cherished labour of love till two weeks
before her much lamented death. For fifty
five years she continued with unabated zeal the
work of the Sanday-school. Even when not
able to a‘tend church, her room has been filled
with her class resorting to her, when she was
unable to go to them.,

Mrs. Smythe was the mother of nine living
children, every one of whom was at one time
walking in the way to heaven with her, who
took infinite pains to train them in ‘the way
thoy should go.” In the course of years five
have gone to their heavenly home; among
whom one was a youog priest, a gradnate of
Racine College, Wis., and also of the Theologi-
cal Seminary, New York. Mrs. Smythe leaves
a husband, two sons and two daughters, The
sons are E. H, Smythe, Q C., LL D., of Kings-
ton, Ont., and Mr. A, E. Smythe, solicitor, of
Alvinston, Ont, The daughters are Mrs, Per-
ley, of Kingston, - hose husband iz Mr J. E.
Perley, C.X., and Mrs. Dodge, whose husband
is Mr. James Dodge, the Saperintendent in Ari-
zong of & division of the Atlantic and Pacifio
R.R, and seventeen grandchildren.

Only a few months ngo, the deceased and her
busband celebrated the fiftieth anniversary of
their wedding, when there was a family re-
union. A day much to be remembered.

Mrs. Smythe came with her hnsbard and fam-
ily to this country many years ago. Daceased
was highly estecmed and respected by all who
knew her. Being very magnetic sho easily
formed personal attachments, and she seldom
made an enemy or lost a friend. Being a tire-
less worker in the Church she became beloved
by the whole parish where her lot was cast.
She spent her whole life in works of faith and
lubours of love, without abatement, and with-
out restraint, When she found her end was
drawing near she desired to receive her last
Commu iion, surrounded by her family and ten
of her own choser friends, who sang amidst
tears and sobs, at her request, ‘ Hold thou thy
oross,” &o., and the last rite of the Church was
administered to her and all present by the Rev.
E. Loucks, of Picton, After a few hours she
slept a peaceful sleep in Jesus without a pang
and without & straggle.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

PxTERBORO.—St. Jofin's— After the evening

gervice on Wednesday, April 3rd., Rev. J.A.
Roper, formerly professor of Trinity University
but now of St. Thomas’ Church, Toronto,
deliver & learned and instructive lecture on
“ How to read the Bible,’ He said that his
subject was one of which he could speak with
confidence and feeling, as it was one upon
which they were all agreed—their Bible and
the use of that Bible. Be distinguished between
the Bible and revelation, and pointed out that
revelation was a supernatural message given
by God for man’s eternal welfare—a message
which man did not invent or discover—it was
too high and far above him. Then he dealt
with the question of the authority of the Bible
and from whence that authority was obtuined.
To this he gave a threefold answer. First
they might go to the Bible, but this alone might
not be sufficient, it required something outside

of the Book itself and outside of the man him-
self. Secondly they might go to the chair See
of St. Peter who assumed to say with almost
infallible authority what was and what was not
geripture ; but this had again and again been
found to be fallible and the proof of the Bible's
authority could notstart on this. Then thirdly
they could go to The Church which had as the
keeper of the Holy writ received the Bible. He
dwelt briefly on the history of the Bible, point-
ing out that they got the Bible from The
Church, as The Church was historiocally before
the Bible, as the Apostles must necessarily have
founded the Churches before they wrote their
epistles, In disoussing the question how shall
we read the Bible, he first spoke of the misuse
of the word Gospel. In speaking they referred
to Gospel books, Gospel hymns, and Gospel
germons, The popular interpretation of the
word Gospel was a proclamation from God or
good news from God. This was not the full
meaning of the word, which in its fullest inter-
pretation was & record of the wonderfal histori-
oal aots and faots of the life of Jesus. Then he
he spoke of how the Churoch was teaching the
Bible,—by the explanaticns of some special
faot or thought of the Word every Sunday in
the year; by the ocreed and Confession of Faith,
by the T'¢e Deum and in the form of prayer in
the Litany. In speaking of reading the Bible
he referred to two objections made by some
that they found it so difficult and that it had
become 80 familiar that it had lost its special
message and told them to put away these
obstacles. They should have a definite time
for reading the Bible and they were to consider
more the time they spent than the amount they
read. He suggested that rising & quarter of an
bour earlier in the morning would give those
who were pressed for time by business an
opportunity to read their Bibles. In closing he
spoke of how and what part they should read.
They should not read by chapters, bat could
take an epistla and read it right through and so
get the whole thought or pith. Or they might
take one miracle and read it carefully and
examine it. They should read the whole Bible
at seme time, but were not to begin at the
beginning and go through to the end, but might
begin with tho four gospels and then read the
Psalms. In reading the latter they should do
two things, think that Jesus Christ was speak-
ing instend of the Psalmit and lay special
stress on the personal pronouns.

SreaTrorp,—The friends of the Rev. J. Ker,
presented him with & purse of gold last week,
and a kindly worded address before his leaving
for Ingersoll, where he is to be inducted by the
Bishop on April Tth.

Lonpox Soura.—The Rev. Canon Davis
preached an sanniversary sermon_in St. James’
Church on March 24th, He had been in charge
of this church for 16 years. At that time the
osly property held by the congregation was

part of the school house, valued at about $2,600,

The propérty now held could not be replaced
for less than $20,000, Daring his inoumbency he
said, the church Register showed that 770 per-
gsons had been baptized; 289 counfirmed ; 166
marriages, and 264 burials.

