REPLY T0 THE LAITY.

AN ELOQUENT ADDRESS

BY BISHOP CLEARY

At the conclusion of the induction cere-
monies yesterduy nfternoon, the address of the
clergy was read by Rev. Father Farrelly,
Vicar-General, aftar which that of the laity
was read by Dr.Sullivan. Before commencing,
the doctor said be hoped he would be par-
doned for mentioning the slogular coin-
cidence which occurred to his mind. The day
was the festival of St, Celestine, who it was
that sent St¢, Patrick to Ireland. On the an-
niversary of that day the descendanta of the
same people in an entirely new conntry were
receiving from the Pope, after the Japse of
ncarly fifteen centurles, a new Bishop also.
But be did not come with the fears and
anxieties of -St. Patrick—he came confident
in the love and affectlon of his people.

The committee who presented the address
on behalf of the people were: Dr. Sullivan,
and Messrse D. R. Murphy (Trenton), A.
McAuley (Picton), J. Mengher, W. Powers,
James Donoghue and P. Lenea.

At the conclusion ot the address His Lord-
ship ascended the pulpit aesd delivered a
most eloquent disconrre. He has not a
powerful voice, but his delivery is very easy
and fluent, and his languagas the very best of
English,

He began his dircourse by saying tbat the
address of which this (showing & paper in his
hand) wae & copy, and which bas been read
to me so feelingly and vigorously by Dr.
Sullivan, bas been presented to me in the
name not of the city of Kingston alone, but
of the entire Cathalic community of the dio-
cese. He accepted it most thankfully—it
gave him intense pleasure, He was bappy
to be with the people, and felt the sincerity
of {he sentiments uttered to him. As re-
garded the welcome given to him both on
the streets and in the church, it was another
evidence of the true-hesrtedness and loyalty
with whick they received their Bishop. For
the last six months he had yearned to see
this day, to rest his eyes upon the people
whom God had given iato his charge, whose
splritunl welfare he bhad faken into his snle-
keeping, in whose interest he would devote
the whola energy of his foul and look for-
ward towards God in the ways of plety, holi-
ness, justice and peace. ‘The welcome of
1hat day was a consolation for the

received by the reparaiion from His people
to whom he war bound by the ties of nature
as well an grace., They had loved him, he
had loved them; they had worked together
barmoniourly, and God blessed them io
their mntual operations. He waa grieved
at the separation, bnt was to-day consoled
—belng like the motber, who after the
paios of labour, rijoiced in having & new
-fold, new family, and a nmew flock in God.
He wag their pastor aud their epiritual
father, He had some apprebensions in
-coz_ning smong Btrange people ;—in a geogra-
-phical and secular sense they were strangers ;
but he felt, what the world knows, that they
~were a Catholic people in Canada ; that they
were a people of great and good works ; that
they had been tried aud not found wanting ;
that they had mace the sacrifices demanded
of them, and in coming among them he felt
he would meet such as those whom he bad
bteen among before, He had worked har-
moniously with the people he had leftand had
no doubt would do the same with his'flock
in Kiogston. Hs owed to bhis late

hold the bond ot freedom and the safe guards
of life, and regulate and make their own lawa
by which the rights of citizens are defined
and developed. May God give to their peo-
ple a similar state of affairs, whereby thay
may have a voice in their own legislation.
Then misery will bs driven from their doors
and sorrow turned into joy. Outside of this
daily prayer in behalf of his old people, how-
ever, from that day forward, he was the
Bighop of Kingston, and from that day for-
ward hie thoughts, his energies, his aspira—
tiona, his aim, projects, eflorts and calcula-
tions would be for Kingston and Kingston
along.  Its epiritual interest claimed hie
attention firet, and it would be his lot to ree
that all the means of grace were supplied
to them abundantly; that virtue should be
encouraged, strengthened and developed in
their hearts and that the seed of faith and
boliness should be planted jin the minds of
their children, so that if it pleased God to
call him away he could lay his hand upon his
beart and say: “I have done my work; 1
bave fulfilled my mission ; I bave preserved
the faith; I bave

according to my power and as occasion de-
manded, and have sown the fruitful work of
Jesus Christ among you.” Not only
spiritually would he he their adviser, but in
gazial questions, if his word had any weight,
if his counsel could hwve any guidance, they
would always find him their devoted servant
and faithful friend. He came to Kingston
with a commission similar to that of the

apostles who were sent nortb, south, east
and west, without friends, political alliances,
worldly interests or treasures, but solely
with the cross of Cbrist to preach the Goapel
to rich and poor, strong and weak, learned
and unlearned, Joew and Pagan, aund every
creature on the face of the earth. The word
of God came to him through the Vicar of
Christ, from Him who had said # whatsoever
18 bound on earth shall be bound in Heaven,
and whatsosver is loosed on earth shall be
loosed in Heaven."” He (Hir Lordship) when
called by the Vicar of Christ to & new field
took the command « go” as firmly as if 1t
were ths word of God tg bim, and it was the
conviction of his heart that God was with
him. Naturally he was weak and had no
reason to feel confident in himself ; no one
could tell him of his infirmities better than
his own conscience, but it was not upon

that he relied for success. In the affairs of
worldly life they would naturally consider
each one's dispositions, and each one would
choose for himself, calculate iz chances in
lifs snd look for a position whersby he could
establish a tamily and provide for them. Bot
in the supernatural order of things mature
counted for nothing, and grace counted for
everything. Once Jesus said to His Apos-
tles, iest they should think that any succers
attending their efforts was the result of their
own knowledge: «I have chosen you; ye
have not chosen me.” Having sketched the
character of the apostles’ work on earth bricfly
but fluently, he alluded to tue fact ihat poets,
warriors, painters, sculptors, legislators, and
otherg had been passed by, and that those
selected by Christ for his special work were
poor, illiterate fishermen, to whom he #aid
«come with me and I will make yuu fishers of
men.” Whils passing a certain vineyard
Christ beheld .2 man basking indolently in
the sun, and calling upon him to join Him,
He sent him f{orth to do a work of universal
activity, to go from nation to mation and
evangelize the world, and to stand in the
f;ce of persecution, and bring soulsto God i1n
the

Again Christ in passing through the street
noticed & man counting money—he was a
hard,1elentless, grasplug man, and never gave
a thought for the poor—He said tn him
uFollow me.” He too was sent forth to
preach the Gospel and in his poverty latterly
was heard to declare that it was * better to
givethan to receive.” Again a learned man,
a bigot of pow+-r and influence in the State,
on his way to Dumascus, surrounded by sol-
drers, seeking the followors of Christ to bind
aud put them to deatb, was, in his breathing
of fury and slsughter, ppoken to irom Heaveu
by a voice saying, “Saul, Barl, why persecu—
test thou me 7" He was made an Apostle to
go befora princes and nations converting the
people. The reacon of God’s selection of there
men for his seivice was that His ways were
vot the ways of men ; that the priociples
which govern the world were not the priuv-
cipler which ruled with Jesus Christ ; thatin
the selection of men it was not the world's
culculations that were considered by God—
He would choose the instruments which the
world would condemn, It was the #ame
voice that appealed to Saul in the lightning
that rang in his (the speaker's) heart, there-
fore was he strong and hopetnl, having no ap-
prebension in regard to his people’s co-opera-
tion. Ho felt that if he discherged- his duty
God would bless his labours and cause the
poed fown to fructify. Why then should he
bs happy when hereceived ruch a hearty wel-
come; when the people gathered arouud him
and gave in their saiutations, was such not
an expression of thelr fuith 7 It was ao ex-
presgion of faith.” Becauss he represented
the principles of divine faith and the mission
of Chiist, thiough his Vicar, aud because he
was the impersonation of the power of the
Catholic Church. He was glad to 'see go
many gathered together from various por—
tions of this extensive diocess, at great incon-
venlence, and to meet a strauger. When
placed upon the thrume by the venerable
Archbishop, who gave s salutation, and
"when the clergy kissed his bund, 80 chwer-
fully showing tbeir allegiance, sbould he not
naturally feel happy and rej ice with the re-
joiclog of the spostles? It was an evidence
that they were of the one mind '~ He referred
to the presenco of the representatives ot the
Hierarchy from other parts of this and the
ueighbouring provinces-~they bad all em-
braced hira nnd declaréd bim a brother In the

