i " LARGELY SIGNED REQUISITION PRESENTED

— A NON-PARTIZAN REPLY OF ACCEPTANCE
—THE CANDIDATE’S PATRIOTIC STAYD,

During the past feiw weeks it has heen
« matter of conjectnre for the public as
to whether Sir William Hingston would

* accept or decline the candidature for

Montreal Centre 'at this very important
juncture in the history of our political
affiirs. On Saturday evening last a large
and infiuentinl deputation waited upon
8ir William, at his reridence, and pre-
gented him with & requisition that cer-
tainly indicates, by the names upon it,

~ that the request is anything but a mere

ordinary party effort to sccure a candi-
date. Although theminiatry was largely
represented, still the pregentation of the
requisition did not take the form of an
exclusively party demonstration.

Sir William reccived the deputation
with that great courtesy ao characteristic
of Montreal's leading physician.

“Mr. M. J. F. Quinn, Q.C., was the
spokesman of the occasion.  He said it
was his pleasant duty. on behalf of the
glectors of Montreal Centre, to present
him with this great requisition which
would show Sir Willlam that it was the
evident desire of the people of Montreal
Centre that hie should present himself as
acandidate. He dusired to speak more
egpecinily for $t. Ann’s Ward, which
they all knew wae the [aveest ward in
the division and in which the [rish
Gutholics were very numerous. Tt was
not beeause of the dearth of candidates
that they came to him, but heeause they
felt that atlairs had reachel a erisis and
that some one was required as a eandi-
date who by his high pasition and char-
acter would command the respect of the
electors. They [clt certain that if he
(Sir William Hingston) would’ consent
to be a candidate he wonld be conferring’
an honor upon the Irish people of Mont-
real. If he would accept there could be
no doubt about his election, It would be
a foregone conclusion, and in presenting
this requisition he would ask him rot
only to accept the nomination, but also
the election (applaunse.)

Senator Drummond, who made a fow
very approprinte remarks,-snid that he
believed the arrangement by which
an Irish Catholic should represent the
Centre Division, an English Protestant
the West Division, and a French-
Canadian the East Division, was a wise
and prudent arrangement. Sir William
Hingston must, therelore, be regarded
first and foremost as the representative
of the Irish Catholiva. All races and
creeds in this country should work to-
gether.  He deprecated questions of
race and religion being introduced into

ublic affairs.” They shonld first of all

e Canadians, and, he believed, that
Canadians of all races and ereeds had
reason to congratulnte the frish Catholies
that they could in the person of Sir
William Hingston (urnish a candidate
of whom they could all be proud. The
situation was an extremely portentous
one. The English Protestantsin Quebee,
as 1 minority, enjoyved certain rights,
and as Protestants they should be pre-
Pared to do justice to all pardies. The
questlon that was now paramonunt, and
that overshadowed all other issurs. was
undoubtedly the Manitohn school ques-
tion. It would take fearless and manly
handling to scttle that question in &
minner satisfnctory to the people of
Quebec.  What would be thought then

I may say, gentle-
men, that Istill held out, L hoped against
hnpe that something might ocenr where-
by In.ight not he asked to assume such
n grave responsibility, for I am obliged
to tell you that public life hasvery little
relish for me, and more espreinlly at my
time otlife, when [ should naturally be
looking for leisure and repose. In the
meantime, o_movement had been going
on, nndl now I find that a requisition had
heen signed, the size of which, I must
confess, astonishes me. I again asked
to he relieved, Lt was told that things
ha1 gone too far, and now what am [ to
do amidall these kind apd overwhelming
expressions of popular good will?
Hitherto I felt that it was my duty to
say no, but, gentlemen, in the face of the
new orderof things, I hesitate, and Tam
afrnid that, as in the case of a woman
wooed, who hesitates is lost.

(Cheers.; It scems
to me, that a course can be followed, and
should be followed, consistent with our
loyalty, patriotism and daty, for the set-
tlement ol the Manitoba school question,
and that we shounld put aside party feel-
ing. and strengthen the hands of who-
ever may render justice to all, and to
work for the general good.  Again, it is
patriotism alone, and not. pity, that
prompts me in the direction of acquics-
cuiee.”’

This statement was received with loud
chieers, which were heartily repeated
whoen Sir Willinm Hingston said: “* At
this hour to say no would be to show the
white feather, and I beg to assure you
that this is a quality with which I am
not familiar.

IRISTL UNIVERSITIES.

An Important Pronouncement by the
Bishop of Down and Connor.

In reply to an address from the post
students of St. Malachi’s Catholic Col-
lege, Belfast, Most Rev, Dr. Henry, the
rrcently conseerated bishop of Down and
Connor, made an important pronounce-
ment on the subject of Irish university
education, a settlement ol which is now
supposed to be within the range of prac-
tical politics. He said:

No settlement of the Irish Catholic
university question ever will be satisiac-
tory or ever successful that is based on
the principle of centralization. In a
poor country like ours it there is to be
centralization of Catholic higher educa-
tion in onegreatcollege in Dublin, there
should be centralization all round. Let
the Presbyterinns and Protestants of the
entire country remove their institutions
to the capital, I that js impracticable,
why tfuree the Catholic students of’ Ire-
land to live in Dublin at great expense,
awny from their parents and [riends ?

Why should we Catholics, who are the

vast majority of the population, not have
a Cntholic university endowed by the
state, with its four colleges, one in the
capital of each province—Dnblin, Bel-
fast, Cork and Galway ? By this system
higher education would be brought home
to the doors of our people, and our talent-
ed young men would be enconraged to
devote their abilities to the public good.
Why should we be graited on to Trinity
College, which was established and main-
tained to rob us of our faith ? How could
we benefit by its prestige? Surely not
by its heteordox teaching. No matter
what plan may be adopted for the settle
ment of our educational grievances, one
thing is certain, that the bishops ot Ire-
land” will never be satisfied until all
traces of inequality in educational mat-
ters shall have been removed.—The Re-
public.

