EARL RUSSELL ON THE STATE OF IRELAND.

The London Telezraph of the 27th ult. devotes
pearly two columos to Earl Rusesll's lettier, from
which we make the followiog extregta :—

In bis third letter to the Right Hon. Ohichester
Fortescue, M P., un the 8tate of [reland, Liord Rusgell
premises that the people of Eogland are not so
well informed of [rizh affaira as the emiaent g:atesmen
—n pative of the gister country —whom he addresars,
and tbat ‘0o paina onght to be omitted in plrciog
before 1hem sll the elements of the jndgment which
their representatives will have to pronounce.’ His
lordship further observes tbat the state of the unin
formed mind in the counties of England, and the
overhestrd passions of Protestan's io the north of
[reland &are alika out of date, as indecd tbey were
when the lats, Archbishep Whately spoke thne, in
1832, of the tewmper 1ben existing.—* Eere parcere
subjectis i3 unkoown. ‘They are mever weary of
tyrapniziog aver the corquered. The very name of
Oraogemen i3 a gign. It i3 chosen on purpaee 1o
keep up the memory of a civil war, which every {riend
of Lumenity won'd wish 1o bury in cbiirion. Ttis
doing what among the 'eathens was reckoped anD
accursed deed— keep ng & 'rophy in rep.ir.

¢ ¢« » [ kpow very well thatneitker arn the
people of Grest Britain willing to appropriste aor
are the Roman Catholic ¢clergy of Irsland williog to
nceept the appropriation of these revenuea to their
original purpose.

‘to the cause of the disaster that occurred to ths
splendid bulding on the might of the 3rd 1ast.
signed by Alex. C. Hutelhinson m the name of
1he Committee of investigation, has been laid be
fore the public. The dacument is lengthy and
much of it loo technical to be easily intelligible
to the peneral reader; we content ourselves
therefore with the reproduction of the most es-
sential points thereol,

Haviog described tbe construction ot the roof,
and its principles, the Beport depases as under.
and to the effect that the accident was
due to (lwo causes: defective construction ;
and the employment of iror of a quality nferior

to that specified o tlie contract : —

In confirmation of this opinion it may be observed
tta the tie~rod for each of the girdere, wag formed
of two avcle irons the united aree of whieh wag
equal to 5,412 41n, but that at the point of fracture
jn the tie rod of girder No. 5 the whola strain which
shonld have been sustaioed by iron baving an aren
equal to 5. 4125 inches was boree by two angle-iron
cover pl-tes the united areas of which was rqual to

2, The Angle-iron of which the tie-rods are farmed
(though in some ingtances larger thao epecified) is in
girder No. 2, 3 per cent. lese, and in girder No. 4 20
per cent, less than shown on the drawinga .

3rd. Accordingto thedrawiogs, tha diffarent pieces
of the angle iron formiog the tie-rod we-e to have
been joined together below the cestre of thestrauta.
To strengthen these joints at this point, 8 cover plate
was to have been put on the under side of the tie-rod,
and a small, extra cover plate or each gide. In tke
exeontion of the work, the joints in the angle-iren
have baan made betwcen fnstead of below the strats
and cover-plates abovo mentioned bave been omit-
ted.

pation of the roof, it is important to consider the cou-

In my opinion the most important omisalon, and

-of the tia rod, between the atruts, ¢ without puttimg

on cover plates, which, at their weakeat part would
be equal in area to the srea of the acgle-irons of the
tie-rod,’

The defective catnections of the tie-rods in the two
ingtances above mentioned, can only be satiriouted
to grean carelepsoess, The extra amount of metal
aud labour required to make the joining piates as
strong as the angle irons on the rod Taa Bo insigni
fiount that they conld not bave been omitted for the
sake of saviog expense in the coostraction,

It would appear from the evidence addaced, that
the superintendnet, under whose supervigioo the gir-
ders were to be constructed, and whose duty it wag
10 ges that they were carried ont accordiog to the
plans and gpecificat'ons, and that blunders of the
serions character before mentioned, which involved
tha gafety of the who'le structures eghould not have
occarred wasabgent from the ¢ity doring the time the
girders wére being constructed. and *hat the firat ex
amination he made of them was when they were com
pletrd and oo the buildicg. At this examination the
deficiency in tbe connection of the tie rada were net
dstectad, and the girde:s wers consideced by bim to
have been constructed in aceordance with tha plans
and gpecifications.

