Whether or not it is the inspiration
caused by the vast expanse of their
country, it is nevertheless true that there
is a spirit of Lroadness of mind in the
West, not so much in evidence in the
East. This appears to be particularly soin
the case of medicine and education. Tua
recent interview with a reporter of the
“Omaha Bee,” Governor Dietrich, of
Nebraska, said:

“One thing I will say for the benefit
of the medical fraternity, and that is
that I have decided to put one of the two
hospitals for the incurable insane at
Lincoln and Norfolk, under the direction
of the regular school of medicine, and the
other under that of the Homcwopathic
school. All that Iinsist on is that the

best representatives of each be subjecs
to my choice for appointments as superin
tendents, so that we can have a fanr test
of the rvesults of the two methods of
treatment, and that the competition will
give the inmates the best possible care
and attention.”

And apropos of this the ¢ Critique ” of
Denver remarks:

“ Now, we sincerely hope that this
plan will be carried out by Governor
Dietvich. Just such opportunities as
this have always been sought by the
Homeeopathic school, and have heen
just as carnestly opposed by the Allo-
pathic school. To compare the results
of treatment on a larger number of
patients, under similar conditicns, is the
fairest way to determine the relative
merits of the two systems, yet our old
school friends have always been afraid to
meet us in competitive tests on anything
like equal terms.

“ In order that the people may be able
to judge of these things intelligently, the
exccutives of all the states should follow
the example of Governor Dietrich. The
Hommopathie school will not shrink from
any reasonable test that may be put upon
it and will stand or fall by the vesult.”

Furthermore, we may add an expression
of the hope, that the light of the Homo-
pathic treatment at Lincoln or Norfolk,
whichever it may be, shall not be hid
under a bushel, as it is at Cook County
Hospital, Chieago. The publication: of
the comparative statistics of the cases
treated at this great institution has been
suppressed, because *‘statistics are after
all very misleading you know.” We
notice that statistics which™ invariably
indicate the superiovity of the Homoweo-
pathic practice are never considered satis-
fuctory by some people.  What better
method there is of judging of therelative
merits of two given courses of treatment,
a record of the number that get welland
of those who die, onr {riends of the old
school do unt tell. They simply have no
confilence in statistics, when they are
against them.
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ENDOWMENTS FOR HOMWIO-
PATILY.

The largest cash donation ever given
to » medical college in America was that
recently made to the Dunham Homero-
puthic College of Chicago, by Mr. Jobn
E. Du Bois, of one million dollars.  The
dunation is in cash, without conditions of
any kind, and is at once available for any
purposes to which the college authorities
may see fit to apply it. The donor is a
friend and patient of J. T. Kent, Deun
of Dunham College. John XE. Du Bois
is a nephew of United States Senator
Du Bois of Idaho. Heowns vast tracts
of timber land in Pennsylvania, Oregon
and  Washington, besides large copper
mining interests in Montana.  He makes
the gift for two reasons.  First, hecause
he has been a lifelong friend and patient
of Dr. Kent and has desired for some
time to perpetuate the latter’s-methods
of instruction and give him broad scope
for his researchesinto the tield of homwo-
pathy ; and, second, for the reason that
he himself has been for several years
an amatear student of homaopathy and
takes tlie greatest intevest in ifsadvance-
ment, particulaly in the West.

Grace Hospital, Detroit, has been
endowed with five thousand dollars by
the Lady Maceabees for a bed. This
choice was made after examining all the
hospitals in that state. Something the
Detroit physicians, as well as the houee-
opathic fraternity everywhere, can be
preud of.-—Medical Visitor.

Within the last month the Hahne-
mann Hospital of Philadelphia has been
the recipient of a most generous dona-
tion from Mr. and Muys. George C.
Thomas, who have been for many years
interested and liberal friends of the
hospital.

A property containing 76} feet front
and 196 feet in depth, adjoining the
Halinemann Haspital on the north hus
heen presented by Me. and Mrs. George

the purpuses of the institution. The
consideration stated in the deed of pur-
chase is S60,000.

A house for nurses will be built by the
trustees on the ground thus donated. 1t
will front on Fifteenth street, and will
contain a tablet in memory of Bessie
Mooreheald Thomas, a daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. George C. Thomas, who diedin
1875, and also in memory of the late Dr.

A. R. Thomas, who was their family
physician for many year.

The trustees also purpose building a
maternity hospital, and probably an
operating amphitheatre, north of the
present hospital and college. Until
building operatious can be begun it is
the trustees’ intention to convert the
grounds into a temporary park to afford
convalescents from the hospital a breath-
ing place.

