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PREFACE.

Opp-FELLowsHIP having increased so rapidly, and spread its
organigation from the Atlanfic far out ou the bosom of the Pa-
cific, within a few years, has naturally attracted the attention of
nearly all classes of the community.

Fifty-five years have scarcely passed since the birth of Ameri-
can Odd-Fellowship and now over three hundred thousand fmen
are among its votaries, It camnot be said that its rapid growth
was the result of accident, or in consequence of its novelty; for
it was solely because of its adaptation to the wants of mankind,
Odd-Fellowship teaches in the most beautiful and foreible mnan-
ner the all-important lesson of Fraternity—that all men are of
one family, and are therefore brethren. ‘

The great duties of our Order by and through which we aim to
improve and exalt the character of members,are five in number :
188, T'o visit the sick. 2nd, To relieve the distressed. 8rd, To bury
the dead. 4th, To educate the orphan. 5th, To aid the widow.
And in obedience to these commands nearly one million of dol-
lars have been expended during the past year for these noble pur-
})oses. Yet Odd-Fellowship is not a mere beneficial society, hav-

ng ior its single purpose the relief of ite members iu the strug-
gles incident to human society. It seekr to improve and elevate
\ the character of man—to imbue him with proper conceptions of
D his capabilities for good, to enlighten his mind, and to enlarge
the sphere of his affections. It therefore commends itself ulike
to the high, the low, the rich and the poor, as one of the noblest
charities the world ever saw.

The principles of Odd-Fellowship are those of humanity and
veligion, its object is to promote the general good of mankind,
and spread abroad the light of morality and knowledge; it not
only benefits the commonp cause of philanthropy, but ensures to
its members in the hour of adversity and tribulation, a souroce of
safety and comfort that none ean destroy.

° The ties that bind us together are never surrendered; our
claims of brotherhood are only dissolved by death—no, not even
death can rend them—they descend to the widow and orphan.

The language of our Order is more potent than any strain of
eloquence that ever fell upon the ear. A stranger, penniless and
friendless, in a foreign lnnd, breathes its tones, and his necessities
are relieved. Sichness comes and lays its paralyzing hand upon
him, and though no friends and relatives are near, a brother of
the ‘“ Mystic Tie” administers to his wants, and soothes his dis-
tresses., The sick among our own brethren are not left to the cold
hand of publioc charity; they are visited, and their wants provid-
ed for out of the funds they themseélves have contributed to
raise, and which, in times of need, they can honorably claim
without the humiliation of sueing fox public or individual relief,
from which the freeborn mind recoils with disdain, until over-
whelmed in insufferable want and misery, We are obliged, if
need be, to perform the last solemn office to the remains of & de-

arted brother, and see them oconsigned with respectful decency
J the bosom of our mother earth. To the living our fraternal
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solicitude is no less exercised. It is our enjoined duty to watch
over the conduct of brethren, even in their common intercourse
with men, as well as one with another; and to remonstrate with
those who wander from the paths of rectitude, or trespass on the
rules of morality.

It has been said that ours is a secret Order, and that secrecy is
disconsonant with inrxocence. True it is that we are in part a
secret society ; but is recrecy a crime? The world itself, the uni-
verse, the God of eternal truth, are surrounded with an impene-
trable veil that no mortal eye ever pierced ; and shall it be deni-
ed that these exist becaunse their secrets are not revealed at our
bidding ? Shall we pronounce them evil because their operations
are hidden from our view and above our comprehension.

8o far from secrecy being an objection to our Order, we claim
it a8 & recommendation. It is the mystic tie that biuds us to-
gether 1n indissoluble brotherhood, prompting us to deeds of
brotherlf love and benevolence; it comes and entwines itself
around ouyr fraternity, like the refreshing yet invisible breeze
that a summer noontide fans our burning forehead, invigorating
th system with its coolness, and gladdening our hearts with its
freshness apd puridy. In this respect we have the sanction of
ages. We challenge any one to point out a single nation of pecple
Wh(‘)se career is sketched on the page of history, among whowmn
there did not exist secret institutions. To go further, thereis not
an eunlightened government now existing on the face of the globe,
that does not permit its legislative councils to resolve themselves
into secret conclave. Even in ovur couutry, under our own Con-
stitution, the legislative bodies can close their doors and sit for
days, for weeks, for months, concocting measures of vital import-
ance to the entire population, and should any mewmber of that
body dare to reveal itk operations he would subject himsell to
the severest ecensure, if not to expulsion.

