- of Metal One Result of

Another advance yesterday of one
cent per ounce on tae price of silver
carried the metal to 26 1-6d in Lon-
don and 6l¢ in New York, the high-
est price reached since the war start-
ed. The jump attracted considerable
atiention in mining circles and means
much to the Cobalt camp. For ex~
ample, take the case of Beaver. The
company have 526.000 ounces in stor-

age, at the smelters or en route there,
and an advance of one ceat means an
additional $6000 added to its value,
Otier large producets in the silver
camp have even larger reserves, and

-

adds many thousands of dollars to the
value of the metal held.

Minihg men predict much higher
prices befors long, one authority even
forecasting 76 cents, basing his opti-
mistic belief on the remand that must
comie from (@reat Britain, France,
Russia 8nd other BEuropean nations
for coinzge purposes and the immense
requirements China, India and
other silver ‘countries. *

1t is comtended that the  statistical
position at the moment is the strong-
est inyears. Mexico is no longer pro-
ducing,  the United States output is
about half the normal, while Cobalt,
the next largest producer, has only
been mining a small percentagé of its
average output,

An Immense Increase.

A most extraordinary increase was
reported in the British demand for
coinage purposes in 1814, the amount
of silver coined being  £6,260,524, an
increase of £4,667,080 over thie pre-
vious year.

Stocks of silver bullion in London
have fallen-to a vety low ebb, and in
addftion to a heavy Jemand for coin-
age purposes, the requirements of In-
dia are gradually increasing. It is
expected that the exports to that coun-
try in 1915 will almost equel the ex-
ports in 1913, which amounted to over
107,000,000 ounces. Last year, owing
to the interruption of the war, only
57,000,000 ounces were forwarded.

The demand from Chlna, too, is also
showing improvement, but her sup-
ply is all being shipped direct from
San Francisco instead of thru the
usual New York-London c¢hannel

it was pointed out that owing to
the war there has been a stupendous
increase in the demand for capital,
and practically the world's entire stock
of gold and silver has been pledged
40 cover ourrency issues. It is claim-
ed that immense amounts of silver,
the only other substitute for gold, will
be required for tie next five or ten
years, to meet the enmormous money
requirements of the world.
