JUMPED FROM HIS BALLOON.

Prof, Merighi, a Scientist, Wanted
to End His Life—FHe had Reach-
ed His Goal,

Vienna, July 10.—A most extraordinary
attempt and fallure to commit suicide s
reported from ‘Graz, the capital of the Aus-
trian Province of Styria.

Professor Merighi, a sclentist and gsero-
naut of note;. who has for years made as-
cents from the Prater In Vienna on pleasant
Sundays, after rising In his balléon to a
dizzy height above Graz, slashed the silk of
the balloon and threw himself out of his car
during the descent. "This was done in the
view of a large multitude.

A thorough Investigation by the Graz au-
thorities and the consepsus of opinion of
aeronautic experts supzor,r the belief that
Professor Merighi had €liberately planned
to kill himself in this sensational manner,
having grown tired of his unsucces<ful
efforts to perfect ae¥ial navigation.

Professor Merighl, who lles in a precari-
ous condition, replies incoherently to pll
questions, though _} mumbles frequently
something about & m¥-air explosion.

Lieut.-Col. Hinfersto ger, an expert mili-
tary aeronaut, Who was instructed in ae-
cordance with a“police regulation to exam-,
ine Merighi's balloon before the ascent, says
that the balloon did. not explode, hut was
wilfully cut by the balloonist:

His ‘theory is corroborated by a message
left in the car by Regfessor Merighi In his
own handwriting, whigh reads :

“I die in peace. I Kave reached my goal."

The Clock Contract Awarded,
