After the workingman has got thru
his day of hard work he went to register,
but the crowd waiting was more thun the
registrar would be able fo accommodate
under prevailing methods In 24 hours. Two
or three hundred dissatisfied people assem-
bled around the place and the door wus
burst from its hinges, but the crowd was
good natured.

A Magnificent Reception Was Ten-
dered to the Hero of the Re-

KE EULOGIZED -HIS BRAVE TROOPS.

And Pointed Out That Self-Sacrifice
Cpnld Be Shown in Peace as
Well as War.

Cape Town, Oct. 25.—Sir Redvers Buller,
who landed yesterday from the Hawarden
Castle, was accorded a magnificent recep-
tion The Mayor of Cape Town presented
an address in the presence of thousands of
enthuslastic citizens, eulogizing the gen-
eral's great services to Cape Colony and to
the Empire. Speeches in the same straln
were made by leading public men.

The mayor and corporation.entertained
Gen. Buller at dinner. In reply to the ad
dress, Gen. Buller said that when he ar-
rived here at the outbreak of the war, he
found the same spirit of determination to

uphold the Hag and defend its rights per-
-vading the colonists as he found when he
was last here 20 years ago. There was no
doubt that if in 1378 Sir Bartle Frere had
been supported in the policy he had been
despatched from England to 5
mueh misery would have been prevénted. in
South Africa. Fortunately Sir Alfred Mil-
ner had been supported. He was sure that
the spectacles thru which South African
affairs were now looked upon by those In
power in England were considerably better
than they were 20 years ago. From that he
deduced that the sacrifices made and the
misery endured by the people of South Af-
rica had not been in vain, He eforth
South Africa would be a prosperous’country
under one flag.

THE MACASSA IN A FOG.

Hamlilton Steamboat Groped About
for Some Time and Failed to

In Reply to Mr. Pearson,

The following letter from the experts was
read in reply to Mr. Pearson's statement
at the last meeting, that the report of the
Government inspector upon the Gas Com-
pany's gas was at variance with Prof.

Dear Sir,~We understand that Mr. Pear
son has stated at the meeting of your board
that our results for the candle-power of
the street gas lamp; now in useé, are at
variance with the report of the Govern-
ment Gas Inspector. We beg to point out
first that the Government tests are tests of
the iHuminating power of the gas, and
not of the street lamps, and are made on a
standand Argand burner, prescribed by law,
which Is quite different from the form used
In. street lighting; secondly, that the street
burner Is considerably inferior to the stan-
dard burner when furnished with the same
gas. As our tests were made with a street
burner supplied by Mr. Pearson and placed
within the glass globe used in street lan
terns, which of course absorbs some light,
it is natural to expect such a difference as
is shown between our results for the street
lamps and the Government figures for the

They sald if the Govern-
ment would not earry out its promise they
would go on with the project and have a
clause imserted in the charter by which
the Government could, at a month’s ro-
tice, take over the line by paying the ac-
tual cost of the same. They would agree
to Mr. Campbell and his capitalists receiv-
ing a charter with the same conditions,.
and altho this was at first accepted it
was afterwards rejected by Mr, Campbell
and the charter was asked for with this
ciause eliminated. By taking out this
ciause it. was possible for the company to
sell to any other railroad. True, the Goy-
ernment eould purchase it at any time,
but if this clause was not inserted the
Government would have to buy out the
whole line. Mr. Campbell appeared in the
position of a grafter, grafting on to other
men's ideas and using his influence in Par
llament to secure for himself and pls
friends a valuable franchise which rightly
belonged to the people of this country.
Mr. N. Clarke Wallace also spoke upon
the Canada National Railroad, and defend-
ed himself from the attack made upon
him that during the years he had neen a
representative of West York he had done

he had been instrumental in aididg the
C.P.R. to open up the Northwest and
tonnect ocean with ocean, at a time when
the scheme was bitterly opposed by the
Reform party, and every brick and piece
of sidewalk in Toronto Junction was large-
ly' due to the success of that rallroad.
