To-morrow the president and Xing
will visit the Franco-British exhibi-
tion: Wednesday will commence with
a reception to the diplomatic corps at
St. James' Palace, followed by a visit
to the city and luncheon at the .Guild
Hall. In the evening a gala perform-
ance will be given at Covent Gar-
den at which the King and Queen,
President Fallieres and a large num-
ber of specially invited guests will be
present.

NEW YORK, May 2.—King Ed-
ward, thru his private secretary, Lord
Knollys, contributed a message of good
will, and Mark Twain made a charac-
teristic speech at a dinner given to-
night by the British 8chools and Uni-
versities Club at Delmonico’s in honor
of the late Queen Victoria's birthday,
which since her death has been cele-
brated thruout England’s vast domin-~
ions as Empire Day.. g

Dr. Walter Eyre Lambert, president
of the club, .which is composed exclu-
sively of English and American alumni
of British universities and colleges such
as Eton, Harrow and Rugby, presided,
with-Samuel L. Clemens, the guest of
honor and the possessor of the degree
of doctoriof literature, conferred upon
him last ¥ear by the University of Ox-
ford, at his right.

Dr. Lambert, after proposing the
health of Xjng Edward and of Presi-
dent.. Roagsevelt, . which were received
with the singing'of the British national
anthem and.the Star Spangled Banner,
read a cablegram from Lord Knollys
conveving a message of good will to
the club from the present King.

All present were then called upon to
drink- a silent toast to the memory of
Queen Victoria, ‘and Dr. Clemens was
asked by: Dr. Lambert to give expres-
sion’ to an American appreciation of
the monarch who reigned for more
than three score years over the British
| empire. Dr. Clemens spoke in part as
follows: :

COAL SHORTAGES.

Editor World: I would like o point
out a. few additional facts in connec-
tion with the shortages of coal com-

plained of by the Refail Coal Deal-
ers in their hearing hefore the Board
of Rallway Commissioners. i

The Canadian consumer of bitumin-
ous coal who buys in carload lots, and
this includés the railways themselves,
almost invariably pays for more coal
than is received. This is due to the
manner in which soft coal is sold by
the mines. ‘‘Mine weights - govern
shipments” is the basis on which sales
are made at the mines, and the whole-
saler in order to protect himself from
- loss must make his sales to the Cana-
dian consumer on the same basis.
This coal is not weighed at the:mines,
but is weighed at the first track scale
over which it passes eh roufe to des-
tination, .and the initial railway af-
ter weighing the cars places the weight
thereom and it is billed accordingly.

1% view of the ‘fact that the Am-
erjcan railways are financially inter-
estéd in the coal mines it can readily
be 'understood : that they have it in

by overbilling the weights, and it is
safe to say that if any error is- made
it will not be in favor of the buyer.
Sometime ago I- made a~ contract
with a large manufacturing. firm in
the City of Toroento to deliver 20,000
tons of bituminous coal, more or less.

at Toronto, I called upon the customs
officials and requested them to accept’
payment of duty on the basis of the
Canadian Pacific Rallway weights.
They recognized the justice of our po-
sition and promptly agreed- to do so,
stating that the Dominion Govern-
ment had no intention of enforcing the
payment of duty on coal which did
not come into the country, consequent-
ly we only paid freight and duty on
the actual quantity -of coal which
reached Toronto. - The action of the
railway company in this case was a
clear acknowledgment -of their in-

.| ability to collect charges on anything

beyond the .actual weight carried.
This went on' for some months until
finally' the Canadian Rallway refused

that the initial line declined to aecept
their- weights as the basis of settlement
in the division of the charges.

