Mr. Paterson Resented.

Mr.Paterson warmly resented Mr, Fos-
ter's attack upon himself, When corn for
ensilage purposes was put on the free list
it took the Minister, Sir Mackenzie
Bowell, two months and “three days in
order to prepare his regulations, and
then the council held the report nearly
a month before giving effect to them.
He admitted that in this particular
clause difficulties might arise, and
though® it was possible that it might
be made clearer. .

Sir Charles Tupper said that in view
of the last statement the item should
be allowed to stand, He believed when
the Government looked into the matter
they would come to the conclusion that
the difficulties in the way were so great
it would be better to leave the duty on
corn.

Mr. Davies suggested that the diffienl-
ty might be got over by requiring the
distiller to pay the duty on all imported
corn, as it would be readily digtfngnish-
ed by the excise officers fromgfthe Cana-
dian-grown article, Lie

Mr. Taylor challenged -the latter's
statement, He offered to bring down to
the House three samples of corn and
would guarantee that no member on
either side would venture to stake his
opinion as to which was Canadian and
which American, iy

Mr. Wallace pointed out that at the
standard rate of three gallons of spirits
to a bushel of corn, it would mnot take
more than a million and a half bushels
to make all the whiskey turned out—the
four million gallons distilled in Canada.
The Counties of Essex and Kent wonld,
therefore, produce four times the quan-
tity required for distillation in Canada.

The Controlie® rend from. a depart-
mental report that sinee the new duties
went into effect there had heen imported
for distillation 523 bushels in Hamil-
ton, 8487 in Belleville and 10,507 in
Prescott. 3

Copyright Question

The House resumed consideration of
the tariff,

On the book duty, Mr. J. Ross Rob-
ertson called attention to the present
condition of the eopyright question. He
urged that the Liberal party, some of
whose leaders when in Opposition had
#tood by the printers and publishers
of Canada in this matter of copyriglt,
would not desert them now in their fight
for justice. He spoke warmly of the
support given by Sir John Thompson to
the printing trades. 8ir John was strong
in the belief that the Canadian Parlia-
ment had the right té legislate: gn this
question. He (Mr. Robertson) urged the
Government to grapple with this ques-
tion during recess and bring down a
bBill next session.

Mr. Ficlding agreed that the question
was a complicated one. He was inelin-
ed to think this was one of the subje:ts
that would receive the attention of the
Prime Minister in England, and he hop-
ed before next session a clearer under-
standing on this question would have
been reached.

Mr. Robertson then called attention to
the lack of clearness in item 122, goy-
erning the importation of works of fie-
tion in loose sheets, dutiable at 20 per
cent. His objection was met by the
Finance Minister, who amended the se.-
tion so as to include loose sheets,

Mr. Robertson asked if Canadian im-
porters of foreign reprints -of British
copgright works were exempt from
penalties by paying the ecustoms duties,

Mr. Fielding replied that if the im-
porters found themselves liable to penal-
ties it wonld be under the Imperial Aect
of 1842, not under any Canadian Act.
The Customs Department did not as-
sume any responsibility in the matter
#nd was not now collecting the royalty,

Mr., Martin pressed for an increase
in duty on novels.

THE MILITARY CALLED OUT,

Buf the Mob Got the Upper Hand and
Broke the Jail.

“Cliek” Mitekell, a Notorious Negro, Bad
Committcd An Outrage, for Which Me
Was Brought Inte Court, Pleaded
Gulity, and Was Sentemecd to Twenty
Years in Prison—The Meb Clamored for
Mis Blood, Broke the Jafl and Hanged
the Culprit to a Tree—Two Men Shot
Dead by the Soldiers. .

Urbana, Ohio, June 4.—Recently Mrs.
Eliza, Gaumer, the widow of the late
publisher of The Urbana Democrat, was
criminally agsaulted by Charles Mitchell,
alias “Click” Mitchell, a notorious ne-
gro. He was arraigned last Wednesday,
but his victim was too ill to appear in
court, i

In default of $1000 bail, Mitchell was
locked up in the city prison, but, on
account of the feeling, was removed to
the County Jail the same night for safe
keeping. That night the jail was held
back by the sheriff’s posse and the local
company of the Ohio National Guard.

