WOULD COMPEL FIRMS

After due
consideration the following reply has
been forwarded:

“Referring to your communication,
in which you wish to ascertain what
period or periods of the calendar year |
we have in the past proven to be the
most favorable from an unemployment |
point of view in our occupation, that |
{s, the machinist trade, we desire to
state that as far as our experience
teaches us there is a slight margin in
favor of unemployment during the
winter months. As you are no doubt
aware, the period or periods of the
greatest volume of unemployment in
our trade can seldom be ascribed to
provincial causes, but rather have their
stimulus from sources which we can
hardly hope to control

“In order to partly alleviate the ef-
fects of unemployment in our industry,
we would mgest that your govern- |
ment should undertake the task of
enacting some kind of unemployment
insurance.

MANY KILLED OUTRIGHT
BY TORPEDO EXPLOSIONS

Captain of Transport Transyl-
vania Tried Hard to Reach
Shore.

London, May 25.—Survivors of the
torpedoed transport Transylvania,
who are now in England, say that the
vessel was struck by the first tor-
pedo at 10 o'clock in the morning.
The ship was greatly damaged, but
the ¢ngines were uninjured, and the
captain, tried to reach shore, several
miles distant, in the hope of beaching
the vessel. A quarter of an hour later
a second torpedo hit the engine-room
and the ship was brought to a stand-
still and began to wsettle,

The first torpedo is believed to have
killed a large number of men, while
the second caused the death of most
of those in the engine-room and
stoke-hold, wrecked the machinery,
put out the electric lights, and tore
away a large part of the side of the
vessel. It also struck a loaded boaf,
blowing it to pieces.

NEW MEASURE GIVES

Order-in-Council_Prohibiting - the
Exit of Eligibles' Keeps Back
Many Detroit Workers.

Windsor, May 25.—The operation of
