000,000. -That is a pretty good showing,
with™ tariff conditions as they dre.

In 1873 the balance of trade was to-
ward five mitlion dollars in favor of
Canadd, but for the next six years it
was steadily in our favor by from near-
ly four; millions to more than 13 mil-
lions yearly.

The next year,
