In presenting the foregoing statistics the Council
do not feel called upon to say much in reference to

the work performed during the year. It is unneces-
sary at this time of day, and after an existence of
thirty-five years, to enter into the details of the cases,
the manner of giving relief being frequently described
in former reports. In the spirit of sincere humility
enjoined by its Patron, the Society shrinks from
notriety, yet feel it a duty to give to its friends and
benefactors and the public generally, an .account of
its stewardship. During the year past, in its minis-
trations among the poor, it has been called upon to
relieve the same wants, to succor the same class of
widows and orphans, to visit the sick, and strengthen
the faith among the helpless and wavering.

The greatest difficulty the members have to encoun-
ter,is to descern between the worthy and the unwor-
thy poor, and to decide what class of persons should
receive assistance ; but they have at the same time to
be careful lest they shut the door in the face of some
who may truly be the representatives of Him who
had the doors of Bethlehem closed against Him on
the eventful night before His birth. Mistakes may
sometimes be made in diseriminating, yet the members
have ever to keep in mind the solemn fact that the
poor are God’s chosen portion on earth. He chose
poverty when He came amongst us; and as has been
truly said, « Poverty started with the infant Jesus
from the Cave of Bethlehem, and went with Him to
the tomb.” There He left the poor in His place, and
however we may weary of their unloveliness and
their exactions, they are never to fail from the earth,
but to be His representatives till the doom.

have had at times to deplore the condition of some
of the homes of the poor; but, While our laws are
such as they are, wit}, the difficulty of enforcing theiy
Provisions, it is found to be next to impossible to
effect any change in the present condition of things,
Unfortunately, In this age of « rogress,” the Gospel
of Divine Love seems to have heen forgotten—that
Gospel which instils the lesson that we are bound to
strive to make every thing in life tolerable, countey-
act every evil, soften harshness, Sweeten bitterness,~
in fact, do everything to cause the machinery of ]ife
to work smoothly. It is not, however, the alleviation
of the material wants of the poor alone that the
Society and its Benefactors are called upon to consider.
Growth in holiness, the preservation and strengthen-
ing of the faith, the consolation of affljcteq souls, are
the chief aims ] must look to, Philanthropy Is one
thing ; Charity another. Charity counsels that all oy
actions. must be performed for the Jove of God; and
that we should make even painful sacrifices to pro-
mote His glory in the salvation of gsoy]s. As St
Vineent of Paul, our Patron, once said to g Sister of
Charity, “If you care only for the bodies of your poor,

you are not daughters of charity, for the soul is the
first end.”

While no extmordinary work has been undertaken
by the Society during its existence here, still, in the
midst of the simplicity and mmonotony of jtg labors,
the members take courage in the reflection that it is
united in spirit with all the Branches of the Society
which has Spread itself over the entire Christian
world, and from the fact that oup labors are appreci-
ated by the Parent Head in Paris, The President.

General thus Speaks in his last general report :—« The
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Report that they have Just addressed to us gratifies
and consoles us in showing that the Conferences of
St. Mary’s, St. Patrick’s and St, Joseph’s are bhoun
together by a Particular Council, very active, very
prosperous, and giving proofs of great solicitude fo)
their poor. They have visited not less than 249
families in 1886, and spare nothing to lessen theiy
privations and their sufferings, . We do not
doubt but this care and solicitude js extended witl
the same generosity to the moral and religious wants
of the same poor.”

And while the Halifax Branch has participated in
the growth of the General Society, we are not
unmindful of the development amongst us of that
Divine Spirit which our Patron possessed, since the
formation of the Society here by our late revered and
beloved Archbishop Hannan. In its earlier days the
Society had to struggle single-handed in battling
against poverty and vice, for the rights of parents
over their children, and in providing for the wants of
the needy and distressed. Now, thank God, we have
seen established the various Societies of the Children
of Mary in connection with the Convents of the
Sacred Heart and Sisters of Charity, which societies
are ably and nobly assisting us in the work in which
we are engaged. We have seen rise in our midst an
Orphan Asylum, and what we so long yearned and
prayed for, a Reformatory for boys ; and lately we
have had established a Home where Catholic infants
can be taken in and reared, and protected in their
faith.

The want of an institution under the care of those
capable of properly instructing, is now much felt.
We allude to an institution wherein young girls could
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might be made useful for othep objects, among they,
for the Placing of young chlldren ¢, receive care and
instruction While theip mothers may b employed at
outdoor work, striving to make a living f,) their
“ little ones,” Frcquently do members iy, their visits
to poor widows find the mothey aAway from home, and
the childyen pPlaying iy the streets, Those who
