REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON THE DUTIES OF 
RECTORS, CHURCH WARDENS,

AND VESTRYMEN.

To the Right Reverend The Lord Bishop and Hit Diocesan Synod 
of Fredericton :

The Committee on the Duties of Rectors, Church Wardens, and 
Vestrymen, beg to report as follows :

Your Committee originally appointed in 188(1 have given the matter 
entrusted to them the most careful consideration.

When your Committee first reported in 1888, they were re-appointed, 
and their consideration was extended to the duties of the various 
Church officers of one parochial organization.

The result of their consultations is that they have drawn up a 
Manual, on the plan of manuals that have been issued by several Dio­
ceses in the United States; and your Committee present this Manual as 
an Appendix to their report, and recommend that it tie adopted by the 
Synod.

In several points alterations in the existing Church Act have been 
recommended. Such alterations, if approved by the Synod, can lie 
incorporated in any amendments to the Church Act offered to the 
Local Legislature.

MANUAL FOR CHURCH OFFICERS.

Appendix to Report presented to Diocesan Synod of Freder­
icton, by Committee of Synod, July, 1800.

I.—PARISHES.

Sec. 1. Tlie word “ Parish ” is derived from the Greek through the 
Norman French. Originally it was the name of a civil division of the 
Roman empire, and was adopted in England at first as an Ecclesiastical 
division, as a portion of territory under the spiritual charge of a Rec- 

Such division has been traced to the Greek Archbishop of 
Canterbury, Theodore of Tarsus, in the seventh century. Afterwards 
the division was adopted by the State for civil purposes. This led to 
its introduction into New Brunswick as a civil division of counties.

Sec. 2. The Ecclesiastical parish is co-extensive with the civil parish, 
except where, for convenience of work, difièrent boundaries or limits 
have been assigned by proper authority.

Sec. 3. Parishes may be divided, and parts of several parishes may 
be joined into one new parish, for Ecclesiastical purposes, under certain 
conditions, which are as follows:

(i.) Division of Parishes.
(а) If ten persons entitled to vote at the election of Church Wardens 

and Vestrymen apply to the Bishop for the division of a parish, lie may 
set off from such parish, or from such parish and an adjoining parish 
or parishes, a district to constitute a new parish for Ecclesiastical pur­
poses. But the Bishop must first give three months notice in writing 
to the Church Corporation of each parish a fleeted by the change. If 
no objection to the alteration be made during the three months, the 
Bishop is empowered to set off the new parish.

(б) If, however, the Corporation of any parish which is affected by 
the change, or ten persons entitled to vote at any meeting for the elec­
tion of Church Wardens and Vestrymen in any of the said parishes 
object, they shall signify their objections to the Bishop in a memorial 
setting forth the grounds of their objection.

The Bishop shall then communicate the memorial to the Diocesan 
Synod at its next session, and the decision of the Synod, after hearing 
all parties interested, shall be final. But the Bishop shall direct that 
tlie Secretary of the Synod give fourteen days notice of the time and 
place of the meeting of the Synod to hear such objections, to the several 
corporations interested, or where there is no Church Corporation to 
of the persons signing the memorial of objection.

If the Synod decide that the district be set off; the Bishop is empow­
ered to do so ; but in this case he must register a memorial setting out 
the bounds and limits of the new parisli in the County Registry office.

(ii.) Enlarging of Parishes.

(а) The Bishop may set off part of a parish and attach it to any 
adjoining parish for Ecclesiastical purposes, after giving three months 
notice in writing to the Church Corporations of the parishes interested.

(б) If, however, either of such Church Corporations, or ten persons 
entitled to vote at any meeting for the election of Church Wardens or 
Vestrymen in any of the said parishes, object, the same reference shall 
be made to the Synod, and in the same way as in the Division of 
Parishes (i 6). But in this case there is no power to register the altera­
tions of [bounds in the County Registry office.

Sec. 4. Though there is power to divide there is no power to join 
two parishes into one. One Clergyman, however, may act as Rector of 
two parishes if he have a special license from the Bishop to this effect.

Sec. 5. When a parish is not fully organized with a Church Corpora­
tion, of Rector, Church Wardens, and Vestrymen ; or when the bounds 
of a district worked by a Clergyman exceed the boundaries of a parish, 
and are not accurately defined, such a district is called a “Mission,” 
and the Clergyman is called “Missionary in charge.”

Sec. 6. In parishes where no Church Corporation exists, the first 
meeting for the election of Church Wardens and Vestrymen may be 
summoned by any three communicants of the Church of England resi­
dent in such parish, at such time and place as they may appoint. The 
Rector alone has not power to summon such meeting, but when it is 
jsummoned he presides of right ; if there be no Rector those present 
qualified to vote may elect a chairman. Immediately after the election 
of Church Wardens and Vestrymen those properly elected (together 
with the Rector, if any) shall become and be a body politic and cor­
porate by the name of the Rector, Church Wardens, and Vestry of su h 
a Church in such a parish.

Sec. 7. Each parish has a right to be represented in the Dioc&an 
Synod, whether it has a Church Corporation or not. Each parish may 
elect one representative.

It was found necessary that the Church oEcers of Trinity 
Church, St. John, should have the power of suing and being sued. In 
order to do this, pattern was taken from the Church in the United 
States, rather than from England, and the Rector, Church Wardens 
and Vestry of Trinity Church, in the Parish of St. John, were incorpo­
rated by Act of Assembly (29 Geo. III., cap. 1). The fourth section of 
the same Act extended the operation of the Act to all parishes in the 
Province of New Brunswick. This took for granted that in each parish 
a Church would be built and known under a certain name.

Now, however, congregations are gathered, and it is oftentimes advis­
able that a parish corporation be formed before a church is built. It 
has happened, therefore, that a corporation has been formed under the 
name of a Church which does not exist, and when the Church has been 
built it has been consecrated under a different title. It would seem 
that what suited Trinity' Church one hundred years ago does not suit 
the requirements of newly settled districts at the present time.

Sec. 2. The Church property in any parish, the land and the Church 
or Churches built thereon, together with the Rectory, if any, are vested 
in the Church Corporation in fee.

Inasmuch as the Church Corporation is bound to keep each 
crated Church in the parish in repair, no Church should be consecrated 
unless the Corporation has by resolution entered on the minutes, 
authorized the Church Wardens to sign the petition for consecration.

In case of a vacancy occurring in the office of Church Warden 
or Vestryman by death, resignation or otherwise, the Church Corpora­
tion may coopt, or choose, at a special meeting of the Corporation 
called for the purpose, a fit person to till the vacancy so caused, and 
the person so chosen shall hold office in the same manner as if he had 
been elected on Easter Monday.if
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H EC. 9. It is the <Inty of the Church Corporation to take charge or 
the property of the parish and to regulate its temporal concerns. The 
rpiritual concerns are under the exclusive direction of the Hector, in 
subordination to the Ecclesiastical authority and the laws and Consti­
tutions of the Ecclesiastical Province, and of the Diocese.

Sec. 10. The Rector is the chairman and head of the Church Corpo­
ration, and an integral part thereof.

