And we think we are justified in 
so doing, as much as if we were engaged in sup­
porting an Infirmary, a Mendicity Society, u Com­
passionate Society, or a Mechanics’ Institute.

one might, we think, as well be called sec- * 
tarian as the other, Or, take it in its moral and 
religious bearing, (and, no doubt, it affects both 
morals and religion,) we think it no more sectarian 
than the Bible Society, or any other institution, 
which combines different religious parties to dis­
seminate the principles of our common Christia­
nity. We scarcely need to say that we tolerate 
no advocacy that can be injurious to that most 
precious of all blessings. We have nothing in 
common with Infidelity, Socialism, or Chartism. 
The Society now numbers among its zealous sup­
porters, some of the most eminent prelates of the 
English church ; a considerable number of its 
clergy, and lay members, as well as a Very large 
proportion of ministers of other religious denomi­
nations, with the members of their respective con­
gregations. W ith regard to the political bearing 
of the question, we do not allow of any reference 
to party politics in our meetings or our publica­
tions. Neither do we admit of any attack upon 
the laws and constitution of our country, when not 
hostile to the cause of Temperance. Our object 
is simple and well defined—the promotion of Tem­
perance in every suitable manner. Such an ob­
ject, we conceive, must recommend itself to every 
reflecting mind, and we do not comprehend how 
our mode uf attaining that object can be thought 
liable to objection, except by those who are un­
willing, for the sake of others, to relinquish u hurt­
ful indulgence. In calling it a hurtful in- 

gence, wo are supported by the testimony 
of the highest medical authorities now living, who 
have solemnly recorded it as their opinion that the 
use uf intoxicating drinks is always pernicious to 

rsons in health, and can only in very rare cases 
deemed indispensable as medicine. Can we, 

then, be wrong in aiming at the abolition of a prac­
tice, which is found to entail such incalculable 
misery upon our fellow-countrymen ? w hich tills 
our jails, our hospitals, our lunatic asylums, our 
union houres ? and banishes from their country, 
their families, and their friends, the unhappy 
tims of intemperance, led by it into the commis­
sion of various crimes ?* Is this an object worthy 
of self-denial ? or one, for which wo should re­
nounce a pernicious habit ? We think no Chris­
tian can seriously lay his hand upon his heart, and 
answer that question in the negative. Our reli 
gion is pre-eminently one of self-denial. We can 
not be Christians, if we do not deny ourselves for 
the sake of Christ and our brethren. 14 If we have 
not the spirit of Christ, we are none of his.” If 
wo will not take up the yoke and bear the burden 
of Christ, we cannot.be his disciples. We, there­
fore, finally request that you will dispassionately 
consider the claims of the Total Abstinence Soci'-

General Sir Colin Campbell abdicated his office nti< 
Wednesday last, and Lord Viscount Falkland 
med the Government of the Province in hie stead.

As 
their Excellencies passed along the band of each Re­
giment played. When they entered the Council 
(’lumber Sir Colin Campbell took his seat upon the 
Throne, and Her Majesty's Commission, appointing 
Lord Falkland Lie«t. Governor of Nova-Scoria, wae 
read ; the prescribod oaths were next tendered to 
his Lordship, and then Sir Colin relinquished the 
Throne to hie successor. Hie Lordship and Sir Co­
lin retirtd from the Province Building os they entered 
it. The day was propitious, and thousands of spec­
tators turned out to witness the ceremony.

On Thursday four members retired from Her Ma­
jesty’s Executive Council, viz-it the Hon. T. N. Jef­
fery, Hon. M. Tobin, lion. H. H. Cogswell, and 
Hon. E. Collin».

His Excellency Sir Cvfin Campbell and family took 
their departure for England in the Britannia, this af­
ternoon.

from Liverpool via Halifax. She sailed from Liver­
pool on the afternoon of the 19th ulr. and arrived at 
Halifax in 11^ days. She was 31 hours from Halifax 
to George’s island roads in the lower harbor, where 
she anchored last evening, owing to the dense fog.— 
The Caledonia has had pleasant weather during the 
passage, and the passengers speak in terns of strong 
commendation of the accommodations on board, and 
tho skill, and gentlemanly conduct of Capt. Cleland. 
— Boston Mercantile Journal, Oct. 3.

The ateam ship Acadia, Capt. Millar, which left 
ilo«ton at 12 o'clock, Sept. I, and Halifax at II» 
P. M. on the 3J. arrived at Liverpool at midnight of 
the 13th, making the passage in 12 and half days 
from Boston and ten days from Halifax. It ia pro­
nounced the shortest passage across the Atlantic on 
record.—She carried 70 passengers, who were loud 
in their praisee of the ship and her skilful commander. 
The weather during part of the passage was boister­
ous with strong head wind". She carried Boston 
papers of the 1st, New York of August 31, xml 
Halifax of the 3d, which were received in London on 
the 14th !

The steam ship President, Capt. Fayrer, which 
left New York Sept. I, arrived in the Mersey on th?
