British Front Before and During
‘the Great Drive '

On the British Southern Front, July
@1-—(Correspondence of the A. P.)—One
of the most ‘striking feature of the great
British drive north of the Somme was
the extraordinarily thorough preparation
before the offensive was begun.

Emergency
hositals were constructed and enclosures
were built for the reception of prisoners.
Great numbers of extra motor lorries
were provided for transport work over
roads which were continually being im-

proved by myriads of workmen, and Red
Cross motor amuulances were made
“ready for the speedy handling of large
numbers’ of wounded, both British and
‘German,

But it was not only for work in the
Britisb-occu£ territory’ that plans
were laid. Provision must be made for
the troops when once they had lorced
their way into German ground. ‘' The
Royal Engineers worked out an elabor-
ate scheme whereby water for the use of
the men should follow' them into the
German trenches all along the line. It
is not permitted to say how this was ac-
complished, but it is stated that it has
peen done successfully.

PORTABLE ‘PHONES FOR
THE FOREST RANGERS

Spokane, Wash.,' Aug. 11—A portabl
telephone that weighs only two and ¢
half pounds is part of the equipment of
every forest ranger in the Spokane coun<
try this year. The field set was invent-
ed by R. B. Adams of Missoula, Mont,

forest officer, and replaces a set thal
weighs ten pounds. The new instrument,

‘with a few feet of wire, can be carried

easily by the ranger, and makes it pos-
sible for him to get in touch instantly
with a supervisor or district ranger oves
many miles of forest . service wires
throughout the national forests. To talk
over the lines; the rapnger merely throws
his emergency wire -over the telephon
line and cbnnects the two ends with the
portable instrument, and the instrumenj
is then connected. with the ground wire, -
the end of which must. be thrust ig
damp earth or water. Instead of ring-
ing a bell in the receiving station, the
connection causes a screeching sound
from a small megaphone shaped appur-
atus known as the “Howler.” The port-
able telephones are valuable in all emerg-
encies, especially «in reporting fires.

8o long as Russia continues to advance
@nd to put large numbers of the enemy
out of action, the fact that Allied

gains on the western front are not great
or rapid is not to be regarded as dis-
couraging. Every blow, wherever struck,
that inflicts loss upon German or Aus-
trian armies reduces their effectiveness
because the men killed, wounded or cap-
ture cannot be as effectively replaced
as in the earlier stages of the war. Ger-
many. is making her strongest resistance
in the west. and when the Russian men-
ace becomes so great that she must with-
draw men from the western front the
British and-French will at once have a
greater advantage.

The Russians are now within striking
distance of Stanislau, and have placed the
army of Von Bothmer in a position
from which it is believed he must soon
withdraw, yielding more territory to the
wictorious Russians. - A change has been
made in the command of the Russian
awny in the north, Gen. Kuropatkin be-
ing superseded, and this may mean a
more vigorous ‘campaign against the Ger-
mans in that region. There is still fo
indication fthat the Russian advance will
be checked.

If there is no important advance by
the British and French they continue to
make some gains from day to day, and
are evidently superior iif strength to
their opponents. With the struggle go-
ing so well everywhere, there is no need
of sacrificing men. The guns are doing
the heavy work, and the men press on as
the way is cleared. In time the enetfy’s
resisting power must yield.

The Italian successes of the last few
days have been of great advantage to
the Allied cause. Not only will the
* Italian army be stimulated to perforin
more glorious deeds, but their example

will have an electrical effect upon the

armies of the other Allied powers, and a

. correspondingly depressing effect upon

the enemy. The outlook on all fronts

grows more and more satisfactory.
S —"

THE CENTRAL POWERS

Austria is the weaker member of the
fTeutonic alliance. But for the aid of
Germany she would have been crushed
months ago. The time has now arrived
when Germany has need of practically
all of her own men, and thgrefore the
situation of Austria grows more, and

. more precarious. With the Russians
driving on from thé east and the Italians
from the south, her resources are taxed
to the utmost, and the number of her
fighting men diminishing at an alarm-
ing rate. Germany will perforce render
her all the assistance possible, but there
seems to Be the best of reason to be-
lieve that Austria will be eliminated as
a fighting force ere many months have
passed.

