Heavy* Bombardment

Paris, Aug. 11.—The French have 
opened a heavy bombardment of German 
positions north of the Somme, according 
to an official statement by the war of­
fice today.

The statement follows:
North, of the Somme our artillery di­

rected a destructive fire against the de­
fences of the enemy. In the course of 
our operations we took prisoners and 
captured two machine guns in the small 
wood northeast of Hardecourt.

On foe left bank of the Meuse (Ver­
dun front; we made a surprise attack 
on a German trench east of Hill 804 and 
brought back prisoners. On the right 
bank of the river there was the usual 
artillery engagement as well as Skir­
mishing with grenades.

London, Aug. 11—(Toronto Globe Cable)—A despatch, from Rome to the 
Daily Telegraph says: The Italian offensive continues. Two forts alone of 
the eastern" defence of Goriria remain in possession of the Austrians, namely,. 
Monte Santo and San Gabriele, but they are Isolated beyond possibility of re­
covery, reinforcements and provisions being cut off.

The fact that the Italians had tunnelled through mountains, so that they 
debouched with their artillery beyond the Austrian lines, the Austrians thus be­
ing caught between two fires, was the determining factor ht their suceras.

Fighting Smwt yet.REV. A. P. HODGES iRome, Aug. 10—(Via Paris, Aug.-11) 
The latest reports show that the lower 
Isonto action is drawing to a do* in 
its first stage, with the number of Aus­
trian prisoner* Stfll grouting. The num­
ber of men kilted or wounded in the 
battle Is large. Neither ride has yet been 
able to make an aocurrate estimate of the 
casualties, though the total for both 
sides will probably reach SOJXXk

From evidence arriving here, the be­
lief prevails that the victory of the Ital­
ians was not due to the demoralisation 
of the Austrians, as the fighting 
the severest yet seen on this front 
Austrians contested every foot of the 
ground about Gorixia, even after the loss 
of the strategic points of Monte Sabo­
tino and Monte San Michele.

While the success of the Italians un­
doubtedly was due largely to the new 
heavy artillery, which matched at last, 
after a year of writing for their manu­
facture, the heavy 808-millimetre Aus­
trian guns, yet the hand-to-hand fight­
ing was appalling in fierceness—bayonets, 
knives, bombs, cavalry swords, pistols 
and arms of every description being 
used.

Personal deeds of heroism were plenti­
ful especially in connection with the 
use by the Italians of a new method for 
destroying barbçd wire entanglements! 
involving tlje almost certain death of the 
soldiers who plant tte bomb ftir this 
purpose.

The victory of the Italians . Is consid­
ered all the more creditable, since the 
Austrians on the Lower Isonio front had . 
long prepared for an attack on a large 
scale, having successfully resisted many 
previous ones on small sectors.

Italian 
cavalry and cycBgts are clearing the val­
ley of the retreating: Austrians and, ac­
cording to the correspondent, thé battles 
continues in favor of the Italians on both 
wings.
Importance Evident

Rome, Aug. 10—(Via Paris, Apg. 11) 
—The importance of the Italian successes 
around Gorixia is becoming more evi­
dent hourly. " The battle is continuing 
behind the city over a front about twelve 
miles long. The Austrians have re­
treated along the railroad in the direc­
tion of Domborg,, eight miles southeast 
of Gorixia <”«d over the national high­
way to Schon Pass, six miles to the east, 
and are now attempting to reform their 
front on a line extending from Vlpaceo 
to Tamova.

Meanwhile the Austrians are attempt­
ing to take the offensive at Monte Nero 
uBd various other parts of the Italian 
front, but thus far have been unable to 
divert the Italians from their operations 
behind Gorixia.

Our 
artillery maintained its activity and car­
ried out frequent systematic shoots upon 
selected sections of the Germans’ front 
Une. Enemy trench mortar and' machine 
gun emplacements were bombarded and 
hostile batteries engaged with marked 

, success. On more than one occasion the 
German guns were silenced by our fire.

Numerous enemy working parties were 
dispersed bj our field and machine guns.

Indirect fire by our machine guns was 
also constantly employed upon points 
in rear of the German position.

One machine gun company in one 
night fired over seven thousand rounds . 
in this manner. The enemy exposed 
themselves more than usually, and our 
snipers accounted for a considerable 
number.

Hostile retaliation for our bombard­
ment and other activities was weak. An 
aerial combat took place over our lines. 
The British plane drove the German 
to the ground behind the German 
trenches, following it down to within 
four hundred feet of the earth.

I 1 1On the British Southern Front, July 
VP— (Correspondence of the A. P.)—One 
of the most striking feature of the great 
British drive north of the Somme was 
the extraordinarily thorough preparation 
before the offensive was begun.

"Long before the attack was launched 
this British staff was busy building up. 
a vast organisation which should be 
complete to the most minute detail. Mili­
tary experts declare that the degree of 
_ reparedness achieved- was unprecedent­
ed. Seemingly nothing that could be 

1 done was left undone, and when a re­
presentative of the Associated Press vis­
ited this section of the British front to 
see the captured territory and watch the 
assault proceed, the various activities 
wqre being conducted with such co-or­
dination that they appeared to be done 
by clock-work.

The collection of huge stores of am­
munition, the assembling of artillery and 
the concentration of troops were but one 
phase of the preparation, 
various supplies were prepared where 
they would be most easily accessible 
when the advance began. Emergency 
hositals were constructed and enclosures 
were built for the reception of prisoners. 
Great numbers of extra motor lorries 
were provided for transport work over 
roads which were continually being im­
proved by myriads of workmen, and Red 
Cross motor ambulances were made 

'ready for the speedy handling of large 
numbers of wounded, both British and 
German.

