EXTENDING THE POST OFFICE* ,

T HE figures show that In 
the ten years previous to 
the Postmaster- General’s 

report for last year, new pôet- 
offloes had been established at 
the rate of one for every work­
ing day. With the tremendous 
Inrush of people Into the Can­
adian West this rate of exten­
sion must be greatly acceler­
ated. Last year, the post-offi­
ces in the Provinces west of the 
Great Lakes numbered 2,716, as 
against 645 In the same terri­
tory twenty years ago. In 
Saskatchewan alone there were, 
last year, 861 post-offices, or 
almost one-third more than in 
the whole of the West In 1889.
The increase has not been In 
the West alone, however, but has been general throughout the Dominion. Ontario last 
year had 3,694 post-offices, as against 8,228 ten years ago, and 2,971 twenty years ago. 
That the Increase In post-offices means better facilities for existing population as well as 
new facilities for new places Is proven by the fact that Prince Edward Island, which has 
increased but little in population, had. last year, 465 post-offices as against 409 In 1899, 
and 816 in 1889. For New Brunswÿk the figures are 1,397 for 1909 as against 1,180 ten

He says there are scarcely 
a dozen out of the 2,500 who did not

Other counties are as enthusiastic as Sur­
rey and just as soon as Parliament will 
make the necessary appropriation to pay 
for the work of organization the “reserve 
force” will be a reality.

AUTONOMY AND CANADA
Conservative papers continue to sneer 

at the attitude of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in 
regard to Canadian autonomy and the con­
trol of the navy. The Toronto Mail and 
Empire draws an imaginary .picture of the 
mother country involved in sudden war 
and her fleet actively engaged, while Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier is trying to find out 
whether the war ought to be carried on 
and what Canada should do about it. This 
is mere folly. Sir Wilfrid Laurier has dis­
tinctly said that when the empire is at 
war Canada is at war. His views of auto­
nomy are sound, Mr. Borden has critic­
ised them for political reasons, but has 
failed to convince the people. The Week­
ly Sun, of Toronto, states the case admir­
ably in reply to the opposition leader. It 
says:

“Mr. Borden, as we understand him, 
will at the next ejection ask for a popular 
declaration that in all matters of war 
Canada shall abandon all pretensions to 
autonomy, and he would have us, of 
course, adopt the principle of taxation 
without representation. If Mr. Borden 
asked for this declaration on condition 
that an Imperial Parliament be establish­
ed in which Canadian representatives 
would sit, he would put Imperial Federa­
tion squarely in issue, and his plan, how­
ever chimerical, would not assault, as it 
does, the unchangeable devotion of Eng­
lishmen to self-government. That Eng­
lishmen transplanted to Canada have not 
weakened in their devotion is proved by 
our history. For greater self-government 
Canadians have been pressing, sometimes 
angrily and always sternly from the be­
ginning of their political life. Does Mr. 
Borden think that he can flout our politic­
al past and throw down such political 
idols as William Lyon Mackenzie, Bald­
win, Howe, Sir John A. Macdonald and 
Blake, or that in the long run he can es­
cape the fate of George the Third and 
Lord North?”

THE FOREIGN DICTATOR
At Spring PricesTo what extent should labor leaders in 

the United States be permitted to inter­
fere in the matter of industrial disputes 
in Canada? The question was raised dur­
ing the Nova Scotia coal strike, which 
proved a disastrous failure; and it is rais­
ed again in connection with the strike in 
the building trades in Montreal. What is 
called the International Union of Brick­
layers, Stonemasons and Plasterers, has 
promised, through a fourth vice-president, 
Mr. Thomas Izzard, to “see the fight 
through to a finish,” and. to contribute 

Ifihe1 strike funds.. The Montreal Witness 
states the case thus:

“The dues of the Canadian unions go 
to the United States, and if a strike is 
in progress, there, 'they pay their share for 
its support They cannot strike without 
permission from ‘headquarters/ and they 
must submit to the rules and regulations 
as laid down by ‘headquarters/ or they 
are thrown out. We are further assured 
that if the conditions under which they 
work do not suit ‘headquarters/ or to facili­
tate -the winning of a strike elsewhere, it 
matters not how well they may be satis­
fied, they must, when ordered, strike.”

The Witness adds, that “the practical 
fact seems to be that the control of Cana­
dian labor has passed into the hands of 
United States labor officials, which is cur­
ious, and also menacing to our prosperity 
and national independence.”
It has been suggested as one solution of 

the difficulty that United States agitators 
who enter Canada to foment trouble be 
teported. But that would not overcome the 
iparent desire of Canadian labor unions 

be affiliated and work in conjunction

In the case of a pas­
senger steamer which is picked up dis­
abled and brought into port, the passage- 
money which the ship would earn is add­
ed to the value of the vessel, and is thus 
a factor in determining the value of the 
salved property.

