HE WILL BE BUSY

Strenvous Work Ahead, but
Premier Expects That There
Will Be Stimulus to Counter-
balance Strain and Trip will
be Benefit in Many Ways

Ottawa,  July 7—Sid- Wilfrid Laurier,
with E. M. Macdonald, M. P., and Senator
Wm. Gibson, left Ottawa today for Port
Arthur, where the first meeting of the
western tour will be held on Saturday next.
Hon, George P. Graham with F. F. Pardee,
M. P., will join Sir Wilfrid at North Bay
tomorrow.

The special press car with some eight or
nine press representatives on board repre-
senting Ontario, Quebec,. the maritime
provinces and New York papers, will leave
this afternoon for Port Arthur. From there
a special train will take the party to Win-
nipeg .and through the remainder of the
two months itinerary.

SIR WIiLrRID LavrRies.

Sir Wilfrid is looking forward with great
interest to the tour through the West, It
will be his first opportunity of seeing the
greater part of the western half of the
dominion since his last political western
tour in 1892. The programme mapped out
for the next sixty days means strenuous
work for the premier with little oppor-

. tunity for privacy or rest but he declares
that the stimulus of the western air, and
the optimism and wonderful developments
will counter-balance the constant strain on
his energies and strength.

For the past fourteen years he has had
practically no real holiday, or surcease from
the cares of state. Since the last session
of parliament closed he has been almost
constantly at work and has taken no holi-
days. For the past month or so he'has
ben also acting minister of four or five
other departments of state.

But notwithstanding the constant stress
of his accumulated duties. Sir Wilfrid
shows no signs of failing energy or health,

. On the western trip care will be taken
to relieve him as much as possible of too
insistant demands on his time and the
premier himself believes that he will re-
turn in September next in better health
for the work of the next session, and with
a better outlook on the needs of the west
from the standpoint of leader of the gov-
ernment than he ever had before.

According to the present plans Sir Wil-
frid and party will go to Winnipeg from
Fort William via the Grand Trunk Pacific
and the National Transcontinental Rail-
way, thus giving Sir Wilfrid his first op-
portunity of seeing the new country open-
ed up by the road which marks one of the
chief achievments of his administration.

Reno Gladiators Soon Sunk in

Obscurity

FEW LIVE LONG

Jack -Dempsey’s Generosity His
Undoing—Gans Went Through
a Fortune of $100,000—Geo.
Dixon Perished in His Prime—
Terry McGovern in Asylum

(Mail and Empire).

Readers who regret the space that news-
papers give to important prize-fights may
comfort themselves with the reflection
that “the utter obscurity into which the
Reno gladiators will have sunk in a few
years will be hardly less remarkable than
the publicity which has been afforded
them in the past few weeks, The snows
of yesteryear do not more suddenly van-
ish than the champions of the other days.
Not only do they disappear from the news-
paper headlines, but from affluepce and
comfort, and it is safe to say that the
average bricklayer dies a wealthier man
then the average pugilist.

Prey To Disease

Curiosiy enough, the men who are mod-
els of physical strength and hardihood
when in their prime seem especially sus-
ceptible to illness. Few of them attain
a hale old age, Jem Mace, the veteran
English champion, ‘who is a pensioner of
the British ' Government, being an ex-
¢eption. Jem is nearly eighty years old,
and it is said that he has fought more
battles than any other man living.

Jack Dempsey and Petér Jackson, two
of the greatest fighters of their genera-
tion, died of consumption, the terrible
beating that the former received from Fitz
simmons, leaving him an easy prey for
tuberculosis.  Though Dempsey was &
man of exemplary habits, he might have
perished on ‘the street had his wife not
been possessed of a little property of her
own. Dempsey’s undoing was his gener-
osity. Anyone could get a dollar from
him as long as he had one;, so the day
came when he didn’t have one.

