The body of the unknown soldier was
brought here last night, after it had been
honored by Marshal Foch and other mili-
tary officials in France from the time it
was exhumed until the escort of French
‘destroyers turned for’'home after seeing
the British destroyer Verdun, which bore
the body, safely into the harbor of Dover.

It was brought to London in the same
railway car used.to transport the bodies
of Edith Cavell, the nurse who was ex-
ecuted by the Germans, and Captain

NOTABLE DAY IN
EMVPIRE CAPITAL,
(Canadian Press.)

London, Nov .11—Great Britain today
$mpressively honored her war heroes by
according a field marshal’s funeral to an
unknown British warrior, who was
buried in Westminster Abbey, and un-
veiling a permanent cenotaph in White-
hall to the “glorious dead.”

Aside from members of the royal fam-
ily, who. included Queen' Mary, Queen
Mother Alexandra and Queen Maud of

"Norway, the members of the British cab-

inet, and a few officials including Hon.
Sir George E. Foster, Hon. C. J. Doherty
and Hon. N. W, Rowell, the only wit-
nesses to efther ceremony were persons
who lost relatives In the great war.

As “Big Ben” in the tower of the par-
liament building began to strike the hour
of 11, King George, facing the 16th cen-
tury coffin of the unknown soldier, which
was resting on a gun carriage, drew a
cord that released a Union Jack draped
above the cenotaph, and after the last
stroke of the hour, thousands of people,
who crowded Whitehall as far as one
~onld see in either direction, remained
tbsolutely silent for two minutes. :

This silence was broken by a choir
toftly beginning the hymn “O, God, Our
Help in Ages Past,” which was followed
»y the Lord’s Prayer, recited by the
Archbishop of Canterbury.

Euglers sounded “The Last Post” and,
with its escort of troops and a band,
the gun carriage then moved toward the
abbey, with King George, was chief
mourner, walking behind it.

8ir George Foster deposited a wreath
of maple leaves at the foot of the monu-
ment on behalf of the Dominion of Can-
eda. The Canadian party walked in the
procession to the abbey with the mem-
bers of the British cabinet. 4

abbey, the king stood at the foot

nall or crowded the abbey, a little band
of approximately 100 women in the ab-
bey received the most reverend attention.

The People’s Flag,

The grave was filled with sofl brought
from the grave from which the body was
exhumed in France and was covered by
what is known as the “padre’s flag,” one
of the most famous flags figuring in, the
war. It was taken to France early in
the struggle by a ch#iplain who used it
scores of times at funerals on the field,
and it has been much coveted by many
regiments to which the chaplain has
loaned it for short periods.

Not in recent: years has London seen
such detailed police precautions. “Extra
:strong barricades had been constructed
lut every approach to Whitehall and the
abbey, and every man that could’ be
spared was on duty, or was held in re-
serve near Whitehall. Store windows
even blocks away were boarded or pro-
tected by steel shutters in order to pre-
vent breakage by the crowd.

After the ceremonies were completed
the barricades were opened and when the
witnesses had passed out, all who cared
to were

it. Long lines began to file past im-
mediately, and it seemed the solemn
march would continue for hours.

Forget.”

In Francde,

Paris, Nov. 11—Official and civilian
France today ‘did honor to the memory
of the nation’s sons who fell during the
war. Paris dedicated the day to recfg-
nition of the sacrifice made by hundreds
of thousands of dead who are sleeping in
cemeteries along the battle line.

Called from its grave on the field of
Verdun, the body of an unidentified
French soldier was carried, solemnly
through the streets -and reburied under
the Arc de Triomphe. Following the
flag draped gun carriage walked Presi-
dent Millerand, cabinet members and
three French marshals, Joffre, the hero
of the Marne; Foch, who accomplished
the final defeat of Germany, and Petain,
whose defence of Verdun will forever
live in French song and story.

Verdun, France, Nov. 11—Neither the
freezing cold November night nor the
long waiting line could subdue the eager-
ness of the residents of this city to
participate in the funeral vigil over the
bodies of eight unknown soldiers of
France, exhumed so that one might be
chosen for burial under the Arc De
Triomphe in Paris.

Hamilton, Ont., Nov. 11—If Canada
had profited from the lessons taught by
the world war there should be no neces-
sity to urge the need of a well rained
militia, said Lieut.-Gen. Sir R. E. W.

He said aviation should be de-
veloped, not only along military lines
.but to place it en a sound commercial
basis as well. !

Years — Happier Homes,
Stabilized Industrial Life,
and Lessened Crime.

(New York Evening Post.)

Grang' Rapids was chosen as a city in
which prohibition had been in effect
long enough to give evidence of its ef-
fects and which had a representative
range of industries, unaffected by pro-
donged strikes or. unemployment, to-
gether with typical wage scales and liv-
ing costs. The work was done with the
cooperation. of the Chamber of Com-
merce and the Council of Social Agen-
‘eies and leading citizens.

Reviewing briefly the history of Grand
Rapids, the report attributes its char-
acter today to three factors: “The per-
sonality of its indudtrial pioneers ,its
racial composition, and trees.” The
combination of these influences and their
effects upon the evolution of the present
community are®interestingly analyzed;
and an important part of the report is
an illustrated section on the city’s trees
and their value in creating a pleasant
environment. i

The first and most importgnt result
noted is in the homes; an increasmg
happiness in the homes; an interest in
home life, and incentive toward buying
and developing better types of homes
are recorded. “

Fhe results in industry are indicated
in decrease of absenteeismm and accidents
and greater interest in shop concerns,
coupled in some cases with more rest-
lessness and a larger labor turnover,
which forced employers to study con-
ditions of work a‘d human relationships
and problems of ‘retaiging experienced
employees more closely, -~

Beyond these two major.good effects
a whole series of other advantages are
indicated. e :

Health conditions show an improve-
méht, with lessening of tuberculosts and
infant mortality and growing attention
to questions of hygiene. Together with
this goes more recreation, due to increas-
ed, savings and n..re resources for au-
tomobiling and boating and cutdoor
sports of all sorts, while amusement
places have full houses all the time.

Thrift Follows Extravagance. .

Thrift has accompanied or followed
the first period of free spending, ‘also;
and with a growth of savings bank ac-
counts and an increase in the number
of banks go reduction of “had debts”

and pawnshop transactions and accum-
ultion of funds for substantial home im-
provements or self-development. Crime
begins to disappear; and with the police
force smaller and the jail almost empty,
the county farm goes untilled for lack
of prison Yabor.

More money for private use has
brought greater readiness to spend for
public purposes and services also, as
well as for philanthropy. The whole tone
of the community is found to be high-
er; and public opinion almost unani-
mously backs .up the strict enforcement
of prohibition, realizing these benefits
and seeing also “the younger genera-
tion growing up without a taste for
aleohol.” \

Two longer divisions of the report
cover fully in detail the investigation
of elimination of the liquor traffic, il-
licit manufacture and salé of liquor, and
the ‘general results on social life, and
the investigation of the effects of good
wages and steady work, with a forecast
for the future drawn from the facts
of the present, which points to some of
the industrial problems of readjusting
relations between employers and em-
ployees likely to follow upon the in-
creased mental activity of workers g°

The pages of the report are filled with
definite personal instances and testi-
mony showi what good average in-
dustrial conditions and prohibition, the
letter most strikingly, have done for
Grand Rapids, and making a fascinat-
ing document full of promise for the
future of America if such conditions ean
be generally established -and maintained.
