Second, the number of regident rate-
payersin the united city has increased
from 7,606 in 1881 to 8,981 in 1891
representing an increase in the popula-
tion 6,870 on the basis of five persons to
each resident ratepayer an estimate
e mareh too low if the census of 1881 was
correct.
Third, we have the evidence of the new
houses erected since 1881 amounting in
the old city alone to at least 600 dwellings
with probably an equal number in the
North end, although there are no official
figures, giving house accommodation to
at least 6000 additional persons. In view
of all these means of correcting the cen-
sus it is clear that if the census of 1881
was properly taken, and the population
of the United City was then 41,383, the
population of St. John now must be at
least 48,000.
In 1881, according to Mr. Murdoch’s
special report, the number of families re-
siding in the water districts of St. John
and Portland was 6,235, divided thus:
old St. John, east-side 3,878, Portland
2,357. In 1889, according to the same
authority, the figures were, St. John,
east-side 4,037, Portland 2,738, 2 total of
6,775, an increase of 159 families in old
St. John, east-side, and of 381 in Port-
jand or of 540 altogether.

The Eastport sardine factories are now
in the height of theirseason. The her-
ring are now very plentiful and cheap,
being about $2. per hogshead against $28
early in the geason. In the factories,
whole famihes—fnther, mother and chil-
dren can be sgen working side by side ;
the little ones cutting the heads off the
fish and sending them along to be
further prepared for thetins by others.
Some of these "children edrn as high as
$1 per day, while some men earn $30,
$40 and $50 per'week. On Monday im-
mense quantities of fish were landed by
steamer and boats. One day last
week there were 300 hogs-
heads of small fish landed for the fac-
tories. The wages paid out by some 20
factories run from $15,000 to $20,000 per
week. Asfast asthe sardines are put
up in tins they are shipped off to various
ports, principally to New York, which is
the chief distributing centre for America.
Since early in theseason the steamer
Winthrop has carried away from 5,000
to 15,000 cases per week. On Friday the
City of Columbia loaded 10,000 cases,
while in the warehouses of the Winthrop
on Monday were about 12,000 cases to be
taken on board by that vessel.
