Cleveland, Ohio; Nov. 28.—A gale,
which reached a velocity of 60 miles
an hour, raged on Lake Erie the great-
er part of yesterday and compelled
even the big passenger boats to seek
shelter.

The City of Erie, which left Buffalo

port late yesterday.

The only craft missing from here is
the whaleback barge 118, bound from
Connecticut with coal in tow of the
steamer J. B. Eads, which broke away
from the steamer 15 miles northwest
of Fairport yesterday.

The tug Monarch, which was bound
from Connecticut to Toledo with a
scow, dropped her tow and she was
sent out to search for the missing
whaleback. The latter, it is thought,
will ride out the storm safely and will

\ANOTHER FINE NEW
SHED 1N THE BAY

WILL BE FINISHED
NEAR END OF WEEK

A Spacious and Up=-to=Date Structure
for the Canadian Pacific Rail- N
way Company.

;: Towards the end of the present week
{ there will be added to the water front
shed accommodation a building which
in point of durability and convenience
| will be one’ of the most up-to-date in
}[ the city. This shed is the one erected
[ for the C. P. R. company; off Belleville
street, to which the finishing touches
are now being given. It is what is
known as a truss roof shed, enclosed
with corrugated iron. There are no
pillars of any kind to interfere with
traffic, the whole space within, with
| the exception of a small apartment for
office use, being adapted for storage.

The contract for the building of this
shed was in te hands of W. Hepburn,
of Vancouver, and construction work
was superintended by F. E. Hodges.
The foundation, laid on cedar blocks
spanned by heavy timbers 10 by 12,
was begun three months ago, and in-
asmuch as the mechanics will finish
it this week, it will be seen that no
time has been lost in building. Having
an area two hundred and eighty feet
long by sixty-one feet wide, and with
a height of 16 feet to the. eve beams,
| the shed is capable of storing thou-
| sands of tons of freight. The floor is
made of 4 by 12 inch planking laid
diagonally. Plenty of light is provided
by windows on either side, while a
number of entrances to the southeast
and north add greatly to the conven-
ience, there being an abundance of
room around the shed to permit teams
to  manoeuvre. The east end of the
shed is left open on the sides for a
distance of sixty feet, and here will
be kept such freight as will not be
perishable.

The floor is just 11 feet below
the level of the street. Leadigg to the
wharf whereon it is situated, there is
a stairway connected with the offices
of the C. P. R. company. There will be
a runway to the street connecting with
the southern doors, and over the re-
claimed land between the street and
shed macadam will be laid. Access
may also be gained on the northern
end, so that traffic must needs be very
great before there is any crowding with
teams.

The new shed is about equal in
length to the one first built for the
company in James Bay, but is consid-
erably wider. Its cost, it is believd, will
approximate $15,000, independent of
the wharf and the big expense incurred
by the company in filling in beyond a
breakwater running beneath the whart
with silt that was taken from the har-
bar. It took 250.000 feet of lumber for

On the same
street also lots 6 "and towards the
water front, from the George Carter
building, were bought by local resi-
dents for $13,000. The two latter sales
were made by Pemberton & Son. They
have also .sold since Monday one acre
on the Foul Bay road for $1,200; four
lots at Oak Bay at the same figure;

The large missionary party represent-
ing Canadian Methodism started for
the scene of their labors last evening
by the Empress of China. Those
bound for Japan will land at Yoko-
hama. The large proportion of the
party are, however, bound for Western
China, and will proceed to Shanghai,
where, after a few weeks’ delay, they
will start on the longer part of the
voyage up the Yangste river to the
provinée of Sy Chuan, in which the
Methodist church is carrying on its
evangelical work. The native methods
of navigation on the rivers is such that
weeks will be required to travel 1,000
miles.

There were a large number of friends
of the party at the Outer Wharf to bid
them ‘“Good-bye.” As the Empress
came into the dock those of the party
who had not come to Victoria but re-
mained in Vancouver, were welcomed
by their comrades with the Victoria
university yell, which was returned in
kind.

The whole party of missionaries that
went out on the Empress was com-
posed as follows

Has Completed It

Scheme For Opening Up E. & N. Land
Belt to Colonization.

i

(From. Thursday’s Daily.)

The C. P. R. has practically completf
ed its scheme for land improvement on
Vancouver Island. -According to a
statement made by J. S. Dennis, assis-
tant to the second vice-president, it is
the intention to clear lands within the
E. & N. railway belt at the rate of
10,000 acres a year until 150,000 acres
have been prepared for cultivation. A
selection of the tracts to be made ready
for mixed farming has not yet been an-
nounced, but it is likely that a start
will be made near Ladysmith, where an
area of about 1,800 acres, well adapted
for agricultural purposes, ‘will afford
excellent opportunities to test methods
which are comparatively new in British
Columbia.

According to a press dispatch, Sir
Thos. Shaughnessy, the president
of the company, in Winnipeg, stated
that it was estimated that the clearing
of the land would cost about $100 an

acre.

For some time Mr. Dennis has been
working on this scheme of clearing
land en Vancouver Island. Careful es-
timates have been made of the best
methods, and from time to time he has
visited districts where similar work
has been carried out. The plans are
now matured and may be expected to
be the very best system which could
be evolved.

Ever since the C, P. R. took over the
land grant of the E. & N., surveys have
been in progress. Parties have been
in the field seeking the arable tracts
for the purposes of this grand coloniza-
tion project the company had in view.

