She announced herself as 
a lecturer, and the relations between the 
two became a matter of gossip and 
strance by his friends, who urged him to 
discontinue any intercourse with her. 
He stubbornly refused, and finally left the 
city with her, without the knowledge of 
many of his friends «id against the remon­
strance of others. He claimed that his 
relations with Mrs. Watson were of the 
purest character, and that they were going 
to New England on a tour in the interest 
of religion and temperance, lecturing joint­
ly. After they had gone, many friends of 
Mrs. Dutcher wrote to her husband, beg­
ging him to return to his wife and children, 
but instead of doing bo he wrote to Mrs. 
Dutcher, asking her to mortgage the house 
which the people of Wilmington had given 
them, and send him a thousand dollars for 
travelling expenses.

How it Works Patrick Partie of 
Mechanics’ Settlement, Kings County, N.

“ Sir.—I notice that in yonr issue of May 
3rd, 1879, yon request the readers of the 
Freeman to state, through the columns 
of jour paper, any improvement in busi­
ness, any advance in wages, or any of the 
milk and honey promised by the advocates 
of the N. P. Sir, I can state positively 
that the lumbermen, gangsmen, head 
gangsmen, the men working at the circular 
saw, the stream drivers, every man in the 
lumber business along the Bay Shore are 
consoled by having their wages cut down 
to within a fraction of one-half what it 
used to bo. I am somewhat familiar with 
many of the most respectable dry goods 
merchants, hardware, crockery ware and 
grocery merchants in St. John, many 
whom have to discharge some of their 
clerks, business is so depressed. When I 
grumble at the advance in price I am con­
soled by a sight of the new tariff. When 
I go in to the Country Market I find farm 
produce at the very lowest ebb, except 
potatoes. What a pity they are so scarce 
in the Upper Provinces, so that they 
could glut our markets. I go to the iron 
merchant and I find an advance of seven 
dollars per ton on iron. The consumer 
must pay for all, but what lias he to pay 
with! When I go to the Recording Office 
I find bills qf sale, deeds and mortgages 
filed to keep creditors from seizing their 
throttle. When I have good paper many 
of the merchants are afraid to endorse it, 
which I had no difficulty in getting done 
twelve months ago.

Parish of Wellington from the Sec.-Trea­
surer’s statement would be almost inexcus­
able in a business man such as the Sec.- 
Treasurer claims to be—but it is more 
than inexcusable in the present instance— 
since it is known, that previous to his 
making up of the original statement, he 
asked for and obtainedfrom Louis B. Allan, 
Esq., the Collector appointed by the 
Councillors for Wellington, in lieu of the 
regularly appointed Collector who had 
previously died, the original receipts 
which he, the Sec. -Treasurer, had given 
him. Allan demurred to such an unheard* 
of proceeding, but on the Sec.-Treasurer’s 
earnest entreaty for them, on the gronnfi 
that he wished to submit them to the Fi­
nance Committee, Allan surrendered them 
first, however, using the precaution to 
take certified copies.

These receipts show that Allan had paid 
to the Sec.-Treasurer 81,424.73, not merely 
$771.00, as stated in the Supplementary 
Report.

This leaves a balance of $653,73 yet un­
accounted for, and a total balance in the 
hands of the Sec-Treasurer of $4,119.71.

These are two or three extraordinary 
things for the Sec-Treasurer to do. He 
entirely omits any mention of the Parish 
of Wellington in his report, although he 
asks for, and has in his possession the 
receipts for $1,424.73, which he had re­
ceived ; and then, in his Supplementary 
Report, after his attention has been called 
to the omission, acknowledges the receipt 
of $771.00 only, from Wellington.

It is not for a moment to be supposed, 
that a man with the reputation for exact* 
ness upon which the Secy.-Treasurer 
prides himself, could have been so indiffer­
ent to the accuracy of his statements, as 
not to have satisfied himself that his cash 
balance on hand corresponded with his 
statements of accounts as first presented 
to the Council. If he neglected this, then 
surely he must have looked into the mat. 
ter when making up his supplementary 
report, What then becomes of the bal­
ance of $653.73?

