The 
aim and object of this peculiar piece of work 
are apparent on the surface. The objection to 
the declaration of qualification was on the 
ground that the form read was as follows, “for 
six months previous to the test of the writ of 
this election,” instead of “at the test of this 
election and for six months next immediately 
preceding such test.” The form need is to the 
same effect as the act of 1882, as the legal con. 
structlon of the word “previous” as used,is im­
mediately preceding, which would bring it down 
to the date and therefore would be at the date. 
The statute of “interpretation of terms” pro­
vides that "forms, when prescribed shall admit 
deviations not affecting the subit ance or cal­
culated to mislead,” which causes the defect if 
any. The sheriff took upon himself to decide 
this technical point, although the declarations 
of Messrs. Rogers and Jonah were made before 
the sheriff himself, and to deny a poll. The 
notice questioning the qualification is claimed 
to be defective.

Death of Alex. Duff.

It was with general surprise that the many 
friends of Alex. Duff of Portland, heard of 
that gentleman’s death Sunday. Mr. Duff 
was a gentleman well and favorably known, 
not only in the two cities, but throughout the 
province, and with all whom he came in con­
tact, either in a business or social way, found 
in him a warm and true friend. On the 9th 
Febrnary last, Mr. Duff contrasted a heavy 
cold wtich developed into inflammation ol the 
lungs, followed by typhoid pneumonia. He re­
covered sufficiently, however, tj be able to 
1Ç6Y6 his bed and up to last Tuesday was able 
to go about the house. He was taken with an 
affection of the throat abent a week ago. which 
gradually grew worse, and it was with the 
greatest difficulty nourishment could bà ad­
ministered, he finally succumbing at two 
o’clock yesterday morning.

Mr. Duff was born it Springfield, K. C , 
in 1834. After receiving a good education and 
passing a successful examination for a school 
teacher he came to Portland, entered'the em­
ploy of Francis and Joseph Ruddock 
as a book keeper and continued in their ser­
vice for a number of years. He afterwards 
went into the tug boat business and built the 
steam tug St John. For several years he re­
presented Ward 2 at the Portland council and 
afterwards Ward 3. He resigned hie seat at 
the board in 1878 os being appointed by ths 
council a member of the water commission of 
St. John, which position be held np to the 
,t me of his death. Mr. Duff was a prominent 
Oddfellow and a P. G. and charter member 
of Peerless lodge, besides being secretary- 
treasurer of the New Brunswick Oddfellows’ 
Hall Company. He was managing director of 
the St. John Building Society and a member 
of the Royal Arcanum, Ameriean Legion of 
Honor and of the Bay State. Among the 
curlers Mr. Dtff s death will also be much 
felt. He was an active member of the Thistle 
curling club and played with this club in all 
important games for years past.

Mr. Duff was twice married. His first wife 
was a daughter of Daniel McKenzie of St 
Stephen, and his second a daughter of Thomas 
Miller of this city. He leaves a widow and 
ten children, who have thesympathy of theentlre 
community. All his children were around his 
bedside rt the time of his death except A. WJ1- 
mer Duff, who is absent in Scotland, pursuing 
his studies at the Edinburgh University.

’ ■ A FISH SATES A ST. JOHN SHIP FROM 
DESTRUCTION.

Panama, April 23,—The St John ship 
Alexander Yeats, Capt Dunham, from Lobos 
for Falmouth, while leaving her anchorage 
struck heavily upon a shoal and commenced 
to fill with water. It was some time before 
the pumps could be used, but they were got in 
working order, and were gaining on the leak 
when the inflox of water suddenly stopped. 
The vessel put Into CeUaofor examination,and 
the diver found that a large hole had been 
knocked in her bottom. In the hole and com­
pletely filling it was the body of a very large 
fish. It is supposed that the fish while swim­
ming past the vessel was carried in by the 
water rushing through the leaks; at all events 
the fish saved tie vessel end her cargo of 2,000 
tons of guano, which to now being discharged. 
The ship will be docked for repairs.

P. E. I's Government Stock Farm.

(Charlottetown Examiner.)

The commissioners for the government stock 
farm report that the hay and grain yield for 
the last year was fully np to the average in 
quantity per acre, an in quality much better 
than in most years. There were 82 acres un­
der bay, which produced 125 tons, or a little 
over a ton and a half to the acre. Of oats 1,- 
230 bushels of good quality were produced from 
thirty acres, making an average of 41 j bushels 
per acre. Nine acres ef land yielded 420 bush­
els of barley, of excellent quality, being 46$ 
bushels per acre. From six and a half scree of 
ground there were dag 1,650 bushels of pota­
toes, yielding within a fraction of 270 bushels 
per acre. Seven and a half acres of land 
turned і ff 5,500 bushels of turnips, of fine sizi 
and quality—over 733 bushels per acre. Oae- 
and-a-quarter acre produced about 600 buahela 
of mangolds.

