MRS. GUINNESS' HOUSE WAS
ARRANGED FOR EASY MURDERS

A Closed Room Which No nne'

But Herself Enfered, and a
Morgue for the Reception
of the Bodies -— Nine
Victims Already Known

st

LAPORTE, 1Ind., May 7.—The grisly
story of the private graveyard at the
farm of Mrs. Bella Guinness, a mile
north of Laporte, is still in its early
chapters. Today the estimates of the
number of persons murdered at the
place through the lure of a matrimon-
ial bureau run all the way from
twelve to twenty.

The exhumation “yesterday of four
dismembered bodies wrapped in bur-

lap brings the total of victims known

t> have been murdered to nine. In-
cluding the bodies supposed to be
those of Mrs. Guinness and her three
children, discovered after the fire
which burned the farm house on April
28, the total of deaths to be investi-
gsted and accountéd for is 13.

There was scant doubt that Sheriff
Smutzer today would discover evi-
dence of murder in two more suspected
graves as yet unopened. All suspic-
fous parts of the premises are to be
dug up with esp=cial atention to the
“soft’”” spots beneath rubbish heaps
which so far invariably have been
found to conceal bodies.

Ray Lamphere, who is in jail here,
still asserts his innocence. Prosecuting
Attorney Smith, however, says he has
positive proof that Lamphere had
guilty knowledge of the Guinness
murders if he had not indeed parti-
cipated in them, ¢

The prosecutor is in possession of
letters, written about Lampher. which

. he is guarding. The letters written to

Andrew Helgelien by Mrs. Guinness
are said to contain references which
indicate Lamphere's guilt. That he
killed Mrs. Guinness and her children
and set fire to the house: in order to
prevent any revelaffon that might in-
volve him, is the theory of the prose-
cution.

In his cell Lamphere was asked con-
cerning a secret room in the Guinness
mansion to which no one was ever ad-
mitted except Mrs. Guinness herself.
She had the key and kept the door
locked constmmtly. In the night hours
no one in the household was ever near
that room. That, the authorities be-
lieve, was the chamber of horrors,

whose walls must have been spattered -

with the blood of the ill fated victims
of the woman’s greed for gold and for
blood.

“I neves was in that room,” said
Lamphere, “I knew that there was &
room in the house that was always
kept locked and there was also a room
in the basement, a sort of a box that
no one ever knew much about. It was

NEW YORK, May 7—Four persons
were killed and twelve injured early
today in a fire believed to be of incen-
diary ‘crigin. The fire practically de-
stroyed the five storey tenement house
at No. 101 Orchard street, This bufld-
ing is within a stone’s throw of De-
larey and Allen streets where twenty-
slx persons were burned to death in a
terement house fire three years ago.

The dead are: Eva Berg, 63 years
old; Samuel Sach, 10 years old; Hattie
Koppleman, 2 years old, and an un-
identified man. The fire was first seen ;
by a policeman who turned into Or-
chard street when the flames were
breaking through the windows in the
lower part cf the house. His call for
help brought several other officers to
his assistance and in a moment nearly
every one in the house had been arous-
ed and the fire escapes were choked
with frightened tenants. The police-
men caPried several children to the
ground befoze the firemen arrived. By
that time, m&én, women and children
were packed so elosely in the fire es-
capes that no one could go down.
While persons in the building who had
bLeen unable to get out because all the
windows leading to the fire escapes
were crowded, struggled for exit on one
side, firemen on ladders labored on the
other. Women and children were
dragged from the overcrowded - plat-
forms by the firemen and carried down
the extension ladders to safety. More
than a hundred persons were SO res-
cued.

Little Hattie Xoppelman lost her
iife and her mother narrowly missed .

Yesterday afternoon Mayor Bullock
received o telegram from the Minister
of Public Works informing him that
the local officials of the public works
department would co-operate with the
committee in obtaining informaton
concerning the harbor.

There is every likelthcod that the
Board of Trade will assist the commit-
tee from the Common Council. The
board claims to have very full in-
formation concerning the harbor of St.
John, with the exception of data on :he
valuation of properties.

It-is possible that a small
joint committee composed of Mayor
Bullock, Ald. Elkin and Ald. Frink and
a like number of members of the Board
of Trade will take charge of the mat-
te.