The Sunday-school had grown from a very
small beginning, about twenty, until now we
have had over 300 presentin the Sunday-school
and about 400 names on the roll. God had
blessed the work in all its branchoes.

HamBura.—On Sunday tho 31st, His Lord-
ship the Bishop preached here morning and
evening, and iu St. James’, Wilmot, in tho af-
ternoon. The weather wias most unfavorabls,
and the roads bad, yet the congregations were
large and deeply interested in His Lordship's
discourses. The Reotor, Rev. J. Edwards, con-
duooted the services, The Church in this Mis-
gion is in a most flourishing condition,

AxBERsTBURG.—The vestry of Christ Church
have beon most anxious to secure the Rev.F,
Baldwin a8 Reoctor ; indeed they have vefused
every other name submitted. Tho Bishop re-
fused to submit the name of so young a man,
and still continues to refuse to appoint Mr.
Baldwin, although the poople have benn insist-
ing upon having him.

It is not known what tho result of this mat-
ter may be. The older olergy, at times, blame
the Bishop for not promoting them, and here is
an instance, of many, in which it may be Been
that the Bishop does all he can for the eldorly
clergy, but the people must have a voicein the
appointments and there is much danger of fore-
ing & man npon an unwiilivg vestry and con-
gregation. What the poople of Christ Charch
will do we are not prepared to say, but vestry
after vestry has decided by a unanimous vote
that Rev. Frank Baldwin was the man of their
choice, and they decline to saccopt any other,
To his credit be it said, ho refused to go preach
a trial sermon, or even visit the place. Tho
vestry feels that other congregations have had
a choice, 8o they hold ont.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

GaAveENOURST,—~On Thursday evening, 2lat
of March, the Lord Bishop of Algoms held a
confirmation service in St. Jumes' Church,
Gravenhurst, The candidates were prosented
by the Incumbent, the Rev. W. T, Noble, and
among them was John Zipo, a Zalu, from Port
Natal, Africa, who, Jduring his preparation for
the rite of confirmation, showed praiseworthy
diligence and intelligence., The Bwhop deliver-
od a very practioal and earnost address to the
confirmees, and afterwards preached a very
impressive and hearteearching sermon to &
large and attentive congregation, At the close
of the service the Sacrament of the Lord’s Sup-
per was administered to the newly-confirmed
and a number of their friends. The new bell
supplied by Meneely & Co,, West Troy, N. Y.,
and placed in the tower last Monday, was used
for the first timeon this oceasion, Its tone is
full and musical.

Daring
the ablations hymn * Jesn, Gentle Saviour”
was sung, and Barnby's Nunc Dimiitis was the
Retroeessionsl. Qae bundred and twenty-one
partook of the blessed Sacrament,

At 11 a.m. we had choral Matins, Tallis’ re-
sponses boing used, and an address was deliv-
ered on the Feast of the Annunciation and the
lessons to be drawn from the Dedioation Festi-
val. There was & large congregation.

At 7 pro. choral Evensong was sung by the
Rector, and the Liessons were read and the ser-
mon preached by the Rev. H. Nethoroott, Reo-
-or of St. Jobn's and Bishop's Commissary. The
latter waa a practical application of the lessone
to be drawn from a contemplation of the hamil-
ity and obedience of Jesus, and the meekness
and simple trust of the Blessed Virgin, and also
& clear defence of the attitude of the Church of
England in her love, reverence and devotion
for the Mother of Jesus, as oEposed to her cul-
tus induiged in by modgrn Romanism. After

old 10vuth hymn had been sung, the Rector then
snid & Memorial service for those who had been
baptized, confirmed, married and had become
communiocants during the past year, as well as
for those, who had fallen asleep ; who were pre-
vented by sickness, old age, or infirmity from
attending the anvual Festival of the Church,
and for those who were living in sin.

The Rector then delivered a short address:
1st, to the members of the Guild, about fifty of
whom were present, upon the work of the past
year and the importance of being up and doing
during this year, so that the Guild may grow,
the Charch become strengthened, members
benefitted and God glorified ; then to the gene-
ral members of the congregation upon the De-
dication Festival, which would be & memorable
one to them, as it would be the last in the old
choreh where mauy of them had received their
spiritunal birth, their ghostly strength and their
divine nourishment, where many & sinner had
found peace in believing, and where many s
penitent had been cheered through the ministry
of reconciliation, whilst others bad followed
the remains—yes only the remains—the fragile
casket, the weary body, the burden of flesh, to
thiz House of God, sorrowing indeed but not
without hope, on the way to the narrow resting
place in God's acre to await tho Resurrection
morn ; but whilst they had done this they had
been cheered by the thonght of the Commuuion
of Saints, knowing that the beloved one was
alive in the place of departed spirits, going on
from strength to strength until it appeara per-
fect in Zion, and after the Judgment Day would
have its portion in one of the thany mavsions
in the Father's House above. Soon wounld the
removal of the congregation into the more spa
oious and beautifal building take place, an event
like unto the Temple Building superseding that
of the Tabernacle amongst the Jows. Yet in
ench the spiritual graces would be the same in
pew St. Mary's as in old St, Mary's; be said it
mAay be that some might not even be pormitted
to take part iu the dedication services of the
new bunilding. The Rector then conoluded by
exhorting all to follow after unity, to strive
after a truer devotion to God, a greater love for
Jesus, & more complete surrondering of the
will to to tbe power of the Holy Spirit, and a
kindlier and more sympathetio spirit one with
another, These bright, happy aud reverent
services were olosed by the Ractor of St. John's
prounouncing the Beaediction and the singing
of the hymn ** Our day of Praise is done,” us
the Retrocessional.