Holy Ghobt; gave him the kiss of poace and
a .uat on e Ejlee pal penco; sud ebard

with him their counsel in regard to the public
interest. He would no* scon forget ths
solemnities nor ceremonies of the day.
Again, he said he was pleased to see such s
large representation of his flock. He be-
lieved that the declarations made to him
were in
PXRFECT SINCERITY ;

he trusied they would believé in him and
that God would bless and give them one mind
and beart; he would do his best in their
public interest, also that of their homes,
families and gociety, and in all things he
would be their bishop and fatber. He bad
heard of their patient spirit, and was of opin-
jon thet the more he would know them the
more would love them,—he knew he would
be beloved by them. He had been assured
af this by the Sovereign Pontiff himseif.
When be visited the Holy Father before his
consecration he asked for a

He (His Lord-
ship) fold the Holy Father that he was going
amang atrangers, the face of uat one of whom
he hed geen, wherenpon the Pope, in a pater-
nal and affectionate mannper, stroked his
cheek and said :

THE IRISH LAND WAR.

DETAILS OF THE FIGHT BETWEEN THE
POLICE AND} PEOPL¥ OF
BALLAGHADEREEN.,

——

The Irish World has received the follow-
ing cavle despatch :—

Dosiy, April 7.—~Thke Crowbar Brigade is
agaln at itg davllish work. Landlordism in-
furiated by the spectacle of an uprisen people
to reclaim those rights which are inalienable
to humanily, has cast its life upon the bazard
of a single throw. The enemie¢s of the Land
League are bent on bringing on a physical
conflict. A desperate encounter between
the poliee and the people took place
near filogher, in the County Sligo,
on Saturday last. A process server tried
to serve a number of ejectment writs on the
Thursday previous and failed. Popular op-
position proved to formidable. Driven back
by the peeple, he sought nod was afforded
protection by the police. [“orty men of the
constabulary, with ritles londed with buck-
shot, escorted him to the nenrest barracks.
Word was likewise sent to the military com-
mandant at Ballaghadareen, who gave ordery
to the soldiery to hold themselves in instant
raadiuess. DMenntime, the process server,
guarded by Police Sergeant Armstrong and
five men, set out from the burricks deterivined
to serve the writs oo the devoted tenantry.

Very soon they wereinsight. On theirap-
proach, they wers met by a crowd of men,
women, and children, who groaned for the
process-server and landlord French, in whose
service he was now acting. The process—
aerver gnashed his teeth and pushed on, Ar-
rived at the scene, Sergennt Armstrong halted
hiz men. The people staod betwosn tha
potice and the to be demolishiad cubins.

Intense interest wusdepicted on the assom-
bled crowd. Old white-buired women wept
and little children clung to their mothers.
They were to sleep that night in the readside
ditch! The yonng und middlu-aged men
looked sullen and cnst menacing eyes on ths
armed evictors, The aged men wore an

anxious face, and with prayers nnd geatures

colleges, libraries and hospitala. Throughout
thoe Levant, as in Western Europe, the Chinus
had established the wealthiest and most con-
siderable greenhouses. Their characters par-
took of the softness of thefr climate and of
the delicacy of the products of their soil.
Milg, gay, lively, acute and industrious; tho
men succeeded allke In commorce and its
literature, the women were celebrated for
their charms aud grace, and the whole psople,
busy nand contented, neither sought nor
wished for a change in their political condi-
tion theywere burried into the insurrection of
1822 by bands of adventurers from the neigh-
horing island of Samos. An army of fanatical
Moslems was ferried across {rom Asia Minor
and let loose upon the Islana. ‘T'he in-
bal:itants, taken by surprise, and enervated
by long peace and prorperity, offerad no
effectuanl resistance. The archbishop and
the head of the clergy, with many ot the
leading citizens were banged with every
mark of ignominy, nond their bodies were
thrown into the sea,where with shoals of other
corpses,they floated around the Otteman ships,
A populons city, fifty flourishing villages and
muny splendid convents and churches, all re-
duced to nshes, attested the fierceness of the
Mahommedan revenge, and it was calculated
that within two years 25,000 Chiuns had
fallen by the swora snd 45000 hud been
dragged irto slavery. Buot the Grecks of
neighboriog Psyra were preparing their re-
venge. Constantine Canaris and hia thirty-
three comrades ran inio the midst of the
Turkish fleet, grappled their firealipa to the
huge vessels of the Cuptain I'ucha, blew it
up with its crew and 2,000 men, sud, shout-
ing u Victory to the Crosa!" made gond their
escape to Pryra without a single wound,
Groek independence wasd won, but Chios was
ruined. Ffty years have pnssed without
effscing the signe of the havoc which then
was wrought, and the earthqunke of Scndny
comes to desolate the groves of olive and
mastic thut were slowly bringing buck pros—
perity to the island.

while 8 young man nsmed F'lannery was
plerced through the head with a bullet whiclh
the process-server Lad fired from his revolver.
Fivs were injured altogether, of whom two
were mortally wounded.

Incensed by this unprovoked and dastardly

attack. the people rushed upon the police,
seized two of the constables, wrenched their
riflee from them, and then beat them merci-
lessly with sticks und stones. Armstrong,
the eergeant, was left dying on the ground.
Then began a stampede by the rest of the
police. Leaving tbeir wounded comrades in
deviltry to thair fate, they fled to the meigh-
boring hill, where, hid behind rocks and
bushes, they changed their tunics, in erder
that they might the better avoid detection;
and then, trailing thelr rifies after them, they
escaped 1o the barracks.
Hays, another policeman, was beaten
severely, but he managed to crawl to the
barracks, which he rwached befors the
process-server and the others who head run
away. )

T.e news of this terrible event filled the
barracks with consternation. A general
rising of the people of the entire district
wag amoung the ftearful possibilities. The.
reserva force immediately turned oat, and
with forced march proceeded to the scene,
where they found Armstrong a mass of
wounds, with his tifle broken in fifty pieces,
not yet dead but with no chance of recovery.

A HUMOROUS LECTURE BY REV. A. J. BRAY.

This new work comes upon us like a re~
velation; we bad hitherto supposed that
Canada did not possess a single humorous
writer of merit, but this lecture assures us
thut we were mistaken.

It will bes read to meke people
langh—at the simplicity of the author j it
will be perused by many in order to learn
history—of imagination, it will remain .for 1
few davs 8 monument—of folly, and it will be
always congidered a hoge joke. The reader
is requested to read the lecture, not as a
menns of gaining ivformation [it i8 too diftuse
and inaccurate] not ug & menns of profitacly
smploying un idle ten minntes, but read it
in order to see how easy it is to be dubbed a
lectnrer.

Apostolical Letter of our Most Iioly Lord,
Leo XIIL, by Divine Providence, Pope,
Yroclaiming An Extraordinary Jubilee.

To the Venerable Brethren, Patriarchs, Pri-

males, Archbishops and Bushops, in peace and
communion with the dpostolic See, and to
atl the beloved farthful sone of Christ, Ifealth
and Apostolic Benediction.