WALTER LECKY REVIEWS A BOOK THAT
SHOWS HOW THIS XOBLE RACE WAS PER-
SECUTEI—FACTS TO THE CREDIT OF THE
ACADIANS THAT HAVE BEEN BROUGHT

TO LIGHT.

The poet Longfellow, in ¢ Evangeline,”
has made the sufferings of the Acadians
known Lo the great mass of English
readers. Much of the sympathy that he
evoked was stilled by the fstoran Park-
man, who refers to the poet’s work in
these gingery IJmes: ‘“New England
Tumanitarianism  melting Into senti-
mentality at a tale of woe.” Goldwin
smith, a_follower of Parkman, holds a
similar ides.  * In Canadaand the Cana-
diun Question,” he writes, “the lying
legend of British cruelty has
been embalmed, not in znnb_er, huat in
barley-sugar, by the writer of ¢ Evange-
line. "

Ty these historians the poet’s work
was a bit of talse sentiment, founded on
a “lying legend.” The true Acadians
were of the crdinary Freneh type; they
were quarcelsome, mischief loving, and
well deserved  their deportation, So
spoke Parkmaun, awd that ina sty le that
was eaptivating in the extreme, a style
that won him thousands of believing
readers. Not o few scholars, liowever,
dissented from his views, knowing well
that this histortan, in other, writings
suppressed faets, aiming at tine writing
rather than truth,  Like Froode, his
only thotght has been st series of finely-
worded pictures: to this ail else was
subordinate. MHis death has been un-
fortunate, as at the time of his passing
an historieal work dealing  with  the
Acadians had been about completed, a
work written from degcumnients, ealu, im-
partial, convineing, demolishing com-
pletely his case and leaving a stain on
his mentory that no amount of explana-
tions can wash. The Acadians ol the
poet are again rehabilitated and the
lovers of - Evangeline” assured that
there is more truth than fiction in Long-
fellow's sympathetie tale. The pout is
the historian, the historian a writer of
fiction,

The book which hasmade these things
possible is entitled *° Acadia—DMissing
Links of & Lost Chapter in Americin
History,” and is published by the Home
Book Company, of New York aity. The
author is an Acadian. He tells us:
“That which for others was only a mat
ter ol curiousity, became for me an in-
tense attraction, urging me to undertake
researches and meditations that seem to
havedisheartened these who have hither-
to approachied the question.”

These rescarches and meditations were
bent in one direction. Was it possible
that a whole colony of peacetul, thrifty
agricalturists could be banished by the
Enzlish Crown for not taking the oath
of alleginnee, uuless it were stipulated
that they should not bear arms against
the French?

“Most of miy readers,” writes the au-
thor, “ 1 am sure will readily admit that
this bouk is quite a revelation, that it
solves a problem over which the world
hus been puzzling for more than a cen-
tury.”” His claim 18 just ; Lis book solves
the puzzle by showing that the Enelish
Home Government had nothing to do
with barbarous deportation of his fore-
fathers, saddlss the right horse with the
blame in the person ol Governor Law-
rence, convicts Akins, the compiler of
the volume of Archives of Nova Scotia,
as 2 falsitier and unmitigated literary
seoundred, whoge compilation was con-
cocted for the sule purpose of blacken-
ing the Acadians and justifyving the vil-
Ininy of Governor Lawrence.

To quote Mr. Richard in writing of all
those who have recently written of the
Acadians : ** They begin where the com-
piler beging; they tinish where he fin-
ishes; they omit what he has omitted ;
they skip what he has skipped.” Yet
this is the history that passes current In
our school-books, called for in our public
libraries, diluted and dished up in our
magazines ; that which supplies illus-
trations to not a few of our so-called
oratoss, Falsehood in a falr garment
has strutted over the laud.  Shall it be
Iaid by the truth of Mr. Riclard’s re-
markable volume? Ultimately it must,
but will it in this age of superticial
readers and little writers?

One of the Parkman charges that has

been in general use, in regard to the
machinations of the Catholic clergy, is
ruthlessly disposed of by the calm, con-
vircing documentary proof of this author.
The theory of Parkman that one swallow
means a summer, if that swallqw hap-
pensto be a priest, may do in fiction, but
it is not histary. The trick of taking
some unimy octant penson and emphasiz-
ing his remarks, as il they represented a
arent deal more than the individual
opinion, so well understood and so oiten
employed by Mr. Parkman, cannot lure
Mr. Richard. Parkman’s eloquent pie-
ture of the cunning, intrigues, crafliness
of the Acadian elergy. in the hands of
Mr. Richard assumes its true worth. It
is not bistory, a mere bit of Mr. Park-
man s highly wronght imagination,weav-
ing lurid tales that would be sure to
catch Now England readers.” Mr. Park-
nan in his trade was erafty. He knew
how to win the gallery gods.
Porhaps the best idea the reader may
have of his curious way of writing his-
tory is found in the fact that an cssen-
tially impurtant nmanuseript on Aceadia,
written by the Revo Andrew Brown, now
in the British Moseam, but copied for
the Nova Scoua Histerieal Society and
undoubtedly know.to him, is completely
irnored. There was a reason for this,
and that reason every fuir-minded reader
must admit was to whitewash Governor
Lawrence, while blackening the Aeca-
dinns.  He was following the tmail of the
first culprit,Thomas B. Akins. The MSS,
ot the Rev. Mr. Brown, a thoroughly im-
partinl writcr and keen observer was too
tlattering to the unhappy Acadiansto be
used by Mr. Parkman.  One ol the Rev.
Mr. Brown's witnesses, Moses De Les
Derniers. “who plaved so wretched a
part during the deportation,” bears this
testimony to the Acadians: “The Aca-
dians were the most innocent and vir-
tuous people I have ever known er read
of in any history. They lived in a state
of pertect equality, without distinction
of rank insociety. Very little ambition
or avarice was to be scen among them;
they anticipated cach other's wants with
kindly liberality ; they demanded no in-
terest for loans of money or other pro-
perty. They were humane and hospi-
table to strangers, and very liberal to-
wiurd those who embraced their religion.
They were very romarkable for their
inviolable purity of morals, T do not
remember o single instance of illegitim-
ate birth among them. Really, if there
ever was a people that recalled the gold-
en age, as described in history, that
people was the old-time Acadians.”