Fram a carefyl examication of the degign for the
girders, nod from calculntions made of the weigiit
which they were capable of suataining, and taking
into coneidaration the extra 8'rain over and abova the
quiescent waight of the roof which the tie-rods bad
10 Bustain when the iron was b»ing contracted by
the cold, and al'owing for tha effects ot the wind
upon the walls and roof, and for vibration which
might be communicated to the walls by & large
company dauciog oo the floor of the Hall, I am of
opinion that the tie rod, to bs in proportion to the
rafrer, and eqgual in streogik 1o av leaat twice the
gsize of the tie rod showa on the drawinga ; and thar
even though in the execution af the wark the fall
atrength of the tie rod a3 shown ou the drawings,
bag been maintained at the conpections. itdii not
allow a gufficient margin for sifety between the
nreakiog weight of the iron and the load it had te
sustaic.

A clause jn the specification provides for the tes
ting of the girders at the workshop by the contractor.
to carry sush weight as the architect or Mr. Wood
might order to be put ou them. It appears thst no
weight was ordered to be pat upon them eithar by
the architect or Mr Wood, and the girders were
placed upon the walls without ruy test of their
strength baviog been made, [Ifthis precantion had
bean taken. and a greater weight than that which
they w=zre tc permameatly sustain bad been placed
upon them, there is but Iittle danht but that the
weak noints which bave been the ¢ause of the acci-
dent would have bsen made apparent.

Ag regards the eTects upon the building cansed by
the fal'ing ~f tha roof, [ am of opinion that the walls
hive suatained no permament injury, and that they
are quite capable of sustaining a new r 'of upon thew
The great weizht which bas been preciritated upon
the floor of the ball hag put the iron beams on which
a large portion of the floor ia supported to ssvere
test which they bave witbstoad without the least in
jury. The portions of *he floor whick have been
broken through mav be perfectly restored, ezd do
not impair the stability of the building.

Raming VEGETABLEY BY ARTIFICAL HEAT.—Yester™
Aay afternoon we paid a visit to Mr. Power, of the
Tanneries, for the purpose of imspecting a large
vegotable house which he hag just erected for the
vurpse of raising garden atuff from eeed. by artifi-
cial heat, instead of the ordivary forcing frams with
mapure. The houss is in reality & large forcing
frame, about 86 feet lovg, which an avenue of two
fert wide down the centra, and beda abou'. 4 feet 6
inches wide, raised four or five feet from the gronnd.
Runping Alobg the right side on enteriog is s bed
made on the ground, in which iz a large quantity of
fine rhubarb beneath the raised bed or shelf devoted
to raising plants from seed. The roof and front are
of course glass, the Iatter being three feet high from
the ground. Iao the rmised beds amre about 1,386
hiealthy leteueo plants, and an rqual number of rad-
ishes, besidea cucumbers, caulifiowers, and other
plants. This house is heated by a britk furnace
four feet equars by six fest high, contajning the
rolls of iron pipe in which the water is bested. It
ia aunk some five fest in the ground, aud upon the
top of it i3 a bed for growing mushroomh. From
the coils of pipe contained in the furnace, two large
nmajn pipes preceed, carrying the heated water from
the furnace along the vegetnble house, tke water
again returning to the furance by a number of smu 1l
pipes to be reheated, and thua being continually kept
‘n circulation. Itis ultimnately intended to extend
branch pipes from the sams mains to thres otber
feames 82 feet loug apnd 11 feet wide. The
heating apparatag waa put up by Mr. Greene, of

started from tbe wo khouse in the foilowing order:
«The hearse cecorated in front with branches of
laurel and evergreend, followed by the coffin, boroe
oo the shoulders of four mnp, end covered with the
teautiful pall, and surmanated by wreaths of lanrel
and everpreens, The ronte tak:n was from the
workhousze aleng the qury and Low street, throngh
Markat sircet and Piue street, then up Lady Well,
at the end of which is situated the bteautiful burial-
ground of Madlin street, where ke wag interred the
last rites of the Cathalic Church baving been rer-
formed by tte krv Patrick Nearr.