_The State Legislature has been peti-
tioned to appropriate $100,000 towards
defraying expenses of erecting these
additions, the same having been approved
by the State Board of Public Charities.

ns it often is, *“ might be an ctiological
factor in the development of epithelioma,”
which being reduced to Enghsh reads,
may cause cancer. Also, ““ Arsenic” in
fuli duses may °‘ result in the production
of necuritis with loss of sensation and
motion.”  All of which is undoubtedly
true, only the  Gazette™ wight have
gone much further and included many
more drugs which given in allopathic
doses produce bad effects, drugs like
¢ Mercury,” and the coal tar crowd,
whose name islegion, the *¢ serums,” and
other fads.

"The wise man and family sticks to old

Pure olive oil is suid to be an excellent
food-remedy for the sufterers from neur-
algia, nervousness and anxmian. The oil
is very nutritious, theugh not every one
likes the taste of it at first, If you can-
not tuke the pure, a teaspoonful at a
meal is about right, dip your bread in it.
The oil is as excellent for those in health
as for the afilicted. Be careful, however,
to get a pure arvticle, for much of it is
adulterated with cotton-seed oil, sesame
or other chenp vegetable oils. These,
though harmless, do not give the good
results obtaining from the use of pure
olive oil.

CURES OF MENTAL ALIENATION.

Translated for the Homwopathic Recorder frone
the Lewpziger Pop. 2. 4. Hom., Aprid, 1901,

I. In the month of April, 1899, I
treated a little girl from our town for stift
neck ; Belladonna and Sulphur caused a
continued improvement. When the child
was getting better nervous symptoms
developed with the mother, who had
nursed the child very carefully and in a
self-sacrificing manner: these symptomsg
proved so severe that the husband
requested me to call soon. I, therefore,
called the same day on the patient, who
had hitherto showed a pretty checrful
temperament ; she made an impression of
restlessness, stared at me and showed a
manifest distrust as is apt to be the case
with those whose mind is alienated. She
would sit on her chair stolidly brooding,
staring into the empty air, murmuring
words that could not be well distinguished,
and auswering questions slowly and with
aversion. Then, again, she would throw
herself wildly ou her child that was
slumbering quietly, lamenting that her
darling was dead; or she wowld rave
furiously against opponents visible ouly
to her; she supposed a cat to be a ghost,
or a passing trainp to be an enemy abous
to destroy ber, etec. The remedies T used
failed me ahnost altogether. While I
was preparing the husband a few days
later for the eventual removal of his wife
to an asylum he suddenly remembered an
incident in his daughter’s sickness that
had not yet become known to me. Ihad
prescribed that the child should receive
five drops of Belladonna 6 D. in water
every half hour, and his wife had accord-
ingly provided a tumblerasthey are used

requisite amount of the medicine and had
given the child the requisite doses from
it. But in her excitement she had one
time made a mistake and given the child
water to drink from the tumbler contain-
ing the medicine and had not noticed her
error before the child had taken a good
drink from it. Her fright was great,
though the little girl, of course, suftered
no harm from it. Since there was such
reason to suppose that her fright was the
cause of her present state I prescribed
Opium, which effected & prompt and com-
plete cure.

1I. A miller’s journeyman, whom T had
known for some time, had assisted in
taking down the dead body of a neighbor
who had killed himself by hanging. Ever
since that time this man, who had been
formerly very industrious and merny,
became melancholy, and this so much that
he loathed all work, withdrew fromall his
acquaintances and refused to take p-ut in
their amusements. He supposed this
melancholy, though it continually in-
creased. to Le only transitory, until the
thoughtof suicide, which he couldscareely
resist, came to torment him, giving him
no rest neither while at work nor in his
dreams. The image of the wan who had
hanged himself was continually before
Tiimy, and the patient came to sece that if
e should not soon obtain relief he would
wve forced to also commit suicide.  The
plysician of the neighboring town, whom
Tie first consulted. prescribed Morphium,
Bromium and Chloral hydrate without any
effect, so the patient called on me and
Kali phosphorvicum 6 D., which T gave
him, in a short time effected a complete
care, as he told me a few months later
when visiting me.

AVENA AND ARNICA AS NERVINE
TONICS.
By Dr. Goullon.
Translated for the Homaopathic Recorder from
Leipziger Pop. Z. fo Hom., April. igor.

<« Avena and Arnica have heen of very
great service to me.”

Many readers will at once know in what
this service consisted. I have heard the
praise of these remedies frequently, and
even in more eloquent expressions. Both
these remedies are able to revive the vital
force when sinking from disease, work,
mental emotions and other depressing
acuses.