To be initiated as a member of our Crder is not, as many sup-
1086, “to take aleap in the dark.” The fundamental principles
of the Order are before the world ; its deeds are not couneceuled
from public ﬂgrutin\'; while the Constitution and Laws\of our
gociety are within the reach of all who wish to examine Jthem.
But then, our mysterieg within the inner veil of our Altars,
none éxcept members of the fraternity are permjtted to Hehold ;
solewman and sublime truths are there inculcated that have uever
reached the ear of any save those who have proved themselves
worthy of the saered trust. They have remained there for ages,
hallowed archives in the sanctuary of our temple—and have
never crossed its portal ; and there, we hope and pray, they will
ever remain, ansullied, inviolate and untarnished.

Our Order is the handmaid of virtue and religion and it must
flourish. It ealls into life amd action the best and holiest feel-
ings of our nature, and success must crown our efforts. Our
course is onward, and we may look forward with confidence to a
day, not far distant, when our society shal] find an abiding place
in every village and hamlet in our land, and tke smoke of our
altars shall go up frow a thousand hills.

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CONSTITUTION.

Preamble.

For the purpoese of ensuring, as much as possible uniformity in
the administration of th privileges, honors and benefits of the
Independent Order of Odd-Fellows within its jurisdiction, the
Grand Lodge of Ontario - the Supreme Tribunal of the Lodges
within the limits of the Province of Ontario,—doth hereby ordain
the following Articles, as the Constitution of all Subordinate
Lodges working under its immediate jurisdiction :

Title and Powers.

1.— This Lodge shall be constituted of at leagt five Members of
the Degree of Truth, and shall be hbailed and entitled, Fastern
Star Lodge No.72, 1. 0. 0. F., of Ontario, and shall possess the
full powers and privileges of A Subordinate Lodge holding alegal,
unreclaimed an«d valid Charter, duly granted aud formally pre-
sented by the Grand Lodge of Ontario.

MEMBERSHIP.

Admission.

2.—Candidates for Membership by Initiation in this Lodge,
must be free white males of not less than 21 years of age, of good
moral character, and i und health, and residents within the
jurisdiction of this L dg& i :

3.—Every p ition for ‘membership must be submitted in
writing by a Brother of this Lodge, and must state the name of
the Applicant, and his residence, age and occupation, supported
by a reference to at least one other member of the Lodge.

4. The proposition so made shall be referred to a Committee
of three Brothers, two of whom shall be appointed by the N. G.,
and one by the V. G., who shall report thereon at the next regular
meeting, unlese excused by a two thirds vote of members present,
or the petition be withdrawn by the proposer.

5.—A ballot shall be taken on the proposition, immediately
after the presentation of such report ; when, if less than three
black balls be found, the Candidate shall be accepted ; if three or
more, he shall be rejected, and so declared.

-
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6.—Any Brother or Ancient Odd-Fellow desirous of joining)this
Lo ge, must present a Withdrawal Card or dismissal certificate
from thé Lodge of which he was previously a mewmber, and his
application shall then be disposed of according to the above re-
gulations.

7.—Every member, on his admission, shall sign a promise to
support and abide by the Constitution and By-laws of this Lodge
and to pay all legal demands against him so long as he shall re-

main & member.
8.—Any Candidate requiring admission more than thirteen

weeks after hie electibn, must be again proposed and balloted for,
as in the case of a new candidate.

9.—The rejection of any Candidate for membership shall be im-
meciately intimated to every Subordinate Lodge in the City,
Town or Village in which such rejeotion takes placé.

10.—No Oandidate who has been rejected can be again proposed
for membership, until ot least, six months after his rejection.

11.—No person shall be admitted to Honorary Membership in
this Lodge, nor hold membership in this and amy other Subor-
dinate Lodge of this Order at the same time.

12 —No proposition for membeérship, either by injtation or by
card, shall be received or acted upon if the applicaht’s residenco
be out of this jurisdiction, (without the consent of the Grand
Master of the jurisdiction in which he resides) nor if his residence
be nearer to any other Lodge, unless consent of the latte be ob-

tained.
Pegrees.