The . Canadian consumer of coal is
entitled to- protection {m connection
with this magter, and 1 have no hesi-
tatfon in saying that if the Canadian
railways would undertake to weigh
all bituminous coal .at the {frontler,
and so ‘far as their own fuel 4s con-
cerned only pay for the actual quan-
tity received, the saving in -their own
purchases alone would pay for the
extra work performed and leave,a
handsome surplus on the credit side
of their ledgers. Neither a railway
company nor a miner of coal has any
legal right ‘to collect’ money for any-
thing more than the cars contain, and
the railways should insist upon pay-
ment being accepted on the basis of
frontier weights. If this were done
the mines , would be ccmpelled to
make sales &cordlngly as they are all
anxfous to secure the railway con-
tractg, and if it were necessary  to
make those contracts on the basis of
delivery weights they would do se in
order to secure the business. The
railways have it in their power to pro-
tects the Canadian consumer. Will
they do so? ' If necessary the welgh-
ing at the frontler could be done un-
der the supervision of representatives
from both the American and Cana-
dian railways.

The scales will“not lle, but unfor-
tunately under existing conditions
someone must: be just a little too zea-
lous to make money for his company,
otherwise the shortages complained of
would not ‘be found. The coal is not
lost en ‘route; it is never loaded on
the cars at the-mines, and the vweig'hts
glven by the initial line of railway are
incorrect. That is the true secret of
the discrepancies. The loss to Cana-
dian consumers of coal thru shortages
in weight in the aggregate amounts to
a large sum and the railways should
be compelled to explain why they col-
leat charges on coal which they do
not carry.

THE LATE LIBRARIAN.

By.the death of Dr. James Bain the
City of Toronto loses the services of an
able and zealous public servant, one
too, peculiarly qualified to fill the im-
portant position he had held for a
quanter of a century. Altho up to the
time of his appointment as chief
librarign, he had Been associated with
the business of publishing and selling
books he had that literary taste which
values them :for their own and it has
been fortunate. for Teronto that Dr.
Bain’s predilections inclined to history
and biography. When to this Was add-
ed his love of the outdoor life of Can-
ada, the combirat resulted In . the
admirable and ex ve collection of
works on Canadianm history,, explora-
tion and ethnology, which has given
the Toronto Public Library a special
place on this continént and will always
be associated with his name,

casion to make frequent use of the
library early discovered and deeply ap-
preciated. No one could have Lbeen
readier to -place his knowledge and ex-
perience at the disposal of enquirers
and his unfailing courtesy heightened
the obligation he conferred. With un-
felgned regret he recognized that Hmi-
tations of space prevented -the city
library ‘being run on up-to-date lines
and he looked forward to a building
and an institution that would rank To-
ronto with the most -advanced of
American communities.

They accepted payment on thej
basis of their own scale weights but[
afterward came back with the state- |
ment that they must have the full |
charges as the initial railway refused |
to make settlement with them on the!
basis of the weights at Toronto, I
told them that was a matter in which |
we .were not interested, that their |
weights at Toronto were either right |
| or wrong, and that if their scales were |
| correct- it was their business to pro-
tect themselves against overcharges |
on the part of their connections, and |
the matter ended there so far as we |

Some Liberals argue, further, that Mr. Whitney should have conspired
with Major St. Aubyn and the English bondholders to bring about the
failure of the Electrical Development Co_, so that the province could step

. in and purchase it, but this is so obviously absurd, both as affecting Can-

adian credit and the decencies of government that it is not often used ser- -

jously. But the argument that Toronto should have had a chance to buy
out the Electrical Development Co. is regarded as effective in the cam-

paign pamphlet (page 17), and Controller Harrison actually used it on

last Tuesday evening at Mr. Hossack’s meeting. -

" Such speakers should study the facts at once. The hydro-elec-
tric power commission has a contract with the Ontario Power Co. for
power at $9.. The Electrical Development Co. could not produce power
at $9 and meet their-present charges on stocks and bonds. Their trans-
mission line which cost $3,500,000 and has only 30,000 H.. P. capacity
can be duplicated for much less, and with the difference that the new
line would convey 60,000 H. P. instead of only 30,000. Power at
the Falls costs the Electrical Development Co. $12 or $13. The Company
sells power to the Canadian Niagara Co, at $12 flat rate. : !

If the city had bought the plant it never could have got the $3,000,-
000 common stock for nothing as William Mackenzie did. The city
would have had to assume $8,000,000 common stock, $6,000,000 bonds,
and $2,000,000 more to complete the works. It would then have had
only a 30,000 H. P. capacity. The Globe knows and the Liberal cam-
paigners know very well that Toronto never could have gone in for such
a proposal, never could have profitably handled the power if it had, and,
‘before all, that there never was any such proposal made or contemplated .
by anyone concerned.