Last night the sitnation was more
theatening than ever, and Governor
Burnell was called on for assistance,
but he at first refused to order the mii-
tia from any other place here, as he De~
lieved the negro could be taken to the
jail in safety. Later, however, he con-
sented to call on Springfield for help.
The grand jury was impanelled yester-
day and Mitchell was indicted for crim-
inal assault, Then the 'crowd was
thrown off the trail by bringing Mitchell
into court in a soldier's uniform, Mit-
chell was scared and pleaded gllty, and
was sentenced to the limit of 20 years.

Mitehell Pleadod Guiity.

The trial lasted only a few moments,
and Mitchell wanted to get to the Peni-
tentiary at Columbus quick, but when
the carriage drove up to the jail, the
crowd rushed in to %et Mitchell and
lynch him., The sheriff remained fort-
fied in the jail with his prisoner, while
the militia patrolled about the grounds.

The crowd around the ‘gnil was howl-
inF for the prisoner and, being deter-
mined to secure him, it had crowded in-
to the jail yard, and was making for the

ail,

Capt. George W, Leonard, in com-
maund of the militia, addressed the crowd
and gave them three mlnnt“l&d&gcrle-
There was a geéneral rush from
yurd, but the érowd again returned.

The Ronr of Musketry.

The noise had subsided, the demonstra-
tion was less pronounced, and fully half
an hour had elapsed from the time the
order was given, when the roaring of
musketry was heard; volley after volley
was fired, until as many as 20 shots had
been sent into the crowd. There was a
genegal panic for awhile, and the dead
and ‘'wounded were ecarried in every di-
rectibn in rearch of doctors’ offices,

It Wvas 2.30 o’clogk this morning when
the shooting occurred, At that time
there were fully 1000 people crowded
around the jail, '

Twe Men Killed.

The volleys resulted in Harry Bell of
this city being shot through the head
and killed instantly, a young man named
Hagins was shot through the body and
also killed instantly, Dennis Grancy of
Urbana was shot in the right foot. Dr.
Charles Thompson of North Lewisburg
received a_slight wound on the fore-
bend, Wesley Bowen of Cable shot in
hip and wounded seriously, Ray Dicker-
son, living near the city, was shot in
the shoulder; Mn{ MecClure of Urbana
was shot through the muscle of the
right arm, Gus Weiser, who was stand-
ing on the street, received a slight
wound in the face, and John Wank was
shot in the foot.

After the firing, and owing to the
absolute refusal of the people to dis-

se, Governor Burnell telegraphed to
ipringfield, ordering Company B of the
"T'hird Infantry to come to Urbana at
onee. ’
Springfleld Troops Arrive,

The Springfield troops arrived at 7.30
a.m,, and immediately marched toward
the eourt house, Angry citizens, who
were incensed over the killing of their
townsmen by the militia at 2,30 a.m,,
were only further irritated by the ap-
pearance of more troops,

Crowds gathered along the streets and
greeted the soldiers with hoootings aud
all sorts of insulting remarks.

Next mud balls began to be thrown
at the soldiers. The fever of excitement
raged more and more fiereely. Women
appeared on the streets in large numbers
and their presence seemed to be an in-
centive to the mob to avenge in some
manner the outrage Lo Mrs. Gaumer.

The cxeitement was growing so fast
that another clash between the troops
and citizens seemed inevitable,

Part of the erowd had previously fore-
od themselves upstairs into the private
apartments of the sheriff, and, after look-
ing about. found a bunch of keys, which
had been hid away, and which proved to
be the keys of the jail,

The Negro Lynehed.