The manner of summoning such meeting is not prescribed. The 
Church Corporation should agree upon some method by which all 
members can l>e sure of receiving notice in time.

Sec. 1*2. The Rector, when present, presides of right at all meet­
ings of the Church Corporation or parishioners ; if he be absent those 
present and qualified to vote may elect as chairman one of themselves.

Sec. 13. When there is no duly inducted Rector, the Church Wardens 
and Vestry act as the Church Corporation for the transaction of ordinary 
business ; but they cannot do any acts towards the sale of Church or 
Rlebe lands, because the Church Act requires notice of any such intended 
sale to be signed by the Rector and Church Wardens.

Sec. 14. The Church Corporation of each parish should have a 
common seal with which to seal their deeds and conveyances, and 
memorials, and other official documents.

Sec. 15. The Church Corporation may hold lands and other property 
in trust for Church purposes or for the use of the Rector as glebe.

Sec. It). The Church Corporation may sell and convey Church lands 
or glebes. Such sale nnist be at public auction, after thirty days notice 
in a newspaper published in the County, or in default of such paper, 
in the Royal Gazette. Provided that the notice of such intended salei 
specifying the lands intended to. be sold, signed by the Rector and 
Church Wardens of the parish, shall be posted on the door of the 
Parish Church (if any) situate in the Parish where the lands lie, and 
also in some public place in the parish, at least three months before 
Easter Monday.

Such notice shall also be published in a like period in a County 
paper, or in default of such, in the Royal Gazette.

A legal sale connot be effected during the vacancy of the office ot 
Rector.
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Provided also that every sucli conveyance shall receive the sanction 
of the Bisliop, signified by his being a party thereto, and executing the 
same, without which sanction no such conveyance shall be valid in law.

Sec. 17. The Church Corporation may not dispose of the proceeds of 
such sale as they please. The following investments are those only 
allowed by law :

i. The purchase of other lands situate in the same parish, and not 
elsewhere.

ii. To be put and kept out at legal interest, payable yearly or half 
yearly, upon good and sufficient landed security.

iii. Investment in securities of the Dominion of Canada.
iv. Or in Provincial debentures of any Province in Canada.
v. Or in public or nninicipal debentures or securities issued under 

the authority of any Act of the Parliament of Canada, or of any Pro­
vince within the Dominion.

The following are expressly forbidden : The stock or shares of any 
joint stock or incorporated company; or as deposit in the hands of any 
private banker. To lend it on personal security is also illegal.

All investments and re-investments of such moneys must be made 
with the sanction of the Bishop of the Diocese ; and a description of the 
security and the name of the person who holds it, or the place of 
deposit, shall be at once entereil upon the minute book of the Vestry, 
and a copy of the entry sent to the Secretary of the Synod, to be kept 
with the records of the Synod.

Sec. 18. The Church Corporation must have a book of minutes of 
their proceedings, to be kept by one appointed by the Corporation, to 
be called the Vestry Clerk, who need not be one of themselves, though 
it is perfectly lawful for one of the Corporation to act as the Vestry- 
Clerk.

It shall be the duty of the Vestry Clerk to attend all meetings of the 
Corporation ; to take careful minutes of its proceedings, and enter them 
in “the Book of Minutes;” which minutes shall be signed by the 
Rector or Chairman of the meeting; he shall attest the public acts of 
the Corporation ; and preserve all books, papers, records, etc., belonging 
to the Corporation. He is to deliver into the hands of his successor all 
books, papers, and property belonging to the Corporation which shall 
be in his custody, and if required shall, at the Easter Eve meeting, 
deliver over a list of books and other documents in his charge, to be 
entered on the minutes.

Sec. 19. The Vestry Clerk, or one of the Church Wardens, must 
give a receipt for moneys paid towards the support of the Church, to 
enable the subscriber to have a right to his vote, whether for the Church 
officers on Easter Monday, or for the election of a Rector.

Sec. 20. In order that the parish registers may be kept in a place of 
security, the Corporation shall provide a secure box, of iron if possible,
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with lock and key, to be in charge of the Rector or Missionary, or if 
there be no Rector or Missionary, in charge of one of the Church 
\\ ardens, who shall be deputed by the Corporation for that purpose. 
And yearly, at the Raster Eve meeting, the Rector, or person in charge, 
shall, if required, read out a list of the contents of the box, and report 
on the condition of the box and its contents.

Sec. 21. The Church Corporation in voting the income of the Church 
must apply the annual income and interest arising from the investment 
of the proceeds of the sale of lands, for the same uses and trusts for 
which the said lands so sold were originally granted, received, and 
held. They have, therefore, no power to vote the income arising from 
glebe lands, or from the proceeds of the sale of glebe lands, for general 
Church purposes, even though there be no Rector at the time.

Sec. 22. The Church Corporation must keep full and 
accounts of receipts and expenditure of moneys on account of the 
Church ; and they must be prepared on Easter Eve to place before a 
meeting of the parishioners a full and detailed statement of their 
accounts, and to give any information about the Church property and 
its management which may be required by any one who is qualified to 
vote.
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Sec. 23. When a vacancy occurs by the death, or resignation, or re­
moval of the Rector, it is the duty of the Church Corporation, within 

month after the vacancy, to appoint a day when the nomination to 
lill such vacancy shall be made by the parishioners. When the Church 
Corporation has appointed the day the Church Wardens are the officers 
who are to summon the meeting of those qualified to vote.

Sec. 25. In the case of dividing or enlarging a parish, the Church 
Corporation of each parish affected is to receive three months notice of 
such proposed alteration from the Bishop ; and if they do not send 
memorial of their objection to such alteration to the Bishop within the 
three months of the date of his notice, he may proceed to make the 
division or enlargement proposed, if, however, the Church Corpora­
tion object in a memorial setting forth the grounds of their objection,

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III. —RECTORS.
Sec. 1. The name Rector is of great antiquity as applied to a clergy- 

in charge of a parish. The origin may be traced back to theman
fourth century of our era. It is a term of jurisdiction, and denotes the 
power to direct and rule with which a priest is invested, who has been
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lawfully settled in a parish, whose settlement is without limitation of 
time.

Skc. 2. The powers vested in a Rector are of two kinds: (i) He has 
exclusive charge of the spiritual interests of the parish under the 
Ordinary, that is, the Bishop of the Diocese; (ii) He is the head and 
chairman of the Corporation.

i. The Rector lias, subject to the direction of the rubrics, exclusive 
control over the conduct of Divine Service ; he appoints the time and 
manner of service ; and determines what hymns and parts of the service 
may be sung, and when the organ shall be played, though the Corpora­
tion pay the salary of the organist.

He has legal possession of the keys of the Church or Churches in the 
parish of right, conveyed to him at the time of his induction. He can 
open the Church as he may deem proper for the celebration of sacred 
services, rites, or ceremonies authorized by the Church of which he is a 
minister; and he is bound to keep it closed against the intrusion of 
unauthorized ministers or ceremonies.