Turkey is no longer regarded as a for-
midable foe. She has suffered continued
reverses, and evidently has no liking for
aggressive war, or the ability at the
present time to create a diversion that
would be of any benefit to her allies.
On the defensive she is still powerful,
but with her allies defeated the whole
Turkish resistance would collapse.

We come then to Germany. Here
again the initiative has been lost, and it
is a case of defensive warfare. No
doubt this can be continued for a long
time, the lines being shortened as the
armies of the Entente Allies  drive
against them; but there can be only one
end. It is merely a question of how
many men the Kaiser is willing to sacri-
fice and how much suffering the people
of Germany will endure before they
throw up the sponge. The deadly pres-
sure on all fronts will be continued by
Britain and her Allies. The ring of
steel is around the Teutonic Empires,
and they are bleedng to death.

The shaking ministry had a meet-
ing, primarily, it was said, to deal with
the tenders for repairing the Rothesay
road. It was predicted that the tenders
were all found to be too high, and
that a consultation was golng on as to
the propriety, or impropriety, of letting
the job by day’s work, in which case
there would be a rich harvest for the
real inner circle of the faithful.

Woods and Dr. Price were here, and
many of the local leaders were dancing
attendance upon the weary ministers. It
was not a mirthful company. There
are signs and portents in the political
sky. There are six vacant seats, but
no safe ones. And not a sign of a politi-
cal Moses anywhere on the government
horizon.

Premier Clarke said after the meeting
that the road tenders had been taken
up, but that no final tender had been
taken.

The provincial government yesterday
took into consideration an application
from the school board of St. John for
permission to issue bonds to the extent
of $75,000 for a new school in Douglas
avenue and for $90,000 for a new school
in Newman street, the former to be built
first. This question was discussed. There
was a feeling expressed in the local com-
mon ‘council that no unnecessary bond
issues should be taken on at the present
time and the government left the matter
in abeyance to take it up again at the
next meeting in Fredericton.

A delegation from the patriotic com-
mittee, of which Senator W. H. Thorne
was chairman, interviewed the govern-
ment with reference to a policy for rais-
ing funds to meet future requirements.
The committee had the plan in mind to
gather funds according to the present
subscription method until it failed to
furnish adequate means, in which event
they would call upon the government for
assistance. They desired to test the feel-
ing of that body in the matter.

It is stated that the ministers gave

them encouragement and promised the'
they would do everything in their power

to look after such obligations, although
at the present they would not state just .
how their assistance would be given or
how it would be procured.

“Silent, uncomplaining, indomitable,
France fought on, holding four-fifths of
the line, and even sparing troops again
and again to help us in our need upon
our own narrow front.

German Bidlb Coﬁntrymen To

Abandon FuherGods-
Censorship is Relaxed

Writer Questions Ideals Now

Goverming Germany and Sets up

 Liong'- Forgotten Standard  of
World Service

In the past few weeks there has arisen

trymen abandon the false gods they have
been following for more than a genera-
tion. His_preaching is not more signi-
ficant th;;ythe fact that the German
censorship has ‘ot excluded it froin a
leading newspaper and hag not forbidden
other newspapers ‘to comment upon it,
favorably or not- as they are inclined.
Whether the article in question will have
any practical effect upén the war is a
question - we eannot decide; but we may
be not astray in' seeing in it an indica-
tion of a general dissatisfaction with the
methods and ambitions of the war lords.
Certainly it is inconceivable that h-
teen months ago such an article as that
written by Professor Forster, of Munich,
would have received the hospitality of a
(German newspaper, or that the piints
he raisés would provoke serious discus-
sion. It is more likely that he would
have been interned.

A Voice From the Past.