But it was not only for work in the 
British-occupied territory that plans 
were laid. Provision must be made for 
the troops when once they had forced

___ their way into German ground. ’ The
Royal Engineers worked out an elabor­
ate scheme whereby water for the use of 
the men should follow 
German trenches all along the line. It 
is not permitted to say how this was ac­
complished, but it is stated that it has 
Been done successfully.

Gun emplacements back of the German 
front lines were worked out in advance, 
and routes of least resistance for reach­
ing these points were decided upon. 
Plans for the consolidation of captured 
territory were elaborately considered and 
provision was made for the immediate 
clearing away of the great quantity of 
debris of every description that always 
strews a battle field. In fact every 
scheme possible was applied in order that 

' there should be no loss of time or energy 
when once the offensive had begun-

Now that the attack is under way 
there is int ;nse but methodical activity 
for miles behind this part of the front. 
Motor lorries flow in steady streams back 
and forth along the roads, bringing sup­
plies to the front. The wounded are be­
ing moved swiftly but with great care to 
the base hospitals many miles away af­
ter treatment in the emergency stations. 
And all along the line scores of thousands 
of soldiers are busy handling supplies, 
making provision for calls from the ex- 

' treme front and clearing and consolidat­
ing the ground taken.

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 11—A portable 
telephone that weighs only two and r 
half pounds is part of the equipment <4 
every forest ranger in the Spokane coun­
try this year. The field set was invent­
ed by R. B. Adams of Missoula, Mont., 
forest officer, and replaces a set thal 
weighs ten pounds. The new instrument, 
with a few feet of wire, can be carried 
easily by the ranger, and makes it pos­
sible for him to get in touch instantly 
with a supervisor or district ranger ovei 
many miles of forest service wires 
throughout the national forests. To talk 
over the lines the ranger merely throws 
his emergency wire over the telephon 
line and ehnnects the two ends with the 
portable instrument, and the instrument 
is then connected with the ground wire, • 
the end of which must be thrust in 
damp earth or water. Instead of ring­
ing a bell in the receiving station, till 
connection causes a screeching sound 
from a small megaphone shaped appar­
atus known as the “Howler.” The port­
able telephones are valuable in all emerg­
encies, especially in reporting fires.

THE 8LACIER NATIONAL PARK In addition to the more common 
causes of fire, carelessness on the part 
of fishermen has been responsible for 
Serious losses, several destructive fires in 
Canada having originated In this man­
ner during the current year. In April, a 
large malting plant 
destroyed with a loss of $800,000, due to 
embers blown from fishermen’s fires. 
Serious forest fires were raglhg in New 
Brunswick during the latter part of May, 
and it is definitdy known that at least 
two of the fires originated as a result of 
neglect on the part of fishermen.

Cato with fire should be one of the 
first considerations of any hunting or 
fishing party. Protection from wind is 
a simple matter when it is necessary to 
have a fire, and, when it has served its 
purpose, it should be thoroughly extin­
guished. In the woods th- ground should 
be seraped clear of all leaves and other 
combustible matter for a space large 
enough to prevent the fire spreading. 
When leaving a fire, it should be thor­
oughly drenched with water to assure tts 
being extinguished. Trampling a fire 
out IS never positive, as a high wind fans 
into Mfe again embers which irw have 
been simply trampled Into the ground.

When the results of carelessness arc 
brought to their attention, it is surely 
incumbent upon our sportsmen to give 
proper attention and care to their camp 
fires, and relieve Canada of this unneces­
sary fire lose.

Children’s Wash Suits :
The attention of tike Board of Trade 

has been drawn by a local company to 
the fact that the proposed new freight 
classification, to be known as No. 17, 
provides for a general revision of the 
rules, minimum cari^ad weights, ratings 
and shipping conditions. Owners are re­
quired to load and: unload all freight 
carried at carload ratings. The “trade 
lists” and “distinctree headings” are 
abolished and shipments of mixed car­
loads at carload'tAms are only allowed 
on articles taking me’ same class rate 
and at the 
weight. In 
ous advances in the class ratings, besides 
other radical changes in which St. John 
dealers are interested.

The Board of Railway Commissioners 
recently advised the board of trade that 
the period lor filing objections to the 
proposed changes had been extended 
from thirty days to three months.

The board of railway commissioners, 
in this connection, has issued an order 
that the railway companies subject to 
the jurisdiction of the board, must fur­
nish a statement showing all the changes 
made in the rules cf the proposed Can­
adian Freight Classification No. 17, the 
grounds on which they are sought to be 
justified, and the results such changes 
would make on traffic in eastern and 
western Canad; respectively. ,

The chief commissioner, in signing this 
order, said that “not only do the chan­
ges in the classification ratings appear 
to be radical, but substantial changes 
are also made in the rules.

“Owing to the fact that the new clas­
sification contemplates a uniform classi­
fication for the whole country, and that 
different classifications have in the past 
obtained, the effect 
in the classification and rules, differ in 
the different districts, xrlth the result 
that what would be a restriction of the 
mixing privileges in one, means a more 
extended right tti mix carload lots in 
another. > '

“It is extremely difficult as the mat­
ter now stands for the- board, and it 
would seem to be impossible for the 
shippers properly to consider the effect 
of the new rules and the new classifi­
cation without definite information as to 
all the changes sought, the injustice or 
difficulty suffered under the former reg­
ulations, and, speaking generally, the 
effect of the changes. This information 
the railways either have or should have.”