49 SMYTHE ST.___ 226 UNION ST„,of funds might make operative is that 
which applies to the appropriation of 
“waifs and strays.” Waifs in strictly legal 
definition, means, “such stolen goods as 
are thrown away by the thief in his flight 
for fear of being apprehended.”

These “are due to the king as a punish­
ment upon the holder for not himself pur­
suing the felon and taking the goods away 
from him. Wherefore if a person, being 
robbed, is diligent and immediately folio 
and brings the thief (which is called fresh 
suit), or do prosecute him to conviction, 
lie shall have his goods again. Also if the 
person robbed can retake the goods before 
they are seized for the crown, if at a dis­
tance of twenty years, the crown shall not 
have them.

The sale of estrays is said to have been 
a profitable perquisite at one time. “Ei- 
trays mean all kinds of animals, except 
dogs, cats, bears and wolves, which may­
be found wandering on the king’s highway. 
Such estrays must be proclaimed 
church and'in two market towns close ad­
joining the place where they were found, 
and then if they have no diamants they 
become the property of the king or his 
grantee atrthe end of a year and a day.”

Originally the queen consorts of England 
derived their revenue from certain rents 
exclusively appropriated to them out of 
demesne lands of the crown, and the con­
tributors were required to pay for specific 
royal needs. Thus it was the duty of one 
taxpayer to pay for the queen’s wool, an­
other purchased oil for her lamp, a third 
bought attire for her head and feet, and so 
on through the list of queenly requisites.

Queen gold was another form of tribute 
to his majesty's consort, and “was derived 
from a percentage of all moneys paid to 
the king in respect of any privilege, grant, 
license, pardon, or other royal favor.’’

The king's message to parliament asking 
that renewed provision be made for the 
civil list announces that “his majesty places 
unreservedly at the disposal of the house 
those hereditary revenues of the crown 
which were so placed by his predecessors. 
The fixing of the civil list is almost wholly 
a commercial transaction. In consideration 
of the sum voted by parliament the king 
foregoes a thousand and one perquisites.

The ancient privileges of the crown will 
be surrendered during the king’s reign or 
rather will be allowed to remain in abey­

ance so long as the civil list is sanctioned; 
but while they are merged in the national 
income in accordance with a mutual ar­
rangement by which the sovereign receives 
a definite amount from the state annually, 
it is beyond dispute that the statute by 
which the compact is arranged confines the 
surrender of rights to the lifetime of the 
monarch. Hence if the king preferred the 
casual and uncertain process of replenish­
ing the crown coffers by means of his royal 
perquisites instead of troubling parliament, 
he could constitutionally command the ex­
ercise of numerous ancient customs for the 
purpose of supplying his financial needs.

There is, for instance, the ancient right 
of the king to all gold and silver mines not 
only on his own land, but also upon any 
lands belonging to his subjects within liis 

tdominions. As the British empire last year 
produced about $400,000,000 in gold and sil­
ver, the exercise of this one ancient right 
alone certainly suffice. r"

Judge Thorpe, Starter Milton and all the 
officials are expected in the city tomor­
row. They are all thoroughly competent 
men who have been identified with the 
higher class racing organisations for years 
past. James Milton, the starter, ranks 
with the foremost in his line of work. He 
just came from Louisville, where his work 
was pronounced the finest seen there. He 
made such a reputation for himself last 
year in Canada that he has been in de­
mand all over the country.

Some of the better known thorough­
breds that will rate here include Ned 
Carmack, named after the governor who 
was shot last year. Ned Carmack won 
two races at Sherbrooke and is at his 
best now. Chief Hayes is a good horse. 
He was ehippel last week from Latonia, 
where he ran against the cracks. Pio 
Pico is another shifty sprinter who won 
three races at the Delorimier Park meet­
ing and beat the best horses at the 
Tampa, Fla., winter meet.

Whatley, Martin, 
Simmons, Johnson, Robinson—all boys 
who have been successful on the larger 
courses—and many interesting duels will 
be fought in the home-stretch during the 
seven days racing here.

If conditions warrant it, seven races 
daily ' will be run, as the management 
are anxious to help out the visiting horse­
men as much as possible.

BIOGRAPH “IN THE BORDER. STATES”DRAMA
STORY A case of a most unusual nature, says 

the London Syren and Shipping, 
heard before the Judicial Comimttee of 
the privy council the other day, on appeal 
from the Supreme Court of Canada. In 
February, 1907, the steamer Mystic fell 
in with the disabled steamer Hanna about 
twenty miles to the southwest of Seal 
Island, off Cape Sable, N. S. The Nanna 
had fractured her propeller shaft, and ac­
cordingly it was arranged that the Mys­
tic should tow her to Halifax, a distance 
of 150 miles. All went well until the two 
vessels arrived near the outer entrance to 
Halifax harbor, and then, as the wind was 
freshening to a gale with tiuck snow, and 
no pilot was to be seen, the master of the 
Mystic decided that it would bo better not 
to attempt to enter.