Generous Jack Dempsey -

Dempsey’s  generosity = was illustrated
after his battle with Dave Campbell in
Oregon. Surrounded by his friends, who
were enthusiastically celebrating his Vie-
tory, Dempsey suddenly took off his der-
by bat, dropped a couple of gold coins
into it, and began passing it round, say-
ing, “Come on, boys. Campbell is a game
man and now he is broke. Let's give
him a good send-off.” No ome dared re-
fuse Dempsey, and he was able to raise
more. money for Campbell than he won
himself. A champion who was a contem-
porary: of Dempsey's, Peter Maher, is now
picking up a precarious living as-a bar-
tender, according to. the Philadelphia Led-
ger. Of Maher it is said that he c_uuld
“lick any man he thought he ‘could lick.”

Tuberculosis and Insanity

Another member of the “down and out
club” who was a pugilist idol a couple of
years ago is Joe Gans, Champion of the
world at his weight, Gans must have earn-
ed $100,000 in the course of half a dozen
years. Like many of his race, however,
he was a gambler, and when a few months
ago it was decided that only a trip to the
west would prolong his life, he was de-
pendent on the generosity of friends for
the necessary funds. Joe Goddard, “the
Barrier giant,” died ineane and a pauper.
¥or months before his death he lived en-
tirely on credit. Gambling was the cause
of (oddard’s downfall. (Goddard, it may
be remembered got mixed up in an elec-
tion dispute in New Jersey, and was shot.
His skull was so thick that it split the
bullet, and the doctor could only find one
piece of it. The rest of the lead remain-
ed buried in his head, and produced in-
sanity.

Forgotten Idols :

George Dixon was another negro cham-
pion who perished in his prime. Arthur
| Chambers was one of a famous trio of pug-
lilists, the others being Billy Edwards and
John H. Clark. They were the Jeffries,
and Fitzsimmons of their time,
and forty years ago they were the best
men in America., News of Chambers’
death has not been received, but he still

wards had better luck, for he became the
manager of the bar of the Hoffman House
in New York and died in prosperity.

MURDER 1S THEORY
~OF BRONX COROKER

Mrs. Williams Found Dead and
Three Men Have Been Arrested

New York, July 7—Mysterious circum-
stances of what the authorities' believe to
be the murder of a young woman in Bronx
Borough are being investigated. When
the body of Mrs. Sophie Wililams, a com-
ely woman 33 years old, was found in the
court-yard in the rear of her home, the
police decided that she had been the vic-
tim of an accidental fall from the window.
Coroner Schwancke, however, became con-
vinced that there had been a struggle and
that all indications pointed to a murder.

George Wililams, the dead woman’s son,
confirmed the coroner in his opinion and
he ordered the arrest of  Wililam and
George Blackmore, brothers, and Joseph
Carroll, all occupants of the house. They
denied any knowledge of the way ‘in
which Mrs. Williams had met her death,
except that George Blackmore said he
knew it was the woman’s habit on hot
nights to sleep either on the fire escape
or else in a chair by the window.

Young Williams told the coroner that
some men had been in the family rooms
last night and that his mother had order-
ed them out. A quarrel followed, he said,
then everything btcame quiet and he went
back to sleep. The boy explained that his
father and mother were not living to-
gether.

Congratulations and Warnings
in Sir Edmund Walker’s Birth-
day Message to Dominion

(Ottawa Free Press.)

On Dominion Day theré was given to the
people of this young and growing nation
a message worthy of the powerful and dis-
cerning mind whose product it was. Sir
Edmund Walker, the eminent banking au-
thority and art connoiseur, exhorted the
people of Canada ‘to take heed lest they
go money-mad, to cleave to those things
which play no small part in the moulding
and fashioning of an euduring national
greatness—the intellectual, the artistic,
and, above all, the formation of true na-
tional character. :

This birthday message to Canada is at
once a congratulation and a warning. Can-

"ada is congratulated upon her progress of

the past and upon her resources which
augurs well for the future; Canada is:
warned that the prapacious lust for gold is
her peril, that money-madness sounds the
knell of a great nation.

After dwelling upon what the future
would seem to hold out for this country,
Sir Edmund continues:—

“But while these brilliant prospects are

well founded, is it all right with us as a

nation? I am sure that is not right. We
have seen a democracy which began with al-
most the noblest principles ever declared in
a national manifesto, and which certainly
was far from believing that money was a
measure of national greatness, become by
too much devotion to money-making a
vast nation of discontented people ruled
by a few plutocrats.