According to Mr. Dennis, there have
already been about 75,000 acres of land
located by these parties, which are ad-
mirably adapted for the purposes .in
view. This by no means exhausts the
arable lands of the districts included,
but the 75,000 acres referred to is rich
agricultural land, well situated for
transportation purposes, and compara-
tively easy to clear. Some of it, he
says, is a little gravelly, but all is cap-
able of giving excellent returns to the
settler upon {t.

In the literature now circulated ‘by
the C. P. R. Mr. Dennis says there is
not a word said, in the way of encour-
aging settlers to come on Vancouver
island to engage in farming. This is
accounted for by the fact that the
company does not wish to mislead any-
one by inducing him ta come here to
seek lands only to find that no areas
are available for the purpose.

The company does not intend to fol-
low the policy which has been pursued
by sgovernments in British Columbia
in issuing attractive literature telling
of the rich farming lands and the hunt-
ing facllities and then leaving it to
those attracted by these advertisements
to discover what they deaire after
they have reached here. In ho land
office of the province, says Mr. Dennis,
can an intending settler be shown
where there is good land which he may
locate. The settler coming in must
go out and seek the land for himself
and have it surveyed. Thus, he thinks,
the government goes about the colon-
ization question in the reverse way to
which it should be done. Beéfore set-
tlers are encouraged to come in sur-
veys should be made, so that seekers
after land may not be left to grope in
the dark. British Columbia is a broken
country, with large areas unfitted for
cultivation. There are rich agricultural
valleys, however, and base lines at
least should be run for the guidanece
of intending settlers. This lack of sys-
tem has resulted in vast districts in
the interior being locked up in conse-
quence of pre-emption made may years
ago, the confines of which are impos-
sible to locate by the descriptions filed.

Mr. Dennis says the C. P. R. com-
pany in the interior have, by system-
izéed methods, attracted many settlers
into the country. Intending farmers
tvére shown by the company’s land
agentg where there was good land and
were taken out to see it. The resuilt
has been that the increase in the ag-
ricultural population in the interior has
been largely due to the efforts of the
Cre R

In the case of the Vancouver Island
land a still more advanced policy is
planned. Here the intentfon is to clear
the land of timber, plough it and turn
it over to the settler ready to begin
operations.

In outlining the scheme Mr. Dennis
stated that the intention was to clear
the land for settlement purposes in
blocks ot from 1,000 acres to 5,000 acres.
The lands will be divided into farms
varying in size up to about 80 acres.
About half the area of an $0-acre farm
will be cleared, the remainder being
left to provide fuel to the purchaser,
and he may celar that at his leisure as
he desires. The cleared land left
ploughed and ready for cultivation will
afford excellent opportunities to in-
tending settlers, who may come upon
the land, construct their houses, sow
thé grain and plant their orchards.

The advantages of Vancouver Isi-
4nd as a place of settlement are such,
Mr. Dennis says, that were the company
to spend $10,000 In advertising the at-
tractions in Canada and the United
States he is satisfled there would be
100 letters of inquiry a day received at
the land offices here. Mixed farming,

the year round, should be engaged in
very extensively on the island. Fruit
growing also will become a lucrative
branch of trade. Mr. Dennis says that
the shipments from British Columbia
to the Northwest during the past year
did not satisfy more than one-quarter
of the demand. 1If theré had been the
fruit to ship from the province four
times that sent out could have found
4
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a ready market. In filling the demand
the prices would not have been affect-
ed, Mr. Dennis thinks, and the sam®
rates would have prevailed had the
supply been four times what it was.

In the selection of the first areas to
be cleared Mr. Dennis says the com-
pany Will make choice of sections cen-
venient to the E. & N., and its exten-
sions in the directions of Alberni and
Comox. This is necessary in order to
afford convenient facilities for ghip-
ping. .

The work will be carried out by a de-
velopment company subsidiary to the
C. P. R. The land will in no wise be
handed over to this development com-
pany, but will be kept absolutely un-
der the control of the railway com-
pany, which will gee to the disposition
of it to actual settlers. The work of
clearing will be carried out under the
direct supervision of Mr, Dennis, whose
visits will be necessarily more frequent
and more prolonged.

At once the work of assenfbling the
machinery to be employed will begin.
Victoria will be made the headquarters
and clearing plants will be established
at various points. As previously men-
tioned, an area near Ladysmith will be
one of the first locations.

During the time of the clearing there
will be a large body of men required in
addition to the up-to-date stumping
and logging machinery. Mr. Dennis
says that there are a large number of
Icelanders in Manitoba who have made
excellent settlers. Many of these are
now. seeking a warmer climate than
that of Manitoba. Many have gone
into Washington state, and many more
would come to Vancouver Island, and,
while aiding in the work of clearing,
would provide for themselves homes
on farms here.

There will be no difficulty in dispos-
ing of the improved lands, as men of
means will readily avail themselves of
the opportuinty of getting homes for
themselves in such a desirable section
of the country as Vancouver Island.

The effect of this forward movement
by the C. P. R. cannot fail to have a
most beneficial effect upon this city
as well as the whole of Vancouver Isl-
and, The preparation of from 1,000
acres to 5,000 acres for cultivation in
any one of the rich valleys so frequent-
ly met with on Vancouver Island will
not -only mean the settlement of that
number of acres, but will result in the
extension of the clearing operations in
all directions. The acres cleared by
the C. P. R. will but be the nucleus for
vast settlements which will grow up
as a result of these beginnings.

The work of clearing will begin early
in the spring. The intervening time
will be required to get things ready.