A few words, now, as to the action Of 
the Council at its extra session. At the 
close of the regular session in January, 
when the Council had discovered the dis* 
січ*pencies of the Secy. -Treasurer’s account* 
a resolution was agreed upon to separate 
the offices of Secretary and Treasurer, 
anil when the salary for the former official 
had been decided on, and the Council was 
about to act in the appointment of a 
Treasurer, then Reuben Johnson Esq., 
M. P. P. and a member of the Council— 
seeing the imminent peril which was ena. 
pended over his (fiend, the Sec. -Treasurer, 
should he be called upon to pay at once 
the large balance of over $4,000—to his 
successor—rallied his friends and succeed­
ed iu carrying a motion to adjourn.

Au extra session of the Council was 
then convened on a proper requisition, for 
the purpose of finishing the business left 
over from the regular meeting ; and Mr- 
Reuben Johnson, at considerable inconven­
ience, no doubt, but with great good will, 
evidently, came from Fredericton, the 
scene of his success and his coadjutor’s 
signal defeat, to attend the meeting. He 
very fairly represented that the Secy.- 
Treasurer was in his place in Parliament, 
and having been invited to move the 
Address could not possibly leave, for his 
presence was a necessity to the Government, 
while his absence from the House at such 
a time would imperil the R. R. interest 
of Kent.

The bait took,—as it was known it 
would—and the Secy. -Treasurer was con­
tinued in office until the next regular 
meeting in July when, I presume he will 
be asked to “ rise and explain.”

The Northwest Bridge.
North Esk. May 23rd, 1879.

Mr. Editor :—I am sorry to trouble 
you so soon again,but as X.Y.Z. will con­
tinue his sickly lop-sided assertions I will 
trouble you for the last time. He says the 
old bridge was too narrow at 24 feet as 
sometimes it was difficult to pass. Now,for 
the past twelve years the old bridge was 
covered lengthwise through the centre, 
14 feet wide, with planks, leaving five 
feet on each side unused, which was un­
safe ; and if the travelling public only 
used 14 feet of the bridge for twelve years 
they ought to be satisfied with eighteen 
feet of a new bridge in a safe condition.

He asked how the ballast was going to 
be removed, and tho logs that had worked 
out of place were going to be put in. 
When the blocks were not taken down to 
low water mark it was not necessary to 
remove the ballast but the ice breakers 
Xfkich constitute part of the blocks have 
Jjp be .sniped down to low water mark at 
hn angle of 45 degrees, and the ballast 
Will have to be removed from them and 
repacked in, and the logs that are out are 
in those ice breakers and will l>e removed 
and all covered with six inch facing planks 
which will make the blocks as good as 
new ones.

He says it is not two months since I 
was condemning the work on the bridge. 
Again he tells an untruth, for I never con­
demned the work on the bridge.

He wishes to know what personal 
charges he made against the Inspector.

Newcastle Steam Fire Engine.

The people of Newcastle are to be con* 
gratnlated on having secured a steam tire 
engine. After its arrival at the Shire 
Town it was subjected to faithful tests 
there, and also in competition with the 
Chatham engine, the general result being 
so favorable as to please all interested.

The machine was built by Mr. Ronald— 
whose works are, we believe, located in 
Brussels Ontario, and have been in 
successful operation for twelve 
aud the cost including two hose reels and 
usual fittings was $3,400. The Firewards 
having the matter in charge required, 
several tests to be made in Newcastle, 
sufficient steam being got up in about 
seven minutes from the time of lighting 
the fire to throw an inch stream over the 
Masonic Hall,- through six joints of hose.

An excellent test was through 1000 feet 
of hose bid up Street’s hilL The water 
was drawn through some 28 feet of suction 
hose and the elevation of the nozzle, one 
thousand feet away, must have been 125 
feet above the level of the engine. The 
stream thrown was perfectly satisfactory 
as were, also, two streams thrown later 
from 750 ft. of hose. A test was also 
made with three streams of 1$ in., 1 in. 
and I in. respectively, all of which proved 
the power of the machine and its practi­
cal effectiveness.

“ Sir,—I take the liberty of asking you

Proprietor.Mr. Editor.—Progressive age though 
this of ours may be, yet it may also be a 
question whether it is a wise or an im­
proved modernization to introduce into 
free America, the laws and observances of 
some’older conn tries.