Man’s Inhumanity to Man.

BRUTAL CONDUCT OF AN AMERICAN FISHING 
CAPTAIN TO THE CREW OF A FUBNICO SCHOON­
ER BURNT ON THE GRAND BANKS.

(Halifax Herald )

The schooner Eldora, Capt. John Greaser, 
of LaHave, which left here some days ago 
for the Grand Banks, returned Saturday 
morning, having on board the captain and 
the crew of 21 men of the Pnbnlco sobooner 
Uncle Sam, 95 tons register. The Uecle 
Sam left LaHave tn Saturday for the Granj 
Banka, calling here. She left again on Sun­
day, arriving on the banks on Monday. In 
conversation with one of the crew of the 
Uncle Sam, be said : We arrived on the 
banks Monday morning. Fish were not 
over plenty, but every one was happy, and 
everything was running along fira rate until 
Thurday afternoon about four o’clock, when 
the cabin was discovered to be on fire. All 
bands were on deck at the time dressing fish, 
and no cause can be given for the fire. We 
all turned to and endeavored to extinguish the 
flames,but we found we could do nothing with it, 
and there being 10 or 15 pounds of power in the 
cabin, which might explode at any moment, 
we concluded to take to the boats. About 
fifteen minutes after we lef the ill-fated ship 
in our dories,

THE POWDER EXPLODED 
and greatly damaged the halt But we 
managed to get on board again and saved 
what we could, securing soma flour and 
beef, besidee a quantity of tackle and sails. 
After getting all we conld, we rowed to the 
schooner Bertha-B. Nickerson of Booth Bay, 
Me., commanded by Captain Nathan Nick- 
eon, of Cape Cod. All the crew of the 
Nickerson, except the captain and two men, 
were Nova Scotians, having been sent for this 
spring by t ie owners of the Nickerson. We 
told him what had happened us and asked to 
be taken on board. He first said be would 
take four of us. When about one half of our 
crew got on board he requested us to leave, 
saying if we left he would take the other half 
on board for the night. We refused to loave 
till our captain arrived, who with the other 
half of the crew was still on or near the wreck 
of the Uncle Sam. About an hour later the 
captain came, but on his asking permission to 
it ay was told by Nickerson that he could not. 
We asked him to let us sleep on the deck ail 
night end we would be satisfied. He told us 
we eoul 1 not and pointing to another echooner 
three miles further away, told us to go aboard 
of her, as he thought she was an English 
schooner. At the same time he remarked that 
if he could not come to Nova Scotia for men

Seeing he did not want us, we would not stay, 
although the majority of hto 
favor of our staying. We left him at nine 
o’clock and rowed to the other schooner,reach­
ing her about ten o’clock.

We were cheerfully 
taken on board and treated well. In fact we 
could nt t have been treat id better. The Eldora 
had just come on tte banks and the day we 
boarded her was her first fishing day. The 
Nickerson bad been on a week and had four 
quintals of fish. One of the crew of the ill- 
fated Untie Sam, named John E Gerrong, 
says he sailed with Captain Mckeraon four 
years ago, and he knows he

He says be was on the Banks with him one 
time when be wanted to leave the Banks for 
home on account of the fog, and wanted to 
etart without two of the crew, who were out 
in their dories. The crew protested against 
his leaving the men behind, and he was com­
pelled to wait for them. The crew of the 
Uncle Sam are unanimous in their opinion 
of Captain Nickerson, and that is that he 
did a mean thing. “But,” remarked one of 
the men, "he is not dead yet; we may meet 
him cgnis.” Thirteen of the men who were 
in the forecattle saved inoit of thelr thingv; 
the remaining eight who were quartered in the 
cabin lost everything.

HORRIBLE FATE OF SIX ITALIAN LABORERS AT
MT. ALTON, PA., HEMMED IN BY A FALLEN
BUILDING AND BOASTED ALIVE.