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PLAN TO VANQUISH THE
MONARCHS OF THE SELKIRKS

Early in July, when the Canadian
Alpine Club assenibles at Glacier, Brit-
ish Columbia, for its annual outing.
the members who respond to the call
of the mountainn peak will attempt
to obtain fresh thrills and furnish new
oratorical similes by essaying the con-
quest of at least two of the uncon-
quered monarchs of the Selkirks. The
knowledge that+there hre unattained
heights, whose ~ whitened, jagged
helghts rival those of the Swiss Alps
in every respect, will be fresh to many
people who have almost come to be-
lieve that only the summits of the
Himalyas, rising into the rarified air
of Central Asia, as bleak as the moun-
{ains of the moon, remain to be sur-
rmgunted.

Four very prominent peaks, among
g multitude of lesser ones in this re-
gion, are still virgin summits, al-
though they have been attacked. They
are Mount Pinnacle, which was at-
tempted three times in one season, but
without success; the north tower of
Mount Goodsire, Mount Douglas and
Mount Sanford, - discovered two years
sgo by triangulation to be the highest

t the Selkirks, and the Mount Blanc

: LONG JOURNEY.

The base of Mount Sanford has
never been approached nearer than
twenty-five miles. This mountain will
be essayed by Benjamin S. Comstock,
of New York City, a veteran Alpine
climber, .who has visited this region
for six years. He will be accompanied
by a companion and two Swiss guides.
The start for the summit of the 11,600~
foot peak will be made on July 10. It
is believed that it will take at least
ten days to perform the feat, if it is
accomplished. To reach the base the
party will drop down the Columbia
river twenty-five miles in a canoe to
the mouth of Green River, forty miles
from the mountain’s base. ~Up this
stream they will push as far as possi-
ble before cacheing some of their food
stpplies and setting out on foot for
the actual climb. 2

An effort will be made by members
of the club also to surmount the flat-
toppedi turre* of Mount_Douglas,
whick. risesg’ a height of j*1,000 feet
out of the glaciers. Last summer an
ursuccessful attempt was made by
members of the club to reach the crest
»f this tower of rock, 11,000 feet above
sea level :

SPECIAL PARAPHERNALIA.

The train which bears the climbers
into QGlacier will disgorge a quantity
of baggage of a character that will
defy the most energetic effort of the
baggage smasher. Thick-soled shoes
studded with nails like a castle door
and smelling like an automobile orv
seme - other malodorous device; tough,
ash-handled ice axes and thoroughly
tested hempen ropes in Dbundles
will be among the pieces of baggage
slung out of the doors of the cars.

Mountain climbing, like other sports,
calls for special paraphernalia. And
like the follower of other sports, the
expert have their own ideas as to
what is what. The thickness of the
soles, the kind and number of nails
and the best kind of oil to use in con-
nection with the footgear; the weight
of the ropes and the best kinds of
knots and the balance of ice axes are
all toples which may be depended up-
on to furnish as much excitement
around the campfire as the discussion
of an anti-gambling bill. Indeed, there
§s more reason for having things just
right in this sport than in many oth-
ers, for life may be dependent upon
gthe ‘‘correctness” of the parapherna-
lia.

’ IMPORTANT DETAILS.

A pair of properly nailed boots is
gonsidered to be the, most important
‘detail of a climber’'s outfit. They
wust be waterproof to their very tops.
Every nail must " be driven with a
nicety and individuality that amounts
to an art. Care must be taken to see
that the leather is firm enough to
hold the nails after they 'have been
driven, for it would be inconvenient
¢0 have them come out when the wear-
er was part way up a rock face which
contained only two-inch footholds.

Jdf some well-known peak, and depen-
dent upon the pushing and pulling
powers of guides in the accomplish-
ment of his ambition is likely to think
it superior in rank to his footgear.
The popular idea of the use of the
Alpine c¢limbing rope, with its -strand
of red, is sometimes amusing. One vol-
uble young man at Zermatt was heard
Ien)ightening some friends in this fash-
on:—

JOINING THE PARTY.