Strange to say thal just as the clergy had un-
robed & message came to say that an old mem:
ber of the Guild had suddenly departed, as she
was clothing herself to come to the Fustival
Bvensong ; but what & gloricus sammons fur-
tified, a8 she had been in the sweot morning
hour, in obediezce '0 her Lord’'s command, by
the receptivn of the Blessed Sacramont, and
then again at 11 o'cloock engaged in solemn
prayer and praise in her Lo>rd's Houso, and
guided aud helped no dombt by the words of
the simple address on our services, being & pre-
paration for meeting our Liord at the last day.
* When I walk through the valley of the sha-
dow of death I will fear no evil for Thou art
with me; Thy rod and Thy Staff, they comfort
me.ll

CHURCH EXTENSION.

We cannot too strangly emphasize the
‘ bounder duty" of churc hmen,—clerical or lay,
men or women, young or old, “high” or “low,”
to make streanous effort for Churoh extension.
Wo have cities, towns, hamlets, to take pos-
session of in the name of Christ and His
Charoch. We have commupnities to influence by
the setting up of the standard of the Xingdom
of Heaven, and the proclamation of the Evan-
gel of Christ und the Church, which is His
Body. We have a vast commonwealth in every
corner of which the Church should be intro-

daced, and the word preached, and the Sacra-
ments administered as Christ ordered the
same. In every possible way shonld Church-
men onter upon the crusade for the extension
of Christ’s Church. In the ocironlation of
Churoh literature, in the establishment of mis-
sion schools and chapels, in the work of oity
and ' dioocesan missions, in looking out for
strangers, and in caring for their souls, in per-
gonal influence, openly, boldly, persistently, ex-
ercised in behalf of the camse and Church of
Christ, each baptized man, woman, and child
has 8 work to do. If undertaken in the faith
aund fear of God, the result will be attained.—
Selected.

PAROCHIAL MISSIONS TO THE JEWS
FUND.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Sir,—The Evangelical Churchman of Maroch
the 21st, ult.,, appealing for ancther Society,
made 80 serious & mis.statement regarding the
above Fund, that I ask permission to correoct it
in your columns. It stated that its work was
‘“ altogether confined to Jews in London, Eng.'’
It seoms to me that this statement—ocalonlated
a8 it is to destroy the force of the annual appeal
for this Parochial Mission to the Jews—is
wholly inexcusable. The resolution passed at
its annual meeting in Ootober 1887, a year and
& half ago, pledging the Saciety to take up
work in Alexandria, was made known through-
out the whole Canadian Cbureh, in your
columunsg, in the Dommion Churchman, and in the
annual appeal issued before last good Friday.
Moreover the Canadian agent of the London
Society called attention to this Foreign Mission
in his letter of March 26th, 1888, and commend-
od it to the Church’'s prayers for the Divine
blessing. That letter was very widely scircu-
lated and coupled with the other means of
information should have made it impossible for
your contemporary to be ignorant of Bishop
Blyth’s Alexandrian Mission to the Jews in
connection with this Faud, That the Canadian
Church is well informed as to the Foreign work
of this Society is proved by the hearty and
liberal respouse to the appeal of last Good
Friday. In the previvus year the total amount
received was only $270.05, though there is
good reason to believe that there are one or
two large amounts yet to be accounted for.
The receipts for 1888 were 81103,563, not connt-
ing the Diocese of Fredericton, which is still to
be heard from, This largely increased Good
Friday offertory shows ihat Bishop Blyth’s
appeal has taken hold of the heart of the
Chureh, and from different quarters I hear that
theroe is every prospect of larger and more
general offerings on the coming Good Fri-

ay. .

Since last year the Bishop of Nova Scotia
has become out of the Patrons of the Society so
that thu list of Patrons in Canada now embra,
ces the Metropolitan, the Bishops of Oatariof
Niagara .nd Nova Scotia, and the Dean o-
(Quebeo, all of whom are personally interested
in the work of Bishop Blyth.

Now that we have x Bishop in Jerusalem
(who is not Bishop of Jerusalem, for no terri-
torial jurisdiction is claimed for him), we have
a guarantee that the Fuad for Jewish work
will be administered in accordance with the
doctrine and discipline of the Ohurch of Hng-
land, so that a clergyman working in conneo-
tion with this Fand comes to the Jew, not as
the emissary of & Society paid to convert bim,
but with the sanotion of the parochial system
to minister to him in the name of the
Church.

There oan be no doubt that the lack.of prac-
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tioal interest in Jewish evangelization on the
part of a majority of Churchmen in the past
was chiefly due to the want of a satisfactory
channel throngh which to pey ocontribautions.
At the same time many of us will have to
confess, with the Bishop of Salisbury at the
annual meeting in QOoctober, that our interest
has been rather as outsiders, and may be lecd
to the same oonclusion as the Bishop who
“ having looked into the matter more oclosely,
had come to the conclusion to take as far
as possible and more personal interest in the
work.,”

Among the considerations that move many to
interest themselves in the spiritual welfare of
the Jews, are Christ’s command to preach the
Gospel, * beginning at Jerusalem ;" St. Paunl's
example, whose ‘' hearts desire and prayers to
God for Israel was that they might be saved,”
that it was the Jews *‘ of whom, 88 concerning
the flesh, Christ came,” und that through them
ue have received all our spiritual blessing;
that they are the rightful heirs of God’s prom-
izses and are now in evil case through unbelief
—aunbelief even in their own soriptures. These
oounsiderations are enough to lead us to follow
the exumple of another of the speakers at the
snnusl meeting, who promised and vowed
three things :—That he for one would remem-
ber the object of the Fund in his prayers; that
he would give an aunual offertory from his
Church on Good Friday; and he would form
an anxiliary of the Society in his Parish.