LEO PP, XIII
VENERABLE BROTHERS ANp BrLovkp BoNs,

The Church Militant of Jesus Christ which
avails most ot all to procure salvation nnd
health for the humun race, is so gravely
troubled in these times of calamity, that as
day by day,she encounters naw storms, truly
may she be compared to that boat of Gene-
sareth, which, while bearing of old our Lord,
Clrist and his disciples, was dashed about by
the greatest waves and most boisterous winds.
Iudeed, they who bear ill-will to the Catholic
name are now growing more thau usually in-
solent, in number, strength aud audacity ot
purpose; thuy do not deem it suflicient opuenly
to disown tho teachings of heaven, but strive
with might and mnin to drive the Church
either wholly vut of the civil community of
men, or at lenst force herto be of no avall in
shaping the public lifo of peoples. Hence it
is, that ie fulfilling that duty which, in a
divine manner, she received from hor Author,
she feels that sho is, on wll sides, involved in,
and rctarded by great difticultios.

The most bitter resultz of this nefarious
conspiracy full upou the Roman Pontiff ; to
whom, doprived of hig lawfnl rights, and, in
many ways, hindored in the discharge of his

chief duties, a certaln shadow of kingly
mujesty, a8 if in mockery, is left.  Wherefore
placed upon this beight of sacred power, and
busied in the administration of the whole
church, we hLave, for o long time, both felt
and declared how bitter and wretchod is that
#tate iuto which the viscissitudes of the
times bave driven us. We do not wish
to particularize them; but for ali that, the
events which huve been happoning for sev~
eral yenrs past in this our city, are manitest
toull. Herg, in the very gentro of Catholic
truth the sanctity of ieligion is jeored at,
the diguity of the Apostolic See insulted, nnd
the majesty of the Pontiff exposed to the fre—
quont atfrouts of depraved men,

Wo have been shorn of much which our pre-
decessors had, in their devotion and liberality,
established, and handed down'®to their suc-
cessors to be preserved inviolate; nor has
forbesrance bven shown, but injary done, to
thoe rights of the Suercd Institution for propa-
yating the Christian e ; which, having won
distivguished favor, not only from religion,
but also from civilized races, no violence of
former timos ever infringed.  Tomples of
Catholic worship have bren closed, not n fuw
of them profaned, and those for leretical
Rervice multiplied ; and by writivg aud deed
the tenchings of depravity are scattersd
around with impunity. ‘I'hey who have the
gupreme powsr, study to enact laws detri-
mental to the Church and Catholicity ; and
that, in the sight of us, whose whole sulici-
tude by God's own command, i8 to gee to it,
that Christianity and the rights of the
Church shall be preserved safs and sound.
But with no respect for that right to teach
which resides in the Roman Pontifl, thay ex-
cluded our authority to teach youth; snd if
permission is accorded to us, which is denied
to no private person, to open schools for the
Instruction of youths at our own expense, the
violence and harshness of the civil laws bear
down upon these vory schools. We are much
the more enrnestly uflected by this sad
spectacle of affairs, becanse the means of
remedying it, which we would most desiroe
are wanting tous.  For wo are more truly
in the hands of our enemies than in our own,
und that very enjoyment of liberty
which is concoded to us since it can be taken
away or diminished at the beliest of unother,
does not possess the sure basis of salety nnd
stability,

Meonnwhile, it ia clear from daily experleded,

that the contagion of inquity Is creeping more

and more through the rest of the body of the

Coristinn Commonwenlth, and becoming

more propagated. For the nations estranged

from the Church are falling day hy day into

greatler miseries ; and where the Catholic

{aith has been most extinguished or weakened

the way is at hand to unsoundness of

opinions and hungering after noveltios, but

that very great and noble power of him, who

is God’s vicegerent on enrth, boing scorned,

it is plain that thers remain to human

authority mo checks, able to bring under re—~

struint the untamed spirits of revolutionists,

or to stay theardor of mad license in the wmul-

titude. And, fur these reasons, the civil society

of men slthough it has sutfored griovous dia-

nsters nlready, is menaced by the suspicion of

still graves porils.

Therefore, that the Church may repel the

attacks of her ¢enemies, and achieve her own

misslun, for the common good, thora must be

much work aud a hard sttuggle. But in this

earnest nud varying battle, in wkich the

glory of God is at stuke, and the fight is for
tlie overlasting welfare of souls, valn would

all man's strength and zeal be, unless assist-

wuce from henven was furnisbed suitable to

the times. Accordingly,in the troubles and

aftlictions of Christisnity, this has al ways bean

the ususl sanctuary of her lsbors and

anxieties to beg of God with the strongest

petitions to aid His suffering Church, und

grant her ability to Tbuttle, and to

triumph. We, therefore, lmitating this
txcellent custom and practice of our prede-
cessors, fully aware that God is the more
easily entreated in proportion to the greater
degree of repentance in men, and their de-
sire of regaining favor with Him, in order
then to obtain heavenly aid, and for the helps
of our souls, we proclaim to the Catholic
world by this, our letter, a epecial sacred
Jubilee.  Rulying, then, on the all-powerful
mercy of Gud, snd the aunthority of the
blessed Apostles, Peter and Paul, of that
power ot biuding and loosing, whichk the Lord
hag conferred upon ugr, unworthy though we
are, we grantto nll snd every one of Christ's
faithful, of both sexes, the atnplest indulgence
of all sins, In the form of a general Jubilee,
if only they,who live in Europe from the next
10th day of this month of March, the feast of
St, Joseph, the holy spouse of the Blessed
Virgin- Mary, to the first ot November, the
solemn festival of all Saints, Inclugive; and
who reside outof Europe, from the same next
19th day of ‘ihis month of March to the fast
duy of their current year 1881 inclusive—per-
foriz what 18 herein prescribed ; namely, ag
muny as are citizena or vizitora in Rome visit
twice the Church of Lateran, also the Vatican
and Liberian, Basilicas, and there, for a time,
offer up their pious prayers accordiug to our
intention, for the prosperity and exaltation of
the Catholic Church, and of this Aposatolic
See, for the extirpation of all lieresies, and the
converaion of all who are in error, for concord
wmong Christian Princes, and the peace and
unity of - the whole faithiul people ; let them,
using only fast mests, fast one day besides
the days included in the Lonten Indult or
otherwine devoted toa like fast of strict obli-
gation by tha precept of the Church; more-
aver, having duly confessed their sing, let

Eucharist, and contribute in the npme of
charity toward some pious work, We mentior
by name in this behal!t, thu-- . stirutions,
whose safe-keeping we ittt s et v {utter,
Dot lang ago to the 1 uwiniy T L toiag o
wit—the Propagation uf' the Fudn, th- 5.cred
Childhood of Jesus nud tie Sehouls o' ihe ust 3 ’
wuich, in distunt and rav.ego land-, 1t is our
greatest wish and desipu rev ertaliti-n and ad-
vance, that they may buw equal to their
nesada, .

Let all others residing apywh.r— outside
the city go, in s#nid 1mierval, 1o three
churches to bu designated by tve local
ordinaries, or their vicurs or oflici.le rrprogen-
tations, or of their mnudate, nut, themaslves
being absent, hy those who buve the charge
of souls there, twice, if there be only two
churches, tares times, or if one, six times;
Iikewise, like them perform the other works
meuntioned abovo. We wish that this indul-
gonce may also be applied by way of suffruge
to the souls of those, who united to God in
charity, have departed thie life. Moreover wa
nllow iocal ordinaries In thoir prudent judg-
meut to reduce to a less numboer these visits
of chapters and congregatlons of reculars as
woll us regulars, sodalities, confraternities,
univorsities or colleges visiting the churches
reterred to in procession.