Another witness adduced by the Rev.
Mr. Brown is Captain Brook Watson,
“who had commanded the detachment
sent to Bay Verte to carry off the in-
habitants and burn their houses, and, on
another oceasion, had had command of
a tlotilla of several vessels transporting
the Acadians from IIalifax to Boston.”

1quote
his testimony @ “They were an honest,
hard-workng, sober and virtuous people ;
rarely Jid quarrels arise among them.

The reader, no longer
placing confidence in Mr. Parkman,
turns to Mr, Richard, to learn why such
a colony should be deported from their
homes, and that in a manner that beggars
description. The author of ““Acadia’” does
not mince matters; he answers this
question, fully supported by documentary
roof. In his answer he absolves the
ome Government of having had any-
thing to do, * either the resolving upon
or the carrving out of this act of bar-
barity that bus left upon the civilized
world an impression of ineradicable and
unassuageable pain.” This act of bar-
barity was committed by Governor Law-
rence, & man without pity, lusting for
gain. The sole cause for the deportation
ts, in Mr. Richard’s book, for the first
time laid bare. To enrich one misera-
ble, low-bred man, made Governor by his
Lrutality, a brave people were treated
with lvss consideration than animals,
driven penniless into exile, fansilics
broken, not a ““ Iying legend,” but a tale
of woe that has no parallel in human
history.

Space forbids me from dwelling on the
saddest, most captivating part of the
history of Acadia, wherein are traced
the dreary wanderings and heart-rending
sufferings, amid sceptical and harsh
strangers, far from the dear fatherland.
It must be read in Mr. Richard’s own
glowing, graceful, lucid style. That he
has written a great book, a book that
will bear rereading and will live, no
scholar who knows anything of the time
he treats can doubt. The reading of
this book, a work of love, emphasizes
what after mature thought I had else-
where written. Canadian history is a
fascinating study. The few who have
attempted were strangely unfit. Let it
be said with emphasis that style, no
matter how brilliant, unless it clothes
ficts, is not history. It may catch the
ignorant and superficial for a time, but
truth will ultimately right herself. A
Froude pleases his passing generation.
A Freeman, Greene, St.ub%s, are land-
marks for all time. Much of Canada’s
written history, pleasant as a novel, will
not stand time’s rough touch. It is
built on ignorance of essential docu-
ments and prejudice pre-cenceived.
Time's rough touch cannot hurt Mr.
Richnrd’s great book; it is alandmark
for all time. Its author is the Canadian
Freeman, who has pulverized the Amer-
ican Froude.

Parkman, from the publication of
Acadia, must be classed with Froude as
a conscious romancer. Surely every in-
telligent Catholic should purchase this
epoch-making book, which makes
“ Evangeline” doubly dear, and proves
that Acadia, inspired by their religion,
was a land of love. Ishould also sug-
gest that copies be placed in public
libraries, to cure the Parkman mania.
Therc are a thousand things in this de-
lightful volume that 1 fain would touch
upon, but my space ia limited, and the
book is within the reach of all—WALTER
Lecky, in N. Y. Catholic News.

CARDINAL BONAPARTE DEAD.

Whas the Head of the Elder Branch of the
Bonaparte Family.

RoxE, Nov.19.—Cardinal Lucien Bona-
parte died suddenly in this city to-day
from syncope.

Cardinal Luecien Bonaparte, Prince of
Canino was the head of the older branch
of the house of Bonaparte, a branch
formed by the fusion of the two lines of
descent from Joseph, King of Spain,
elder brother of Napoleon 1., and Lucien,
Prince of Canino, sccond brother of the
great Emperor. Prince Victor, the pres-
ent dynastic head of the Bounapartes, re-
presents only a younger branch of the
house, being descended from Jerome,
King of Westphalia, the fourth brother
of Napoleon [,

The deceased cardinal was the son of
Prince Charles Bonaparte, son of Lucien
and nephew of the great Napoleon, who
marricd tie I'rincess Zenaide, his cousin,
daughter of Joseph, King of Spain. It
was by this marriage that the two lines
of Lucien and Joseph were tused.

e was born in Rome, on November
15,1829, and ordained as a priest in his
25th year,  He was a great 1avorite of
the late Pope Pius 1X, whom he served
as privy chamberlnin for many years,
and by whom he was made o cardinul
prirst on March 18, 1868. Three years
bietore his elevation to the cardinalate
he reccived from his fmperial cousin,
Napoleon HIL, the title of prince of the
family of the Emperor of the French.
The eardinal’s death causes the head-
ship of the family to pass to Prince
Napoleon  Charles  Grepoire  Jacques
Phalippe  Bonaparte, the cardinal’s
younger brother and third son of the
Prince of Canino.

THE FRUIT OF CATHOLIC ORGAN,

- They . rassed ehergelic: pro-
tests, and,” what wns still - better,” they
showed that the voting. power they wield-
‘ed énabled them to be awkward to the
goverument on critical occasions. The

Catholic feeling was respected; and
Baron Hert-ling,%nron Ow, and, more re-
cently, Herr. Soden-Fremen, Catholics
and men of merit, were named as,mem-
bers of the Council of the Crown. The
little Kulturkampf may, therefore, be
said to have ended. The history of the
struggle teaches once more the moral
that when Catholics possess considerable
voting strength, they can, if they put it
wisely, render permanent persecution or
injustice an impossibility.