The New York Times comments on this state of
things : * We bave taken occasion more than oncoe to
censure the conduct of very mnog of the clergy in
+his matter, and to say —what We belioso to be per-
fectly trur, that they uro largeiy responsible for the
great increaze in the number of diverces, against
which they rise so dreadful an outery, as well as for
tbe much gronter wrongs apd miseries of our social
life. In practice aod in fact, thes attach no sort of
importance to the performance of the marriage cera-
wony. They regsrd it either 88 a mere form, with
tbe weaniog acd merits of which they have cothing
to do, or a8 a bit of pleasaptry in which they may
salely and isnocer tly indu'ge. We have cited cases
in which clergymen have married persons in a8 mere
joke —the partiea themsclves supposing the ceremony
1o be nothing more, and beiog led to that belief by
the clergymen who performed it. And as a general
rule, we believe, clergymen, as a class, *marry any
parties wha apply to them for that purpose’ without
requiring any evidence to show thuat they are free
to enter into eoch relations, and that there is
oo good and walid reason sgamst their doirg a0

Tie Evening Telegraph—iar we quote from
an able, and by o means unlair review io that
jnurnal of the controversy ragag betwixt Dr,
Ewer of New York, aod the Rev. Mr, Cordper
ot Maontreal, as to the effvcts of Protestantism —
the Evening Telegraph we sy, s pleased fo
speak 1p riddles. We understand, end agree
with, him when he lays down the proposition that
logical minds that cannot either bear the vague
ness of Protestantism, or submit to the autbority
of the Roman Catholie Church, are likely, are
wndeed certain, to recounce all definite faith: but
we are at a foss to understand what he means by
the alternative betwixt Protestantism and Rome
—in other words betwixt the right of private
judgment, and autbority—which he proposes;
and which like the Eaglish church system 1s to
temper hberty witn law, -

It we may be permitted to guess at our con-
temporary’s meaning—(if in errcr we shall be
most bappy to retract)—it seems to us to be
this :—T'hat the English Church system tempers
% liberty.” or the prunciple of private judgment,
with “Jaw,” (hat Is to say the principle of au-
thority. That 1o sbort the English Church sys-
tem is a via media betwixt Protestantism an the
one lband—and * Romanism” oo the other,
That 1t both admits the right of private judgment,
and asserts the principie of authoraty : and that
being thus tempered or seasoned with two in-
companble ingredients, 1t 15 a system which
should— though 1n fact 1t does not—commend
itself to the ¢ logical mind.”

We marve! that one so clear sizhred as on
most other matters is our cootemnorary of the
Telegraph, does not perceive that « fiberty,” in
the sense of private Judgment, cannot temper but
must be destructive of * Zaw,”’ understoced as the
priociple of authority. Authority is the contra-
dictory, or negation of the right of private judg-
ment ; one cannot therefore temper, cannot even
co~exist with the other.

And hereip lies the absurdity of the via media,
or English Church system : in that it attempts to
reconcile irreconcilavles, It asserts the falli

bility, not merely of the Pope,and of pational
churches, but even of General Councils, A7z, 21 :
and yet 1 the article immediately precediog. it
asserts that “ghe Churrh hath authonity in
contrayersies of faith.” But,and here is what

versies of faith no roo’n.; for st Ziberty,” or private
Judgment, if there be: a Chorch, endowed with
suthority thereic from God Himself.  Law,”
or authority, 1 such a Cburch must be all in all.
On the- otber hand, it there be no iofallible
Church on eagth —and the 39th article by assert-
g not ooly that particalar churches such ss those
of Jerusalem, Alexandria, Antioch and Flome
have erred, but also that General Councils (* for-
asmach as they be an assembly "of men, whereofl
all be not governed with the Spirit and Word of
God) may err,and have erred,” Ar¢. 21—by
imphication asserts that there is no such an tnfal
lihle body n existence—tnen 1t is as plain as any
proposition in Evelid, that there 1s-"no body. or
church 1n existence with authority from God 10

controversies of faith : none therefore to which
aoy one is bound to submtt himself or bis private
judgment. There is therelore upon this hyno-
thesis, no room in the Aaglican system for “Jaw,”
or sutbority 1o matters, or controversies of fauh
—hut the private judgment of the indivicual, or
“ Jiberty” is all in all.