To take up first Avena, or rather the
tincture of Avena sativa, tincture of oats,
This remedy has been embodied in our
DMateria Medica now for fifteen to twenty
years. Since that time Avena-Cacuo and
Quaker Oats liave been used. InScotland
the harvesters use thin, warm oat gruel
to satisfy their thirst, as with us they use
coffee. This gruel not only satisfies the
thirst, but it also restores the strength.
All this shows that oats must contain a
very wholesome principle, acting in a
manuner analogous now to that of China,
then again like wine, cola, ete.; i.e., those
remedies which in  phanacology are
denominated roborantia,  Its effects may
be strengthened by the simultancous use
of Arnica, given in alternation ov at the
same time.

A convalescent patient who feels pros-
trated and wretched and is slow in making
his recovery may thus receive three times
a day 4-5 drops of tincture of Avena and
with it 1-2 drops of Arniea 2 D., or the
Arnica may be given later. This iix-
ture should be given in a teaspoonful of
water, best quite warm. This mixture
las proved very eflective in my practice.
It is often suflicient to give 10-15 drops
of tincture of Avena in a wineglassful of
water, a sip to be taken four tu five times
a day. Thus we may escape the veproach
of using double remedies. Though when-
ever we may assist a patient more quickly,
we may well affoxd to take this reproach
on us.

It is even quite a question whether
Homaopathy as such entars into the
question at all.  For this would suppose
that Avena, if given to a healthy person
in large doses which might cause disease,
would excite similar states of debility,
exhaustion and prostration. 1 at least
have heard of no such symptoms. But
should our patients be deprived of the
benefits accruing from this excellent
vremedy, and walt uuntil theory comes
limping after practice ? Thesame may be
said of Arnica. In the Tncyclopwdia
of Homwopathic Materia Medica, by
Altschul, e.g.. where he discusses the
physiological properties of Arnica, I find
nothing which would show the homce-
opathicity of the remedy in this case.

But although the curative power of
these drugs may not be explained from
homaeopathic principles, it neverthelessis
there. I must also remark, that also the
dilutions of the tincture of Avena have an
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undoubted eflicacy. Twenty drops of this
tincture and ftive drops of Arnica tineture
may be mixed with ten grammes of
Spiritis vini and vigorously shaken, and
we get a preparation of suflicient strength
which is, besides, cheaper than sanitary
wines or other wines still more expensive.
Aud while the latter tire a person, pro-
duce acidity and may injure by exciting
palpitation of the heart, this will never
be the effect of Avena and Arnica when
taken in the proportion given wbove.

PRACTICT.
By Dr. Prerci.
INJURIES, BRUISES, CONTUSIONS.

Bathe the injured parts with or apply
a piece of lint or linen dipped in a lotion
composed of one part of Arnica to ten of
water.

Rhus tox, one dose every 4 to 6 hours,
may be taken inwardly if the juints or
tendons have suffered.

CUTS, WOUNDS.

Clewnse the part thoroughly with a soft
sponge dipped in a solution of Arnica
tineture and cold water in the propor-
tions of one to ten, as divected above.
Then unite the edges with strips of
Avnica adhesive plaster and keep the
injured part perfectly quiet. 1f the
wond is considerable, the bandage has
to be renewed and the wound cleaned
with the Arnica lotion at least once in
twenty-four hours.

Tnternally take Aconite if fever should
set in, or China if faintuess ensues from
loss of blood. Bither medicine may be
administered in solution, one teaspoonful
every two or three hours.

SPRAINS OR STRAINS,

Apply » bandage kept constantly moist
with an Arnica lotion and take internally
Rhus tox., one dose three times a day.

BURNS AND SCALDS.

Use a solution of the Tincture of
Cantharidis in the proportion of one part
of the tincture to ten or fifteen parts of
cold water, or, what is still better, of
warm whiskey, and apply this solution by
means of lint or nieces of soft linen or
muslin.  The application of Spirits of
Turpentine to the injured part is also
very eflicacious ; so is Glycevrne to which
a few drops of Canthar tinct. may be
added.

CRAMPS IN THE LEGS,

Nux vom. if it arises from or is con-
nected with indigestion.

Rhius tox. if the attacks occur by day
as well as by night.

Veratr. if there is a feeling of Leing
unable to bear the warmth of the bed.

FAINTING,

Remove all tight articles of clothing,
lay the patient on the floor, dash cold
water over the face and let him smell
Spirits of Camphor. The rvom must be
well ventilated.

GOUTL.

This disease generally affects the joints,
aud wore especially those of the lingers
aud toes, which becowe ved, hot and
swollen with burning pains.

Bryonia, flery and shining, swelling
with shooting pains, worse by moving
about. )

Pulsatilla when the pains pass rapidly
from one part to the other.

Rhus. tox. if the disease is caused by
working in waler, washing or getbing wet
in rainy weather.

Dose : One teaspoonful of the solution
every two to four hours.—EHomwo Envoy.

A tincture of the acorn has been sold for
the *‘Spiritus * but, according to Burnett,
this will not do. The dose is half « tea-
spoouful in water four times a day.