13.—Every Brother, previous to his receivinz any of the Three
Degrees, shall pr ‘sent & certificate from the P. 8. that ho i3 not
inarrears to the Lodge, and that he has paid all chnrges for the
said Degrees, and then shall be balloted for.

14. —If, on such ballot three or more black balls appear,
fhall be rejected ; otherwise, he shall be considered eligible and
shall be aamitted to the Degree, or Degrees, applied fov. In case
of rejectiom, two weeks’ motice in open Lodge must be given, be-
fore a hallot can sagain be had.

15.--No certificate for Degrees shall be granted until after the

Candidate shaJl have paid the fees required therefor.

Laws, for the institution of a Special Fund or Funds for any of
the benevolent purposes contempiated by the Order; provided
always, that in the case of every suzhh Special Fund the receipts
and disbursements on account thereof shall be kept altogether
distinet from the Regular Funds hereby established.

45.—The Entrance Fee of this Lodge must be paid in every case
previous to the admission of the candidate, and shutll not be less
than five dollars.

46.—The charges for Degrees shall not be at a less rate than two
dollars for each of the thres Degrees ; and all moneys received on
account of Degree charges shall be applied to the General Benefit
Fund.

47 -—The contribution of each member to the regular Benefit
Fuunds of this Liodge, shall be determined by the By-Laws ; such
portion thereof shall be placed to the credit of the W. & O. Fund
as the Lodge may see fit, providing it be not less than one-fifth

payment of a Funeral Benefit to a duly qualified Brother, on the
demise of hie wife, to assist in decfraying the expenses of her

52.—The Lodge shall make such dispositions of the Widows’
and Orphans’ Fund, for the relief and benefit of the Widows and
Orphans of deceased Brothers of this Lodge, who were in good
standing as required by the By-laws at the timme of their deceass.

Penalties.

53.—Any Brother who shall violate any of the principles of the
Order, or infringe the Coustitution or By-laws of this Lodge, shall
be subject to be fined, reprimanded, suspended or expelled, as the

By-Laws may direct, ancient usage require, or the dge deter-
mine. )

Trials.

54, —Every Brother charged with any offence invol¥ing repri-
mand, suspension or expulsion, (unless for non-payment of dues,)
shall be entitled to a fair trial, in accordance with the provisions
of the clauses following.

55 —No member of this Lodge shall be put on trial, unless
charg:s duly specifying his alleged offence shall first he submitted
to the Lodge, in writing, by one or more Brothers of the Order in
good standing.

56.— Any charge or charges so preferred, shall be referred to a
crminittee of five Members, three of whom shall be a quorum, to
be chosen by ballot ; which committee shall, with as little delay
as the case will admit, summmon the parties, and examine and de-
termine the matter in question in accordance with tho Constitu-
tion nnd Rules of Procedure on Trials. In selecting this Com-
mittee, only one name shall be written upon any ballot.

57.—should the decision of the Committee not involve the sus-
pension or expulsion of a member, and should no appeal be made
therefrom, it shall be final, without further action from the
Lodge.

58.—Should the Committee be convinced of the necessity of
suspending or expelling a Member, a motion to that effect shall
be submitted to the Lodge by three or more of their number in
their name.

59.—Any motion for the suspension or expulsion of a Member
shall be announced at the two reguler meetings previous to that
on which 1t i8 to be decided, which last meeting the Brother under
charge shall be sumamoned to attend ; and at the time so appoint-
ed, whether the implicated Brother be prosent or not, the Lodge
mey proceed to consider and determine the question.

60.—The Lodge shall have the power, at the meeting appointed
for the decision, to vary the penalty to one more or less severo
than that contained in the motion submitted by the committee.

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RULES OF PROCEDURE ON
TRIALS.

18t.—All Charges against members of this Order shali be drawn
substantially in the manner prescribed in ‘“Form A,” and be sub
mitted direct to the Liodge of which the accused is a member, in
duplicate, signed by a member of the Order in good standing.
The general charge shall be an averment of “Conduct unbecom-
ing an Odd-Fellcw,” followed by specification or specifications,
stating the time, place and circumstances of the offence or of-

fences.
2ud.—The Lodge shall, immediately after the reading of the

charge, choose by ballot a committee of five, ns near as possible
from among the peers of the accused, three vf whom shall be a
quorum to whom the charge shall be referred. In selecting this
(‘lémmittue only >ne neme shall be written upon any ballot, and

the first elected £ball be the convener thereof.