The Whitney government has steadily and satisfactorily pursued
the Niagara power policy laid down by the hydro-electric commission,
which The Globe itself approved. Now that it has been carried almost
to completion Liberals do themselves small credit by endeavoring to throw
cold water on the scheme or to balk its consummation.

Another question of tremendous import to the province is that of
education. Mr. MacKay's misrepresentations. of the government and his
attacks upon the university policy are not.calculated to awaken confi-
dence in his judgment. The Whitney 'government found the education
system of the province starved when it came into power. More money
was required, better equipment, higher teaching standards. Since 1904
$234,425 has been paid out in increased grants to rural schools, the
amount in 1904 being $123,750, and last year $358,175. For
secondary schools the payments rose from $106,933 to $134,000 for
the same years, Continuation class grants were more than doubled,
rising from $18,230 to $45,000. A large sum was also appropriated for
agricultural classes. » g s

If Mr. MacKay's speeches mean anything he holds this to be un-
warranted extravagance which following the Ross traditions he would
certainly never have been guilty of.

At a time when teachers were plentiful and the standard could have
beén raised nothing was done in this direction. A poor grade of teachers
naturally brought about a low rate of salaries. Once established it was
very difficult to raise it again. The Whitney government having under-
taken the task approached it from both points of view. By increased
grants they encourage higher salaries, and by better training they raise the
standard of teaching. - To obtain an adequate staff of teachers, enough
for the purpose without creating undue competition on the one hand or a
close corporation on the other, is the object in view. A complete re-
form in the model school training is part of the plan, and Mr, MacKay,
eager to misrepresent as usual, “declares that the model schools are to be
abolished. It is intended to greatly widen the normal school opportuni-
ties and four new schools have been built and will be open in September.
In the meantime there is a transition period during which any possible
lack of teachers will be provided for. Such of the model schools as
may be required under the new scheme will train teachers for a higher
grade third-class certificate than has hitherto been in force. The fees in
both model and normal schools have been abolished, and superior effi-
ciency in every respect is ensured. By declaring that the model schools
are to be closed Mr, MacKay perhaps expects to make political capital
in the localities that might be affected. ¢

Even less reasonable is Mr. MacKay's attack upon the board
of governors of Toronto University, an entirely non-partisan body- among
whom are a number of well-known Liberals. Instead of allowing the
university an approximately steady income Mr. MacKay thinks the old
Ross method of living from hand to mouth should be continued, and he
pleads with the university to trust the generosity of the government. The
university has trusted the generosity”of the present government and is per-
fectly satisfied. No complaints have emanated from the university or from
the board of governors on that score. If Mr. MacKay got into/power it
must be presumed that he is prepared to take away the present fixed
income, and restore the old method by which the university had to squeeze
and pinch for every dollar it got, and shrivel and stunt its growth for lack
of what it was refused by Mr. MacKay's predecessors. ~ No university
man can forget the splendid deputation that waited on Premier Ross in
1904 and asked for a modest grant for a néew physics building and other
They received a rebuff, such as not even the most cynical
of newspapermen who knew Mr. Ross Expected. They remembered it
in the following January and they have not forgotten it since. And Mr.
MacKay now wants them to trust his Ross-engendered generosity.

It is stated that Mr. Ross would not allow the government to pay for
a penknife when he needed one at his desk, and that he purchased such
things out of his own pocket. It is interesting to know that the genera-
tion which strained at gnats and swallowed camels has not entirely
passed away. Microbe virtues never compensate for mammoth vices,
_and this pettifogging ‘parsimony- was coexistent with such ravages on the
public estate, pillage of mineral limits, plunder of pulpwood, looting of'
public franchises, engul{:ng of such herds of camels as Gargantua himself
might have been ashamed of. »

Mr. MacKay is not free of the microbe virtues, either. ' He is
very nervous about the price the public will have“to pay for its school books.
He was quite willing to let them pay §|.30 for 49 cents worth until Mr.
Whitney made the change. He is now frying to persuade the public that
later on Mr.. Whitney will charge them .as much as ever. But Mr.