The erowd got into the jail in short
order, They did not wait to unlock the
door to Mitchell's cell, but burst the
lock with a sledge hammer and the door
soon flew open, Mitchell was standing
in his cell and offered no resistance ansl
did not utter a word. Someone in the
crowd produced a rope and it was plae-
od over the brute's neck, and the erowd
made for the door, Mitehell following at
the end. In going down the steps on
the outside of the jail Mitehell fell down
and the rope 'slipped off his peck The

The negro was kicked, beaten and al-
most killed then and there, The ro
was quickly slipped over his head again,
and a rush was made for a tree in the
southeastern corner of the court house
yard, in front of the court house, The
end was thrown over a strong limb and
a thousand willing hands pulled the
vietim up. The end was tied to the iron
fence and Mitchell was left hnngﬁm;
there in full view of several thousand
people, to die the death he had brought
upon himself, The crowd taking part
ir. the lynching made no attempt to dis-
guise selves, but it is not known
who did the work. It is doubtful if
Mitchell died from the effects of hang-
ing. His life had been almost kicked out
of him when he fell. Tt is the generul
inion that he was unconscious when
strung up. His body was left hanging
for an hour or more, and the people of
the city flocked to see it.

Mr. Ellis then moved that the duty
be reduced to three cents per gallon,
claiming that the coal oil duty was a
severe burden on the Maritime Pro-
vinces.

Messrs, Rogers and Talbot supported
the amendment,

Sir Charles Tupper said he was afraid
he would be compelled to support the
Government on this item. [Laughter.]
A reduction to three cents a gallon
would completely wipe out the oil indus-
try in Canada, and enable a gigantic
monopoly to get fmnwsuion of the Cana-
dian market, which meant eventually
an increase in the price of oil in Canada,

Dr. MecDonald (Huron) opposed the

Rev. Mr. Douglas said this question
in the Northwest was not so much one

Toronto.

On the Great Question Which Agita@‘
ed the United States.

Eloquently l&xnﬂ“‘l on Bimetallism

" —Great Ovation.in Massey Hall Last
Evening~The Mayoer snd Influential
Cltizens on the Flatform — Althomgh
There Were Many Drawbacks He Carried
the Big Audience in Euthusiasm With
Him — Interviews With Members of
Werld Sl

William Jennings Bryan, the American
¢hampion of bimetallism, arrived in Lo~
ronto by the Chicora at 1 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon. " @wing to some mis-
understanding it was announced that
he would arrive on the 12.20 train, and
as a result the hundreds.who went to the
Union Station to see the Boy Orator of
the Platte were disappointed aud the
Pythian Reception Committee, who went
to Hamilton to meet himi were also on’
the wrong track, -

The only persons on the wharf to moet
Mr. Brydu were Mayor Fleming, Wulter
Haynes of the K, of P. and the press
representatives. Norman B, Mack, editor
of T'he Bidffalo Times; Ole I. Bayder,
President of the Demogratic Bimetallic
Lea:i?mﬂ Hrie County; A, J. Blias and
D. K.-Kilen, two prominent Buftalo
Democrats, accompanied the lusty eham-
pion of free silver.

Mr. Bryan was deiven to the Queen’s
Hotel, and before taking lunch Le gave
the press representatives un opportunity
to ply him with questions of all kinds.'
Mr, Bryan is a big man, He is big ph‘;l'-
sically, any way. Nearly six feet in height
and weighing over 200 pounds, his strik-
ing features and keen, inguisitive glanee
would mark him out{ in any ecompnny.
His face is not unlike that of Tragedian
Thomas Keene and bears no little re-
semblance to our own Rev, W, 1. Wil-
son.

First Visit to Toromte.

“This is my first visit to Toronto,” said
Mr, Bryan, “I was only in Canada once
before in my life and t was ten yenrs
:g«;.t when 1 went from Niagara to De-
roit,

“Yeb, b allism will be the issue in
1900 aghid. 1t is a real live question and
by no means a dead one, chose bi-
metallism as the subject of my lecture
here, bgeause 1 thought the people of
Toronto would be more interested in it
than ghyether subject 1 could speak on,
especially. as it was the great issue in
the last presidentinl campaign.”

“What, moest impresses you in regard
to the Vietorian era?”’ - ‘

“T'he Victorian era has certainly been
the most remarkable in the world’s lis-
tory, particularly in regard to scientific
and mechanieal progress.”

“Do you think the progress in these
direetions has made life sweetér or
more pleasant for the people generally?”