To him belongs the spiritual control and direction of all Sunday 
Schools connected with the Church within the parish.

ii. He is also head and Chairman of the Corporation ; he presides 
when present at all meetings of the Church Corporation or parishioners; 
and he stands in the same relation to the Church Corporation as a 
president does to any corporation of which he is the head.

Sec. 8. There are ordinarily live steps by which a clergyman enters 
upon a benefice :

1. Advowson, or Call.
2. Presentation.
3. Admission.
4. Institution, or Collation. 
.r). Induction.

1. ADVOWSON.
This is an English word representing the Latin Advocatio, or calling to 

a position. It is the word used for the right of invitation to a priest to 
undertake the charge of a parish. At first in New Brunswick the 
Advowson, or patronage of each parish, lay with the Crown, and 
was administered by the Lieutenant Governor; but in 1869, by an Act 
of Assembly, this right was removed from the Crown and given to the 
parishioners, who for six months after the commencement of a vacancy 
in the office of Rector have the power of election.

The election is to be conducted as follows :
It shall be the duty of the Church Wardens and Vestry, within one 

month after the vacancy shall have occurred, to appoint a day for the 
election of a proper person to till the vacancy.

these ancient laws are recognized in the Church Act of 1885 in Sec. 
If*, where the only persons eligible are defined to be those (a) in priest’s 
orders ; (6) duly licensed by the Bishop of the Diocese. The latter quali­
fication covers the whole ground of the right of the Bishop to examine 
into the fitness of the person presented. The time allowed for the 
Bishop to make enquiries is limited to three months from the receipt 
of the presentation.

When the Bishop has satisfied himself that the person presented to 
urn is fit to be the Rector he admits him to be instituted.

When the person is so elected, presented, and admitted by the Bishop, 
then the Bishop institutes him into the Rectory, that is, gives him spirit­
ual charge over the parishioners. By such institution the Rectory is 
filled, and the vacancy is terminated.

If, however, the person presented be found unfit to be admitted to the 
Rectory, and the Bishop, or in his absence the Bishop Coadjutor or 
Ecclesiastical Commissary, have notified the Church Wardens of this, 
and no further nominations have been made for six months after com­
mencement of the vacancy ; or if no nomination or presentation be 
made within six months, then the advowson or call rests wholly with 
the Bishop, who then alone has the right to till the vacancy.

If institution is refused, the cause must be signified in writing by the 
Bishop to the person presented.

When, as in such a case, the advowson, presentation, admission and 
institution are all of them in the Bishop’s hands, then the mode of 
appointment is called Collation ; the Bishop collates to the benefice.

When the Rectory has been filled by the Institution or Collation of 
a properly qualified person to the spiritual charge of the parish, it is 
necessary that he should be inducted, that he have legal “ livery of 
seizin ” or possession of his temporal rights as Rector and head of the 
Corporation. No act of his is legal as head of the Corporation until 
he has been inducted.

The Bishop, therefore, after Institution or Collation issues his man­
date to the Church Wardens or either of them, to induct the person 
instituted or collated,. If from any cause of neglect or refusal of the 
Church Wardens, or from any inability by death or absence of the 
Church Wardens, the Induction has not been made within thirty days 
of the date of the said mandate, it shall be lawful for the Bishop to 
issue his mandate for Induction to some other person or persons.

The act of induction thus gives new rights and powers to the Rector 
who has been instituted or collated, and enables him to act legally as 
Rector and head of the Corporation.

The act of election does not admit to the benefice ; the person elected 
has no right to enter the Church as Rector, or to take possession of the 
Rectory, or glebe, or glebe funds until he has been instituted. When 
he has been instituted the new Rector may enter on the glebe, but he 
cannot sue for rent or glebe money, or act legally as head of the Cor­
poration until he has been inducted.
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Before he can be duly licensed, or instituted, the clergyman must 
subscribe certain declarations and take certain oaths, viz.

i. The declaration of assent.
ii. The declaration of submission to the Provincial and Diocesan 

Canons.
iii. The oath of allegiance to the Sovereign.
iv. The oath of Canonical obedience to the Bishop.
Before Institution he must also subscribe -
v. The declaration against Simony.

Sec. 4. After a Rector has been duly instituted or collated there 
five ways in which a vacancy may occur: (i.) by death, (ii.) by resigna­
tion, (iii.) by deprivation, (iv.) by removal from the Province, (v.) by 
institution to another Rectory.

:
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(i.) Death.
This may be proved, if necessary, by the certificate of the public 

registrar of the district.ing by the
(ii.) Resignation.

This must be made to the Bishop of the Diocese, since by the action 
of the Bishop the Rectory is filled. The resignation takes effect and 
the vacancy dates from the time of the written acceptance of the resig­
nation by the Bishop of the Diocese.

(iii.) Deprivation.
This can only take place after due trial under the Canon of the 

Discipline of the Clergy, and the vacancy dates from the issuing of 
the sentence of deprivation.

This may be proved by the absence of the Rector from the perform­
ance of his public parochial duties for one month at any one time, 
unless such absence be from sickness, or with written leave of absence 
from the Bishop. (See Provincial Canon vi.)

(v.) Institution to Another Rectory.
In this case the vacancy commences from the date of the fresh 

institution.
Sec. 5. In the case of a vacancy occurring it is the duty of the 

Church Wardens to notify such vacancy within ten days to the Bishop, 
of his absence, to the Bishop Coadjutor, or Ecclesiastical 

C .mmissary for the time being.
Sec. 6. During a vacancy the Church Wardens and Vestrymen are 

the trustees of the glebe ; but they have no right to appropriate the 
moneys arising from glebes and glebe funds for Church maintenance. 
Such moneys or income may be voted for providing a properly licensed 
clergyman to perform necessary services at the recognized rate of fee ;
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or it may be voted in making necessary repairs in the glebe house (the 
Rectory), if any. But a strict account must be kept of all moneys 
accruing since the commencement of the vacancy, and of all disburse­
ments therefrom, and such account and the balance of the money, if 
any, must be handed to the incoming Rector, who has a right to the 
income (subject to the forementioned charges) from the commencement 
of the vacancy.

The Church Wardens and Vestry have no right to use such money 
in payment of old debts, nor to pay any money due to a former Rector. 
The money belongs of right to the incoming Rector, but it is liable to 
the forementioned necessary charges. The Church Wardens and Vestry 
act for the time as agents of the incoming Rector.

Sec. 7. The Rector has sole right to the usufruct of the glebe as 
Rectors have in England, and to all moneys arising from the invest­
ment of funds which are the product of the sale of glebe lands. He 
shall have the right to cut down timber or wood for fuel for his house 
growing on any part thereof without the sanction of the Church Corpo­
ration.

He has no power to lease the Rectory or any portion of the glebe for 
a longer period than his own incumbency; but he can grant leases 
which are binding on the Corporation during his incumbency. The 
Rector, with the express consent of the Corporation, together with the 
concurrence of the Bishop of the Diocese, may grant leases for a longer 
period than the tenure of office of any incumbent ; provided that such 
lease be for the manifest and decided advantage of the Church property.