The article, which we are told by the
London Aimes has excited more inter-
est in Germany than any that has ap-
peared in months, and is in some respecis
the most interesting that has appeared
in Germany since the beginning of the
war, is entitled “The Work of Bismarck
in the Light of Great German Critic-
ism.” Great German, it must be ex-
plained, was the name given to the party

tion of the German gquestion based om
the exclusion of Austria. The
Germans were defeated in the national-
convention whigh sat at Frankfort when
the Imperial

nation was . declared. Eighteen - years
later it was casried out by Bismarck in
a manner that they had not anticlpated.

“It is truly astomishing that the Ger-
man which hes such great tradi-
tions of its world functions, has for
forty years endured to be put on hunger
rations for its ideals, Much unrest and
dissatisfaction in Germany may have
had its real cause in the wretchedness
of the national horizon; * * * the
yawning dullness of mere national inter-
ests became unutterable, * * * It is
incredible what has been suggested in
this connection to school boys_ in many
centres of nationalism. As though the
continued noisy rattling of the sabre
about the dignity and glory of one’s own
nation had any formative value, and did
not rather dry up the soul in spite of all
the romanticism with which the bar-
renness of this self-worship was veiled I”

A Witness to the Truth,

The strength of Professor Forster's
position is that he strikes, not merely at
the external manifestations of the new
nationalism, but at its very heart. If
man differs from animals in that he acts
consciously, civilized men differ from
barbarians in that they act not merely
by instinct or pas
to an idea. It is this which the western
nations have seen, in that they have put
in the centre of their controversy with
Germany an abstract conception; they
call it militarism. The expression may
be inadequate, but there lies below it a
recognition of the rundamental fact

is not merely against machines and ships
and cannon and armies, but against a
false idea and perverted thought, and
they have always maintained that the
true tragedy of the war was that Ger-
many was not merely an infidel, but a
gcrvert; she was a country which had
eliberately mistaken a lie for a truth,
and after she had seen the light had
chosen darkness. Of this we have a wel-
come witness in Profesgsor Forster.

MYSTERY OF THE NIGER RIVER

One hundred years
Captain J, K. Tuckey
-crew died of fever
'tHe lower Congo, about 180 miles above
itiie mouth of the river. Half of the
party were dead & few weeks after their
little vessel, Congo, steamed into the
‘viver. Such a tru’f‘edy could not occur
in Alrica today. Tuckey did not know,
as we do, that the virulent type of ma-
leria, which ruined his enterprise, is
caused by the sting of a certain mos-
quito; and that'the disease cannot ec-
cur if this pest is kept from breeding
or the human body is protected against
it.

It is ome of the recent triumphs of
science that many problems. of i
hygiene are already solved. Nearly 8,000
whites are now living in the Congo basin,
and the death rate amomg them, for
some years, bas been only about twenty
er thousand a year. Tuckey wrote, be-
?oen the calamity came, that the cli-
matg was hot but seemed to him 3al-
ubrious.

We need only mention what Captain
Tuckey was trying to do to demon-
strate how dense, a century ago, was
our ignorance of African geography. No-
has found where the Niger River
reached the seca; and &s the mystery
grew the theory became popular that the
Congo, or Zaire River, was the lower
part of the Niger. Th
sive fact known about the Congo was
that the majestic flood it poured inte
the Atlantic freshened the sea several
miles from the shore; it certainly was a
great river. But Mungo Park had prov-
en that the Niger also was a great
river when he floated down its upper
and middle course; and as no one had
been able to find where the Niger reach-
ed the sea. it is not very strange that
ers a century ago, hitched it
the Congo.