He therefore altered the course to E. 
S. E., and immediately afterwards the 
Bell Rock Buoy was ' sighted, Arout half 
a mile away. At this juncture the tow­
ing hawser parted, and the Nauru- began 
to drift towards the reefs. Another eppe 
was passed, and towage resumed, Lut in 
the meantime the master of the MjtMM 
seems to have lost his bearings, with the 
result that he now found himself in im­
minent danger of going ashore. He slip­
ped the hawser and let go his anchor, the 
Nanna also anchoring, but in the end the 
Mystic struck the ground heavily several 
times and sustained considerable damage.

In due course the affair found its way 
into the Nova Scotia Admiralty Court, 
where the Mystic was awarded $25,000, 
half of this amount being for salvage ser­
vices, and half for damages sustained by 
the salving vessel, the court holding that 
the damages wer«f caused by the neces­
sities of the services, and that they were 
not attributable to the fault of the salv­
ors.

The time has not yet come when we can 

afford to send *our guns to the junk heap 
and convert our parade grounds into golf 
links. There may yet arise occasions when 
it will be necessary for some one to pro­
tect us from dangers from abroad or to 
maintain order at home.

We are strongly inclined to say that the 
young man who grows up without knowl- 
ing how he can defend liis mother and sis­
ters against a possible band of marauders, 
who if danger threatened the home of* his 
sweetheart would have to call upon some 
'One else to protect it, who takes to him­
self a wife and raises a family and never 
goes to the trouble to fit himself to de­
fend his home and fireside, is doing him­
self a very great injustice.

Don’t let any one flatted himself with 
the belief that it will never be necessary 
for him to do anything of the kind. Storms 
often come out of the sky that appears 
cloudless.

In some parts of Canada there is much 
opposition among employers of labor to 
the militia, and it is said that to join a 
militia corps is in such places regarded as 
equivalent to giving up a situation. There 

very regrettable state of things. Em­
ployers ought to encourage those under 
them to qualify themselves for the defence 
of the country. There is opposition on the 
part of the labor unions in some, cases to 
the militia, because an impression is abroad 
that the primary object of-the force is to 
overt we workingmen. ............

This is a very incorrect view of the case. 
The militia in Canada may have been and 
probably may hereafter be, called upon to 
preserve the peace ; but it is better far to 
have the peace maintained by trained citi- 

acting under the control of the govern­
ment than by such armies as the so-called 
Pinkerton men. Private defence of private 
interests is an abomination which ought 
not to be tolerated.

We may be sure, however, that if the 
government does not provide a 
whereby domestic peace can be maintained, 
the large employers of labor will not hesi­
tate to employ a force for that purpose, 
and such a means of protection is foreign 
to the genius of our institutions. Moreover 
the workingmen of the country are as deep­
ly interested as any one else in the defence 
of the country, and they ought to he -ready 
to qualify themselves for it. In the case 
of war the workingmen would be prompt 
enough to offer their service in defence of 
their country, but those services would be 
of vastly greater value if the men had re­
ceived training.

We are glad to see the formation of ca­
det corps and corps of boy scouts. The 
young fellows are getting training in this 
way that is likely to prove of inestimable 
value. When they come to manhood they 
will be fit to take their place in time of 
national stress. Somem others are shocked 
with the idea that their boys should be 
prepared to fight in defence of their coun­
try: they forget that some one’s boya must 
do it.

hamon bear ever killed in Idaho, and 
two cougars, the result of three days' 
work with a pack of hounds.

The big bear was killed on Pine Creek, 
south of Kingston, after a lively battle 
in which several of the dogs 
ly pawed. Hounds were game, however, 
and stood their ground till Hopper reach­
ed the scene and dispatched the big fel* 
low with a head shot. The other three 
bears and the cougars were bagged with­
out much difficulty, thotigh Hopper says 
that one of the black bears showed a lot 
of tight.

The veteran has lulled several thousand 
cougars in the Pacific and Northwestern 
states since 1890, his largest bag in one 
year being 739 killed in eastern Washing­
ton and Oregon, and northern Idaho and 
southeastern British Columbia. Hopper 
confines his work to predatory animals, 
upon which the various states have plac­
ed a head bounty.

Annual Meeting of New Bruns­
wick Grand Lodge—Names 
of Delegates in Attendance

The New Brunswick Grand Lodge I. 0. 
G. T., opened annual session in the Good 
Templars Hall, Haymarket Square, this 
morning.