“Is this to be our future? Is mnot our
measure of success today largely one of
money? What is the use of ‘denying that
we are at present too much in love with
material prosperity? But we are not so
grossly in love with it as our friends to the
sotith. We can still recall the time ‘when

built on material prosperity aione can en-
dure.”

Of course, the cynic will arise and say
that it is all very well for Sir Edmund
Walker to dispense such counsel after he
has amassed a fortune generally estimated
at three million dollars.

ST. JOHN 18
DESTINED T0 BE
MIGHTY PORT

David McNicoll of C. P.R. Here
to Consider West Side Trans-
fer Says we Have a Great
Future

(Daily Telegraph.)

In order to represent the C. P. R. today
at a meeting with the city representatives
in regard to the exchange of lote on the
west /side between the railway and the
city, D. McNicol, vice-president of the C.
P. R., arrived in the city early last even-
ing. Mr. McNicol reached here by a
special train run from St. Stephen over the
N. B. Southern. He had reached McAdam
by the Montreal train yesterday. William
Downie, divisional superintendent, met
him at McAdam and accompanied him to
the city. )

Speaking of his mission, to The Tele-
graph last evening, Mr. McNicol said that
his presence here was for the purpose of
meeting the city representatives in regard
to the west side lots. There had been no
arrangement of a meeting between himself
and the Minister of Public Works, but he
understood that the minister was to be
present at the committee meeting at the
same time as himself.

Outlining the transfer negotiations be-
tween the city and the railway, he said
that the reservation of a 400-yard strip
on the west side water front by the aty
for the use of all teamship concerns was
altogether out of proportion. The room
thus provided in order to prevent monop-
olization was greater than that set aside

for the same purpose in the harbor of |

Montreal.

The land which the C. P. R. was sup-
posed to be about to receive from the city
was useless to the latter, and could only
be adapted to the uses of the C. P. R. by
the expenditure of an immense amount of
money.

“The provision in the agreement that
the C. P. R. will use the land obtained
from the city only for steamship purposes,
it seems to me, should be ample assur-
ance that all the railway will do with it
will accrue in every way to the advantage
of St. John. Why the St. John city coun-
cil is so incredibly slow in closing the
matter I cannot for the life of me con-
ceive.

“I have always held the opinion that 8t.
John is destined to become a mighty port,
provided its people leave off their block-
ing of those who are responsible for the
greatest endeavor to make it so. The peo-
ple of St. John are somewhat of a curi-
osity to me. You ask me if the taking
over of the D. A. R. by the C. P. R.
means that Halifax is to be favored as to
the C. P. R. ocean steamship business to
the detriment of St. John. You seem a
very suspicious body of people here in St.
John. Does Winnipeg develop jealousy
because we run west of that point? Does
Vancouver grow so because we have
steamers running to Victoria; or Montreal
because we look at Toronto; or Toronto
because of Windsor? These towns have
never cried out about these things. Why
should St. John be jealous of Halifax or
Halifax of St. John?

“We do not want that west side strip
for today,” said Mr. MeNicol, “nor for
tomorrow, but we believe it will be a
valuable asset in the development of a
business the limits of which we cannot
yet view.

“Are we looking toward Courtenay Bay?
It is hardly necessary for us to do so.
We have ample room for all kinds of de-
velopment on the west side. Why should

THE FOREIGN DICTATOR

To what extent should labor leaders in
the United States be permitted to inter-
fere in the matter of industrial disputes
in Canada?

are thrown out. We are further assured
that if the conditions under which they
work do not suit ‘headquarters,’ or to facili-

tate -the winning of a strike elsewhere, it

matters not how well they may be satis-
fied, they must, when ordered, strike.”

The Witness adds, that “the practical
fact seems to be that the control of Cana-
dian labor has passed into the hands of
United States labor officials, which is cur-
ious, and also menacing to our prosperity
and national independence.”

SHOULD PASSENGER
SHARE IN SALVAGE ?

(Syren and Shipping.)

“A liner homeward bound picks up a
steamer which has lost her propeller and
tows her to port—should the passengers
receive any share of the salvage award?”
This is the query put to us by one of our
readers, and our reply is a regretful neg-
ative. , Nevertheless, the grant of salvage
remuneration to a passenger, is not abso-
lutely unprecedented.