My, Dennig in the course of a state-
ment respecting the new scheme, says:

“Shortly after the purchase of the E.
& N. land grant, I was invited to ad-
dress the board of trade, and on that
occasion I briefly outlined. the com-
pany’s intentions regarding our new
acquisition. At that time the company
had but a hazy idea of the actual value
and extent of the . purchase. It was
known that there were large tracts of
valuable timber, but the quantity of
arable land and its location was prac-
tically unknown; in fact, some were
inclined to the opinion that the greater
part of the grant consisted of moun-
tain, rock and swamp. We were na-
turally anxious to get a knowledge of
the true conditions, and, therefore,
without delay, the grant was roughly
divided into several districts, in each
of which an exploring party took the
fleld with instructl\ona to report on the
extent of timber, agricultural land, and
other economic resources. The reports
so far received have been fairly satis-
factory, and we are encouraged to be-
lieve that when the whole grant has
been thoroughly examined, we will
have reason to congratulate ourselves
and the public on having undertaken
the development of this vast estate,

‘“Recognizing the prime importance of
an increase in the agricultural popula-
tion of Vancouver Island, in order to
promote local traffic and enhance the
value of our holdjugs, we decided that
an extensive schemme of land clearing
was an Iimmediate necessity. To
formulate and carry such a scheme to
successful operation, it was necessary
to study the practice in vogue in dis-
tricts where land clearing has been at-
tempted on a large scale. The neigh-
boring state of Washington offered the
example, for there whole sgections of
country which five years ago were
dense forest or wastes of stumps,
underbrush and windfalls, are trans-
formed Into flourishing farms and
orchards. This has been accomplished
through intelligent effort backed by
large capital, and through the use of
machinery and economical methods of
handling the timber and disposing of
the debris. A visitor to those reclaim-
ed lands cannot fail to be impressed
with the wonderful change brought
about in a short time, for on the one
hand he will see a wilderness appar-
ently worthless, while alongside are
comforgable homes clustered amid fruit
and flowers and surrounded by well
tilled fields, a picture of prosperity and
contentment.

‘“The men who wrougnt this trans-
formation were consulted as to the
proposed operations on Vancouver
Island, they visited the places where
land clearing was proposed, made
estimates of cost, and finally after sev-
eral months of carefully weighing all
the pros and cons of the proposition, a
strong company has been formed to
undertake the clearing of 150,000 acres
of first class agricultural land. The
contract calls for the thorough clearing
of th~ land of timber, stumps, roots
and undérbrush, so that when offered
for sale, it will be ready for the plow.
Provision has ‘also been made that
every farm will have its resérve of
timber for fuel, fencing and other do-
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purposes, and the natural
1 he'preaerved by leaving
few trees for shade and ornament.

a great deal to Vancouver Island and
to the city of Victoria. To this city it
assumes an importance only equaled by
the C. P. R. irrigation project in the
neighborhood of Calgary. That, when
completed, wili bring under dultivation
gomme three million acres of land which
five years ago was considered worth-
less for agricultural purposes. The
work so far accomplished has made &
wonderful change in Calgary. When

the work was first undertaken the
town was a struggling community de-
pending chiefly for existence on the
fact that it was the centre of a large
ranching district. Shortly after the be-
ginning of active operations, & change
was manifest. Large sums of money
were spent in the town for supplies,
bundreds of mechanics and laborers
established homes, merchants began to
enlarge their stores and incréase their
stocks, and new business houses were
established. In faet Calgary soon
found itself & centre of attraction and
the population and wealth of the city
has increased over a hundred per cent.
in the intervening five years. The
same experience, it seems to me, is in
store for Victoria. With an expendi-
ture of many millions of dollars in
wages and supplies and the bringing
wages and supplies and the bringing
into cultivation of 150,000 acres of
farming land, equal to any in the
world, and its settlement by practical
farmers and fruit growers ,the city can-
not fail 1o derive an immediate benefit
which will increase as the work of re-
clamation proceeds and the farms be-
come producing; till at the completion
of the contract Victoria should have
doubled in size and be the purveyor to
the wants of a rural population as
numerous as her own. At this point
let me say that the increase in produc-
tion of butter, eggs, beef, mutton, pork
poultry, fruit, and vegetables will not,
in my opinion, have a tendency to de-
crease the profits of the farmer, for the
rapid growth of population in the
northern districts and the development
of the lumbering, mining and fishery
industries will furnish markets within
the province, if not upon the Island,
for all that can be produced. In the
case of fruit the country east of the
Rocky mountains will take all that can
be raised. ‘

‘“The company which has undertaken
this great track of land clearing will
employ men whom experience has made
expert in the work. These men have
adopted land clearing as a profession
and through costly experiment hfve
reduced the work to a science. Hvery
stick of timber, every cord of wood,
pole and fence rail which it is possible
to utilize will be turned to account as
the work proceeds thus reducing the
cost of clearing to a minimum, to the
benefit :of the future purchaser. The
contract calls for the delivery to the
C. P. R. of 10,000 acres of cleared land
at the close of 1908, and a like amount
annually thereafter until the whole
150,000 acres have been reclaimed. Of
course, as the work proceeds and the
clearing of individual blocks of land is
completed, such blocks will be subdi-
vided and sold. The largest farms will
be eighty acres, while a majority will
range from ten and twenty acres to the
larger figure. The land though admir-
ably adapted to wheat growing will not
be used to any great extent to that
purpose as fruit and general crops are
much more profitable. We propose to
encourage scttlers to engage in mixed
ferming, and with the splendid quality
of Vancouver Island soil, small farms
well cultivated willi give greater re-
turns than the big prairie farms de-
voted wholly to grain,

‘“We do not anticipate any difficulty
in obtaining settlers for the land after
it is cleared and ready for occupation.
Ever since we acquired the E. & N.
grant we have been in receipt almost
daily of inquiries from persons attract-
ed by Vancouver Island as a place of
residence who wish to settle here, but
we have had nothing to offer these in-
tending settlers. We did not consider
it a wise polley to try to encourage
these people to come here with no
chance of getting anything but timber-
ed land on which to locate, because we
felt before long they would become
discouraged in their fight with the
forest.