Bradford, Pa., April 24,—Thiity Italian 
laborers in the employ of the Erie railroad 
have been occupying one of the company’s 
construction shanties at Mt. Alton, 15 miles 
south of here. The building hae been in 
disguise for some t'me, and the wooden under­
pinning was weak. Twenty men slept in a 
little left and the remainder on the first floor, 
which was elevated above the ground four 
feet. During the night one of the potti 
on which the structure rested gave way, 
and at one o’clock this morning the shanty 
slipped off and ccl lapsed. The men 
were throwrrinto a heap, and those who escap­
ed made their way out with great difficulty. 
In a few minutes the wreck took fire from a 
lantern that hung in the room, and the walls 
being largely composed of tarred paper, blazad 
fiercely. The shouts of those who had escaped, 
and the screams of others, who were penned in 
the blazing pile, aroused the village. There 
being no fire department,nothing could be done 
outside of forming a bucket brigade, which 
wae not of the slightest nee. The howling of 
the roasting psopl» grew fainter and fainter, 
and in a short time the fire had spent 
itself. Six charred corpses, which could be 
identified only by bits of clothing, were taken 
out. The names of the dead are: Andrew Pet­
rels, Frlolew Eatta, Domingo Calerco, Sap- 
pa ta Guirrera, Frank Grade, Charles Graco. 
Two men suffered serions injury from being 
attack by falling timber, bnt it ia believed 
they will recover. The dead men had turns 
ranging from $100 to $300 about their persona, 
which they were about to send to their fam­
ilies in Italy.

Great Agricultural Yield in Charlotte 
County.

To the Editor of The Sun :—
Sib—In turning over the peges of the last 

agriculture lrepoit, my attention was sharply 
arrested by some large combinations of figures 
which I found in the report of the Secretary 
for the Charlotte Gout ty Agricultural Society. 
There has been so much written about the 
worthlessness of the statistics which have en­
cumbered the pages of the agricultural reports 
for the last twenty years, that I believe the 
present secretary has not insisted upon the 
Societies famishing them with that persistency 
which had been previously exacted, and Mr. 
Lugrin has furnished instead, a series of ques­
tions, for the Secretaries t i reply to. John 
8. Magee, the Secretary of the Charlotte 
County Society, has accordingly been quite 
voluminous in his replies to these questions. 
The area for which his answers ex tend, comprise 
in gross 40,000 acres, tint hesays “more than one 
half is rocks, mountains and lakes/’ Leaving 
a bclance of say 15,000 acres. Now referring to 
any portion of our province, of that 
extent, held by individual owners of 
farus, it is but fair to estimate twenty-five 
per cent as being in forest, which would leave 
3,750 seres partially reclaimed, of this amount 
one third or 1,250 acres would necessarily ba 
pasture land, cleared of timber, bnt rot stump­
ed nor ploughed. This would leave 2.500 acres 
cf land for hay and cropping purposes. On 
these 2 500 acres Mr. Magee reports there 
have been raised :

470 bushels each. To produce 125,000 bushels 
of potatoes, 100 farms would have to grow 
1,250 bushels each, and every man at all con­
versant with farming, knows that such an 
average would be considered large by any 
when ont of Charlotte county.

To grow 350,000 bushels of turnips would re­
quire 100 farms to average 3,500 bushels each. 
Mr. Magee in bis fine, flowing style says about 
75 per cent, "will be exported to the United 
States and St John.” That is 262,500 bushels 
were to be shipped by water or rail. Suppos­
ing the Utter mode of transit was need it won’d 
take 525 oars holding 500 bushels each, or 15 
car loads per day for thirty-four days. This 
would be a lot of business, and whether it has 
really taken place could be ascertained.

We congratulate the residents of all classes 
who reside in the Parishes of St. Andrews and 
St Croix that they are so blessed with the 
bounteous products of the soil. They have no 
occasion to worry themselves over the expira­
tion of the Washington fishery treaty, or any 
loss of the American matkets for the product 
of the sea will be far more than compensated 
by the prodiglal luxuriance of the soil.

Mr. Palmer’s Notorious Bridge Job.

Washington, D. C., April 22.—The 
president today sent a message to congress 
on the subject of the labor troubles. The 
message in full Is as follows :

To the Senate and House of Representa­
tives : The constitution imposes upon the 
president the duty of recommending to the 
consideration of congress from time to time 
such measures as be shall judge necessary 
and expedient. I am so deeply impressed 
with the importance of immediately and 
thoughtfully meeting the problem which re­
cent events and a present condition have 
thrust upon us, Involving the sentiment of 
disputes arising between our laboring men 
and their employers, that I am constrained 
to recommend to congress legislation upon 
this serions and pressing subject. Under 
our form of government the vaine of labor 
as an element of national prosperity should 
be distinctly recognized, and the welfare 
of the laboring man should be regarded as 
especially entitled to legislative care. In a 
country which offers to all its citizens the 
highest attainments of social and political 
distinction, Its workingmen cannot justly or 
safely be considered, as irrevocably consigned 
to the limits of a class, and entitled to no 
attention aqd allowed no protest against 
neglect. The laboring man, bearing in his 
hand an Indispensable contribution to onr 
growth and progress, may well insist with 
manly courage, and as a right, upon the 
same recognition from those who make onr 
laws as Is accorded to any other citizen 
having a valuable Interest in charge; 
and his resonable demand should 
be met in suoh a spirit of appre­
ciation and fairness as to induce a con­
tented and patriotic co-operation in the 
achievement of a grand national destiny. 
While the real Interests of labor are not pro- 
moted by a resort to threats and violent 
manifestations, and while those who, under 
the pretext of an advocacy of the claims of 
labor, want only to attack the rights of 
capital, and for selfish purposes, or the love 
of disorder and of violence and discontent, 
should neither be encouraged nor conciliat­
ed, all legislation on the subject should be 
calmly and deliberately undertaken with no 
pnrpose of satisfying unreasonable demands 
or gaining partisan advantage.