““Ah, yes! Thecy use the rope to
prevent them from losing each other,
and when they come to the glacier
they take hold of it and eclimb it.”
Others have an idea that the |guides
attempt to rival the Indian fakirs,who
according to report take a coil of
rope, throw it into midair, eclimb it
and then pull the loose end up after
them. In reality, of course, it is used
not so much as an adjunct to climbing
as a means of safely for the whole
party, which attached by the rope,
spreads out its base over the dan-
gerous ground.

There are many kinds of knots used
for joining the members of the party
together. The necessity for doing this
stoutly and surely, is illustrated by an
incident tcld by Mr. Comstock. Mr.
Comstock was a member of a party
of four last summer which were endea-
vring to climb Mount Aberdeen in
the Selkirks. They were using a short
rope. The last man on the line (Mr.
Mitchell) was in the middle of a coue
loir, or deep gorge. The snow slid
from beneath him, leaving him slipping
in the bare ice v-ithout footing. The
couloir terminated in a precipice, and
a body falling would have descended
at least a thousand feet. As Mr. Mit-
chell's weight came upon the rope it
untjed. Fortunately at that moment
he had chanced to grasp the rope with
his left rand, his ice axe being in
his right. He succeeded in holding fast
until n some way he managed to retie
himself and was helped across the cou-
loir to the rocks in which the remain-
der of the party were clinging.

EXPERT CLIMBERS.

The amateur often has to be initiated
into such a detail as the proper part
of the body about which to tle the
rope. ‘1t was fortunate for a party of
four innocents being convoyed across
a much canvassed snow-covered gla-
cier in the Alps that they met a party
of experienced climbers. They were
being tied by a Swiss who was ignor-
ant, of the business of guide, having
undertaken the task in the absence of
his father who was experienced. e

had divected the members of his party

to tie the rope about their necks. The
expert climbers set the innocents right
before mischief had been done.

The expert climbers is as finicky over
the choice of his ice axe as a cricketer
over his bat or a bowler over his hall.
It is used for cutting steps in the snow
and ice and when reversed to assist
in climbing by means of the spiked
handle. It is also used/for testing the
depth of the snow and the safety of
ice bridges. It is the ice axe that the
novice “doctors up’ to give the inipres-
sion that be is.a mountaineer of long
experience. All of the smearing with
muddy oil or other mixture to destroy
the glaring brightness of the metal will
not svail to conceal his inexperience it
he does not know how te ¢arry the im-
piement.

AXE FIEND.

There is in mountain climbing such a
peErson an axc fiend. He carries
his axe with a Jdegree cof calrclessness
that may destroy the eyesight of a per-
son coming up behind hinu

A bag, a bolding lantern for use in
making early starts, goggles, a drink-
ing cup, a good compass, pocket Knives
cooking outfits, field glassecs, spirit
fasks and warm clothing which will
not constrict the movements of the
¢limber, but will keep him warm, are
among the requirements for extensive
mountain climbing.

Mountaineering has its rules of good
ferm. Tor instance, it bad form
to return without one’s ice axe, having
started with it. 1t is’'also bud form
to have luncheon on the overhanging
table of snow at the summit of 2
mountain. The pafty doing this may
rot return at all, or ¢lse so rapidly as
to make the telegraph wires hot with
the news of their descent, It fs wise
not to display the various bruises re-
ceived in the ccurse of a climb. Ex-
rerts do not expect to receive bruises.
They are not cvidence of skill, how-
ever (hey may uppeal to the sympa-
thetic listerer. It is not good form to
bLe benighted. The expert returns ti=e
sume day. i« not caught at the
top.

The laymen’s missionary movement
among the Anglican churches of this
city was set in motion last evening at
a large and enthusiastic meeting held
in Trinity church for organization pur-
poses. All the churches sent large and
representative delegations.

W. S. Fisher was elected permanent
chairman and W. E. Anderson per-
manent secretary.

The ways and means of educating
people up to the missionary movement
were discussad at some length. It was
thought that a much larger stipend
should be granted country clergymen
than they at present recelved. In fact
it was the belief that increased sti-
pends for.the clergy of the country dis-
tricts was ©Of more importance just
now than increases in the amounts for
foreign missions.

A general discussion of the mission-
ary movement ended in the following
motion, moved by Dr. Thos. Walker
and seconded by William L. Harding:
“That this meeting cordially approves
of the laymen's movement and pledge
themselves to increase the subscrip-
tions for missions, so far as they can,
and that the time and manner of so
doing bhe left to the committees from
each church.”