One more reference to the action of the
Society. A resolution was unanimously pass-
ed expressing their very cordial acknowledge-
ments to the Canadian Church * for its most
valuable saympathy and co-operation, and hail-
ing the fact of the establishment of a Branch of
the Parachial Missions to the Jews in the
Dominior as one of the most encouwraging inci-
denta in the histury of the Fand,”

Allow me to appesl to the clergy to give
notice on Palm Sunday of offerings on Good
Friday for Bishop Blyth's Mission to the Jews
of Alexandria in connection with this Fund;
to press home the duty of Christian Church-
men towards the Jews by the above considera-
tions.

All collections shonld be sent without delay
to the Secreiary-Treasurer. of the respective
Diooeses, carefully designated for PAROOHIAL
Missions To THE JEWS, (Bishop Blyth's Fund).

Ishall ba glad to send marked envelopes to
sny Churchman who will distribute or use
them for offerings on Good Friday in Parishes
where collectians for this Fand are not made.

WEAK CHURCHES.

Si,—There is a tendency in the present day
in & fow of the dioceses, to try and establish
small churches in adjacent localities, with in-
dependent clergymen in charge. In Toronto
this is very apparent and results from the dis-
tribation of the surplus of the vast endowments
of St. James' Parish Church. The benefit how-
over is doubtful, and tends to the narrowest
kind of -congregationalism. Both Roman
Catholics and Presbyteriana prefer strong
centres with missions radialing from them,
and, in doing so they show their good sense.
The most thoughtful men in the church are
pow coming to the comclusion that the multi-
plication of small weak churches is a great
error and calculated to depress the standard of
the olergy. One of the greatest and most
learned Bishops of the American Church, the
late Bishop of Maryland, declared in one of his
diocesan addresses, ** We are far loo easily
swayed by our sympathy in yielding to the
{emptation to multiply small church buildings

in our citivs and counties. The people are be-
ginning to demand a church right at their
doors. Personal convenience is over-raling all
othor considerations ‘Many dread the idea of
driving two or three miles to service, our an-
cestors did not mind five or six. The resunlt is,
the centres of operation are weakened, while
small congregations, which are a serviee tax
on the nervous energy of both people and
clergy, are allowed to take the place of the
large ones, My own convictions, the result of
long yesrs of experience satisfy me that this is
not wise Cottage servires wonld meet all the
reasonable requirements of the parishes and ex-
sure & far more vigourous growth. I know
that many of you, wise and ;enetrating in
judgment, share my fears. hese are my
views save that I would prefer mission ochapels
rather than cottages,”
CrLEzous.

THE UNIVERSITY OF BISHOP'S
COLLEGE.

The Synod hall Montreal, was filled on
the oocasion of the Moedical Convooation of

Bishop’s College, Lennoxville, held on the
afternoon of the 8rd inst., Chancellor Heneker
presided, and he was supported by Dr. F, W,
Campbell, Rev. Principal Adams, Drs. G.T.
Ross, Lapthorn Smith, Proudfoot, A.P. Scott
and Reddy.

After having declared the Convooation open,
Chancellor Heneker said:—My first duty to-
day is to express the deep regret of the univer-
sity, and eepecially of the Medical Facnlty, on
the decease of ond of its most active members,
the Jate Dr, Kennedy, a man who was well
known in Montreal, who earned for himself a
high reputation in his intimate association
wilth the members of this Faculty, The Medi-
cal Faculty have already passed a resolution of
condolence with his family; therefore I need
not trespass on your kindness, feeling sure that
you will join with us in the expsession of our
deep regret. Awunother loss has slso fallen on
Montreal, and indeed on the Dominion of
Canada, in the death of Dr, Howard, so well
and widely known throughout the length and
breadth of the Dominion. Here again the
Faculty bave not been behind band, having
taken immediate steps ) express their deep
regret in his untimely death. [ may say, if {
may be allowed to do so personally, that he and
I were old frionds of many years standing, and
it comes hard at this time to be presiding over
a Medioal Convocation so soon after the death
of such a man. Although he was not one of us,
he always had kindly, generous feeling towards
ua that made us feel equal with those who were
inore immediately conneoted with him,

The Chancellor delivered an able address in
regard to Medical Science and study, referring
to the noble character of the Profession; its
antiquity as practised in all ages and always
held in the highest esteom and the rapid ad-
vancement made. He also spoke of the
spleadid retrospect afforded to those graduating.
‘ History infurms}you that you can boast of a
long roll of great names—leaders in your pro-
fession, who have been the trusted companions
of the great rulers of the ancient w orld, snd are
even at the present day often the intimate
friends of mighty monarchs, the rulers of the
desiinies of millions of men. From Galen, the
intimate friend and physician of Marcus
Aurelius, the great stoic, philosopher and ruler
of Rome in the second century, to Baron Stock-
man, the intimate friend and connsellor of the
late Prince Consort Albert, the Good, of Eng-
land, a long chain of eminent and high-minded
men,have upheld the charscter of the profeas-
ion,’