Wo allow travelers by land or sea, when
they bave repaired to their domiciles, or other
ascertained abode, having vigited siz times the
larger or parochial Church, avd having duly
performed the rost of the works prescribed
above, to obtain the samoe indulgence, And
we grant and allow to regulars of both sexes,
even perpetually dwelling in cloisters, also
to all others, lnics 0r ecclesinstics, seculars
or regulars, who are hindered by prison,
bodily infirmity, or other just cuuss whatover,
from performing the works mentioned or auy
of thom, that their coufessor may commute
to other works of piety, or postpone them to
s0mo near time, given even power of dispen-
fing from communion children not yet ad-
mijtted to first Commnnion.

First wo grant the privilege to all and evory
oue of the feithful of Chilst, Inles as well ag
well aq ecclosinstics, seculars and regulars of
whatover order and institntion even spec—
ially to bo named, to choose in this buhalf
any approved priest ng confessor, focular as
well ag rogular; which privilege nuas,
novices and cther women leading o cloister-
ed tifo may enjoy, provided the confosser bo
upproved fornuns. W econfer upon confessors,
only for this oceasion, and during the time of
thin Jubilew, all these very facultics which
wors grantad by us in the other Jubiles given
through our apestolic lutter, dated the 15th of
February, in the year 18749, which boging
Pontifices Magimé, with all the excuptipus,
howuever, that were made by us in that letter.
And that tho galutlary results which we have
proposed to ourgelves, uny ba more readily
and sbundsntly drawn  from this Sacred
Jublive, 1ot nll strive earnestly to deserve well
of the great dMother of God by spacial devotion
and venoration during tbat time., Wosub-
mit this Sacrod Jublive, and commend to the
care  nud  protection of St Joseph, the
Blessud Virein Mary’s most chaste spouse,
whom Pins JX. P.M.. of glorions memory, de-
clarad the potron of the whole Church, and
wo [desire that his nid be humbly emplored
every day by all Christ's faitbful—Further-
more, we cxhort every one to try to mnke pil-
grimagos of devotion to the shrine of the
lieavenly eaints, which wera wont to bo
venerable and hioly, by n pecullar devotion in
various places, umone which in Ttaly is the
linly house of the Virgin Mnary of Loretto,
which the temombrauce of the loftiest
mysteried commands.

Wheralore, in virtue of holy obediance, we
order and comnmnand all ordinaries, and each
of them, their vicars and oflicial ropresenta-
tives, or, these wanting, those who Linve the
caro of souls, when they hiave received copies,
eithor writton or printed, of this letter, they
shall'takecaro that it iz published within their
juriadiction, and they shall designnto, as pre-
vioasly directed, the church or churches which
aro {0 be visited by the people,dnly prepared,
83 far as possible, by the preaching of the word
~f God,

And that this letter'which cannot be rarried

to every place, may be brought to
the Lknowledge of all, let the same
faith precisely be put everywhere in

copies taken in writing ar printed, subscribed
by a notary public, and stamped with the seal
of some ecclesinntical diguitary, which would
be placed in this prosent lotter, if it wore ox-
hibited or shown,

Every word of the above is true, and the
sooner Mr. Charles Durand and others like
him realise it the better for Canada and the
sooner oar people will cease . moving
to the States. There is a terrible lack
of moral courage among Cansdian public
men] and journals. The Conservatives
are now denying the exodus the Liberals
go loudly and persistently proclaim, just as
to-morrow, if the Liberals attained power,
they would do tlie samse,in order to prove
that under their regime no one would be
foolish to leave Canada. Party is surely &
wonderfully mad cap.

CoMMENTING on the cable despatch which
informed us that Sir William Harcourt, the
Home Secretary, bad received a box contain-
ing dynamite, which was to blow him as high
as he stands in his own estimation, we ridi-
culed the idea and expressed an opinion that
it was what iz commonly termed a put-up
job, But we wers wrong, and have to apo-
logize to the Home Secretary. The follow-
ing account, taken from the London Zimes,
will shew that the thing was nothing but a
practical joke :—

#The box was opened, and it was found to
contain an old rusty pistol, loaded, but not
capped. A sheet of paper, lying at the bot-
tom of the box, had the following words writ-
ten upon it, in an apparently disguisea band :
« The first ingtalment ot the Arms Act, From
an admirer of your policy” The news spread
during the afternoon while the House was
sitting, and as an example of the rapid
growth of exaggerated reports it may be
mentioned that for a time many members
were led to believe thata box of dynamite
had been discovered in no less alarming a
situation than under the Speaker’s chair. In
order to put an end to these absurd rumors,
the inspactor of police explained the circum-
stances to many members of the House, who
seemed to regard the matter in the light of a
practical joke.”

Which, in fact, it was. And yet our con-
temporaries in Canada wrote serious edito-
rials on the snbject, and lamented that the
ITrish could be so bloodthirsty or Nihilistic
ag to attempt doing away with a member
of the Government in such a sanguinary

fashion.

WEe commend the following passage taken
from & lecture delivered lately in Belfast,
Ireland, by Col. T. H. Grant, of Quebec, to
the consideration of the Cunadian Spectator:
« Mr. Chairman, it has passed into a proverb,

« genius, gallantry and greatness, are the

wacquired fame and glory. (Applause.)
« And much as the history of this countiry
«has been ennobled and beantified by
« the pure and lofty patriotism of its sons, by
« the brilliant and memorable deeds of its
« ancestors, and the virtues and graces of its
« women, let us remember that ¢ no pent up
« Utica, has contracted the powers of the
« Irish race, but that there is not a free spot
% in the world to-day where Irish tact and
« talent and bravery have not shed addi-
# tional lustre upon the name and character
« of the Irish people. (Applause.) Canada
« gffords a bright example of the truthfulness
« of this picture. In all the walks of life,
« from the highest to the lowest, you will find
« that the history of the country teems with
«racords of remarkable achievements of
« Irishmen and their descendants. In this
« very question of Canadian union, the thres
« noblemen who stood between the Sovereign
¢and her Canadian people to encourage, to
« gdvise, mnd conciliate, were Irishmen—
« Monck, Lisgar and Dufferin. (Applause.)

Tur French have the reputation of being
the best-mannered people in the world, and
a cultivated Frenchmau is certainly a model
of grace and breeding. But those of them
who go into the stormy arema of politics,
ospecially if they enter the Legislative
Chamber, seem fo absolve themselves from
the conventionalities of ordipnary saociety.
The language members of the Lower House
(and sometimes even of the calmer Senate)
permit themselves to use towards each other,
would certainly not be tolerated else-
where. There was a scene in the Cham-
ber of Deputies on the 29th of March, caused
by an explosive exclamation from M. de
Casgagnac. “ Are you mnot a Frenchman,
sir1” agsked M. Ferry, sharply, forgetting, in
his irritation, that he should address him-
gelf to the Chair, M, de Uassagnac repliad
direct, and in these terms :—# There was a
time when it was easy to see which
of us two was the better Fremchman; I
mean when I was a common soldier on
the battlefield, and you were at Pans playing
the part of a baker. I was exposed to shot
and shell, while you were distributing bread
mixed with bran and straw. I fought for my
country, and you, sir, at the same period con-
fined your efforts to starving the oity of Paris.
I prefer my way of proving myself & French-
men to yours.,” Breaches of order and polite-
neas are constantly occurring in this way
amongst men who, chosen by the nation to
make laws and govern, descend at times to
verbal and other amenities which are better

suited to a cafe at Montmatre, Still we can-

not complain over much Ber pride ouraelves
on our superiority since the late scenes in the
Imperial Parliament, in the Amerfcan Senate
between Mahene and Voorhees, in the Cana-
dian House, In the Victoria Legislature or in
other English-speaking asgemblies, The
Fronch have gota reputation for politeness,
that is all, and more is therefore expected

from them.