ARCHBISHOP CLEARY
AGAIN DENIES THAT HE POSSES-
SES A NEWSPAPER ORGAN.
CHARGED HIM WITH MAKING A DECLARATION
ON THE SEPARATE SCHOOL QUESTION,
WHICH APPEARED IX THE ‘ FREEMAN.”

The following letter, by Archbishop
Cleary, appeared in the Kingston News
of last Wednesday :—

To the Editor of the News:—

DEAR Sir,—In the Whig, of yesterday,
appears the subjoined extract, from the
Orange Sentinel, preambled with the re-
mark that, ““The Sentinel is edited by
Mr. Clarke, ana its opinions, therefore,
on current questions, are particularly
significant’”:—

The Dominion Government is banking
on the solid support of the Roman Cath-
olic Church in earrying out its policy of
coercion in Manitoba.  That the Govern-
ment’s expectation will not be realized
in this particular, is made manifest by
the warm approval given by Archbishop
Cleury’s organ to Mr. Laurier’s proposal,
to appoint a commission, for the purpose
of making enquiry inte the facts belore
actionistaken by the Federalauthorities.
This deliverance, from Kingston, makes
it clear that the Government, which, by
its unwise course, has alienated Protest-
ant friends, will find the Roman Catholic
vote, on which it has been relying to
make up the loss,at the critical moment
slipring over to the leader of the Op-
position. If the Ministry goes onin its
present course, therefore, it will loseold
and tried friends, and the new support,
on which it is now leaning, will prove a
broken reed. The men in power at
Otiawa have, so far, refused to do right
for right’s sake. Will they now cenrge to
do wrong when the declaration of Arch
bishop Cleary is a plain warning that
continued wrong-doing will not bring
them the political profit they are count-
ing on? The Ministry had better, even
yet, decide to stop pandering with Rome,
and resolve to stand by the true friends,
who have been its firm support in the
past.

We are pleased to lay before our read-
ers the following letter from Rev. Iy
Conaty, President of the Cuathoiic Sum-
mer School, to the Plattsburgh Inijly
Press. regarding the proposed clectria
rallway :

WORCESTER, Maass., Nov. 20, 1843,
Editors Daily Press:

I was much pleased to sce in The Fresg
news about the electric road, so much
desired and 80 much promised. The
building of this road will give great cne
couragement to our Summer Seliool pece
ple who are anxiously looking for the
solution of the question of tran¥portationd
The settlement of all doubts about the
school ought to help materially in the
assurance of gatronage to a line of clee-
trics, at least during the summer months, |
The t_hree new cottages now in procees of
erection on our grounds ought to be |
strong evidence to the people that we in-
tend to redeem our promise to have our
next session at Cliff Haven. The very
beginning of the cottage building will
demand that the work be continued, and
in the spring more cottages will be pro-
jected, so that we may be able to house
at least three hundred on our own
grounds during the next session. Bos-
ton, Philadelphia, New York, Syracuse
and Buffalo reading circles are prepared
to begin the work on their cottages,
while other parties from New York and
other centers are discussing similar
plans. Several individuals have bought
sites with the intention of building, so
that it seems very probable that even
more than the three hundred now cared
for by our arrangements will be found
demanding easy and rapid transit te
Plattsburgh.

Of course this is only one clement
which promises success to the undertak-
ing, but it is the element which comes
under my immediate knowledge. Until
the question of transportation is settied
by un electric railway, our School will
be hampered and the business which ne-
cessarily comes from such an assemiblags
will be more or less injured. I trust that
your pecople will see that it is to their
advantage, financially as well as inel
lectually and socially, to make our
school attractive to the people who come
from the great centers, and thus encour-
age more to come and spend a few wecks
at the school. The interests of the scuool
are bound upin the interests of the husi-
ness men of Plattsburgh, and our success
or failure means much Lo them.

From a purely business staiulpoint,
entirely independent of our special aims
and methods, the influx of a sumner as-
semblage of intelligent men and women,
offers serious ground for caretul consid-
eration ol the ways ana mewns necessary’
to muke the stay of all pleasant among
you.

The news that the work of huilding
the clectric rond has begun will beas
cheering to our people as the crectionof
our own buildings.

Postal Intelligence,

The face of » private post card is not
to be used for advertising purposes. A
simple business eard, plain or orna-
mental, such as may be of service in de-
signating the business of the sender, is
permitted. These cards are not trans-
missible as such to points outside of the
Dominion and must have written or
printed on the face thereof the wonds,
“Post Card.”

Two more denominations of letter
cards of the value of lc and 2¢. respeet-
ively are now supplied to the public.
These cards serve in the fullest sense
the purpose of letters. Two cent cards
being for city circulation, while the one
cent cards are for circulation where
there is no letter carriers’ delivery. No
person should mail money or other valu-
ables in ordinary letters — These should,
in all cases, be handed in for registra-
tion.

A number of persons have been fined--
in no case less than ten dollars—for ille-
gally enelosing correspondence in news-
paper packets or in other articles of mail
matter prepaid at less than letter rate.

Persons having correspondence with
the United Kingdom and other European
countrivs should be careful to prepay
their letters by the half-ounee, not by
the ounce, the unit of weight for all
countries beyond Canada, with the ex-
ception of the United States and New-
toundland, being half an ounce.

Poisonous Honcy.

TrENTON, N, November 27.—Dr. Wil-
iam Elmer has received areport on the
snmples ol honey sent to be analyzed.
Mr. and M. John F. Chambers, of this
city, ate some of the honey and narrow-
ly escaped death. Experiments made
upon dogs show that the honey contains
a prompt and potent poison, which pro-
duces all the symptoms observed in the
casts of Mr. and M. Chambers, and
caused the animal’s death within a few
hours.. The symptoms resemble those
obgerved in reported case of honey
poisoning in which the poison was at-
tributed to honey collected from the kal-
mia latifolin, or mountain laurel, which
is abundant in this state. The honey in
guestion came {rom Ocean County,
where there is much mountain laurel.