“ Lilerty™ and ¢ law” therefore are utterly
incompatible, and mutuatly destractive, if by the
one we are to understand the principle of private
judement ; by the otber tbe principle of Church
authority—cbligatory on all, because from God:
auod because from (3od, like God wfallible, Now
asa matler of fact, Anglicacs, whether High
or Lo, Ritualists or anti Rituabists, aff base
their religion upon the principle of ¢ Ziberty,” or
private judgment onlj. Nor can it be other
wise: for even the highest of Anglican church-
men would be sorely puzzled to define what, and
where, 15 the Church which has ¢ an autbority in
controversies of faith : or through what organs
its decisions do now fod utterance. To the
Higb Avglican, as well as to the Low Angli
can, the Church is a ere abstraction ; it 15 2
word as void of all definite meaning to hun, as are
the words of the creed © I delieve n the Holy
Catholac Chuach,” 1o the iow Churchman who
parrot-like repeats them without even pausing to
eoquire, ¥ what do I mean by this formula 7”'—
The High Churchman, or Ritualist, not only as-
serts his right of private judgment against the
law of the land to which bis church owes its being,
which created it,and gives to bum what of Orders
aud of Apostolic succession he and lis can truly
boast of : not only does he plead his ¢ hiberty™ or
private judgment against Parlament, and Puivy
Counci! ; but he pleads it against those whom
vague phrase be styles his ecclesiastical superiors
—against hus bishop and the convocation itself.
Even wheu he appeals to the Fathers, be appeals
lo them as interpreted by lus private Judgmeast ;

staggers all Jogical minds, how can any body,
corporation, or Church, call it what you will,
have authority in controversies of faith, uoless it

have received that authority from God ? and how

can it be fallible or liable to error, if 1ts autbority

be from God? Never will any man capable of
reascn, and worthy of the name of mar, submit

himse!f or his private judgmen*, to the teaching

of a boly which like himself 15 fallible, and

whose decisions tberefore are nothing better than

the utterances of private judgment. The logical

mau, the man with a spark of selt respect, or
honest pride, will stick to las own private judg-

ment, and spurn with contempt the insolent as-
sumptioos ot men, who, acknowledging themselves

to be, whether individually or collectively, faliible

like mmself, bave the impudence to speak as
baving authority on watters, or controversies of
faith!

If to his Church—because he believes her to be

infallible, because baving authority from God,
pot from Queen, or Parlameat, or Privy Coun-
¢il, bai from God Himself, tc determine all con-

troversies of faith—the Catbolic unreservedly
submits tus reason, acd his privale judgment, ke
acts logically : but on the other hand, there 1s
na man more resolute than is the Catholic, at all
costs, to assert to the uttermost the principle of
private judgment oo all matters of faith, and ia
its most unrestricted sense, agaiost man, agaiost
all mep, agaiost every body, or Chureh winch
does not claim, at least, to speak infalibly, be

cause with the authority ot Ged. For it is a
self-evident proposition, that (bere where God
has placed autherity to determine contraverstes
ot faith, He bas also placed nfallbility, or the
power of so determining. A being who should
act otherwise, who sheuld give authority in con-
troversies of faith, and yet withold nfallibility
from the Church so endowed, would be no niore
worthy of an honest and intell:gent man’s wor-
ship, than 1s the hideous Tetich, compounded of
glass beads, bones, old rags and feathers, before
which 1 mute adoratior African idolaters bow
down. -

Again authority co the one hand, always implies
an obligation to submit, on the other: and if
there be a body, as the 20th of tte Anglican
articles asserts there is, endowed with © anthenty
in controversies of faith,” a'l meo, no matter
what tkewr learning, ~hat their condition, what
thewrr country, are bound under pain of elernal
damnatico, to submit themselves and their reason
uoreservedly to 1ts decisious, and to accept ifg
utterances as the * oracles of God.” Nor 1s
this unreasenable, for it must be infallible, 7f its
authority be from Him who con peither deceive,

nor be deceived. There is therefore in costro-

aod [alling back on aotiquity and the primitive
Church, he 1s but asserting his present right of
private judgment as to what was the faith of ap

tquity, as to what were (be doctrines and rites of
the pnmitive Church. But never does he dream
of appeahng to an actual living Church, as pos—
sessed of authority to determine all controversies ;
to which authority therefore be and all men are
bound without quesiion, without reserve, to
submit themselves, and their reasen, in all mat-
ters of faith.

A correspondent of the TWitness asks whr the
edstor of that journal does not # defend Protesl-
antism [rom the attack now being made upon it,
vader the caption Is Protestantism A Failure?

The ectitor replies, ‘¢ that Protestantism, so
far as 1t is identical with Evangelical religion,
needs no defence, and apy other kind of Pro-
testantism admits of none.”

The readera of the Wiiness will admwre the
cautiva with which that journal’s editor shirks a
controversy with the Unitarians or non-dogmatic
Protestants. ITe shrinks, with an iatuitive cer-
tainty of bemng worsted in the melee, should he
be foolish enough to allow bimself to be entan
gled therein : he feels that he would but appear in a
comical aspect to the world in a controversy in
which, by his position, he wculd be compelled
to fight the Catholic with Protestant or ralion-
alistic weapens j and to fight the Liberal Protest-
ant who bas eluninated all dogmas from his sys
tem, with Catholic weaposs, or ‘weapons drawn
from the armoury of autharty.