3rd. — The accused or acc¢user, or any mewmber of the Lodge act-
ing for either of them, mny challenge, for .cause, any name ap-
pearing on the ballot. The grouads of challeuge shail be stated
and considered by the L dge, and a majority vote shall be neces-
sary tq,sustuin the objection made.

4th.—The Secretary shall affix the Seal of the Lodge to one copy
of the charge and specifications, and certify it substantially ac-
cording to “Form B” and serve, or cause the same to be served,
upon the accused, either personally o¥*by leavinc it at his usual
place of residence. The Secretary shall also certify, under Scul,
the duplicate charge, and deliver it to the Convener of the Com-
mittee, with the notice, according to “Form C,” of these rules.
5th.—The accused shall, within one week from the receipt by

him of the charge and specifications, serve his plea or answer to
the samnme upon the Convener of the Committe2, by either or
gseveral of the answers shown in “Form E.”

6th.—The Convener of the Committee shall, on receipt of the

pleas in defence, or at the expiration of the time limited there-
for, with reasonable diligence call a meeting of the Committee,
to attend which the accuser and nccused shall be served with
personal notice if they can be founi or by leaving the same ot
their usual place of regidence,ancording to “Form D,” at least one
week prior to the time affixed for trial.

7th.—At the meeting a. Chaitman and Secretary shall be ap-

pointed, and the trial proceed by examination of the parties and
witnesses on their behalf. FEither party may amend their pro-
ceedings, by leave of the Committee.

8th.—The report of the Committee shall state their finding on
each specification of the charge, according to “Form F.” and shall
be accompanied by an accurate record of their proceedings, rul-
ings and decisions, together with the original evidence taken dur-
ing the trial, which shuall be submitted to the Lodge within a

reasonable time after the case has been submitted to them.

Should there be & minority report, it may be presented in a simi-
lar manner at the same time. The minutes of the committee
should show :
I. The date uud place of ea ch meeting, and the parties present.
[I. The exceptions tuken by either party, and the decisions

thereon.
III. Parol evidence in-full, subscribed by the witnesses.
IV. All documentaryv evidence, marked as exhibits.

9th.—The finding of the Committee shall be entered inthe Lodge
minutes by the Secretary, who shall forthwith notify both parties
that the report has been submitted, and all parties shall be en-
titled to make a copy thereof.

1uth.—The Lodge shall take up the report for consideration at
the regular meeting to be held two weeks after it has been sub-
mitted, and may amend, affirm or reverse the finding of the Com-
mittee upon any one or all ‘of the allegations in the charge or
their ruling thereon.

11th.—Tbe final decision of the Lodge shall be notified to both
parties hy the Secretary, immediately.

12th.—Either purty may appeal from the decision of the Lmlge
to the Grand Lodge, within three mecnths from the action .,of the
Lodge thereon.

shall report at the next regular meeting ; and if a majority of the
members then present shall vote in his favor, he shall thereupon
be declared eligible for re-instatement, and, with the consent of

66.—No Brother shall be re-instated until he sh.ll have paid any
arrearages against him at the time of his suspension, and all dues
that may have accrued since then, except in cases of suspeusion
for non-payment of dues.

67.--No Brother who has been legally expelled, or who has ceas-
ed to be a member for non-payment of dues, except members of
defunct Liodges, anl those possessing dismissal certificates, shall
be again admitted to membership in any Lodge of this Order
without the consent of the LLodge from which he was expelled or
dropped, and in no case shall he be re-admitted without csmpli-
ance with all the forms for new applicants, excepting the cere-
mouny of initiation.

The Noble Grand shall wear a scariet collar; Vice
Grand, blue collar ; Secretary, green collar ; Treasurer, green col-
lar ; each of them trimumed with white or silver. Supporters of
Noble Grand, scarlet sashes ; of -.the Vice Grand, blue sashes;
Warden and (lonductor, black sashes; Scene Supporters, white
snshes ; Chaplain, white 8.1sh ; Outside Guardian, red sash ; Inside
Guardian, red sash. 3
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CONSTITUTION.

Jewels.