The civil service is one of Mr. MacKay’s battlegrounds,
however. Not that he advocates civil service reform or+makes a civil
service commission a plank in his platform, But he accuses Mr. Whit-
ney of adopting the spoils system and treating the service in a partisan way.
Duncan Ross asked for a parliamentary return on this point and obtained
the information on April 2. It showed that in a staff of 704 there had
been 31 dismissals in three years by the new government. Mr. MacKay,

. however, continues to declare that thespoils system is in forc;.

It is difficult to discover Mr. PMacKay's grou‘ﬁa*?or an appeal
against the present government. He ignores or repudiates public owner-
ship, prohibition, suftrage for women, free school books, civil service re-
form, and non-partican liquor administration and such planks as might
be expected to appear in a modern Liberal platform. He merely finds
fault with the Whitney government, and, as has been shown, his criticism
is based largely on misrepresentation. He gives no credit to the gov-
ernment for the increased revenue, resulting from higher railway taxes
and other sources, but accuses the government of waste and extravagance,
altho large sums have been returned to the people thru the municipalities.

He objects to law charges which have been shown to repay themselves -

twenty-fold in successful claims. He misrepresents the prison policy.
declaring that contract labor has been established when it was shown

that until the new farm prison scheme had been completed there was no 3

other way to give the prisoners necessary employment. He is even willing
to elaborate the misdoings of his predecessor in office to make a case
against the government on debatable matters like the Canadian Northern
guarantee and the La Rose settlement. And he is unable to reply to the
government argument that these things were forced upon them by the
conditions created by Premier Ross. .

In the case of the Canadian Northern, for instance, his campaign
phamplet states (pages 19-20): “More thari two years before the date
of this mortgage the plans of the James Bay Railway were approved
thru the City of Toronto into the Union Station.” The mortgage cov-
ered the line ““from its terminus in the City of Toronto,” The mortgage
followed exactly, as it had to do, the agreement drawn and signed by Mr.
Ross. Does Mr. MacKay hold that the mortgage covered the Union,
Station, which was the terminus of the line according to his own pam-
phlet? He is aware also that the value of the line was greatly impaived
by the competition li&the'new C. P. R, route. The new terminals were
acquired subsequett®to the first mortgage and the new arrangement is
defended by Premier Whitney as a plain business proposition. Mr. Mac-
Kay should deal with it on that basis without misrepresentation if he is
able. : ' .

It is important to note that the only protest made against the guar-
antee came—not from the Liberal ranks as one would expect from Mr.
MacKay's professions of independence—but from Mr. Whitney's own

Mr. Steinbrenner
said they carried the Pennsylvania and
the Southern Pacific roads at a loss for
advertising purposes, hoping at the
same time to ultimately increase the
contract for oil to the full 100 per cent.

The orders;for the mamoeuvres and
exercises of the British fleets in home
waters have just been issued to the
officers concerned, and indicate that a
very important and interesting series of
maval drills will bercarnied out in the
North Sea in* July. The number of
ships engaged will be considerably over
a hundred, including many battleships
and cruisers, and the flags of nearly a
dozen adminals will be flying. : o3
An instructive comparison may be

drawn between the grand display of
naval might in the vessels of the United
States fleet, which ‘were reviewed by
Secretary Metcalf on May 8, and the
fleets which Britain and Germany, re-
spectively, are putting out for their
n anoeuvres during the next few weeks.

| At San Francisco there were present

forty-four vessels, including eighteen
battleships, eight armored cruisers, as
well as protected cruisers, destroyers
and auxiliary vessels. These forty-four
vessels carried 22,876 officers and men,
and 592 guns of and above the size of a
4-inch, the heaviest gun being that of
12-inch calibre,of which there are forty-

eight.