“Well, that is a big (gwnion," snid
Mr. Bryan, knitting his brows. “I . cer-
tainly think that it has aided in-the in-
tellectual development of the people.”

Bimetallism in a Word. .

Asked to put his bimetallic theory in
a few words, Mr, Bryan said:

“The most desirable thing in money
is stability in {m asing power. This
stability can only#® secured by a money
which in quantif® keeps pace with the
demand for mofiey, Our theory is that
both gold and silver are necessary to fur-
nish a suflicient amount of standard
money for the people,”

Mr. Bryan said }m was not prepared to
discuss bimetallism as applied to Can-
ada. On the tariff question he had little
to say, exeept that, as a member of the
Ways and Means Committee that fram-
ed the Wilson - bill, he was in favor of
placing lumber on the free list and also
favored free coal,

“For a few weeks after the election,”
said Mr, Bryan, in reply to a query as
to the condition of business iu the Unit-
ed States, “there was some renewed
activity, as shown by the clearing house
receipts,but that only lasted a few weeks,
and ns far as I can see things are pretty
mlucp the same in our country as in Can-
ada.”

Mr. Bryan leaves this merning for
Quebee, where he will lecture, He will
then return to Montreal, where he is al-
so billed. Fis voice is husky from con-
stant speaking, but otherwise he appears
cheerful and strong.

A Gooedly Gathering.

Willimns, general international secretary
of railroad Y. M. C. A.s, and on the
Jatform with him were: Mr, Charles
RI. Hays, general manager of the Grand
f'runk; Mr. C. J. Hicks, grand secre-
tary of the International Association;
Hon.. 8. H. Blake, R. L. Nelles, Bar-
Jow Cumberland, sJohn Harvie, C. 8.
Gzowski, Arthur Burson, F. M. Pratt,
secretary of the Central Y. M. C. A.;

Hts Noble Object.

The first speaker was Secretary Hicks.
He said the building was for the pur-
pose of giving-the men of the road cer-

tain privileges which were obvious and
which could be got in no other way.

It was a great thing to be a member
of an institution which had the Grand
Trunk at its head, which represented
thousands of miles. But they should
look above that and consider them-
selves part of the_. great brotherhood
which now had 13f*similar associations
which were banded together for Chris-
tian  benefit. They were all doing a
grand work.

« The General Manager's Specch,

The next speaker was Mr., Charles M.
Hays, general manager of the G. T. R.
He received a deafening reception as he
rose to address his men. Speaking for
himself, he said, and the other officlals
of the road, he was pleased to be pres-
ent at the opening of such a building,
but more pleased to stand face to face
with so’many of the Grand Trunk oper
ators. All the progress of the system-was
due to the men. The most of the cred-
it of the present opening was due to Mr.
Willinmas. and Mr, Hicks. It was
throngh their success in other parts
that he had been led to desire  such
an institution for the men. Nothing
was too good for them; the managers
alone could do nothing unless they took
an interest in the success of the sys-
tem.

JUBILEE YEAR IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

The predent Is to h_e an eventful yedr
jn the history of Newfoundland. In a
few weeks the island will celebrate the
400th anniversary of its discovery by
John Cabot. According to historical re-
cords it was on June 24, 1497, that this
celebrated navigator and his son Sebas-
tian landed jon a large island situated
in the Atlantic Ocean at the main en-
trance of that great body of water now
koown as the Gulf of 8t. Lawrence, Al-
though Newfoundland is about the old-
et settlement on this continent, having
been discovered but five years after the
landing of Columbus in 1492, it rannl
to this day in a most primitive and un-
developed condition. *With the exception
of the capital, the town of 8t. John's (the
scene of 8 térrible.conflagration about
four years ago), and a fringe of fishing
villages along the cost nestling in the
numerous sheltered coved, the countfy
remains almost a #erra iacognita, Vast
herds of eariboo range . through the
stunted groves of . fir trees; salmon
pport in the rivers And lakes; ptarmigan,
partridges and other game birds abotnd,
making the island a paradise for. sports-
men—but it Is withal a rough camping
ground, Until recently there was no rail-
road on the island; but the Government
has now constructed a belt line 504 miles
in length, starting from St. John's run-
ning northward more than a hundred
miles, then crossing the island from
easf to west, spanning many rivers with
fine iron bridges, and running down the
western coast to the extreme lower point
of land.