Sec. 8. If a Rector have caused any of his glebe lands to be planted 
or sown at his own proper costs and charges, and should decease be­
fore the crop be gathered in, then his executors or administrators have 
a right to all the profits of the crop growing upon the said glebe lands 
so planted or sown. This, however, is not the case in any of the other 
ways in which a Rectory may become vacant. The reason of this is 
said to be that death is the act of God, and beyond the man’s control ; 
whereas resignation, deprival, removal, and plurality are within the 
man’s control, and are the result of choice.

Sec. 9. From and after the decease of a Rector holding a benefice to 
which a house of residence is attached, in which he shall have been 
residing at the time of his death, his widow may occupy such house for 
any period not exceeding two calendar months after the death of her 
husband, and may hold and enjoy any garden belonging to the house.

Sec. 10. In all other cases the Rector, or his executors, or admini­
strators, have rights only to the profits of the Rectory and glebe up to 
the date of the vacancy occurring ; after that date the profits belong to 
the incoming Rector.

Sec. 11. In the temporal concerns of the parish the Rector has no 
power apart from the Church Corporation. He cannot of his own
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motion render the Corporation responsible for any expense or obliga­
tion without their consent. In all temporal matters he must consult 
the Corporation.

Sec. 12. The alms, or collection taken up at the time of the celebra­
tion of the Holy Communion are to be deposited with the Rector, to be 
applied by him to such pious and charitable uses as the Rector and 
Church Wardens shall think fit. In which, if they disagree, the Ordi­
nary, that is, the Bishop of the Diocese, shall decide how the money 
shall be spent. *

The Rector or Minister in charge may give notice of the appropria­
tion of any collection at any service, save that of the Holy Communion, 
without the previous consent of the Church Wardens or Vestry. If any 
question should arise the Ordinary, that is, the Bishop of the Diocese, 
shall decide whether such appropriation is for a fitting subject

Sec. 13. A Clergyman who is Rector of one parish, properly inducted 
into the office, may be elected to serve as Rector in another parish in 
the same manner as Rectors are elected (see above, section 3) ; and after 
due election he may receive a license frotii the Bishop, provided that no 
duly licensed clergyman be officiating in the parish. Such l:?ense, 
however, only gives him spiritual charge of the parish, and may be 
withdrawn at any time by the Bishop. He is an acting Rector, and 
differs from an ordinary Rector by l>eing removable at will, and not 
only by process of law.

In this case the law does not allow of lapse to the Bishop, since the 
people may well have a voice in the question as to whether they will 
have a non-resident Rector.

Sec. 14. Every consecrated Church is placed under the spiritual 
jurisdiction of the Bishop of the Diocese. Under this term is included 
the right of the Bishop to use such Church for all services not incon­
sistent with the declaration in the Deed of Consecration ; and also to 
prevent its use for the performance of any service or for any purpose 
inconsistent with the same.

But wherever a priest is instituted or regularly settled in a parish or 
Church, then the right of the Bishop in this behrlf is limited to his 
visitation, and other extraordinary occasions, of which at least a month’s 
notice should be given to the Rector or Priest in charge. At such times 
the control of the service remains with the Bishop, who may require 
the presence of the Rector or incumbent.

Sec. 15. In order to prevent careless rendering of holy services with 
unbecomming environment, priests have been forbidden from ancient 
times in the Church of England to hold public divine service in a 
building which had not been consecrated, and they were liable to severe 
ecclesiastical censure for so doing. Where, however, it has been found 
advisable or even necessary for services to be held in an unconsecrated 
building, the priest receives a license from the Bishop to hold service
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in such a place or places not being consecrated or dedicated. Such 
license relieves him from all canonical penalty. This is commonly 
said to license the building, whereas it is a license to the priest to 
officiate without offence in a certain defined unconsecrated room or 
building.

Sec. 16. It is the duty of the Rector to see that the Registers required 
by Canon xvii of the Diocese of Fredericton, and by the law of the Pro­
vince, be properly kept and the entries neatly and accurately made.

Whenever any clergyman shall perform any service which requires 
registration in a parish in which he is not in charge, the record shall 
be made in the registers of the parish in which the service is performed. 
If, however, the acts be performed beyond the limits of any parish 
where there is a book of registers, then they shall be recorded in the 
Register of the parish of which the clergyman has the charge or in 
which he is residing; and the record shall state where the acts were 
performed.

Whefiever a parish is newly incorporated and a proper book of regis­
ters shall be commenced, then the minister or person in charge of such 
register shall enquire of the neighbouring clergy if any baptisms per­
formed in the district newly incorporated have been entered in the 
registers of their respective parishes. If so, each record of baptism 
shall be copied into the new register of baptisms and a statement signed 
by the Rector or minister in charge shall be made as to the register 
from which such copies were made.

Sec. 17. In order that the Parish Registers and other documents con­
nected with the Church may be kept in a place of security the Corpora­
tion shall provide a secure box or safe, with lock and key, to be in 
the charge of the Rector or Missionary, or if there be no Rector or 
Missionary, in charge of one of the Church Wardens who shall be 
deputed by the Corporation for that purpose. And yearly, at the Easter 
Eve meeting, the Rector or person in charge of the Registers shall, if 
required by any parishioner present, read out a list of the contents of 
the box or safe, and report on the condition of the box and its contents.

Sec. 1C. Rectors are bound to answer in writing all questions sub­
mitted to them by the Bishop at his visitation, and to appear personally 
before him when summoned ; to inform the Bishop of any candidates 
for adult baptism ; to hand in a list of the names and ages of those to 
be presented for confirmation ; and to exhibit the Registers and Church 
records in their Charge to the Bishop or his commissary or representa­
tive, the Archdeacon or Rural Dean.
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IV. —CHURCH WARDENS.
Sec. 1. The office of Church Warden (ecclmce guardianus) seems to 

have arisen about the fourteenth. century, that there might be repre­

bequests as were made for the fabric of the Church and its ornaments 

Before tins there were in each parish “witnesses of the Synod ” 
(lestes Synodales), whose duty it was to present to the Archdeacon each 
year offenders against orthodoxy or morals. It is thought that these 
were called “ Synodsmen,’’ and by contraction ‘ sidesmen.” Later on 
this particular duty of reporting offenders was performed by officers 
called “questmen” (inquisitores), who are spoken of in the Canons of 
lti04 in connection with Church Wardens.

In addition to the Church Wardens and Questmen there 
times chosen certain deputies or assistants, called in Latin assistenles 
butin English “Sidemen,” who helped the other lay officers in their 
work.
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Gradually Questmen and Sidemen fell into disuse, and the Church 
Wardens were supposed to fill all the offices and report offenders as well 

for the fabric of the Church, thus tending to keep the Church 
material and spiritual in repair.

Sec. 2. Church \\ ardens never had any right to interfere in the ser­
vice of the Church, or to introduce any ornament into, or remove any­
thing from, the Church (after the consecration of the building) without 
the written consent of the Ordinary (that is, the Bishop), which is 
expressed in England by a faculty.

The office was ever one of observation, and, if necessary, complaint to 
the Bishop, but not of any control with respect to divine worship.