Industry is active, the buying power of
the general public is larger than ever
before, and trade is in excess of any pre-
vious midsummer period. Exceptions to
this are found only in parts of the south-
east, where storm damage has not yet
been recovered from, and in parts of the
northwest, where disappointment at
spring-wheat crops results has caused
some small measure of cancellations.
Generally the outlook is fairly satisfact-
ory, though still lacking definite form as
to the crop and labor outlook. The for-
eign trade situation has improved, iron
and steel leading, and less is heard about
the ending of war-order demands. Pro-
spective European demand with the only
moderate crop yields indicated here have
already caused sharply higher prices for
cereals ‘and cotton. Consumption of
both at home, of course, is breaking all
records. Already there is talk of scarcity
of cars, ‘an acute shortage is predicted
when' ¢rop moving actually begins, and
much interstate movement of wheat
from favored sections to places where
shortages are manifest renders it likely
that eastern centres may find cars scarce.
The labor situation is not satisfactory.
A projected New York strike on passeng-
er cars carries a threat of trade interrup-
tion. In addition, the steam railroad men
are said to favor a strike, but the near
approach of a national election will, no
| doubt, see special efforts made to avoid
an actual break. Lumber buying has
improved after a rather quiet period, and
the ocean freight situation is not so
strained as a year ago. Stock market
activity is still purely professional, and
fluctuations follow closely. announce-
ments of alternately bullish and bearish
import. Sharp declines have occurred in
motor stocks, following evidence of in-

ure vehicles, Money tends to grow
firmer as the season of actual crop move-
ment advances.

Ten Strenuous Hours of Hand-
Shaking and Speaking in De-
troit

Detroit, = Mich., Aug. 1I—Chas. E.
Hughes, Republican candidate for Presi-
dent, arrived in Detroit at 8.85 o’clock
this morning. In the next ten hours he

met thousapds ot voters, shook the
hands of children, patted babies on the
head, and said kind words to adoring
mothers, and made half a dozen speeches.
As a climax he speeded by auto through
crowded streets to the baseball park and,
mounting’ the concrete roof of the play-
ers’ bench, shook hands with the mem-
bers of the Detroit and Philadelphia
nines. ; !

The big crowd in the grand stand and

bleachers found it difficult'tp beliéve that
the man on top of the covered bench
who was bending over to reach . the
hands of the ball players was the former
dignified justice of the Supreme Court
of the United States. The moving pic-
ture men did not lose. a moment; and,
when Mr. Hughes langhingly‘consented
to have his picture taken shaking hands
with Ty Cobb, the famous centre fielder,
they ground the crank with renewed
enthusiasm, while a great outburst of
applause came from the crowd.

For the promotion of safety and
welfare, it is hoped that all em-
ployees will avoid the use of in-
toxicating liguors. -

Under the rules of the Joliet
works, any employee who uses in-
toxicating liguor while on duty will
be discharged.

In making promotions in' any de-
partment of the plant, superinten-
dents of departments and foremen
will select for promotion only those
who do not use intoxicating liquors.
If Franklin should stroll into Gary

Firgs Caused
By Sportsmen

In addition to the more common
causes of fire, carelessness on the part
of fishermen has been responsible for
serious losses, several destructive fires in
Canada having originated in this man-
ner during the current year. In April, a
large malting plant in Manitoba was
destroyed with a loss of $800,000, due to
embers blown from fishermen’s fires.
Serioys forest fires were raging in New
Brunswick during the latter part of May,
and it is definitely k=own that at least
two of the fires originated as a result of
neglect on the part of fishermen.

Cate with. fire should be one of the
first ‘considerations of any hunting or
fishing party.” Protection from wind is
a simple matter when it is necessary to
have a fire, and, when it has served its
purpose, it should be thoroughly extin-
guished. In the woods the Sround should
be seraped clear of all leaves and other
combustible matier for a space large
eno to prevent the fire spreading.
When leaving a fire, it should be thor-
oughly drenched with water to assure s
being extinguished. Trampling a fire
out i§ never positive, as a high wind fans
into life again embers which may have
been simply trampled into. the ground.

When the resnlts of carelessness are
brought to their attention, it is surely
incumbent upon our sportsmen to give
proper attention and care to their camp
fires, and relieve Canada of this unneces-
sary fire loss,