There is on record the case of a vessel,
which, shortly after leaving Gravesend,
went ashore. The captain abandoned the
ship, the pilot got drunk, and Lhe chief
officer, losing his head, requested a pas-
senger with a seafaring experience to take
charge. This the latter did, and brought
the vessel into Ramsgate. The owner, in
preparing his general average account, al-
lowed £200 as a reward for the passeng-
er’s services. This proposal did not meet
with the approval of everyone concerned,
and the matter came into court, when
the judge ordered £400 to be paid to the
passenger who had been so instrumental
in saving the ship.

In another case, a naval officer who was
on board a vessel which got into difficul-
ties, rendered material assistance. After-
wards, on making a claim for salvage, he
received nothing. In the case of a pas-
senger steamer which is picked up dis-
abled and brought into port, the passage-
money which the ship would earn is add-
ed to the value of the vessel, and is thus
a factor in determining the value of the
salved property.

BRITISH KING'S RIGHTS

Curious Ancient Perquisites Given
Up by George V.—Hereditary
Crown Incomes

The king's message to parliament asking
that renewed provision be made for the
civil list announces that “his majesty places
unreservedly at the disposal of the house
those hereditary revenues of the crown
which were so placed by his predecessors.
The fixing of the civil list is almost wholly
a commercial transaction. In consideration
of the sum voted by parliament the king
foregoes a thousand and one perquisites.

. The ancient privileges of the crown will
be surrendered during the king’s reign or
rather will be allowed to remain in abey-
ance so long as the civil list is sanctioned;
but while they are merged in the national
income in accordance with a mutual ar-
rangement by which the sovereign receives
a definite amount from the state annually,
it is beyond dispute that the statute by
which the compact is arranged confines the
surrender of rights to the lifetime of the
monarch. Hence if the king preferred the
casual and uncertain process of replenish-
ing the crown coffers by means of his royal
perquisites instead of troubling parliament,
he could constitutionally command the ex-
ercise of numerous ancient customs for the
purpose of supplying his financial needs.

There is, for instance, the ancient right
of the king to all gold and silver mines not
only on his own land, but also upon any
lands ‘belonging to his subjects within his

,dominions. As the British empire last year

produced about $400,000,000 in gold and sil-
ver, the exercise of this one ancient right
alone certainly suffice. e

Another right which a sovereign in quest

!

of funds might make operative is that
which applies to the appropriation of
“waifs and strays.” Waifs in strictly legal
definition, means, ‘“such stolen goods as
are thrown awey by the thief in his flight
for fear of being apprehended.”

These “are due to the king as a punish-
ment upon the holder for not himself pur-
suing the felon and taking the goods away
from him. Wherefore if a person, being
robbed, is diligent and immediately follows
and brings-the thief (which is called fresh
suit), or do prosecute him to conviction,
he shall have his goods again. -Also if the
person robbed can retake the goods before
they are seized for the erown, if at a dis-
tance of twenty years, the crown shall not
have them. .

T'hie sale of estrays is said to have been
a profitable perquisite at one time. “Es-
trays mean all kinds of animals, except
dogs, cats, bears and wolves, which may
be found wandering on the king’s highway.
Such estrays must be proclaimed in a
church and in two market towns close ad-
joining the place where they were found,
and then if they have no cliamants they
become the property of the king or his
grantee at¢the end of a year and a day.”

Originally the queen consorts of England
derived their revenue from certain rents
exclusively appropriated to them out of

demesne lands of the crown, and the con-|'

tributors were required to pay for specific
royal needs. Thus it was the duty of one
taxpayer to pay for the queen’s wool, an-
other purchased oil for her lamp, a third
bought attire for her head and feet, and so
on through the list of queenly requisites.
Queen gold was another form of tribute
to his majesty’'s consort, and “was derived
from a percentage of all moneys paid to
the king in respect of any privilege, grant,
license, pardon, or other royal favor.”

Nothing short of hard cash will make
an impression on a heart of stone.

STORAGE

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest
Land Regulations.