“From present indicatiogs we feel
confident that the cleared land will
command a rapid and ready sale to a
most desirable class of immigrants the
moment we are in a position to offer it
for settlement, and it also seems prob-
able that we can almost immediately
interest colonies of Icelanders, Swedes,
and others, who will assist in clearing
the land and become residents after the
land is cleared. Our proposal is, I
think, the largest land clearing scheme
which has been undertaken in Western
America, and while it is early in the
day to attempt to forecast its result
on this portion of the province, it seems
fair to claim that if this land can be
cleared and put on the market at
reasonable figures, it will go a long
way towards providing what is cer-
tainly the greatest need at the present
time—‘cleared and surveyed land for
the intending settlers.’ ””

TWENTY-FOUR PERSONS
KILLED BY EXPLOSION

Dortmund, Germany, Nov. 29—
Twenty-four people were killed, ninety-
six were dangerously wounded and
several hundreds were slightly injured
as a vesult of the explosion last night

| of the Roburite factory near Ananen,

At the time of the explosion six hun-
dred boxes, each containing eighty
pounds of roburite, were stored in the
factory.

Th2 great forze of the explosion was
felt as far as Dortmund, ten miles from
the scene of the disaster, where a large
number of windows were broken.

On the main road to Annen all the
houses were razed to the ground, the
bodies of the killed being terribly
mutilated.

The surviving parents dragged their
sleeping children from their beds, col-
lected their portable possessions and
fled from the collapsing houses.

A second expiosion occurred at 6
o’clock this morning.

Experts declare that considering the
great precautions with which the ex-
plosives were stored that the disaster
can only have resulted from some out-
rage.

RUSSIAN REFORMS.
Minister’s Plans for Improving
Primary Educational System.

the

(Associated Press.)

St. Petersburg, Nov. 27.—Th2 minister
of education, M. Kauffman, has just sub-
mitted to the cabinet a plan for the re-
form of the primary educational system
of Russia, which, next to the agrarian
reform, is considered the gravest pro-
blem confronting 'the Russian govern-
ment.

The most important feature of the min-
ister’'s proposal is one providing for the
abandonment of the old policy which is
in accordance with the dictum of M.
Pobedonestsoff, ex-procurator general of
the Holy Synod, that education was
synonymous " with religion, threw hind-
rances in the way of efforts of the
Zemstvo and caused private - persons to
spread elementary knowledge among the
ignorant classes of the Russian peasantry
and even imposed a veto on instruection
being given in history and other similar
branches of education.

M. Kauffman recommends that the
movement support materially and morally
all such efforts and resume the payment
of minimum. teachers in the popular
schools opened by the Zemstvo and other
local administrations. As the greatest
difficulty in the way of a speedy instruc-
tion of moral obiigatory elementary edu-
cation is the lack of capable teachers,
the minister proposes to enlarge at the
state’s expense the number of schools
where teachers are educated and to in-
crease the allowances made to the exist-
ing institutions.

In regard to the schools for the non-
Russian population, the minister pro-
posed to permit elementary education
being given to pupils in ‘their mother
tongue on condition-that the teaching of
Russian history and geography must® be
in Russian. # -

CAPTRIN'S WIFE
SAVED SCHODNER

LASHED TO THE WHEEL
FOR FORTY-EIGHT HOURS

Remained at Post During Gale While
Her Husband and Assistant At-
tended to Sails.

(Associated Press.)

Machais, Maine, Nov. '27.—To the
heroic fortitude of the captain’s wife,
who stood lashed tq the wheel during
the terrible gale tﬁat swept the New
England coast on Sunday, November
11th, to the following Wednesday, -is
due largely the safety of the Blue-
Maine, schooner, Goldhunter,
which worked her way into this har-
bor yesterday, eleven days overdue.

The little vessel showed plainly the
marks of the storm. Her deck was
swept clean and her sails were in tat-
ters, but the sturdy hull of the Maine-
built craft withstood the terrific pound-
ing.

Phe Goldhunter, with Capt. McGuire,
his wife, and one man for an assistant,
left Portland on Saturday, November
10th, with a general cargo for this port.
With her passed out by Portland Head
the ill-fated schooner Eldora, which
was lost near the Georges banks, in
the same storm which nearly over-
whelmed the Goldhunter.

On Sunday afternoon, when off Peter
Manan light, a sudden gust of wind
split ‘the sails of the vessel and carried
away the jibs. Without her head-sail
the little schooner became unmanage-
able. The sea made up rapidly under
the increasing gale and the vessel was
continually smothered in the wash of
the combers.

Mrs. McGuire, who was below at the
time the storm broke, at once rushed
on deck and took the wheel while her
husband and his one man crew went
to work to bend on a foresail so as to
bring the vessel up to the wind. With
the craft wallowing wildly in the
trough of the sea, this task was most
and
consummate seamanship the two labor-
ed for hours to get their little rag of
sail set, while Mrs. McGuire, lashed to
the wheel, aided as well as she could
by what little steering was possible
on the almost helpless craft. Finally
the foresail was rigged, double-reefed,
and while the two men clung exhaust-
ed to the mast, Mrs. McGuire brought
the vessel around head up to the wind
and held her there for 48 hours.