The present condition of the relations be­
tween capital and labor are far from satis­
factory. The discontent of the employed is 
dee in a large degree to the

GRASPINC AND HEEDLESS EXACTIONS

of employers, and the alleged discrimination 
in favor of capital is an object of government 
attention. It mast also be conceded that 
the laboring men are not always careful to 
avoid causeless and un justifiable disturb- 
ance, Though the importance of a better 
accord between these interests is apparent, 
it must be borne in mind that any effort In 
that direction by the federal government 
must be greatly limited by constitutional re­
strictions. There are many grievances which 
legislation by Congress cannot redress, and 
many conditions which cannot by such 
means be reformed.

I am satisfied, however, that something 
may be done under federal authority to pre­
vent the disturbances which so often arise 
from disputes between employers and the 
employed, andi which at times seriously • 
threaten the business interests of the coun­
try; and in my opinion the proper theory 
upon which to proceed Is that of voluntary 
arbitration as the means of settling these 
difficulties. But I suggest that Instead of 
arbitrators chosen in the heat of conflicting 
claims, and after each dispute shall arise, 
there he created a commission of labor, con­
sisting of three members, who shall be regu­
lar officers of the government, charged, 
among other duties, with the consideration 
and settlement, when possible, of all contro­
versies between labor and capital. A com­
mission thus organized would have the 

ADVANTAGE OF BEING A STABLE BODY,

and its members, as they gained experience, 
would constantly Improve in their ability to 
deal intelligently and usefully with the ques­
tions which might be submitted to them. If 
arbitrators are chosen for temporary service 
as each case of dispute arises, experience and 
familiarity with much that is involved in 
the question will he lacking; extreme par­
tisanship and bias will be the qualifications 
■onght on either side, and frequent com­
plaints of unfairness and partiality will be 
inevitable. The imposition upon a federal 
court of a duty foreign to the judicial func­
tion, as the selection of an arbitrator In such 
cases, is at least cf doubtful propriety. The 
establishment by federal authorities of such 
a bureau would be a just and sensible recog­
nition of the value of labor and of its right 
to be represented.in the departments of the 
government.

So far as its conciliatory offices had relation 
to disturbances which interfered with tran­
sit and commerce between the states, its 
latence would be justified under the provis­
ions of the constitution, which gives to 
Congress the power “to regulate commerce 
with foreign nations and among the several 
states," and in the frequent disputes be- 
the laboring men and their employers of less 
extent, and the consequences of which are 
confined within state limits and threaten 
domestic violence. The Interposition of suoh 
a commission might be tendered upon the 
application of the legislature or executive of 
a state under the constitutional provision 
which requires the general government to 
“protect’' each of the states “against domes- 
tie violence.” If such a commission were 
fairly organized, the risk of a loss of popu­
lar support and sympathy resulting from a 
refusal to submit to eo peaceful an instru­
mentality

A Mysterious Murder Explained—Arrest of 

the Guilty Wretches.

Owen Sound, Oat, April 24 —James 
King, John Wilson, and Charles McCleary 
have been arrested in connection with the 
horrible murder committed about two miles 
from Wairton, about a month ago, whereby 
James A. Bailey and his hired man, whose 
name is unknown, lost their lives. The re­
volting and blood-onrdling nature of this will 
still be remembered. The mysterious de­
struction of Bsiley’s house by fire, the dis­
covery of the bodies of two men in the still 
burning debris and the horrible disclosures 
made by the postmortem examination all 
tend to make the case one of the most ab­
sorbing interest, especially as there was no 
clue to the perpetrators. The above arrests 
were made on the strength of the confession 
of Ellen McCleary, wnose family resided 
next door to Bailey’s and who kept house 
for the murdered man. The revealing of 
the mystery is dne to the splendid work of 
detective Rogers of the Provincial force. 
Although there was no cine to the tragedy 
he came to the conclusion that the McCleary 
family knew more about the matter than 
they cared to tell. He therefore kept close 
watch upon their movements. A few 
days ago he saw Ellen McCleary accom­
panied by a man board the train. They 
got off at Palmerston and registered at 
the hotel as man and wife. While they 
were ont of the room Rogers entered and 
got under the bed. Soon after the couple 
returned and commenced talking about the 
murder. After listening for a short time, 
Rodgers crawled ont from under the bed and 
arrested both the man and woman. The 
former gave hie came as John McCarty. 
The girl was thunderstruck and admitted to 
the detective that what he had heard was 
true. She subsequently made a statement 
to the effect that on the night of the murder 
King and Wilson came to Bailey’s house and 
asked her if Bailey was at home. King had 
previously told her that he intended to kill 
Bailey that night, Bailey hadn’t returned 
from Wlarton and the men told her to go 
home, and then went into the hath to wait 
for Bailey, She went home and sent her 
brother Charlie over to Bailey’s house to get 
the hired man oat, as she didn’t -want to see 
him killed. She saw £ing and Wilson re­
turn to the house about an hour after she 
left, and afterwards saw the fire. King 
formerly lived with Bailey, bnt had a row 
with him and left. Both were paying atten­
tion to Ellen McCleary, and King had stated 
to the girl that as long as Bailey was around 
he oonld not get her to marry him. She 
could not tell anything about the affair be­
fore, as King had threatened to kill her if 
she opened her mouth. Mis* McCleary and 
her companion were brought here and lodged 
in jail and the other arrests quickly fol­
lowed.