It was also decided to hold the inter-
denominational meeting of all commit-
tees at as early a date as possible.

The matter of having laymen speak-
ers, such as are in Upper Canada, was
talked over.

The whole sentiment of the meeting
was to get to work at once, and it was
felt that it was only necessary to point
out to the members of the different
congregations the need to at least dou-
ble their contributions to both foreign
and local fields for them to do so.

Judging by the enthusiasm shown at
the meeting it looks as if the work of
the laymen's missionary movement
will be taken up with great vigor and
will be fraught with much success.

Alpine Club assen.bles at Glacier, Brit-
ish Columbia, for its annual outing,
the members who respond to the call
of the mountainn peak will attempt
to obtain fresh thrills and furnish new
oratorical similes by essaying the con-
quest of at least two of the uncon-
quered monarchs of the Selkirks. The
knowledge that-=there are unattained
heights, whose whitened, jagged
heights rival those of the Swiss Alps
in every respect, will be fresh to many
people who have almost come to be-
Jieve that only the summits of the
Himalyas, rising into the rarified air
of Central Asia, as bleak as the moun-
4{ains of the moon, remain to be sur-
mgunted.

Four very prominent peaks, among
B multitude of lesser ones in this re-
gion, are still virgin summits, al-
though they have been attacked. They
&re Mount Pinnacle, which was at-
tompted three times in one season, but
without success; the north tower of
Mount Goodsire, Mount Douglas and
Mount Sanford, - discovered two years

: LONG JOURNEY.

The base of Mount Sanford has
never been approached nearer than
twenty-five miles. This mountain will
be essayed by Benjamin S. Comstock,
of New York City, a veteran Alpine
climber, who has visited this region
for six years. He ‘will be accompanied
by a companion and two Swiss guides.
The start for the summit of the 11,600~
foot peak will be made on July 10. It
is belleved that it will take at least
ten days to perform the feat, if it is
accon_'xpllshed. To reach the base the
party will drop down the Columbia
river twenty-five miles in a canoe to
the mouth of Green River, forty miles
from the mountain’s base. Up this
stream they will push as far as pOssi-
ble before eacneing some of their food
stppiles and setting out on foot for
the actual climb. z

An effort will be made by members
of the club also to surmount the flat-
toppe turre* of Mount_ Douglas,
whick. ¥rises | a height of y1,000 feet
out of the glaciers. Last summer an
ursuccessful attempt was made by
members of the club to reach the crest
»f this tower of rock, 11,000 feet above
sea level. i

SPECIAL PARAPHERNALIA.

The train which bears the climbers
into Glacier will disgorge a quantity
of baggage of a character that will
defy the most energetic effort of the
baggage smasher. Thick-soled shoes
studded with nails like a castle door
and smelling like an automobile or
scme - other malodorous device; tough,
ash-handled ice axes and thoroughly
tested hempen ropes in bundles
will be among the pieces of baggage
slung out of the doors of the cars.

Mountain climbing, like other sports,
emlls for special paraphernalia. And
like the follower of other sports, the
expert have their own ideas as to
what is what.

The popular idea of the use of the
Alpine c¢limbing rope, with its strand
of red, is sometimes amusing. One vol-
uble young man at Zermalt was heard
enlightening some friends in this fash-
fon:—
JOINING THE PARTY.

“*Ah, yes! Thcéy use the rope to
prevent themn from losing each other,
_and when they come to the glacier
they take hold of it and climb it.”
Others have an idea that the guides
attempt to rival the Indian fakirs,who
according to report take a coil of
rope, throw it into midair, climb it
and then pull the loose end up -after
them. In reality, of course, it is used
not so much as an adjunct to climbing
as a means of safely for the whole
party, which attached by the rope,
spreads out ite base over the dan-
gerous ground.

There are many kinds of knots used
for joining the members of the party
together. The necessity for doing this
stoully and surely, is illustrated by an
incident tcld by Mr. Comstock. Mr.
Comstock was a member of a party
of four last summer which were endea-
vring to ¢Jimb Mount Aberdeen in
the Selkirks. They were using a short
rope. The last man on the line (Mr.
Mitchell) was in the middle of a coue
loir, or deep gorge. The snow slid
1'?rom beneath him, leaving him slipping
in the bare ice v-ithout footing. The
couloir terminated in a precipice, and
a body falling would have descended
at least a thousand feet. As Mr. Mit-
chell’'s weight came upon the rope it
untjed. Fortunately at that moment
he had chanced to grasp the rope with
his left Fand, his ice axe being in
his right. He succeeded in holding fast
until n some way he managed to retie
himself and was helped across the cou-
loir to the rocks in which the remain-
der of the party were clinging.