In the course of his sddress the Chanocelior
relerring to the prosperity of the Parent Insti-
tation at DLennoxville—oconsisting of the
College snd School, ssid: The College is
full with the largest number of students ever in

attendance. Every room 18 occupied. (You will
recollect that our system is residential, and
that our ont-students consist only of these who
reside in the vicinity of the college). The
work in the Art course is more varied than it
was in former times, when it was partiocularly
limited to Latin, Greek, and mathematios.
The staff in those days consisted of the prinoci-
pal, who was professor of classics, the profes-
sor of divinity, and the professor of wmathe-
matics. The present staff consists of the Rev,
Dr. Adams, Principal and professor of Mathe-
matics ; the Very Rev. Archdescon Roe, pro-
fessor of Divinity; the Rev. Dr. Allnatt, pro-
fessor of Pastoral Theology and assistant
Classical professor ; the Rev. B Watkins, pro-
fessor of olassics; the Rav. A. . Scarth,
professor of history ; Mons. LeRay, lectarer in
Frenoh; Mr. R. N. Hudspeth, lecturer in
Natural Science ; H. J. H. Petry, leoturer in
Classice; Mr. Woolcombe, leoturer in Political
Economy. We have, open to the students, on
condition of examination, scholarships, ex-
hibitions, bursaries, eto, of the aggregate
value of more than $2,000 a year. The school
Lis equally prosperous, there being in sttendance

between 890 and 100 boys ranging from 10 to 18
yeoars of age. There cannot be found suywhere
a finer or more manly sst of boys; on the

whole admirably behaved—trained in that
spirit of liberty withoat license, which is the
boast of the English public school system. The

gtaff of the sohool is large, consisting of no less

that 7 masters, all mon of high class acquire-
ments and reputation. You will thus ses that

you have no reason to bs ashamed of your

Lennoxville friends, associates and oo-wurkers,

The interest of the public in the institution is

growing, and this is proved by the fact that

within the past few yeuars large sums of money

have been contributed to establish the Chairs

on a sound basis free from the dangers of fluc-
toations to which many like institutions are

lisblo, What wo do, we want lo do well, and

to do sanything well you require first-class
toachers, who cannot be oxpected to jiin an

institution where their pay—amall at all timoes

in comparison with the ordinary pursmnits of
life—is liable to be effected by sudden changes

and scoidents. Endownment is the only true

principle, and already we have §70,000 of
invested money 1o make the paincipal professor-
ships secure.

There has just been completed also 8 new
building in connection with the school, bat
which op great occasions will bo used by the
college. This is known as the Bishop Wil-
liam’s wing, and is an enduring memorial of
the valuable labors of tho present Lord Bishop
of Quebec whon he was rector cf the ocollege
school. It is no wonder that the old pupils of
the Bishop should retain a lively memory of
his government, for he exhibited a combination
of rare qualities, scholarship, judgment, tact,
discipline, method and & knowledgo of character
ge dom found umited in one man. He exadted
implicit obedience, but was sympathetic to an
unusual extent in all his relutions of life, His
pupils both loved and respected him, and their
recollection of him leads thom, grown to be
men in every oareer of life, to show unbounded
enthusinssm when on any important ocoasion
he appears amongst them and speaks to them
as few men can speak—in oclear and distinet
language, refined and cultivated yot weighty
and gearching.

The Chancellor coneluded his very able
address by expreseing the hope that the Medioal
school wonld continue to prosper in the fature
a8 it had done in tho pust; tbal its numbers
would grow ; that itsa students will cxert them-
selves to take sadvantage of the self denying
labors of the professors, and in this provinee
and thia Dominion men may point to the
Mcdical school of this university (Bishop’s
Collego) asa bright spot in the educationsl
system under which we live,

THE BISHOP OF GRAHAMSTOWN ON
SISTERHOOD LIFE.

[conTINUED.]

Two thirgs must be remembered, as to
Women’s Weork in the dedicated life. There
must be,

1. Revorence for Nature.

2, Trustful Joyalty to the Revelation of
God.

Without holding fast these two principles,
Community work will be sure to be found
defective, somewhere.

1. We must respect Nature; not annihilate it,
not destroy it, but incorporate and transfigure
all that is trully natural. Ouar Blessed Lord
came ‘mnot to destroy, but tofuifil” (8. Matt. v.
17.) the law of Nature, the law of Creation.
This is constantly brought ount in the New
Testament. €I am come that they might

have Life, and that they might have it more
abundsntly.” (St. John x. 10.) He is come to
bring more abundant * Life” to every part of

His dominion. )
Now, among the primal Laws of Woman's

Nature, we sce, in the charter of her creation,
that she is cslled.
1. To be a help-meet for Man.

2. Te replenish the earth: to fill it fall of
the riches and wealth of Life.

(1) She is to be a Help meet for Man.

All Bisterhoods work, to be perfeot, ought, if
possible, to be carried on with its real central
power vested in the Bishop ; or in the Warden,
representing him and working with him. In
the Christian organization, the Bishop repre
gents the Great Head of the Church; he is the
earthly Head—although he is the constitation-
al and not the autocratic Head—of the Divine
Society, in that particular Diocese. There
fore, the work must be under his personal
control and rule ; not under the irresponsible
rale of any woman.

In ingisting upon this as a principle, I feal
stroy gly that we are resting upon a revealed
Law of Creation. All our Sisters and other
workers are ‘"' help-meots” to their Bishop, who
represents the special offico of Man, as *the
image and Glory of God,” (I Cor. xi. 7) in the
care and conduet of the Church on earth, uader
ths suprems rule of Christ our Lord, as Head.
A Bishop is said, in old metaphorical language,
to be * married"” to his Diocese. He must not
be & mere ornamental * figure-head" of a Com
munity; & mere '‘Visitor,” in & general
abstract sort of way. He must have real
power ; though of course, his rule over the
Community must be constitutional, not arbi
trary; the Clergy acting with him.