O

Tge Irish land agiation comes again to
the front, to the exclusion ot almost all other
topics of discussion; and no wonder, for the
bill it has forced Mr. Gladstone to introduce
aims at a revolution, not perhaps 8o sweeping
as that which a victorious army weuld bring
about, but certainly as great as could be
offected without fighting. We are not yet in
possession of the full details of the proposed
bill, but so copious have been the reports by
cable that the general features can be distin-
guished. The bill is gatisfactory in some
respects; eminently unsatisfactory in others.
We cannot fail to perceive that the Govern-
ment will not give up the idea that emigra-
ion must be one of the mesns of bringing
prosperity to Ireland, slthough the country
bas been depleted sufficiently during the
past forty yesrs to have made it the
richest on earth if the exodus of its
bone and sinew could have accomplished
such a result. It was known that Mr. Parnell
was to make a pronouncement st Cork on
yesterday, and it was looked torward to with
anxiety and interest by all parties, who, no
matter what they may say, know in their
hearts that be is the accepted leader of the
Irish people at home and abroad, end that his
decision, therefore, was the voice of the nation.
Mr. Parnell is not enchanted with the bill,
but he believed it should be sccepted asan
instalment of justice, and that isin fact the
view of it taken by every intelligent Irigh-
man. There is little use in dwelling any
longer on the measure at present, it is, at
best, only a proposal by & Minister who is
at the head of a large majority which may
melt away under strong pressure and prejo-
dice ; the House of Lords stand menacingly
ia front of it, and it is 5o beset with difficulties
that no man knows what may be its ultimate
fate. What i, however, known is that it
Gladstone's bill be not passed it will be so
much the worse for the landed proprietors.

THE IRISH LAND BILL.

When Mr. Gladstone says that is a ratisfac-
tion to him to leave the dreary repression sys-
tem forawhileand proceed to measures of reliet
for Ireland it is not difticult to believe that
he is sincere, The past history of the man
is the best proof that his words come from
his heart. If he is to be censured at all it
would be for his lack of moral courage in not
first Lringing his healing measures forward
and then, if it were still found absolutely
necessary to proceed to coercion. This policy
would have prevented the slaughter of 3 num-
ber of Irishmen and women, criven to desper-
ation by the tyranny of the landlords, who
sought to extract their pound of flesh before
their powers fo. evil had been swept away
forever. If the most enthusiastic friends of
Mr. Gladstone, and he has millions of such
all over the world, cun farnish an excuse for
this putting of the cart before the horse, it is
in the resignation from his Cabinet of such
men as the Duke of Argyle and Sir William
Harcourt, for it must be presumed, now that
they have shown their dislike to the Land
Bill, that it was their pressure on the Prime
Minister which drove him to coercive mea-
sure. Wo can well imagine what scenes
passed at the Cabinet meetlings ou Irish
questions, and how fiercely the Land Bill
must have been debated when twenty-two
changes were made, some presumably to
please the Whigs, and some to sooth the
Radicals, acd why at the last moment, when
too much of & Radical shape was stamped on
the Bill, the malcontents resigned. All this
balf justifies Mr. Gladstone’s singular conduct
of the past year, and wholly justifies the posi-
tion tsken by the Home Rulers apd
the Land League. One thing must
now take place, despite the resistanee
of the aristocratic element, and that
is though the Ministry may fall, & good Land
measure must be swallowed by some party,
if not by the present Miristry then by ome
still more Democratic. We believe that this
is desired by the vast majority of the electors
in Great Britain and Ireland. We refrain
from commenting on the provisions of the
Bill, as received by cable, for the reason that
we could not make things clearer than they
are. All that we can know for certain is,
that in future, always supposing the Bill is
not thrown out or emasculated by the Lords,
the Irish tenant will be no longer the serf
that he is, The Irish Parliamentary party
seems to be pretty nearly satistied with the
provigions of the measure, but Mr. Parnell
regrets that no clause has been inserted
which provides for the migration of the pea-
santry from barren to fertile districts. During
the past century the tenants were gradually
driven to what he termsd from bad to worse,
that is to say from the valleys to the bleak
mountains, and the lands from which they
had been evicted turned into pastures.
1t is this state of things Mr. Parnell would
have remedied. Perhape the ten million
pounds in exchequer bonds proposed for
purchasing lands by tenants from landlords,
mentioned in one of the clauses, may partly
have the effect of realizing Mr. Parnell’s
theory. Ifso it will be well, but we fail to
ses any provision against the curse of absen-
teefsm, which, as the French Admiral Maxse
declares, is equivalent to a tributs from Ire-
land to England,

_ Second only to that of the Irish people at
home is the interest taken by their fellow-
countrymen abroad in the proposed Land
Bill. And with reason is this inieresi takea.
The Irigh abroad, on account of the love they

bear the old country and the friends and re-
lations they have' left thers, are often dis-
tracted in their affairs of business, and have
not the same time toattend to them sas if
they werenot called periodically to casé their
eyes over the ocean, to subacribe money, to
attend meetings, and to lose their time and:
their means in assisting . the people at
home, muck to their own loss. Bepides,
they find it an ungracious task to
have to keep up & continuous quarrel with
their fellow-citizens of other nationalities,
who cannot understand this eternal bother
about Ireland and her grievances, grievances
which affact onr status as citizens in Canada,
the United States and elsewhere, for it stands
to reason that if matters in Ireland went on
to our satlsfaction we could let the old coun~
try drift, certain that she coumld get along
without our aid or supervision. At the same
time, it will be remembered to the credit of
the Irish abroad—when peace ig restored and
prosperity relgne—that they did not turnsel-
fishly away from the land of their ancestors
jn its days of travail and despair, buf that
they stood to it loyally and lovingly, as was
their duty.

A VERY REMARKABLE MAN.

We would bave thought, that in deference
to the intelligent Irishmen for whose
opinions he professes to have some respect,
the editor of the Canadian Spectator
might advance an mpology for the insolent
article wbich appeared in his paper last
week, and for which he is undoubtedly re-
sponsible. But he does not apologise, ex-
cept the following choice morceauzr be con-~
sidered an apology:—

« A Montreal evening paper, devoted to
i Fenianism, bas been pelting me vebemently
« for an article that appeared in this journal
« on the Irish question ; it was not in accord-
« gnce with the sentiments I hold on that
u question, and the editor of the paper re-
 ferred to knew it perfectly well. Healso
« knew tbat I was not the author of the
« grticle, and that the often declared policy
4 of the Spectator is to allow the discussion of
« g1l sides of all questions, so that the pub-
# lic may have a chance to judge between
 difterences of opinion.”

From the above one would infer that the
Editor of THe Post and the Editor of the
Spectator were bosom friends; that the Editor
of Tue Post had the run of the Spectator office;
and that the articles of the organ of culture
had been submitted for his inspection ina
spirit of gushing friendship. We need hardly
say that such is not the case. What we
know is that the article in question was dis-
gustipgly insulting and grossly untrue, and
that it was neither the first nor the second
time effusions of a like nature had appeared
in the columns of the Spectator. The Editor
of that paper may succeed i convincing a few
innocent people that he is mnot responsible
for the article, but he will not convince
any journalist. The Canadian Spectafor
is sought to be modelled in all respects
on it English namesake, but we
candidly ask the proprietor of the puny imi-
tation it the editor of the famous London
weekly would allow such a filthy article to
appear in its columns, or if, having unfortu-
nately allowed its insertion, he would after-
wards claim irresponsibility ? No, that would
not be journalism, and we now take the
liberty of telling our contemporary that Ca-
nadian journalists are not so stupid, 5o pre-
judiced, or so unmanly as not to severely
condemn his conduct in the premises. 1t is
only given to great men to be masters of
many professions or trades, and we respect-
fally submit—as the editor of the Cunadian
Spectator i8 not a great man—that he should
surrender the ides that he is a successful
journalist and lecturer both. One cannot, no
matter how clever he may be, jump into the
field of journalism and be a journalist all at
once. Attention, diligence and labor are
required to ensure success, But if one (not
being pgreat) cannot succeed as a lecturer
and journalist, how much less are his chances
of success as a preacher of the Gospel, a
lecturer, a journaliet, a politician, a specu-~

jator, a man about town, and a
President of an  Emigration Com-
pany, for we believe to all these

positions this admirable Creigton of Canada
aspires. There is positively an airy grace
about this gentleman which must command
a certain amount of respect, and in saying
this we refer less to his # configuration of
countenance” than to the manner in which
he emerges from difficulties of his own creat-
ing, or at least to the manner in which he
imagines he emerges. One thing we would
like to impress ia the mind of the Editor is,
that in this age of enlightment and culture
one cannot be all things to all men for long
and he caonot, more especially, play the
role of a humbug and a lover of the human
race with any degree of success. We may
be wrong but such is our opinion.