Apart from those spesial cases and ex-
emptions, there is no pérson between
the prescribed ages who is free from the
obligations imposed by the Church for
the season of Advent., Moreover, no
true Catholic should seek to avoid
those slight restrictions. They are
few ‘and easy compared to the ordeals
of penance and expiation undergone by
tke early Christians. A holy Advent, a
well-spent season, is always the precur-
sor of a truly merry and happy Christ-
mas. How can a Christain expect to
worthily celebrate that great rentral
event in the Church’s calendar, if unpre-
pared, or rather if prepared by cold in-
difference to the requirements of the
Holy Institution established by the One
who came down to earth amidst the
snows of that long ago December ?

In another sense Advent represents
those four thousand years of waiting and
expectation, that elapsed between the
fall of man and the coming of his Re-
deemer. During that long period, stretch-
ing from the days of Adam to the first
Christmas Eve, the world was in dark-
ness and sorrow, yet in hope and expecta-
tion. The patriarchs came forth and
performed their missions, the prophets
arose and delivered their messages, the
white tents were pitched in the desert,
the children of God suffered untold pri-
vations ; finally,in the fulfilment of time
the Messiah came, “not to destroy but
to fulfi) the law.” For us these few
weeks resemble the centuries of priva-
tion, misery, hope, trust and fond expec:
tation. Let the Catholic world, then,
take advantage of this season of purple
penance to prepare for the white-robed
celebration of glorious Christmas!

THE IMMACULATE CONCEP-
TION.

Ou the eighth of December, next Sun-
day, the Church celebrates the Immacu-
late Conception of the Most Holy Mother
of God. In 1854, surrounded by all the
dignity of the Church Militant, and in
the midst of the Sacred College of Car
dinals, before the miired representatives
of the Universal Church, Pius IX. of
holy memory, proclaimed, ez-cathedra,
the wonderful, lovely and lovable dogma
of the Immaculate Conception. We
will not descend, at this moment, to
combat the un-Christian and illogical
arguments of men—and alas! of women
—who would gladly tear away the veil
of whiteness with which the Eternal
clothed His most glorious of creatures.
We will simply say that the idex and
the fact of the Immaculate Conception
did not take risc on that oceasion. The
dogma was as true as the fact had ex-
isted ever since the appearance of Mary
upon the scene ol existence. It was not
the promulgation of the dogma that
gave existence to the fact of her lm-
maculate Conception ; it was the exist-
ence of that great lact that gave rise to
the promulgution of the truth regarding
it.

If the mind of man were not finite, it
could grasp the glory ol that scene in
the chuneel of heaven, when the myriad
pure spirits, ranged around the white
throne of the Omnipotent, beheld tl.is
creature of dazzling splendor, freshi from
the Creative Hand, dawning upon cxist.
ence. But the mere contemplation of
such a picture would suflice to bewilder
the most powerlul intellect and to drive
man to the verge of insanity in Lis
cfforts to grasp the immeasurable and
unattainable. For long centuries it wus
nmnecessary Lo pronounce positively upon
this teaching of the Church. But the
duy of degeneraie minds came upun the
world ; low and un-Christinn  spirits
haunted the avenues of life; people
began Lo question the truth of Mary’s
undetiled coneeption.  Then did it be-
come necessury to pronounce upon the
dogma and to place it before the world,
not as a matter of conjecture, but asone
of fixed truth,

Oun that day, when the iufallible Viear
of Christ, speaking, in his capacity of
representutivo of the Founder of Chris-
tinnity, and as suceessor to St. Peter, de-
clared that henceforth the Church held
it as a promulgated teaching that the
Modher of Qur Lord was conceived free
from original taint, it would seem as if

the Pontiff were meroly repeating the

worgds of the holy envoy of Gul when He
declared that “henceforth all nations
shall call thee blessed.” There was re-
joicing in the ranks of the Church
Triumphant on that glorious occasion.
With the keys of St. Peter in his hand,

-upon the Rock of Ages that upholds the
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diapason, and:the celestial. choirs catch-
ing the keynote of jubilation wafted the
chorus up to the very throne of God, the
song of glorification ‘'went echoing back
through the mountain ranges of the past ;
it went sweeping down the expanseof
the future. The word * Immaculate”
resounded throughout the universs, and
Mary,  the humble virgin of the remote
Judzean hamlet, waa praised as never be-
fore was a creature of God. .

It is meet that on Sunday next, when
the Church dons vestments of white,
when the sweet bells ring in harmonic
jubilee, when the faithful bring tributes
to the altar of Mary, that we should join
in this grand spirit of Catholicity and”
proclaim, not in words, but in deeds, »ur
veneration for tbe one whom the
Almighty saw fit to honor in sucha
signal manner. There is, perhaps, no
way in which the Immaculate Mother
could be more pleased on that occasion,
than in striving to correspond our
thoughts, words, actions and lives to the
simple rules of humility and vbedience,
of fidelity and a purity, that marked
in such a conspicunus manner the life of
the ever Blessed Virgin.

* * e rend and hear a great deal concern-
jng the texrible plague of intemperance
and ita fell work in the world As a rule
e have before us harrowing pictures of
-miseries brought on by drink, of the pre-
-mature graves, the prisons and asylums
that are filled by the victims of intem-
perance. While all these sad results are
only too painfully exact, yet we seldom
reflect upon the negative eide of Phe
question ; that is to say on what drick
_does net do, and never has done, and never
can do. A series of truisms recently
published in the National, might
.serve as s0 many texts for a num-
ber of powerful temperance sermons, or
.effective temperance lectures. We will
reproduce these few statements, all of
~which are beyond gainsay, and our read-
.ars will readily perceive how necessary
4t is to reflect upon the negative as well
s upon the positive aspect of the ques-
tion. '

« Drunkenness,” $ays our contempor-
.ary, ‘never causes a victory_to be gained,
it causes some to be lost ; it never pre-
vented shipwrecks, it often caused some.