And th's gives us an opportunity of explaining
in what sense we term the evaagelical or dog-
matic phase of Protestantism a grovellng
superstition, or tyranny exercised over the in‘el-
lect.”

% Dogmatic Protestantism® 1s an absurdity,

" because it necessarily invo'ves a contradiction in

terms—as if in geometry we were to speak of a
four-siled triangle, or a round-rquare. It 18
absurd, not because of any necessary absurdity in
the dogmas that it professes to hold and teach:
butin that it holds and professedly teaches dog-
mas without any reason for so domg: becavse
the very ides of dogma is at varnmnce with the
fundamental idea of Protestantism c.e. private
yudgment. Protestantism and dogma, are terms
cootrediclory, indeed destructive one of the
other, |

The evangelical, or be who adheres to dogmatic
Protestantism, may hold many superputural truths,
most importaat in themeeives ; hut n that be can

assign no reason for holding them, in that 10 hold-
g thewm be sins sgainst, or acts in fligrant vio-

lation of, bis fundamental principle—~bis helief 18
a low form of superstition... Let us say that be
holds* the Christian doctrine that “ Gol was
made man” for isstance., Now it he believe
this on autharity of aoy kiod, and not as a fact of
which be has personal knowledge, or as cne of the
truth of which reasen has «ssured him. he sios
against ‘the fundamental principle of his system:
he substitutes suthority for reasor, aud 1s there-
fore no better than is the Papist.

But the * dogwmatie Protestant’” wil perhaps
say © I believe the dogma in question becavse 1

mspired Word of €od.” Bu! bere we bave
one supernatural dogma, * the inspiration” of 2
boolz, made the hasis for holding another super
patural dogma. Prove the inspiration of your
book : show that it is the % Word of Gnod” in
the sense tn whieh you appeal to it, m svpport of
your dogma that God was inade maa, that Christ
was conceived of the Holy Ghost, and was born
of a pure wirgin. The writers ealled Matthew and
Luke wha made these statements, could have had
no persopal knowiedge of tbe case. They may
have learnt them from others ; but nowhere does
either of them pretend that they were superna-
turally revealed to him, or that he was in
spired by God to write. If then the evangebeal
Protestant, who bases lus supernatural dogma of
the 1ncarnation, on what the bible says, and his
beltef in what the bible says an the supernatural’
dogma that it was supernatorally nspired, wishes
to give a reason for the fath that 13 10 him—bhe
must prove by reasop, the supernatural iosptra-
tion cf the book to which he appeals, and on
which he rests his case. In the case of the par
ticufar dogma in guestion, he must either prove
that the short biographies of Christ called, the
ose the Gospel acenrdier to St Matthew, the
other the Gospel according to St. Luke, were
supernaturally inspired : aod that the marvellous
facts concerning the birthof Christ therein related,
but of the truth of which the writers could have had
no persanal cogmzance, were supernaturally re—
vealed to ther by God,or were derived from other
equally competent authority, I the evangelical
Pratestant cannot do this, e must expect that
we shoold look upon bis belief in the Yocarnation
as destitute of any reasonable bauis, vod there-
fore as a mere superstition ; and if ke can do it
we will gladly undertake—(:f they be not of o
ordinate length, and 1f the Witness will strctly
confine himselfl to the thems)—to lay his proofs
before our readers. Now the thesis 1s—that the
brief memairs of Christ vulgarly attributed to
St Matthew, though certainly not written 1a the
form that we now possess them by an Apostle ;
and that the other brography of Christ written by
ore named Luke, were writtes under divioe 10-
spiration & and hat the facts therefore, therein
narrated, are infallibly true—sioce the mparrators
thereaf could nerther have beea deceived, nor de
cevers,

So too with the dogma of the Trimty—and
with all other dogmas that some forins of Protest-
anlism may have retained. -If without appeal to
traditron,—or fo acthority of aoy kiod,—to what
this man bas said—to what that mao may bave
written, the Iivangelical Protestant can by rea-
son alone, show that the dogma of the Trinily 15
true, we will admit his belief therein to be a
reasonable helief: if he cannot do this, it he ap-
peal to autharity in support of s belief, he need
nat marvel if we (reat it as—in his case—nothing
bet a superstition.