70.—The jewel of a P. G. is a five-pointed star ; of Noble Grand,
crossed gavels ; of Vice Grand, hour glass; of Secretary, cross
peus ; of I'reasurer, crossed keys; of Warden, crossed axes; of
Conductor, crossed wands; of Guardian, crossed swords; Sup-
porters of the N. G.,a wand having branching arms connected
with three links, and encompeassing a gavel ; Supporters of the V.
G., a wand arranged sam» as that of the Supporters of the N. G,
encompassing an hour glass ; Scene Supporter, arranged in same
manner, encompassing & burning torch ; Chaplain, arranged in
frame manner, encompasting a bible ; all to be of white metal.
P'ast Grands, having the Royal Purple Degree, may have trim-

mings of yellow.
Funeral Regalia.

71.—Funeral Regalia consists of a black crape rosette, having a
centre of the color of the highest degree to which the wearer has
attained, to be worn on the left brenst, with a sprig of evergreen
akove, and such jewel or jewels as the Brother may be entitled to
wear, suspended below. But the Lodge may wear the ordinary
regalia at funerals, either in connection with, or as a substitute
for this simple regalia, by obtaining a dispensation from the
Grand Masteror D. D. G. M

72.—The ordinary mourning badge to be worn in memory of a
deceased Brother, is a strip of black crape passed through one
button hole of the left lappel of the coat, tied with a narrow rib-
bon of the color of the highest degree the wearer has attaired.

To be worn for one month.
73.—Past Officers and Members of the Encampment Degrees,

and all other members of the Order, wHEN VISITING Grand or
Subordinate Lodges or Encampments, are entitled to wear the
regalin and jewels pertaining to highest degrees they have taken.

BY-LAWS, ETC.

By-Laws.
74.—This Lodge shall stand fully invested with the power to
adopt, repeal, alter or amend from tims to time such By-Laws
and Resolutions us muy be deemed exvedient ; provided they do
not in anywise contravene any part of this Constitution, the Con-
stitution and By-Laaws of the Grand Lodge of Ontario, or the prin-

ciples or customs of ¥he Order.
75 —All such By-laws shall be immediately forwarded, in dupli-

cate, to the Grand Secretary, Authenticated by the Seal ot the

Lodge, and the signature of its N. G., and Secretary ;one copy to
be retained by the Grand Lodge, and the other to be returned to
the Lodge, certified as approved, or otherwise., as the case may
be, aud no such By-laws shall be operative until approved by the
Grand Lodge, or in its recess, by its Committes on Laws of Subor-

dinates.

Amendments.

76.—This Constitution, or any {)art thereof, shall not be altered,
nmended, suspended or annulled, unlpss by action of the Grand

Lodge of Ontario, and then only by a two-third vote of the re-
presentatives present and voting.

RULES OF ORDER.

RULE I.—As soon a8 the Presiding Officer shall have taken the
Chair, the officers and Brothers present shall take their respec-
tive stations, and the L.odge shall then be opened in ancient form.

RULE II.—The order of procedure atter opening shall be as fol-
lows :

1.—The calling of the Roll of Officers.

2.—The reading by the Secretary of the Minutes of the last
Lodge night ; the consideration of any objections which may be
made to any part thereof, and their approval, with or without
amendment, as the case may require.

3.—The consideration of any excuses which may be offered by
Absentees from previous meetings.

4. —The receiving and consideration of any reports from the
Visiting Committe«, or from other Brothers who may have to re-
port the fact of any Brother being sick or in distress.

5 —The nomination or election of Officers, on the evening de sig-
nated tor such nomination or election.

6.—The roceiving and consideration of reports of Committees en
Character, and balloting thereon.

7.—The Initiation of Candidates for Membership.

8.—The receiving of Propositions for Membership, and their re-
ference to Committees on Character. .

9.—The receiving and consideration of affy\ Reports of Officers
or Standing Committees, which may require to be- made in pur-
suance of the By-Laws.

10.—The receiving and consideration of any Reports of Special
Committees, in the order of seniority.

11.—The Reading and consideration of Accounts and other
communications in the hands of the Secretary.

12.—Good and Welfare, being first; Unfinished Business, in

order of priority at former meetings; and secondly, New Busi-
ness. : '

13.—The closing of the Lodge.

RULE III.—Any member offering & motion must do so in writ-
ing, if & request to that effect be made by the Spcretary, the Pre-
siling Officer, or the Lodge.