104 British Vessels.
The British fleet which, under Lord
Charles Beresford, will assemble in the
Ncrth Sea, will consist of 104 vessels,
including twenty-two battleships, four-

tected cruicers, destroyers and auxillary
vessels. These 104 vessels carry 25,592
officers and men and 631. guns of and
above thé size of a 4-imch, the heaviest
gun being of 13-inch calibre, of which
there are eighty-six.
The German
sist of forty-four vessels, of which
eighteen are battleships, four are arm-
ored cruisers and protected cruisers
and destroyers. These Jfonty-four ves-
sels carry 17,413 officersyand “men and
480 guns of and -above the size of a
4-inch, the heaviest gun being of 11-inch
calibre, of which there are thirty-two.

Part of Fleet to Canada.
Such a comparison is, however, in-
ccmplete uniless it is also pointed out
that the United States has in Pacific
waters in addition to the fleet reviewed
at San Francisco a number of useful
vessels, including a smiaill squadron of
cruisers and a second flotilla of destroy-
ers. In regard also to the British fleet
the strength of this will be diminished
by the despatch of a greater portion of
the Atlantic fleet and some fine armor-
ed cruisers to Canada with the rPince
of Wales. Nor have the reserves of
the home fle -t been t :ken into considcra.
tion, altho it may well be that these
will be added to the force under Lord
Charles Beresford, and will form a
very formidable accession “fo his
strength in battleships, cruisers and de-
stroyers.
On the other hand, Germany has
some fifty additional torpedo craft in
reserve, but very little e'ge in the shape
of heavier vessels which would be sof
value outside her defended ports until a
decisive action had taken place between
the main fleets.
It is interesting to note how within
the last few years England has con-
centrated the main portion of her naval
force in and about home waters. The
Mediterranean fleet is now reduced to
six battleships, while on all other for-
eign stations there are merely small
squadrons of cruisers.

Maritime Centre Changed.
As Lord Esher says ‘in his article,
“Ta-day and To-morrow,” in The Na-
tional Review, “In the Pacific the navai
power of England has yielded to the
United States in the western littoral
and to Japan in the far east. The cen-
tre of gravity of maritime power. owing
partly to the weakness of the French
and mainly to the enormous growth
of the German fleet, has shifted from
the ;Mf-c]'itermnean to the North Sea.”
Hereiln is to be found the explanation
also .-for the changed locality in which
the British fleet is carrying out its
manoeuvres and for the development
of what will presently be the most pow-
erful naval force in the world, the Nore
division of the home fleet.
It is not o much in its edbmposition
that the force under Lord /Charles
Beresford is most interesting, but in
the circumstance that even if all the
d:visions of the home fleet are called
out and added to it not a single officer
or man from the various reserves will
be drawn upon. Much as the naval

Normal Year's Losses by‘ Fire in
. the U'S. $200,000,000—
6000 Lives Lost.

The country has grown to the polntf
where everything about it is big; its
commerce, its products, yes, even its!
crimes are colossal. Presumably to
keep things harmonious we permit our
fire: waste, our national ash heap, 10
also be mammotn, incidenially ws.ns‘
sigat of tne tact, however, that it 18,
at the same time, idiotic. Our burnt
offerings; our nationai ash-pile, couid
well be cailed a tribute to tne ‘merci-
less stupidity of the most enlightened
nation onp earth’! .

The strange thing about it all is
that so mucn is said in the daily and
periodic press about lite insurance
‘abuses, the peccadilloes of more serious
offences of state and municipal grafters
and all that sort of thing, indeed, &
wave of reform has made itself felt
the country over, but so far little or
nothing has been done to reform one
of the greatest abuses, the costliest and
most murderous of municipal ills from
which we suffer—Fire. True, illions
are spent in actually fighting fire, but
a minute’s tHought is sufficient to con-
vince any one that an attempt at cure
is futile. Preventive méasures can be
the only solution of the matter.