This railway is just about completed,
1t is expected that it will be In running
order by the middle of August. No lit-
tle eredit is due to Mr. R. G. Reid for
the origination and earrying out of this
railway policy, which will do more to
advance thé interests of the Island than
any project that has yet been under-
taken. A part of the same scheme is
the establishment of a steamship sgervice
between Sydney, Cape Breton, and Port
au Basque, Newfoundland, The steam-
er Jubilee is now on her way from Kng-
1and to go into commission between these
two points. 1o reach 8t. John's hy the
existing transportation routes a sea voy-
age of from 00 to 80 hours is necessary.

It will thus be seen that a new
and unique route is about to be opened
up between America and Great Britain,
This voute will be the most northerly
one, it will be the shortest, and it will
involve only four days at sea. Whether
it is to become a popular route to Great
Britain time alone will tell,

The crash of three years ago was 4
hard blow to the colony. The failure
of the banks resulted in great hardship
to the whole community, but the estab-
lishment of three Canadian banks has
helped and encouraged trade very much,
and with one or two good years pros-
perity would undoubtedly return, The
principal industry of the colony is the
codfish and seal fisheries, The former
at present is in a rather languid state,
owing to the poof.quality of the fish
and the low price of fish in the foreign
markets, - The scals are hatched about
the-first of March and are ready to be
caught about first of April. The prin-
cipal value of the seals is the skin and
fat. It is said they gain about five
pounds a day in fat,

There s no denying the faet that
many people are dissatisfied and would
like a change of some sort,” but they are
divided in opinion as to whether con-
federation with Canada or annexation
to the United Btates would be most de-
sirable. The majority, however, are
jargely in favor of the former,

The completion of the new steamship
route and railway will bring the colony
into very close relationship with Can-
ada, Newfoundland will then form the
connecting link in o new route between
British North America_and Great Bd-
tain. Newfoundland is the one pos-
session that is lacking to round off con-
federation and fo bring Canada within
three or four days of the very Leart of
‘the empfre,

THE FORESTRY CONMISSION,
The Ontarlo Government has begun
none too-early to study the subject of
a national or provincial forest policy.
Canada is one of the greatest timber
countries in the world, Just how mueh
timber we do possess we have no.defi-
nite knowledge, but we know there Is
a great quantity of it in the aggregate,
In this province 'large areas of white
pine are known to exist beyond the
height of land towards Hudson Bay,
while nearer home there is enough tim-
ber in sight to keep our lumber industry
in a healthy condition for years to come,
Ontario has reaped a rich harvest from
her timber linsits, It would be an un-
welecome change for us if the province

gource of revenue, Knowing what a
godsend our timber has been to the pro-
vince, it would be the height of folly
on our part if we didn't exercise every
reasonable precaution to maintain oor
forests in perpetuity, if such is possible,
The Germans have adopted a system of
forestry far in advance of any other
country. The searcity of timber has
forced them to go into the business much
in the same way as a farmer sete about
to raise & erop of grain, The trees are
grown from the seed, The growing forest
is thinned out, and otherwise cared for
%o as to produce the best results, It[
takes a long time to bring the trees to
maturity, but they do mature anl pay
handsomely for the labor connected with
their development. There is no necesfity
as yeét for Ontario 1o 'go into the busi-
ness of actunlly planting forests as the
Germans have done, but still the time
ha# arrived when we should take some
active steps fo prevent the great waste
and destruction of timber that is con-
stantly going on. The Government has
acted wisely in appointing a4 commission
to formulate a forestry policy for, this
province. There are large arcas of
white pine throughout Ontario which
have been eut over, or burned  over,
which are not suitable for agricultuinl
purposes, but which, it is believed, will
naturally produce a second crop of tim-
ber if the land is only protected from
fire, cleared of slash and otherwise cared
for, The first work of the commission
will be to study the problem of how this
second growth of timber can be most
economically brought to maturity,