Sec. 3. Church Wardens have no right to the custody of the keys of 
the Church which are in the charge of the incumbent, and they 
only demand them at proper times to see that the Church is properly 
cleaned, repaired, warmed and lighted. If the keys are left with the 
Church Warden or any other official of the Church it is presumed that 
it is with the consent of the Rector, who can resume the custody of them 
at his pleasure.

Sec. 4. The position and power of Church Wardens in this diocese 
have in the past hundred years varied from the position of Church 
Wardens in England.

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As a rule, in England, where there two Church Wardens, one is 
nominated and appointed by the incumbent or Curate in charge, and 
the other is elected by the parishioners, except in a few cases where 
custom or special law has decided otherwise.

(ii.) In New Brunswick a different position was given to Church 
Wardens by an Act passed in 1789, to erect the City of St. John into a
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parish, to incorporate the Rector, Church Wardens and Vestry of 
, Trinity Church, St. John ; and to extend the provisions and force of 

that Act to the various parishes in the province.
Since that time the powers of Church Wardens are little more than 

those of an ordinary Vestryman elected according to law. They 
not act alone, except in such cases as are reserved to them by law, and 
their authority mainly consists in keeping order during divine service; 
and seeing that all things are provided for the proper and decent 
performance of the same; and also taking care that there he easy 
approach from the highway to the entrance of the Church.

Sec. 5. Persons eligible for the office of Church Warden must be 
communicants, and qualified to vote at the meeting at which they may 
be elected.

Sec. 6. Persons qualified to vote at such meetings are as follows:

(i.) In Parishes with Pew Rents.
Pew-holders or pew-owners, or lessees from the Corporation of pews 

whose rent is not in arrear; each pew entitling only one person to vote.

(ii.) In Parishes where the Sittings are Free.
Male persons over twenty-one years of age who shall have been 

stated attendants at some Church, Chapel, or place licensed for public 
worship for six months at least previous to such meeting, and shall 
produce, if required at the time of the meeting, a receipt from one of 
the Church Wardens or from the Vestry Clerk for the payment of one 
dollar or upwards in aid of the said Church, or Chapel, or place of 
public worship within the year preceding such meeting.

(iii.) In Parishes where one Church
Churches or Chapels-of-Ease are Free.

Holders or lessees from the Corporation of pews in the pew-rented 
Church, and also stated attendants in the free Church or Chapel, quali­
fied to vote as in (i.) and (ii.) above.

Provided that no person shall be permitted to vote under qualifica­
tions (i.), (ii.), or (iii.) until he have signed, if required to do so by the 
chairman or any three parishioners, the following declaration :

« J do declare that I am a member of the Church of England in the 
« Diocese of Fredericton, and belong to no other religious denomina­
tion, and that I am entitled to vote at this meeting.”

(iv.) In the Four Following Parishes.
(o) The Parish of St. John —
Male persons over twenty-one years of age and resident in the City 

and County of St. John who are lessees from the Corporation of pews 
and not in arrears for pew rent ;

Or who, having been stated a: tendants for six months, have paid ten 
dollars ($10) in aid of the Church ;
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Who, if required by the chairman or any three persons qualified to 
vote at the meeting, shall sign the above declaration.

(6) The Parish of St. Mark, St. John; and the Parish of St Paul 
St. John —

Male persons over twenty-one years of age who are owners or lessees 
of pews for one year or longer (not being in arrears for rent), or who, 
having been stated attendants for six months at least, have paid 
dollars ($10) or upwards in aid of the funds and are members of the 
Church of England.

(c) The Parish of St. James, St. John —
The same qualifications as above in (ii.), where the Hittinqs are free, 

with the exception that stated attendants must pay five dollars ($5) in 
aid of the Church in order to qualify for voting.

Sec. 7. The mode of the election of Church Wardens is as follows:
On Easter Monday in each year a meeting is to be held for the elec­

tion of Church Wardens and Vestrymen ; the place and hour of meeting 
to be appointed by the Rector. If, however, there be no Rector, or 

if he neglect or refuse to summon the meeting, the same may be sum­
moned by the Church Wardens or any three Vestrymen. Notice given 
on Easter Sunday in each Church or Chapel-of-Ease within the parish 
where service is held i« sufficient.

Sec. 8. Two Church Wardens qualified as above may be elected. 
They shall continue in office until their successors have been legally 
appointed.

Sec. 9. It shall be the duty of the Rector or Chairman at the meeting 
when the Church Wardens have been elected, immediately upon such 
election to forward a certificate of the election of two properly qualified 
persons, with their names in full, to the Secretary of the Synod, who 
shall read the same to the Synod at the opening of its next ensuing 
session, and enter the names of the Church Wardens elected at the pre­
vious Easter Monday meeting on the minutes of the Synod. Such 
reading of the names and such entry on the minutes of the Synod shall 
be proof of the election of such persons as Church Wardens of the 
respective parishes.

Sec. 10. In the case of a vacancy occurring in the office of Church 
Warden the Church Corporation may, at a special meeting called for 
the purpose, coopt or elect one qualified as above to fill the vacancy ; 
and the person so elected shall hold office in the same manner as if he 
had been elected at the Easter Monday Meeting. In this case a certi­
ficate sent to the Secretary of the Synod shall be sufficient proof of 
election, if such vacancy have occurred after the annual meeting of the 
Synod.

It is important that a vacancy should be filled as soon as possible.
Sec. 11. The Church Wardens, their namymplies, are to see that 

insured, amt is in proper repair;
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and to report thereon from time to time to the Corporation that they 
may vpte money for the carrying out of such repairs as are necessary, 
and to watch over the proper execution of such repairs.

Sec. 12. It is also iheir duty to see that all things necessary for the 
proper performance of Divine Service and for the due administration of 
the Sacraments be provided at the expense of the Corporation ; viz. :

i. A decent Communion Table with cover or covers, and fine linen 
cloths, which must be kept clean.

ii. A flagon for the wine at the Holy Communion, and a chalice 
or cup, and also a paten or plate.

iii. A decent alms dish, or plates, or bags for the collection of offer­
ings in Church.

iv. A decent font, of stone if possible.
v. A Pulpit or Lectern.

vi. A Reading Desk.
vii. One or more Surplices, which must be kept clean and in good 

repair.
viii. A Bible of the Authorized Version, complete with that part of 

the Bible called the Apocrypha, of large volume, for the lessons to be 
read therefrom.

ix. A book of Common Prayer and administration of the Sacra­
ments, and other rites and ceremonies of the Church according to the 

of th?■ Church of England, together with the psalter or psalms of 
David, pointed as they are to be sung or said in Churches, and the form 
and manner of making, ordaining and consecrating of Bishops, Priests, 
and Deacons, of the last edition, with the Revised Lectionary therein, 
according to the Provincial Canon.

x. Register Books, according to Canon xvii. of the Diocese of 
Fredericton, to be kept by the minister in a secure chest or safe to be 
provided by the Corporation. During a vacancy of the office of Rector 
these should be under the charge of one of the Church Wardens ap­
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xi. They are to provide, with the advice and direction of the min­

ister, from the offertory money, a sufficient quantity of the best and 
purest wheat bread, and the purest wine that can be conveniently gotten, 
for the celebration of the Holy Communion, whenever the minister 
gives notice thereof. It is to be remembered that so called “unfer­
mented wine ” is forbidden at the Holy Communion.