ANY person who 1s the sole head of a

family or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, or Alberta. The applicant
must appear in person at the Dominion
Lands Agenty or. Sub-Agency for the dis-
trict. Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader. .

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of thrce
years. A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied by
him or by his father, mother, son, daugh-
ter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a gquarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.70
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months in
each of six years from date of homestead
entry (including the time required to earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate fifty acres
and erect a house worth $300.00.

He
would not box in his training and he had
lost all the little knickknacks of the game.
His brother ‘Jack’ would have fought a
better fight against the negro.

“‘Jeff’ was in a trance and suffered from
stage fright. He was so nervous when he
entered the ring that I knew he was doné
for. He never spoke to us in the corner
once during the bout except to remark
that the negro had given him a good punch
in the eye. He never landed a punch that
would have cracked an egg shell. We all
tried to get him to box or_giye himself a
test when he was training, but he would
not, and he did not know whether he had
any speed or stamina. We all knew after
the first couple of rounds that he did not
have a chance.

“Johnson is a'great fighter, and had he
been in the ring when Fitzsimmons, Shar-
key, Jefiries and I were at our best he
would have been fighting among us. It i
hard to say whether he could have beatén
Jeffries at his best.

“Jefiries had little to say to us after it
was all over, but I got him laughing by
telling him that I lost the championship
several times and that he made more mon-
ey out of getting beaten than I did out of
winning.”

“Tex” Rickard said:—

“It was the first time that I ever ref-
ereed a prize fight. I did not see anything
very difficult about the task. 1 did not
have anything very hard .to do. I only
broke the men twice during the battle and
both times they separated without hesitat-
ing. I do not think it was a wonderful
battle. In fact, it looked to me rather
tame, with Johnson the better all the way
through.”

Johnson’s Offer. to. Langford.

Cheyenne, Wyo., July 6.—If Sam Lang-
ford, the Boston fighter, will put up a
side bet of $20,000 heavyweight champion
Jack Johnson will fight him in Cheyenne
during the great frontier celebration -in
the latter part of August or a month later.

Nor was Johnson such an opponent as
he had previously met. He seems to have
been Jeffries’ equal, if not his superior,
in boxing, and unguestionably he was Jef-
fries’ superior in physical force and endur-
ance,

Fiftéen rounds told the story of Jef-
fries’ first really important, and in all
probability his last defeat. It was an-
other case of a has-been trying to bring
back the glorious past.

A WORD FOR THE
MILITIA AND THE
NEED IN GANADA

(Victoria Colonist.)

The time has not yet come when we can
afford to send‘our guns to the junk heap
and convert our parade grounds into golf
links. There may yet arise occasions when
it will be necessary for some one to pro-
tect us from dangers from abroad or to
maintain order at homé. .

We are strongly inclined to say that the
young man who grows up without knowl-
ing how he can defend his mother and sis-
ters against a possible band of marauders,
who if danger threatened the home of" his
sweetheart would have to call upon some
vne else to protect it, who takes o him-
self a wife and raises a family and never
goes to the trouble to fit himself to de-
fend his home and fireside, is doing him-
self a very great imjustice.

Don’t let any one flatter himself with
the belief that it will never be necessary
for him to do anything of the kind. Storms
often come out of the sky that appears
cloudless. : i

In some parts of Canada there is much
opposition among employers of labor to
the militia, and it is said that to join a
militia corps is in such places regarded as
equivalent to giving up a situation. There
is a very regrettable state of things. Em-
ployers ought to encourage those under
them to qualify themselves for the defence
of the country. - There is oppogition on the
part of the labor unions in some cases to
the militia, because an impression is abroad
that the primary object ofthe force is:to
overawe workingmen. Lo

This is a very incorrect view of the case.
The ‘militia in Canada may have been and
probably may hereafter be, called upon to
preserve the peace; but it is better far to
have the peace maintained by trained eiti-
zens acting under the control of the govern=
ment than by such armies as the so-called
Pinkerton men. Private defence of private
interests is an abomination which ought
not to be tolerated.

We may be sure, however, that if the
government does not provide a means
whereby domestic peace can be maintained,
the large employers of labor will not hesi-
tate to employ a force for that purpose,
and such a means of protection is foreign
to the genius of our institutions, Moreover
the workingmen of the country are as deep-
ly interested as any one else in the defenca
of the country, and they ought to be ready
to qualify themselves for it.