Before the fury of the gale the ves-
sel drifted out to sea 56 miles~ off
Mount Desert point. In all this time
it was impossible to cook food. Kept
up by only excitement and pluck, the
captain’s wife clung to her post through
the night of the gale, while Captain
McGuire and his man attended to their
little storm sail, - which continually
broke from its insecure fastenings.

It was one man’s. work at the wheel
with the helm “kicking’’ strongly to
the wild plunges of the ship, but the
endurance of the rugged north woman
was equal to the test, and she stood
her trick with the men.

On Wednesday the gale abated, and
the two men rigged temporary sails
before Mrs. McGuire could be relieved
from her post. All hands were ex-
hausted with their struggles and ex-
posure, and under such scant canvas
as could be set it was stiff work bring-
ing the vessel into port after she had
about been given up for lost.

AReaIty Transactions Continue to Grow in Import-
ance-—-Corner Transferred to Merchants
Bank Yesterday----Other Sales.

(From 'Tuesday's Dally.)

Yesterday afternoon the deeds were
signed - transferring to the Merchants
Bank of Canada 50 feet by 60 at the
southeast corner of Yates and Doug-
las streets, the longer frontage being
cn the latter thoroughfare, The pre-
vious owners will collect the rents for
the wooden buildings at present on the
property 'until' the end of November,
when, it is stated on good authority,
they will be at once torn dowfi and
preparatio_ns. made for the erection of
an imnposing structure for the bank
mentioned.

This marks the entrance into the
commercial life of Vietoria of the third
largest bank in the Dominion. Up till
recently the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce acted as agents for the Mer-
chants Bank throughout the west, but,
about a year ago, a branch was estab-
lished in Vancouver. Increasing busi-
ness, however, has compelled the insti-
tution of another, and Victoria has
been chosen -as the location.

The Merchants Bank of Canada was
established in 1864 withithe head office
at Montreal. Its paid-up capital is
$6,000,000, with an additional reserve
fund and undivided profits of $3,674,596.
Sir H. Montague Allan is president,
Jonathan Hodgson, vice-president, and
among the ‘directors are C. M. Hays,
president of the Grand Trunk Pacific,
Charles R. Hosmer and Hugh A. Allan.
It has 65 branches in Ontario, 13 .in
Quebee, 14 in -Manitoba, 16 in Alberta
and 6 -in. Saskatchewan. The new
branch here will be the second in this
province,

In the same block two other trans-
actions of importance also took place
yesterday. The total area transferred
was 120 by 120 feeft at the corner men-
tioned. It will -be remembered that it
was sold by auetion early this spring
by the Law Union & Crown Insurance
Company to Alexander McKay, -of
London, - England, for a consideration
of about $30,000. A couple of months
ago a local resident purchased it at a
respectable advance.

Yesterday’s transactions involved a
sum that mounts to practically $62,000.

In addition to its present long line of
specialities, rolled oats and oatmeal
will be produced, as well as other ar-
ticles in the line of feed.

CASE CONCLUDED.

Judge Lampman Gives Judgment - in
Action Affecting Co-Operative
Association,

In the County court Monday after-
noon a conclusion was reached in the
case of Jones vs. Victoria Mercantile
Co-Operative Association. The plain-
tiff in the action was given judgment
for the sum of 3100, This was the part
of the claim based on the contention
of the plaintiff that the sum was a
loan to the association and not pay-
ment for additional stock in the con-
cern. This was established by the evi-
dence of M. A. Wylde, who also had a
similar claim against the association to
that of the plaintiff in this action.
When he paid the $100 he had refused
to-have it taken as payment for stock,
but insisted upon its going in 'as a
lcan. Although there was an agree-
ment signed before that it should be
for stock. As a loan it was accepted,
and' receipts were given in that form
to all who paid. -His Honeor in view of
this decided that the money was paid
as a loan, and gave judgment accord-
ingly.

On the other part of the claim for
services in connection with the floata-
tion of the company His Honor decid-
ed that the goods already issued to the
plaintiff in that connection was suffi-
cient to cover the claim, and dismissed
the action for-the remalning $67 of the
claim,

UNIORM COURSE
OF INSTRUCTION

ARRANGED FOR ROYAL
SCHOOL OF ARTILLERY

Militta Order Has Been Promulgated
Affecting Re-Organization—0f-
ficers Appointed.

According to a dispatch from Ot-
tawa a militia general order will be
promulgated respecting the reorganiza-
tion of the royal school of artillery in
the Dominion. With headquarters in
Quebec there will be three branches:
horse and field artillery school at
Kingston, heavy artillery school at
Kingston, heavy artillery school -.at
Quebec and coast defence and artillery
schools at Halifax and Esquimalt.
The commandant of school and inspec-
tor of artillery will be Col. J. F. Wil-
son, A.D.C., commanding the Royal
Canadian artillery. The chief instruc-
tor and assistant inspector will be
Lieut. Col. C. E. English, R.G.A. ap-
pointed for two years. There will also
be three instructors in gunnery, one
each at Quebec, Kingston and Halifax,
with such civillan instructors as may
be necessary and a subordinate staff of
assistant instructors.

The full scope of the order will not
be fully understood until its arrival by
mail. It is expected, however, that
the idea is to make the course taken
by militia officers uniform throughout
the Dominion. This at the present time
is not the case. TUnder the new ar-
rangement a young officer on taking
his course will pass the same exam-
ination whether he attends a course
of instruction in Halifax or in Victoria,
thus establishing uniformity.