The preliminary examination of King and 
Wilson commenced lset evening. The girl 
again repeated her story sad her brotner 
Charles corroborated her statement to the 
effect that she sent him to tell the hired man 
to oome over to their place. The hired man 
would not come. This was just a little while 
before the fire broke out.

The trial was adjourned for a week.
King has had a bad record. Four years 

ago he was arrested on the charge of murder, 
fug his sister by poisoning, but was acquitted, 
Wilson on the other hand bears a good re­
cord and some believe he had no hand in the 
tragedy and that the girl is using him in the 
place ef a man named Stelnoff who was stop­
ping with her at the time of the fire and 
whom she la trying to shield. This belief Is 
strengthened by the question asked by 
Charles McCleary when he was arrested, 
“Whether Steinoff was arrested yet,”

Steinoff, it will be remembered, acted very 
strangely at the time of the fire, and disap­
peared after the bodies were discovered. 
He left the vicinity a few days later, telling 
the neighbors he had seen a ghost. It is 
thought Wilson will be able to prove an 
alibi; it has not yet transpired what part, if 
any, McCarty took in the affair.

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A Discouraging Yiew of the Panama Canal.

New York, April 23 —Cspt. W. B. Sher­
wood, who for the past seven months has 
been In charge of an American dredger on 
one section of the Panama canal, arrived 
this morning from Colon on steamer City of 
Para. He is pronounced in his condemna­
tion of the management of the French sub- 
officials and the manner In which ooatraota 
are let, sub-let and re-let, so that the re­
sponsibility is shifted from one to another 
until it is impossible to remedy the numer­
ous evils which exist in the workings of the 
varions departments. Canal laborers, who 
are mainly Jamaican and Martinique “nig­
gers,” the captain says, are, as a rule, of 
poor physique and lazy and Indolent to a 
great degree.

It is no nnfrequent spectacle, he declares, 
to see from 200 to 250 of these men sit In 
the mud for half a day, idling away the time 
for which they are paid at the rate of $2 50 
per diem. He admits that “the climate is 
not fit for a white man to work in,” He 
complains bitterly nf the lack of energy 
shown by the French officials with whom he 
oame in business con-act. When asked his 
opinion as to whether the canal would be 
finished within the time specified by De 
Lesseps, the captain said his best judgment 
that not only would the canal not be opened 
to commerce at the tim - stated by the great 
engineer, but he did not believe the work 
would ever be doLe under the present re­
gime.

Forgeries by a Woman.

habbisbubg banks swindlid bt the treasur­
er CP A MISSION ART SOCIETY.

Habbisbubg, Pa., April 21,—It has juat 
lsaked out that two Harrisburg banks have 
been swindled of $8,560 by well-executed for­
geries. The person alleged t > have been guilty 
of the crookedness is Miss Priscillia McClure, 
a member of one of the beat families in this 
city and for several years a teacher in the Pine 
street Presbyterian chutch and until lately 
treasurer of the missionary society of the 
church, with which she has long been connect­
ed. She was considered one if toe most ex­
emplary members of the congregation and 
the discovery of forged indorsement on 
notes, on
money from the banks, has caused a great sen­
sation among her friends. Miss McClure left 
this city a short time after the notea indicated 
had been discounted and her present location 
is unknown, but she is supposed to be in 
of the Southern States. One of the notes, for 
$1,500, was indorsed with the name of the 
bdy’s mother. Recently it came due and 
notice being sent to the supposed indorser she 
declared that the name was a forgery. She, 
however, waived the protest to save her 
daughter.