EXPERT CLIMBERS.

The amateur often has to be initiated
into such a detail as the proper part
of the body.about which to tle the
rope. -1t was fortunate for a party of
four innocents being conveyed across
a much canvassed snow-covered gla-
cier in the Alps that they met a party
of experienced climbers. They were
being tied by a Swiss who was ignor-
ant, of the business of guide, having
undertaken the task in the absence of
his father who was experienced. e
had divected the members of his party
to tie the rope about their necks. The
expert climbers set the innocents right
before mischief had been done.

'The expert climbers is as finicky over
the choice of his ice axe as a cricketer
over his bat or a bowler over his hall.
It is used for cutting steps in the snow
and ice and when reversed to assist
in climbing by means of the spiked
handle. It is also used/for testing the
depth of the snow and the safety of
;ce bridges. It is the ice axe that the
novice “doctors up” to give the impres-
sion that be is a mountaineer of long
experience. All of the smearing with
muddy oil or other mixture to destroy
the glaring brightness of the metal will
not zvail to conceal his inexperience it
he does not know how to carry the im-
piement.

Muliahs Stir

SIMLA, India, May 6.--It seems cer-
tain how tnat the uprising of the Moh-
mands and the invasion of India by the
Afghan fanatics is an aftermath of the
Zakka Khel uprising a 1ew months ago
so spedily put down by the troops
uhder Sir James Willcecks. Nome of
1he other tribes came to the assistancs
of the Zakka XKhels, but it now &ap-
pears that the Mohmands were inflam-
ed to taking a hand by their Mullshs,
but arrived too late for the purposec.
Fighting is bread and meat to the Af-
ridi; and the Mohmands,baulked of the
outing they anticipated, settled down
to make trouble on their cwn aceount.
Raids and saiping, In accordance
with the well-established custom, have
called for prompt action. In all the cir-
cumstances it is rather to be regretted
that the Mohmands did not get up in
time tor the earlier operations. One
expecition in place of two would have
been less costly to the Indian govera-
ment, Further than this, bowever, the
combired tribes would doubtless have
inspired greater daring and it would
have been possible to iutlicc a more
comprehensive lesson.

No effort is apparently being made
by the Ameer's officials to stop the
Tagao Mullah and even supposiing that
the Ameer is now anxious to prevent
further complications, he is likely to
find great difficulty in asserting his
authority as the Mulluhs have excited
popular feellng which is more easily
roused than laid.

The Ameer's conduct throughout has
peen rather puzzling, Ne attempt ol
any kind have seemingly been made
to check the Afghan excursions into
the Mohmand country.

Another serious feature is that’ the
tribal levies appear to have been pro-
vided with supplies and amnunition

on something lik2 an organized systen,
gshowing that the leaders werc confi-

dent of keeping their men together.
The only official news of develop-
ments in the Mohmand situation has
reports of bands of Af-

POOR REPUTATION AS FIGHTERS.

Among the frontier tribes they are
not neid in high repute as fighters and
are not tc be compared in this_re-
spect with the Zakka Kheis.

The Mohmand capital of Lalpoora,
on the north of the Kabul River, is
about thirty miies from Feshawar and
eight miles frons Lundi Kotal. It is
a large but unfortified village.

Roughly speaking, the Mohmand
tountry, of which Lalpoora is the
centre, is bounded on the west by the
Kunar Valley, on the east by British
territory, and on the north by the
Ambahar. The country fs not diffi-
cult for military purposes.

It is held that the present moment
{s an inopportune one for a Mohmand
rising, from the point of view of the
tribesmen, as thelr crops &ire now ripe
and waiting to ve cut.

it s considered unlikely that the
trouble will spread.

It is also pointed out that it 1s ex-
tremely difficult for ‘the Amir to re-
strain the tribesmen on his side of
the border.