(2) There is another side of Womaa's call:
ing, corresponding to that in the natural order,
of replenishing the earth. “Instead of thy fathers
thon shalt have children, whom thou mayest
make princes in all lands.” (Ps. xlv. 17.) This
natural vocation has its counterpart in the
spiritual sphere,—in the order of the Church
of God,—through thespiritual offspring broaght
forth by means of her influence. Not indeed
originating, but receiving an ides, she intangi-
bly and almost insensibly communicates it to
others and extends the force of it, through this
fa:-reaching infiuence of hers, which is the true

power of Woman. So, as it was said
of old, °‘ Tho desolate hath many more
children than she which hath a husband.” (Gal.

iv. 27)

We feel that, however feebly realized as yet,
God gives us great ideas;—visions of Trath:
but we trast very much to our Sisters and their
Asgooiates to develop them ; to work them out,
and live them out; to diffuse them through the
length and breadth of the land, with intelligent
co-operation,

oman’s nature is receptive and communi-
cative. She first receives, and then communi-
cates, through her power of influence: not by
going about fussily to ‘“do good” to this or
that person,—not by preaching and talking,
but by fiving in the Church, quietly and simply,
after apprehending intellectnally the true idea
of her ¢wn place and work in the Church,
whether in the “dedioated” life, or in any
other.

There is a great power of intellectval appre.
hension in the mind of women ; s great power
of receiving an ides, {0 be spoken out, or lived
out, afterwards.

Even if it be true that she does not, as a rule,
originate great ideas, yet shc is able to receive
them and pondor them in her heart; and then,
by her great gift of sympathetic feeling and
silent inflaence,—through what is felt, rather
than by what is spoken,—she can communicate
the force and power of those ideas to many
more than the voice of the Teacher and Pastor
could personally reach. Thoughts and prineci-

les may thus be assimilated, by members of a
mmunity and their Associates; and then,
without any mere verba lrepotition; germinate
and bear fruit in many hearts and livey, outside.
Thus the * alabaster box" is, as it were, broken
at the feet of the Loord, and the house is filled

with the odour of the cintment.

11 There maust be truth and humility towards
the Revelation of God. Now, what does Reve-
lation teach us, about Woman’s Natare ?

There are two great thoughts,—two myster-
ies or revealed facts,—of which Woman is
made a symbol or representative, in the Bible ;
and we are not to suppose that anything is
stated in Holy Soripture, without a purpose.

1. Woman is taken as the embodiment, the
type and symbol, of the Divine attribute of
¥ Wisdom,”—the expression of God's Will.

2. She is the type and symbol of the Church
of Gad.

1. Wisdom. In that wonderful eighth chap-
ter of Proverbs, this attribute of God is personi-
fied. *Wisdom” is portrayed and exhibited
under the figure and symbol of a woman, who
“ ¢crieth in the place of concourse.” She has a
message to utter; expostulating with the
world on account of its folly; seeing the true
aim and purpose of human life, and desiring
that all shonld follow it. The influence of
Woman is the true corrective of Man’s faglt,
selfishness. Yet, if she do not rise to the
height of her great calling, none more faulty
than sho in this matter,  Corruptio optimi,
pessima est.” Hor spocial temptation and
fanlt is a liability to foolishness; to & want of
sound jadgmant, to credulity,—to religious
credulity not the least;—which renders her
too easily the dupe of falsenood and imposture,
which hurries her into premature and ill-con-
sidered action, and which may have, aud often
does have, disastrous conseqaences. It is pot
needful that she should be, as the term is,
‘“gtrong-minded,” but she must have common
sense: which indeed is one of the best qaalifi-
cations of & woman for any work in the Church,
whether in this country, or in any other.

Man, who is the “ glory of God,” if we may
judge by the Divine ideal, is to express and
show forth Liove; brotherly love, futherly
love: Love, the great spring and cause of
aotion, in the spiritaal order ; withont which
no plan is devised, no conrse of aotion deter-
mined on; in one word, the originating faculty,
which chulks out the great lines of action,
broad aod bold and unhesitating. That is Man's
espeocial function.

Buat he does not stand alone. Here, a8 every-
where in the world, Womaa is Man's “ help-
meet.” For the * Wisdom” of which Woman
is the represontative, what is it but the
organizing facalty, tho execufive power; the
ability to oversee work and workers, to propor-
tion the 1gsk to the hand that is fo do it; a
power conspicuous in the mistress of a well-
ordered hounsehold, such as we see in the picture
of the “ virtuous woman,,” given to us in the
last chapter of the Bookof Pcovarbs. Parsoni-
fied as a woman, * Wisdom” is £aid to be ** with
the Most High: by her Kings reiga, and
Princes decree jastice.” She *‘finds out know-
ledge of witty inventions.” KEven her natural
‘ motherwit” may be enlisted in the sorvice of
the Kingdom of God. But she must be ever,
and sbove all, wise with the true Wisdom that
comes from the overshadowing of the Holy
Spirit, Who procoeeds from Christ, * the Wisdom
of God.

Woman, then, is to exhibit the attribute of
‘* Wisdom ;”—good sense and tact, in praotical
details ; working ably on the lines laid down
for her as the true handmaid of the Church;
not reassning out an idea, but working it oat,
by her own * womanly intuition.”

And what is Sisterhood life, but the embody-
ing of the scul’s highest intnitions? In no
other way can the Sister’s life be explained.
She has seen the Vision of Celestial Beauty.
In Him, she finds her All in All, her life-long
Love: her exceeding great reward,—the smile
tbat He gives, when ‘‘ she hath done what she
counld.”