We consider ourselves
as sober and as industrious as any of you
Majesty’s subjects, and beg your Majosty to
use your great influence with your Parliamer
to get us a reduction of rent, or ¢lse complet
ruin awalts us. To remair loyal and law
abiding we must have fair rent, free sale, and
fixity of tenure. By granting this our humble
petitiop, we shall ever pray.”

IN MEMORIAM.

ERECTION OF A STAINED GLASS WINDOW IN

MEMORY OF THE LATE BISHOP O'BRIEN.

There has just been completed by Mr,
Spence, of 29 Jurors street, one half ofa stained
glass window which the Catholic citizens of
Brockville are erecting in their church to tue
memory of the well-beloved, the late Bishop
O’Brien. The window, when complete, will
be formed of six subjects, each forming a

geparate arch, and each measuring
nine feet high and three feet seven
inches wide The entire height of

the window, inclusive of tracing aund
figuring at the head, will be about 25
feet, and the entire width 10 feet 9 inches.
The three subjects already finished are the
Nativity, the Crucifixion and the Ascension
of our Saviour. These will forma the upper
portion of the window. The other three
gubjects, forming the lower portion of the
window, will be S5t. Patrick preaching at
Tara, 8t. Bridget receiving the veil, and St.
Francis Xavier, Apostle of the Indies,raising
the dead to life, The first of these latter is
completed, and represents St. Patrick before
the King of lreland, at the feet of whom

LAND TENURE.

Some of the Curiosities of the Land
Question.

[From the Scottish American-Journal.]

From the earliest periods of the history of
mankind we find a ¢ land question” troubling
them. Savages, as soon as they come within
the pale of ths chroniclers, are found break-
ing each other’s heads about hunting-grounds,
or the patches of sterile desert in which they
root for grubs and other small deer, or in the
waters of which they fish; and, as we all
know, no people are so civilized as to discon-
tinue the old-world pastime of warriug about
boundaries. When they are not killing each
other, we see them making laws about the
division, enjoyment, or inheritance of land;
and these ordinances are all peculiar and
different from the rules about movable or
created property, the rudest savage recogniz-
ing that in his world the land isa fixed quan-
lity, and has to be specially legislated for,
Many curious old systems of tenure have
existed, but for the most part they all of them
recognized the idea of service. Thus, for
instance, when an estate was granted on the
condition of the holder blowing a horn when
the king passed that way, presenting him
with a white rose or with a basin of water
and a towel, or, as the Baron of Bradwardine
had to do, on the condition of pulling off the
king’s boots, it was not to be supposed that
these gifts or services were considered equi-
valent to the value of the soil. Knight
service and “grand sergeantry” implied, in
addition, military duties. Pelty sergeantry,
on the other hand, demanded services allied to
war, such as the payment ot rent in spears or
arrows, which need not be performed person-
ally to the king or to the lord of the manor,
who held for the Crown. They were merely
to keep the tenant in mind that the lands
were not his ; and of course the more absurd
the tenure, the more likely the ¢owrer”
would be to recollect the circumstances un-
der which they were granted to him by the
king. When a charity boy gets his head
s« bumped ? at a particular point duricg the
annual beating of the bounds, he is notapt to
forget the particular thus made a rough mmem-
orandum of for the beuefit of posterity who
may not understand trigonowetry.

For centuries the Corporation of London
has, through the senior alderman or town
clerk, «“done suit and service to the Sove-
reign " for a piece of ground in the county of
Salop, by chopping one faggot with a bill-
hook, and another with a hachet, and for
“the Forge,” in the parish of St. Ciement
Danes, by counting six horseshoes and sixty-
one hobnails. Now thiz is no unmeaning
furce, but devised of its quaintness tor a good
and suflicient purpose. The Duke of Marl.
borough is bound every year, on the anniver-
sary of the battle of Blenheim, to present to
the sovereign two flags as his {eudal service
for holdicg the estaty presented by the na-
tivn to his sncestors; and.in like munner
other great proprietors hold their properties
on similarly apparent trivial tenures.  +Pep-
per-corn” rentals were devised, not with a
view to the actual payment for the use of the
laud, but simply to compel the tenant to ac-
knowledge yearly that he was not the actual
owner, and could Le dispossessed. These
rentals are still in vogue in various parts of
the country.

In Orkney, for example, feudalism never
gained a firm footirg. As in Denmark, and
the rest of northern Kurope, land was from
early times held herv by Odal Bight or «Al-
lodial Tenure.” That is to say, it was vested
absolutely in the owner, and not dependent
on a superior. The Odallers of Orkney, when
the rest of the country were persnaded 1o
adopt the tie of service for that of Odal, were
allowed to retain their old privileges on the
condition of paying a large contribution to
the erection of Kitkwall Cathedral. Hence,
to this day, the Odal tenure prevails through-
out & great portion of Orkney and Shetlaud,
the right to land being completed without
writing by undisturbed possession proved be-
fore witnesses. Mr. David Balfour is one o
tho greatest proprietors in the islands, and
among his tenants are several who pay, or
are supposed to pay, pepper-corn rents, their
farms being too small to support the culti-
vators, even when they supplement agricul-
ture by fishing, One of these  pepper-
corners ' came to ¢ the laird,” and intimated
his intention of « flitting unless a barn was
bigged.” « Why, you pay no rent!” was the
astonished reply. ¢ Oh, Maister Balfour!”
the frugal tenant remonstrated, * ye maunna
say that. I dee pay arent.” «What rent?”
the laird enquired, ¢« Weel, it sood be a hes,”
was the cautious answer, the pepper-corner
not veuturing to assert that the rent had ever
been actually paid. But it was pecessary to
e+act it, us undisturbed possession might in
time be construed into ownership.

These pepper-corn rents are occasionally
troublesome, Not long ago a wealtby Hun-
garian let a farm on a life leasoe to his less
fortunate elder brother, at a yearly rental of
one kreutzer—or something less than a farth-
ing. Butthe tenant after a time began to
consider that this stipulation was derogatory
to his dignity, and declined payment. There-
upon the younger brother became wroth, and
sued his pepper-corn tenant, and after the de-
lay of some months, and the expenditure of
several hundred florins, won his case, und
duly received his farthing. But next year
the same process had to be gone through, and
ag there is every prospect of the kreutzer
being & yearly suit in the courts, the farm is
likely to prove a costly one to the litigious
brothers, and a windfall to the Magyar
lawyers,

ITALY'S RELATIONS WITH FRANCE.

Paris, April 9.—It is rumored to-night that
King Humbert has decided to dissolve the
Italian Parliament. A correspondent at
Rome telegraphs that should ever a Ministry
be formed trom the right a war with France
would be improbable, if not impossible ; but
from the prominence given to the Tunis
question by Paris papers of every poli-
tical shade, it is evident that it is
regarded as much more important than if it

were, as pretended, a mere quarrel with
frontier tribes, The Ministerial orisis in
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Italy was not unexpected, and will in no
way modify the resolution of the French
Government. The Ministerial press this
morning is very guarded in its utterances on
the newa that Signor Cairoli’s downfull is
imminent, The Debatsand Republique Fran-
caise sve quite silent, The Laterne, which
expresses the opinion of a large portion of
the class of advanced Frenchmen, says this
morning : “The French Government has
only two duties to perform,~—it must act

vigorously and negotiate prudently.”