« Liquor leads thousands of people to
poverty, not a single one to wealth.
~ « It has destroyed thousands of healths,
_and has not restored a single one.

« It. haa shortened thousands of lives,
.and has never lengthened one.

It has lost for ever thousands of im-
‘mortal souls, and has never saved one.

u A woman never became more virtu-
.ous by beginning to drink; how many
have become less ?

s Nover did a sen become kinder to
his parents through the usc of alcoholic
drink ; how many have become less so,
_and how many have beeome their shame
.and sorrow ?”

These few maxims might well be
written in letters of gold on the wall of
every household. They place before the
mind, most clearly, the horrible results
.of liquor, both morally and physically.
“They might all be reduced to the three
great desires or requirements of man.
Every human being wants and craves
for happiness. Some seek it in avenues
-where it is certainly never found; but
-¢hey imagine they are after it, and it is
.only when they have discovered their
great error that they know what misery
;eslly is. But happiness, here and here-
after, is the desire of ezch member of
-the human family. This happiness may
be eternal or temporal. With eternal
happiness we can deal in a few words.
‘It means the salvation of the soul. Has
liquor ever procured the assurance of
eternal salvation for any one? The ques-
tion need only be asked to receive its
answer. On the other hand, has liquor
-aver caused the loss of eternal happiness
‘10 any one ? Again, we have but to re-
tlect for a moment, and we can clearly
sec before us the vast and innumerable
procession of the miserable souls whose
steps down to perdition have been
guided by the hand of intemperance. It
is unnecssary that we should dwell upon
this all-important phase of the subject;
it has formed the subject-matter of
thousands of sermons, from the days of
Father Matthew down to the present,
We will turn to the more tangible—if
less important—happiness that man
seeks in this life.

As it goes with the world to-day therc
are three great sources of suppesed true
happiness, and each of these is coveted
by every sanc person on earth. The first
is long life; the second wealth; the
third honor, or fanic, or glory—called it
by any name you pleasc. Long life is
considered as necessary Lo happiness, be.
-cause it is the contrary of what man
most dreads—premature death. It, there-
fore, includes health. ease, peace, and
frecdom from pain. Wealth, or riches,
may mean » fair competence, a just and
reasonuble amount of money to enable o
man  to escape all the harrowing
miscry and the terrible anxieties of
poverty. Honor, or success in the career
of one's ambition, inclades fnme, general
respect from the public and the heritage
of & good name to be transmitted to the
future peneration,  Apart from the su-
preme happiness of a holy life, and an
assirance of o good death, with its con-
gequent cternal reward, the happiness of
this world may be said to consist in the
three aforementioned attrinments.

The most deadly enemy of each and
all of these is liquor. It is the most
<ertuin instrument of curtailing life that
we know of. It is thesource of sickness,
physical ruin, and carly death., It is
the destroyer of wealth, the cffacer of
comfort and the murderer of competency.
It is the demolisher of every legitimate
ambition, and [rom the altar, the bench,
‘the highest posts of honor and emolu-
ment, it has dengged men into the mire
of disgrace, into the vortex of erime, into
the abyss of complete destruction.

In looking around us, in life, we seek
the best and quickest menns of attaining
‘the ohjects we have in view. We take
the path that will lead us most directly
o the goal of cur ambition. To take
Poison, or any other means of shorten-
‘Ing a man's natural life, is & orime—it is
suicide. Yet the one who makesan un-

The man who takes consolation in the
wine-cup shakes to atoms the work of &
lifetime, and knocks down every pillar
in the edifice of his ambition. These
are facts that cannot be contradicted ;
history and experience ure there to prove
their truth, and the one who would deny
them must be either a fool or a knave—
probably both.

Let vs turn, for & moment, to the neg-
ative side of the question. How many
men are there in the world to-day who
can olsim that their length of years has
been due to the drinking of strong
liquors? How many are there who ¢an
say they owe their wealth and comfort
to the abuse of alcohol? How many are
there who can ascribe their success in
life to the intoxicating influences of
liquor? Wedoubt if there can be found
one man to raise his hand, place it on
his heart, and reply that he is one. Of
course we will find men who say that
they have lived to an old age despite all
their intemperance; others who drank
and yet grew rich; again, others who
succeeded in life and were always intem-
perate. These peopledeceivethemselves.
The man whodrank and lived a long life
forgets that his years would have been
still more numerous, his illness atill Iess
frequent, his physical strength still
greater, had he never drank. The une
who cseaped poverty and vet was intem-
perate does not ecalculate how much
richer he might have been, how much
more good e might have done with his
means, how much more happy bhis
family, his children and all who were
connected with him might have becn
had he been sober. The person who has
gone up the Iadder of political or other
ambition, and yet gave way to drink,
must remember that his honors might
have been greater, the genera] re-
spect for him augmented, and the years
of enjoyment that his suceess would
naturally warrant, more numerous, had
he not cut all shorter by the use of the
death-dealing intoxicant.

The argument, thercfore, of the man
who abuses of liquor falls to the ground,
and it cannot be seriously entertained
in presence of the stern fact tha nosoul
was ever saved, no ailment ever.cured,
no life ever prolonged, no happiness ever
increased, no character ever polished, no
person ever made virtuous, no ambition
ever attained, no comfort ever secured,
no family ever protccted, no wife ever
made jubilant, no child ever fed, clothed,
educated or cherished, through the in-
strumentality of intoxienting drink. In
& word, & hundred columns would not
suffice to contain the mere list of the
evils that result directly from intem.
perance, while no man has ever lived
who could point to a single good that
ever came from the same source. If it
is the mother of all evils and the nega-
tion of all good, we must conclude that
it is the most deadly instrument in the
hands of man's most deadly enemy. It
is to be crushed out by every means
within the power of man.