RuLE IV.—No question shall be put by the Presiding Officers,
unless regularly moved and seconded ; nor be open for considera-

tion unty so puts and, when put, no other motion shall be receiv-
able, updess it be a motion—

1.—T¢ adjourn ;
2.—To lay on the table ;
3.—~To put the previous question ;
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4.—To postpone ;

5.—To refer ; or

6.—To amend.

These several motions, if made, shall have precedence in the
order above stated, an/the first, second and third thereot, shall
be decided without debate.

RULE V.—The previous question shall be put from the chair,
only after it shall have been ascertained that the call therefor is
sustained by a wmajority of the members of the Lodge present and
shall always be put in théwords following:—*“Shall the question
be now put ?" which words shall be understood to have reference
to whatever gquestion may be pending immediately before such
call for the previous question may have been muade.

RULE VI.—I1f the vote of the Lodge, taken pursuant to such ecall
for the previous question, be 1n the affirmative, the Presiding
Officer shall thereupon forthwith put to vote the question so
pending, immediately before such cull, and shall allow no amend-
ment or further debate thereon ; and if, on the other hand, the
vote of the Lodge be in the negative, the Presiding Officer shall
be thereby precluded from putting to vote, during the remainder
of the current term, the question so pendiny 18 aforesaid.

/Rule VII.—Any member may require the livision of a question,

Rule IX.—Tbe Yeas and Nays shall be taken and recorded on
the call of any member, duly seconded

Rule X.—After any question, except that of indefinite postpone-
ment or the previonus question, may have been decided, any two
members, having voted in the majority, may, at the same or next
regular meeting, move for a re-consideration thereof ; but no djs-
cussion on the main question shall be allowed upon such motign.

Rule XI.—Any question decided by the l.edge shall not again
be brought before it, otherwise than by re-consideration, as pro-
vided in the foregoing Rule, unless notice thereof shall have been
given at the meeting iminediatelv preceding; and such notice
shall not be received during the term in which the question has
been decided.

Rule XII.— Every member shall bave the yrivilege of speaking
twice on any question} but not oftener, unless by permission of
the Presiding Officer.

Rule XIIT.—Any Brother intanding to speak on a question shall
rise in his place and respectfully address the Presiding Officer,
confining himself to the question, and avoidin? persocalities ; and
should more than one Brotber rise to speak at the same time, the
Presiding Officer shall determine which is entitled to the floor.

Rule XIV.—The Presiding Otlicer, or amy member, may call a
Brother to order while speaking ; and, in such case, the debate
shall be forthwith suspended, and the Brother so called to order
shall not proceed, until the poiut of order thus raised be deter-
mined, nor speak upon such point of order, unless it be to make
necessary explanation, or appeal from the decision of the Chair.
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Rule XV.—In all cases where a member may appeal from the
decisiou of the Chair, he shall use the words following, and none
other, uuless it be for necessary explanation :—*“N. G., I would re-
spectfully appeal from the decision of the Chair to the Lodge,” and
the Lodge shall, after such explanation from the Presiding Officer
as he may deem necessary, proceed forthwith to consider and
vote upon the question :—“Waill the Lodge sustain the decision of
the Chair ?”

XVI.—Any Brother who may have been called toorder for mani-
festation of temper, or improper feeling, must apologize to the
Lodge or to any aggrieved party, if required so todo by the Pre-
siding Officer ; and shall not sveak ggain onthe pending question,
except to explain or apologize, ‘unless specially permitted so to
G0 by the Presiding Officer.

Rule XVII.—The Presiding Officer of the Lodge may, at any
tiine, require all members present to vote upon any pending
question, or may excuse any member or members from so doing.

Rule XVIIL.-—Brothers, not members of this Lodge, may ad-
dress the Lodge, on receiving permission to that effect from the
Presiding Officer.

XIX.—No Brother shall retire while the Lgdge is open, without
the permission of the Presiding Officer.

Rule XX.—A motion to suspend or slter the Order of Procedure,
as contained in Rule II., for the remainder of a meeting, may, at
any time, be carried by a vote of not less than- two-thirds of the
menbers present end voting thereon ; but no motion tu suspend
or alter such Order of Procedure for a longer term, shall at any
time be put to vote.