A normal year’s losses (and, by the
way, there are mighty few normal
years, what with Baltimore in 1904
and San Francisco in 1906) mean. $200,-
000,000 in smoke. At least another $150,-
000,000 is spent in alleged fire protection,
fire departments, high pressure water
plants, etc., ‘beyond which we expend
another $160,000,000 in attempting to
get some solace via the fire insurance
route. The sum of those figures repre-
sents our annual normal cost of fire.
In 1905, a phenomenally prosperous and
busy year in building, we did in actual
construction and repairs of building
$525,000,000. What think you of a na-
tion that wastes as much as it pro-
 duces? We burn up more property
than a half-dozen first-class nations
put together. Just fire, eliminating
insurance, protection and everything
else, merely smoke, costs us over $2
per capita. a year; the averagé of all
Europe is less than $0.33 per capita!

Incidentally. we have destroyed 6000
human lives by fire in one year’s time.

But all this is a normal year’s re-
cord. See what we did in 1906. At no
time or place on earth has there been
so much building done. We passed the
$600,000,000 mark in construction . that
year, but what with San Francisco and
our ‘‘regular fires,” we also destroyed
over $500,000,000 worth of property! The
cost of our alleged fire protection has
alse increased and we have gambled
with the insurance companies in still
heavier amounts than usual, so that
our total expenditure for fire must be
away in excess of $700,000,000. It indeed
is a cancer eating at the very vitals
of our economic structure, a devas-
tating plague. The apotheosis. of folly!

Few people realize the degree in
which gambling penetrates the busi-
ness fabric. We see the work of the

See
how far that solace goes. Take San
Francisco as an example; over $300,-
000,000 went up in smoke there, The
loss in business to the city and to the
country generally, as a result of that
fire, very nearly reached $1,000,000,000;
it is costing fully $12,000.000 to clear
away the debris and $350,000,000, at
least, and 20 years’ time will be ex-
pended to repair the damage:

Meanwhile the Insurance companies
have figured their losses and find that
they owe San Francisco $132,000,000.
Surely it was a most unprofitable
gomble for San Francisco.

Yet the insurance companies wrote
a very low rate on San Francisco
because, forsooth, of its excellent fire
department.

It is well known in railroad
circles that Mr. Harriman already has
scme plans formulated in connection
with Illinois Central and some of his
other properties, and while rumors have
been plentiful respecting these, the
public has 'not yet been taken into the
confldence of the controlling interest.

The road traverses some of the rich-
est agricultural sections of this coun-
try.. Numerous manufacturing plants
have sprung up along its lines during
the last few years and are continually
ircreasing, thus adding very matertally
to 1ts future earning power.

PHONES FOR TRAIN WORK:

C. P. R. Experimenting With New
System of Despatching.

Kent, manager,, and W. J. Camp,
electrical engineer, of C.P.R. tele-
graphs, arrived in the city from Mont-
real. The latter stated that the rail-
ways of the east have now under ad-
visement the ‘adoption of a telephone
system’ for the purpose of despatching
trains by telephone instead of by tele-
grapn.

This will be one of the chief subjects
to be discussed at the convention of
the association of railway telegraph
superintendents, to be held in Mont-
real on June 24, 26 and 26. Represen-
tatives of all the principal railways in
Canada and ‘the United States will be
in attendance, and papers of interest
to telegraph men will be read. Mr.
Camp will represent the Canadian Pa-
cifie.

use for telegra-

eastern roads, the New York Central
and the Burlpgton, had 'systems in
use, and ten. or twelve other roads
were ‘experimenting with them, The
C.P.R. is constructing a line between
Montreal and Farnum, Que., and it is
expected that it will be ready for de-
monstration purposes at the conven-
tion.

The system is an independent tele-
phone circuit (not a telegraph one)
controlled entirely by the train dis-
patcher and is used only for his work.
The other messages will be sent over
the telegraph lines as ‘before, so that
operators will still be required.

The cost of construction is about
seven times more than for telegraph
lines. but this cost is .offset by the
greater facility with which traffic can
he handled. Train delays are thus re-
duced. For message work the tele-
phone does not effect anv saving, in
time. but as regards train .despatch-
ing at least double the work can be
carried on by its use. -

She gave half a. million to sharity and
on her retirement was -still .a rich
woman. Mme. Adelina Patti is a
“millionairess’” seyeral times over. She
made an evan million dollars in the
United States on her farewell concert
tour of 1889-90, - In London she~” has
been paid $4000 and $5000 for a concert.