But no clergyman may offi­
ciate for more than one Sunday without the Bishop’s license, and no 
strange Clergyman is to be allowed to officiate without exhibiting to tin 
Church Wardens or Rural Dean his letters of orders and proof of good 
standing, as in Sec. 18. The customary fee may be paid to the officiat­
ing minister out of the glebe money. If there be no proceeds from 
glebe money the fee will be provided by the Church Corporation.

Sec. 22. When the meeting for the choice of a Rector shall have 
agreed upon a person for presentation to the Bishop the Church War­
dens shall, within ten days of such election, notify the Bishop in writing 
and present the person so elected for institution.

Sec. 23. If the person so presented shall be found fit to be instituted, 
the Bishop will direct his mandate to the Church Wardens that the 

Rector be by them inducted into the possession of the Rectory and 
all the temporalities connected therewith.

Sec. 24. Where there is no Rector or Missionary in charge, or where 
he is absent, or unable, or shall refuse to summon a meeting for the

Sec. 26. In such aided parishes the Church Wardens are to furnish 
each year, and as often as is required, to the Board of Home Missions 
full details of all glebes, Rectory Houses, Church lands, and other 
investments belonging to the Church Corporations.

Sec. 27. Whenever the proceeds of the sales of any lands belonging 
to any Church Corporation shall have been invested under the direc­
tions of any Act of Assembly relating to the Church of England in the 
province; or any money given, or bequeathed, to the said Corporation 
for the support and maintenance of the Church in such Parish, or upon 
any other trust whatsoever relating to the said Church shall have been 
invested by the Corporation, it shall be the duty of the Church War­
dens, or one of them, in case of the absence of the other, upon the 
written requisition of the Bishop of the Diocese, to produce to him, or 
to his deputy in that behalf, for his inspection and examination, all 
the deeds, mortgages, debentures, or other securities, by which any 
such investments are secured, together with the evidence of the sanc­
tion thereof by the Bishop when required by law, or by the terms oi 
any deed or will; and also to report (if required so to do) to the 
Bishop, or his said deputy, in writing, whether in their or his opinion 
any of such investments are unsafe, or of doubtful value, and if so, the 
reasons why, in their or his opinion, they are so.

Sec. 28. The Church Wardens are to attend the visitation of the 
Bishop when summoned by him, and they are to give to him such 
information as he may require about the Church, its minister and 
services; about the property and investments of the Church Corpora­
tion ; and about such other matters connected with their parish as he 
may demand.

Sec. 29. It is the duty of the Church Wardens, in common with the 
Vestrymen, to do all in their power to further the interests of the 
Church, by reporting to the Rector the names and residences of new 
comers; and any fresh cases of sickness; and generally to promote 
quietness and charity in the parish.
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V. —VESTRYMEN.
Sec. 1. The name Vestry was originally the name of the room where 

the vestments of the clergy and the sacred vessels were kept. The 
word occurs once in the Authorized Version of the Bible, where refer­
ence is made to the festal and sacred garments of the Baal worshippers. 
It is not used in the Prayer Book.
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The Vestry was generally at the north side of the east end of the 
Church. In large and important Churches it was of considerable size, 
and before School Rooms were built it was commonly used for meet­
ings of parishioners. From the place where they met these were 
commonly called Vestry meetings; and when the parishioners became 
too numerous to meet conveniently in mass meeting (in some parishes 
in London they number 200,000) they elected representatives, who 
were called “ Vestrymen.”

Sec. 2. In New Brunswick, since the year 1789, elected \ estrvmen 
form part of the Church Corporation ; they must not exceed twelve in 
number, but any number up to twelve is lawful.

Sec. 3. Vestrymen are elected at the same meeting and in the same 
Church Wardens, though Vestrymen need not be communi- 
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the qualification of voters have been fully described under Title iv., 
Church Wardens, Sec. 6 and Sec. 7. Vestrymen thus elected continue 
in office until their successors are legally chosen.

Sec. 4. The names of those who are elected Vestrymen at the Easter 
Monday meeting shall be entered in the minute book of the Corpora­
tion, and the entry shall be signed by the chairman.

Sec. 5. Vestrymen, as such, have no power to act of themselves, but 
can only act in common with the other members of the Church Cor­
poration. No individual member of the Vestry has any right to take 
any action as Vestryman unless he have been specially deputed to act 
as the representative of the Corporation on their behalf.

Sec. 6. On certain occasions, when the Rector lias neglected or 
refused to summon meetings, three Vestrymen may summon them; 
but no fewer than three Vestrymen may legally summon a meeting, 
whatever be the number of Vestrymen elected at the Easter Monday 
meeting. But even three Vestrymen have no such power of them­
selves, unless it have been ascertained beyond doubt that the Rector 
has neglected or refused to summon such meeting.

For particulars in this case see above title I, Parishes, sec. 8, vi., vii.
Sec. 7. In the case of a vacancy occurring in a Church Corporation 

by the death, resignation, or removal of a Vestryman, then the Church 
Corporation may, at a special meeting called for the purpose, coopt or 
elect one properly qualified- to fill the vacancy ; and the person so 
elected Vestryman shall hold office in the same manner as if he had 
been elected at the Easter Monday meeting.

It is important that a vacancy should be filled as soon as possible.
Sec. 8. Vestrymen should do all in their power to assist the Church 

Wardens as far as they can in collecting the offerings of the people in 
the Church, in keeping order, and in promoting peace and harmony in 
the parish ; remembering always that by being elected representatives 
of the parishioners they become officers of the Church, and 
commissioned officers of the Great Head of the Church.
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APPENDIX.

Copy of a Circular Addressed by the Lord Bishop of the 
Diocese to the Rector and Church Wardens of the Seve­
ral Parishes in the Province Relating to the Sale of 
Church Land, under the Act 22 Vic., Cap. 35, in the Year 
1872, WHICH ARE EQUALLY APPLICABLE UNDER THE PRESENT
Act.

In order to ensure uniformity in the sale of Church lands under the 
Act 48 Victoria, Cap. 36, and to prevent questions respecting the title 
and losses by improper investments, I have been advised to give the 
following instructions to Church Corporations, and to require them to 
comply with all the directions of the Act, otherwise I will not be justi­
fied in sanctioning any sales that may be made.