THE MYSTIC AND
THE NANNA; AN
UNUSUAL GASE

London Syren and Shipping Res
ports Hearing of Case Before
the Privy Council ; :

A cage of a mhost unusual nature, says
the London Syren and Shipping, was
heard before the Judicial Comimttee of’
the privy council the other day, on appeal
from the Supreme Court of Canada. In
February, 1907, the steamer Mystic fell
in with the disabled steamer Nanna abous
twenty miles to the southwest of Seal
Island, off Cape Sable, N. 8. The Nanna
had fractured her propeller shaft, and ac-
cordingly it was arranged that the Mys-
tic should tow her to Halifax, a distance
of 150 miles. All went well until the two
vessels arrived near the outer entrance to
Halifax harbor, and then, as the wind was
freshening to a gale with thick snow, and
no pilot was to be seen, the master of the
Mystic decided that it. would be better net
to attempt to enter. {

He therefore altered the cogrse to E.
S. E., and immediately afterwards the
Bell Rock Buoy was: sighted, “bout half
a mile away. At this juncture the tow-
ing hawser parted; and the Nanng began
to drift towards the reefs. Anothep vope
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Was padssed, and towage resumed, but in
the meantime the master of the. M“ﬂ

seems to have lost his bearings, with the’
result that he now found himself in im-
minent danger of going ashore.”” He slip-
ped the hawser and let go his anchor, the
Nanna also anchoring, but in the end the
Mystic struck thé ground heavily several
times and sustained considerable damage.

In due course the affair found its way
into the Nova Scotia Admiralty Court,
where the Mystic was awarded $25,000,
hali of this amount being for salvage ser-
vices, and half for damages sustained by
the salving vessel, the court holding that
the damages were caused by the neces-
sities. of the services, and that they. were
not attributable to the fault of the salv-
ors.

An appeal to the Supreme Court of Can-
ada. ensued, and the finding, so far as the
question of damages was concerned, was
there reversed. Then followed the pres-
ent -appeal by the owners of'the Mystic,
with' the result that the judgment of the
supreme court was upheld. j

The view taken by their lordships of the
judicial committee was that the master
of the Mystic had been guilty of a want
of ordinary care, and, for ourselves we
cannot see how any other decision could
have been expected. The man, of course,
was so intent upon the work of salvage
that he quite forgot that there was a pos-
sibility of his getting into danger himself,
and naturally he had to take the conse-
quences. He may have been actuated by
the highest motives, or he may have had
his eyes firmly fixed on the nice little
plum which would drop into his lap if he
got the Nanna safely into port, but
neither of these factors could have any
bearing on the point at issue. A salvor
who becomes co concentrated upon his im-
mediate task as to lose all senge of every-

thing outside a radius of a quarter of ar -

mile or so is worse than no salvor at all.

HERE'S THE CHAMPION
HUNTER OF BEARS

Tom Hopper Has Killed MoreThan
2,000—Has Just Added Record
One to List

* Spokane, Wash., July 7—Tom Hopper,
who has killed more than 2,000 bears n
California, Washington, Oregon, ldaho,
Montana and British Columbia.in the last
thirty-five years, has returned to his home
in Spokane from Kingston, with the pelts
of four bears, including the largest cin-
namon bear ever killed in Idaho, and
two cougars, the result of three days’
work with a pack of hounds.

The big bear was killed on Pine Creek,
south of Kingston, after a lively battie'
in which several of the dogs were severe-
ly pawed. Hounds were game, however,
and stood their ground till Hopper reach-
ed the scene and dispatched. the big fels
low with a head shot. The other three
bears and the cougars were bagged with-
out much difficulty, thoigh Hopper says
that one of the black bears showed a lot
of fight. :

The veteran has killed several thousand
cougars in the Pacific and Northwestern
states since 1890, his largest bag in one
year being 739 killed in eastern Washing-
ton and Oregon, and northern Idaho and
southeastern British Columbia.  Hopper
confines his work to predatory animals,
upon which the various states have plac:
ed a head bounty.