No provision is made for an instru-
tor in gunnery at Esquimalt, it will be
noticed. The intention is probably to
have one of the officers at the Bar-
racks act in that capacity, owing to the
fact that the number taking the course
is not as large here as in the east.

At the present time one officer of
the Fifth regiment is taking the course
at the Barracks. This is Lieut. Cob-
bett. The intention of this young
militia officer is said to be to enter the
regular force.

PATRICK MAY BE EXECUTED.

“Take for comparison the guestion
of our public debt. T do not regard it
as a great virtue that we have had
such a small increase. In a country
like Canada, with a vast territory to
open up, with great works in all di-
rections requiring :consideration, it is
hardly to be expected that we can
conduct our public affairs at all timem
without some addition to the publis
debt. But we are able to present a re-
markable record. During our ten years
we have had to provide not only for
ordinary expenses of government,
chargeable to what is known as con-
solidated fund, but we have had to
provide for capital and special ex-
penditures. In ten years our expenses
of- that character chargeable to capi-
tal and special account amounted to
$97,000,000, and, after providing for all
necessary expenditures, at the end of
the ten-year period we find that
the net increase of the public debt of
Canada is eight and a half million
dollars, or an average of about eight
hundred and fifty thousand dollars a
yvear, as against an average of six and
a half million ydollars for the period
of our predecessors. Indeed, viewed in
the correct light, our net debt is ac-
tually less to-day than it was when
our government came into power. If
we make allowance for the increase of
population we find that the net debt of
Canada to-day is several dollars less
head than it was ten years ago.
Should any Liberal feel it necessary to
apologize for the debt increase of eight
millions '6f dollars under such circum-

But there
iz no legal manner known to us
of setting aside a British 'colonial
statute afier it- has been approved at
home. It t‘nus'appe&rs that England
has gone a lorigrway to meet our views,
and patience in unraveling the snari
is the slightest recompense we can
make for the trouble between herself
and her colony:. The matter should be
left there, without aggravation by
agitatian over our own grievance in the
opposition by Newfoundland o the im-
peria! arrangement. It is England’s
duty to discipline her depeéndency, and
she should be allowed every cppor-
tunity to do so in her own way.”

DESTROYED BY FIRE

Zody of Samuel Spencer Burned Beyon
Recognition—Four Other Men
‘Also Dead,

s Lynchburg, Va., Nov.  20.—President
Samuel Spencer, of the Southern rail-
way, wds killed and his body burned
beyord recognition at Lawyers, Va.,
eleven miles below here, at 6.30 o’clock
this morning. Philip, Schuyler, of New
York, of Mr. Spencer’s party, also was
killed, as was Spencer’s spe'cm,l train
dispatcher, W, W. Davis, of Alexander,
and Engineet Terry. One man nof yet
identified also was killed.

: Eight negroes were injured, one prob-
ably fatally, :

The accident resulted from a collis-
ion between train No. 87, the Washing-
;on' and Southwestern vestibuled lim-
ited, which ran into the rear-end of
train No. 33, known as the Jacksonville
limited.

President Samuel Spencer’s private
coach was entirely burned.

The Late President.

New York, Nov. 29.—Samuel Spencer,
of the Southern railway, who was kill-
ed' in a wreck near Lynchburg to-day,
was one of the most prominent rail-
road men of the United States, and for
nearly 20 years had been at the head
of one or morge of the great railroad en-
terprises. t the.time of his death,
in addition to theSouthern, he was
president and a director in the Ala-
bama Great ‘Southern Railway Com-
pany, the Cincinnati, New Orleans &
Pacific Railway Company, the Georgia,
Southern & Florida Railway Company
and the Mobile & Ohio Railway Com-
pany. He was a director also of the
Central railway of Georgia, the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & S8t. Paul Railway
Company, the Erie Rallway Company,
the Northern Pacific Company and
other corporations. Mr. Spenocer was
born in Columbus, Geargia, in 1847, and
was educated in the university of
Georgia and the univeristy of Vir-
ginia.

water Particulars.

Lynchburg, Va., Nov. 29.—President
Samuel Spencer, of the Southern railway
system, who was en route to.the south,
was killed this morning in a rear-end col-
lision at Lawyer, ten miles from Lynch-
burg. The private car i1n which he was
riding was struck and split open by the
colliding  locomotive. It ‘immediately
caught' fire and the bgdy of Mr. Spencer
was burned almost  beyond recognition.
Mr. Davis was crushed and died in 15
minutes. Mr. Schuyler was Instantly
killed, but his body was not badly burned
before it was recovered by passengers.

Engineer C. Perry, who was on the
rear train, was Killed. /

Private Secretary Merrill was hurt, but
the nature of his injuries has not been
learned. He will be brought te the city
about noon.

Twelve of the fifteen passqngers, most
of them negroes, were injured, only one
of whom is thought to be fatally hurt.

Eight negroes are in ‘the city hospital
here, having arrived at 11 o’clock.

The collision was. between traln No. 33,
the Jacksonville express, and train No.
37, the Washington and Southern vesti-
buled limitgd. The Jacksonville express
stopped on the top ot » very heavy grade
a mile north of Lawyer depot Lo repair a
slight breakdown, and before, it is said,
a flagmen could gect back to protect the
train the Atlanta train dashed into her.

The heavy engine ploughed into the
private car of President Spencer, in which
he and his guests are supposed to have
been sleeping. Immediately the private
car caught fire. The wreckage was piled
around the engine as though placed there
by human hands to be consumed. Every
portion of wood work in the engine was
burned and the monster machine stands
torn and twisted and will have to be
thrown down the embankment as useless.