Since then the case has been placed in the 
hands of an attorney, in the hope of the re­
covery of the amount paid thy the bank tc 
Miss McClure. Another note of $7,000 was 
cashed by the Dauphin Deposit Bank, of 
which Senator Cameron is one of the trustees. 
This was indorsed with the name of Thomas 
Fnrst of Btllefonte, a cousin cf the missing 
lady. It has been recett y learned that this 
name is also a forgery. The reason which im­
pelled the alleged forgeries can only be con­
jectured. Nothing is known as to what dis­
position was made of the money. Among the 
reasons is one that she was instigated to the 
perpetration of the forgeries by her love fora 
man in straitened circumstances.

Washington, D. C., April 22.—The 

president today sent a message to congress 
on the subject of the lsbor troubles. The 
message to full is as follows :

To the Senate and House of Representa­
tives : The constitution Imposes upon the 
president the duty of recommending to the 
consideration of congress from time to time 
such measures ae be shall judge necessary 
and expedient. I am so deeply Impressed 
with the importance of immediately and 
thoughtfully meeting the problem which re­
cent events and a present condition have 
thrust upon us, involving the sentiment of 
disputes arising between our laboring men 
and their employers, that I am constrained 
to recommend to congress legislation upon 
this serions and pressing subject. Under 
our form of government the value of labor 
as an element of national prosperity should 
be distinctly recognized, and the welfare 
of the laboring man should bo regarded as 
especially entitled to legislative care. In a 
country which offer» to all Its citizens the 
highest attainments of sooial and political 
distinction, its workingmen cannot justly or 
safely bo considered, as Irrevocably consigned 
to the limite of a class, and entitled to no 
attention and allowed no proteat sgalnat 
neglect. The laboring man, bearing to hie 
hand an lndiepeneable contribution to our 
growth and progreea, may well Inelet with 
manly courage, and aa a right, upon the 
same recognition from those who make our 
laws aa le accorded to any other citizen 
having a valuable Interest to charge; 
and hie reeonable demand should 
be met In snoh a spirit of appre­
ciation and fairness ae to Induce a con­
tented and patriotic co-operation in the 
achievement of a grand national deetlny. 
While the real Intereite of labor are not pro­
moted by a reaort to threats and violent 
manifestations, and while those who, under 
the pretext of an advocacy of the claims of 
labor, want only to attack the rights of 
capital, and for selfish purposes, or the love 
of disorder and of violence and discontent, 
should neither be encouraged nor oonoiliat- 
ed, all legislation on the subject should be 
саіщіу and deliberately undertaken with no 
purpose of satisfying unreasonable demands 
or gaining partisan advantage.

The present condition of the relatione be­
tween capital and labor are far from satis­
factory. The discontent of the employed is 
dee to a large degree to the

grasping and heedless exactions

of employers, and the alleged discrimination 
to favor of capital la an object of government 
attention. It must also be conceded that 
the laboring men are not always careful to 
avoid causeless and unjustifiable disturb- 
anoe. Though the Importance of a better 
accord between these Interests is apparent, 
It mnst be borne to mind that any effort to 
that direction by the federal government 
must be greatly limited by constitutional re­
strictions. There are many grievances which 
legislation by Congress cannot redress, and 
many conditions which cannot by snob 
means be reformed,

I am satisfied, however, that something 
may be done under federal authority to pre­
vent the disturbances which so often arise 
from disputes between employers and the 
employed, and# which at times seriously 
threaten the bnelnees Interests of the coun­
try; and to my opinion the proper theory 
upon which to proceed Is that of voluntary 
arbitration as the means of settling these 
difficulties. Bat I suggest that Instead of 
arbitrators chosen to the heat of conflicting 
claims, and after each dispute shall arise, 
there be created a commission of labor, con­
sisting of three members, who shall be regu­
lar officers of the government, charged, 
among other duties, with the consideration 
and settlement, when poesible, of all contro­
versies between labor and capital. A 
mission thus organized would have the

ADVANTAGE OF BEING A STABLE BODY,

and its members, as they gained experience, 
would constantly Improve In their ability to 
deal Intelligently and usefully with the ques­
tions which might be submitted to them. If 
arbitrators are chosen for temporary eervloe 
ae each case of dlepnte arleee, experience and 
familiarity with much that is involved to 
the question will be lacking; extreme par­
tisanship and bias will be the qualifications 
sought on either side, and frequent 
plaints of unfairness and partiality will be 
inevitable. The imposition upon a federal 
court of a dnty foreign to the judicial fane- 
tien, as the selection of an arbitrator in snoh 
cases, is at least cf doubtful propriety. The 
establishment by federal authorities of such 
a bureau would be a just and sensible recog. 
nition of the value of labor and of its right 
to be represented.la the departments of the 
government.