With General Willcocks is Major
Ross Keppel, known to his familiars
as ‘“The King of the Khyber,” whose
knowledge of the frontier is surpass-
ed only by his daring and his influ-
ence with the Pathans.

LEADERS OF UPRISING.

News from Malakand confirms the
reports of umrest in the Bajaur dis-
trict. The Mohmand mullahs, who
are responsible for the present state
of affairs, have sent messengers and
written letters to the leading men in
‘the Swat district, including the mad
fakir who headed the fanatical rising
of 1897. 'Their endeavors, however,
appear to have been fruitless. Mes-
sages from the front are much belat-
ed, owing to the enemy cutting the
wires. The most prominent leaders
on the enemy’s side arc the Sarkar of
Hazarnas, previously employed by the
Amir as the Naib Kotwal of Jelalabad,
end Sir Khan of Girdao, a Lalpura
notable, who, since the Zakha Khel
operations, has been most active In
preaching war, and the Hazrat Mul-
lah, who is still believed to be near
the Kharapa Pass. News has been
received of a very large tribal gather-
ing which {s on the march to Janjkora
Bridge, beyond Chakdara Fort., All
the available Dir levies are being sent
to the spot, under the local political
officer. The Dir and Swat districts are
quiet. The Khans of Bajaur are belicv-
ed to be loyal, but it is thought that
they are helpless, in view of popular
feeling.

The general opinion expressed In
Simla is that the policy of withdrawal
pursued in the case of the Zakka
Khel is largely responsible for the pre-
sent situation. It is stated that a
feeling exists among the frontier
tribes nowadays that the British gov-
ernment is afraid of offending the
Amir. Lord Minto, the'Viceroy, is at
Simla.

INGREASED PAY FOR
U. S. ARMY OFFIGEHS

FETICHISM KILLS
 BY THOUSANDS

P

Crimes of Witeh  Daclors in

Darkest Africa

The whites in barbarous Africa say
that in spite of the evils the whtite race
has inflicted upon the natives, the good
they are receiving, especially the pro-
tection of life and property which the
new governments are giving them,vast-
ly cutweighs the evil, -

All authorities have much to say of
the norrible misery which fetich doct-
ors impose upon the natives. They as-
sert that fetichism is the cause of more
crimes and suffering than all the na-
tives wars, epidemics and cannibalism
that affilcts parts of the Dark Eon-
tinent. Thege brutalities can be excus-
ed because the people have always
lived in savagery.

Lieut. Foupard of the French army,
who has been travelling thousands of
miles in the French Congo, says that
the victims of fetichism are falling ev-
ery hour all:over that vast domain.
Many of the victims drop i their
tracks and are dead in a few minutes.

They know who dealt them their
death and so do all the natives, but
they dare not breath his name. It is
the fetich doctor who has caused poi-
son stealthily to be mixed with their
food.

In January, 1908, while Poupard's
party was passing through a little vil-
lage they saw a vigorous young man
surrounded by natives who were accus-
ing him of crime. A bowl filled with a
red fluld was given to the young man,
who drained it.

A few minutes later he fell on his
face and was soon dead. He was
a victim of the poison test. 1f his sto-
rach had refused to retain the liquid
ard he had lived his innocence of the
¢rime would have been proved. The
poison killed him and this. was clear
proof of his gullt.

Some days later at Mbeto the same
party hear a great hubbub and found
a woman on the ground and covercd
with wounds. Her -left shoulder and
her right forearm had been cut to the
bone and there was a gaping wound in
hHer hip, ahe her bocy was coverea with
contusjons.

She had received no care though her
injuries had been received several
days before. The white men came in
time to save her life. They dressed
her wounds and cared for her until
she was well.

She told them that her husband had
diced and that in the course of his in-
terment the fetich dcctor cried out to
the people that their friend had not
died a natural death. but his wives
had killed him. All the men in the
village immediately set upon the un-
fortunate women and only oné of them
lived to describe the crime.

Poupard on another day came across
some women running at top speed with

‘bables ofii their backs,-pursped by a

¢éroWa of men who were hurling pois-
oned javelins at them, The fetich doc-
tor had accused these women of look-
ing upon the bierl, a sacred object that
had been taken out of its box for an
airing. Any woman who even inad-
verteptly shquld look upon this object
would be put to death.