Sir Bartle Frere, at our * Conversazione,”
reforred to the S'sters as bringing a sanctified
presence, even to the Diamond Fields! Asa
rule, nobody goes to or stays at such & scene,
unless with the hope of finding diamonds, -and
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£0 becoming rich.  Why then,” people will
naturally ask themselves, ¢ should the Sisters
be there ?” And the reply to such a guaestion is
this :—that they have placed themselves at the
disposal of their Divine Master, and gee an end,
a purpose of His, which they ocan realize by
going there. Such a reply can hardly fail to
give, to even t o most debased and oareless, a
mnew conception of the parpose of life, and &
higher ideal of the spirit in which its works
ought to be done, '

2. Woman is the symbol of the Church of God.
In the Book of Revelation, the form and like
ness of Woman is again seen, as representative
of the “ great mystery,” of the Kingdom. (Rev.
xix. 7; =xxi.9; xxii. 17. Eph. v. 32.) The
Church of God is oalled the ‘* Bride™ of Christ ;
the idea representing weakness and depen
dence, joined with strength of devotion and
solf-surrender. _— ] )

‘This heavenly reality, the *'Sister” is especi-
ally called to represent; though, in speaking
of this aspect of the life, we must be oareful ax
to our phraseology. )

In the Sisterhood life, there is an accentuat
ing of that calling which in truth belongs to the
whole Church, to be the ** Bride” of Christ.

The Sisters are not so ** Brides” ot Christ as
to exclude the reat of the Church, for zhe whole
Ohurch is the ¢ Bride;” but their part is,
especinlly, to put forward this side of the deep
Christian verity. Asone part of the Church
represents the priesthood ot tbe whole Church,
another the royalty, another the teaching, and
anotber the home-life, the family,~—which iz a
shadow upon earth of the Trinity above—so
the Sisterhood life represents, and brings out
into sharper relief, in behslf of—with—for—
and in the name of —the whole Church, that
calling of the whole Church of Christ to_be
““ His hoiy Bride;” to be absolutely His, at His
disposul ; to feel the deepest attachmeni and
yield the most eutire devotion to Him; to live
for Him, and for Him only.

Oune great waut in the Church of to-day, is
the recognition of vocations; depending on the
wealth ot God the Holy Spirit, Who is * divid-
ing to every man severally as He will: " the
recognition of * huly estates;” suoh #s ihe
“holy estate” of matrimony, and also the
« poly estate” of those who are eatirely and
specially dedicated to our Lord, as * Sis-
te-s.”

Our Blessed Lord, as He passes by, calls some
with one tone of His Voice, and somo with
another; one soul has to follow Him in ono
way, the next in quite & different way ;—a8
when He was on carth. We are, each of us, to
answer to the call given fo us, readily and
simply ; without any jealousy, or comp .rigon
of it with that given to others: heartily recug-
nising aud following our owan vocation.

This vocation is pointed out, in the case of
all whose desire is to serve God, first by
certain providential leadings, «nd then b y o
jnner tendency,—at first, it may be, of feeling,
rather than of will and purpose,—towards &
special line of service. o

We are not to ray that one vooation 18
“ higher” than snother; there is no need what-
ever of comparisons; but we are to recognize
and heartily reslize, alike, ¢.g. the vocation for
the “dedicated” life, and the wvocation for

iage.
mﬁlr;:g is the life of the mistressof a Christian
honsebold, in her o¢v n house; and there is
M4 of the  handmaid of the Lord,” in His
Cauréh; one who simply belongs to her Lord,
for this special work ; attached to Him in this
special way, as ono of His  Body-guard.” She
is to represent the Church of Christ, in the
relation of the Church to her Lord as * Bride,”
professedly and profecsionally. All the men-
bers of His Church belong equally to their
Lord. Yet, assome are oalled professionally to
the Priesthood, 8o also it should be accepted as
natoral, that some ehall, specially and repre-
gentatively, belong to our Lord in this parti-

oular way; having only one thing to do, like
Anna in the temple, to wait apon their Lord.
There is quite enough said in Holy Soripture
to made us see that there is a place, in the cor-
porate Christian life, for the special vocation.

These chosen ones form His Court, round Hia
Sacred Person.” They bring all that they
touch, practically, into connection with Him
Who is the Centre of the spiritual order. They
are to win the provinces of Home-life, of Art,
of Musio, and such like, for Him Who is
‘ worthy.” They do what others do, whether
it is teaching, mnsio, nursing, or anything olse,
a8 belonging to Him ; as His alone, and only
His; in His Numa, aod for His Saks; simply
bocaaso He has need of it, for the general good
of His Church, and in order to bear witness to
His universal Liordship over all,

Wo, in Souath Africa, know practioally that,
in such a country as ours, we must have the
help of women who have this high calling ; we
must have some, of whom it is understood that
they are not open to an engagement of inar
riage, Ordinarily, every one round about us is
aither married or going to he married; the
country itself eannot provide us with disen-
gaged people, having leisure at their disposal
for the necessary work of the Charah,

But, apart from this practical necossity,
thore is a special powor in their boing known
to be the property, the possession of the Lord;
the **lot" of the Lord, which consecrates the
whole people. There is no reflsction cast upon
the rost of the Body, as if they might not be
quite as “ religioua” as Sisters. But the “ lot”
of the Lord are His special possession and
property, sot apart for His service ; the settled
order and plan of their lives being arranged,
definitely, with a view to His work and His
worship; which is indeed the basiness of all,
bat for which so many say that they have ‘““no
time " _

Doring our Synod at Bloemfontein, several
representatives of our busy aund occupied laity,
including some from the Diamond Fields, were
present at the Synod Service held in the Sister-
hood Chapel. I remembor how they seemed
to feel the blessedness of realising that, while
they themselves hud so little time for prayer,
this continnal worship was being offered on
their behalf. Such people, while doing their
best to make room for praycr in their own busy
lives,—for none can be dispensed from it them-
gelves,—are likely to find comfort in the
thought that they aro represented by the * Sis-
ters; " that the Liord is holding His Court, and
His Word is being fulfilied, that * in every
place incense shall be offered unto Him, and a
pure offering,” all day long ; that the perpetual
worship of which the Psalmist spoaks is a reo-
ality.