The venerable Archbishop MacHale, of
Tuam—" The Lion of the Iold of Judah”—
closed the 90th year of his life and the 67th
of his sacred ministry on the ¢th ultimo. He
was born on the 6th ot March, 1791, and
wasg therefore seven years old at the time of
the Irish rebellion of '98, and nine when the
treachery and corruption of Lord Castlereagh
and some of his colleagues voted away the
the local Parliamentary liberty of Ireland,
and gave the color of legality to the
legislative annexation of Ireland to Grest
Britain through the act of union in 1800.
e entered Maynooth College in 1811,
at the age of 20,and was ordained priest
three years later. He was raised to the
coadjutor-bishopric of Killala in 1825, which
oftice he filled with such eminent ability and
devotion during the succeeding nine years,
that, in the same year —1834—he was con-
secrated Bishop of Killala, he was raised to
the still higher dignity of the Archispiscopal
Ses of Tuam, whose sanctity his watchiul
cure has steadily increased during the last 46
years, and still continues, by unwaninz seal,
benign countenance and profound learning, to
stimulate, ornament and edify. His eflorts
to harvest tbe fruits of Catholic Eman-
cipation, secured from the Ewnglish Parlia-
ment by 0'Connell in 1829, were unremitting
and of wide popular benefit. He had wit-
nessed the harrowing physical miseries and
persistent attempts at moral elimination
wrought upon his fellow-Catholics through
the satanic ingenuity of the infamous penal
code, and haited with hozannas the advent of
an opportuuity to wipe out its buneful influ-
ence. Archbishop John, while always coun-
selling public peace, is intenseiy Irish in his
affections, and bas ever been the f{ront
champion of the rights of the op-
preseed people, and the uncompromising
enemy of their aristocratic oppres—
sors by every moral method. The fame
of his character is nearly us broad as the
Church in whose undyiug fold he holds such
high and noly rank. The unnumbered acts
of benevolence with which his life is filled,
aund which have reached but to soften and
ameliorate the bard and unfortunate condi-
tions of Lumanity in the wide ficld of his
spiritual jurisdiction, insure for his future a
monument a8 enduring as that which belongs
to the immortal character of the ministry of
which Archbistop McHale is so illustrious a
representative. Lot us hope that the grand
old Arch-Prelate may be evabled to culebrate
his centennial with the people af Tuam,

The correspondent of & London paper
writes : «I saw this morning s gentleman who
has won two Chester Cups, and who has had
rix horses in training, ncting as timekeeper to
the omnibuses of the London General Omni-
bus Company. Having served as conductor
for some years on twenty-eight shillings a
weok, ke has lately been promoted to the post
mentioned, for which he receives thirty shil-
lings per week of seven days.”

Recently on the Custom-house officers at
Leith boarding a vessel in the docks with a
cargo of oilcake from New Orleans, they dis-
covered a box containing several thousands
of cartridges composed of material more than
usually explosive. It is said that they were
consigned to no one in =cotland, and that it
was not originally intended to discharge the
cargo at Queenstown.

It
has been gravely proposed in the French
Chamber to legalise this practice. The pro-
poser, M. Joubert, would charge 10,008 francs
a year for the title of duke, 5,000 for that of
Marquis, and soon ina descending scale,
finishing with 2,000 francs a year for the use
of the particle de. He thinks there are
Frenchmen enough who love titles to pay the
State 100,000,000 a year for the right ofsport-
ing them.

He came
from Toronto yesterday to do some work at
Allandale and was coming over to ree Barrie
this morning before returning home, An-
other young man named Bedford had
two toes cut offf The fircman of the
exira magaged to Jump off and escaped
uninjured, but the engineer was not sotortu-
nate. When the two trains canie together the
tender of his englne smuashed into a eaboose,
crushing him agninst the boiler, but providen-
tially a vlece of timber got fixed in such a
manuer that it protected him from being killed,
a slight wound on the side of the head betng the
oulv damage done. Fortunately there were no
passengers on the train at the time or we would
undoubtealy have to chronicle a greater loss of
life. The engincer of the extra train says that
the accldent was ecaused by the Hamtiiton train
leaving Allendale ten minutes a head of time
and the heavy fog which huug over the track at
the time, thus preventing him from seeing that
thie Hamilton traln was coming on.

Dosuiy, April 5.—The (fazelte confains a
proclamation ordering that, on or before ?ho

Lospox, April 5-—In the Ionse of
Commons, Mr. O'Connor, Home Ruler, called
attention to the incrense of ovictions in
Irelund. He appealed to the Governtnent to
take step3 to restrict them.

Mr. IMorster said those who advised the
people to pay no rent were partly respon-
gible for the evictions. He hoped the Land
Bill would bring about a better state of
thinga.

An-
other horrible afiray is reported from the snmec
county. A process server was attacked by
iwo hurdred women armed with sticks and
stones at Ballinamore. His police escort fired
on the women, mortally wounding a girl
pamed Byrne aud severely injuring another.

ARBITRARY, HARSH AND CRUEL.

Provision is made for preventing it from
passing into extravagance and for protecting
the just rights of the landlords by bringing
into fair competition the tenant’s right to
assign nnd the landlord’s right to get what
his land is ressonably worth. The salient
point and cardinal feature of the bill is the
1natitution of a court to take coguizance of
rent, and which will not be deterred from
taking cognizance of tenure and assignment,
There {8 strong grounds for making & resort
to this court optional instead of compulsory.
There may be tenants who do not desire the
interference of this court, Every existing
tenant might call on the court to fix a judi-
cial rent for fifteen years, during which
there could bo no change, and no eviction
except for a breach of certain specified cove-
nants.

' Lovpox, April 8,—The Irigh land measure
will differ in many.respects from the dccounts
of it which have alréady been published.
The bill iteelf, which will be in the hands of
‘members of Parliament to-morrow, will cover
twenty-seven closely printed folio psges. It
is a serious effort to solve the Trish land
question, Since the first draft was submitted
to tha Cubinet it has undergone no fower
than twenty-twe important changes. 1t
opens by conferring on all existing tenants
the right of free ‘gale'snbject to the reason-
able objection of the landlord ; to the incom-
ing tenant such objection, however, being
subject to the revision of the Land Court to
be instituted. 1t permits landiords to

PURCHASE THE TEKANTS' INTEREST,

Ulster tenants may sell their interest either
under the Ulster custom or under the provi-
sions of the present bill, but they must clect
one of eitber method. Tenanis bave the
right to bequoatho their tenancy where &
landlord demands an increase of 1ent, and if
the tenant agrees or the Court awards such
au increase Do alteration can be made in the
rent for a term of fitteen years. No tenant
can be evicted except for non-payment of rent,
wasto or breach of contract. A new scale of
compensation for disturbance is adopted.
Where the rent is made £30 it is fixed at a
sum not exceeding seven yearsirent; under £50
five yenra' vent ; under £100 four years’ ren;
over £100 tbres years' rent. The tenant’s
right 1o compensation for improvement is
guaraateed, The ienants may apply to the
Court to fix what is the fair rent. Only ten-

ants paying 150 rent and over can contract
themselves out of the provisions of the bill.
Excepting in theso cases leases and contracts
inconsistent with its provisions aro declared
void.