USNEFUL RECIPES.
CABBAGE A LA FRANCAISE.

A large cabbage with a white heart,
one-quarter of & pound of butter, a te3-
spoonful of cream; wash the cabbage In
galt water, cut into pieces; putitin boil-
ing water ; boil for onc-hall-hour; drain
the water from it; but do not squeeze 1t;
brown the butter in a saucepan, put 1n
cabbage and cream; let 1t simmer for

ancther half hour, then serve.
OYSTER FRITTBRS.

Ovster fritters make an excellent break-
fast dish. Drain the liquor from the
oysters. and ta a cupful of the liquor add
the same quantity of milk, three eges
well beaten, salt and pepper, and flour
enough to muike thin baticr. Chop the
oysters and stir into the batter. Drop
by spoonfuls into very hut lurd and fry
20 a light brown. Garnish the platter
with parsley and serve us suon a8 pos-

sible.
CABBAGE PIE.

One cabbage, two ounces of grated
bread crumbs, one-half pound of cold
meat. two slices of bacon; put the cab-
bage in boiling water. Boil twenty min:
utes, buttera piedish and sprinkle bread
crumbs over; lay in some cabbage,
ohopped tine, then a layer oi beef, finely
minced; sprinkle seasoning over. then
more cabbage and meat, then ¢abboe:
on the top put the bacon over.  Bake 1
s good oven thirty minutes; turn on to
& Dot dish and serve with brown gravy.

HOME-MADE CHEESE.

One and one-half tinstul of new.sweet
milk, one tintul of sour, thick mll!c. tive
egps, well beaten together (not toa froth).
Put on the sweet milk 1na poreelan
kettle, taking care not to seoreh, and let
it get bot, not quite boiiing.  Have the
egus beaten and theroughly mixed in the
thick nmilk and then add to the sweet
milk. Stir gently until it rises to the
top and then strain ina mustin eloth,
When cold and tiem remove from cloth
and cat iv thin =lees o be eaten for tea
with goad bread. butter and syrup to be
fully padatable.

A GUOD CHEAP SOUTR.

Take a good fresh picceof =uct the size
of twu egys, ibont two poundds of meat;
put on to hoil ina little over two quarls
of water; one large onion chopped tine,
six large tomators pectod and cutoutte
tine: boil about two hours: about three
quarters of an hour betore serving awdd
one teaspoontul of rice, washud, o pinch
of cloves anil eitnamon (ground); tifteen
minutes befure serving andd one large
potato cut in dice shupe, st and pep-
per; serve with toasted bread cut dice
shape.

FRIED CLAMS.

By lovers of sea food fricd clams are
considered a great teeat. The vuriety
known as the long ar soltshell elama is
the kind used for frying. They may be
had at the markets sold in bunclies.
Wash the clams by dipping them in and
out of u pan of eold water. Drainand
wipe dry. Then dip each clum in benten
egg and atterwand in bread cerumba,
Have frying pan containing hot fat, Test
the fat by dropping in a plcce of hread.
Lay the clams in the hot fut and covk
themj un both sides until brown, not
longer than tive minutes, s they require
but little covking. It the fat 18 too hot
the clams will burst.  Drain in the vven
on brown paper. When all are eovked
place them on a bhot platter and garnish
with slices of lemon wd pursley.

HOME MATTERS,

When you wish to use ex-gall for
eleansing carpets, use u tablespoonful to
a quart of warin water, Use o sponge,
and clean the carpet uponthe Hoor where
it will be stretched tight. Sweep and
€ust clean belore using the wmixture,

Fqual parts of linseed oil and spirits
of turpentine, well shiken together ina
bottle, make an excellent polish for tur-
niturc. The articls to be polishal
should be tirst wished and thoroughly
dried, the polish is then rubbed in with
a linen rag, and last of all the furniture
is rubled with woollen cioths until it
shines with the requisite tustre.

Mirrors which have grown dim may be
brightened by being rubbed with a pol-
ish made by pounding to a tine powder
a smudl quantity of enleined mugndsia,
and adding to it gradnally cnough ben-
zine to convert it into s rathier liguid
paste. This must be eanrciuny prescrved
1n a well corked bottle ;. when wanted
for usea tew drops are jourd on o n
pad ol cotton wool sl the mirrors
rubbed withit, Al kindds or glass goods,
incitding window panes, may be cleanca
in this way.

Twenty-six cows were put through
tests during a period of 135 days.  Foud,
milk and increase in live weirht woere
all valued at the same provess tor each
cow. The best oneof these tdenty-six
cows made 8 net profiv ol about eighty
cents a day, while the poarcst cow made
only thirty-live cents a day. The cow
that gave the most milk, forty-one
pounds daily for five months. made n net
prolit of fifty-three cents per dav.  Her
milk contaitied abont 1.4 pounds hatter
fat daily.  Another ecw which gave
thirty-two pounds of milk daily, or nine
pounds less ghan the one just mentioned,
gave adaily net profit of fifty-six conts.
Her miltk contained 1.5 pounds butter.
She gve less milk by nine pounds aday,
but 1t was richer, and made n net profit
of three cents o day more than the cow
that gave the most milk- The cow mak-
ing the greatest net profiy averaged 843
pounds of milk daily. There were thir-
teen other cows that gave a little more
milk than she did, though she was a
large wmilker, but lier milk averaged for
the whole period of five montha 5.40 per
cent fnt. No othoer cow’s milk avernged
aver 5.0 per cent fnt, and the poorest or
least profitable cow gnve twenty-eight
pounds a day containing 8.25 per cent
fint, amounting toless than tne pound of
butter fat per day.