Rule XXI.—These Rules or any part thereof, shall only be
gltered, amended, suspended or annulled (except in the case pro-
A\;idod for by Rule XX.,) by action of the Grand Lodge of Ontuario.

BY-LAWS.

1. Every proposition for membership shall be read in open
Lodge on -the twomeeting nights immediately . preceding—thwt—
on.-which the-batllet for the same-is-taken., also the Committee
on character shall have two weeks to report if required.

2. No application for Membership shall be made known to any

erson except a Member of this Order, until affer the same shall
Eave been determined favorably by election.

3. Application for Membership ghall be in the prescribed form,
and shall be accompanied by thet of T'wo Dollars, (82, which
sum shall be placed to the credit of the Candidate’s iunitiation
fee, provided he appear for initiation within thirteen (13) weeks
otherwise such deporit shall be placed t& the credit of the Wid-
ows’ and Orphans’' Fund; but in the event of rejecti .n it shall
be returned to the Candidate.

4. Every Brother, on his admission to the Lodge, shall sign an
agreement to abide by its Constitution and By-luws, and to pay
all legal demands against him, so long as he shall remain a Mem-
ber thereof ; and shall give his place of residence to the P. 8., and
whenever he changes his residence he shall notify theP. 8. of
such change, or forfeit his claim to the attention of the Visiting

Committee.
5. No Brother shall enter or retire from the Lodge during initia-

tion or Conferring Degrees.

6. In balloting for Members, the ballot box shall be placed in
full view of the N. G, anad the result baving been inspected by
the N. G., the Warden shall proceed with it to the chair of the
V. G, who, having inepected the same, shall announce whether
the ballot is favorable or nunfavorable, and the N. G. shall declare
the result to the Lodge.

7. The Regular Meetings of this Lodge shall be held on Tues-
day evening of each week, from 18t Oetober to 18t April, at 7.30
o'clock. Special meetings may be called by the N, G., or by the
V. G, or Secretary at the request of five members.

8. Five members shall constitute a guorum foy, the transaction
of business, at any Regular or Special Meeting.

9. No business, other than that for which such Meeting may be
gpecially called, shall be discussed at any such meeting.

10. This Lodge shall hold its regular meetings on the first Tues-
day of each month for the purpose of Conferring degrees.

Election of Officers.

11, Before proceeding to open” the poll foran Election of
Officers, the N. G. shall appoint two Brothers of the Degree of

widow, and the name, aZe and residence of every orphan child
raoeiving Benefits from thd Funds of the Lodge; to watch over
their welfare and intaeyrest; to visit them, if re«iding in this place
or within 14 mile thereof,at least once in each quarter, and often-
er if necessary ; to report their condition to the Lodge whenever
occasdion may require ; and perform all other duties pertaining
to his Office.

14. It shall be the duty of the N. G. to preside in the ILodge ; to
enforce n due observauce of the Constitution and By-Laws, and
prover respect for the Grand Lodge ; to see that all the Officers
of the Lodge, and Members of Committdes, perform their re-
aspective duties as enjoined by the respective Charges and Laws
to take care that all ines, not requiring a vote of the ./I.odge for
their imposition, be punctually charged on the boaks/ot the P. §.;
to exercise a vigilant supervision in regard ta. all irregularities
subjecting Brothers to Fines or| other penalties, at the vote of the
Lodge ; toPring the sange betore the Lodge whenever known to
him without\fear or favgr } totake charge of the Charter of the
Lodge ; to have it alwaysinthe Isodge while in sessicn ; to sum-
mon Special Meetings whenever he may consider it necessary, or
when requested to do so by any Five Mewmbers of the Lodge in
good standing; to appoint all Officers and Committees, not
otherwise provided for ; to fill by appointment all vacancies oe-,
euring in Committess or in Offices originally filled by his ap-
pointment ; to examine the ballot box after every ballot for
members ; to ascertiin and announce to the R. 8. the result of
all ballotings and votes ; to give the casting vote in case of a tie
on any question except those decided by ballot ; to present a copy
of the Constitution and By-Liaws to each Brother on admission;
to aacertain from the P. 8. his receipts since last Liodge night, and
announce the same to the Iodge ; to cause the R. 8. to invite
Brothers to attend the Funeral of any Brother for whom the
L.odge may be chargeable with a Funeral Benefit ; to take charge