The Act 48 Victoria, Cap. 36, requires that the proceeds of such sales 
shall be invested by the Rectors, Church Wardens, and Vestry, with 
the sanction of the Bishop. There should, therefore, in every case, be 
an order of the Church Corporation regularly entered in the Vestry 
minutes, directing how the money is to be invested ; and a copy of that 
order properly certified by the Rector or Vestry Clerk should be sent 
to me, with a certificate in the form (A) annexed, as near as may be, 
in order that I may be satisfied that the proposed investment is good’ 
before I give my assent to it. The Rector, as the head of the Corpo­
ration, should be held responsible that full and proper records of all 
sales of land under the Act, and of the manner in which the proceeds 
are invested, are entered in the Vestry minutes, in order that the 
Parishioners and succeeding Vestries may see exactly what has been 
done with the Church property. See Act 48 Vic., C. 36, sec. 51 and 54-

The notice of the intention to sell lands directed to be given by the 
51st section of the Act 48 Vic., C. 36, and the notice of sale under the 
52nd section should be separate notices. The object of the first notice 
is to enable the Parishioners to consider the proposed sale at the Easter 
Monday meeting, and, if they think proper, to oppose it. If at that 
meeting no objection is made, or, if the Corporation, notwithstanding an 
objection, consider a sale advisable, then ihirty days notice of the sale 
should be given under section 52. This provision was no doubt 
intended to give any person who objected to the sale, an opportunity of 
applying to the Bishop before the sale, in order that he might consider 
the objections, and if he deemed them valid, refuse his sanction. The 
first notice is only a proposal to sell, which may or may not be approved 
of by the Wardens and Vestry to be elected on Easter Monday. It is 
not until that day that an absolute order for sale can be made. The 
first notice may be in the form ( B) hereto annexed.

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APPENDIX D.

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE DIOCESAN BOARD 
OF DOMESTIC AND FOREIGN MISSIONS.

To the Lord Bishop of Fredericton, and Members of the Dio­
cesan Synod.

In submitting a report of the work done by the Diocese for Domestic 
and Foreign Missions during the past year, your Board record with 
thankfulness an increase in contributions over those of several previous 
years.

The amounts received by the Treasurer for Domestic Missions are 
as follows: Diocese of Algoma, $269.86; Bishop of Algoma’s Stipend, 
$15;'Homes for Indian Children in Algoma and the North-West, 
$421.01; Domestic Missions (unappropriated), $375.35; North-West 
Missions, $49.59; Diocese of (ju’Appelle, $7.50—making a total of 
$1,138.31, an increase of $186.02 over the amount raised last year.

For Foreign Missions the contributions were: For the Society for 
the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign Parts, $404.57 ; for the 
Society for Promoting Christianity among the Jews, $73.88; for Paro­
chial Missions to Jews, $101.06; for Bishop Blyth’s Work, $86.77 ; for 
Mission in Japan under the Rev. Cooper Robinson, $53.87; and for 
Church Missionary Society, $2 — making a total of $722.15, a small 
increase over last year.

In addition to the above amounts, we are duly informed that $40 
have been forwarded by the Rev. J. M. Davenport from his congrega­
tion to “ Benson’s East Indian Missions,” and that $75 for the Sliing- 
wauk Home, $52.77 for the Church Missionary Society, and $65.89 for 
the Society for Promoting Christianity among the Jews have been 
forwarded from St. John’s Church in this city ; also $150 from Trinity 
Church for support of Indian children in Algoma, making a grand 
total of $2,244.12 as the amount raised in the Diocese for Domestic 
and Foreign Missions during the past year.

The amount of $300 from the Diocese for the Bishop of Algoma’s 
Stipend has been regularly remitted. As, however, only $15 were paid 
in for that special object, your Board had to appropriate a sufficient 
sum for that purpose from moneys received for the Diocese of Algoma 
and Domestic Missions, in accordance with the authority given it by 
the Synod.

As heretofore, the Board of Management of the Domestic and Foreign 
Missionary Society issued Appeals at Epiphany and Ascensiontide, to be 
read by request of the Bishops of this Ecclesiastical Province to all
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the congregations in tlie Diocese. We trust that the facts thus 
sented, and the stirring words therein contained 
vain.

The most memorable event of the year in connection with our work 

the Triennial Meeting of the General Board of the Domestic and 
Foreign Missionary Society, which was held in Montreal last Septem­
ber, in connection with the Session of the Provincial Synod. 
Report submitted by the Board of Management of the work done for 
that period had many encouraging features. The contributions reported 
for Domestic Missions were $45,574.10, and for Foreign Missions 
$35,740.98, making a total of $81,315.08. Of these contributions the 
report stated, that at the opening of the three years just past, the 
Board of Management had asked the Church for $20,000 per annum

Much consideration has been given by the Board of Management as 
to the best course for the Church to pursue in sending out her own sons 

Missionaries into the Foreign field. It is felt that the Church of 
England in Canada
as

a Branch of the Catholic Church of Christ, 
should take her part in some more responsible and aggressive manner 
in extending the Kingdom of Christ among the heathen, and much cor­
respondence has been carried on with the Societies in England, especi­
ally with the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign 
Parts, with respect to this matter. As the result, it has been decided, 
that at present the Church in Canada has not suEcient funds at her 
disposal to enter independently into the work of Foreign Missions but 
gladly takes advantage of the offer of the S. P. G. to place on its list of 
Missionaries, any well-qualified men recommended by the Board of 
Management, for work in India, Japan, and other heathen countries, 
and pay them out of funds contributed by the Canadian Church. Regu­
lations have been adopted by the Board as to applicants for Foreign 
Mission Work, and it is hoped that ere long the Church in Canada will 
have her own sons in that department of Missionary Work.

“ send forth His light and His truth,” and render us all more “ willing 
in the day of His power” to make His way known upon earth, and 
His saving health among all nations.

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Your Committee regret to have to say that out of the seventy Parishes 
to which the questions were sent, twenty have failed to make any return, 
although especially directed to do so by the Canon. And they would 
most respectfully submit that unless all the Parishes do make a return 
the Annual Statistical Report of the Committee must lose much of its 
value.

The Parishes from which no returns have been received are the 
following, viz :

Deanery of Chatham—Bathurst, Chatham, Richibucto, Restigouche.
Deanery of Fredericton — Burton, New Maryland, St. Mary’s, Stanley.
Deanery of Kingston — Cambridge, Hampton, Rothesay, Uphara, 

Waterford, Westfield.
Deanery of St. Andrews—St. Andrews, St. George.
Deanery of St. John—Petersville.
Deanery of Woodstock—Canterbury, Gordon and Lome, Prince 

William.
The absence of Reports from some of these Parishes may be owing to 

the change of Clergymen, or through a vacancy.
Fifty Parishes have reported to your Committee, and the Tabulated 

Statement of the Returns is appended to this report.
Your Committee have compiled the following summary from the 

reports, which will no doubt be of interest to the members of the 
Synod :

The number of Parishes to which the questions were sent was seventy.
The number of returns received was fifty.
The number from which no return has been received is twenty.
Of the Parishes which have reported,

Twelve give no report of contributions.
Two give no report of the number of Scholars.
Three report Schools open in summer only.
Twenty-seven Parishes use Bishop Doane’s Manuals.
Five use Dr. Shinn’s Leaflets.
Three the International.
Two the Evangelical Churchman Series, and two those adopted by 

the Provincial Synod.
Two Parishes report weekly Catechizing.
Twelve Parishes report Monthly Children’s Services, and seventeen 

report services less frequently than monthly, while seven report 
no services in connection with the Sunday Schools.

Thirty-five Parishes report in favor of holding a Convention of 
Sunday School Workers, while three are doubtful of the advis­
ability of such a Convention.