It was under the locomotive that the
body of President Spencer was found.
Evidently he was killed instantly and did
not suffer the tortures of being burned.

Dispatcher Davis was alive when taken
from under the wreckage. He was
crushed about the lower portion of the
body and died in ten minutes.

One of the worst phases of the accident
was the heartless manner in which a few
passengers apd some of the porters of
the Atlanta train ransacked the wrecked
cars for plunder.

F. M. Curtis, of Jamestown, N. Y., who
was a passenger on the Jacksonville
train, saw a negro tear open a lady’s grip
and throw away what were of no value to
him and keep what he wanted. Mr.
Curtis was on his way to High Point,
N. C., on a business trip.

It was claimed wy some of his fellow
passengers that to hum belongs the credit
of rescuing a dozen persons who other-
wise would have perighed.

Mr. Curtis, in talkieg to the reporter of
the Associated Press, gaid: “I was sleep-
ing soundly when the mmpact took place.
I thought at first that tmere had been an
explosion. Hurrying ims my clothes, I
ran out to find that the ~oach (President
Spencer’s) was already :n a blaze, and
then it dawned on me tmat there had been
a rear-end collision. The women in the
coach were frantic, and I thought the
first thing was to quieten them. I as-
sured them that they were no longer in
danger. I told them to take their time
to dress, but get out of the coach as soon
as possiblee. When T went out I found
that not a single thing had been done
for the succor of those who were injured
and dying. The passengers were hurry-
ing out of the cars through windows and
through the debris, and I began to look
around Tor the wounded. It appeared to
me that the passengers who were unin-
jured were dazed and they did not ap-
pear to realize that something must be
done. T talked to them and they began to
work. You never saw men work harder
in your life.

“I know the train attachees did not aid
in the first 'relief because they had gone
both ways to protect the two trains from
other and more serious trouble. One
thing that struck me forcibly was the
heroic manner in which the colored pas-
sengers who were injured bore their ‘suf-
terings. There was practically not a
sound from them. They were laid out in
the fields adjoining the, railroad, where
they remained for several hours until
they could be placed in a coach and
brought to the city.”

CELEBRATION AT ST.
ANDREW'S CHURCH

(Continued “from page 2.)

“The question of securing a perman-
ent church home very early occupied
the attention of those charged with
the business affairs of the congrega-
tion. On July 15th, 1867, encour-
aged by the promise of liberal assist-
ance from the mother church in Scot-
land, a committee was appointed to
secure a site and receive subscriptions
for the erection of a building.

“In the following month, however, a
letter from the home church was re-
ceived, stating that a grant of £500 had
been made towards a church building.
That sum being deemed insufficient,
progress towards building was stayed
and negotiations for the purchase of
the Broughton street hall were enter-
ed upon.

‘“In their first annual report the man-
agers noted with gratitude the under-
taking of the church of Scotland to pay
one-half of the minister’s salary, to
assist in the erection of a church and
to send out another minister to share
with Mr. Somerville the labors of co-
lonial mission work.”

“In March, 1868, the lot on the north-
east corner of Courtenay and Gordon
streets was secured, . and.thereon was
erected a church .which, was the pride |
of many hearts, and which, even in its
dismantled state, retains some of the
original architectural

corner stone was laid with Masonic
honors on -August 28th, 1868, and the
4th of April, 1869, the building was

of Aimighty God. Rev. Dr. Lindsley,
of Portland, ‘Oregon, preached the |
opening sermon. and Rev Mr. Aitken.}
who was then supplying the pulpit of |
the First Presbyterian church, preach-
ed in the afternoon. The cost of that
building, including the site, was about
$11,000, of which nearly one-third was
contributed by the church of Scotland.

“With the occupation of the new
building, steps wera taken towards the
organization of a kirk session and on
July 4th, 1869, the following persons,
having been duly elected and no ex-
ception taken to their character or

-

until 1887. ;

“That year was marked by another
important event in the history of St.
Andrew’s church—the withdrawal of
the congregation from the benign care
of the Church of Scotland and its
union with the Presbyterian church in
Canada. This step was taken only with
the most cordial approval of the
mother church.

“In the new relationship a call was
extended to the Rev. P. McF. McLeod,
of the Central church, Toronto, and
early the next year Mr. McLeod was
inducted into the pastoral charge. It
was almost at once felt necessary to
provide greater accommodation for the
congregation and on the first anniver-
sary of Mr. McLeod’'s settlement, the
cornerstone of this edifice was laid
with becoming ceremonies by the Hon.
John Robson, £n -elder- of the church,
premier of the province and liberal
benefactor of all good movements with-
in its bounds. Those who, along with
Mr. McLeod and Mr. Robson, took
part in that service, were the Rev.
Thos. Scoular, Rev. Donald Fraser
(both since deceased), the Ven. Arch-
deacon Scriven, Rt. Rev. Bishop
Cridge, Rev. Mr. Starr, Rev. Mr. Rugg
and-the Rev. Mr. MacRae.

‘““The architect of the building was
L. Buttress Trimen, the contractor was
Joshua Holland, while T. A. Brydon
superintended he construction on be-
half of the congregation. The cost of
the building, including frunishing, was
$61,500.

“On January 11th, 1890, the building
—the Rev. D. J. McDonell of St. An-
drew’'s church, Toronto, preaching
morning and evening, and the Rev. E.
D. McLaren, of St. Andrew’s church,
Vancouver, now general secretary of
home missions in the afternoon. Mr.
McLeod retired from the pastorate of
the church in Sept., 1893, and on June
22nd, 1894, the present minister was in-
ducted.