So far aa its conciliatory offices had relation 
to disturbances which interfered with tran- 
sit and commerce between the states, its ex­
istence would be justified under the provis- 
ions of the constitution, which gives to 
Congress the power “to regulate commerce 
with foreign nations and among the several 
state»," and in the frequent disputes be- 
the laboring men and their employers of less 
extent, and the conséquences of which are 
confined within state limits and threaten 
domestic violence. The Interposition of snoh 
a commission might be tendered npon the 
application of the legislature or executive of 
a state under the constitutional provision 
which requires the general government to 
"proteot” each of the states “against domes- 
tie violence.” If snoh a commission were 
fairly organized, the risk of a loss of popu­
lar «apport and sympathy resulting from a 
refusal to submit to so peaceful an instru­
mentality

AN ONTARIO TRAGEDY.

A Mysterious Murder Explained—Arrest of 
the Guilty Wretches.

Owen Sound, Got, April 24—James 
King, John Wilson, and Charles MoCleary 
have been arrested in connection with the 
horrible murder committed abont two miles 
from Walrton, about a month ago, whereby 
James A, Bailey and his hired man, whose 
name Is unknown, lost their lives. The re­
volting and blood-onrdling nature of this will 
still be remembered. The mysterious de­
struction of Bailey’s house by fire, the dis- 
covery of the bodies of two men in the still 
barniog debris and the horrible disclosures 
made by the postmortem elimination all 
tend to make the case one of the most ab­
sorbing interest, especially же there wae no 
clue to the perpetrators. The above arrests 
were made on the strength of the confession 
of Ellen McCleary, whose family resided 
next door to Bailey’s and who kept house 
for the murdered man. The revealing of 
the mystery is due to the splendid work of 
detective Rogers of the Provincial force. 
Although there was no clue to the tragedy 
he came to the conclusion that the McCleary 
family knew more about the matter than 
they cared to tell. He therefore kept close 
watch upon their movement». A few 
days ago he saw Ellen MoCleary accom­
panied by a man board the train. They 
got off at Palmerston and registered at 
the hotel as man and wife. While they 
were out of the room Rogers entered and 
got under the bed. Soon after the couple 
returned and commenced talking about the 
murder. After listening for a short time, 
Rodgers crawled out from under the bed and 
arrested both the man and woman. The 
former gave his name aa John McCarty. 
The girl was thunderstruck and admitted to 
the detective that what he had heard was 
true. She subsequently mide a statement 
to the effect that on the night of the murder 
King and Wilson came to Bailey’s house and 
asked her if Bailey was at home. King had 
previously told her that he Intended to kill 
Bailey that night. Bailey hadn’t returned 
from Wlarton and the men told her to go 
home, and then went into the bush to wait 
for Bailey. She went home and sent her 
brother Charlie over to Bailey’s house to get 
the hired man out, as she didn’t want to see 
him killed. She saw £ing and Wilson re­
turn to the house about aa hour after she 
left, and afterwards saw the fire. King 
formerly lived with Bailey, but had a row 
with him and left. Both were paying atten­
tion to Ellen MoCleary, and King had stated 
to the girl that as long as Bailey was around 
he oonld not got her to marry him. She 
oould not tell anything about the affair be­
fore, ae King had threatened to kill her if 
she opened her mouth. Mies MoCleary and 
her oompanion were brought hero and lodged 
to jail and the other arrests quickly fol­
lowed.

The preliminary exsmioatlon of King and 
Wilson oommeaoed last evening. The girl 
again repeated her story and her brotner 
(maries corroborated her statement to the 
effect that ahe rent him to tell the hired man 
to oome over to their place. The hired man 
would not come. This was just a little while 
before the fire broke out.

The trial wae adjourned for a week.
King has had a bad record. Four year» 

ago he wae arrested on the charge of murder­
ing hie eister by poisoning, but was acquitted. 
Wilson on the other hand bears a good re­
cord and some believe ho had no hand to the 
trsgedy and that the girl Is uelng him in the 
place ef a man named Stelnoff who was stop­
ping with her at the time of the fire and 
whom ehe le trying to 
strengthened by the question aeked by 
Charles MoCleary when he was arrested, 
“Whether Stelnoff was arrested yet."

Sieinoff, it will be remembered, acted very 
strangely at the time of the fire, and disap­
peared after the bodies were discovered. 
He left the vicinity a few days later, telling 
the neighbors he had seen a ghost. It la 
thought Wilson will bo able to prove an 
alibi; It has not yet transpired what part, if 
any, McCarty took in the affair.

Forgeries by a Woman,

HABBISBUBG BANKS SWINDUD BY THE TBIASUB* 
KB OF A MléSIONABY SOCIETY.