Thus, throngh this portion of her membars,
living in community, the Church may offer tu
Him this devotion ; she may koeep up a regalar
round of worahip and homage; wherein,
though there may not always bo & oonscious
warmth and glow of devotion —a special enjoy
ment of religious services,——she is foreshadow-
ing on earth, and preparirg for, the life of
Heaven itself, where, while *‘ they rest from
their labours,” they ‘/ rest not day nor night,”
in their song of praise.

Bat, besides this direct worship of their Tiord,
the Sisters are continually occupied in Prayer
and Intercession, for the whole Church, and for
the special needs of individuals. And this is
one of the most powerful agencies by which
the Church according to the will of her Lord,
leavens the world, and ivflaencea the destinies
of mankind. Simply to etand rouwnd the Lord,
and be in His Presence, is in itself a source of

ower.

And theg, theve is the aciual material Work
itself; work to be dove for Him, with hand or
heart or mind.

This work is waiting on every side, for those
who will do it. It does pot so much matter

what the work is; this will vary from time to

time, scoording to the gifts of the individual,
and the needs of the Church. The Sisters are,
in Hisstrength, to win every province of social
life to Him, by the exercise of all the various
glilft.s and powers which have been entrusted to
them,

At Bloemfontein, for instance, onr Sister-
hood, in one departmeant, is ocoupied in g'ving
to the deughters of the Uclonists an education
of the highest oclass, As much attontion is
givento this as possible. We aim at affording
to the pupils the opportunity of attaining a
high standard of excellence, for example, in
music, with a view to its bgaring on Church
work,

It may be diffisult to some, to see what this
bas to do with * Mission work.” Bat ourides, .
in High Class education, is this: to reach the ~
minds of those who will have the most import
ant homes, a3 centres of inflaence, in the futura,
Aud surely it is obvious that, if the women who
reprassat the Church are to make the Chureh's
inflaence felt to the fullest extent, they must
bo able to give all that this age requires. We
want people 1o feel that they need not go any-
where but to the feot of Christ, in order to gain
sl) that they really need. Art, Svience, Liter-
ature, Culture of every sort,—aevery branch of
buman attain ment —must be sanctified, by being
praotised in and to Him.

“ O Lord our Lord, and spoiler of our foes, .
Thero is no light baut Thine; witnh thee sll
teauty glows.”

Now, if this is to be fully done, wo muszt
have, for the doing of it, livas wholly dedicated
to the work. And if this Community life is to
bo really useful to the Church, it must be for.
mslly aod frankly accepted by the Church,
There must be something moro than Lthe woman
merely dedicating hersolf, in her own will and
heart. The Church must formally recognise
hor purpose, and provide a fest for hor. The
personal dedication may be as real and true,
before God, in secret; but some formal expres-
sion i3 needed of this dedication.

Moved by Rev. C. J. Ridgeway, **That the
“ Parochial Mesions to the Jews Fand,” which
is administered in 1ccordance with the dootrine
and discipline of The Cburch of England, and
whose work has been already much blessed by
God deserves increased support at the hands of
al! faithful members of The Charch.”

- Frem Kolhapur, in the Diocese
of Bombay, we bave an account of
the beathon Ganpati festival by the
Rev. A. C. Laughlin:

# This deity, which is seemingly
& second olass one, and of a siand-
ing with the oclassical Lares and
Penates, is half man, half-elephant,
anent which monstrooity I heard
an excellent tale which one of my
catechists employoed to illustrate
the childish character of the aver-
age members of the popular Hinda
Pantheon, It ran :omewhat thus:
Parvati, Shiva's wife, was one day
washing herself in a river. In the
course of her ablutions she rubbed
so much dirt, &o., from her arms
that it made a Jump as big a8 her
iwo fists. This apparently very
much took her fanoy, and of the
lump she made a doll, to which she
gave life, She took the plaything
home with her, and ordered it (or
Isuppose we should call it a ‘he’)
to guard her room while she dressed
for the day. In the meanwhile
Shiva came home, and seeing an
unknown individual in close proz-
imity to his zenana was very
worth, and drawing his sword cot
off Ganpati's head. When Parvati
knew this, she was very sorry, and
bitterly reproached her husband
for destroying, instead of admiring
the handiwork of her own ingenu-
ity, Her tears and entreaties pre-
vailed over her hushand, who
straightway went out into the for-
est, vowing to slay the first orea-
tare he came across, and give his
head to the slaughtered plaything.
Unluckily, as we might 1hiuk, the
first animal met was an elephant,
whoge head cut off was uffixed to
the trunk of Ganpati, who there-
upon became the hideous thing our
mathetio tastes are so offended at
seeing. It does not require an ex-
haustive commeutary to show how
dreadfully inconsistent are the de-
tails of this story, or what & trav-
esty on creation, &c., is presented
to the ordinary uneducated Hindu
hereby.”