THIS PREVENTS ANGSES,
such as took pla~e io spite of the land act
ot 1870, landlords like the Duke of Leinster
haviog compelled their tenants to accept
leases contracting themselves out of the pro-
visions of that bill. Limited owners can ex-
ercise the same powers ns absolute owners
under this act. This is a depariure from the
fumlamental principles of British land laws,
and it perhaps foreshadows the downfuli of
the law of c¢.tail and settlement. Many of
the foregoing provisions were foreshadowed
in the Standurd's editorial on Wednesdsy on
the land bill, which was based on an old
dralt of the bill. It was completely at fault
in reference to the main provisionsof the bill
dealing with the
CREATION OF A PEABANT PROPRIETARY.

Part fifth of the Dbill deals with the ac-
quisition of land by tenants, the reclamation
of land and emigration. [t provides that the
Land Commission, out of the money in their
hands for the purpose, may, if satisfied with
the security, advance sums to tenants for the
purpose of evabling them tfo purchase their
holdings where landlords are willing to sell.
Such an advance is not to exceed three-
fourths of the principal sum. When thosals
of a holding is about to be made Ly a land-
lord to a tepant in consideration of the ten-
ent paying afine and engaging to pay to the
landlord & fee as farm rent, the Commission
may advance a sum equal to balf the fine;
payuble to the landlord. Provision-is also
made to enable the Commission to give pur-
chasing tenaots a Parlismentary title, at a
fixed scale of coste, ip order to avoid the
heavy leg:l expensed which altend the sale
and transfer of landed property under the
ordinary law. Tenants can pay the principal
and interest by annual payment of £5 per
£100, clearing oft the debt in 35 years. The
Treasury may authorize the Board of Works
to advance money to companiea for the recla-
mation or improvement of waste lands on
property security., The land Commission
may from time to time, with the sanction of
the Treasury, enter into agreement with any
person or body of persons having authority
to contract on behalf of the

DOMINION OF CANADA,

or of any Province thercof, or on behalf of
any British colony or dependency, or any
State or district in suck Dominion, Province,
Colony or dependency, or on bebalf of any
public company or other public body with
whose security the Land Commission may be
satisfied, for the advance by the Commission
by way of a loan out of theo monoy in their
hands of such sums as they may think it de-
sirable to expend in promoting emigration
from Ireland. Such agreements shall
coniain such provisious relating to the
the mode of application of loans and the
securing and re-payment thereof to the com-
mission, and for other purposes as the com-
mission thinks fit under the bead of supple-
mental provieions. The Act provides, « The
Treasury may from time to time, as they
think fit, issue out of the Consolidnted Fund,
or the growing produce thereof, the sums re-
quired for advances or purchases of estates
by the landlord under this part of this Act
not oxceeding the sum annually granted by
Parlinment,” Provisions are also made
for teonants purchasing an estate where
three-fourths of the mnumber are pre-
pared to levy or are willing to borrow the
necessary mouney from the Commission. A
striking feeture of the bill is the recognition
of occupiers’ ana tenants' rights as a valuable
interest. Its advances to the tenant in ordi-
nary cases are limited to a sum of £3,000.
In extraordipary cases the limit is placed at
45,660. The Civil Bill Court of the country
is declared the Land Court of first instance.
It is provided that all difterences and settle—
ments botween landlord and tenant will be
submitted to narbitration, It is wveported
that

shall be cstablished, to consist of thres per-
sous, one being tho Judge of the Supreme
Court of Judicature in Ireland, the Central
Coromiesion to be established in Dublin with
power to establish Sub-Commissions, and the
Land Commission to be the final court of ap-
peol on all land questions. The act isto be
culled ¥The Land Law ot Ireland” Act of 1831,
Several paragraphs of the bill are regarded by

the Irish members as conferring solid
benefits on tenants, So far as it
falls  short of the three o F%" it

creatos  dissatisfuction, and stroong efforts
will be made by the Irish party to further
extend its provisions. The provisions es-
tablishing law courts and encouragicg the
growth of o peacant proprietary give general
satisfaction. , The measure if passed into a
law. in its presont state will completely de—
stroy the arbitrary power of the landlords.
1t is noticed with satisfaction that no limit is
placed to the amount of money to be directed
to the reclamation of waste land or the es-
tublishment of a peasant proprietary.

Bill.. The Lord Lieutenant has addressed a
circular to magistrates throughout Ireland
requesting their co-operation in slopping
the illegal holding of- League Courts, and re-
minding them that all persons taking part in
the proceedings of such courts are liable to
arrest under the Coercion Act. ‘

The Land Bill is. received with more or
1ess favor by all sections of the press, Agi-
tation upon the bill has already commenced
in the North of Ireland, the measure being
warmly discussed throughout Ulster, Tbree
meetings will be beld next week to con-
gider it.

The cotrespondent of the Manchester Guar-
dian says, regarding the Land Bill, the gene-
ral iwpression is {hat no bill of such impor-
tance wag ever better received. Extreme
Trish members probably take as much credit
ag they can for having forced the mensurs on
the Goverrment, and accept the bill, which
probatly will pass its second reading on Mey
lst, by a very large majority. There I3 uni-
versal admniration of the skill with which the
Lill was drawn, and of the provisions where-
by the rights of the tenant appear to be pro-
tected in every conceivable case without in-
justice to the landlord. Conservatives, while
not denying ithe magnitude of the proposals,
do not appear to be violently averee to
the provisions of the bill. The Zl'est
says Gladstone delivered his  speech
with unabated vigor, and . was re-
mnrkable for his well-known power of
lucid explanations of detail. The Jost
makes a sweeping attack on the landlord and
tenant clauses, and says it goes faric the
direction of the principles of the Land League,
and proprses to change the principle of irish
land tenure, which Gladstone, 10 years ago,
would have condemped a8 revolutionary.
The Standard says the most powerful argu-
ment advsnced by Gladstone in taver of his
bill is the existence of certain defects in the
Laud Act of 1870, Itstronglycondemns the
clauses appropriating money, and says the
bill with revision and amendment, might be
passed the present session, but the bill ns
supplemented containg materials which wounld
requirs at least two sessions before it could
moulded iuto a serviceable Act of Parliament.
Tho Daily News says the bill meets with the
cordial approval of the Liberal party.

Loxpoy, April 8.—Lord Carlingford, known
as Mr. Fortescue, formerly Secretary for Ire-
land under Mr. Gladstone’s previous Admin-
istration, has been appointed to succeed the
Duke of Argyle as Lord Privy Seal in the
Cabinet, the Duke bhaving resigned in conse-
quence of bis ipability fo ngree to support
Mr. Gladstone’s Irish Land Bill.

In the House of Lord's to-night, His Grace
the Duke of Argyle, in presence of an un-
usual number of their Lordships, explained
his reasuns for resigniug the position of Lord
Privy Seal in the Cabinet. He said he hai
made every effort to reconcile himself to the
support of Mr. Gladstone's Irish Land Bill,
but found it impossible to do &o. From his
point of view he cousidered that the bill, if
made law would paralyze the ownership of
land in Irolund, by placivg it under fetters
and limitations under which it is not placed
in woy civilized country in the woild, Under
the bill neither lapdlord nor tenant would
be the owner of the land; the owner-
ship would be invested in a commission or
put in abeyauce, and the result would be most
fatally ipjurions to sgriculfural interests
thronghout the Uinited Kingdom, and more
especiully 8o in Ireland. The effect of the
Duke'a speech upou [rish members of Parlin-
ment is very Lad; they sauy it foresbadows
the defeat of Mr, Gladstone's bill in the House
of Lords, and they will have to return to their
constituents at the close of the sesslon and
tell them that while the English Parliament
was ready to impose upon Ireland the most
onerous and oppresaive coercion, it would not
glve to her the slightest relief from the unjust
and cruéi land Iaws which have made it im-
possible for Ireland to prosper, although
England’s Prime Minister and the majority of
her elected representatives declared such re-
lief absolutely necessary, and was only the
merest justice. The excitement among Irish
members runs high, and their exasperation is
great.