“aie of an Eye Witness of the Massacre
There.

Bostox, Mass., November o8 —Particu-
lars of the Armeninn massacre at Erze-
roum nhont October 20, indicated in the
United Press despatch, vin Constanti-
nople and London, have been received
here. Afterdeseribing the first outbreal,
the correspondent says : * Itsoon heeame
apparent that the soldiers had r <erved
the right to plunder.  The soldiers wihn
were at the head of our street, apparen?-
1y to guard it, broke open three or four
hiouses within a stone’s throw of us and
carried off everything found. We saw
Inads of plunder carried by soldiers.
There were a large number of women
enuaged in the snme work.  The _aﬂ'uir
began shortly after noon, and eontinued
till very near_sundown, abnut six hours.
Iu the morning the missing began to
come in,  The stories of hairbreadth es-
eapes and thrilling experiences and hor-
rible murder were sickening in the ex-
trenmoe,

An Armenian and two sons and two
otlier men blockaded the dvor of the
shop, entered the cellar and dug with
their hands throueh two walls and got
the favor of a Turk. They lay tor
eighteen hours squeezed into a small
damp place. They cscaped with their
lives, but the shop was plundered of
%6 000 worth of goods.  Two others after
several narrow escapes hid in some hay
and witnessed the killing of eleven per-
sins, and then got off. One man was
called to the door by an oflicer who pro-
fessed to be friendly and was cut down
in eobd blood.  Otliers were cruelly mur-
dered.

‘The death roll must be towards three
hundred, if not more.  Between fifty and
sixty wounded are in the hospital. Two
hundred were gathered in the Armenian
cemetery, some of them most horribly
mutilated.  The people are in an awful
stute of dread.  The pillaged houses are
to be counted by the hundreds. No
house which was attacked was left till it
was empticd of every mavable thing.
The bodics in the cemetery are simpy
wrecks of human beings.  Awful eruch:y
was practised. The mujority have bullet
wounds. Nearly all have bayonet, sword
and dagger wounds. Some are badly
mutilated.  Two or three were skinned,
aad some were burned with kerosene, A
great many women are missing. Very
many dend have been disposed of by the
Turks themselves.  The poor people are
terror stricken, and the least report
causes them to tremuble. There are hun-
duls who have nothing to eat, and no
means of getting anything. The wounded
are being colleeted. The work was so
deadly that the killed far exceed the
woundeid.

The vilinges of the plain have suf-
fered awfully. No definite news—only
the news that colummns of smoke told.
The Armenians gave no reason for the
massacre at Lthe time it began, It evi-
dently wag a prearranged affuir. It be-
gan alloverthecity at thesame moment.
The bugle was sounded and the soldiers
began. They first said : *No harm to
women and children,” but they soon
passed those bounds. A soldier who was
gunrl eays that the order was given by
the lorte.

Judge Arnold Refuses Xim a New
Trial.

PHILADELPHIA, November 29—H. W,
Mudgett, alias H. H. Holmes, who was
cunvicted ol murder in the firat degree
for baving cansed the death inthis city
ot Benjanin F. Pictzel, was this morn-
ing, in the Court of Oyer and Terminer,
refused o new trial and sentenced to be
Langed. The opinion denying the ac-
cused a newtrinl was delivered by Judge
Arnold, it having been concurred in by
Judges Thayer, Wilson and Armold, who
henrd the applieation for a new trial.
Judge Arnold then pruonounced the death
sentence, Holmes, who had been brought
into court to hear the opinion, was not
affveted by theadverse decision. Holmes
was rcturned to the county prison, and a
death watch was placed over him, The
date of 1he exeeution will be fixed by
Governcr Hastinge,

BRAVE GIRLS.
Besancon is a French town of 60,000
inhabitants on the Swiss frontier. It
was a place of importance even during
the days of Cwesar. Besancon is entitled
to the distinetion of having the brayest
women in France, In 1706, in the dark-
est days of the " Reign of Tgrror,” when
all the churches had been cibsed, all the
priests had been murdered or driven out
in exile, when not a single vestige of re-
lision seemed to have been left in
France, a servant girl died in Besancon.
The servant girle of the eity repaire to
the home of the deceased. and earried
her remains to the cemetery, preceded
by the crogs, Such an avowasl of religion
would have becn equal to a decree of
death for anybody else.  But the blood-
thirsty men, who then held the fate of
the city in their hands, steod in awe be-
fore those simple and courageous women,
and darel not put their hands upon
them ; hencefortli they buried their dead
in the sume religious manner.
Lacordaire said once that Liberty is
not to be asked for, but “boldly taken.”
The servant girls of Besancon have put
this axiom of the great Dominican in
practice. As a police measure, mayors
In France have the power to prohibit
anything which interferes with free cir-
enlation on the streets. The first use a
Ireethinker mayor makes of his pet au-
thority is to stop relipious processions.
This is the case in Besancon. The con-
fraternity of girls at service determined
to override the order of the mayor. On
Assumption day, after vespers, they
turned cut and marchel in procession
from one of the churches to another,
preceded by a fine banner, singing
hymns and litanics, and followed by
their chaplain, A large and respectful
crowd lined the streets. The police
looked an, not during to interfere.
These brave girls have set an example
which their brothers ought to follow.
Timidity seemsto be a characteristic of
French Cutholicism. They are too will-
ing to give up their rights for the sake of
peace. For the last twenty years they
have let a handful of Jews and Masons
ride rough-shod over them. The last
blow to religion has been a wicked law
to wipe ont religious communities by a
crushing tax, which is a violent outrage
on the principle of equality ot all citizens
before the law. Only one bishop has ad-
vised payment of the unjust tax; sll the
others are opposed to it; yet some of
the orders will try to pay, while this
want of unanimity will make resistance
futile on the part offthe others, and thus
lend to the trinmph of infidelity.—N. Y.
Catholic Review.