The number of Schools reported is eighty-nine.
The number of Teachers, male, 155; female, 352; total, 507.

Sixteen Parishes report that services are held in districts where no 

Sunday Schools are established.
Twenty-one Parishes report no periodicals in circulation in the 

Schools.
With regard to the number of Teachers and Scholars your Com­

mittee feel the importance of presenting, for the information of the 
Synod and the Church, a full return. They have therefore added the 
return of last year in the case of those Parishes which have not reported 
this year, with the following result :

Total number of Schools, 131.
Total number of Teachers, 674.
Total number of Scholars, 5,534.
Three Schools report a larger number of males than females, viz. 

Woodstock, Salisbury, and Weldford.
With regard to these Parishes in which there are districts without 

Sunday Schools, the reasons chiefly given are, the scattered condition 
of the population, and the lack of Teachers.

Three returns were received too late to be embodied in this summary.
Amongst the suggestions reported for the promotion and encourage­

ment of Sunday Schools your Committee would call special attention to 
the following:

“ The annual examination of the chil dren on the lessons of the year 
and the giving of prizes to the most successful.”

“ Some scheme by which every Sunday School in the Diocese should 
use the same lesson paper.”

“ Organization of weekly Teacher’s meetings.”
“ The centralization of Sunday School work under a Diocesan 

Association, with examination for Teachers, and Diocesan 
Inspection”

“Stirring addresses by some Laymen and Clergymen appointed to 
visit the Diocese.”

“ The formation of a Diocesan Sunday School Organization.”
"“The Synod should make Sunday School work of greater import­

ance in its deliberations.”
Your Committee would recommend that the Synod take some action 

towards the holding of a Convention for the Sunday School Workers of 
the Diocese, in order that the whole subject of Sunday School work 
may be discussed, and effect given to some of the valuable suggestions 
received from the Parishes.

Your Committee would also call attention to the small number of 
children reported as attending Sunday School, as compared with the 
Church population of the Diocese.
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In conclusion, your Committee feel deeply impressed with the great 
importance of Sunday School work, they believe that it ka work which, 
in these days, the Church cannot afford to neglect. Much of the future 
growth and success of the Church depends, under God’s blessing, on the 
instruction given to the young, and that instruction should therefore be 
of the best. Your Committee would therefore urge upon the Synod the 
importance of giving the Sunday School due prominence in its delib­
erations.

To the Most Reverend the Lord Bishop and the Members of 
the Synod of the Diocese of Fredericton.

The Governors of King’s College, appointed by the Synod, beg leave 
to submit the following report :

The business of the year has been of more than ordinary importance, 
and has demanded much time and attention. The occurrence during 
our term of office of the one hundreth anniversary of the College con­
stitutes an important period in its history. The occasion was celebrated 
on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday, the 25th, 26th and 27th of June 
last, and was marked by the presence of many eminent and learned 
men from different parts of the Dominion and the neighboring Republic, 
whose public addresses, both at Windsor and Halifax, in the interests of 
the College in particular, and of higher education in general, were of 
great interest and value. In addition to the ordinary attendance of 
friends of the College in greatly enhanced numbers—the Convocation 
Hall being filled to overflow whenever it was used — this Diocese was 
well represented by his Lordship the Bishop Coadjutor and twenty of 
the clergy ; and about fifty representative laymen from both Dioceses 
were also in attendance. The presence of the latter is felt to have an 
important bearing on the future of the college.

The Matricula of 1890 will be much larger than it has been tor many 
years ; and the increase in the attendance at the boys Academy is most 
satisfactory.

Your representatives desire to bear testimony to the careful and 
efficient management and oversight of the College; and for special 
reasons they particularly wish to add that the Board of Discipline, 
supported by the Board of Governors, are determined to reach and to
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steady growth of public confidence in the College.
A part of the Diocese of Fredericton was visited during the rear bv 

ie Kev. Henry How, M. A, an agent specially appointed by the Board 
-overnors, who succeeded in raising about $2,400 for the College. 

He also did good work in diffusing information, removing misappre- 
■ensions, and in inducing parents to send their boys to the collegiate 

schoo , and young men to enter the college. Already it is known that 
in October six or seven boys will go from this Diocese to the Academy 
and an equal number of students will enter the University. ’

The Board of Governors, recognizing their times and the 
keeping as well abreast of the educational demands of the da 
iunus will admit of, have taken 
year.

They have established a Faculty of Science with all the degrees 
appertaining thereto. They have, in addition to the present staff’ in 
connection therewith, appointed a “Tutor in Science;” and they have 
a so taken steps towards providing an undergraduate course for ladies- 
V\ e may also add, that although the matter has not as yet come before 
s formally as governors, we think it our duty to inform the Synod that 

tl e assoc,ated Alumm of the College have taken steps in the direction 
oftheestabl.shmentof a girl’s school-an educational adjunct to the 
rue interests of the Church-which has been too long delayed ; and 

the earnest spirit shown in the matter indicates that the reproach of 
having no church school for girls in the Maritime Provinc 
long, be wiped out.

The Girl’s Branch, Fredericton, has twenty-five members under Mrs. 

John Black as Vice-President. During the year the sum of #40 has 
been accumulated.

The branch of the Association in St. Paul’s Parish (St. John), has 
now sixty-five members. The receipts for the year amount to $277, 
including members fees, donations, and the proceeds of the Annual Sale 
of needlework. The sum of $50 has been devoted to the purchase of a 
carpet for the chancel of St. Paul’s Church, and $100 has been given 
towards the New Church at Doaktown. The Junior Branch in this 
parish, formed a year ago, has 22 members. At a sale in October 
$130 were realized.

In December a box was sent to a clergyman in one of our missions 
containing a Christmas gift for each member of his family, and a friend 
added a handsome white stole.

The sum of $15 has been given to the Bishop Coadjutor for the benefit 
of country missions.

The Secretary of the Woodstock Branch reports thirty members. 
During the year a girl’s branch has been formed, and the little children 
have also been banded together with the object of interesting them in 
the work. Two sales of work have been held, which realized $164. 
Much interest is felt by the members in the erection of a hall in the 
parish for Sunday School and other Church purposes. The building is 
enclosed, and, it is hoped, will be ready for use in the course of a year.

In the mission of Ludlow and Blissfield the members have been 
striving to help on the work of the church in the mission. The sum of 
$24 has been expended for books for the Sunday Schools at Ludlow 
and Doaktown. In Lower Ludlow a sale was held of work done during 
the winter, which realized $64.22, for the mission room, which is now 
covered in and the roof about to be siangled. Another little branch, 
lately organized at New Bandon, a back settlement in the parish of 
Ludlow, has succeeded in raising $20 for the purchase of books for the 
Sunday School at that place. Mrs. Charles Miner acts as Secretary.
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*It has also been thought advisable to form a small branch at Storev 
Settlement, in the parish of Blissfield, and although of very recent 
existence, it has already been enabled to contribute $25 to the building 
fund of the Church at Doaktown.

The Burton branch of the Association has 27 members.
During the year the sum of $60 has been granted towards the new 

organ in St. John’s Church, Oromocto, and $34 have been added to the 
parish endowment.