“Next to the founding of the congre-
gation the liquidation of the debt in-
curred in erecting the edifice is deemed
an event worthy of special notice in
this gathering.

“The financial depression from which
the city suffered in 1892 left the con-
gregation weakened in resources to
bear a burden that would have taxed
the ability of its strongest ‘days. To
adjust that burden so that it could be
carried without crushing the life out
of ‘the church was a problem that de-
manded the exercise of the best busi-
ness acumen of our combined boards.
The old church and the old manse pro-
perty on Douglas street (purchased in
1872) were transferred to our creditors
(the estate of the late Mr. Robson) at
a liberal valuation, and there still re-
mained a mortgage indebtedness of
$30,000 bearing interest at 8 per cent.,
besides a large floating liability whose
exact proportions we were never able
to measure. After the most -earnest
consideration it was regretfullly ad-
mitted that the burden was too much
for our strength—most generougly our
creditor forgave a large portion of the
debt. ‘Then acting upon a scheme de-
vised by one of our ablest men of busi-
ness and stimulated by his munificence
in 1898 we paid $2,000 and, on the se-
curity of a mortgage on'the property,
borrowed $20,000 from the Confedera-
tion Life Association at 6 per cent to be
repaid in ten annual . instalments.
Since then the struggle, though long
and keen and sometimes disappointing,
has never been hopeless. We have had
our lean years, when we were obliged
to allow some of the interest to be
added to the principal, as well as our
full years—but every recurring Novém-
ber found us nearer the goal of desire.
Last January the amount reported to
the annual meeting as still due was
$3,700. Mindful of the coincidence of
the 40th -anniversary of the founding
of the congregation and the expiration
of the period for which the mortgage
was drawn_the congregation expressed
its wish to celebrate the anniversary
in blissful freedom from debt. To this
end the Ladies’ Aid society, through
its president, declared its readiness to
raige $1,000 if the board of management
would undertake to secure the balance.

doctrines, were ordained as the first |
elders of St. Andrew’s church, \'lz,;l

“It is gratifying to find even in those
early days when care of a young cause
might be expected to engross the at-
tention of minister and congregation,
that the missionary spirit animated
both to the extent of at ledst occa-
sional services in the surrounding dis-
trict as far away as Cowichan, and
the constant urging upon the home
church to send out other missionaries
to occupy the fleld. As a result of these
efforts the Rev. Simon MeGregor, of
West Branch, Nova Scotia, arrived in
1870 to take part in work of the mis-
sion, under appointment of the colonial
committee of the Church of Scotland.
In the same year Mr. Somerville return-
ed to Scotland, where as minister of the
parish of Black Friars, Glasgow, he
still nurses the warmest regard for
Victoria and St. Andrew’s church. It
was a particular pleasure to his old
friends to note that one of our Cana-
dian colleges three years ago conferr-
ed on him the honorary degree of
15 14508 5

“For eleven years, Mr. MecGregor
wrought with great faithfulness and
zeal not only within the bounds of the
congregation, but far beyond also,
seeking, indeed, to establish Presby-
terianism throughout the colony, and
so won for himself a large place in the
affection of the congregation ani the
confidence of the community.

“Burdened with a sense of the need
of the ordinances of religion in the
scatered settlements of the provinece
and his earnest written appeals having
failed to adequately impress the church
at home with the magnitude of that
need, Mr. McGregor in 1875 obtained
leave of absence and visited Scotland,
bound to leave no effort untried to in-
duce the mother church to send out a
number of men to meet the growing
requirements of this country. As a
result of that mission four ministers
were added to the staff of the Church
of Scotland in British Columbia, viz.,
Messrs. Wm. Clyde, Alexander Dunn,
George Murray and Mr. Nicholson. On
the arrival of these brethren a presby-
tery of British Columbia was formed.
In 1880 Mr. McGregor resigned his
charge and removed to Scotland,
where until two years ago he was min-
ister of the parish of Appin. Since his
retirement he has made Edinburgh his
residence.

‘“His successor was the Rev. Robert
Stephen—a man of broad scholarship
and unostentatious piety who con-

The challenge was promptly accepted
by the chairman of the board. To-
gether these two organizations have
striven throughout the past ten

| months, with the happy result that on

the day on which the mortgage fell due
the last dollar was paid and St. An-
drew’s church for the first time in its
life was out of debt.

‘“An effort of such magnitude could
never have been brought to successful
issue without the hearty co-operation
of all concerned, and where all have
striven so faithfully it is diffcult to
particularize. But all who have had
most to do with this movement with
perhaps one exception, will agree that
in addition to mention of those whose
sacrifice and assistance have already
been alluded to and the splendid yearly
contributions of the Ladies’ Aid so-
ciety, this story would not be complete
without a recognition of the pains-
taking labor and skilful handling of
the permanent secretary of the mort-
gage fund. A. B. Fraser, fitted by his
business experience and deeply inter-
ested in all that touches the well-being
of St. Andrew’s, his services during
the past ten years have been invalu-
able to the enterprise in whose success
we rejoice to-night.

“Now to the only wise God, our Sa-
vior, by whose unfailing favor we have
been brought unto this hour be the
glory and the praise both now and for-
ever. Amen.”

In some parts of France walnuts form
a regular article of diet. The peasants
eat them with bread that has oftentimes
been rubbed with garlic. The hygienic
effects are considered good, replacing
meat to a large extent. These nuts are
also used to make oil. It is much cheaper
and similar in taste to that pressed from
olives, and is employed to adulterate the
latter. The prisoners in certain prisons
are engaged in cracking walnits and
picking out the kernels, which are pressed
into oil.