Habrisbubg, Pa., April 21,—It has just 
leaked out that two Harrisburg banks have 
been swindled of $8,560 by well-executed for­
geries. The person alleged t > have been guilty 
of the crookedness la Miss Priscillia McClure, 
a member of one of the beet families In this 
city and for several years a teacher in the Pine 
street Presbyterian chmch and until lately 
treasurer of the missionary society of the 
church, with which she has long been connect­
ed. She was considered one if the most ex- 
emplary members of the congregation and 
the discovery of forged indersemett on 
notes, on which she obtainid the 
money from the banks, has caused a great sen­
sation among her friends. Miss McClure left 
this city a short time after the notes indicated 
had been discounted and her present location 
is unknown, but she is suppoeed to be in one 
of the Southern States. One of the notes, for 
$1,500, was indorsed with the name of the 
Indy’s mother. Recently it came due and 
notice being sent to the suppoeed indorser she 
declared that the name wae a forgery. She, 
however, waived the protest to save her 
daughter.

Since then the case has been placed in the 
hands of an attorney, In the hope of the to- 
covery of the amount paid t by the bank tc 
Miss McCiure. Another note of $7,000 was 
cashed by the Dauphin Deposit Bank, of 
which Senator Cameron ie one of the trustees. 
This was indorsed with the name of Thomas 
Furet of Btllefonte, a cousin cf the missing 
lady. It has been recent y learned that this 
name is also a forgery. The reason which im­
pelled the alleged forgeries can only be 
jectured. Nothing ie known as to what dis­
position was made of the money. Among the 
reasons is one that she was instigated to the 
perpetration of the forgeries by her love for a 
man in straitened circumstances.

There has been so much written about the 
worthlessness of the statistics which have en­
cumbered the pages of the agricultural reports 
for the last twenty years, that I believe the 
present secretary has not insieted npon the 
Societies furnishing them with that persistency 
which had been previously exacted, and Mr. 
Lugrin has furnished instead, a series of ques­
tions, for the Secretaries t> reply to. John 
8. Magee, the Secretary of the Charlotte 
County Society, has accordingly been quite 
voluminous in bis replies to these questions. 
The area for which his answers extend,comprise 
in gross 40,000 acres, tint he says “more than one 
half is rocks, mountains and lakes.” Leaving 
a balance of say 15,000 acres. Now referring to 
any portion of our province, of that 
extent, held by individual oweers of 
farms, it is but fair to estimate twenty.five 
per cent as being in forest, which would leave 
3,750 seres partially reclaimed, of tbie amount 
one third or 1,250 acres would necessarily ha 
pasture land, cleared of timber, but net stump­
ed nor ploughed. This would leave 2,500 acres 
cf land for hay and cropping purposes. On 
there 2,500 acres Mr. Magee reporta there 
have been raised:

Montreal, April 22,—Colonel Whitehead 
and Major Heaehaw, of the Victoria Rifles, 
yeftarday started to row thr.ugh Lachine 
Rapids, which were said to have been obliter­
ated by the high water. When they reached a 
point in sight of the rapids they tried to escape 
to shore, but were carried on. At the firat 
leap their boat upset. Being powerful swim­
mers and athletes, they held to the host ropee 
until the rapids were passed, and were then 
rescued in thu smooth water below more dead 
than alive. They came into town today, and 
are the first men known to have lived through 
these rapids altar the upsetting of the boat.

A Discouraging View of the Panama CanaL

New York, April 23 —Cept. W. B. Sher- 
wood, who for the past seven months has 
been to charge of an American dredger on 
one section of the Panama oanal, arrived 
this morning from Colon on steamer City of 
Para. He Is prononnoed to his condemna­
tion of the management of the French enb- 
officials and the manner to which ooatraoti 
are let, sub-let and re-let, so that the 
sponslbllity Is shifted from one to another 
until it la Impossible to remedy the 
one evils which exist to the workings of the 
various departments. Canal laborers, who 
are mainly Jamaloan and Martinique “nig- 
gers,” the captain says, are, as a rule, of 
poor physique and lszy and Indolent to a 
great degree.

It is no unfrequent spectacle, he declares, 
to see from 200 to 250 of these men ait in 
the mud for half a dey, idling away the time 
for which they are paid at the rate of $2 50 
per diem. He admits that “the climate is 
not fit for a white man to work to.” He 
complains bitterly nf the lack of energy 
shown by the French officials with whom he 
oame to buslnees contact. When asked his 
opinion as to whether the canal would be 
finished within the time specified by De 
Leseeps, the captain said his best judgment 
that not only would the canal not be opened 
to commerce at the tun - stated by the great 
engineer, but he did not believe the work 
would ever be dote under the present re­
gime.
